Storing Geraniums.

Vick says :—Geraniums that are to be
merely kept over for another season may
be allowed to remain out aslong as the
weather will permit, and sometimes this
is quite late, Last fall, our plants remain-
ed uninjured until the first of November,
or a little later, but that was quite un-
usual. By watching the temperature,
and giving the plants protection when
cold threatens, they may be allowed to
remait some time after frost has arrived.
However, when a severe freeze is immin-
ent the plauts should be lifted and taken
in. Strong plants that have made consid-
erable root-growth may be kept over very
well by tying them three or four in a
bundle and hanging them up im a cellar,

.| where they will be secure from frost

through the winter, and where there is
sufficient e in the at

prevent drying out. A cellar containilih'

+

a furnace, keeping the air tly dry,
is not suitable, and even one with a ce-
ment bottom is less desirable than one
with soil or gravel bottom. Small plants,
and all those varieties that have'a small
root-growth, such as all those with varie-
gated foliage, do mot keep well by this
method as they dry out.. Except for
those that are very strong we advise plac-
ing the plants in boxes of soil in the cellar
and allowing only sufficient moisture to
prevent drying out. In either case it is
not necessary to prune or reduce the size
of the plants, but to put them away with
the foliage on, which in time will turn
yellow and wither, and then may be re-
moved, otherwise the leaves will decay
and cause the stems also to rot. A little
attention in this respect will insure their
soundness. The plants, in early spring,
can be brought out and pottd, and water-
ed quite gradually at first. By planting
out time they can be in fine condition.

A M-n of g Thousand.

Gustavus V. Fox, who died at Lowell,
Mass., on the 28th October, was a man
whose career descrves some mention.
Born at Sawgus, Mass., in 1831, he enter-
ed the United States scrvice as a midship-
man, and r ined in it sev years,
part of the time in the coast survey and
part in the mail steamers, being also in
the war with Mexico. In 1859 he left
the navy and entered the Bay State
Woollen Mills at Lawrence. When the
war broke out he was called into service
by General Scott, and, among other things
organized an expedition to succor Fort
Sumter,” and took the command of a
steamer for service in Chesapeake Bay.
But his real public work began when Lin-
coln made him Assistant Secretary of the
Navy, a post he filled until the close of
the war. He planned the capture of New
Orleans, and other important operations
on the Mississippi River,.he helped to’
create Admiral Foote’s flotilla, and was
all the time one of the most determined
and plucky of men, and rendered Lincoln
and Stanton and Hallock and Grant
great service. He made, when the war
was over, a visit to Russia in the public
service, refused an Admiral’s commission
in the United States Navy, and went
back to the milling business, in which he
remained until his life closed. The New
York Times exultingly points to his career
in these words : ‘‘He left the avocations
of a private and busy citizen when a
great exigency arose, to offer his services
to his country. He served faithfully,
without a stain upon his honor, and with
distinguished ability. He was pre.emin-
ently the right man in the right place.
Like many another genius born for those
times, he emerged from comparative ob-
scurity as if providentially called, did his
work well, and when the storm was over
and his work was done, went back into
private life, where he passed the remain-
der of his years without preferring any
special claim for public recognition and
without making ado over his really mag-
nificent services. The lesson of a career so

of losing all the honor of life for a folly
and all the joy of it by an accident.

A New Volume.

