Newecastle, Feb, 12.—A murderous
assault was committed here at an
early hour Saturday evening, on an
old lady of 72 years of age, who was
passing along Blarley Lane between
King and Pleasant streets, in the
heart of the town. Mrs. Phinney, the
victim of the dastardly outrage, said
to belong to St. John, has been visit-
ing here at the home of a permanefit
resident,

The assault tock place shortly af-
ter nine o'clock when a full moon
was Shining brightly and there were
large numbers of people on the streets.

At 9.30 o’clock a young girl passing
along -the lane saw a woman lying
neat the fence with her face covered
with blood, and her clothing -torn
and dishevelled. Very frightened thé
girl dashed back crying out in alarm.

A crowd soon collected and the old
lady, who was badly cut about the
face and hands, had her clothes badly
torn and showed other signs of vile
usage, was carried into a neighbor's
house,

She was unconscious but alive, and
Dr. Desmond, who was hastily sum-
moned, succeeded in Dbringing her
around. She said her assailant was a
young man in knee trousers, The fel-
low sprang upon her like a madman
and started to beat her brutally. She
scrgamed  and feil insensible, When
she was discovered her bocketbook,
containing a congiderable sum of mo-
ney was missing. The torn clothing in-
dicated further outrage, but the ap-
proach of some one evidently frighten-
ed the assailant away.

Up 'to this evening the police have
found no clue to the assailant, but
it is supposed he was a lumberjack
crazed with drink., The pocketbook,
rifled of its contents was found in the
morning not far from the scene of
the assault,

Never before in the history of the
town have the people been so wrought
up as they were when the story of
the dastardly assault spread about.
The age of the victim made the atro-
city one of peculiar horror, and had
the perpetrator fallen into the hands
of any of the excited search parties
jt would have gone hard with him.

Mrs. Phinney is resting comfort-
ably and hopes are entertained that
ghe will eventually recover from the
effects of the terrible shock and bru-
tal beating she sustained.

NTH FUSBAND

Maine Woman Shoots Her 14-
year-old Son And Herself
Following Death Of Unsuc-
cessful Husband.

Oxford, Me,, Feb. 12—~In fulfilment
of a compact allegéd to have been
made with her husband during his
lingering illness, which death ended
yesterday, Mrs. Linwood 8. Keene
took her own life today after fatally
shooting her 14 year old son Gerald.
The compact dated about a month
back, was found by the coroner in a
sealed envelope in the woman's room.

Keene was formerly a prosperous
farmer, but according to the compact,
the family had become impoverished
and discouraged during his long sick-
ness. He was 9% years old, and his
wife a year or two younger.

The document found along Wwith
several farewell letters to relatives
bore the names of both Mr. and Mrs.
Keene, although the husband, appar-
ently had been ,too feeble to make
more than his mark, his name being
written by his wife. The document
recited briefly the result ‘of ' Mr.
Keene's illness. In it his death was
predicted, and it was stated that as
both the parents thought it would be
wrong to have their son remain in
the world to suffgr the troubles they
had experienced, Mrs. Keene bound
herself to “do away” in the words of
the compact, with herself and their
son (erald, as soon as possible after
the death of the husband and father.

Friends of the family who were in
the house today,-assisting in prepar-
ing the body of Mr. Keene for burial,
heard shots fired upstairs.

Pistol Close to His Head.

They found ;the boy in bed in This
chamber with a bulet’ wound in his
right temple. So close had the revol-
ver been held to ghe child's head
probably while he was asleep, that
the hair about his temple was singed.
The boy was alive, but unconscious
when found, He lived less than an
hour.

Meanwhile the door of Mrs. Keene's
room was found locked, and repeated
knocks bringing no answer, it was
broken in. Mrs. Keene's body was
found stretched on the bed. Ther:
was a bullet wound showing that she
had placed the revolver muzzle to the
roof of her mouth, and fired, death
probably being instantancous. The
revolver was on the bed beside her.

