Assets of the defunct Dominion
Trust Co., of Vancouver, which had
branches in Charlottetown and other
places, valued at $5,000,000 on the
books turned out to be worth less than
$500,000, according to C. F. Miller, an
expert accountant who examined the
accounts of the bank. It is claimed
that many of the securitiesslisted as
assets were worthless when they were
entered on the books.
The bank closed its doors in 1914,
followed the suspension of the
Bank of Vancouver and other con-
cerns, the flight of several directons
of the Dominion Trust Co. and the
suicide of others
An important case affecting many who
were interested in the Dominion Trust
Company, will be heard next week be-
fore the Supreme Court of (anada,
viz.: Andrew Stewart, liquidator of the
company vs. B. W, Lepage and other
parties belonging to the Island. The
latter had placed money with the com-
pany for investment n first mortgages
on the Island, $10,000 in all, They had
made application in the Supreme!
Court at Charlottetown to have a new
trustee appointed in place of the Do-
minion Trust Co,, and claimed that the
mortgages should not go into the as-
getg of the company, but should be-
long to them. Stewart asked to have
the bill dismissed before the case came
up, on the ground that the consent of
the Supreme Court of British Colum-
bit had first to be obtained as requir-
ed by Winding Up Act before action
could be started here.

Tales of a Soldier's Life as told in letters to friends—
The tragedy of a Christinas pudding — Battlelield
Souvenirs — Lieutenant J. Edgar March baek on
duty — Interesting missives from well knewn

It is always
news regarding “Our Boys”
front, and this news is only obtained
when friends receive letters. An Eng-
lish mail arrived in the city on Thurs-
day and brought many letters which
were anxiously looked for by relatives
and friends of the heroes.

The soldiers are not allowed to tell
the exact part of the country where
they are doing battle, nor will the
censors g rmit much information re-
garding the inside nmews of what is
going ow at the front, but the boys are
lenabled to keep their friends posted
regarding themselves and their com-
rades,

In about every letter received the
Canadian soldier states that he is hap-
py, being well cared for, taking the

brave spirit that exists in the hearts
of every British soldier.

The Standard has been enabled to
obtain & number of letters recently
received. Sections of the same are
as follows :

Lieut. Gordon M. Johnaton

Lieut. Gordon M. Johnston of the
“Fighting 26th” sends a fleld card to
a friend in which he states that the
boys in the 26th are dll well and hap-
py. He says he received large cases
containing Christmas boxes for the
boys, and distributed the presents to
the soldiers when they came out of
the trenches for a rest. The soldiers
were like a lot of school boys, they
were so happy and pleased on recelv.
ing their boxes and especially as the
boxes came from their “Old Home
Towns.”

Lieut. J. Edgar March

Mrs. C. March of Copburg street has
receilved a letter from her son, Lieut.
J. Bdgar March of the “Fighting 26th,
Lieut. March writes from a hospital
in France where, for the past three
months, he has been il with fever,
and also being attended to for a
wound recelved while in the trenches,
He writes on January Gth and states
that having received the very best of
treatinent in.the hospital in charge of
Dr. MacLaren of St. John, he was then
feeling fine and passed as fit to return
to the front. He expected to return
t the firing line a few days after he
wrote the letter. He further states
that he is happy at the thought that he
{s able to return to the battalion and
be with the boys again. Lieut. March
was city editor of The*Standard when
he enlisted for overseas duty.

Signaller Wm. Swetka

Miss Eva Swetka of 26 Peter street,
received a letter on Thursday even-
ing from her brother, Willlam, a sig
naller with the 26th Battalion, now
fighting somewhere in Belgium.

Many women of w,ealtli 'are $

now receiving instractions
and applying lessons learn-
ed to their own hognet.‘

Child training is receiving more at-
tention among women of all lasses,
than ever before, as it is felt that up-
on the rising generation depends the
progress of the nation. Many Wwo-
men Of “wealth are now attending
-school to study the training of chil-
dren, and the important lessons learn-
ed are being applied to their own
homes. .

Mrs. John Henry Hammond, presi-
dent of the Froebel League, gives a

W clear idea of how these schools
a un, In the New York Herald, she
says:

“people used to think that parents
were divinely inspired to bring up
their children,” said Mrs, Hammond,
“put instead of that being so we have
to be taught every step of the way.

“Under Mrs. Langzettel's direction,
in ‘the mothers’ department of the
Froebel League we go back to funda-
mentdl principles. © We believe that
only as one starts right will orne end
right; - This work for the children of
our own fadiilies, which gradually will
extend through other mothers to oth-
er children, we feel is the ‘most con-
structive work in the world.

“The training that we get in the
motheérs’ department enables us to
study the instincts, impulses and gee-
eral activities of our children as mani-
fested from day to day.

“One of the things we are taught Is
not to moralize in telling stories to
children. The story should be of a
character in which the moral tells it-
self.  Most children ask to have a good
story told over and over again. 1
found that a really interesting story
lasts about two weeks.

“HWyery one who has had the carc
of children knows with what delicacy
and sympathy many problems of chiid
Jife must be handled if the mother is
to be successful in helping her child
over difficult places. Child psycholo-
‘gy, of course, covers an fmmense field
nn‘i one ¢an only select here and there
agbhase to consider. One of the
volints ‘which the ‘leagué impresses an
ihe mothers who study in its classes
is ‘the importance of commending a
child at the proper moment. A greal
many mothers reprove only.

The Disagreeable Chid.

