SPARTACAN PLAN
TO OVERTHROW
BERLIN GOV'T

Revealed in a Circular Sent
Out to Agents and Chiefs
—To Hasten Internal Crisis
by Tampering With Home
Guards.

Berlin, Monday, Aug. 11.—A com-
plete and carefully drawn plan to
overthrow the present government
and further world revolution is con-
tained in a secret Sparatacan circular
to its agents and district chiefs.

The documents speculates on var-
fous possible developments, and then
sets forth a concrete plan, the first
step of which would be to hasten an
internal German crisis by tampering
with the home guards of Gustave
Noske, minister of defense,

The postal workers are depressed,
according to the ecircular, which goes
on, to say that the programme with
regard to the peasants is complete.

Delay in provoking revoltion {s
rather welcomnd, “as it will enable
further educatfon of the proletariat.”

The document doubts that the rail-
roadérs yet aim at the Sparatacan
goal, their opjects being economic,
Therefore, it says, their movement
must be supported in other than po-
litical ways at present.

« London, August 12, (By The A, P.)—
In the House of Commons tonight the
ministers had to listen to a deal ot
strong criticism of the extravagance
of the government in the matter of
armaments, but Winston Spencer
Churchill, secretary for war, in & gen-
eral defense of the government, said
he was able to promise considerable
retrenchment in this direction. His
speech betrayed that the government
was endeavoring as far as possible 1o
meet the popuiar demands for greater
econcmy, « :

Magor General J. E, B. Seeley, under
secretary for air, in the course of his
speech, made the effective point that
the efficient air force nad saved the
country millons in money and thous-
unds in lives this. year in connection
with the troubles in Afghanistan and
Egypt, where campaigne were carried
out at slight cost as compared to the
aforetime heavy cost in money and
life in similar campaigns conducted by
Lords Roberts and Wolsely.

The Right Homorable Sir Frederick
Bandburg, Unionist, argued that the
people would never economize while
seeing ministers riding about in ex-
pensize automobiles at the nation's ex-
pense.

The Right Honorable George Lam-
bert, Liberal, challenged the govern
ment to say' what it considered the
peace strength of the air force likely
to be, and when the colossal expendi-
ture on military adventures abroad
would cease, He declared the govern.
ment had lost the confidence of the
country by the huge expenditure in
every government department.

Mr.  Ghurchill Defending.

Mr. Churchill, defending the govern-
ment, said that through its policy it
was beginning to regam control over
expenditures. The latter, however,
was still dépendent upon military com-
mittments ‘abroad, the Minister con-
tinued, but already it had ' been ar
ranged wifh France that by the end
of October the British forces on.the
hhine may be reduced to a single
strong brigade, including an air force
of a singld’sGuadion: 2

The damage done in the rioting at
Luton on Saturday is now placed ty
competent assessors at well over a
quarter of a million.

Large gangs of men were engaged in:

repairing twe Canadian Pacific Rail-
way veseels, and as the whistle sound-
ad at quitting time, there was a rush
for the gangway leading from another
vessel to the side of the dock. The
gangway bnidged a space of about
thirty feet, between the ship and the
side of the dock, and beneath 1t was
the floor of the dock forty feet below.
In their anxiety to reach the wall of
the dock and get to their homes about
fifty men rushed om to the gangway
and as they reached the centre it snap-
ped precipitating them to the bottom
of the dock.

1t was a frightful sight as tde mass
of struggling humanity was hurled to
the yard and struck the floor w
sickening thud. Shrieks and groans
of the dying and injured arose above
the shouting of the men who had re-
mained on the vessels and were h
ening to the rescue. Ambulance
automobiles and other vehicles w
brought into service, while a numbe
of doctors and pri 'were soon o
the scene to administer to the dying
and injured

Women Hysterical.

The news of the
spread to the town of Lauzon and
syrrounding villages and fra me
ers, wives and children who had rels
tives working in the docks, ran front
their homes. The horror of the sheck
was written in their drawn faces, as
th swarmed pell mell to the scene
of the accident. It was heartrending
to see the women-folks struggling to
reach the injured men and when they
saw them amongst the doctors and
firest aid corps who were working,
some of the women became hysterioal
and had 'to be taken in charge by
friends.

In order not to impede the resicue
work the crowds which gathered had
to be kept back, and as the ambu-
lances and other improvised ‘hospital
wagons emerged from the dock_un
their way to the Hotel Dieu Hospita:
they were followed by weeping groups
of relatives who had recognized their
own kin and were escorting them to
the hospital.

The grounds of the hospital and
building ftself were besieged by inquir-
ing relatives, and umtil a late hgur
tonight many lingered abeout hoping
for cheering news about their men
folks. .

Only one man was instantly killed
when the gangway collapsed. He was
George Beland, of Breakeyville, aged
0 years, who leaves a wife
and eleven children. Alphonse Riche
ard, aged thirtyhree years of Mont-
magny, was so badly injured that he
died at the hospital two hours after
the accldent.

