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, Latest advices confirm the magnitude of the disaster suffered by the 

Russian fleet, and point to the fact that Russia's hopes, so far as this war is 
concerned, now lie in whatever may be accomplished by the oft-beaten army
in Manchuria. - J

An official report received from Tokio by the Japanese legation at Wash­
ington Monday evening, says that the Russian losses definitely known include 
two battleships, a coast defense ship, five cruisers, two special ships and 
three destroyers Sunk, and two battleships, two coast defense ships, 
destroyer and one special service ship captured, while over 3,000 prisoners 
have been taken, including Rear Admiral /lebogatoff. The Japanese, it 
would seem, are still pursuing the Russians, and it may be some time before 
the final result is known.

There is nothing to clearly indicate the extent of the Japanese losses 
and it is suggested from one source that the tokio Government is waiting to 
hear from Admiral Rojestvensky by way of Vladivostok before announcing to 
what extent its fleet has suffered.

The news of the disaster has caused .deep depression in official Russia, 
though it is not yet known generally among the Russian people.

Rojestvensky’s defeat has given rise to renewed talk of peace. It is 
pointed out by the Associated Press’s St. Petersburg correspondent that Rus­
sia in this crisis will turn to France through its foreign minister, M. Delcasses 
while from Washington comes information that President Roosevelt, in ac­
cordance with his promise, announced a long time ago, is taking steps to do 
all in his power to bring about peace negotiations.

Hothing has been heard from Vice-Admiral Rojestvensky. In Tokio 
there is some belief that he has perished, while another source says he was 
rescued by a torpedo boat, but that he is wounded.

New York, May 29—The result of the 

Japanese-Russian naval battle was awaited 
with great interest all over the United 
States and the overwhelming victory of 
Togo is tremendously popular. The peo­
ple see in it the repulse of autocracy and 
oppression. They regard it as a triumph 
of right over might. An element of Am­
erican sympathy with Japan is furnished 
also by the tie with England.

No seriouslyminded English-speaking 
man can regret 
the most ultimate check that could be put 
upon the rapine of the most uncivilized of 
civilized nations.

But now thait this perhaps the greatest 
sea fight of history in its actual and po­
tential possibilities has resulted in such 
marvellous victory for the Japanese, the 
question is being asked in the councils of 
more than one of the world’s nations : 
“How far will the little brown man go?" 
It is conceded by students of world poli­
tics that the naval battle in Corean 
Straits puts Japan in the position of dic­
tator of the East. No sea power in the 
world, save possibly England’s, if she could 
spare it, can even threaten Japan now. 
Except in the ease of a dud, England 
would have plenty to do with even her 
magnificent navy.

The United States, with her Panama 
canal to build, her Philippines to look 
after, will be busy.

London, May 29.—Baron Hayaehi in an 
interview today said:

“We consider the victory as the most 
decisive of modern times.

Ottawa, May 29.—(Special)—In the com­
mons today Samuel Barker, of Hamilton, 
called the finance minister’s notice to a 
recent letter appearing in Industrial Can­
ada from the New York agent of the im­
perial Cotton Company which asserted that 
Canadians labored under great difficulties 
in finding a sale for their cotton manu­
factures in Japan. Enquiry had shown 
that American cottons sold readily but 
that Canadian goods, although of equal 
value, were absolutely unsaleable.

The Americans, it seems, enjoyed a five 
per cent customs preference in Japan, 
which our exporters did not get the bene­
fit of. When this was ascertained the 
Canadian firms offered a five per cent cut 
in their price to meet the United States 
competition. Still, however, not a single 
yard of our goods found a sale. Upon 
further enquiry it turned out that the 
difficulty was not so much one of price as 
it arose from a prejudice against this 
try in Japanese official circles. This was 
due to a feeling in the Japanese mind that 
the dominion had discriminated against 
Japan in the past.

The finance minister replied that this 
matter had already been brought to the 
attention of his department. The im­
perial authorities some years ago entered 
into a customs treaty with Japan.

John places before the disciples in the 
plainest manner in this chapter the great 
truths of forgiveness and atonement in 
the second venae and at the same time 
gives tests by which we may fairly decide 
whether or not we know the Lord Jesus. 
The end of all tins is to show the close 
and intimate connection there is between? 
obedience and knowledge and love.

