Sir Wilfrid Laurier and Colleagues
Booked to Attend Imperia
Conference in the Spring—Con-
servation Congress Adopts Im-
portant Resolutions About Pub-
lic Health,

Ottawa, Oct. 13.—The third session of
the ele@enﬂh parliament of Canada has
been summoned to meet on Thursday, No-
vember 17. ;

This decision was reached today by the
cabinet council and proclamation calling

the members together will be contained
in this week’s issue of the Canada Ga-
zette. Although the government’s legis-
lative programme for the session is not
yet definitely drafted, it is known that
the sessional agenda will be fairly heavy.
At the same time, however, there should
not be in the legislation proposed anything
of a very contentious nature, and it is ex-
pected that prorogation can be easily
reached before the departure of Sir Wil-
rid Laurier and his colleagues for the im-
perial conference mext May in London.

The sesston will be the last but one be-
fore the next general election and it may
be expected that the opposition will pro-
long it to considerable extent, with a view
of getting campaign material.

Outside of the tariff question, however,
which will probably come in for consid-
erable debate, there should be no subject
likely to provoke any long partisan discus-
sion, such as the naval question last ses-
sion. iy

Bank Revision Bill.
One of the principal hills which will

If these two provinces can
come to an agreement with each other
on the question of the territory to be au-
nexed, and if the Roblin government will
meet the federal government in any rea-
sonable spirit of compromise on the ques-
tion of finaneial terms, as intimated by
Sir Wilfrid last July in Winnipeg, there
will be nothing to prevent the boundary
extensions from going through this ses-
sion. Questions of traunsportation will, as
usual, bulk large on the sessional pro-
gramme. These will include the question
of the government’s policy in regard to the
construction and operation of the Hudson
Bay Railway, the deepenming of Welland
Canal, the carrying out of the govern-
ment’s policy of constructing a thirty-five
feet channel in the St. Lawrence up to
Montreal, and provision for the proposed
international tribunal for control of rail-
way rates on international traffic

The tariff situation and promised trade
negotiations with the United States will
undoubtedly be a brief matter for con-
sideration.

In regard to tariff question it is, of
course, difficult to forecast as yet with
any autbority the result of the present
movement for better trade relations with
the States or for a lowering of the tariff,
in accordance with the demands from
western Canada. These matters have to
be still carefully conside/red by the gov-
ernment.

Conservation or Public Heaith.:

The dominion, conference on public
health, held under the auspices of the
fedegal conservation commission, concluded
this afternoon’with the passing of a num-
ber of important recommendations for con-
sideration of the federal and provincial
go7ernments.

The conference, which was atteuded by
the leading health officials of the domin-
ion, recommended the establishmeni of a
federal council of health to deal with the
larger questions of disease prevention, in-

action. In connection with this federa:

eral laboratory be established ‘ta carry on
general experimental work, manufacture
serum and anti-toxins and general supplies
needed for such a national bureau of re-
search and education.

On the question of tuberculosis, the con-
ference urged that both the federal and
provincial governments should more liber-
ally encourage the establishment of sani-
tona, especially for the poorer classes, and

leged former federal convict, the books of
the company and several thousand-dollars
in cash, all taken under a warrant charg-
ing the company with the use of the mails
in a scheme to defraud

The officers were disappointed in not
finding Rev. Norman Plass, the president
of the company, who has the endorsement
of Secretary of the Interior Richard A
Ballinger, former Associate Justice Brewer
of the Supreme Court, Sepator Curtis, of
Kansas, and several local Congregational
ministers.

Rev. Mr. Plass was for seven years presi-
dent of Washburn College at Topeka
(Kansas.) The federal officers tonight weve
 scouring the city in the hope of finding a
trace of him.

John P. Feeney, counsel for the com-
pany, stated tomight, that the officers wel-
comed the fullest investigation, and ex-
amination of the books and were confident
that the outcome would be.favorable not

only to their interests, but to those of
the thousands of stockholders.

The Company’s Claims.

