Since the shop stewards came inte
power in the 1917 strike at Coventry |
their hostility to the old umion leaders|
has been bitter, in many places.

in many instances it rose from this sec
ond important fact: When the tradu'
unions wor their fight for recogmition |
and were accepted by the Government, |
they seemed to draw away from their|

¢ | members and become a part of the op

posing scheme of eapital. |

What sctually Rappened was that the
trades unions had given their pledge
aguinst strikes in war time and when-
ever the workers determined to strike,
the unions naturally were in opposition
As a result the shop steward, who might
have been only a union representative
in any particular factory, became a dis-
tinet power, whose activities nearly al
ways took him into the field against the
unions.

The shop steward developed from the
‘“father of the chapel’’ in the printing
trade and is known in the printing
trades in this country as well as in the
earpentry trades. While the union fights
for principles and makes general agree-
ments, the shop steward, or a eommittee |
of shop stewards, attends to the appli- |
eation of the agreed rules in each shop
In some of the most successful attempts
at workshop committees, sueh as the
Hans Renold experiment in the north of
England, the shop stewards are consid
ered as a purely trade union bedy.

This is of the highest importance be- |
eause it shows that in England the dan-
gers and the advantages of the shop
stewards have been experienced at the
same time. It is clear that if the Amer-
iean and Canadian labor unions do not
take the first step, they may find them-
selves facing a bitterly hostile group of
radieal agitators with all the prestige
of the shop steward behind them. The
great chance is for the unions to in-
itiate the aystem, and become the pro-
tector of ghe stewards, co-operating
with them and finding a proper place
for them im the labor union structure.
No one can say exactly what that place
shall be; but the unions ean say: We
recognize the need of an organized,
elected representative of the workers to
deal with the management, in order to |
supplement the general work of the
unions.

'PRE-WAR TRADE

UNION CUSTONS
RESTORED INENG.

Government Bill Providing For
Restoration of Certain
Trade Practices

The text has been published of the
Government bill providing for the res-
toration, after the present war, of ‘‘cer-
tain trade practices and to amend the
law relating to munitions tribunals.”’

Clause 1, which deals with the restor-
ation of these practices, is split up into
six sub-sections,

Sub-section 1 states that in any es-
tablishment to which

{war, the owner shall be under an obli-
gation, at the expiration of one month
from the receipt of a specified notice, to
restore, or permit the restoration of
{sueh trade practices for the period of
one year.

New establishments or branches are
dealt with in Sub-section 2 on similar
lines.

There is a provision in Sub-scetion 3
that an obligation under this seetion
shall not become binding on the owner
of any establishment, unless, within
three months after the termination of
the war there is served on himi, by, or

on behalf of a majority in the estab-|

lishment of the class or grade of work-
ers whose custom it was before the war
to maintain the trade praetice in ques-
ition, a notiee requiring the observamce
of the obligation.

If the owner of the establishment is

not prepared to comply with the notice, |

or is in doubt as to its nature, it is pro-
I vided in Bub-section 4 that he must give
a counter-notice within 14 days of the
receipt of the notice.

Where sueh & eounter-notice is given,
Sub-seetion 6 provides that either party
may apply to a munitions tribunal of

the seacond class to determine whether |

the obligation exists or, as the case may
be, the nature of the obligation. Any
order made by the tribunal shallbe con-
elusive in any proceedings that may
subsequently be taken against
owner in the matter.

Clause £ imposes s penalty not ex-
ceeding £25 for each day or part of a
day during which failure to comply with
an obligation under the bill shall con-
tinue.

A trade nnion or federation of trade
junions may institute proceedings
against an employer for an offence
under the bill.

The powers of the Minister of Muni-
tions in relation to munitions tribunals
are, by Clause 3, transferred to the Min-
ister of Labor.

The establishments specified under
Clause 4 are those in which munitions
work has been carried on and any other
establishment in which departure from

practice was made in ¢onsequence of the |

Treasury agreements of 1915,

Sub-section 2 of this e¢lause brings
iCrown establishments under the pur-
view of the bill, and makes them liable
to similar proceedings as a privately
owned establishment.

ECONOMIC REVOLUTION

factories at pitifully low wages; that to
make up the family budget it was nee-
essary for all members, adults and chil-
dren, to work at home on ‘‘sweatshop’’
tasks, that there was such a surplus of
labor that, for example, in Baden in
1913 there were 278,910 applications for
163,112 jobs, with an average of 171
applicants for every 100 jobs, and in
1914 there were 273 male candidates
for every 100 places.”’

FORTY-THREE WORDS
MOST USED IN
OUR LANGUAGE

While the average voeabulary eom-

sists of about 3,500 words, that is, words

that one recognizes when seen, very few
men use more than 2,000 in oral or, writ-
ten speech. This may seem strange until
it is understood that mnine words do
ashout one-fourth our work, and that an
additional 34 words bring the percemt-
age up to one-half.

The nine most used words in the Eng-
lish language are: And/ be, have, it, of,
the, to, will, you. The additional 34 are
listed by philologists as follows: About,
all, as, at, but, can, come, day, dear, for,
get, go, kere, her, if, in, me, much, not,
on, one, say, she, so, that, there, they,
this, though, time, we, with, write, your.
How these words make for simplieity in
spéech and writing may be noted that
there is only one of the entire 43 that
eonsists of more than ome syllahle.
