of Orange and Prince Alexander, passed away
in early mashood, partly through their own
irregularities, and partly throagh the inberi-
tance of mad and bad blood from the Uourt
of Ruesia, with which they claimed conssn-
guinity.

1If
Prussia bad not directly thos obtained the
sway of Holland she might have got it indi-
rectly through the succession to the throne of
either King William III's sister or his aunt,
each of whom was married to & German
Prioce. But the Hollanders love their inde-
pendence, aod the thought that they might
in any wey fall uoder the dominion of Prus-
sia wae sgonizing to them. Their kiog, there-
fore, determined to marry again, and Le, with
8 special thought of offspring, chose a lady
scores of years younger than himself, She
is the mother of the young Priacess who is
now heiress te the throne, aud she it is who
will probably be appointed as Regent if the
King dies. Thus Holland will be tem orarily
relieved of her difficulties, and if the grincan
Wilbemina Helins Paulioa Mary onlv makes
halt as zood a ruler as the Queen of England
her subjscts will have no reason to regret the
sbeence of the Salic Law in Holland,

Silver but Spurious.

It ie surprising to learn that there is a
large quantity of silver monev in circulation
—nearly §100,000 worth—which is spurious
at the esme time. In other words the coins
are composed of honest silver, but, not hav-
ing been issued by the Mint are mot current
coin, The Bank of England can detect
them, and invariably sende them bsck. DBut
they pass easily among ordinary traders, and
many of them are clever imitations of old
coins, which excite not the faintest suspicion.
It is aoother phase of the silver difficulty.
The value of that metal having contiually
deteriorated of late years, the margin of
profit to be got by coining silver is sufficiently
large to make the trade pay without using
base metal. Most of the work is believed to
be dove abroad, and it is calculated that there
is & profit of from fifty to seventy percent to
be had by this curious practice of making
counterfeit money of genuine metal.

_ Aqriculture

Sound Tough Feet.

That there is much in the soil and
mineral character of the grass and
grain that the colts are reared upon
to produce sound, tough feet and good
bone and muscle is no longer a ques-
tion, but it is little heeded. A writer
in Agriculture, London, England, ap-
propriately illustratesit. He says:

‘The question of feeding young
stock with a view to the production of
sound durable feet, one of the import.
ant points to be considered is change
of pasture. Foals kept with their
dams, or after weaning, upon grass
grown upon low-lying black muck
soils can hardly be expeoted to develop
tho best quality of hoof born. We
know by practical experience that
lambs kept too long upon such land
grow weakly in constitution and too
fine in bone, although at the same
time they may, and frequently do, lay
on fat rapidly. In the case of colts
fat is not a desideratum.

We want a good supply of flesh or
jost food condition, but the chief aim
should bo the development of the
frame. Bone of the best quality is
only produced on lands where there
is a sufficient supply of mineral mat-
ter—earthly salts—for its production.
This being unquestionably the case, it
is sound logic to argue that a change
of pasture from low on to bigh-lying
land where mineral matter and not
bumus %redominntol. wmust be bene-
ficial. here sound, flinty bone can

be grown, good feet as a general rule,

follow as a matter ef course. If too
fine bone is produced, the quality of
born boof is proportionately lessened.
If too coarse a bone is grown by foro-
ing metbods of feeding upon low
ground, the size of such bone is mainly
dependent upon sponginess, and the
feet partake of the samo character., A
sound, compact turnip is a8 good feed.
ing material. An overgrown turni
is too collular, too spongy. Hoofs fol-
low the same rule, and the same kind
of eoil that grows a big pithy turnip
will nsually grow that kind of foot.
Low ground and luxariant pastare
are valuable for inducing a great flow
of milk in the mare which has a foal
at foot, but after & good starL bas beéen
obtained the sooner a change is made
to shorter, more nutritious pasture
produced on mineral soil the better
will it be for the colt. We are well
aware of the faot that sucking colts
look astonishingly well wbhile with
their dams on luxariant meadows on
allavial seil, but like pink-nosed lambs
while fat enough and spparently
wealtby in bone and. supplied with
grand hoofs, they show wbat they are
in reality when weaned, put on their
own resources, and in the sase of colts
broken to labor. Undée this test one
finds out that the beanty of form was
composed of flabby tissue instead of
firm mauscle, and the size of bone and
feet and of spongy material of little
practical value for hard labor.

-
Tuberculosis Milk.

