minors is on the rapid increase; and where- 
as, the overwhelming testimony of phy- 
sicians and teachers is to the effect that 
this habit, practiced by the young, is ruin­
ous to the health and deleterious to the 
mind; and whereas, the only legislation that 
now aims to curb the evil is wholly in­
adequate to deal with it; therefore, resolved 
that we call upon our Provincial Legisla­
ture to amend the present law in the fol- 
lowing particulars: 1. That the age of 
tection be raised from 14 to 18. 2. That all 
licensed liquor places be included in the 
provisions of the act. 3. That the 
smoker be punished as well as the seller.
4. 1 hat suitable penalties be attached to the 
violation of this law. 5. That a copy of 
this resolution be forwarded to at east 
three of the prominent politicians on each 
side of the House."

IMPORTATION OF CHINESE GIRLS.
W hereas, it is confidently affirmed that 
Chinese girls are imported into British 
Columbia and sold there for immoral pur­
poses; and whereas, there is under the 
present law no means of preventing this 
dreadful state of affairs; resolved, that this 
W.C. I. U. Convention of the county of 
Middlesex do memorialize the Dominion I 
Government to take such steps as shall 
effectually prevent a repetition of these out- 
rages, which now disgrace our country;

Supposing he had ruled it bad- 
could not the other side come to you and 
hold it was a good notice?

Judge Elliot—Certainly.
Mr. Hellmuth—That is what we are 

doing.
Judge Elliot—Supposing I should say 

the notice is invalid?
Mr. Hellmuth—If you will give your de­

cision upon that point we will take our 
chances. If the revising officer attempts 
to amend it we shall take action to 
prohibit. We ask your Honor to say 
this notice is bad, and after that 
if the revising officer acts we 
have our proper course of remedy. If 
the revising officer should have pronounced 
that it was invalid, null and void, we have 
the right to ask you to pronounce that 
notice of objection good or bad, and we 
think you have the power to say so.

Judge Elliot—I should say that the 
notice is invalid.

Mr. James Magee—We object that the 
matter is still before the revising officer 
and that your Honor has nothing to to 
with any appeal until the revising officer 
has finally disposed of the matter before 
him. It is still before him. He has made 
no decision. There might be some ground 
of appeal if the revising officer had finished 
his work.

Mrs. Thornley, president of the local 
union, explained that this department was 
adopted by the Provincial W. C. T. U. to 
further the training of children in the pub- 
lie schools in the knowledge of recently- 
developed scientific facts. To teach that 
alcohol is not a food, that it is rarely a 
judicious medicine, and that it is never 
a means of innocent good cheer is 
the object of this department. Six 
out of the eight unions correspond­
ed with have adopted the department 
and appointed superintendents. In the 
opinion of all the unions the text book on 
temperance in use in the schools is pro­
nounced most unsatisfactory. At the 
annual meeting of the London W. C. T. U. 
held Sept. 8, the following resolutions were 
presented, adopted and ordered to be for­
warded to the Provincial Convention:
‘Whereas, the book now in use in our 

schools as a temperance text book has been 
tried in several of the States and proved so 
ill adapted to school purposes as to bring 
about its withdrawal; and E
‘‘Whereas, our experience of the results 

of its use in Ontario would lead to similar 
conclusions; and

"Whereas, all experience points to the 
poor results obtainable from ungraded 
books in graded schools; therefore.

Resolved, that we as a union docall upon 
our Provincial Minister of Education to 
remedy this defect in our Scientific Tern 
perance Law by the substitution for the 
present book of a series. And that we 
suggest the Barnes series, now in use in th« schools of Quebec, as eminently suitable 
carry out the designs of the law."

When We Forget the Present and He- 
call the Past.

[Dr. Richardson in the Asclepaid.]
Memory is often a good test of age. 

When a person begins to find the recollec- 
tion of current and recent work failing, 
and when he finds the recollection of events 
of the early part of his life acutely per- 
ceptible, and by a kind of spontaneity re- 
current, the evidence is certain that the 
mind of that person is aging. The fact is 
still further emphasized if, with the re- 
membrance of past days, there is a sympa- 
thetic response calling forth a sentimental 
feeling either of pleasure or of pain.

