E. Burwell.

Tomorrow's meeting will be “strict­
ly private," according to the con­
trollers, the press and public being 
barred from hearing the discussions.

Unless certain persons “get a 
hustle on," another Sunday is likely 
to pass without Sunday ear service. 
At noon today neither Manager C. B. 
King or C. H. Ivey, solicitor for the 
London Street Railway Company, had 
received a copy of the agreement, al- 
though the bylaw authorizing the 
operation of Sunday cars was put 
through at the meeting of the city 
council last Monday night.

T. G. Meredith, city solicitor, who 
is supposed to have the proposed 
agreement in hand, is out of the city 
today, and consequently could not be 
seen in order that his explanation of 
the delay might be secured.

City Clerk Samuel Baker states 
that lie lias not seen a copy of the 
agreement. The document will, of 
course, be satisfactory to the city as 
its conditions are fully contained in 
the bylaw.

Until its solicitor has had an op­
portunity of going over the various 
clauses of the agreement and approv­
ing of them the street railway com­
pany will not commence the operation 
of the seven-day service.

Last evening a number of citizens 
rubbed their eyes and wondered if 
they were seeing correctly when they 
beheld street cars running up and 
down sveral of the main thorough- 
fares. The first impression was that 
the London Street Railway Company 
had commenced the seven-day service 
despite the fact that the Sunday car 
agreement had not been presented. 
However, it was nothing of the kind 
several cars having been sent out 
simply for the purpose of clearing the 
ice from the tracks in order that there 
might be no obstructions for the 
Monday morning service.

Unaware that she was breaking any 
jail regulations in visiting a prisoner 
without an order from the sheriff, Miss 
Jean McDermid, of 567 Adelaide street, 
made several trips to the cell in the 
county jail, where Thomas Riley awaits 
trial on a charge of murder. Now 
Sheriff D. M. Cameron proposes hold­
ing an investigation to determine who 
is responsible for the violation of the 
regulations in admitting a visitor to 
the cell of a man imprisoned on so seri­
ous a charge, without an order from 
him.

Miss McDermid was quite unaware 
that she was breaking any of the rules, 
according to statements made this 
morning when seen by an Advertiser 
reporter.

“I am extremely sorry if any trouble 
should come to anybody down there, 
through my visits," she said. "I did 
not know that there was any rule 
against visiting the prisoners, and I 
would be very sorry if any of the turn­
keys got into trouble."

Interest Aroused By Poem.
Miss McDermid first visited Riley on 

Christmas Day, after reading the letter 
written by his sister. Miss Claude 
Jones, aged 19, and her brother, Everett 
Jones, aged 17, who reside at the Riley 
home in Everton, Missouri. The poem, 
written by the heart-broken sister, 
aroused the sympathies of Miss Mc- 
Dermid, and she visited Riley at the 
jail that day. She wrote to the sis­
ter at Everton, following her visit, and 
received a touching letter in reply.

This letter she showed to Riley on a 
subsequent visit, thereby breaking an­
other regulation to the effect that pris­
oners are not allowed to receive writ­
ten communications from outside, until 
they have first been read by the govt 
ernor of the jail.

“I told Governor Carter afterwards 
that I had given the letter to Mr. Riley, 
and he told me that I shouldn't have 
done it. But, of course, I didn’t know 
that there was any rule against that," 
said Miss McDermid. “Anyway there 
was nothing in the letter that made 
any difference.”

Found No One in Office.
Telling of her visit to the jail on Fri­

day last. Miss McDermid said that she 
had gone there with the idea of taking 
some little dainties to the prisoner. Ar­
riving at the governor’s office, ' she 
found no one there, and accordingly, 
went downstairs to the cell corridors. 
She pushed an electric bell, and a turn­
key responded.

“I would have liked him to take 
the things to the prisoner himself," she 
said, “but I was afraid of getting him 
into trouble, so I insisted on taking 
the things to the cell myself. I was so 
happy, thinking that I could visit there 
often, but now it seems that it is not 
to be."

“Were there any objections to your 
visits if you obtained permission from 
Sheriff Cameron?" was asked.

“Well, I asked Mr. Cameron, and he 
refused to let me go,” she replied.

She expressed surprise that more 
people do not visit the jail, to try to 
comfort and cheer the prisoners confins 
ed there.

“A little more of that kind of work, 
and a little less harshness, would do a 
great deal towards reforming crimin­
als," she said.

COUNCIL TO REVISE
TRADERS’ REGULATMagistrate Finds 
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FACE FORGERY CHARGEWILL BE RESTRICTED Transient Merchants Will Now 
Have to Pay Full Year’s Fee.

N BEHALF OF ACT Frank Henniman, or Ernshaw, 
Said To Have Secured 
$1,950 in December.

President Wilson Says New 
Legislation Will Not Affect 

Legitimate Business.

Fines Those Who Did Not Com­
ply With New Early- 

Closing Regulations.

A bylaw will be presented to the city 
council at that body's regular meeting 
next Monday night, for a revision of 
transient traders' licenses. Under the 
present bylaw a fee of $250 is charged, but 
the regulations are so worded that a six- 
months’ license may be secured for half 
that amount.

