‘When Major Herbert Brackley of the
Royal Air Force brought the plane down
to a perfect landing on
field in a driving rain and in pitch dark-
ness at 11:45 o'clock last night, there
was but twenty gallons of gasoline in

Supply Was Falling Short.

The machine started out irom Parrs-
boro with 900 gallons aboard, which was
considered ample for the run to Mineola,
An hour before Long Island was
reached, however, the main tank had
become exhausted and all that was left
to keep the engines running was that
contained in the four auxiliary tanks
with a capacity of twenty gallons each.
When over Greenport the overflow from
the tanks stopped and a landing was
imperative. Swooping down to earth a
close-up inspection of the ground was
made. Ray Lingwood, a former mem-
ber of the Canadlan aviation force, who
is employed here, flashed a signal warn-
ing the dviators of the presence of high-
voltage wires. Automobile lights were
flashed on various f,lelds and along the

road and flares were set up in an en-
deavon to assist the landing.
\ Barely Escaped Cliffs,

But Major Brackley decided to give
the roads a wide berth, and circling
about again far out over the Sound
again approached the fifty-foot -cliffs
lining the shore. Finding he had de-
scended too low, he gave the engines
everything he had in the way of.gaso-
line and succeeded in clearing the cliffs
by a narrow margin.

Climbing at a high angle he made
height sufficient to shut off his en-
gines and volplane to a perfect landing
on the fleld 1% miles to the north of
Greenport postoffice.

By . a. strange coincidence . Major
Brackley made the landing on the first
anniversary of the day he was selected
to fly the King and Queen of Belgium
over their country, following the evacu-
ation by the Germans.

There are two stories of the trip. One
is that of the four passengers, includ-
ing W. H. Dennis, vice-president of the
Halifax Herald, none of whom knew
anything of the rapidly diminishing sup-
ply of gasoline and experienced no
anxiety whatever throughout the trip,
and the other that of the oificers and
crew of six all told, who knew after
leaving Boston that a forced landing at
night might be inevitable,

A. Arnold, chief mechanician, climbed
out on the plane on repeated occasions
in order to keep the pilot informed of
the amount of gas available, and the
speed being recorded by the indicators,
unreadable from the chart room in the
darkness. Electric flashlights were used
by Arnold, and the batteries of all saxe
one were exhausted when the landing
was made. In addition to 500 pounds
of luggage, the plane carried 400 pounds
of mail, including advertising literature
dealing with the possibilities of Nova
Scotia, prepared by the Halifax Herald
and Evening Mail.

IND. SOCIALISTS OF
GERMANY CRITICIZED
BY WAR MINISTER

Says They Are “Licking Boots
of the British and French
Commissions.”

Berlin, Wednesday, Oct. 9.—Indepen-
dent Socialists were accused by Gustav
Noske, minister of defence, in the

National Assembly today, of ‘“compli-
cating Germany'’s position abroad by
malicious and unjust criticism of the
military administration.”” He told them
they were ‘licking the boots of the
Britlsh and French commissions in
Berlin.”

Dr. H. Mueller, minister of foreign
aflairs, admitted during the session that
many soldiers from South German gar-
risons were going to the Baltic prov-
inces on fake passports, adding that
they were chiefly adventurers who ex-
pect a free and easy life there, and
eéxpect eventually to settle down.

Lack of Discipline,

Discussing the prevailing lack of dis-
cipline, the minister declared it made
it easy for German troops to go over
into Russian service, and he asserted
that the people were daily approaching
the foreign office in a secret manner
with information to the effect that the
Entente would be pieased to see Ger-
man troops fighting in Russian units,

“If the Entente is desirous to have
us withdraw the last German trooper
from» Russian formations,” he saidg ‘‘we
might be permitted to express the desire
that the Entente request Russia to dis-
continue attempts to attract Germans
into their service.”

AMERIGA’S  GREATEST
POISON EXPERT IS
FIGHTING FOR LIVES
OF BLONDE BABIES

Luikart Girls Rushed to Chi-
cago On M. C. R. Fastest
Train.

HAVE FIGHTING CHANCE

Dr. Thomas Carter Devoting
All His Time and Ener-
gies to Case.

Chicago, Oct. 9.—From two little
white cots in the children’s ward at
Columbus Hospital, 2548 Lakeview ave-
nue, two little faces tried bravely to

smiie up at the cheerful-visaged,
middle-aged doctor and the two nurses
who strove to make them comfortable.

Had not the effects of mercury poi-
son, administered by their mother,
made the mere act of living a hardship
for them, the little bodies covered by
the snow-white sheets would have been
Jjumping and dancing and twitching
with the very joy of existence.

Expert There, Ready.

In a stateroom of a big coach at-
tached to the fastest train on the
Michigan Central Railway, the little
poison sufferers sped from Detroit to
Chicago in a race with death. They
arrived at 2 o'clock; and were rushed
in a motor ambulance to the hospital,
where Dr. Thomas A. Carter, noted
toxicologist and mercury poison expert,
awaited their coming.

In a jail cell at Pontiac, Michigan,
the mother is reported to be in almost
a constant state of hysteria, and grave
concern is expressed for the stability of
her mind as she realizes the enormity
of her act.

Call for Mother.

The little girls, Edna and Shirley
Luikhart, called vainly for their mother
all through the long trip from Detroit,
where they had been in the Providence
Hospital after the mother confessed
giving them the poison because -they
hindered her ambitions to go on the
stage. For a week she had watched
over them, expecting them to die, and
telling their father and the neighbors
they had eaten green pears and had
become sick.

Dr. Carter, at the instigation of his
wife, who became interested in the
story of the little girls, has promised
to treat them free of cost. He has
two little daughters of his own—‘both
blondes, too,” he says. They are 7 and
10 ‘years old.

Has Lost Only Seven Cases,

With their concern and care in his
mind, the poison case expert will ap-
proach the task of saving the lives of
the little Luikart girls.

Nearly 100 mercury poisoning cases
have been treated by Dr. Carter and
only seven have been lost, he says.

“And I can account for them easily,”
he adds. “In almost each instance I
received the cases days after the poison
had been administered. In the treat-

Leaders Unable to Induce the Men to
Return to Work.

New York, Oct. 10.—A gain in con-

HUSBAND TESTIFIES
AGAINST DR FRITCH

The Former Drumbo Doctor
Blamed for Woman’s
Death Goes On Trial.

