Here comes James Secord,

a captain of the Niagara Fencibles, a farmer, still a soldier, with his attendant

drummer and staff-sergeant, all very prim and correct. What's that ? a despatch.

His drummer beats an assembly, and out rush, from all sides, soldiers, and still

more soldiers, in quaint coatees and bulging shakoes, crowned with ' pom-poms

as these worsted balls are called. And then here dashes on Lieut.-Lol. John

McDonnell on a spirited steed, and here are two American Troopers w..h an

officer and a white flag. Of course, that's a flag of truce, and a despatch, which

when McDonnell reads it, you can see something is wrong, for Van Renselear,

who commands the American Troops on the other side of Niagara R'ver, re-

fuses to exchange British and Canadian prisoners for American prisoners held

by the British. So here is trouble at once. The American officer. General

Winder, says to Col. McDonnell's query, "that everything would be satisfac-

torily explained the day after to-morrow." So he and his Troopers dash off.

Evidently that reply is not to McDonnell's liking, for he calls out more soldiers,

and General Sir Isaac Brock dashes in sight, with the light of battle in his eye.

You know instinctively that "Queenston Heights" is on the tapis, and lo! it is

so. Drums, bugle calls, cheers, yells, and oh. how the Toronto }K>ys can yell—

if they like. Yes. there is Queenston Heights, a huge tableau of fighting figures

—British, Canadian and Americans all mixed up. Explosives, bombs, smoke

fires, rattle of musketry. There is General Brock down. Now there goes Col.

McDonnell, James Secord also, with a broken knee, and many others. And

as the din of the battle dies away, the soft, sad strains of the Land o the Leal

comes gentlv wafted to us. and the soldiers cover poor, gallant Brock, who fell

in the hour of victory—like Wolfe at Quebec—and bear him off on a bier with

the old Union flag cast hastily over him, and John McDonnell too-but who

is that delicate little woman anxiously peering—lantern in hand—among the

dead or dying soldiers? Of course. I know that's Laura Secord ooking for

her husband James. The military authorities won't allow women to look among

dead or dying men nowadays for lost relatives, they say you must go o the field

hospitals if vou happen to be near a fight at all. But in those days there were

no nurses or hospitals, and a woman to tend a wounded soldier was a God-send

and ambulance work was primitive, soldiers were often allowed to l«e days on

a battlefield ere they were picked up. indeed you would be very lucky if you

were picked up at all. You see, Mrs. Secord's house or farm was only a little

way From the^attlefield, so naturally as she knew the fight was over, she

The Trip to England
This year the Queen's Own Rifles hope to gain the distinction ot being the

first regiment of colonial militia to visit Great Britain and take part m the

annual manoeuvres of the British Army. The idea has been discussed for some

tin e and the officer commanding decided that this the semi-centennial year was

the most suitable occasion for such a trip. Through the Militia Department

an application was made to the War Office in London, and a generous assent

and approval obtained. The officers, non-commissioned officers, and men of

the Regiment were consulted, and the trip decided upon.

The Militia Department is supplying the Regiment with a "ew Khaki

uniform, which will be substituted for the present drill uniform. VVith .he

Khaki will be worn black waist-belts and boots, but the puttees and headgear

will be Khaki also. For full dress the ordinary uniform will be worn. A

white duck uniform is provided for wear on board ship.

The first organization parade will be held at the Armories on Wednesday,

Tune 29th. and there will be weekly parades until further orders. These parades

will be mainly for organization purposes, no hard drill bein- undertaken until

Quebec is reached. , . , , „

On Saturday, August 13th, the Regiment will parade with full equipment

and entrain for Montreal, where the following day will b« ^P^"/^^^ g"^^^^ «.*

the 6^th Regiment. Quebec will be reached the evening of the 14th. The Kegi-

ment\vill at once go into camp for training until the sailing of the steamer

!^Iegantic. of the White Star-Dominion Line, on Saturday. August 20th.

The strength of the Regiment will be over five hundred. There will

be about eight staff officers, twenty-four company officers, a brass band of

thirty-five, two duty buglers per company, and about fifty-five non-commis-

sioned officers and men per company.

After arrival at Liverpool, which should occur on August 2/th, the Regi-

ment will immediately proceed by special train to Aldershot and go into camp.

With the exception of four days to be spent in barracks ,n London the whole

stav will be spent at Aldershot. Opportunities for leave of absence will be

sufficienth- numerous to give every man a chance to visit his friends, and to

spend his' evenings in the Big City, which is only about thirty miles distant.

Returning on the Canada, the trip will be timed so as to land the Regiment in

Toronto on Sunday, October 2nd.

All the men going must pass a thorough medical examination, and have a

satisfactory military record. During the trip the men will be under pay. and

will b^ free of all expenses of any kind whatsoever. The accommodations pro-

vided will be first-class in every respect, that on board ship being quite equal to

ordinary second-class. Officers supply their own uniforms and servants, but

otherwise their expenses will be defrayed." The trip is to be a generous contri-

bution by the Officer Commanding to the development of the imperial idea

amongst colonial militia.
