1. Your Committee recommend that the petition of the North Ekfrid Mis-
sion congregation be granted, and that it become connected with Appin
cougregation as a pastoral charge, and take over Tait's Corners portion of
manse responsibility.

2, That the Appin congregation be urged to raise its Christian liberality
to stipend to $400.

3. That Tait's Corners and Duff’s congregations be united in a pastoral
charge.

4. That Chalmers’ and Lyn congregations be united as a pastoral charge.

H. That Fingal be requested to stand alone, and inasmuch as Dr. Suther-
land has been and is very much appreciated, and his term of offlce is likely to
be lengthened by a reduction of labor, we recommend the congregation to in-
crease their liberality, so that Dr. Sutherland’s loss may not be felt by him.

On motion this report was received, but action thereon was postponed.

The Presbytery was then dismissed with the benediction by the Moderator.

It was further agreed on motion that should
Mr. Meclutosh intimate to the Clerk his acceptance of the call, Dr. Johnston
and Mr. McGillivray be instructed to appoint him ordination trials-these
to be heard at the regular meeting of Presbytery in July.

of uniting them with Chalmers’ Church as a separate charge. The motion
was declared lost.

Mr. Steven moved the adoption of the following
E;‘H‘:":‘l*:""c;:’mﬁ:f:" recommendation of the committee:—That a preach-
ing station be opened at Lawrence under the super-

vision of the Chalmers Session with the view of constituting a separate
pastoral charge. It was moved in amendment by Mr. J. Currie, seconded by
Mr. W. Moffat, that this recommendation be referred to the Lyn and Fingal
congregations for their censideration, and also the following alternative pro-
posal, namely : —~That Lyn Church be united to Chalmers’ Church as one
pastoral charge, and that Lyn Church pay $250 to the treasurer of Fingal
congregation for three years, and that they report to next meeting of Presby-
tery. The amendment was carried. On motion, Messrs. Drummond, Currie
and Stewart were appointed to lay these proposals before the Lyn and Fingal
congregations, and also the congregation of Chalmers’ Church,
It was agreed to lay over the remainder of the report
till the July weeting, and that the congregations in-
terested be notified that the whole matter of rearrangement will come up for
final settlement at that meeting.