The ApvaNce enters, this week, on
a new volume, its ninth year having
ended with the issue of last week. It
is not necessary for us to say what we
may think we have accomplished during
our existence as a public journal, for it
is probable that differences of opinion
are entertained by even our friends
on that subject. 'We have no regrets to
express in reference to the course we
have p d in all matters affecting
the interests of the public within our
influence. ' We have striven earnestly,
persistently and consistently for what
we believed to be the well-being of all
within our field of operation. The
paper has been established on its pres-
ent satisfaetory basis at no small pecu-
niary sacrifice to its founder—a fact not
to be wondered at when the fate of the
half dozen or more Chatham journals
which brought only failure to those who
established them, is remembered.
‘Various causes, of course, contributed
to these failures, the leading one, we
are convinced, being the want of loyal-
ty on the part of their professed friends
to them. When Chatham was without
a paper, or one half or less of its active
and restl 1 spirits ded an
organ, they were, doubtless, profuse in
their promises of support, but they
seem to have imagined that one year’s
support was about all that was needed
and, thereafter, any respectable news-
paper establishment ought to subsist on
friendly sentiment. We say this much
in justice to defunct local newspaper
enterprises and from a sense of duty to
the newspaper business. A good many
of our own friends have done all that
could be reasonably expected of them—
and a few, really more—yet many who
ought to support us by advertising and
printing patronage fail to do so, while
hundreds of subscribers are satisfied to
receive the paper regularly, year by
year, and, at the same time, fail to pay
forit. This has obliged ns to adopt
the plan of cutting ‘off old subscribers
long in arrears as new ones come in—so
as not to decrease our circulation—and
to take unpleasant steps in collecting
from our ““friends” who have treated
us so badly. We hope by next Novem-
ber, when we shall have accomplished
our tenth year, to have brought the
paper’s subscription list down to the
strictly ‘“cash in advance” system,
which, after all, is the only correct one,
because so many people think that when
they owe a newspaper propriétor onlya
dollar or two it is 8> little that he can
well do without it, forgetting, at the
same time, that it is the aggregation of
these dollars that makes up therevenue
of hisb and the on which
he has to depend for paying its ex-
penses. We know it is not customary
for papers to celebrate their birthdays
by publishing matter suggestive of hard
times, but,as what we have stated is the
honest truth and it deals with facts
closely affecting the well-being of the
ADVANCE, it is right and proper that we
should take occasion to say what we
have said. To our paying patrons we
return our best thanks for their good
offices ; to the general public we owe an
acknowledgment for unmistakeable evi-
dences of their appreciation, and to our
dear friends whose only merit is that
they ‘‘take the paper,” while, at the
same time, they forget to pay for it, we
owe a measure of attention which they
will all receive in due time.

Oharacteristic Work.

A correspondent writing from Rogers-
ville shows that a little wholesome
organization and discipline is required
in that parish. It seems that one of
the late municipal councillors has been
practicing a kind of terrorism over his
brother Frenchmen, and declaring that
the safety of the parish depends on
keeping the English-speaking portion
of it from sharing in its representation.
Having a certain kind of general-store
influence, he assured his co-nationalists
that unless he was returned with the
other Councillor, who, last year,
¢ obeyed ” in the representation of the
parish with him, he would not go to the
Council, even if elected. He was asked
to accept another Frenchman on the
ticket with him—a man, superior intel-
lectually—if not morally—to his late
colleague, but an influence was brought
to bear on this person to prevent him
from running. Then, an English-
speaking candidate was brought out,
and the Frenchman who was induced
not to run was made chairman of the
meeting on election day. The election
was characterized by the inost miserable
canvasses, and the ballot-box was evi-
dently stuffed in the interest of the ter-
rorising Councillor. When the ballots
were being counted the Chairman found
as much difficulty, almost, in getting
them apart as he did in cramming them
into the box, and, still, things did not
seem to suit the managers. The elec-
toral meeting ended by the table on
which the ballot-counting was conduct-
ed being kicked over, involving the
mixture and theft of ballots and a scene
of confusion such as might naturally be
expected to follow from such organized
rowdyism as characterized this attempt
to import national prejudices into even
a municipal contest.

It may be well to suggest to the per-
sons principally responsible for the un-
desirable feeling raised ir. the new par-
ish, that the County Council can hardly
be expected to sympathize with the
“ exclvsively French representation ”
cry raised by them. The desire of our
people is in accord with the spirit of the
coustitution, which aims to give to all
classes due influence in our representa-
tive assemblages. Af the members of

the Municipal Council of the County,

s & whole, were to turn the tables on
the ultra-French councillor§from Rog-
ersville and tell him that his parish
should not receive any consideration
until it had sent men of the same na-
tional stripe as that of the large majori-
ty of the board, to represent them, he
would probably realise the absurdity of
his position. Ae it is, he does not seem
capable of looking that far beyond the
limits of his parish. When the new
election is held in Rogersville steps
should be taken to make it a fair one.
A presiding officer who will know the
difference between the thickness of
three or four ballots and that of one
ballot ought to be provided and,
during the counting of the ballots, the
blackguards who kick over tables
and steal ballots in the ensuing
melee ought to be excluded from the
polling place. Itwill only be a parish
affair in a new district, but in the in-
terest of law and order it will be well
to avoid having Northumberland dis-
graced by these characteristic experi-
ences imported from communistic quar-
ters.