Directions regarding the disposition
of the bodies were left in letters to
relatives, to whom also some small
gifts were made of the personal be-
iongings of the family,

Husband and wife wished to be
buried in a double casket, and asked
that their son's coffin and theirs be
placed in the same box for final in-
terment. So it has been arranged,
and the triple funeral will be held here
next Wednesday.

today by the Committee on Ways and
Means.

The committee adopted an amend-
ment proposed by Mr.\ Mann of Ilin-
ois providing that wood produced in
Canada may be brought into the
United States free and that products
of wood, as specified in the bill up to
a valuation of four cents a pound, may
be brought in free.

When the United States consumes
all the wheat it produces, the report
points out, the tariff will have a sub-
stantial effect in raising the price of
wheat and consequently of bread.

“When that condition shall exist,
will it be desirable,” says the report
of the committee, “to employ a tariff
rate to make still higher to our con-
snmers the price of wheat in the
world’s market?

“It would be inhuman to the great
mass . of the people to enter upon
'hy policy of increasing by law, at
the moment that there ghould be a
domestic scarcity, the price of the
bread they eat, in order to increase
the profits of an already profitable-in-{
dustry. When that time shall come, ili
will be a blessing to all our people, |
and in large measure to those who are|
peor, that they can turn to the near-
by wheat fields of Canada.”

Retarded Growth,

The trade conditions between the
two countries, says the McCall re-
port, are such that an artificial barrier
has retarded greatly the growth of
QCanada and hampered the United |
States seriously in the development of
a great market that naturally would
buy from this country.

“When we ‘yvielded to the influence
of the lumber interests and denounc-
ed the Elgin treaty,” it continues, “we
suffered in consequénce the tragic
waste of our forests and we force
vpon Canada a condition under which
she has had but a slow and cramped
growth, Remove (his condition and
she will soon gain the strength and
stature of a great nation.

“And the benefit to us would be
enormous. If we could sweep away
all tariffs between the two countries,
it would have the effect upon our
trade of another Louisana purchase.
It is pointed out that Canada now
takes more American products than
any other nation but the United King-|
dom, when the item of raw cotton is
omitted from the exports. It adds:

“He must be blind indeed who can-
not see the significance of her re-
markable pre-eminence in the com-
merce of the United States.

PHILADELPHIA
DIED SATURDAY

Rt. Rev. P. J. Ryan, One Of
Greatest Prelates In America
—Born In lreland Nearly
Eighty Years Ago.

Philadelphia, Feb. 11.—Sane and
prepared to meet his God, whom he
had served so well, the most Rev.
Patrick John Ryan, D. D, LL. I
Archbishop of Philade¢lphia and Metro-
politan of Pennsylvania, and one of
the greatest archbishops on the Ameri-
can continent, passed peacefully into
Eternity at 4:08 o'clock this after-
noon at the Archepiscopal residence
adjoining the Cathedral in Logan
Square.

For weeks the distinguished pre-
late, who would have been 80 years!
o0ld had he lived until the 20th of this|
month, fought off death, but a weak
heart enfeebled by the arduous duties |
of his high office, could not stand the
strain, and he passed away breathing
the benediction “God bless you'' upon
those who stood about the bedside.

The venerable archbishop had been
suffering since last fall, but his con-
dition did not become alarming until
two weeks ago, when his physicians
publicly admitted that he was s owly
dying from a weak heart. QOccasion-
ally he showed signs of improvement,
and this week, his condition was such
as to rekindle hope that he might be
about again. At dawn today, how-
ever, the fatal change came, and he
slowly lost ground. At noon it was
thought that he was about to breathe
his .last, but herallied only to again
lapse into a sinking spell. later. The

States continues to raise more wheat
than it consumes.

“The bill takes a long step towards
establishing for the continent of
North America a policy of unrestrict-
ed trade and commerce, recognizing
natural conditions that have been too
long ignored,” says the McCall re-
port.