“We learn that we must not be dis-
couraged if our children seem to’' be
growing disagreeable or even i they
geem to be developing into little lare.
1 kpow of one little girl who at the
age of eight became so disagreeable
that she was a great trouble to all her
teachers and all others who had charge
of her, Finally her mother asked her
why she liked being disagreeable to
every one. ‘You know,' said her mo-
ther, ‘that by acting in this way you
make things very uncomfortable for
yourself as well as for others.’

“Well, you see, explained the
child, ‘I made up my mind on my last
birthday that during the coming year
1 would be just as disagreeable as I
could be.

“The ¢hild, in fact, wished to test
her power to see how far in this direc-
tion she could go.  But by careful
treatment she was presently divert-
ed from this intention and soon be-
came one of the most helpful child-
ren in her school. She was given va-
rious outlets for her active nature and
commended for doing well instead of

ing frozen into unresponsiveness

But by careful
treatment she was presently divert-
ed from this intention and soon be-
came one of the most helpful child-
ren in her school. She was given va-
rious outlets for her active nature and
commended for doing well instead of

Reliable Recipes.

Roast Chicken,

For dressing, use one quart of
grated bread crumbs, season with salt,
pepper and sage, four tablespoons of
butter. Pour over this one-half cup
of boiling water. Have chicken recdy
and fill with dressing. Dry it well
with a clean cloth, then place in oven
and brown nicely all over. This close
sthe pores and keeps the meat from
becoming dry. Have the liver, heart,
gizzard and neck stewed till tender
in water enough to make one cup of
broth when done. Make a sauce as
follows: Three tablespoons of butter,
three tablespoons of flour, salt and
pepper to taste, mix well in spider,
then pour in gradually two cups of
water, the cup of broth, with the liv-
er heart and gizzard minced, and one
cup of milk. Baste the chicken often
with this sauce, using a cup at a time
till all is used, and when the chicken
is done your gravy is already made
and ready to serve.

One teacup
pumpkin, two tablespoons of corn-
starch, four tablespoons of sugar, one
teaspoon of spices, ‘one-half pint of
gweet milk. Cook the pumpkin ten-
der, run thrdugh coarse sieve; dis-
solve cornstarch in milk and add
other things; bake in slow oven un-
til well done. This makes one pie.

Apple Custard Ple,

Three eggs, one cup sugar, two ta
blespoons butter, one tablespoon corn-
starch, one and a half cups of wa-
ter, one cup sour apple sauce, one
teaspoon lemon extract. Thicken the
water with the cornstarch dissolved
in a little cold water. Have the water
boiling and the sugar dissolved in
it. Add the butter, then stir in the
yolks of the eggs well-beaten and a
pinch of salt. Cook until thick and
smooth, then add the cooked apple
sauce, which should have been pass-
ed through a sieve, and the lemon ex-
tract. If not sweet enough to the taste
add a little more sugar. Stir the mix-
ture well, and when hot pour into
baked crusts, and cover with a mer-
ingue made with the whites of the
eggs, powdered sugar and a few drops
of vanilla. Brown lightly in the oven.

How to Walk on lce Without Slipping.

A letter carrier explains why he and
the other members of his calling rare-
ly it ever fall when walking on slip-
pery sidewalks and climbinb icecoat-
ed steps. He says:
“When passing over sleety placea
we don't walk erect, but bend forward,
taking short steps and never letting
one foot get far'away from the other.
Then, when we step, the foot is put
down soldidly, all of it at once, on the
ground, with no heel-and-toe move-
ment, which leads to slips and falls.
It's not graceful this way of walking,
but it’s safe, and I can pass any ord-
inary pedestrian on a slippery day and
be in no danger of falling, while he is
constantly slipping.”

To Prevent Baked Beans From Be-
coming “Mushy.”

In the first place don't parboil your
beans. Wash and drain thoroughly.
The secret is to have the pot so full
of beans that too much water cannot
be added each time. Then when you
add water let it be cold, as this drives
the heat to the middle of the beans
and prevents them from cooking too
much on the outside. Beans should
be whole, moist, not dry or soupy.
Water should be added about every
hour in the morning, but in the after-
noon not so often. Last watering
should be not after 4:30. This meth-
od will give you genuine Boston baked
beans.

Cut Flowers.

To preserve cut flowers a small
lump of ammonia should be placed
in the vase. This will not only keep
them fresh, but will also help to de-
stroy the unpleasant odor that so of-
ten arises from flowers whose stalks

Fresh air and sunlight are nature's
best disinfectants, and kill tubercle
bacilli and other germs causing dis-
ease; so have as much in your room
as possible.

Do not live im dusty air; keep the
rooms clean, but do not sweep or dust
with dry brooms, or cloths. Get rid
of dust by cleaning with damp cloths
and mops.

Obtain fresh air by keeping one win-
dow in your bedroom partly open all
night long, and air the room two or
three times a day.

Always wash your hands before eat-
ing, and do not put your fingers or
pencils in your mouth, or candy or

least once a week.
Do not neglect a cold or a cough
but go to a doctor or a dispensary.

There
are 355 plants for the manufacture of
ghells in Canada, and while we are
buying considerable munitions in the
United States at present, Canada grad-
ually is mastering the situation, which
at first was gerious. All' the steel
foundries, agricultural implement
works, railroad shops and the plants
of private enterprises have been con-
verted into munition factories, and
the conversion will continue to the
end, of the chapter or until no more
munition ‘plants are needed to insure
the safety of the country.”