The doctors in charge
tal do mot expect that
cours, aged twenty-nine,
and ar Rancour, of
survive their injuries.

The gangway which collapsed was
thirt ight feet in length, forty inches
in width and was reinforced with steel
pports. It was examined by experts

Profiteers Watch Victims Die.

Major Nichol of Beirut local head of
American relief work told me that
there was no mead that any one of the
300000 Syrians in the Lebamon who
starved to death should have perished.
All the ghastly scenes of bodies on
the streets and even of cannibalism,
are on the head of a few native pro-
fiteors. p

The foremost of these finanicial
ghouls hasé been at phins, since the
war, to get into the good graces of the
foreign authorities. When the Frencn
ammunition dump in Beirut exploded
a few weeks ago, this man and his

gees, there has been and still is ter-
rible suffering, owing to lack of trans
portation and political difficulties. The

® matter of fact there have been no
«eaths whatever from starvation in St.
John for a very long time, as starva-
tion is properly understood. In one or
two instances persons with ample
means but miserly dispositions, have
died as the result of their own faflure
to provide themselves with sufficient
food. But the deaths of children to
wkhich reference hgs been made, have
in every single instance been due to
,mhat the doctors describe as inunition
;—a very different thing from starva.
(tion as generally accepted. In this

through lack of experience endeavor
to sustain these infants on food
which is not suitable and which can
not be utilized to maintain life. Fre:
quently it happens that the mothers,
rejecting the advice of those who
know, or perhaps not in a position t0
properly provide for themselves, are
pbysically weakened through lack of
proper nourishment and because of
tlis are unable to give the babies that
start in life which all should enjoy.

As a result of recent advance in the

price of hides and leather, the boot
and shoe manufacturers had given
warning that the price of footwear
would soon rise to extremely high
levels, although it was admitted that
the increased cost of leather did not
amount to more than $2 per pair of
shees. “This decline in the price of
raw material, following the govern-
ment's action, should, if it continues,”
says the Cost of Living Commissioner,
“obviate the necessity for advancing]
rrices on boots and shoes, and if con-
tinued far enough, should cause an ac-
tual decigne in these prices.”

BUSINESS IS BRISK
IN MILLING TRADE

Only Drawback at the Present
Time is the Shortage of
Wheat.

Business with the mills at the pres-
ent time is of a very satisfactory char-
acter. The only drawback is, of
course, the growlng scarcity of wheat.
Orders are brisk, so brisk indeed that
some of the mills have withdrawn
their travellers from the road, as they
have more orders than they will be
able to handle for some time. . This
ie due, it is believed, in a large mea-
sure to the centralizing of the busi-
ness with the larger mills. With the
growing scarcity of wheat the small
community mill,’ unahe to get sup-
plies, is eliminated from the business
for the time being, and the buyers
have turned to the large mills who
are still operating for r stocks of
flour. The result is, t there is
‘2 heavier volume of business than nor-
mal.

The question is largely now a mat-
ter of wheat supplies. These are run-
ning to a close, but it is generally be-
Meved that mills will have sufficient to
continue operation at a somewhat lim-
ited output, until the new season's
crop is available. It may be that here
and there some of the mills will be
compelled to close, but it is expected
that generally speaking the SQarger
companies will be abl® to continue
operation till plentiful stocks of grain
are again available.

WITH WHISKY

Though amn outbreak of fire in a
whisky bonded warehouse in a con-
gested part of Perth 200,000 gallons
of overproof spirit were destroyed on
Tuesday night, and the blazing liquor
gushing into the streets, fired and
completied guited adjoinigg houses,
rendering many families homeless.

Scenes of great excitement were
witnessed. Two young men were en-
velopeq in flames, and had to be medi-
cally treated, while during the pro
gress of the. fire several women
fainted. 2

The local authorities are making
provision for the homeless families.

Worried About The
Attitude of Labor

Dr. Walker Says That This
Condition Prevails Among
Business and Other People
in England at the Present
Time.

It is not only in labor circles in
England. that unvest prevails. There
i¢ much unrest and uncertainty
among the business men of England,
according to Dr. Walker, who has re-
cently returmed from a trip to the
0ld Country. Talking to a represent-
atlve of The Standard Dr. Walker
said the business and other people in
England were worried about the attl-
tude of labor, and could not figure out
what labor intended to do. The gov-
ernment apparently had no definite
policy, and strike followed strike, and
nobody knew what the outcome would
be, and were deterred from making
plans for the future.

Gloves and
other. articles of wear had increased
three or four times.

Some articles of food were still
rationed.

Dr. Walker observed that a great
deal more land was under wultivetion
now than before the war. The crops
this year appeared to be in good con-
dition. But it was a wonder wiih the
price of hay so high that Eng'ish
farmerg still sfacked their hay in the
fields, which meant that a consider-
ably portion must be rendered unfit
'for.use by the weathar.