There are things God has joined togeth­
er, any attempt to separate which is sure 
to end in disaster. The truth the apostle 
so clearly sets forth in the text belongs 
to no one age or country and is applicable 
to no particular state of society. Of course 
it might be otherwise were this dispensa­
tion not final but this the apostle also 
makes plain to those who might be in­
clined to question it, "Little children it is 
the last time.”

Much confusion, the preacher said, as 
to the proper tests of a Christian exists 
end much grevious error whereby spirit­
ual interests are jeopardized and God's 
word brought into reproach is abroad. The 
only corrective for this is to be found in 
a true regard for the “things that are of 
God” and also for the connection between 
the things God has joined together. In 
the words of the text: “Whoso keepeth 
God’s word, in him verily is the love 
of God perfected.”

The attitude of the individual towards 
the word of Christ decides the attitude 
towards Christ, and the attitude towards 
Christ decides the atitude towards God, 
the attitude towards God decides character 
and character decides destiny.
The Word of God.

It maybe asked,“What is Christ’s word ?” 
Chiret’e word, he said, is not the meaning 
any man may chose to attach to it. The 
tendency to misconstrue the utterances of 
Christ was a tendency that Was early 
shown and which has not yet become ob­
solete. Christ’s word is the embodiment 
of all He taught. Christ taught His dis­
ciples that God is a spirit having no ma­
terial .parts and not confined to any par­
ticular locality. Of himself He said that 
He was both human and divine, the 
Saviour of the world and the mediator for 
the sins of men. He taught that the Holy 
Spirit is divine, an emanation from God 
and a minister of God having important 
offices to perform in the hearts of believ­
ers. He also taught the divinity of man, 
his relationship to God and also the 
brotherhood of man, relationships which 
put him under weighty obligations to both. 
Christ also emphasized the doctrines of 
heaven and hell and that distinct .prepar­
ation on the part of man is essential for 
entrance to the abode of blessed spirits. 
In none of these things does Christ des­
cend to details. He lays down only broad 
principles.

Such is the word of Christ and keeping 
it implies far more than the possession 
and reading of a copy. It implies believ­
ing it, receiving it as the revelation qf the 
divine mind to and concerning man. This 
calls for faith that takes in the whole re­
fusing to eliminate any part of it.

This belief calls for an utter abandon­
ment of our own wills and the substitution 
of God’s and Christ’s will—the reception 
of the word in such a manner that it 
sways the judgment, wins the affections, 
regulates the life and eaves the soul. It is 
further openly to acknowledge Christ and 
obey 'Has commandments. There must al­
ways be certain Outward signs of inward 
graces, and so there must be outward evi­
dences of inward conditions.

Hon. Gabriel G. Ludlow, after whom it 
is recommended that the new ferry steam­
er will be named, was the first mayor of 
St. John, 'holding that office for ten years 
—from 1785 to 1795. He wm a New York 
'Loyalist, and throughout the war cqp- 
manded one of the Loyal American regi­
ments. After the war, Col. Ludlow, with 
other leading Loyalists, went to England 
but after a short stay came to this city, 
then known as rarr Town, with his broth­
er, Judge Ludlow. He drew three lots in 
Carleton on a spot formerly used by the 
French as a garden, and his residence on 
the west side, known as old government 
house, wm standing until a few years ago.

CoL Ludlow was appointed a member 
of the first council and at the incorpora­
tion of the city of St. John became mayor. 
On the organization of the court of vice- 
admiralty in 1787, although not a member 
of the bar, he wm appointed a judge, in 
1803, some years after resigning the office 
of mayor, when Governor Carleton left for 
England Col. Ludlow, m senior councillor, 
wm sworn in at St. John m president and 
commander-in-chief and administered the 
affairs of the province until his death in 
1808.

In the old graveyard in Carleton is a 
stone inside an iron rail enclosure with the 
following inscription :

Sydney, N. S., May 29.—'News of what 
is probably the worst fishing disaster of 
the year, in which nearly two hundred 
lives have been lost, has been brought here 
by the 'French cruiser Truade, which ar­
rived yesterday. For the past; week the 
Truade has been cruising about the Grand 
Banks in a vain search for the French fish- 

schooner Cousins Rennis, which left 
France six weeks ago with a large quan­
tity of supplies and one hundred and sixty 
men to replenish the St. Pierre fishing 
fleet.