The Redeemable Investment Company
was organized three years ago, as a holding
company, with a.capital of $10,000,000. The
company in its circulars, state that it pro-
motes only those properties of which it is
the owner, or of which it has control. The
stock is not listed as the redemption
fund furnishes a market for the stock on
demand at a price in mno case less than
the price paid the company together with
at least six per cent for the time it has
been issued.

The circulars, also set forth that the
company controls the Santo Domingo Min-
ing Company of Jalisco (Mex.). wheat
land in the Quill Lake region of the ~as-
katchewan region, , 350,000,000 feet of the
Norman Plass Llumber Company of Brit-
ish Columbia, and the Okanagon Develop-
ment Company of Washington.

Briefly, the ministers repeat if it
is impossible for them to give their sup-
port to the proposed measures they will
give full account of the obligation of the
dominion to make larger and larger dis-
bursements for the defence, according as
the increase of the population and in-
crease in enrichment of the country will
permit. Their desire is that these dis-
bursements be made so as to free the
taxpayer of the metropolis of a part
of the burden which he is actually sup-
porting and they ardently wish that
their plans for defence may be put into
execution with the eo-operation of the
imperial authorities, according to the ad-

+ vice of experienced imperial officers, so
as to permit the practice of local auto-
nomy, which has been so powerful a factor
in the constitution of imperial unity.

“You will see by this note that we de-
clared our intention to sustaii the obliga-
tion incumbent upon all nations of de-
fending their own territory, that we had
already organized a militia, and that we
were equally ready to undertake our naval
defence, but that we would at all times
follow and maintain the prindiple of our
local autonomy.

“T feel quite assured that you will now
approve this policy, and that you will see
that Messrs. Monk and Bourassa. and even
the chiefs of the party who attacked the
naval law tell you that they are perfectly
in accord with this policy.

TRUTH V8. SUCCESS

The Notth Ameticafi Indidn generally
regarded deceit by whidh an enemy was
outwitted as praiseworthy; it was a part
of the art of war. Tt is still so ¥egarded
in thodern civilized warfdte. It is only
in the highest stage of civilization that
deceit is régardéd with contempt and is
thought mnot to pay. That honésty is the
best policy is curréfit doetfine, but not
established praetice, for whether or not
it is & suecess Policy is not a cleseéd ques-
tion. Our moral sense has become so de-
veloped that we ask thé question today:
“Is a lie éver justifiable?” but in; former
days it ‘was a qtiéstipn . whether..a trueé
success policy wiis to be based om truth
or falsehiood. %

The Greeks admiired cunning and sue-
cessful sttategém. Odydséus was the man
of many wiles, His matérnal grandfather
was endoWed by Hermes (a gud‘ of lying
and stealing) with adroitness in lyinhg and
‘thieving beyond all men. e great epics
exalt the heroes who are noteworthy for
tricks, strategy, ruses and perfidity:
Krishnd is such a heéro who invents strate-
gems and policies for the Pamduings in
théir strife with the Kurings: The king of
thé latter whén dying declares that the
Panduifigs had always beén  dishororablé
and tricky, while he and his party had al-
ways adhered to honorable méthods. Hew-
evet, he is dying And Bis pasty is almost
annihildtéd. Thé vietors aré sdmewhab af-
fected by his tatnts, whicH référ to
Krishna's inventiohs and suggestiofié;, but
Krishna shows them the booty and says:
“But for my strategemis you would have
none- of these fine things: What de you

_care that you got them by tricks? Do you
not want them?”’ They dpplaud and ptaise
him. Then the sutviviig Kutings, wedry
of virtue and defédt, surprise and thufder
the Panduings in the night.

The same poemi says that five lies are
allowéd whén one’s lifé or propétty id in
danger. The wicked lie is one uttered be-
fore witheséss in reply to a serious ques-
tion; #nd the only real lié is ofté uttéred
of set purpose for selfish gain. The same
sofiception was taught in the Germidn épics
as in the Gréék afid Indian. These clévér
heroes; developed out of the life of one
‘period and .fixed . in.. the epics, become
‘standards and guides for the customs of
later times, in which they are admired as
‘types of what everyoné would like to be.