The European veterinarians, at the
annual meeting at Paris, last summer,
sbowed the danger of using milk or
meat from tuberculosis cattle, a dis-
ease. of course, better known in the
Old World than in America; bat siok-
ness is often traced to milk from un-
bealthy cows. The British Medical
Journal vouches for the uccuracy of
the following statement, which is
quoted to show the poisonous nature
of ‘milk from tuberculosis cows. The
owner of a valuable herd of cows
found that so large a proportion of
his herd was affected with this disease
as to suggest the possibility of infec.
tion by association in the byres. He
therefore withdrew his milk from the
market, and used it, without_boiling,
for fattening his large herd of pigs,
on which he prides himself not less
than on his cows. As a consequence
the pigs have all, without exception,
becoming effected with the disease to
such an extont as te necessitate the
slaughter of the whole herd. Another
point of practical importance was that
no nodules or otber indications .of
localized tubercule in the cow’s udders
could be discovered in this case many
authorities regarding that condition
as necessary before the milk is oapa-
ble of transmiting the disease. Such
a caso as this, which is only ang of the
many others of a similar nature which
bas been brought to light within the
last few months, serves to show that
tubercolosis is a disease which can not
be too vigilantly guarded against, and
that no efforts should be spared to
eradlcate this direfal scoarge, or at
least to mitigate as far as can be done
its prevalence among our dairy and
other stocks.

The Farm Dairy.

Under any circamstance we are to
aim to produce the most we can, qual-
ity, of course, being considered. If
prices are good we want plenty to
sell. If prices are poor so much more
the noed of having s rioh harvest.
The dairy daes not occupy the place
it deserves in the esteem of many
farmers. They keep cows, but the
profits are either nothing, in many
aases, or much below what they shoald
be. The dairy is a splendid soarce of
steady income if you chboose to make
it so. With it we do not have to wait
six or three months fer the income
from it. It gives us its yfeld every
week and we can sell it and get the
money. Now we can start out with
the propositioh that a good cow, well
fed and well cared for, will produce a
profit. Then we must get a good cow
and take oare of bor;deinur dli:hy-
ing pays the best; good cows pay the
bogt.l;’ Zood care and feeding pay the
best. Now are we are getting the best
profit? It is an important question,
and we onght to compel ourselves to
answer it, for we are on the farm not
for our health, but for the profit we
can make, -

and olothes its owner. It is the all-

purpose animal of the farm,

The Value of Sheep.

The value of sheep is not sufficiently
appreciated by the general farmer,
Most farmers keep a few sheep, bt
they are not kept and managed to
make the most profit, and in many
cases no profit at all is made. Maay
are killed by dogs, some stray off, and
mapy times the remainder come bome
in the fall looking like a bunch of
burrs. Their value in cleaning and
renovating old farms is too great to
be overlooked by the farmer, especi-
ally when s0 muny have poor, bushy
farms. But to renovate an old farm—
is not not where the greatest valge
lies; it is in mutton and wool. But
to gain all tho profit that may be re.
alized, sheep must be well cared for,
and all their products properly looked
after and disposed of.

Almost every farmer is aware of
the faot that a sheep must be fat to
make the best mutton, but few con.
oceive the idea that a properly and
well-fed sheop produces more and
better wool than one poorly-fed and
cared for. Wool is » product from
feeding just the same as fat or flesh,
aud the flock should be fed'and msn-
aged with a view to wool growth, and
that of fine quality. The demand for-
wool by the manufactarers, whose
goods sre nsed by everybody at all
times and seasons, will likely never
decrease, nor will it become unsalable
at profitable prices. :

A properly raised sheep between
the age of three and five years makes
the best mutton. Turnips ares cheap
orop, and when fed freely to sheep
with their other feed, make the juciest
and tenderest of mutton. It is said
that it is due to feeding turnips to
sheep and cattle that English beef and
mutton are of superior quality. ' There
is & great deal in slaughtering.and
dressing mutton to make fine flavored
meat. For this resson the shee
should be well bred, and then d
a8 quickly as possible.

-
Farm Life.

Life on the farm is not such drudg-
ery as it is represented to be. Too
often, we thiok, much farm life is lit-
tle less than bard tiring work. Bat
hard work is not necessarily drodgery. .
Drudgery depends upon the spirit in
wbich it is performed. The very
lightest work may be irksome, while
fatiguing labor may be a pleasure. It
is the thought and interest we put
into our labor that give it digniLy.
Aund, so long as farm life contains
notbing bat drudgery, the young will
try to escape it. Some work can be
nothing but drudgery ; but is not this
s fact in every calling or profession ?
It in the love we bave for opr. dis-
agreeble detsils into tactors in the so-
complishment of & grand and noble
purpose. We become so absorbed in
our work that there need be no neces-
sity or duty driving us to its perform.
ance.