There probably is a physiological reason 
for these phenomena.

HON. WILFRID LAURIER AT 
BOSTON.

It is not the fault of Hon. Wilfrid 

Laurier, the leader in the Canadian move­
ment for freedom of trade, that so many of 
his fellow-countrymen have been compelled 
to seek a home and a living in the United 
States. The honorable gentleman and his 
followers desire to so equalize the indus­
trial conditions of Canada, through emanci­

pation from international taxation, that Can- 
adians shall have even better opportunities 
to earn a living in this Dominion than they 
now possess over the border. While he 
holds thia view he docs not hesitate to af­
firm that freedom to trade would pay both 
parties to the transaction, and that the 
closer relations would be permanently 
beneficial to the two great branches of the 
race.

One-fifth of the Canadian people now live 
in the United States. Nearly one-third of 
the number are to be found in the Eastern 
States. It was no small mark of the esteem 
in which the Reciprocity leader is held by 
his fellow-Canadians over the border that 
they requested him to address them on the 
great question of the day. And Mr. 
Laurier’s address at Boston was not a dis­
appointment. It was that of a statesman 
bent on honestly serving his country and 
determined, if possible, to convince the 
other side to the bargain that trade free­
dom was mutually advantageous. Here is 
the concluding portion of the address:

“In so far as the economic conditions of 
my country are concerned, I say that they 
are identical with the interests of the 
United States—(applause)—and it is upon 
the broad basis of continental freedom of 
trade that I place the question, and that I 
ask thia consideration for it from the peo­
ple of the United States. (Applause.) I 
have been told very often in my own 
country that we could not have any such 
arrangement with the United States 
without sacrificing the control of our 
affairs to the American Congress. I never 
could understand what was meant by such 
an objection. It is an appeal to the pride 
of my own people; but I have only to say 
this, that much as I desire to see complete 
freedom of trade between Canada and the 
United States, if such a boon were to be 
purchased at the slightest sacrifice to my 
nation’s dignity I would have none of it. 
(Applause.) But I have no such fear, nor do 
I believe that this great nation, because 
they are 60,000.000 people, and because we 
are less than 6,000,000, would be disposed 
to be arrogant and overbearing toward a 
weaker neighbor approaching them with a 
due sense of their own dignity. (Applause.) 
Therefore, what I say now is that we 
are prepared, notwithstanding all the 
objections which we have to meet in 
my own country, to approach our 
American neighbors with fair offers of 
reciprocity, extending all over the new 
land, for all of our own productions and 
their own productions, as soon as a Liberal 
Administration has been placed at Ottawa. 
(Great applause). With those who say that 
reciprocity would bo an obstacle to annexa­
tion or would lead to annexation I entirely 
refuse to argue. Both arguments are un- 
fair and unjust to the Canadian people. If 
we cannot discuss it simply as an economic 
subject, I would say at once let us go no 
further, and let us part each our own way. 
But it seems to me that it would be childish 
to he prevented from adopting a course 
which we acknowledge would bo beneficial 
to both countries because it would load 
to conclusions which might be intoler- 
able to either country. Let us con­
sider the matter simply upon the ground of

60DEBT, INTEREST, PRICES.
Mr. Foster says the rate of interest has 

fallen, therefore Canadians should not object 
to the increase of the public debt of Can­
ada by nearly $100,000,000 within the last 
twelve years. No thanks to the high tax 

men for the fall of the rate of interest. The 
rate of interest has fallen because in Great 

Britain, the great money market of the 
world, money has become cheaper. The 
argument of the quibbling Finance Minister 
is on a par with that of the Canadian 
monopolists who point to the price of some 
articles that have been cheapened since 
1878 as a proof that high taxation is bene­
ficial. The only fair test is whether or not 
an article would bo lower in price if it 
were not taxed. On this point we have a 
recent confession of the London Free E ress, 
which has told us that in the case 
of necessaries the consumer always pays 
the duty. Sir Henry Tyler, president of 
the Grand Trunk Railway Company, boro 
out this view in hie recent protest against 
the coal duties. Said he;

“As regards any future decrease of work­
ing expenses, the only great item which we 
have to look to is the duty on coal. It 
costs us twice as much to place coal on our 
tenders as it does some of the American 
lines, and that adds enormously to our cost 
of working. • • • I hope that that 

- meeting (to arrange a reciprocity treaty) 
will shortly come off. * * * I believe 
one of the first articles to bo dealt with 
will be that of coal, and it will be a benefit 
not only to us but to the whole of Canada, 
because that coal duty is placed upon coal 
entering into Canada to benefit one little 

• corner of Canada in Nova Scotia, to the 
detriment of the whole of the rest of 
Canada.”