Last December ex-Ald William Spittal 
introduced a notice of motion to have the 
bylaw changed, to make the fee $250 whe­
ther for six months or the full year. Ald. 
Spittal argued that transient traders, were 
bucking the regular merchants who paid a 
large share of the taxes and were doing 
the most for the unbuilding of the city.

The 1914 board of control has taken up 
the work commenced by Aid. Spittal, and 
the matter was discussed at a meeting 
this morning. Controller W. G. Coles 
wished to make the license fee absolutely 
prohibitive, and named $1,000 as a possible 
figure.

City Clerk Samuel Baker advised, how­
ever, that the council had no power to im­
pose a higher fee than $250.

Controller Coles thought that the tran­
sient traders were a curse to London, and 
Controller G. E. Rose went so far as to 
suggest that special legislation be secured 
to allow the council authority to charge 
anything it saw fit for such licenses.

The other members of the board were 
in accord with the idea and no opposition 
is anticipated for the revised by law. The 
change will mean that the transient trader 
will have to pay the $250 fee for the privi­
lege of doing business for a day, a week 
or a year.

Helen Keller to
Work With Edison

IS A UNIQUE ONE

New York, Jan. 26.—Frank Henniman, 
alias Frank Ernshaw, was today ar­
raigned before United States Commis­
sioner Shields on the charge of having 
committed forgeries in Canada aggregat­
ing $1,950. In the complaint made by 
Richard L. Bosworthy, senior British 
vice-consul at New York, it is charged 
that Henniman on Dee. 10, 11 and 12 
last, at Montreal uttered three checks 
aggregating $1,950, purporting to be sign­
ed by Odile Henuset, and drawn on La 
Banque D’Espargne de la Lite et Du 
District de Montreal.

Henniman, alias Ernshaw, waived ex­
amination- in extradition proceedings, 
and consented to go to Montreal to an­
swer the forgery charge.

TRUE BILL FB [Canadian Press.]
Washington, Jan. 26.—Nothing In 

President Wilson’s trust legislation 
program against holding companies 
will be intended to bar anything, “that 
is not in nature and spirit a monopoly." 
President Wilson today indicated this, 
when discussing the situation. It was 
pointed out that a sweeping prohibition 
of holding companies would naturally 
affect concerns which had been re­
quired to organize subsidiary com­
panies to comply with certain state 
laws. The President let it be known 
that where such a business was being 
carried on by practically the same cor­
poration there would be no restriction 
on It. He emphasized as the govern­
ing principle in the whole question, 
that corporations organized % and 
merged with others for purposes of 
monopoly or restraint of trade would 
be clearly barred, and that those which 
obviously did not interfere with inter­
state commerce would be let alone.

The purpose of the administration 
would be, the President declared, to let 
things grow that grew naturally and 
legitimately.

With respect to the proposed inter­
state trade commission, the President 
cleared up various impressions of it by 
saying it would not be an administra­
tive body, but one of publicity and in­
formation. He said it would have no 
possible conflict with any other depart­
ment of the Government, because it 
would not have the right to act in the 
field of any other constituted author- 
ity.

The President does not believe the 
commission should give publicity to 
the legitimate methods of business of 
any concern of which rivals might take 
advantage.

The first of the test eases against 
grocers who refused to comply with 
the terms of the recent early closing 
bylaw, were decided against the de- 
fendants by Police Magistrate J. C. 
Judd this morning. Mary Bird, Wil­
liam Ginsburg and George Henley, the 
three grocers charged, were all found 
guilty and fined the minimum—$1 and 
costs.

The magistrate’s judgment was a 
comprehensive one and covered the 
contention raised by the accused 
dealers that theirs were not, in the 
true sense of the word, grocery stores. 
In determining the definition of a 
“grocery store," the magistrate holds 
that it is any store or building where 
goods, commonly and usually sold, are 
offered for sale.

On the question of the “side lines," 
the magistrate’s ruling is that in the 
instance of meats and fruits being 
sold as well as groceries in the same 
building, and where the groceries are 
the principal trade, then all must 
close. Where the principal trade is 
that of a butcher or fruit vendor then 
that portion of the store where the 
grocery department is handled will 
have to be closed during the restricted 
hours.

In passing on the three test cases 
the magistrate found that grocery 
was the principal trade in each in­
stance, and, therefore, found the de­
fendants guilty.

Five days was granted in which to 
pay the fines, the grocers declaring 
that the magistrate’s judgment would 
be appealed.

"At the present time it costs manu­
facturers 50 cents per $1,000 of insur­
ance when he wants to insure all his 
workmen from accident," said Mr. 
Jacobs. “Under the act it would cost 
them less than one cent per $1,000.

“The reason that some of the manu­
facturers are against the act is that 
they have an insurance company of 
their own at the present time, out of 
which they are making money at the 
expense of their employees. They fear 
that the act will cut off this revenue. 
But there is little doubt but that this 
act, which is framed on the Lloyd 
George and Washington acts. will be 
carried. If it is not, organized labor 
all over the province will be heard 
from."

months. It is conceded here that ex-

elimination of Huerta.