Detroit, Oct. 10.—John Kalenda, 34-
year-old Ford employee, 2334 Russell
street, whose wife, Victoria, died in
Samaritan Hospital October 8, 1918, as
the result of an alleged illegal opera-
tion, swore on the witness stand in
Judge Wilkins’ court Wednesday that
he witnessed the alleged operation in
the office of Dr. George A. Fritch.
He also swore that he paid Dr. Fritch
$10 of a $25 fee at the time.

Kalenda said Dr. Fritch operated on
Mrs. Kalenda September 20, and that
night she became seriously ill, becom-
ing steadily worse until October 4,
when she was removed to the hospital.

The trial of Dr. Fritch on a man-
slaughter charge opened Wednesday
morning. Short work was made of
obtaining a jury, though 21 talesmen
were excused on account of having
opinions.

Other witnesses Wednesday were Dr.
Kenneth A. Dick and Dr. Albert L.
French, county physicians, who told of
the autopsy on the body of Mrs. Kalen-

da, and Dr. E. J. Weitenberner, who
was called to attend the patient Sep-
tember 21. Dr. Weitenberner testified
that Kalenda told him Mrs. Kalenda
had been operated on by Dr. Fritch.
Dr. Fritch took the stand Thursday
to deny that he had performed an opera-
tion on the woman in his office at the
Fritch Hotel. 277 Third avenue, the
morning of September 20, 1918, as her
husband, John testified he did. He
testified he 'first saw the husband
when the police took him to Samaritan
Hospital in October, where Mrs. Kal-
enda then was to have him “identified.”
“I had to ask a detective sitting be-
side me who Kalenda was,” said Dr.
Fritch. The witness said his identi-
fication was made easy by a detective

APPEARANGE HERE
DELIGHTS AUDIENGE

Excellent Singing Wins Ap-
plause at Auditorium.

london may well toss her head with
pride that she has permanently within
her gates such an artist as Herman
Brouwer, who sang in recital here at
the Y. M. C. A. Auditorium last evening.

With a rich baritone voice of unusual
range, beauty and power Mr. Brouwer
almost immediately captured the inter-
est of his audience but its heart was
lost completely in the final number,
“When the Boys Come Home,” sung
with intense fervor and vigor,

In the matter of clear enunciation,
Mr. Brouwer almost goes to the ex-
treme, but still within the bounds of
art. He doesn’'t belleve in taking the
prevailing sloppiness of even the most
correct speech into song. When he
sings an “L’* it is an “L,” and not
just a slur. His stage presence is alike
modest and imposing and immediately
he makes friends with his audience.

Beginning with the prologue from
Pagliacel (Leoncavallo), he sang
through an intensely interesting pro-
ram with a group of tragic songs from

chubert, a French group, and finally,
erhaps the favorite group of the even-
ng, ending with Oley Speaks’ *““When
the Boys Come Home.”

This final group opened with Mac-
Fadyven's intensely religious song, “Inter
Nos,” sung with almost fanatical aban-
don, and emphasizing to a remarkable
degree the dramatic ability of the artist.

{ This was followed by ‘“The Vow" (Gros.
{ venor), a vigorous war song in which

the unconquerable spirit of the Allies
against the most terrible odds is.the
note struck, and again he displayed to
advantage his dramatic power.

The Schubert numbers were also
characterized by dramatic intensity, the
“Death of the Maiden,’ ‘“My Phantom
Double” and *The Erlking,” keeping the

| same dominant note of pathos through-
{out, and in the first and last numbers
| contrasting the fear of death with the

voice of the comforter. Obhstination
(Fontenailles), the first of the French
group, showed the powerful, rich voice
of the singer subdued to the softest
pianissimo. i

The <Conservatory String Ensemble,
making its first appearance this year,
was another attractive feature of last
night’s program. All instruments re-
spondcd to the beat, producing har-
monies which delighted the hearers.

SOUIRRELS ARE TO
BE PROTECTED FOR
NEXT THREE YEARS

No Shooting or Hunting in
Middlesex County.

B

Hunting, shooting, taking or selling
black or grey squirrels in the County
of Middlesex is forbidden from Sep-
tember 1 this year until September 1,
1922.

This fact will come as a surprise to
many sportsmen of London and sur-
rounding country who have read the
game laws for the season and'have
failed to find any such rullng. Never-
theless it is law. ; .

The fact is that the order-in-council
was not approved in time to be in-
corporated in the game laws scbedulo.
but, having been approved, it is just
as binding es if it had been printed in
the little booklet.

The official notification of the order
is as follows:

“The deputy minister of game and
fisheries, Toronto, has advised the
president of Clandeboye Bird and Game
Association that an order-in-council
was approved by his honor the lieuten-
ant-governor on the 28th August, 1919,
upon the request of the Municipal
Council of the County of Middlesex,
forbidding the hunting and shooting,
taking and sale of black and grey squir-
rels in the County of Middlesex for a
period of three years from the 1st day
of September, 1919."

OUT OF RACE IN
W. MIDDLESEX

Liberal Member For Eleven
Years Will Not Be
Candidate.

LEAVES TWO IN RACE

Farmers’ Champion Believes
It Unwise To Run Against
Many Friends Support-
ing U. F. 0. Move’t.

J. C. Elliott, M. P. P. for West Mid-
dlesex for the last eleven years, and
recognized as one of the ablest men in
Ontario politics, yesterday tendered his
resignation to the Liberal Association
of that constituency and will not be a
candidate In the provincial election,
Oct, 20.

This leaves a U. F. O. candidate of
Liberal leanings, J. G. Lethbridge, and
a straight Tory, D. C. McKenzie, in
the fleld.

Speaking to the meeting yesterday
Mr. Eliott referred to the fact that
since accepting the nomination of West
Middlesex eighteen months ago a num-
ber of Liberal farmers who had sup-'
ported him then were now full-fledged
members of the U. F. O., and they felt
it was in their interests to support the
U. F. O. movement.

Mr. Ellott declared that in the main
the U. F. O. policy was along the lines
laid down in the Liberal convention in
Toronto, and that he concurred with
the Liberal executive of the riding in
that it would be unwise to proceed fur-
ther and therefore tendered his resig-
nation as their candidate.

Mr. Elliott, who has stood alone time
and again in his fight for the rights of
the farmer in the Provincial Legisla-
ture, referred with feeling to the
friendships he had made in his political
oareer and expressed his apprecfation
and thanks to the Liberals who had
stood by him so staunchly in past cam-
paigns, and declared that there was
not one word of truth in the statements
published recently in the Toronto
Globe that he would probably identify
himself with politics in Western Can-
ada.