In our own City and
Province the American maker of lum-
ber has a great advantage over the
Canadian in the United States market.
Why should not tlfp Government be
asked at least to equalise the difference,
particularly when it so heavily taxes
the Canadian producer? Why should
one industry be oppressed, and the
effect made g0 determinedly to beneSt
the other 7—St. John Globe.

The Pay of Teachers.

The Telegraph says,—‘Dr. Rand has
left a legacy to the Educational Depart-
ment in the shape of a demand by the
teach for an i of pay. It
will not be disputed that in the major-
ity of cases the pay of teachers is not suffi-
cient*to induce the best men and women
to make teaching their life work. This
is greatly to be regretted, b thing
is of more value in imparting instruction
than experience, and nothing so demoral-
izes the teaching profession as the fact
of its being regarded only as a step-
ping stone to something else. When the
present school system was instituted this
was one of the evils sought to be reme-
died, and it is with regret that we learn,
on 80 good an ity as the gentl
who had been charged with the adminis-
tration of the school law, that a remedy
has not yet been found, ' It is not impos-
sible that one reason of this may be that
the teachers are looking to the wrong
quarter 'for their . increase of salary.
Without professing to know the views of
the Government on the point, we venture
the assertion that the increase cannot
come out of the Provincial Treasury.
The income of the province is limited and
the drafts upun it are many and various.
A very large sum is now given annually
to education, and uo considerable addition
can be made to it without seriously im-
pairing the grants to other public services.
We have not data at hand on which to
base a comparison, but the Government
aid given in New Brunswick to education
will probably be found to bear quite as
large a proportion to the ‘whole revenue
a3 the state aid given in any country.
We are, however, enabled to give a few
statistics relative to the United States.
In Maine the average pay of male teachers
is $33 per month and of females $16 a
month ; in Alabama the averages are $17
for each ; in Vermont $30 and $20; in
North Carolina, $23 for each; in New
Hampshire, $37 and §24 ; in South Caro-
lina, $28 and $25. In Massachusetts the
average is $76 for males and $33 for
females ; in New York it is $45 for both,
while Nevada heads the list with an aver-
age of $206 for males'and $84 for females,

The statistics in our educational report
do not enable an average of all the salaries
to be taken, but if we take the salaries of
second class teachers as an average of the_
whole we have the average for males $26,
and for females $20, per month, or rathe,
these were the averages four years ago,
and the difference now is probably not
very great. So that we may conclude
that the average of teachers’ salaries in
New Brunswick is less than in any State
in the Union except Alabama, and perhaps
North Carolina. As a further contribu-
tion to this interesting subject, we may
add that in ten of the States over one half
the salaries of teachers is paid by the
State, California taking the lead, paying
98 per cent., and giving its male teachers
$84 a month average salary and its femal

+h

population. If it were imcreased to fifty
cents per head it would place $64,000 a
year more at the disposal of the Board of
Education, that it has at present, or about

$45 per head for each teacher, or $3.75 per |

month, but even then we" wonld fall a
long way behind the salaries paid in most
of the States, although it would probably
put us ahead of Maine. A very grave
question arises, whether the experience
of the people of the country with the
working of the school law has been stch
that they would endorse an increase in
the county school fund. We fear that,
before they would do so, they would re-
quire some evidence that a less artificial
and more practically useful system than
that now in use would be adopted.”