“It is based upon Juﬁt principles and
designed fairly to secure the mutual
advantage of the two nations.”

Senator Opposed.

New York, Feb. 11.—Weldon B.
Heyburn, United States senator from
Idaho, argued for an hour and a half
tonight before 400 silk manufacturers
and their guests against the proposed
reciproeity trade agreement with Can-
ada. His auditors did not agree with
him, however, and he was frequently
interrypted by cries of “ask Taft,”
and when he put the guestion directly,
“Do you want reciprocity,” there was
almost unanimous response of “yes.”

The senator was one of the chief
speakers at the annual dinner of the
Silk Association of America, which
brought together a representative ga-
thering of manufacturers, largely from
New England. After reviewing recent
tariff revision, Senatér Heyburn
launched into an attack on reciprocity
with Canada.

“Six years ago,” he said, “the sub-
committee of Platforms and Resolu-
tions at the Republican National Con-
vention fought over the question and
then voted that reciprocity be counted
out of the Republican platform, We
have kept it out so far, and we will
keep it out much further.”

“Ask Taft,” shouted somebody.

“l wonder how many in this au-
dience of business men,” he continued
“favor Canadian reciprocity? I won-
der whether that is a response to my
inquiry or an expression of sentiment,
There is no more reason why we
should have one tariff law with Can-
ada, and another with Great Britain
or Frum‘e, or Germany, than there is
that we should have dne law in one
state and a different law in another.
This is a nation.

Not Local Question.

“There never was a more unwise
expression uttered than that which
was uttered by a candidate for the
presidency, who said accidentally that
the tariff was a local question. It is
not a local question. During the last
vear the balance of trade between the
American people and foreign coun-
tries fell off $300,000,000. Who got it?
Why the foreign markets got it. The
trade of Canada matched against the
trade of America cannot be contem-
plated by the intelligest with seren-
ity

A JYoice:~—“What does Bill Taft
say?

Insurgent For It.

New York, Feb. 11.—Senator Albert
B. Cummins, of Iowa, spoke in advo-
cacy of Capadian reciprocity before
the Union League club of Brooklyn
tonight. Commenting upon the fact
that some curiousity had been expres-
sed to what his position would be upon
the proposed trade arrangement, the
Senator said that it seemed strange to
him that after having advocated Can-
adian reciprocity in every part of the
country for ten years, “when most of
its present advocates were denounc-
ing it,” that his attitude should be
in doubt, “I went down in defeat for
it more than once,” said Mr. Cum-
mins, “and I think I have the same
courage of conviction now that I had
then.

“I am for reciprocity with Canada,
but I am not for every trade arrange-
ment that may be proposed under the
name of reciprocity, just as I was
for the system of protection in 1909,
but I was not for the Payne-Aldrich
tarift law.,

“I am mot one of those who believe
that the free admission of agricultural
products into the United States from
Canada, will' materially affect our
farmers, but I do believe that while
we are admitting free the things which
the farmers sell, we should also ad-
mit free some of the things the farm-
ers buy. The objection I have to the
arrangement is not that it is too free,
but that it is not free enough. I do
not expect to ask Canada to change
her duties further than prescribed in
the agreement, but I do expect to in-
sist that with regard to imports from
Canada Into the United States there
shall be admitted free of duty timber
and lumber in all their forms, includ-
ing timber, however sided or squarred,
laths, shingles, sawed boards, planks,
deals and other lumber planed or un-
planed, finished or unfinished, coal in
all forms, iron ore of all kinds, iron
or steel in all its forms, glass, woolen
and cotton cloths clothing, boots and
8hoes, carpets, furniture. meat in all
its farms flour and all such things.