Failing to arrive at St. Pierre within the 
usual time occupied in such a passage,about 
three weeks, the authorities both at St. 
Pierre and in France became uneasy con­
cerning the vessel’s safety, and the gov­
ernment sent instructions to the Truade 
to commence a search for her. After cruis­
ing about the Grand Banks and the New­
foundland coast for a week, the cruiser 
could find no trace of the missing vessel 
and her officers decided that she had been 
sunk by iceberg or collision with some 
other vessel and went to the bottom with 
all hands—about one hundred and ninety 
men.

The Cousins Rennis was a three-masted 
vessel of 128. tons net and was built at 
Advocate (N. S.) by A. C. Elberton in 
1893.

Admiral Togo immediately started at 
full speed around the north of Tsu island 
and when he doubled the island he saw 
the Russians coming in two columns. He 
then brought a terrific fire to bare on the 
flank of the port column and as the Rus­
sians fell into disorder, he forced them 
steadily eastward toward the Japanese 
coast where they were attacked by every 
vessel t^hat" flew the Japanese flag.

Repeated torpedo attacks were delivered, 
some of them with the greatest success.

The vessels which escaped, the corres­
pondent says, will probably be able to 
reach Vladivostok, and he adds that other 
operations of the utmost importance are 
proceeding.
Czar Prostrated Over Loss of 

Fleet.
St. Petersburg, May 30, 1.55 a. m—After 

waiting vainly all day and evening for di­
rect news from the scattered remanants 
of Vice-Admiral Rojestvensky’s destroyed 
and beaten fleet, the Russian admiralty 
at midnight no longer attempted to hold 
out against the overwhelming evidence 
pouring in from all directions that the 
fleet on which all their hopes were cen­
tred had suffered a greater disaster than 
the combined French and Spanish fleets 
at Tralfalgar,

More bitter even than defeat is the 
Japanese claim of the virtual annihila­
tion of the Russian fleet with practically 
no loss on their side and many officers 
cling doggedly to the belief that Vice-Ad­
miral Togo must1 have suffered heavily.

With every ship of Rear Admiral Ne- 
boga toff’s reinforcing division either sent 
to the bottom of forced to strike its flag 
and only six of Rojestvensky’s original 
sixteen fighting ships absent from the list 
of vessels sunk or captured and with the 
Japanese pursuit still continuing, no 
naval authority has the temerity to 
dream that Russia can essay an attempt 
to wrest the mastery of sea from Japan 
in the present war. The captured war­
ships alone will furnish Japan with ready 
made armaments which will be more than 
a match for the fourth Pacific squadron 
now about to sail from Cronstadt.

Grand Duke Alexis, high admiral; Admir­
al Avellan, head of the Russian admir­
alty department, and Admiral Wirenius, 
chief of the general staff of the navy, to 
TearekoeSelo, and remained closeted with 
them up to a late hour last night, pati­
ently awaiting information and going over 
charts.

The only news received by his majesty 
from Russian sources was despatches 
from Russian agents and consuls at 
Chinese ports which could give nothing 
but current rumors. The only time the 
emperor left the members of his cabinet 

to attend service in, the chapel of the 
Alexandra palace, when the chaplain 
prayed for Rojestveneky’s success.

The emperor was greatly distressed 
when the Washington despatch contain­
ing the information sent by the consul at 
Nagasaki arrived.

The newspaper despatches naturally 
created the widest speculation. Some of 
the officers of the admiralty who on 
Saturday were inclined to take the view 
that the ships off Wooeung were empty 
colliers sent to the rear to avoid hamp­
ering the warships unnecessarily or that 
it was a division of little fighting value 
dispatched to confuse Togo and to throw 
him off the scent, thought on Sunday 
that it was possible Rojestvensky might 
after all have divided his fleet and that the 
Japanese were awaiting the arrival of the 
second Russian division before making a 
general announcement.

The majority of the naval authorities, 
however, continue to believe that Rojeet- 
vensky could not risk a division of his 
fighting ships. These of an optimistic 
turn hope that Rojestvensky did actually 
throw Togo off the trail and escape him, 

the French fleet eluded Nelson on the 
way to Egypt, and that they encountered 
only torpedo boats in the Straits of 
Korea. This opinion though, is not gener­
ally shared and the great majority think, 
that Togo’s scouts were able to keep in 
touch with the fighting division and that 
the Japanese fleet lay in wait for Rojest­
vensky in the narrow waters where a 
battle is reported to have taken place.