In the fifteenth and sixteenth century
even many words became perverted ;md
were given a peculiar and téchnicdl mean-
ing for use of the period. Virfue, meant
the ability to win success. Machiavelli
uses it for force, cunning, courage, ‘ability,
and 1t wag quite compatible
with craft and dissimulation, or with the
indulgence of vices. Cellini was a typical
man of his age. He committed several
murders to say nothing of minor srindes.
A most religious man he was; often ‘eele-
brating #and praising the Deity, ®iif he
kept religion and motality far sepafated
from each other. In his memoirs He says:
“I shall now proceed to inform tHe féader
how it pleased God that I should goms
into the wotld.” And a little afterwards
he tells of how he ptirguéd & soméwhat
innocént musqueteer: “I pursuéd and in
four steps came tp with him, when rais-
ing the dagger over his hedd which he
lowered down, I hit him exactly upon the
nape of the neck. The weapon péfiettated
so deep that, though I madé & great ef-
fort to recover it again, I found it im-
- posgible.” Tt was assumed that genius
combined with foree of charheter réleased
men from the shackles of otdinary mior-
ality. 5

MORE ABOUT THE HAZEN ROADS
AND BRIDGES

To the Editor of The Telegraph:

Sir: In your issue of Friday, the T7th
inst.,, I notice where “An Independent
Kings County Voter” is giving Mr. Erb
a few facts from the Auditor General’s
Report. Without looking at that report
we feel that the statements made about
the Gibbon and other bridges are correct,
because they correspond exactly with con-
ditions here in York. Just as last Novem-
ber they were turnpiking roads up here in
York, so I learned from reliable men, they
were turnpiking roads down in Albert and
VWestmorland during the' same month; and
just as we had mud almost knee deep to
wade through on account of this unseason-
able time of turnpiking, so they down
there had similar discouraging conditions.

SAWDUST AND THE FISHERIES

To the Editor of The Telegraph:

Sir: As there has been considerable
written lately about the fisheries and saw-
dust in the rivers and bays of the Mari-
time Provinces, I thought I would send
you my ideas of the harm that the saw-
dust has done and is doing in the bay, say
from St. Martins up the bay. Both on the
south shore and the north leading to
Moncton, and up the Cumberland Bay,
where shad and herring were once very
plentiful, there are almost none, and I do
believe the sawdust is the cause and noth-
ing else. The cod and hake and other fish
follow the herring. In past years line fish-
ing was extra good. All along the south
shore for the last ten years there has not
been any herring worth while—so scarce
that it does not pay to go there fishing.
Any man that understands the nature of
the herring knows that in the spawning
season the herring comes cn to the shore
iin the night, inside of low water mark,
and deposits its spawn in the sand coves.
Now those sand coves are filled up with
{ sawdust, waterlogged, and in place of sand
| and gravel as God made it, it is sawdust,
and the spawn rots and spoils—and no
small herring You would not expect to see
| hens’ eggs hatch out in a snowdrift, but
}it would- be just as reasonable as to ex-
rpect herring spawn to mature in a mass
| of old waterlogged sawdust. Thousands of
[dol]ars, yes, I will say hundreds of thou-
sands of dollars, are lost every year, all
jon account of sawdust being allowed tg
| go into the rivers and bays. See the scare
| ity of fish that now prevails, and the price
ithat has to be paid—for what? To enable
!a few lumber kings to lay by a few more
| dollars. Whynot burn the sawdust? Oh,
| those few lumber kings will tell you, it

|

{ will cost so much to erect a sunitable place
Eto burn the sawdust that it would not
i pay to handle the lumber business. Every
thing costs to build and equip. A good up-
to-date sawmill, and a good plant to get
rid of the sawdust, should be one of the
first things considered in making your esti-
mate for the cost of your mill. I think
the law should be enforced as soon as pos-
sible, and put a stop to the nuisance that
has existed for the last twenty-five to
thirty years. I think I know what I am
writing about, for ‘I followed the fishing
for over twenty-five years, and I have dug
up the sand and gravel on the heach. in
some of the coves along the south shore
in July, the spawning season of herring in
this locality, and found more sawdust than
anything else and it was heating and
would destroy the spawn.