Then, if we would keep the boys on
the farm, we must aronse their inter-
est and love in the work. Thus we
can lift farm life above a mere routine
of exhaustiog drudgery. Bat this ine
terest must. be jnstilled by example.
We must impart a love for the work
by feeling it ourselves, Instead of
doing your work in a slipshod way,
which will be imitated by the boys,
or which will drive them ‘away from
you, if they bave any ambition to
baye things done in a thorough, or-
derly manner, you maust pat your
beart into the work, and will soon find
the boys growing int6 an earnest en-
deavor to second your plans. Do not
make a mere hired man of your son,
compelling him to work so bard that
all ambition for making his life on
the farm one of enjoyment and honor
is smothered. If you would have him
take an interest in the management
and conduct of the farm, he must bave
energy for thinking and planning. -

-
Turnips for Cows.

Replying to a queation as to how
the flavor of turnips can be removed
from milk given by cows fed on them,
the Country Gentleman says :—

Tarnips are objectionable food for
cows that are kept for butter, for
several reasons. They contain very
little nutriment, and still less materisl
for making fat or butter; 1,000 lbs. of
them contain only 1-1b. of. fat, 11 lbs.
of albuminoids, and 60 lbs, of carbo.
bydrates, and the last mentioned are
chiefly in tho form of sugar and
starch. The large quantity of sap in
these roots have a laxative effect upon
the bowels, and thus cause a waste of
vutrimeat, as well as producing irri.
tation of the digestive organs to some
extent, They also contain a strong
volatile sabstance, which is rapidly
absorbed by the system, and passes
off by the lungs, the skin, and by the
wilk. To some extent, however, they
are useful as winter food, when the
bulk of the feeding is made'up of dried
fodder, as they relieve or avoid the
costive effect of this dry food, and to
a small extent may aid the digestion
of the concentrated grain food con-
sumed. The odor and taste of the
turnips may be avoided in the batter
by feeding them duriog the milking
or immediately before or after -it, a8
the volatile matter will pass off by
the lungs or skin very quickly, and
will escape, so as not to sffect the
milk.

Cutting the frog away at the time
of shoeing, then setting the foot upon
caulking in sach a manner as to pre-
vent the frog from- pressing upon the
ground, will soocer or later, interfere
with its development aod usefulness.
Tbe most important fanction of the
frog is to lessen the shock to the foo
in its contaot with the ground. This
being the fact, it should be maintained
and the shoe be 8o constructed that at
every step the frog can come in for a
share of the pressure upon whatever

substance the horse is required to
tread.

Nicholas Fleod Davin, M. P., is one of the
very well known members. With the poli-
tics of Ontario and the North West, he has
been familisr for many years.

The new superintendent of fisheries for
Newfoundland bas arrived snd will at once
enter en the duties of ‘his office. His atten-
tion will first be directed to the erection of
cod hatcheries for the purpese of re-stocking
the exhausted waters of the great bays, in
the first instance, and then the coast fishing
grounds. There are four large bays lying
within a moderate distance of each other—
Placentia, St. Mary’s, Conception and Trinity
bays, The plan proposed is to build a large
hatchery, capsble of hatching two hundred
millions of young cod each season. Fifty
million of young cod placed each year in each
of the four bays, would in three years restock
their waters now largely depleted of cod, 1f
successful, and if cod once more become
sbondant in these bays, by means of artificial
propogation, it will be worth many millions
to the country.

Hon, John Haggart, postmaster general, has
introduced in Parliament a bill to amend the
act respecting the postal service, which pro-
vides for several important changes, among
them the follewing : (1) Authority is given
to'the postmaster general fo increase if neces-
sary the rate charged for registration of let-
ters, the intention being to assimulate it to
the English rate. (2) The weight of letters
to be carried for three cents is increased from
half an ounce to one ounce. (3) The rate on
drop letters is changed frem one cent per
hﬂfoma to two cents per ounce, making it
similsr to the rate charged on these letters
in England agd the States.

0f Surrender to the United States

Promptly Voted down in
Parliament.

Laurier's Address in Support of
his Resolution,

And the Premier’s brilliant Reply.