It is Always the Life of Public Opinion
Stagnant water becomes corrupt. Stag­

nant air becomes foul. Agitation purities 
both. To agitate means to keep in action 
or in motion. The merchant who advertises 
is an agitator; so is the auctioneer, or the 
street preacher, or, in fact, any preacher, 
for what is a preacher’s business but to 
push certain opinions as wares ou the 
market? Agitation is the life of public 
opinion.

The word ‘agitator” is used as a term of 
reproach only in connection with the labor 
movement. Some agitators are too zealous 
anyhow, and this is one thing that 
causes the public to become fatigued. 
Independent of this, the labor agitation 
is one of the most important progressive 
social movements of this progressive age.

Political and social changes are invariably 
preceded by periods of agitation. If a 
house is on fire, you may have to agitate 
the inmates to awaken them. If a man is 
lying drunk in the gutter, you agitate him 
if you attempt to remove him. If you dis­
cover a public official violating his trusts, 
he is liable to become agitated and to lay 
the blame on you. Wendell Phillips and 
Garrison Were agitators The signers of the 
Declaration of Independence were all daring 
agitators, and in doing that left themselves 
liable to punishment for treason. John 
Wesley and George Whitfield were pestif- 
erous agitators and disturbers of theolo- 
gical peace of their day. Jesus and his 
disciples were most of them put to death 
by the religionists and political rulers of 
their time because they were agitators and 
teachers of strange doctrines and unpopular 
beliefs. But then, there is a great deal of 
difference in methods, and it does not 
matter so much how you do it and whom it 
affects, as whether you have good backing.

moral ethics, the ladies of the W. C. T. U. 
have generously consented to bear this ex­
pense, and will, hereafter, as long as the 
saloons flourish, see that all such informa- 
tion is furnished the public."

That “excitement” of the intensest sort 
prevailed after the distribution of this 
flyer, is putting it lightly. Threats of suit 
for libel were freely made by the mer­
chants, school teachers, politicians and 
others, who found their names in awfully 
black printer’s ink, and their “deeds re- 
vealed."

This was the “sprag,” and it’s sharp at 
both ends.

Having lived in that section of country 
several years, and knowing many of the 
men whose names I find in this “black 
list,” I am confident, if for no other reason 
than that they desire to be respected in 
their communities, they will never become 
,,bondsmen” or “signers” for a saloon-keeper 
again.

Good ! Go on, sisters of the W. C. T. U., 
and in February, 1892, fulfill your promise 
as recorded above. If you cannot be per­
mitted to vote the curse out of your com- 
munities, keep ‘spragging the wheels," and 
make the old car of destruction slow up all 
possible. Let others, in other States, “go 
and do likewise.” Let the plaint of the 
liquor dealer more than ever be, “Women 
continually trouble us.”

A Man and Wife who Haven’t Spoken to 
Each Other for Twenty Years.

There live in Ottawa, Kan., a man and 
wife who have what is probably the most 
unique existence to be found anywhere. 
These are Mr. and Mrs. John B. Stetson. 
They have been married 40 years and have 
a family of seven children, all grown. They 
are considered goodChristians and are chari- 
table.

LEGAL QUERIES.

VOID MARRIAGE.— Can a man marry his 
step-mother, and is such a marriage legal? 
ANS.—No. A man cannot legally marry his 
step-mother, and such a marriage would be 
void aa a matter of Jaw.