Treasury Is Empty.
No one—not even President Huerta 

—attempts to disguise the fact that 
the Mexican treasury is practically 
empty. In the capital, the Government 
payrolls are being liquidated with rea­
sonable promptness, but it is no secret 
that the diplomatic representatives and 
consuls abroad In many cases have 
not been paid for weeks, and that the 
troops outside the capital often receive 
their pay long after it is due. In most, 
cases these funds are derived from 
local sources; sometimes they are from 
forced loans levied on the inhabitants 
where the troops happen to be sta­
tioned.

Extraordinary taxes have been levied 
in the capital, as well as outside points, 
and there are rumors that other decrees 
are soon to be issued that will exact 
still greater tribute from the people.

tion, and the residents of the capital 
are expecting that the rebel chief. Gen­
eral Villa, who has appeared outside 
Torreon, will reach here at an early 
date.

It was more a 
matter for quiet, personal conversa­
tion. Sometimes the would-be evan­
gelist does more harm than the pro­
verbial bull in the china shop by 
rash and ill-timed evangelism.

year. The best way is to have slips 
of plain, thin cotton for the purpose, 
almost twice the size of the pillowl 
ticks. Open a small place’ in the end 
of the tick, first pushing all the fea­
thers away from that end, then baste 
this closely to a similar opening in the 
cotton slip and carefully work all the 
feathers from one slip to the other. 
Then sew up the opening in the filled 
slip and wash in warm soapsuds by 
"sudsing" up and down. Rinse thor­
oughly. Squeeze out the water and 
hang on the line where there is plenty 
of air and sunshine. Then wash the 
ticks. When the feathers are thor­
oughly dry, being shaken often during 
the drying, and the ticks are also dry, 
refill in the same manner you emptied 
them.

Scalloped Ham and Potatoes.
Put through the chopper enough 

cold boiled ham to give one cupful and 
a half. Cut six large boiled potatoes 
in thin slices. In a saucepan mix to­
gether two tablespoonfuls each of but­
ter and flour, a scant teaspoonful of 
salt and one-third of a teaspoonful of 
white pepper. When bubbling, stir, in 
gradually one pint of hot milk and 
cook until smoothly thickened. In a 
buttered dish put alternate layers of 
potato, ham and sauce until all are 
used. With a half cupful of stale 
bread crumbs, mix one tablespoonful of 
melted butter, spread this over the top 
and bake in a quick oven until 
browned.

LINSEED COMPOUND

Stratford, Jan. 24.—At a meeting of the 

agricultural societies of Huron, Perth, 
Middlesex and Elgin here this afternoon, 
J. Lockie Wilson, superintendent of agri­
cultural fairs for Ontario, and T. A. Race, 
of Mitchell, urged the importance of farm­
ers specializing.

They were urged not to try to grow 100 
or more varieties of oats or any other 
grain in a district, but to ascertain just 
what kind of grain the land in the locality 
is suited for and then grow it.

Co-operation was also urged, and it was 
pointed out that too many farmers are 
either working entirely for themselves or 
against one another. This is especially 
true politically and, as a result, little is 
being accomplished; whereas, if all farm­
ers pulled together they could secure much 
that would advance thtlr mutual welfare.

The importance of dealing with absolute 
honesty in everything if trade is to be se­
cured and held, was also dwelt upon.

Making Fine Progress.
W. A. McKenzie of Mitchell, in his open- 

ing address, told of the fine progress being 
made by all the societies.

High Cost of Living.
The financial statement showed a 

condition of prosperity. T. A. Race, 
of Mitchell, had some excellent reas­
ons why the high cost of living has 
grown to disturbing proportions.

“I don’t think the farmer is get­
ting any too much for what he pro­
duces," he said. “But while the 
manufacturers have joined hands to 
strengthen their position, and while 
the workingmen are shoulder to 
shoulder fighting fcr what is justly 
theirs, the farmers have made noth­
ing but individual efforts."

“Some wrong views of things also 
have been taken. While agriculture is 
the basis of all national prosperity we 
must not lose sight of the fact that 
no nation has ever grown to great­
ness through it alone.”

J. Lockie Wilson pressed home the 
need for more specialization in grow­
ing of grain. “What we are trying to 
do is to have each district grow that 
variety of grain or vegetable for 
which it is adapted."

More co-operation in the producing 
and selling of farm products were 
also advised.

Speaking of field crop competitions, 
he said they had done more for agri­
culture In Ontario than anything yet 
done.

A motion that goods which are given 
as prizes by the businessman be put 
on the account at 50 per cent, and that 
notice of this be forwarded to the 
Fairs’ Association, was made by John 
Broade, of Mount Brydges, seconded 
by James Stewart, of Stratford, and 
passed unanimously.

W. A. McKenzie, of Mitchell, and E. 
Christie, of Exeter, were selected to 
be recommended as president and 
vice-president at the association meet­
ing in Toronto. Mr. Wheaton, of 
Thorndale, was elected secretary- 
treasurer unanimously.

The next annual meeting will be 
held in Stratford.