FLAVELLE REPLIES
T0 CHARGES MADE

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MR. KING'S WAR RECOCRD.
A section of the Unionist press, appa.rently‘
unable to attack the Liberal leader at any
vital point, 18 attempting to belittle him with
sneers at his war record. In his campaign Mr.
King, however, is vigorously hiiting back at
this mean business, and proving to the satis-
faction of the fairminded and unbiased that
he has contributed In a very real manner to-
wards the Allled triumph. At the opening of
the war many of the great American industries,
essential to the Allles’ successful conduct of
the struggle, had become badly demoralized
through strikes and lockouts. Those directly
interested in these concerns convinced Mr. King
that as he was past the military age he couild
do much greeter service in the caunse of the
Allies by securing and maintaining peace In
these 1ndustries,' the efficient operation of
which meant so much to the Entente armles
He accepted the commission, which, if not as
‘ gpectacular as a military one, was quite as
necessary, and without fuss or publicity brought
out of a chaotic industrial condition peace and
a steady and stupendous production of war
munitions that poured into the Allied camps In
vast quantities. It was this as much as any-
thing else that enabled Great Britain to stand
off the Hun until her own munitions plants
were organized on an adequate scale. Than
this service was there any “bit” more essential
to success?

THE UNITED FARMERS.
As the United Farmers of Ontario have|
already nominated sixty-eight candidates for
the Legislature, it would be unwise not to face
the fact that this new political movement is one
of great strength and possibilities. The pub-
lic, rural and urban, should know just what this
organization, which has so disrupted the two
older parties, stands for. Here is the platform
adopted last summer:

1. The Iimitation of
those absolutely essential

2. The abolition of the system of party
patronage.

3. Legislation promoting and facilitating
the co-operative effort, imsuring the accuracy
of records, and general education along co-
operative lines.

4. Equal educational opportunities for all
children, not neglecting the rural districts.

5. Good roads for all, rather than high
grade roads for a few, the cost being equit-
ablv distributed between city and county.

6. An adequate system of reforestation
throughout the whole province,

7. The development of the hydro-slectric
system.

8. The enforcement of such prohibitory
legiglation againet the ligmor traffic as is
demanded by the people in the referemdum,

expenditures to

and as is within the jurisdiection of the

province.

9. Direct legislation through the initiative
and referendum.

10. The appilcation of the asystem of
proportional representation to our electoral
methods. .
This is g good broad platform that would|

appeal to Liberals, but a resolution passed at
the convention does not show the United
Farmers in quite as favorable a light. It says:

Whereas the rural population of Ontario
has been decliniag for many years, being now
132,000 less than it was in 1881, and this in
spite of natural increase in population, im-
migration, anid the extension of settlement;
and whereas rural life hus been rendered dif-
ficult and trying, and farm production has
heen checked; and whereas the present con-
dition in the rura: districts is Jjustly at-
tributable to the unegual rewards of farm
and town industry, owing to the dominance
in Parliament and l.egislature of privileged
urban interests; and whereas the provin-
cfal public debt has increased at an alarm-
ing rate, now exceeding $100,000.000, and
the annual expenditure of the province has
increased simost flve fold in the last fifteen
years: and whereas both of the old parties
are responsible for this state of affairs;
we, therefore, the United Farmers of On-
tario, deem it our duty, to ourselves and the
province. to seek independent representation
in the Legislature,

No other meaning can be taken from this
declaration of policy than that the TUnited
Parmers propose, if they secure the dominance
of the Legistature, to consider first of all the
miral interests, all others being secondary. But
how {is the prowince to advance if the dominat-
ing party does!not recognize that the welfare
of the public as & whole is the first com-
sideration? If we are to have the happiest and
healthiest social and industrial life in Ontario
it can only be secured and maiotained by
heartiest co-operation bstween the agricultural
and urban populations. Each is too dependent
upon the other to permit of one section being
jgnored at the expense of the other. The
electors desire that the farmers shall have a
representation In the Legislature that is equal
to that of any other class of the community.
That is right and fair, as agriculture is the
basic industry of the province, but the rural
voter who carefully considers the question
must be convinced that any one party which
puts the interests and affairs of one class above
others must bring suffering to the favored class

in the long run.

TO BOARDS OF TRADE.

Nearly every small city and town in West-
ern Ontario has a body equivalent to the boards
of trade or chambers of commerce of large
cities, designed to serve as a clearing-house of
community opinion. The efforts of the mu-
nicipal council to improve living conditions in
the place usually have the support of this un-
officlal official hody, and the decisions of the
executive generally appeal to the judgment of
the businessmen.

For that reason these organizations hold a
poeition of leadership which could be used to
advantage in promoting the success of the Vie-
tory Loan. All intelligent businessmen know

full well that the prosperity of Canada in the
coming year will depend in large measure on
the ability of the country to fund its military
outlays, and firance Great Britain’s purchases
of Canadian surplus products.

Every financier and trader should have a
complete understanding of the obligations which
must be met by the people of the Dominion,
and should be ready to support the national
prosperity by buying bonds to the very edge of
his resources. During the period of the war
the executive of the trade board or its equiv-
alent in every community was alive to the
pressing needs of the day. Valuable support
was given by these bodies to the work of re-
crufting, and to the mobilization of money for
patriotic services.

One more call has come. A financial
obligation faces every citizen. The country has
a right to look to all organized bodies of citi-
zens for support of the national effort, which,
if successful, will avert once more the menace
of bard times.

HONOR, DUTY, PATRIOTISM.

The peroration of a great speech delivered
by Lloyd George, then chancellor of the ex-
chequer, at the Queen’s Hall, London, on Sep-
tember 19, 1914, is well worth reproducing
during our Provincial campaign. It points the
way this province should go, the principles
that should guide it:

‘“The people will gain more by this
atruggle in all Jands than they comprehend
at the present moment. It i3 true they wiil
be free of the greatest menace to their
freadom. That is not all. There is some-
thing infinitely greater and more enduring
which is emerging already out of this great
conflict—a new patriotism richer. nobler and
more exalted than the old. 1 see amongst
all classes, high and low, shedding them-
#elves of selfishness, a new recognition that
the honor of the country does not depend
merely on the maintenance of its glory in
the stricken field, but also in protecting its
bomes from distress. It is bringing a new
outlook for all classes. The great flood of
Jluxury and sloth. which has submerged the
land is receding, and a new Britain is ap-
pearing. We can see for the first time the
fupdamental things that matter in life, and
that have been obscured from our vision by
the tropleal growth of prosperity.”