issued by the Department of Marine and
Fisheries, when the appellant, who is
Inspector of Fisheries, seized his fishing
tackle. The respondent had no li y
but claimed the right to fish because of
his being s riparian owner. The appel-
lant claimed that the verdict of the lower
Court should be set aside because the
plaintiff did not show that ‘he had the ex-
clusive right of fishing at the place where
he was fishing, the title to the bank of the
river being shown to be in other parties.
The right of fishing could not pass except
by deed or grant. The appellant was an
officer of the law, he was acting under
authority of the Fisheries Act, and there.
fore was not liable to any action or suit.
Admitting that defendant was liable toan
action, he was a justice of the peace and
entitled to notice, as the act complained
of was official. A new trial should be
granted on the ground that the damages
awarded were excessive, as the plaintiff
could only claim the amount of the actnal
loss sustained,and also b the judge in
the lower Court had misdirected the jury
by telling them that the Government of
Canada were parties from whom damages
were to be recovered. In {elling them to
give such damages as would compensate
plaintiff for the humiliation brought upon
him, and in also telling the jury to give
plaintiff such liberal damages as a gentle-
man would want to receive from the Gov-
ernment—such damages as would be suffi.
cient not for the mere loss sustained, but
such as would satisfy him for having his
rights as a citizen interfered with. Mr.
Burbidge, Deputy-Minister of Justice,
argued that the Fisheries Act, under
which Mr. Venning acted. was not ultra
vires, and that the inspector was only
doing his daty. Mr. Wetmore, Q. C., for
the respondent, submitted that respondent
had as against the Fishery officers an ex-
glusive right of fishing in waters on the
locus in quo, or contiguous thereto, in fact
that he had an exclusive right against all
persons, excepting possibly the Nova
Scotia and New Brunswick land com-
panies, by whom he had been put in pos-
session, and in whom the documentary
title was vested. He quoted the decision
of the Supreme Court of New Branswick
that a portion of the Fisheries Act,
authorizing the regulation of June, 1879,
was ultra vires as being an infringement
upon the rights of the ripariau owner.
Mr. Wetmore contended that the Fisheries
Act only authorized the Minister of
Marine and Fisheries to issue -Yicemses
applied to the place with respect to which
they might be issued, and not to individu-
als to whom they should be issued. A
fair reading of the whole Act showed that
the intention of Parli t, while regu-
lating times, modes, and seasons of fish-
ing, was to avoid interfering with private
rights, and no doubt this course was taken
b it was idered that any inter-
ference with rights of property would be
ultra vires of the Parliament. The re-

inder of Mr. Wet ’s argument was
taken up with the argument that the
appellant was not entitled to notice, that
the damages awarded were not excessive,
and that the judge had not misdirected
the jury. Case of Phair vs. Venning,
Hanson vs. Veuning, and Spurr vs. Ven-
ning are disposed of by this argument, the
facts being almost identical. - Court
reserved judgment.

* Unsettled Ouba.

A cable special to the New York
Herald, dated Paris, Nov. 3, says the
Spanish Government here received news
of grave importance from Cuba. They
have received information of the departure
from the United States for Cuba of a so-
called Cuban General Conachea, with an
expedition organized ynder the auspices
of the Committee of Separatists Centrale,
established in New York, with the co-

peration of certain influential persons in
the South American republics. The ex-
pedition will endeavor to effect a landing
in Cuba. A certain number of insurgents
will await the arrival of contingents to the
expedition at different points of the island.
The insuurgents are expected to arrive as
simple travellers. Supplies and maunit-
ions of war are said to be ready at Phil-
adelphia and Key West. Reports have
also been received of the organization in
many cities of America of sub-committees
charged with the collection of material
aid for the insurrection in momey and
kind. A large number of women figure
among the most active agents of the in-
surrection. A female club is being organ-
ized in New York, similar in character
and purpose to that existing at Key West
under tke name of ‘The Daughters of
Liberty,” for the purpose of extending
the propaganda in favor of the independ-
ence of Cubs. The members of the club
selicit money and jewels. It is thought
in Madrid Government circles that Gen.
Conachea’s expedition is the supreme ef-
fort of Cuban separatists. It is believed
that if it is not anccessful the insurrection
will be checked for a long time to come,
The Spanish Government have the intent-
ion of sending a special envoy to Washing-
ton for the purpose of calling the attention
of the Government of the United States
to the conspiracy, but they have not yet
found a suitable person fer the post.