“It 18 not necessary to ask Canada
to agree to these additions to our
free list, for they will not be reei-
procally free, and we put them on our
free list solely for our own good and
to equalize among our own people
both the advantages and disadvantages
of the treaty. To me it seems absurd
to admit Canadian wheat free and

in a duty on Canadian flour, to
admit Canadian cattle and hogs free

—Yes.”

say, now we have taken a long stey

forward in reducing tarift duties, lm
us have peace and quiet for the next
decade. On the other hand, I say that
now is the time to make things right
between ourselves and Canada, and if
the friends of reciprocity will stand
firm, we will win.”

Cannon Stands Pat.

Springfield, Ills., Feb. 11.—Senator
Bailey, of Danville, made public to-
day a letter directed o him from
Speaker Joseph G. Cannon, of the
National House of Representatives in
which the Speaker strongly opposes
reciprocity with Canada. The Speak-
er's followers in the Senate .and
House, according to the Danville Sen-
ator, will put up a hard fight on the
floor when the Canadian reciprocity
resolution is offered next week.

In the course of his letter the
Speaker says:

“Of course free trade in these pro-
ducts is by itself one sided because
we give Canada an immense market
for her farm produce, both in theory
and in fact, while she affords us prac-
tically no market for farm products
in fact, whatever may be the theory.
Of course if there can be any advant-
age given us which will compensate
for the burden of competition thus
placed on our farmers. we should be
able to find it in the terms. I have
not found it so far, and I note that the
Canadian envoy Mr, Fielding, explains
to the Mother Country, that while
Canada is gaining a large market in
the United States, the United States
is not to gain market enough in Can-
ada to interfere with Eunglish trade,
since few reductions are made on our
products that would seek a Canadian
market, and these reductions are
small.

“I notice also one conspicuous dis-
crimination. Food animals on the
hoof, such as our farmers have to sell,
come into this country free of duty,
on the meat manufactured from these
animals, there is levied a duty of &
cent and a quarter a pound.”

In conclusion Uncle Joe recalls that
the Democraty have decided to sup-
port the agreement and closes: “For
one, I cannot agree with the Demo-
cratic caucus.”

Pro and Con,

Aylmer, Ont, Feb. 11.—During the
course of his address at a Conserva-
tive rally here this afternoon, T. W.
Crothers, M. P., sald that after -the
announcement of  the . reeiprocity
agreement, he had inserted advertise-
ments in the newspapers asking his
constituents in West Elgin to.write
him, giving their opinion of the effect
on Canada, as a whole, of the agree-
ment as proposed.

“I received a great bundle of let-
ters,” sald Mr. Crothers, “letters from
Liberals and Conservatives,from farm-
erh, mechanies, professional men and
all classes, and only two out of the
whole lot believed that reciprocity
would be a good thing for Canada.And
neither of those who favored it, was a
farmer.”

Wm. Shea Reviews Status of
Movement in Address to St.
Peters Y. M. A—). W. East-
wood Takes Issue.

On Sunday afterncon William Shea
deiivered an interesting -lecture on
Socialism, before a largely attended
meeting held in St. Peter's Y, M. A,
on Douglas Avenue, He said there |
was an idea prevailing in some quar-
ters that the church was opposed to
Socialism. This, however, was not the
case, the opposition of the church
being not to Socialism as an economic
doctrine, but to certain out-croppings
of the socialistic movement whigh
were not always approved by the ad-
vanced Socialist thinkers of the pre-
sent. time,
Karl Marx, the founder of the Soc-
ialistic movement, had faught that
Soclalism could not make any ad-
vances till religion had been destroy-
ed, but Marx was a Jew with a natural
antipathy to Christianity and his
teaching in this respect was not ac-
cepted as gospel by many Soclalists
today. The speaker pointed out that in
Canada Socialism was somewhat dif-
ferent from the Sociallsm of contin-
ental Europe,

Continuing, the speaker said {hat
while Socialists might be well mean-
ing, their system if adopted would
destroy individuality and abolish pri-
vate enterprise and competition, fac-
tors which had produced the remark-
able development of modern industry.