Nevertheless practically nobody believes 
that Togo offered open battle, the con­
sensus of opinion being that the Japanese 
favored by a stage of the moon, which 
was at three-quarters full, waited and de­
livered a series of torpedo attacks Satur­
day night with such aid as their heavy 
ships could offer without running too 
much risk. Mines may have played an im­
portant role and perhaps been responsible 
for a large share of the losses reported.

At any rate the result is not fully satis­
factory to the naval authorities.

It is possible that a running fight at 
long range took place Sunday from which 
better results are anticipated as the naval 
authorities generally do not believe that 
torpedoing could be renewed Sunday night 
in the open sea.

The ermeers Gromoboi and Roeeia of the 
Vladivostok squadron probably have sailed 
south to afford Rojestvensky any assist­
ance in their power. If Rojestvensky got 
dear of the Straits Sunday night he 

I should be dose enough to Vladivostok 
Monday to communicate.

No light has been thrown on the iden­
tity .of the four cruisers reported from 
Tokio as passing thé Kuriles Straits and 
the only explanation is that possibly an­
other division of converted cruisers has 
been detached for the purpose of confusing 
the Japanese.

At 1 o’clock this morning Admirals Avd- 
lan and Wirenius on returning from Tsar- 
skoe-Selo, were shown the latest despatches 
to tile Associated Press.

Admiral Avellan said “Practically all 
the information ,in the possession of the 
emperor or of the admiralty is contained 
in the Associated Press despatches. Like 
the general public, we are now dependent 
on Tokio for news but we hope to be able 
to relieve the general suspense by des­
patches containing authentic information 
from Vladivostok by this evening.”

ent says that an intermittent fog prevail­
ed in the Sea of Japan Saturday. It oc­
casionally lifted, when there was brilliant 
sunshine. A high wind prevailed with a 
rough sea.

The Russian ships were first sighted at 
6 o’clock in the morning, approaching 
Tsu Island under cover of a fog, which, 
however, lifted and the squadron retired. 
This squadron is believed to have consist­
ed of six first class ships and, according 
to information received 21 more Russian 
warships were not far away. Nothing de­
finite is known, says the correspondent 
and the authorities merely reported that 
cannonading was proceeding.

A despatch from Shanghai says that 
Japanese warships arrived in the offing 
at Woosung Saturday and attacked the 
Russian ships, tout a later despatch says 
that the Russian transports are to stay 
in the vicinity of Shanghai, while the 
vessels of the Volunteer fleet are to leave 
for either German or French territory.
It is reported from Hong Kong that the 

British fleet is leaving for the north -at 
full speed.

The Tokio correspondent of the Daily 
Mail says' that fifteen of Rojestveneky’s 
ships appeared east of Tsu Island at 2.45 
o’clock on 'Saturday morning while at 10 
o’clock that morning the fleet was passing 
ten miles southeast of Tanzaki and that 
cannonading was heard.
Battle, Began Saturday After­

noon.
London, May 20—The Times’ Tokio cor­

respondent says that telegrams from ap­
parently trustworthy sources show that 
Vice-Admiral Rojestvensky approached 
Tsu Island in the forenoon of May 27, 
during a fog which cleared up in the af­
ternoon when the Russians were sighted 
by the Japanese. The battle commenced 
between 2 and 3 o’clock in the afternoon. 
There was a strong breeze blowing with 
a high sea.

The despatch to the Times from Paris 
says that a private telegram from Chefoo, 
probably from Russian sources reports 
that Rojestvensky began to force a pas­
sage of the Korean! Straits Saturday night 
without lights, in two lines, one on each 
side of Tsu Island. Heavy firing is said 
to have -been heard in the Straits be­
tween 9.30 and 10.30 o’clock at night when 
it ceased. The same despatch says one of 
Rojestveneky’s ship returned to Kiachou 
Friday night, haying been badly damaged 
in collision, with another ship.
Associated Press Summary.

According to the latest information, the 
battle between the Russians and Japanese 
naval forces for the supremacy of the 
Oriental seas, on which hangs the outcome 
of the Far Eastern struggle,has begun, if 
it has not terminated decisively.

All the despatches received by the Asso­
ciated Press point to a Japanese victory, 
though it is not yet known whether the full 
force of Vice-Admiral Rojestveneky’s fight­
ing ships took part in the contest which, 
according to the despatches, took place 
in the comparatively narrow waters of the 
Straits of Korea.