In the House of Commons, Feb. 26th,
Hon. Mr, Laurier, leader ‘of the Opposition,
in rising on the motion to go into committee
of supply, said he wished to call tke attention
of the house to the question of the fisheries
and the pesition of the relations between
Oanada and the United States with reference
to this question. There was at this moment
no more important question to Canada. It
was urgent that on this question the Govern-
ment should speak promptly and spesk with
no uncertain sound., They have hesed no re-
ference to this question since the opening of
this session, futher than the allusion made to
it im the speech from the throne. It was
asked if the Government would continue the
modus vivendi, and they gave the serviceable
answer, that it was under consideration, It
was better to have this question settled than
to try to get any party advantage by it. At
this moment there was an act in the United
States that the President might put into
effect at any moment that would prevent the
importation of goods from Caaada into the
United States, of which our people exported
forty million dollars worth last year. Here
were two great countries, the offepring of
that great mother of natione, standing side by
side with a common ofigin and history with

¢ 7| relations so strained that the commercial war

which threatened them was divided from
actual war by a line that was very faint.
It the situation is mothing more, it is 8 de-
plorable one.

THE LIBERAL POLICY OF SURRENDER.

The Government is largely responsible for
this. He deemed it his duty to show the
Government where they now erred, where
they bad done wrong, where it was poesible
to remedy the wrong done. His party had
made it an article of their programme to re-
store the treaty and enlarge the trade rela-
tions between the two couuntries. This was
formerly the policy of the Conservative
party. The resolution which insugnrated
the Nationsl Policy said that it would eventu-
ally lead to reciprocity of trade with the
United States, but their policy had been such
as was directly opposed to thie. The Eng-
land of 1887 was no longer the England of
18061 when the south was aided and abetted
as much as was possible by covert acts in up-
bolding the southk in slavery. It was grow-
ing more democratic. Those feelings which
actuated the people of Eogland in 1775 were
the same as bad actuated its policy towards
the United States in 1861. That feeling was
inspired by the hope that the outcome of the
rebellion would be that the republic would
be wiped out of existance. After the war
there were many questions to be settled be-
tween the United States and Greet Britain.
One of the first was the fishery question.

THE TRADE QUESTION.

Then the hon. gentleman followed with an
account of the various treaty negotiations
with the Americans. The least that could
be said of the contention held by the hon.
gentleman that if they built up a tariff wall,
in two years they would bring the Ameri-
cans to them with an offer of reciprocity,
was that the Americans gave notice to the
Canadian Government that the fishery clauses
of the Washington treaty would not be any
longer in effect.. When the Opposition asked
for .information. on the question the answer
of the Gouernment was always “ Husb, hush,
hush!” They said leave it all to us; we
will put it all right. Their policy was silent,
do nothing, leave everything to us.

They found themselves unable to bring the
Americans to, them, and they made an addi-
tion to their policy, It was their fuilure to
carry out in: 1885 the convention of 1818,
They took the narrowest possible view of the
matter and the result was the inhuman treat-
ment of seaman whose vessels were obliged
to put out to sea without being allowed to
buy food in Oanadian seaports. Matters had
gone on til Erastus Wiman had stepped in,
and constitutiog himeelf an ambassador of
Canada had an interview with Mr. Beyard,
who told him he would be glad to meet re-

resentatives of the Oanadian Government.

he‘Governraent refused to send a commis-
sioner to Washington at the time he should
have been sent, with the consequences thbat
it was then:too late to do any good.

PERISH CANADIAN INTEREATS.

Now what was to be done ? ' The Govern-
ment should, be held, reverse their policy.
They should give up their policy of harsh-
nees and admit for once that they were in the
wrong. They should open negotiations to
get what they needed, There was a time
whi le of America were forced into
rebellion’ by the acts of the Imperial Govern-
ment. ‘The gentlemen had guch motions of
loyalty that he would read to them the words
of Lord Ohatham to the British Government
concetniog the treatment of the American
colonies. They would, he said, have to re-
verse theis tactics and they had better do it
at ‘once. He also said on another occasion
that if he were an American he would lay
down his arms pever, never, never, and he

WHAT THE LIBERALS WANT.

Mr. Laarier then moved the fellowing
resolution :

That in view of the rejection by the
Senate of the United States of the Washing-
ton treaty of 1888 and the unfortunate and
regrettable differences existing between
Canada and the United States of the flshery
question, this house is of the opinion that
steps should be taken at an early date by the
Government of Canada for a satisfactory ad-
justment of such differences and the securing
of unrestricted freedom in the trade relations
of the two countries, and that in any nego-
tiations entered upon for such purposes
Canada should be directly represented by
some one nominated by its Government.