WARTBURG.—I bought the township 
right of a patent fence, and have sold farm 
rights, but some farmers have copied and 
built the fence without purchasing the 
right. Can I collect pay or has the 
patentee to do so? Ans. —You as assignee 
of the inventor have the right to sue for 
damages for infringement of the patent of 
invention.

Ignorant.—A gave B his note 16 years 
ago and made several payments on it. The 
last was made five years ago. The balance 
due is $9 5. Can B sue A, and if so must 
the summons be served personally, or can it 
be left at A’s residence? Ans.— B can sue 
A in the Division Court, and the summons 
must be served personally unless, by order 
of the judge, substitutional service is al­
lowed.

LADY Subscriber.— The indorser of a 
promissory note is discharged from all 
liability to the holder of the note unless the 
note is protested for non-payment or 
indorser is notified of its non-payment by 
the maker when it becomes due. The 
notice must be given on the same day, or at 
the latest, on the following business day. 
Time given by the holder to the maker of 
the note will also discharge the indorser.

HARWICH.—A gives a promissory note 
due Nov. 1, 1891 (Sunday), to B, who in 
dormes it to C, who mails A a notice on 
Nov. 2 which A receives on Nov. 5 and goes 
to pay it on the 6th, and finds that C had it 
protested on the 4th? Has C given A law­
ful notice? If not, can A recover costs, or 
what action can A take against C? Can a 
note be protested the day it falls due? 
A NS. —C was not by law bound to give A 
any notice. The notice given was volun­
tary. The note was properly protested on 
the third day of grace, which is the day it 
was legally due and payable. A has no 
claim against C, and must pay costs of pro- 
test if he has not already done so.

BROOKFIELD.—D and E are adjoining 
farmers. D wishes to have a corner stone 
laid to mark the extent of his property,

“Just as the prices of dairy produce ad­
vance in the fall, just so the supply of milk 
decreases. When a man gets his summer 
dairy to the point whore their milk is worth 
something, he in his wisdom shuts off the 
supply and gets nothing I" said a factory 
manager to me this morning as I delivered 
the milk to him. “Look at this slate. 
Men with 25 cows bringing me less than 
100 pounds of milk daily. Here's a dairy 
of 22 cows running on 200 acres of land, 
40 pounds last night and 42 this morning. 
Dairying don't pay.” I looked at the slate. 
The same story dairy after dairy. Milk 
$1 20 per 100 pounds and but little milk to 
sell. I looked at my credit with my Sep­
tember and October fresh cows, and part of 
them not yet a week off from the ears, and 
find an average of over 32 pounds daily per 
head, at $1 20 per cwt. Three of my stabled 
and cared-for cows giving more milk than 
22 of those mentioned. For weeks and 
months my dairy fed on silage and home- 
grown corn and oats will be giving $1 20 
and $1 40 per ewt. milk, and next summer, 
with a dish of bran each, they will, until 
far into the summer, give pretty near aver­
age messes with the summer dairies. Dairy- 
ing pays if a fellow gets hold of the right 
end of the lever and gets a good pry, with 
a warm barn and cheap ullage, and have 
home-grown grain for a baft.

‘‘If my cows do as well for the next seven 
days as they have thus far in October, 1 
shall sell over 89 worth of milk per head 
from them this month, and with about 
eight months more to bear from. I know 
several summer dairies that won’t turn $28 
per head this season," said a winter-milk, 
farmer to me yesterday as we looked over 
the dairy, silos, bare, etc Think of the 
dairy intelligence of this world. Here• 
mart milking A fresh cow the last three 
months of the year, feeding her with cheap. 
grown sweet corn and the like, earning as 
much as a summer milker for the year. It 
is difficult to explain this matter, but the 
principal reason seems to be a personal one. 
"Oh, they don’t like to fuse with a milch 
now in the winter." Dollars and een is seem 
to cut no figure in the winter ambition of 
such men. They will even go without milk 
in their families unless the goodwife has 
been provident enough to freeze up a few 
gallons of milk, so that on ‘state occasions" 
a chunk of frozen milk can be thawed out 
for the tea or coffee. The cows, even if 
dry, need feeding and some care. Why not 
give them a little more care and feed and 
drop this "woodchuck" sort of farming, and 
have a winter income and cash to spend, and 
drop some of this winter credit business that 
as a rule is conspicuous in a dry in the win­
ter dairy section. —[John Gould, in Hoard’s 
Dairyman.