‘“May 1 tell you in a simple parable what
1 think this war is doing for us? I know a
valley in North Wales, between the moun-
tains and the sea. It 18 a beautiful valley,
snug, comfortable, sheltered by the moun-
tains from the bitter blasts. But It is very
enervating, and 1 remember how the boys
were in the habit of climbing the hill above
the village to have a glimpse of the great
mountains in the distance, and to be
stimulated and freshened by the breezes
which came from the hill tops, and by the
great spectacle of their grandeur. We have
been living in a sheltered valley for genera-
tions. We have been too comfortable and
too indulgent. Many, perhaps, too selfish,
and the stern hand of fate has scourged us
to an elevation where we can see the great
everlasting things that matter for a nation
-—~the great peaks we had forgotten, of
honor, duty, patriotism, and clad in glitter-
ing white, the great pinnacle of sacrifice,
pointing like a rugged finger to heaven.
We shall descend into the valleys again; but
as long as the men and women of this gen-
eration last, they will carry in their hearts
the image of those great mountain peaks,
whose foandations are not shaken, though
Purope rock and sway in the convulsions of
a great war.”

Honor, duty and patriotism should guide
the voters, and with them is the opportunity to
see that honor, duty and patriotism will guide
the next Legislature of the province. Delivered

{ in the early part of the war, Lloyd George’s
! appeal has even more meaning now.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

The official records of the Ontario Legis-
lature show that on the question of votes for
women the Conservatives voted practically
unanimously in opposition to the bill when it
wes presented by the Liberals. Premier Whit-
ney and sixty-eight of his followers turned
down the just demand of the women of this
province. Premier Hearst was one of the
heartiest supporters of this piece of injustice.

OUR INFLEXIBLE BRAINS,

The size of a muscle may be increa by exer-
cise, or even by temporary use. The bony structure
of our limbs 18 inside of and controls their size
only to a certuin extent. But In the case of the
head, the bony structure is outside, and incloses
the soft tissuwes like a box. There is absolutely no
opportunity for increase of size, permanent or
temporary, after the growth of the skull ceases
with the natural growth of the body. Recent
studles of the brain, we are told by an editorial
writer in the Journal of the American Medical Asso-
ciation (Chicago), have, indeed, shown that slight
c¢hanges in its bulk may be brought about, but only
by altering the volume and pressure of the other
occupants of the skull-the blood and the cerebro-
spinal fluid. We read:

‘“The physical conditions that determine the
character of the .circulation in the brain have long
been regarded to be considerably different from
those that obtain In other parts of the body. In
most vascular areas changes in the blood
vessels are followed by ccrresponding alterations in
the volume of the parts affected. A limb swells or
shrinks as its blood vessels become dilated or con-
stricted. The brain is inolosed in a rigid cranium,
which cannot alter its size in such elastic fashion.
Consequently, the trend of present-day opinion is
that the total volume of blood in the brain must
be constant at all times. o

““As a logical comsequence, alteration of blood
supply to the brain mast depend on the change in
veloeity with which the circulating medium traverses
that organ, When more blood is required
in the brain for . heightened mental activity,

it is not supplied ,as in other parts of the body, by|

an increase in the capacity of the vessels, S
but by amn acceleration of the circulation through
vessels whose callbre remains unaltered.

“Quite recently other possibilities have been
indiceted through the researches of Weed and
McKlibben of the army neuro-surgical laboratory at
the Jobhns Hopkins Medical School. Thetir researches
suggest that the brain should no longer oo regarded
as incompressible and of fixed volume in accord
with the earlier doctrines, but rather as capable of
some variation in size. . . .+ These expsrimental
variations are dependent essentjally on the factor
of osmotic pressure essentiaslly on the factor
Just how this change affects he brain
tlesue and alters its volums, the discoverers add,
can only be speculated on’at the present time. For
the purpose of future consideration, we must,
therefore, now assume that the cranial cavity is
relatively fixed in volume, and is completeiy tchl
by brain, cerebrospinal fluld and blood; variations
in any one of the thres elements may occur, com-
pensation being afforded by alteration in the volume
of one or both of the remaining elements.” {

tion to the Atlantic Monthly. Withal there is a
fine note of resolution sounded in the full and sonor-
ous close of the poem. The advance of age has
always been a subject fertile in melancholy refiec-
tions, though also possessed of points of compensa-
tion, as we know from Browning’s ‘“Rabbi Ben
BEzre.” But many men and women, who, with the
lapse of flve years of peace, might still be considered
young, became prematurely old in the long stress
of war days.

A SHEEPLIKE VEGETABLE.

A curous plant growing in Peru is known to the
native as ‘‘yareta'” or ‘‘vegetable sheep.” It grows
ebundantly among rocks at high altitudes along the |
Andes of Bollvia and Peru, where it constitutes a
conspicuous feature in the landscape becauss of its
peculiar manner of developing the so-called “‘bolster”
or cushion formation,

The yareta forms hillocks or small. mounds often
three feet high and sometimes several feast in diame-
ter. Moreover, the entire mound is made up of a
single plant, not of a colony of individuals and it
attains this enormous size and extreme compactness
by a process of repeated branching, so that the
ultimate branches are closely crowded and the outer
surface is continuous.

The flowers of the yareta are very thin, only
about one-eighth of an inch long, and are borne 'n
small clusters near the tips of the branches. The
fruit resembles a minlature caraway seed. 1he
natives use the plant as fuel.

WHERE THE WORLD HAS ALWAYS BEEN
“BONE DRY.”

The nation-wide ‘‘dryness” brings to mind
localities where almost perpetual drought is the
rule. Among these is included a part of the United
States, which has been ‘‘bone dry’ since time im-
memorial, and where depression is at its lowest.

Death Valley, 276 feet below sea level, is an
alkaline desert region in Californta, on the Arizona
border. It is 70 miles long, 10 to 20 miles wide, and
is situated between high foothills. Only 75 miles
away Mount Whitney raises at 14,600 feet into the
air, and with other nearby elevations is a barrier
to anv moisture reaching this parched region.