The first information came in a despatch 
from the American consul at Nagasaki to 
the state department at Washington, tell­
ing that the Japanese had sunk 
one Russian battleship four other 
warships and a repair ship in 
the Korean Straits, and this was 
followed by a despatch received by the 
state department, the date of which was 
not given, that the Japanese government 
had made the announcement that its fleet 
had engaged the Russians in the Straits of 
Korea Saturday and had held them.

The state department also received in­
formation -that two of the vessels report­
ed to have been sunk were sister battle­
ships Orel and Borodino, and that three 
of the other ships were cruisers.
Great Suspense at St. Petersburg

St. Petersburg, May 29, 2.15 a. m—In 
this momentous hour the emperor, the 
admiralty and the Russian public are 
waiting breatlessly for the Japanese to 
furnish authentic news of the fate of 
Vice-Admiral Rojestvensky and his fleet 
in which the hopes of the Russians are 
centered. The official disposition is to 
construe Tokio’s silence favorably, but at 
the same time the strategic reason for 
such silence is recognized.

The public, after the premature jubila­
tion of Saturday night, is inclined to re­
verse its attitude and to become pessimis­
tic. The report sent to Washington by 
the American consul at Nagasaki of the 
sinking of five Russian warships, includ­
ing a battleship and repair ship, was ac­
cepted as the most definite and most au­
thentic piece of news received up to mid­
night and undoubtedly produced a bad im­
pression.

The fear was expressed that the battle­
ship sunk might have been Rojestven­
sky s flagship, the Kniaz Souvarotf, on 
which the Japanese would undoubtedly 
concentrate their fire. The sinking of the 
repair ship Kamchatka which# was filled 
with the most modern machinery, might, 
it was thought, prove later to be a more 
severe loss than that of a warship, but at 
the admiralty, where crowds congregated 
Sunday afternoon and evening, the opin­
ion was expressed that if Rojestvensky 
cleared the gateway to the sea of Japan 
with no greater loss than that reported 
by the American consul, th< passage had 
not been dearly purchased, especially if 
later reports should prove that the Jap­
anese losses were anything like equal 
proportions.

London, May 29—The Tokio cor­
respondent of the Daily Mail says 
that the Russian Fleet has been dis­
persed, that1 several Russian ships 
have been disabled, and that the re­
mainder are in flight with the Jap­
anese pursuing.

Jap Losses Severe.
Tisntau, May 29—There is a run­

ning naval engagement between the 
Russian and Japanese fleets in the 
Straits of Korea, near the Islands of 
Oki—It is reported the whole Russian 
fleet is not participating, all the 
slower vessels having steamed around 
Japan, The Japanese Losses so far 
are stated to be one cruiser and ten 
torpedo boats.

Six Russian Ships Sunk.
Washington, D. C., May 28—The 

American Consul at Nagasaki cables 
state department that the Japanese 
have sunk one Russian battleship, 
four other warships and a repair ship in 
the Straits of Korea.

Rojestvensky Defeated.
London, May 29—The correspond­

ent of the Morning Post at Shanghai 
says that a telegram has been received 
there from Pekin announcing that 
Rojestvensky’s fleet has been defeated 
off the Tsu Islands and is fleeing 
northward, and that four Russian 
ships, including the battleship Boro­
dino, have been sunk.

Two Battleships Sunk.
Washington, May 28—From infor­

mation received in Washington today 
it is believed that two of the Russian 
ships, reported to have been sunk in 
the Korean Straits by the Japanese, 
are the Orel and her sister ship, the 
Borodino. They are battleships of 
13,000 tons. Three other vessels 
reported sunk are believed to have 
been cruisers, the remaining one be­
ing a repair ship.

The most remarkable feature of this 
greatest naval battle in the history of the 
world was that the Japanese fleet was 
not damaged. In this respect it recalls the 
two naval engagements of the Spanish- 
American war. While the Spanish squad­
rons at Manila and Santiago were ham­
mered to pieces by their American op­
ponents none of the latter were seriously 
hurt.

London, May 29.—Many despatches from 
Tokio and other points appearing in this 
morning’s newspapers are filled with more 
or less authentic details of recent move­
ments of Vice-Admiral Rojestvensky s 
ships and surmises and rumors of the re­
sult of the battle between the Japanese 
and Russian fleets, but add nothing re­
liable to the despatches received by the 
Associated Press from its correspondents.