That in the meantime, and to prevent such
negotiations being uhfavorably entered upon
and to afford evidence of the anxious Jdesire
of Canada to promote good feeling and re-
move all possible subjects of controversy,
this house is of opinion that the modus vivend:
proposed on behalf of the British Govern-
ment to the Government of the United States
with respect to the fisheries should be con-
tinued in orperation during the ensuing fish-
eries season.

After the Hon, Mr. Laarier read the reso-
lution he resumed his seat amid applause.

THE PREMIER'S BRILLIANT REPLY,

Sir John Macdonald, whoﬂwn received
with applause, began by sayiog tbat he
‘thought in all fairness his hon. friend should
have made known the terms of his resolution,
80 that they could take it up sentence by sen-
tence and parsgraph by paragraph. The hon.
gentlemen had not confined himself to the
subject. His resolutions dealt with the send-
ing of a representative from Canada to Wash-
ington, the smodus vivendi and uorestricted
reciprocity. Oane of these had been disposed
of and the other two might have been sepa-
arated into resolutions and made the subjects
of two discussione. After referring to his
speech as an esssy upon the inetitutions of

ads, Sir John said he might congratulate
him on the success with which he had shown
that fifty millions of people in the United
States had been trampled down by the five mil-
lion people of OCanada. (Laughter.) He
could not accept the adyice given by the hon.
gentleman, and they could not admit they
were in the wrong because they had not been
in the wrong. While Mr. Laurier advised
them to-day thst they were in the wrong,
they bad the admission of the President of
the United States and the others who took
part in the last negotiations for the American
Goverument, that every one of the contentions
taken by Canada was just and right, (Ap-
plause.) Without one single exception they
bad admitted that the contentions made by
Oanada were justified. The Government was
not wrong ; they had been right from the be-
gioning. They had been right in principle
and in practice.

A CRAVEN'S ADVICE.

But at this moment, just at the change of
regimes in the United States, when there
was, in u foew daye, to be a new Government
in the United States, with its policy yet un-
declared, the hon. gentleman rises and says:
Go on your knees to the people of the
United States that you bave so oppresesed.
Go to Mr, Harrison, go to Mr. Blaine, and say
we have been wrong from the beginning.
The hon. gentleman from Quebec Esst says
s0 and it must be so. Admit that we have

grounds,

oppreased the United States and say to them

oow come and make a tresty. The United
States would then say, continued Sir John,
“ Jobn, what is the use of making a treaty ?
You bave admitted everything that we have
asked for, you have given up everything that
we demanded.”

NO STRRENDER OF OUR RIGHTS.

That was not the wav that treaties were
mgdo. (Hear hear). That was not the way
this Government proposed to make treaties.
(Hear, hear), That was not the way they
would get a settlement with the United
States. (Hear, hear). They must stand up-
on their dignity ; they must stand upon their
rights. The hon. gentleman had said the
Government was vacillating in their conduct,
in their conrse, They had beep asked if they
were going to contioue the modus vivend.
That was under consideration now. The
hon. gentleman was shaking at them the non-
intercourse bill. Well, Oanada discounted
the non-intercourse bill a year ago. If it was
put into effect by the United States it would
be their wrong to & friendly people. Sup-
pose on the 4th of March, in bis inaugural
speech the President of the United States
announced that he was going to carry out the
non-intercourse bill, and supposiog before
the 4th of March the Goveroment had eaid
they would issue licenses to the Americans
until 1890, then Canada would be committed
to the full extent of the modus vivend: and
they could not help themselves, and at the
same time they could not send a herring into
the United States because they had pacsed
their non-interconrse bill. By keeping the
modus vivends in suspense there was no non-
intercourse now. The fishing season was not
yet commenced ; it would co’ commence un-
til next montb.

NON-INTERCOURSE NOT LIKELY,

He believed from what he had heard from
a high authority. which was not, howerer,
official, that the United States would not as-
sume anything like a commercially hostile
poeition towards Cenada. After referring to
the adoption of jhe modus vivends, he said
they did not stand alone. The important
colony of Newfoundland was slso iesuing
more licenses than Canada was and indicated
every desire to act with the Dominion. The
Government could not give information as to
their action- with reference to the modus
viaend:, There was no gentlemen in the
house they would rather take into their confi-
dence thsn the hon. member for Quebec
East, but he could not take him into their
confidence because, owing to his position, he
would feel obliged to tell their course to the
people, to tell it to the United States.