This general drying-up system is practiced 
in Ontario as well as Ohio. This month will 
see hundreds of cows go dry in Middlesex 
alone.

Stop the Chinks.
Cold barns are an everlasting reproach to 

a dairyman. No man who understands the 
working of the maternal functions will for 
a moment expect to get a profitable flow of 
milk from a cow in a cold stable. Cold 
shrinks milk giving. Warmth promotes it. 
Any farmer’s wife knows that, and if farm­
ers would consult their wives more about 
the treatment they accord the bovine mother 
they would get more milk. A cow stable 
should be warm enough so the manure will 
not freeze. A good way to make it warm 
is to save all the old newspapers and tack 
them on the inside of the studding, then 
tack building paper over the newspapers. 
This will cost but a trifle, and will warm 
the stable wonderfully.

To feed only hay and straw in a cold barn 
to scrub stock, or any kind of stock, is to 
invite failure in dairying. The man who 
does this will make poor butter, little of it, 
and will sell it at the very lowest price. 
His cows and himself will rival each other 
in seeing whicli can grow poor the fastest, 
and by spring he will be firmly convinced 
that "farming does not pay.” Do you know 
anyone who is doing this sort of thing?

The Indiana Farmer says, to settle the 
question when milk from newly-calved cows 
is suitable for culinary purpses or for drink­
ing: “Place a small quantity of the milk 
in a vessel upon the stove, allow it to come 
to a boil, and if no appearance of curdling 
is present the milk is all right. Heat at 
boiling point produces the change that 
makes visible to the eye the condition when 
it is proper to use the milk, and in no other 
way, except by the more difficult process 
of analysis, or by guess, cau this be ascer­
tained.”

The “ Point of Confidence.”
Most persons who undertake bee-keeping 

enter the work with some misgivings. 
While they do not exactly fear the bees, 
yet there is at first an involuntary hanging 
back, a reluctance to handle bees more than 
is absolutely necessary.

Beginners should wear not only a veil 
but also gloves; many novices seeing old 
bee-keepers handle them with bare hands 
try to imitate them—like to appear pro­
fessional—to go among the bees with a 
reckless air.

Some of the most successful bee keepers 
have said that before the first year had 
passed they had almost decided that there 
was something about them that antagonized 
the bees, and that they could do nothing 
with them.

An acquaintance declared,in the fallof the 
first year, “I’ve had enough of bees. They 
will not accept me. It is useless to tell me 
that bees do not sting. They do nothing

The Flock.
[A paper read at the autumn meeting of the 

Dominion Sheep Breeders’ Association.)
The value of sheep to the farm is perhaps 

not fully understood by many farmers. It 
is an old proverb that whenever the foot of 
the sheep touches the land it is turned into 
gold. Sheep husbandry has a value in mak- 
ing the land more profitable, more produc- 
tive, at a less expenditure than any other 
animal kept on the farm.

The question of raising sheep for their 
meat is not an unimportant one; as the pop­
ulation of the country increases the con- 
■umption of eatables increases, and the fav­
orite meat, end that which brings the high- 
est price, is lamb, which can now be pur- 
chased only as a luxury by those who can 
afford it.

Sheep farming in Canada does not require 
large capital invested, end the risk is small, 
for sheep, if well managed, will not die in 
debt to their owner. Many farmers man­
age to have a lot of old run-down sheep in 
their flocks, which is bad economy, to say 
the least, and should be remedied or entire- 
dy avoided. And now is the lime to attend 
to this matter. By looking over the flock 

/ and selecting out all such as are not doing 
well and putting them on as good pasture 
as can be afforded, and with the addition 
of a little grain, they can be made ready for

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The conclusions arrived at were, that in 
giving or withholding bone-meal and hard- 
wood ashes from growing hogs living on an

The effect is evident only in building up 
and strengthening of the bones and aiding 
digestion. It is clearly shown that great 
benefit arises from hardwood ashes, and 
consequently they should be regularly fed • 
as they do the work well and coot but 
little.