In summer the temperature reaches 130 degrees
in the shade, where there is shade enough to cove:r
the thermometer, and even the nights are too hot
to sleep. Terrific whirlwinds of heated sand sweep
up and down the valley and render it a barren waste,
except a few stunted cacti and greasewood. In the
autumn tourists may venture into its conflnes but
they must carry drink for both man and beast, as
the lone stream that enters this dreary region is
bitter alkaline and soon disappears in the sand,
while springs are miles and miles apart. Looking
for a drink here would stand about as much chance
of fulfillment as ordering a Martini at a W. C. T. 1.
meeting. However, a few slinking coyotes, rattle-
snakes, horned toads, buzzards and half-starved
Jack-rabbits manage to exist in sonmie mysterious
manner.

An almost bottomless salt marsh ooccupies the
centre of the valley practically from end to end.
About midway it gets very shallow and narrows |
down to about two miles in width. At this point a |
road crossing has been constructed. Many are the
men and beasts that have lost their lives endeavor-
ing to cross this barren, bone-dry waste, which gets
its name from the fact that in the California gold
rush of 1849 so many prospectors were lost in its
sandy maw.

The great Sahara Desert covers the major part
of Northern Africa, consisting of 3,500,000 square
miles—an arid region as large as the whole of|]

CHICAGO, Oct. 9.—The world's series baseball championship pennant for
1919 will fly from Redland Field, Cincinnati, next season.

Pat Moran’s athletes invaded hostile territory today and annexed the eighth
and deciding game against the Chicago White Sox by a score of 10 to 5.

As expert baseball it was as funny as a sack race. Nearly everything
possible happened, including a comic four-run rally by the athletes in the pale
hosiery. It never would have happened just as it did if the sun had not
entered the lists and blinded the visiting fielders. It was all the funnier for
the reason that the Sox were nine runs behind at the time.

The Reds, after dropping two games on their own grounds, on the banks
of the Ohlo, permitting the Sox to get back in the running for the big emblem,
started after the deciding game at the onset. They descended on Claude
Williams®' left-handed offerings with a determination which sent him inte
seclusion before the third man was out, and Bill James, who hurls from the
other side, was trotted out. Three runs were scored off Williams, and one
off James. It was the latter's first start in the series, and he led a terrible
life until the sixth, when with two men on bases, he was given the beckoning
finger by Manager Gleason, and Roy Wilkinson, also a right-hander, came
forth to remain through the holocaust. The invaders continued their on-
slaught, and sent three runs across the rubber. In the seventh inning the
rangy twirler was somewhat wild and walked two men, but no runs were
scored by the leg-weary champions-to-be. In the eighth they annexed an-
other and let it go at that.

|Were a few of the opinions expressed by
{ the 27 members of the manufacturers’
and wholesale merchants’ board of the
Cleveland Chamber of Commerce, who
visited London yesterday.

After spending a day in Toronto and
a day in Hamilton, the party arrived in
this city at 8 o’clock Thursday morning,
at the invitation of the chamber of com-
merce. A welcome was extended at the
Canadian Pacific Railway station, and a
fleet of automobiles carried the visitors
to the Tecumseh House, where break-
fast was served. There the reception
was not formal, because the official-visit
of the Cleveland party was not made
until the afternoon, after the comple-
tion of the party’s visit to St. Thomas.

Therefore no addresses were made
after the breakfast, and the visitors
left on a London and Port Stanlev car
for St. Thomas at 9:20 o’clock, accom-
panied by George M. Reid and John
Bridge, president and vice-president of
the London Chamber of Commerce.

Return to London.

Following their return to London
luncheon was served at the Hunt Club
about 2 o'clock. It was decided there
that the addresses be given after the
evening meal, instead of the proposed
visit to the Grand Theatre. The change
of program was necessitated because the
whole of the afternoon was required for
visiting the city’s larger factories.

The barrier of tariff
between the two countries ig a sgreat
mistake. We are one in arms, so why
are we two in commercialism?’’ He also
explained that workingmen should be
educated to work hard and save their
money at the present serious time,
which could be called a strike time. It
is the duty of the businessmen here
and in the States to be cool and level-
headed, so that German-made goods
will not be allowed to creep into any
part of the continent.

John Bridge, the vice-president of the
London Chamber of Commerce, spoke
on the benefits to be acquired from the
visit of the Clevelanders. He also ex-
plained this city’s industrial facilities.

Stilt a Canadian.

Dr. A. E. Meldrum, the Pastor of the
First Preshyterian of Cleveland, and
who spent his boyhood in Canada, on a
farm about 30 miles from L.ondon, de-
livered the last and longest address.
“I was born under the grand old Union
Jack,” he said,” and I shall always love
it. The first time I visited London, I
believe it was in 1869, is still fresh In
my memory. The day I came into the
town, the Provincial Exhibition, from
which has now grown your Western
Fair, was here. It was a great day for
me, because I saw Prince Arthur, now
the Duke of Connaught, in the proces-
sion, and I was an aristocrat then, not
a democrat.

‘““The hospitality

of the Canadian
people,”” Dr., Meldrum continued, ‘is
unsurpassed anywhere; I came with
the knowledge that I would enjoy my-
self, and I most certainly have. The
beautiful, grand old Union Jack and Old
Glory are the two glorious flags, which
are the symbols of all that is best and
truest in international life.

“London is an ideal, beautiful homa
city, pierced through with industrial
energy and shrewd commercial sensa
and backed up and surrounded by one
of the Dbest agricultural districts, not
{only in Canada, but in the continent.
{ There is no camouflage in what I have
{ been ing. The more closely the two
 coun come together, the better it
iwill be for each. T don’t mean that
i Canada should annex the United States,
{or vice-versa, or that either country
i should lose its individuality and entity,
1 but there should be a firm and close

A NEW READER. Q—What treat-
ment do you recommend for high blood
pressure?

A—You need more sleep and' rest.

Taboo
hot dishes, salt, pepper, condiments,
seasoning, rich foods, nuts, peas and
beans. Be massaged daily. Drink much
more water daily, lots of fresh milk
{and cream, and take a bulgaria tavlet
with your meals. Take one-half grain
nitrate of soda in water every four
hours. Do not try to treat yourself
until a thorough diagnosis has been
made.

F. Q—What can I do for a pain in
my right side?

A—This may be due to gallstones,
i infections of the bile sack, obesity,
| constipation, inactivity, muscle strain,
| sore kidneys and other things. Until
| that is determined, the troublesome
thing removed, use =a vibrator agd
take bending exercises of a physical
culture kind.