The hon. gentleman had esid that they
were blameable, Caoada had never asserted
s claim that was not well founded, They
bad never set up a clsim under the conven-
tion of 1818 that the United States bad not
adwitted. He defied the hon. gentleman to
point out one instance, Referring to the
words of Lord Chathsm, quoted by the hon.
gentleman, Sir John said their was no analogy
between the two ceses. He remiuded the
hon. gentleman that the last dying epeech of
that great man was a solemn protest against
granting the Upited States t)l:oir independ-
ence. 1f Canads was oppressed at this mo-
ment, many men would rise in the English
Parliament and defend the rights of Canada.
8o Lord Chatham bad defended the rignts of
the thirteen colonies mow a part of the
United States.

Oanada had shown no sympathy with the
South duriog that awful and fratricidal war.
Sir John referred to Canada’s dealings with
those charged with acts of piracy on Lake
Erie and Canada’s action in preventing their
country in any way being made a base of
hostile operations againts the North,

THE RECIPROCITY QUESTION,

Referring to the extension of Canada's
trade relation with the United States, he
said when the fishery negotiaiions of 1871
were proposed, it was attempted to get the
Americans to ioclude the question of general
trade relations, but they were not able to get
the American representatives to consider this.
While the negotiations were going on, the
United States representative offered that
coal, salt and lumber, should be admitted
into the United States in exchange for cur
fisheries, While he was at Washington
engaged in these negotiations the Parlisment
of Canada here bad put cosl and salt on- the
free list and Mr. Hamilton Fish, when he
beard of this action, said after s good chuckle,
we will withdraw our offer, and we, said Sir
John, were sold, When, as it was said,
owing to Mr. Wiman, negotiations were en-
tered into in 1885, then Canada’s representa-
tives were anxious that the negotiations
should not be confined to the fisheries,
When they went to Washington they were
told it would be difficult to geta treaty, no
matter how favorable, passed without any
reference to reciprocal trade, and that it
would be impossible to get any treaty rati-
fied if it went beyond the fishery question.

THE COUNTRY's VERDICT SURE.

In conclusion 8ir John said this resolution
would meet, hs believed, with the condem-
nation of this house and of the country.
(Hear, hear.) He would not refer to the
trade question, unrestricted reciprocity, up-
disguised or open — which was it? He
paused for a reply. The leader of the Oppo-
sition did not vouchsafe a reply, and Sir Jom.
continuing, eaid he knew the people of
Oanada would resist any humilistion of their
national honor. Servitude might be the
badge of some class in Oanada, but it was not
the badge of the people of Oanads. The
interests of Canada entrusted to this Govern.
ment had not been carefully dealt with.
They bad been developed. Thn hon. gen-
tleman knew his resolution would meet with
defeat in this house, and he would tell him it
would meet with just as much opposition by
the whole people of Canada. Sir John re-
sumed his seat amid loud applause,

The debate was continued by Davies,
Foster, Cartwright, Kenny, Jones, Edgar,
Mitehell and others, and a vote was reached
8aturdsy morning, Laurier’s resolution being
d:f;;ud by 108 to 65,a goyernment msjority
of 43,

A number of petitions for the repeal of the
Scott Act have been fioally disposed of so
far as the government is concerned, The
following is the correct list of places and
dates of polling: St. Thomas city, counties
of Woellington, Lennox and Addington,
Brant, Kent, Fontenac and Victoris, all in
Ootario, and Colchesfer, N. 8., all to yote on
April 4th, The voting in Peterboro, Oat.,
is fixed for April lst. Voting on the repeal
in the united counties of Northumberland and
Durham will take place on April 4th, There
are, therefore, ten contests in all. The ma-
jorities for the Act ia the places mentioued
were as follows: Peterboro, 408; Lennox
snd Addington, 36; Wellington, 1,430;
Fontenac, 641; Victoria, 965; Brant, 602;
Oolchester, 1,234; St. Thomass city, 11;
Kent, 2,303 ; Northnmberland and Darbam,
2,187, The total majority, therefore, in favor
of the Act in these places was 0,807,

The exact number of persons who cross
London Bridge in a day on foot has been as-
certained. In order to decide tho number,
arrangements were made with the Commis-
sionaire Oorpe, and a large staff of men were
drafted on to the bridge for the whole 24
hours of one day last month. The result
proved that 111,873 foot passengers were
checked, and in addition 45,000 vehicles, con-
taining an average of three persons each,
croseed.