° ble. As lambs are one of the largest sources 
of profit to the sheep farmer, he should ob- 

0 serve every requisite to success in rearing 
them.

It will not require an observing person to 
keep sheep many years until he will 

find out that the main thing in wintering 
them is to keep them up in the fall, for if 
permitted to lose flesh then, they will 
scarcely recruit again during the entire 
winter.

A practice now prevailing with many 
farmers, and one which, in our opinion, 
cannot be too strongly condemned, is that 
of allowing grade ram lambs of all discrip- 
tions to run without castration, which not 
only depreciates their value for the butcher, 
but is also the cause of many inferior rams 
going into service, when by the expenditure 
of a few dollars extra, pure-bred rams of 
the various breeds could be secured. We 
have no hesitation in saying that there is 
little or no excuse tor the farmer who will 
at the present time place an inferior or mon­
grel bred ram at the head of his flock.

Care and judgment should be exercised in 
the selection of a ram, as much of the 
future value of the flock will depend on the 
impression he leaves on his offspring. A 
man may save himself a lot of trouble and 
disappointment by making the head a first 
principle in establishing a flock. The head 
of an animal is the main index to his purity 
of blood, strength of constitution, and ac­
tual fitness for the service for which lie is 
intended. If you go for breed you should 
look, above all, to the head. If your aim be 
style or fashion, you must seek this in the 
head, as nine times in ten that very accom­
modating phrase known as quality should 
prove itself by a good head. It is the head 
that carries impression and sets off the 
whole proportion. It will overcome many 
other defects, and will go a long way with 
judges in determining their awards in the 
■how-ring.

The man who would succeed as a breeder 
of sheep must be always aiming higher by 
a constant endeavor to bring his flock to a 
more perfect state of perfection.

The Butter which Keeps Best.
There are often to be seen in agricultural 

papers articles full of sentimental and non­
sensical bosh in support of the old dairy 
system as the best for producing butter tor 
keeping qualities.

These sentimental writers usually have 
pictured upon their imaginations a model 
New York dairy farm with cool streams of 
living water flowing from a hillside to cool 
the milk, and are totally blind as to the 
pictures of the numerous great dairy farms, 
especially on the western plains, where at 
certain seasons of the year it is difficult to 
secure a water supply sufficient to water 
the cattle.

Facts in regard to the keeping qualities 
of butter do not at the present day indorse 
dairy butter as the best keeper.

Facts as experienced during the past few 
years demonstrated that butter produced 
by the best centrifugal cream separators 
keeps best in every respect.

There is no sentiment connected with this 
assertion, as the fact is fully established that 
the creamery butter made during the sum­
mer in the best dairy sections in New York 
State keeps better than the dairies made in 
the same sections at the same time, and sell 
lor more when marketed. It may be argued 
that some exceptional dairies keep as well| 
and sell as high as the creameries. That 
may be true, but it must be remembered 
that exceptions never prove a rule, and the 
subject must be viewed from the general 
and practical result in order to reach a 
competent and beneficial conclusion. The 
method of raising the cream both in the 
dairies and for the gathered cream cream- 
eries, has one serious disadvantage over the 
separator method, and that is, the cream in 
rising through the milk will carry with it 
objectionable ingredients from the milk, 
and will also absorb in the setting objec- 
enable properties from the atmosphere 

• which injure the keeping qualities. The
■ special advantage of the separator is that it
■ separates the butter particles from the milk 
iin its purest condition and free from objec- 
itionable matter, which injure the keeping 
■ quality of the butter.

This provision gives power to 
the council to do so at any time, and the 
facts stated by you that work let, partly 
completed, etc., do not afford any reason 
why a proper assessment should not be 
now made. Of course such new assess­
ment would be subject to an appeal by any 
party dissatisfied. We assume that the 
ditch was constructed under the Ontario 
Drainage Act, but if under the Municipal 
Act there is a similar provision for a change 
of the assessment.

London, Ont. HMANIPULATING THE AIR.

Prof. Blake, of Kansas, Haa a New 
Rain-Making Schomo.