M. R. L. Q—Kindly advise me what
to do for enlarged pores?

A~Once the blackhead and pimples
are gone, large pores may remain for a
time.” These are annoying, but not
serious troubles. Massage, vibration
and the use of some harmless paste,
such as lycopodium powder and glycer-
ine, or borated cocoa butter helps to
fill them out.

A. M. Q—What can you advise me to
do for red, swollen hands?

A—Keep the hands out of water as
much as possible. Use cornmeal flour
and glycerine on them.

OTTAWA, Oct. 9.—Something in' the
nature "of a miniature crisis has pre-
cipitated itself upon the House in the
dying days of the session.

nounced to Parliament and the people
is, to say the least, out of the ordinary,

Opposition to the new legislation is
based not so much on principle as on
political expediency. The nature of that
legislation was not divulged in any
former caucus, though it was intimated
that whatever form new prohibition
legislation might take would not be sup-
versive of provincial rights.

Reasons for Protests.

The chief reason for the protests
which have resulted in the hanging up
of the legislation until it has been
threshed out in the caucus is the fact
that it has been introduced at a time
when the Hearst Government in On-

The members who raised the protest
yesterday, and who waited upon the
Government before the House met,

were limited to the straight Conserva-
tive element in the HouSe. They de-
clared that the introduction of the new
bills would have a very prejudicial
effect upon the Hearst Government's
campaign, and upon the referendum
which 18 to take place on the day of
polling. They contended that many
men who would vote for the Ontario
temperance dct in ordinary circum-
stances would not do so if they believed
that its approval by the electorate
would be the thin edge of the wedge
in the direction of further and more
drastic bone-dry measures along the
lines laid down in the federal bills.

As a matter of fact, it is stated that
the charge was made by a member of
the deputation that the new measures
were deliberately designd to wreck the
Hearst Government.

It is rumored here that the protest
is not confilned to federal Conservative
members, but that representations have
been made from Queen’s Park pointing
out the danger of the Government's
action. The Government's position is a
delicate one. To amend or shelve the
legislation for the present session would
,not only constitute a severe blow to the
Government’s prestige in the country,
but would leave it open to sharp
charges of insincerity, which undoubt-
edly would have a reflex effect upon
the Hearst Government in Ontario. On
the other hand, should the Govern-
ment decide to go ahead with the leg-
islation it will do so under the threat of
heavy defection from that element
which has in the past constituted its
most loyal supporters. The dilemma is
a real one.

The earlier part of the caucus was
devoted to the railway question, upon
which a wide diversity of opinion was
expressed. It would appear that, while
the Government has embarked on an
extensive program of state ownership,
there is within its ranks in both Houses
a considerable element against the
acquisition of further lines. The opin-
fon, for instance, was expressed by
some this morning that a working
agreement with the Grand Trunk at
the peresent time was all that was
necessary.

Will Prepare Legislation.

In spite, however, of the difference
of opinion, it is believed that as a re-
sult of the caucus the Government will
80 ahead with the preparation of en-
abling legislation to be submitted be-
for the sesslon closes. This legislation
will, it is understood, empower the
Government to carry on its negotia-
tions with the Grand Trunk, even to
the extent, if necessary, of providing
for arbitration.

On the prohibition question many
protests were voiced against the Gov-
ernment’s new legislation, both from
the standpoint of political expediency
and from the constitutional standpoint.
It is stated that the latter point was
raised by Senator Claude MacDonnell
of Toronto, who questioned the power
of the Federal authorities to vest |
federal prerogatives in the provinces. |

in his trade and would soon improve in
his new work. Organized labor Was
sympathetic to the returned men, the
witnesses stated,

In the evening T. A. Stevenson,
Labor representative on the D. S. C. R..
voiced the idea that Canada had the
best vocational trainix 18 system of any
of the Allied countries. He thought
also that labor conditions here were
not such as to justify pessimism. He
suggested that Canada should have all
employment bureaus under centralized
control, and that every private em-
ployment office should be abolished.

A Woman's Appeal.

Another witness during the evening
was the wife of a returned soldier
who made a plea for all dependents of
veterans. She praises the Great War
Veterans’ Association plan and de-

clared ‘‘the Government ought to do
something to help the returned soldiers,
as they really need aid.”

GOMMITTEE IS NOT
LIKELY T0 ADVISE

FURTHER GRATUITY

May Recommend Fund To As-

sist Men in Actual Need
of Help.

[Special to The Advertiser.]

OTTAWA, Oct. 9.—The special com-
mittee on soldiers’ civil re-establish-
ment is expected to report in a few
days. What its recommendations will
be is not at present known, but it is
fairly certain that neither of the bonus
schemes proposed by the gratuity as-
sociation and the great war veterans
will find favor in the report.

The committee, generally speaking,

does not favor any scheme which pro=

poses to bonus members of the ex-
peditionary force regardless of need or

of length of service. The proposal,
which is most likely to be adopted, is
one which was mooted before the com-
mittee was formed. That constitutes
the formation of a fund to be adminis-
tered by committees at various centres,
and which will be available in needy
cases to tide men over the winter. This
will be a federal fund, but otherwise
similar in its application to -.the
patriotic funds. It may run as high
as fifty millions, but will be distributed
only in case of unemployment and
actual need. f

Unemployment insurance has also
been mooted, while steps may be taken
to enable disabled men to secure life
insurance.

Apart, -from this the committee
will make certain recommendations in
regard to civil re-establishment proper.
But it may safely be predicted that
further cash bonus of any sort will be
digscouraged as impracticable,

| GINGERING UP THE
' SAVINGS DEPARTMENT

BY D. McEACHERN.

An address delivered at the fourth

annual convention of the }Financial Ad-
. Vertisers’ Assoclation, New Orleans,
September 23, 1919,

Having been asked to address this
convention as a representative of the
association trom Canada, 1 shall chief-
ly confine my remarks to conditions
and methods prevailing in my country.

It is my hope that the suggestions
herein—it not found new—will at least
prove helpful to some of the audince
by reminding them of avallable and
perhaps hitherto untried methods of
of bullding a savings department.

For many months past, signs have
uot been lacking to show that unusual-
ly careful attention is being given by
officlals of savings departments.

North of the border, the casual news-
paper reader cannot but notice the dis-
tinct nge that has taken place in
the advertising of this Department.