LAWRENCE, Kan., Nov. 20.—Prof. Blake, 
of the electrical engineers’ department of 
Kansas State University, is the author of a 
theory for the artificial production of rain 
that is creating a great deal of interest, and 
steps are being taken to give it a thorough 
test. Prof. Blake has perfected several ex­
periments showing that clouds of vapor can 
be produced by the cooling of air dust 
particles in the air, but not when the air is 
free from them. The result of the ex­
periments tends to show that certain ele­
ments are more favorable for condensing 
rain-drops than others, such as Carbon, 
sulphur and fine silica. They must be 
thrown with some force into the upper 
layer of air and in not too great quantity.

report of the Committee on Per­
manent Constitution, election of officers, 
etc., of the Fraternal Association.

No 
society whose distinctive features do not 
conform hereto, is eligible to membership 
in the association, or entitled to be 
classified a fraternal benefit society.”

The first regular annual meeting of the 
Fraternal Association will be held in 
Toronto on the second Thursday in January, 
1892. Dr. Oronhyatekha was unanimously 
elected president; John Milne, of Essex 
Center, was unanimously elected vice- 
president, J. B. King secretary-treas­
urer, J. R. Miller counselor, and Dr. 
B. E. McKenzie medical advisor. The 
association, it is said, will act as advisory 
to not less than 150,000 members in Canada.

“Early sown is yellowing, supposed to be 
due to the Hessian fly, but have not been 
able to find any." The varieties principally 
sown are: Clawson, the favorite of the 
Province; Democrat and Manchester in 
many districts; Hybrid-Mediterranean 
and Surprise in one or two districts, and 
small sowings of Canadian Velvet Chaff all 
over the West A great many new varieties 
are being tested.

In the Lake Ontario counties a splendid 
yield of apples is reported; large ship­
ments have been made and some yet remain 
for exportation. In the western counties 
apple orchards did net bear as heavily as in 
former years, but there is plenty for home 
consumption and a considerable quantity 
will be shipped. With some exceptions the 
crop is pretty free from worm or spot. 
Pears suffered from blight in some 
quarters, but the crop was good, 
and a considerable quantity has been 
exported. Quinces, a fair crop. Peaches 
are not plentiful. Where untouched by the 
eurenlio and black knot, plums did re-| 
markably well. Cherries also gave a goodi 
yield, but black knot is still doing deadly, 
work among plum and cherry trees. Grapes 
have been very plentiful. A Welland cor­
respondent says: “In fact, the grapes were 
not all picked, as we could not get a market 
for them." Small fruits yielded well.

only crops that fall below the average yield 
per acre lor ten years. The crop of wheat 
is nearly half as much again as in 1890 and 
is placed at 32,584,426 bushels, of which 
about two-thirds is fall wheat. Fall wheat 
has an average yield of twenty bushels 
per acre for ton years, while the 
standard of spring varieties is now 15.8 
bushels. Fall wheat this year exceeds 
the annual average per acre by 5.7 bushels, 
spring wheat by 5 2 bushels, barley by 3.2 
bushels, oats by 5.7 bushels and peas by 2.6 
bushels. The oat crop will exceed the light 
one of last year by over 22,000,000 bushels, 

'while the average per acre is the highest re­
corded in ten years. The crop of corn is 
estimated on the whole area grown, but, as 
possibly one-sixth is used for green fodder 
or the silo, the figures will be higher than 
actually husked.

determinable. Mangels exceed the annual 
average by 56 bushels per acre; carrots by 
36 bushels, and turnips by 136 bushels. 
Combined with an increased area the crop 
of turnips will surpass that of last year by 
21,812,889 bushels.

The acreage of fall wheat sown in 1891 is 
at least 15 per cent, greater than that sown 
in 1890, the increase being entirely in the 
western part of the Province. The reasons 
assigned by cor respondents for this increase 
are the following: The extraordinary fine 
results of the crop this year, the low price 
of barley the past summer and the very 
favorable weather of September for sowing. 
Sowing commenced in the latter part of 
August and continued up to the end of 
October, but most of it was done from the 
5th to the 20th of September. The early 
sown made rapid growth, became too rank 
ii anything, and in many sections now shows 
very yellow and appears in very poor form.