Judging from newspaper space and
from the frequency of insertions many
important financlal advertising appro-
priations have of late been heavily in-
creased, while the tone of the appeal is
noticeably warm, positive and full of
8ood argument,

Coupled with this awakening to the
possibilities of good advertising is to be
®een the opening of new savings
branches in all parts of the country—
Wherever a foothold for such business
can be secured.

A general all-round recognition of
the savings department has taken
place in Canada. The focus of the suc-
cessive Victory Loan campaigns was
of necessity upon the saver, and the
vigorous, although belated, govern-
ment campaign on behalf of thrift
stamps has undoubtedly made a deep
impression upon the Canadian publiec.
Canadian financial institutions have
not been slow to realize the need on
their part of an energetic follow-up
in order that the educative effect on
these campaigns might be conserved
and broadened.

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in July last over $1,170,000,000. In
July, 1914, the total was but $671,-

,000, an increase of over 75 per cent
having been recorded during the past
five years.

This showing is noteworthy in view
of the magnirncent support given by
the Canadian public to flve internal
loans during that period.

Several of the more useful methods
by which new ginger, energy and en-
thusiasm 1s being instilled intp the
savings departments of Canadian in-
stitutions may be of interest.

The Problem of the Dormant Account.

Advertising—like charity—should be-
gin at home. In every savings ledger
there are numerous accounts which
for many months, perhaps for yeans,
have been undisturbed by the addition
of a deposit. The owner of the ac-
count may now be unable to save or
he may have fallen into extravagant
habits, ‘and it is also quite possibie that
for some reason he now deposits in a
rival ipstitution around the corner.

The first step in winning back this
customer is to make certain of his
correct address. This question of de-
positors’ addressess in these days of

is of prime importance, and
it is worth time and expense to keep
them up to date.

Good results in winning back old
customers have been obtained by:

(1) Securing correct address;

(2) Mailing a well-worded letter of
invitation to revive the account;

3) ing more well-orded letters
containing ‘‘reasons why’ until the end
is gained or some good cause for
ceasing the foliow-up presents itself.

One letter that pulled told the de-
positor that his balance on the date
of last deposit was $187.53 and if $20
each month had since been added he
would now be the possessor of $540.22,
including compound interest.

The Joint Account,

‘Wherever the joint account system
has been used it has been found a
success. It is a convenience to deposi-
tors and :causes but little additional
work to the savings department staff.
Institutions which extensively adver-
tise the joint account find they are
combining a much appreciated service
feature with a business-getting and a
business-holding force.

Women are no longer content to
allow the family purse or the family
savings account to wholly remain in
the possession of the nominal head of
the household. The joint account
steps into the breach and amicably
solves this financial problem inr many
households. By its adoption funds on
deposit may be added to or withdrawn
at any time by either of ths two part-
fes or by any one of two or more part-
ies. In the event of death of one the
raoney automatically belongs to the
survivor or survivors without recourse
to any form of legal procedure.

A Jjoint account is opened in this
fashion, “John Jones or Mary Jones or
either or the survivor,” and for the
purposes of protection to all concerned
the signatures of both are secured on
a card on which appears a declaration
reading as follows:

‘“We hereby deeclare that all

Women Depositors.

Speaking of women depositors, have
you ever analyzed the new accounts
opened in your savings department,
during say a twelve-month period? |
If so you will have noted the large and |
growing proportion of women deposi-
tors. This is, I belleve, a general con-
dition and it is leading financial adver- .
tisers into broader flelds of endeavor.
The majority of the urban male popu-
lation cannot call at the savings
wicket during office hours. The
mechanic’s wife is therefore not only
responsible for the household expend- ;
fture, but is also intrusted with the |
maintenance of the family savings |
account. Likewise to a large extent
this is true in the case of the farmer's
wife. A goodly portion of the farm in-
come is actually earned by her in the
dairy, poultry yard, garden and fleld.
Why then should the bulk of financial |
advertising be aimed at the male popu-
lation? Should not 4 substantial por-
tion be expressed in the language that
would best appeal to the good sense
and thriftiness of women?

Attractive Pass Book.

A somewhat neglected feature of
savings department operation is the
pass book. It is the connecting link
between the depositor and the depart-
ment, and a neat and well-printed
book will repay an extra price per
thousand. A badly solled or torn pass
book should be replaced by a new one |
after the ledger-keeper has secured the
depositor’s permission.

Closed Accounts.

When a savings account is
withdrawn, what does your
keeper do with the pass book?

The wide-spread pratice of retain-
ing the book at the wicket because of
some musty regulation is open to criti-
cism. If the depositor is allowed to
surrender his pass book simply be-
cause he is temporarily in need of
funds, his connection with the savings
department is completely severed. He
should be told to keep the book, as
doubtless it would be found of use at
a future date when he has further
funds to deposit.

Departmental Co-operation.

It has been truly said that the
savings department is the nursery for
other departments of a financial in-
stitution. Since, therefore, this depart-
ment furnishes prospects who may be
readily persuaded to use other
branches of the intsitution’s activi-
ies there should be reciprocation.

In the investment, trust, safe de-
posit box, real estate and other depart-
ments will be found hundreds of good
customers, who for no particular
reason keep their savings account else-
where.

Oftentimes the mere sug-
gestion that maturing interest coupons,
rentals and other income be deposited
at the savings wicket secures choice
and profitable business, and this form
of co-operation supplies in many cases
the missing link between general sav-
ings advertising and the actual open-
ing of accounts.

Personal enthusiasm on the part of
every person connected with the insti-
tution is an important consideration
when laying plans for a greater sav-
ings department. With this aid care-
fully prepared programs will attain
their goal with a minimum of expense
and effort.

It has been amply proved that the
interest of employes in the forward
progress of any business is best se-
cured when a system of reward for
well-doing is worked out which will
include all on the pay-roll in g fair
and equitable manner.

The Question of ‘“Stunts.”

Freak advertising of any kind has
never been very successful in Canada.
Financial advertising of a sensational
nature in the accepted sense of the
term is regarded as a grave error, and
seldom has it pulled satisfactorily.

The wmonth-in-and-month-out, year-
in-and-year-out, unrelenting persist-
ence in presenting the savings story,
while perhaps irksome at times to the
stirring soul of the advertising man-
ager, is nevertheless the safer and
less expensive method of securing sav-
ings rather than the spasmodic effort
which too often is tinged with gensa-
tionalism.

Present Day Conditions vs.
Account.

The 1919 high cost of both necessi-
ties and luxuries imperils the onward
progress of the savings account in
many households. Any encouragement,
incentive or even any argument that
can be supplied to aid struzxnngl
savers should be gladly given. A ray

Savings

of hope and incidentally a good argu-
ment to bring to the attention of de-

positors will be found in the recentg

government assurance that many |
articles of everv-day use will fall in
price during 1920. Every dollar there- |
fore that can be saved this year will
later on have a greater buying power. |

Yet it will be readily agreed that it !
is the cost of extravagant living which |
robs the savings account of much of |
its due. A blast of thrift is impera- !
tively needed throughout the land. and
from whom could the necessary thrift |
education better come than from the!
financial institutions?

The reward that surely comes to in-
stitutions which spend money to pro- !
mote thrift cannot by any means be !
computed in dollars and cents. The!
reward is to be found in the good-
will of the thousands who have bene- |
fitted by the sound advice and by the |
encouragement of a courteous service. |
It is to be found in the establishment |
of happy homes, the betterment ot
living conditions and in a growth of
national prosperity.

HARSHLY CRITICISED

Sir George Foster Defends the
Plan Adopted.

FIFTY PER CENT SOLD

Says About Half of Surplus
Has Already Been
Disposed Of.

OTTAWA, Oct. 9.—This afternoon’s
sitting of the House of Commons was
devoted to consideration of the bill
under which the operations of the
grain board wiil be continued after the
Proclamation of peace.

. D. McKenzie was disposed to
think the method of handling the Cana-
dian wheat crop adopted by the Gov-
ernment was absurd, while J. A. Robb
complained that the price of wheat was
lower in Canada than the United States
because of the wheat board’s control of
the Iimportation and exportation of
wheat.

Sir George Foster vigorously defended
the plan adopted, and it was likewise
approved by Hon. T. A. Crerar, former
minister of agriculture. Sir George
told the House that approximately fifty
per cent of the surplus wheat ¢crop had
been disposed of by the grain board.
He would not undertake to state the
ultimate price the farmer would receive,
because the sale of the remainder of
the surplus would spread over several
months, and prices might vary consid-
erably.

On second reading of the bill to per-
mit the temporary manufacture, im-
portation and sale of oleomargarine
Donald Sutherland, J. H. Sinclair and
other members renewed their objections,
but oleomargarine found a friend in Dr.
Michael Clark, who defended it as food
and as a free trader favored its im-
portation.

Frank Glass, Middlesex, moved the
six months’' hoist, and after some fur-
ther discussion that was declared lost
without a division.

Control Necessary.

The government, said Sir George Fos-
ter, had not been anxious to undertake
any controlled system of marketing the
country’s crops. It had hoped that now
the war was over; the shackles might be
removed and trade in wheat be allowed
to resume its normal course. However,
it developed that under normal meth-
ods it would be impossible to find a
ready sale for Canadian wheat. To be-
gin with, there was a lack of speedy
decisions on the part of FEuropean
powers as to what amount of wheat
they required. They were not sure
what their own production would be.

There was also the question of financ-
ing. Credits had to be arranged be-
tween the Canadian government and
European powers before they could con-
tract for our wheat. For these and
other reasons it was considered advis-
able to revert to the system of govern-
ment control in marketing the crop.

In the brief time the Canadian grain
exchange was open, said Sir George,
there had been a speculative rise in
prices. This was not due to legitimate
trading, but to speculation. The gov-
ernment feared, however, that the far-
mer would get the Iimpression that
these higher prices were obtainable,
and also that outside powers would
think Canadian grain was selling at an
advance. The farmer would thus be de-
terred from selling and the purchaser
from buying our wheat if speculative
trading was allowed.

An Erroneous ldea.

The minister of trade and commerca

said that the price of $2.15 a bushel
had been flxed by the government at a
certain basic point. The idea that the
farmer would receive this price on
bringing his grain to the station, no
matter how distant from this point
was erroneous. Freight and other
charges for carrying the grain to the
basic point would, of course, have to
be deducted.
Reviewing the work of the Canadian
wheat board, Sir George Foster said
that every particle of the grain trade
today was functioning the same as un-
der the open market. There was the
exception that speculative proflts were
cut off and the farmer got the actual
return for his grain, minus expenses
of marketing.

The present system was not to be
permanent. It was probable that the
present would be the last year during
which the system of government con-
trol would be carried out.

Mr McKenzie remarked that a very
clever speech had been substituted for
a satisfactory trade. This, he thought,
would be regarded by the western farm-
ers as a very poor deal. The method
for disposing of Canada’s wheat crop
appeared almost absurd. We took our
good Canadian money, which we had,
by the way, to borrow from the United
States, sent it across to the mission in
London, which loaned it to wvarious
European powers who wanted wheat.
In return, we acgepted bonds of these
countries, which might, or might not
be redeemed.
Sir George Foster asked whether Mr.
McKenzie was opposed to the principle
of extending credits to foreign powers.
Favored Honest Trade.
The leader of the Opposition repled
that he was not dealing with that ques-
tion. He favored honest, straightfor-
ward trade of the kind which Canada
might have with the United States un-
der proper conditlons. He had received
a telegram from a western farmer. It
gave him to understand that farmers
in western Canada could obtain a high.
er price for their wheat in the United
States than that set by the Canadian
government, If the reciprocity agree-
ment had been passed farmers would
now be in a position to sell their wheat
in the United States.
Dr. Edwards remarked that when
it came to a question of removing the
duty on coal or steel, Mr. McKenzie
was not so enthusiastic. Dr. Edwards
strongly favored the export of Cana-
dian wheat to Europe in the form of
fiour. Bran and shorts were badly
needed in this country, and could be
retained here if the wheat were milled
Canada, He suggested providing
fres tranaportation for Canadian flour
from Canada to Liverpool, in order to
encourage its export.
Mr, Crerar made passing reference to
reciprocity. He thought that through-
out Canada the feeling was in favor of
reciprocity with the United Stages.
With regard to the sale of Canaaian
wheat in the United States, he felt
there had been some confusion of
thought. Canadian wheat was not go-
ing into the United States because the
United States would not permit it to
go in,
As to the Canadian wheat board, Mr.
Crerar thought it was desirable to get
away from the artificial restrictions on
trade and commerce as soon as possible.
But he approved the action of the gov-
ernment in appointing the board, al-
though he thought the board should
have been appointed six or eight weeks
earlier. He also approved the action
of the government in closing the Win-
nipeg wheat exchange.

The bill was read a second time and
the house went into committee.

The bill was reported and stands for
third reading.
