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“ Christianus mihi nomen est, Catholicus vero Cognomen.” — ¢ Christian i8 my Name, but Catholic my Surname,”—8t. Pacian, 4th Century.
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THE Orangemen attended divine ser-
vice last Sunday. They usually assemble
for exerciees of this character once a
year on the Sunday within the octave of
the 12th of July—their carnival time,
A considerable procession was formed,
The processhers looked gay and happy
and gorgeous in yellow, unrelieved by a
single tint of green, Two fife and drum
bands played—havoc with the quiet of
the Sabbath, The bands were respectively
named * Forest City ” and “Ahoyagill,”
the latter term appropriated, we think,
from Stanley’s work just published,
The papers tell us that “ seated in acar.
risge at the rear of the parade were Past
Grand Master for Oatario West W. W,
Fitzgerald and His Worship Mayor
Taylor,” and we must commend the
Master of Ceremonies for his exquisite
taste in placing these two gentlemen
side by side. There was a tremendous
fitness in the trantaction.

Tar Memorial Church was the place
assigned for worship, and the Rev. G. B,
Ssge, B. A,, was the orator of the occa-
sion, We had not heard of this rev.
gentleman before, The sermon was
perbaps his maiden effort, but it was,
neverthelees, a great esuccess, The
ocoasion suited the sermon and the ser-
mon suited the oceasion, The preacher
was full of his subject, It wasnecessary
tbat he should be so. If he were not so
filled no business would he have there,
Taere were many preconcerted pas-
sages underlined, wherein a brave and
resolute pose had to be adopted and
fond and familiar terms flashed over the
multitude, There had to be references
to ¢ Boyne water,” ‘civil and religious
liberty,” “open bible” * Papal aggres-
pion,” etc, all of which brought down
the house. But Rev. G. B, Sage, B. A,
assumed two roles at one and the same
time. Hear him:

“The Orangemen would be men, Chris.
tians and patriots, and would hold the
gates of Derry with all Christian strategy.
After dwelling for a short time on the
efficacy of brotherly love as a means of
advancing the kingdom of God, the

speaker said Protestants should fight
their enemies with the ballot box,”

The right' eye of Rav, G, B. Sage, B,
A, full of meekness, and looking peace,
was turned towards heaven, and the
right arm pointed in the same direction,
and his congregation admonished to
cultivate brotherly love. The left
eye of Rev, G, B. Sage, B, A,
full of fire and war, was turned on Lie
audlence, and the left arm thrown out in
accord therewith, urging his misguided
anditors to deeds of valor with the ballot
box.

++ O Bage, let trutk, ¥6 slandered, teach
Thy batbling tangue more kindly speech.”

We might here mildly suggest to Rev.
G, B. Sage, B A., that at the last electlon
Protestants fought thelr enemies with the
ballot box and galned a glorlous victory
too, Bat the worst s to come, Rev,

CouNnt 1'0oL8T0I, & Rasslan suthor of
much celebrity, has written some very
strange, not to say antl soclal and anti.
Ohristian, sentences on the subject of
matrimony. As translated for the New
York Herald, and reprinted In the T'oronto
Globe, Count Tolstol’s opinion of Chrls-
tlan marriage, based on misunderstood
texts of the gospel, only proves the in.
sufficlency and danger of private inter-
pretation of God’s word, The Rueslan
Count declares that

“Such & thing as Chrlstian mar-
rlage never was and never could be.
Chriet did not mnr{ nordid He establish
marriage, neither d é His disciples marry.
A Christian cannot view the marriage re:
lation otherwise than as & deviation from
the doctrine of Christ—as a sin. This {s
clearly laid down In Matthew v., 28, and
the ceremony of Christian marriage does
not alter its character one jot, A Chrls.
tian, therefore, will never desize marriage,
but always avold it.”

THE same doctrine was held by the
Manicheoans of old, who, blinded by
fanaticlsm, not only practiced celibacy
themselves, but strove by fire and sword

o force thelr unnatural and demoralizing

convictlons upon the Chrlstlan citles and
provinces that eurrounded them. They
ravaged all the country south of the
Garowne in France, massacred priests and
plllaged towns and razed Catholle churches
to the ground. A general council was
held to take messures for the suppression
of this pestiferous heresy which threatened
the peace of Europe. . This was the fourth
Councll of Lateran, in which Manichz-
lsm and its teachlngs concerning marrlage
were formally condemned and matrimony
sclemnly declared of Divine fnstitutlon,

Counr Torsror’s antl Christian ldeas of
marriage did not originate with him. They
are elmost as old as the Church, They
were always abhorred by (i)d.fearing men
and women. Thelrtendencles were always
to make for & general state of immorality
and the dlso;ganization of society, DBut
Count Tolstol is one of those modern
writers who parade their independence of
thought and mcka a boaet of having cut
locse from the moorlogs of eccleslastical
suthority, With no hand to gulde, with
no Divine teacher to explaln, with no
helm or compaes, what can poor heretles
expect but that they be tossed about by
every wind on ever widening scas of un-
certalnty and doubt with rocks dangerous
to the very exletence of soclety forever
ahead ?

SIGNOR CRIsPI does not always fiad it
smooth salling with the extremists of the
Italian Parliament. Oa the 1st inat, sev-
eral members accused him of stifling de-
bate, among whom were Signor Imbriani
and Rlioclcttl Garibaldl, The latter re.
signed his seat, as he would not submit tc
Signor Crlapl’s despotism, and great ex.
citement ensued. The protesting mem.
bers complained that the (Government
distributed a list of names of those whom
it wished to be elected to a Committee on
Roman Muncipal affsfrs, ** Such an act,”
sald Deputy Imbriani, *“{s contrary to
parllamentary etiquette.”” The President,
refusing to listen to Signor Imbriani’s
protest, left the chalr, and the sitting was
suspended. Half an hour later the Presl.
dent re.occupled the chair, but as Signor
Imbriani continued his protest and in-
sisted on reading the list of the Committee,
as It had been proposed by the Govern.
raent and distributed by Signor Sprovierd,
the Chamber adjiurned amid great up
roar,

Ar E-zeroum, recently, fifty persons
were killed In a riot between Turkish
soldiers and Armenians. The whole
Moslem population joined with the Turk
Ish soldlers and attacked the British and
French Consulates, breaking the windows
and wrecking the bulldlngs, The
Armenians of the Tarklsh Emplre num-
ber about 3,000,000, of whom about 120,-
000 are Cathollcs and 24,000 Protestants.
Protestantism was establiched among
them about sixty.five years egn, The
majority are reckoned as of the G.eet or
rather Orlental Church, but they are
independent in matters ecclesiastical,
though the patriarch of Constentinople is
thelr clvil head.

It would appear that the practice
which has grown to such great dimen.
sions in the United States, that of cheer-
ing in the Protestant churches, is also
becoming common in Canada. Public
opinion in the United States has been
directed towards the matter, and the
most influential journals have said of it,
what is the fact, that such a practice
breeds contempt towards the churches
and makes them more like the theatre
than the house of Gad. A oase in
point occured on the Sunday before last
in Torouto, when five hundred Orange-
men attended Concord Congregational
Church, and were preached to by Rev.
Mr, Madill. We can well imagine that
he indulged in any quantity of abuse of
Oatholics, as he would not otherwise
have gained the applause of such a con-
gregation, and the cheers were given
frequently, His subject was the defence
of Derry.

THR American Protestant Assoclation
of the United States recently held a
sesslon of three days in Chicago. The
Ausmociation s sald to number 25000
members,  Thelr dellberatlons were
secret, but it bas been announced that the
cblef toples which were dlscussed were
the Publlc school question, and non-
restricted education. There would be
no end of abuse heaped upon Catholles If
they were to hold a secret meeting, but
Oathollc conventions when they are
held are not held In private, Every
thing is open and above board, because
they have mno conspiring to transact, but
it 1s clear that & conspiracy is on foot
agalnst some one when the Protestant
Assoclation holdssecret meetings, and it {s
easy to divine that the conspiracy Is
dlrected sgainst Catholles in the present
case, It is cowardly in a country like the
United Stater, where Protestants out-

number the Catholles by five or eix to
one, to conspire cecretly sgalnet the minor.
ity.

A bill has been Introduced into Con.
gress by Representative Oates, of Ala-
bama, to prevent allens from ownivg lacd
in the Ualted States, The bill has already
pasced the Judiclary Committee, and it
will most probably become law. It 1s
stacad in the report which accompanies it
that she Committee have dlecovered with
reasonable certalnty that certaln European
noblemer, chicfly 1 glishmen, have ac-
qulred the ownership of twenty.one mil.
lon acres of land within the Unlted States,
thus establlshing a system of sbientee
landlordism which 1s incompatible with
the best {nterests of the country. The
forelgn laudowners who have not been
netuzalized ave to bs made Incapuble of
acquiricg a title to land, except by lease-
hold for a period of five years, Those
who bave wlready acquired properly in
the conntry will be obliged to dizpose of
ft withia ten years unless du:ing that
perlod of time they become citlz:ue of the
Ualted States. It is the system of abson.
tee landlordiem which hes wrought so
much lujury to Ireland, and the Congress
{s dlsposed not to permit it to become an
inatitution of the Republle.

TITHES IN QUEBE(.

In & letter written by Mr. Thomas
Conant to the I'oronto Glol: of Filday,
July 4th, 1t is ascezted that :

¢ Thereare about 5 000 persons In round
numbers in the town of Oshawa. With.
in fts boundarles are ten worshiping
bodles. That ls, there are that many
different congregations, who, at stated
times, meet separately for worehip. I get
it from one of the deacons of these
churches that last year one of the churches
ralsed §1 400 for religlous purposes. But,
of course, that would not be a falr assump-
ption for the rest, although some two or
three others would come pretty near that
amount,

% Upon closest Inquiry I fiad that It can
safely be taken on an average that every
one of these ten worshipiug bodles ralsed
$1,500 each yearly for religlous purposes.
This s putting it at & very low estimate,
and is safely within the mark, Then,
ten chuiches at $1,500 eash per yenr gives
the grand total of $15000 ralsed yearly
by 5,000 people for religlous purposes
alone, Or, tsaking the whole sum, and
spportioning 1t pro rats, it will yleld
about §3 per head for every man, woman
and child per annum voluntarlly given for
these purposes, which s Indeed more
than say Government dare levy as a tax,
Of course I know that persons outside of
the town attend some of the town churches
and contalbute, but I think this s {ully
offset by the extremely low estimate of
$1,600 per church or bedy, for I am
quite certain, If the real truth wera known,
it would be far more than that amount,
Some of the churches wlil not in any way
divulge the facts, and cf course only the
amount cf such coutributions can bs got
at approximately.”

1f 80 much as $3 for every man, woman
and child is raised for religious purposes
1n Ozhawa, where the parsons, as a rule,
receive from §1 000 to $1,500 each as sal-
ary, how great must the demand be that is
made on the citizens of ['oronto and
other cities, where Protestant ministers
obtain from three thousand to five thou-
sand annuslly, beeides perquisites aceru.
ing from marriages, funerals, etc. MNot.
witistanding these facts and figures,
there is a constant cry among the kiqual
Righters and Protestant fanatics gener-
ally, that the French.Canadians have
to pay enormous tithes to the
Catholic  priests, and that one
of the principal reasons why the French
population goes in such large numbers to
Lynn, Falls River and other manufactur.
ing towns in New Eogland is that they
are fleeced of all their earnings by the
Catholic priests. Tne Toronto Mail
repeated this false assumption on more
than one occasion, and Rev. Dr, Caven
issued & pamphlet on the subject
written by one Robert Sellar, editor
of the Huntingdon Gleancr in Quebec,
In reply Hon, Mr, Mercier states in his
pamphlet “that a more worthless doou-
ment never was written,” and he proves
his assertion by facts and figures as fol-
lows : ‘“And what are the revenues and
resources of the Catholic clergy, which
Mr. Sellar represents as 86 rich?
The tithes alone and a very small
amount of perquisities, say about §100.
What does the tithe represent? It is
quite easy to calculate it by taking the data
furnished by the census of 1881, which
can be seen by everybody. At the rate
of the twenty.sixth bushel it forms about
the following quantities : 58 889 bushels
of wheat, 58 865 barley, 601,310 of oats,
142,208 of peas, 55,494 buckwheat, 12 571
of rye. Estimating them at current
rates, they would represent above $500.
000 in money, But our priests are not
exacting, notwithstanding what M,
Sellar may say, and I can assert, without
fear of contradiction, that, on an average,
they remit or neglect to collect at least
20 per cent, of their tithes, which would
leave & real revenue of not more than
$400,000 to be divided among nine hun.

and institutions of public instruction,
which are all over our DPro-
vince, You would be astonished,
you Protestants, at the number of young
men belonging to poor families whose
education, classical and commercial, is
peid for in whole or in part by our good
country priests; you would be equally
asfonished at the number of legacies
bequeathed by those good cures (P. I'.’s)
to our colleges on condition that the
interest thereof be employed to meet
the cost of the education of poor chil
dren, There is not a country in the
world where classical and university
education costs so little as it does to the
Catholics of our Province—where it is so
fully within the reach of all, even of the
poorest, There is not one serious and
sensible man who, knowing our system
of education, would refuse to admit that
it is solely to our clergy we owe these
inestimable advantages.”’

HELIGOLAND.

The cession of this important island
to Germany by the }:itish Government is
exciting just now a great deal of dis-
satisfaction among the English people
at home and abroad. John Bull had
always in hisiory the character which
the name indicates, that of a tenacious,
iron jawed hold.fast upon anything and
everything upon which his rapacious
fangs kad once fastened themselves,
Neither all the power of French arms,
the threats of Russia, nor the arms
of the ferocious Sikhe or Affghans
could loosen England’s hold upon rich
and profitable India, No appeal to
justice, to reason or to common human.
ity can loosen the firm grasp she holds
on the liberties and the life.springs of
the Irish nation, But Germany is a for-
midable rival of Eagland’s power,
and now there is danger of a
conflict between German and British
intercsts in Eastern and Central Africa.
Zapzbar was lately occupied by
Germans and Eoglish as friendly
traders and explorers, Ewmin Pasha,
representing the Prussian Goverament,
and Henry Stanley, the far-famed Eag
lish explorer, were received in Zanzibar
and hospitably treated by the natives
after their perilous adventures among
the dusky natives of hitherto unknown
regions in the deepest recesses of the
Dark Continent. From the glowing ac
counts given by Henry Stanley of the
wealth and fertility of the soil and of
the immense resources of the country
within easy reach of Z anzibar, the Eaglish
Government has set its whole soul and
mind upon appropriating the rich coun.
try of the interior and lording it over
Znzibar and the neighboring islands of
Pembo and Maftia, In order to placate
the German Emperor Haligoland is given
to him, and well may the British nation
applaud itself on the bargain, and no
dovbt it would if John Bull were not the
greedy, grabbing fellow he is,

Heligoland is a little island in the North
Sea at the mouth of the Elbe, which was
taken by British arms from the Danes
in 1807, It received its name of Ioly
Land (Heligoland) from its first mission.
ary, St. Wilbord, who, in 807 A, D,,
preached Caristianity to its pagan in-
habitants, It has been used as a
coaling station and arsenal by the
British Government, and was considered
almost as valuable to Great Britain in
time of LKuropean wars as Malta or
Gibraltar, but in time of peace
was absolutely worthless, or rather & bill
of expense, Still it commanded a strat.
egic point in the north seas and was a
constant menace to Germany in time of
peaceor war. Lord Salisbury announced

that the sgreement with Germany was
signed on Tuesday, 1st July, by which
this important station, with its inhabi-
tants and fortifications, were ull handed
over to the German Ewmperor, He said
the agreement made the inhabitants of
Heligoland eubject to (ierman laws, &
special exception being made in the case
of those now living who would not be
subject to conseription, The Bill passed
Lae first reading on Friday last, and the
sccond was fixed for Taursday next,
It the Bill be earricd in the louse of
Lorde it must then go to the House

of Commons, where there is cvery
reason to sapprehend defeat for
the Tory Government, The people

Bo,
from the existence of consclence in the
buman soul we csn loﬁaﬂ{vdoduu the
necemity of the Obure e mean of
course the foundation 8ﬂnd les and
essential features of the hurc{. What
{s consclence? It is very properly styled

{s that faculty or sentiment of the soul
which commends us when we do right,
and reprovés us when we do wrong. In
fact, it 1s that within us which indicates
that there is & right and & wrong in our
actions and admonishes us that we should
do the right and avold the wrong. Here
it must carefully noted that this in-
ward faculty or sense does not teach us
what s right and what is wrong ; men's
consclentious convictions differ according
to the light they have, That does not mil
{tate against the existence of consclence it-
self. It only shows that our Creator has im-
planted within us a clehr and unmistak-
ableindication thatHe wiches us to do some
things and to avold others. We belleve
indeed that the existence of tbis moral
faculty in man lsone of the best evidencos
of the exlstence of an intelligent and
moral Creator, But this {s not the point
at which we are now eiming. We take
for granted that God made us and our
first position {s that this faculty of con-
sclence—this moral nature with which He
has endowed us—though It does not in-
struct us as to what His will s, yet shows
us distinctly that it {s His wiil that we
should do some things and avold others.
Bat how are we to determine what the
will of God 1s7 How shall we know what
to do amd what not to do? We may ad-
mit here, that enlightened reason dictates
certaln great general principles of ethics,
but 1t does not furnish a sufficlent gulde
for the conduct of life in all its varied re-
Iatlons, and especially does it not gives us
that information in regard to the great
end of our exlstence and the means of
attelning that end which is absolutely
eesential to the perfection of our nature
and our highest bappiness in this world,
Left to the light of resson we areall in
the dark on the great and important
questions which continually sgitate the
minde of thizking men in regard to thelr
fival destluy. We ere consclous of
esplrations aund longings for eomething
bigher, purer, better than anything
that this world can afford ; at the same
time thls monitor within, this sllent volce
which speaks to us in the name of God,
fills us with vague apprehensions of com-
log 11l which can only be relleved by
definite information as to what the will
of God s, If God has indeed endowed
us with this moral nature ; if He has im
planted this monltor, conecience, within
us to tell us that eome actlons are wrong
and others right ; that we chall be re.
warded for doing right and punished for
doing wrong, then it is necessary that God
shonld make known to us His will ineuch
manner that we shall pot be left In doubt.
Bat that can only be done by a speclal
revelation.
We belleve that God has given us such
a revelation, But revelation s couched
in humsn langusge and humsan language
is natarally ambignous. Quaestlons are
continually arlsing as to what the meaning
of the revelation {s, How shall tbat
meaning be determined without an inter-
reter] It cartalnly cannot be left to
ndividual interpretation, for in that case
the revelation would be made to speak as
many languages as there were interpreters,
No, Gog’a trath is one, and in order to
ascertaln the mind of God there must be
an interpreter endowed with the preroga.
tive of speaking o the name of God. In
a word, there muet be a tribunal some-
where to which doubtful questions and
disputes may be referred with the infal.
lible certainty that the declslon will be in
accordance with the will of God, It
needs no argument to prove that no such
confidleuce can be reposed In the
decitfon of an accldental mejority of
fofalllble men, bowever wise and
learned they may be, Falllble men
eannot give an infalllble declslon, If it
be thought that an infalilble tribunal for
interpreting the will of God be improb-
able, we reply there is no more inherent
improbability in such a supposition than
that God would inspire men to give us a
revelation, On the contrary, as it is
absolutely impossible for men to agree
upon the meaning of the revelation that
God has given us without an infal.
lible tribunal of interpretation, it
is manifestly quite probable, to
say the least, that He would give
us such a tribunal. Catholics claim
that He has given us such a tribunal
in the Oatholic Church, and they give
good and substantial reatons for thelr
clalm over and above the a priori pro.
babllity arleing out of the necessity of it,
And they are the only bedy In the world
that does make the claim, Therefore, the
Osthollec Church {s the fulfilment, the
comrletlon and the true exponent of the
revelation of God, the ouly fittlng and
satisfactory expreseion of the aspirations
of our natare, and our only safe gulde
through the labyrinth and mysterles of
our belng with which we are surrounded
in thls world.

DO WE HATE ENGLAND ?
AN AMERICAN ANSWER T0 PROFES-
BOR GOLDWIN SMITH.

Epiror or THE Pilot—In the May
number of the North-American Review,
Professor Goldwin Smith mekes a violent,
one might almost eay a bullying, demand
that Americans shall love England at
once and fondly, whether they feel eo In-
clined or not. To win us to this state of
affection, he accuses us In a dczen or to
pegee of batlog the mother country, and
tells us that we are stupld and prejudiced
because we do hate her,

Now, If one may beso bold as to differ
with the energetic Professor, we may as
well say at once that Americans do not
“hate ” Eagland. If we do mot love her
with passionate devotlon, thatis another
matter, Kiesing goes by favor, If we
were gullty of indulging a blind and base-
less hatred toward our kin beyond sea,
then should we be open to the reproach ¢ f
being in that degree both uncbristian and
uncivilzed ; but if by ¢ hatred *’ is meant
merely an absence of yearning affection,
then our reply is that love is mot con-
strained. It goeth where it llsteth, and
is accountable to no man, If our family
has had, at times, differences of opinion
with the famlily across the street, and bas
now and sgain dreamed that that family
did not cherish the most ardent and un-
selfish affection for us, it is of no use for
the opposite house to eend over a heated
and impetuous champion to thamp on
our front door and cry out, “ Why in
thunder don’t you love usi” Our
answer {e, * Either it may be a mere freak
on our part, or it may be because you are
not very lovable.”

But when Profersor Smith proceeds to
defend all of England’s actions toward us,
and, incldentally, all of England’s actions
toward the rest of the world, he exhibits
an artlees Britleh effrontery which moves
our mirth rather than our resentment.
He proposes, at this late day, to teach us
history all over again. That he s the
schoolmaster, and that we are to be the
puplls, is evident, and it seems almost in-
decent for us to snicker ; but we canuvot
belp it, for we know that Mester must be
Joking, in his qulet yet side-splitting
manner, And what he says le eo funny!
He tells us that onr war for independence
was foollsa and unjust, that *“‘the British
Government was not tyrannical,” and
that ‘‘George 1IL, was perfectly courte.
ous and generous,” We had imagined
that every Eoglish historlan of repute,
from Macsulay to Iroude, admitted that
the Britlsh Government was very tyranni
cal in its treatment of the colonies, and
that the “ Four Georges” were semsual,
pig-headed and arrogsntly domlueering.
Prefessor Smith eays that he hopes some
time to see ‘‘a readable history of the
American Revolution.” We have long
bhad what we considered such; and we
have read them, too! Probably the Pro-
fessor meaus ‘‘readable” from the Britlsh
point of view, The world will awalt the
work with curioeity, as also a * readable”
history of the Chinese Opium War, and of
the Conquest of Indla. Perhaps we shall
even in time have readable historles of
Judes and Tamerlane,

Coming along down the line with this
smusing apologist, we learn that we were
wrong and England right (as usual) In
the war of 1812, As for England’s attl.
tude during our clvil war, it was a model
of gullelessness, virtue and good-fellow-
ship, In thefirst place, we were wrong
In not permitting the South to seize the
ustionsl property and bombard the
nativnal forts without a protest. Profes-
sor Smith says: “Two groups of States,
radically different In social structure, had

long been yoked together. in ill-sssorted
snd unessy unlon, At last they fell
apart.” How innocent snd agreeable it
sounds! And how brutal the North was
to object to 20 easy and natural a falling
apart 7 If any section of the Britleh

mpire desires to “ fail apart,” the lovlns
mother country is only too glad to bl
it an affectionate God-speed. To be sure,
when we “fell apart” from Great
Britain, it took a long serles of arguments,
from Lexington to Yorktown, to con-
vince the fond parent that & separation
was judiclons, When Northern Indla,
over which Britian had the same moral
1ight that a strong vulture has over & dll'-'
crepit sheep undertook to *fall apart,
Eogland marked her loving sollcitude
by lashing the luckless Sepoys to
the muzzles of cannon aund wafting
them in shreds out over the plalns of
Patns, Let India and Ireland eeize arms
to.day and try to *‘fall apart” from Eog-
land, using the same arguments that were
used at Fort Sumter. These arguments
might in the end prevall ; but the Shan.
non and the Ganges would first run erim.

n to the sea. .

A For & wonder, Professor Smith admits
that the Britlsh Government was * tcchnl'-.

affalr; but he remarks plaintively tlu's
wample atonement has been made.

This is true. And we might add that it
was made a* 4 time when England felt it
to be strougly advisable to make ample
atonement, without haggling sbout the
terms. As long as we were locked in the
terrible embrace of the South, Great
Britain viewed the ravages of the Ala

complacency, When Rebelllon lay
cruebed In the dast, and the United States
of Ameica, with drlpplog sword, and
with blocd ot fighting heat, turmed to
Englaud aud sald, “ Now please explain,”
Britaln was suddenly sefzed with a con.
vicion of her sins, Her “techulcal re
sponefb lity ” {mpressed her as it never
bad before. BShe pald us what we de-
manded, without stopplog to atk for a
bill of partlcalera, Yes, the “ Alabama ”
Is one of the things in England’s record
that have been atonad for,
We feel certaln that Americsns as a
people are far from hatirg England.
Moreover, most Amerlcans would be glad
of a chance to feel rather more affection
towarde ber than {s now pomible, Of
course, 80 long as her characterlstics are
what they are, she must 2xpect to be re.
garded with tbe sent!ments which thore
characterietics naturally and properly
arouse. We may admire her military
rowees without at all admiring ber record
n the Punjab and the Sudan, We may
admit that she fs strong and rich, and yet
conelder her disguetingly greedy, over-
bearing and merclless. If she has ever had
apny other motto than that might makes
right, the most microscopic examination
of her career of aggression and bloodshed
falls to reveal it. e might wish that che
had never forced oplum upon China ; that
British soldlers bad never been sold like
Heeslans to fight under savege princes;
that Englieh prison ships bad not left a
name imperishable while the history of
buman infsmy endures. We might wish
that Eogland had not Insisted on her full
tale of taxes from starving Irelavd at the
time when thls country wes fitling out
ehips and sending bread to relleve the
ghastly famice., Even at the present day
we are sometimes tempted to think that it
is rather a scurvy trick for a great natlon
to ehip her paupers to our shores at §5 per
caput.
Still, thongh these things may explain
why our affection for Englend {s not more
lively, they by no mcans tend to show that
we bate her. Hatred 1s ueually based on
s certaln degree of fear, and fear of Eag-
land is a sensation that we are never again
likely to experlence, If we were inclined
to feel any strongly antagonistic sentiment
towards some of her sctions, the senti-
ment would be that of contempt, Asit
is, we are chlefly amused.
The strange turnings of the wheel of
fate are, beyond a doubt, In process to
avenge us of the petty wronges which our
fond parent has done us. Weneed Iift no
finger, we need epeak no word ; we need
not even emile. The avenglng fox of
Jealousy s gonawlog with ever sharper
and sharper tooth at the vitals of our
sturdy British brethren ; a hundred tokens
thow it from year to year. Our wealth,
our marvellons progress, our serene im-
preguabllity, tend more and more every
ear to weigh upon our genial cousins like
{eld. As long as we were In our back
woode era, English travelers could revile
us to thetr hearts’ content. Ourlanguage,
our m ere, our race characterlstics were
all (e:xr?ully excoriated. We suffered
keenly under the lash, and were meanly
afrald that we deserved it. Butthe last fifty
years have changed all that forever, It ls,
we belleve, true that intelligent and cul-
tured Americans to-day care less for the
oploions of our Britlsh couslns than the
couelns care for ours. We are altogether
too eure of oureelves and our position to
be greatly concerned about the impreesion
that we make upon foreign visitors to our
shores, The Amerlcan bosom s pervaded
by aserene conviction that In the race for
wealth, power and splendor the young
Rapublicis)eaving the “ effete monarchs
of the Old World simply nowhere,. We
read as agreeable humor the tales of that
gifted llar, Mre, Trollope, under which
ast generations writhed. And the plung-
og frenzy of a Sir Lepel Griffin only
makes us laugh and thiok lovoluntarily
of Mr, Lowell’ssteiking slmile of ** a short.
tailed bull in fly-time,”
Nowadays Englishmen are fir more
prone to cultivate us than they used to
be. We heer from them frequently that
we are only an offshoot of British stock.
This fact was not so promlinently urged
by them at the time when they found
“Sam Slick” such delightfal reading.
We learn with modest diffidence that
“you are really part of ue, don’t you
koow.” Oar Uncle Puamblechook s
begioning to foundle us with malting fer-
vor. Let the work of amity go om, nor
let us too churllebly iuquire how far he is
fofluenced by the glitter of our saccees.
We surely bear England no malice.
Britlsh gold finde our mines and breweries
and ranches very attrastive investmente.
We treat her sons kindly when they come
to our shores, We even give our daugh-
ters to some very malodorous members of
her better class, And we have forever
passed the stage where we are to be put
out by the British stare. Englishmen
are much more anxious that we should be
impressed by them than we are that they
should be impressed by us. We can look
the Britlsh lion in the face without
emotion, and can even smile carelessly at
some of the more ridiculous folbles of
that thin.skinned beast. His fangs are
pulled, aa far as we are concerned ; and
we do not cherlsh hatred because we once
felt them in our flesh, At present we
feel amlable enough toward him, though
we could respect him much more if he
could abandon his predatory slaughter of
helpleas barbarians. Perbaps in time we
may even be able to return the caresses

Scotchmen are
thorough in all things; earnest in relig-
fon; keen In controversy, But they
detest State 1interference in religlouns
matters. And the liberty of action which
they clalm for themselves they accord to
others.

sponse in the great heart of Scotlard.
Scotchmen are loglcal, They look facts
avd things la the face. They judge by re.
suits. The result of the renewed organi.
zatlon and fuller development of the
Church in Scotland s, that it has been
brought face to face with the people. Ite
works are seen of all men, Its splrit of
charity 1s recognized in its care of the
sick, its sctive and unceasing eolicitude
for the poor, in its zeal for the public
welfare, The Catholic Church appeals,
likewlse, to the people of Szotland by its
reliance on the voluntary principle, on
the support of its own flock,
Its presence s a standing protest agalnst
Btate Interference or control in religlon.
Its preachers and priests hold no misslon
from the clvil power—owe, as eccleslas
tics, no duty to the State,
These primary facts are of a character
to attract the sympathy of Scotchmen,
That is the first step galned. OCurlosity s
awakened, and the Scotch, in religlous as
in intellectual matters, are an inquisitive
reople. They are Inclined to push their
nquiries into the teaching of the Catholic
Church, They are a sermon-lovin
people ; priests and monks In Scotlan
are zaalous preachere, ever ready to give
an account of the faith which s In them,
Scotch Protestants come into Catholic
churches to llsten to the preachers ; they
sometimes stay to pray.
Catholics want no more than to be
listened to, to be known, to be judged
by the doctrines which they teach,
This to.day is the Church’s mission in
Scotland to those outside its pale, For
them who rejoice to be within the fold,
the teachers of the Gospel in Sootland
work with truly Apostolic zeal in ad.
ministering the sacraments, in reclaim.
ing sinners, in giving religious eduocation
to the children of the poor, Their work
prospers, The seed is sown in geod
soil, We have not epace to record the
manifold external evidence of the pro
gress which Catholicism is making to day
in Scotland,
New churches are bullt, new mimions
are founded, schools and colleges have not
only increased in numbers but have im
proved in efficlency. The old rellgious
orders—tbe glory of the anclent Church
of Scotland—are agaln bringing the light
of the Gospel and the spirit of true learn.
ing to the faithfal. Convents and monas-
terles aze once more at thelr old work in
Scotland. We may mention as an illus
tratlon the work of the Benedlctines at
Fort Augustue. 'Po the fiae monas-
tery and college they have added a
glorious church, which i3 to be opened
in September, The lofty tower and
spire, which is to be one hundred and
fifty feet in height, looking from its Jofty
eminence over Jakes and islands, will be
to all who pass, year by year, through
the magnificent highway a beacon of
light, and & standing evidence of the
growth of Catholicism in Scotland,

London, Sat., July 12th, 1890,
THE VICTORY IN STORE,

The precarious condition in which the
Salisbury Government now finds iteelf
is seen by the narrow msjorities obtained
on several measures of the greatest im
portance, besides its withdrawal of the
Landlords’ Qompensation Bill. The party
are quite mutinous, for, as they find the
time of the general election close at hard,
they dread the verdict of their constit.
uents, insemuch a8 it is absolutely certain
that the elections will go against them.
The majorities have recently reached
guch low fizures as 32, 39, 33 and 29, and
now there is uew evidehee of the repidity
with which they are losing prestige in the
election which took place on the 2ad
inst, at Barrow.in.Furness, The vacancy
was caused by the resignation of W, 8,
Chaine, a Liberal.Unionist, who wiskied |to
test the feeiing of his conetituency re.
garding the licensing clauses of the Local
Taxation Bill relating to the compensa-
tion oi publicans, and who reeigned just
before the clauses referred to were
dropped by the Goverrment. The vote
was as follows: Duncan ((iladstonian)
1,994 ; Waioright (Conservative) 1862 ;
Caine (Liberal. Unionist) 1,250. In 1886
Caine was elected by a vote of 3212
againgt 1,882 for Ainsworth (Home
Raler), It will be remarked that the
Liberals gained 112 votes since 1886,
while the united vote of the Conserva.
tive and Unionist candidates was S0 less
than Mr, Caiue’s vote in 1586. All this
will make the mutineers more uncon.
trollable than ever.

The conteet in Barrow in Furness was
carried on with much bitterness, and,
owing to the very large Conservative
majority which has hitherto been
obtained, it was expected by the Con-
servatives that they would have elected
Mr. Wainright, especially as Lord Hart-
ington went to the trouble of sending a
telegram advising the Uaioniats to sup-
yport him, as Mr, Wainright was a reliable
supporter of the Government, whereas
Mr. Caine had resigned to test the seat
on the (uestion of his opposition to the
licensing clauses of the Government Bill
above mentioned, The result of
the contest is e0 much the
more annoying to the Conserva.
tives as they cannot claim a moral
victory even, inasmuch as both Mr,
Wainright’s opponents were supported
a3 (Governmental opponents. Is is even
asserted positively that Mr, Caine had
ptated his intention to return to the
Gladstonian party if he were elected. It
is certain too that a considerable Home
Rule vote was cast for Mr. Oaine owing
to the support which His Eminence
Cardinal Manning gave him, The Cardi.
nal wrote a letter to Mz, Caine in which
he states that he does not take part in
politics, and has never done 8o ; but the
issue in that contest he regarded as one
of public morals, and therefore he felt
that Mr, QOaine ought to be sustained,
He therefore wished him God speed in
the cause of which he was the champion.
Under such circumstances Mr, Duncan’s
success is much greater than the mere
inspection ol the figures would indicate,
Yot as the Liberals had put forward
their own candidate, instead of support.
ing Mr, Caine, the like of which is eo
often done ,in constituencies where a
party feels itself weak, Mr, Caine's suc-
cess was not expected, The Liberals
made & bold stroke to have a thorough-
going Liberal elected, and were success.
ful,

Mr, Gladstone took the slde of Mr.
Duncan, and wrote to the Liberal electors
strongly urging them to support him, It
is not surprising that thelr party should

FURTHER PROCEEDINGS OF
THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,

The Presbyterlan General Awembly

bueled Iteelf very much aboutthe internal
msanagement of the Catholic Church, Dr,
McVicar, of Montreal, was, as a matter of
course, 8 leadlug splrit in the expreselon
of the opinion that Catholic matters
would be much better attended to if they
ware mansged by Presbyterlan minleters,
and Jn his report to the Assembly on
French Evangelizition he stated that there
fs a most significant—that 1s to eay, a
most commendable—movement among
Freach-Canadlan Catholics to bring about
this happy state of affalrs, Of course we
are oll perfectly aware that Dr. McVicar's
theory s purely imeginative, but it ls
highly instructlve a3 to what Presbyter-
fans would brleg about if they had the
power, Amorg the demands which he
makes, hidlog them urder the assertion
that Catbolles are agliating for tham, we
fiud the followlog : “ The luspection of all
monastlc and conventual institutions ard
the compulelon of ths Salpiclan Seminary
and other enormoucly wealihy ecclesiasti-
cal corporatlocs to render an account of
the expendlture of revenues recelved for
certaln specific purpozes.” Why does he
not demand the lnepectlon of the family
concerns of Presbytezian mlnlsters also?
Wa have no resson to belleve that they
are more honestly and morally mansged
than the monasterles aud convents, and
they may be as fit & eubject for Govern-
ment luspectlon as the latter, And as re-
gards annual reports from the Sulpliclan
Fatbers, it may be just as advisabla to
bave an acsourt from the Presbyterlan
College, which hes Dz, McViear for its
principal, as from the Sulpician commun
ity. When will these Presbyterian diviaes
who constitute the General Assembly
leara to mird thelr own business /
Dr, McLiren also movad, and the
motion was unanlmously adopted, that
the Committee on Clvll and Religlous
Rights, as appolnted last year, be re.ap-
polnted “to consider what practical actlon
may be requlred to be taken by thls
Church in concert with other Protestant
Churches to reslst the aggresslons of
Ultramontaniem.”

When 1t s duly considered that the
aggressiveness 1s all on the part of the
Precbyterlan Ascembly and the other
Minlsterlal Aesoclations which have
declared their intention to deprive Catho-
llcs of the right to educate their children
in accordance with thelr religlous convic.
tione, the Impudence of this resolution
wlll be apparent.

The Rev. D. J, Macdonell, of Torontos
stated very plaloly the purpose he had in
view, and his sentiments are evidently in
accord with thoee of the Assembly. He
sald : “ To him the thought was a beautl-
ful and inspiring one, that the children of
Protestant and Roman Catholic parents
should sit day by day, slde by slde, saying
the same prayers and repeating the same
passages of Scripture.”

The object of all this Is very apparent.
The purpose of the Committee styled the
Oommlttee on Civil and Religlous Rights
ls to force on Catholics such a plan of
religlous teachlng as wlll sult Presbyter-
{ans, and this 1s called the vindlcation of
Clvil and Religlous R'ghts, Presbyterlans
are to declde what manner of religlous
teachlng iy to be imparted to Catholic
children, They may as well make up
thelr minds that such a method of impart-
ivg religlous instruction will not be ac.
ceptable to Oatholics ; and asthe Assembly
calls for the union of Protestant Churches
in order to force their plans upon us, our
reslstance must be all the more vigorous.
It 1s our deelre to let the Protestant
Churches settle for themselves the kind of
religious teachlng they wlil fmpart to
Protestant children, aud if they declde
that they will give no such instruction et
all, or the least possible modicum of
rellglous teaching, they may have their
own way ; but that is not the way wo wish
Catholie children to be educated, and we
must assert, as we bave always done in
the past, our right to educate Catholic
children in Catholle doctrine,

Priocipal Giant made the statement that
the battle for and against rellgious educa
tlon will not be fought in a humy, but
that the questions Involved will be the
great questions of the next ten years, If
wo are to be threatened with a ten yoars’
agitation agalnst freedom of religlous edu.
cation, we must on cur elde also buckle on

of Qaebec will meet with treatment of the
same kind. Such were the sentiments of
the Rev. Mr, Sedgwick, and they pre.
valled to the extent that no more definite
resolution was passed than the very vague
one that we bave stated above, which is to
the purpose that some steps are to be
taken to reslet Ultramontane sggremion,

It {s not frem any affection for Cathe-
lics that the Assembly deferred taking s
more declded course than they bave
adopted, but from the fear lest they might
fcflict s heavy a blow upon thelr own in-
stitutions if they took more positive
sction,

PRESBYTERIANS  DRIFTING
INTO INFIDELITY,

The clectlon of Dr. Dods by the Gen.
eral Assembly of the Presbyterian Free
Church of Scotland to s Professorship In
the Edinburgh Uoliversity was regarded
as a viotory for the Infidel party in the
Church, The Profeesoz’s views in regard
to the lasplraticn of the Bible, and the
dlvlnity of Chrlst, were known to be lax,
and his appelatment to the Professorshlp
was regarded as an indication that the
Free Church is drifting rapidly tows:ds
Izfidelity, This has been made stlil more
clear by the recent action of the Asyembly.

Professor Dods stated 1 & sermon in St,
Gllea’ Church that “we must not too
haatlly conclude that even a bellef in
Christ’s divinity is essentlal to be a true
Chrlatian.”” This statement was made use
of by the Unltarlans as en admiesion that
the divinity of Chrlet s nct an eesentlal
doctrine of Chrilstlanity, The Doctor,
however, on beirg called to accouut for
hls languege, expressed hls belief ln the
doctrine. In referercs to tke Bible the
Professcr also declared that it contalns
mistakes and Immoralitles,

The cace was broughkt before the As.
sembly at its recent sesslon, and though
the Assembly declded that the Scriptures
are “ all glven by inepiratlon of God to be
the rule of faith and life,” by declating
that there Is no ground for institutiog a
procees agalnst Dr, Dods as teaching what
Is at varlance with the standards of the
Church, permission is glven to teach that
there are mistakes in the Bible, and that it
fs immoral In some places. Oaze of the
rpeakers, the Rev. Jobn McEwan, of
Edloburgh, eald ‘‘they as a Chureh, for
the firat tims would be committing them-
selves to a doctrine of Scriptare which had
never been heard of In that Church ex.
cept once when it was condemned. What
the Assembly was now golng to declde
waes that a man in their church might
henceforth hold ttat he gave up the abso-
lute Infalllbillty of God’s word as it came
from the hands of prophets and inepired
Apostles,”

The motlon which was adopted was
presented by Dr, Adam, It asserts the
bellef of the Church in the doctrine of
the atonement made by Christ, and in the
Divinity of our Lord, and the fact of His
Resurrection, baut it was evident that the
Intention of the mover was to give liberty
to doubt portlons of the Scripture, and
It wai accepted 1n thls sense. Some of
the speakers expressed the greatest Indig-
naticn becauee the Professor’s utterances
were not strongly condemned. The Rev.
Mr. Macaskill sald he had a message from
the Highklands to the Assembly, He sald
‘‘the Assembly might shleld thelr Pro-
fessors, but let the least insult be glven to
the Holy Word of G>d and they might
bld good bye to the Highlands. In the
Highlands they would never submit to &
mutilated Goepel. Aund if any of his
brethren from North of the Gramplans
gave a vote that day for any of thoee
motlons that did not fully and absolutely
conserve the Word of God, and the dignity
and the glory of the Lord, they would
bave to ficd some mook South ofthe
Gramplans, for thelr usefulness in the
North would end with their vote.”

Notwithstanding the strong protests
of Rev, Mr, Macaskill and othere,
the motlon of Dz Adam  was
sdopted by a mojority of elghty-
three, three hundred snd fifty-seven
voling for it. The motion declares that
Dz, Dod's writings afford no grounds for
instituting a process againtt him, It
asserts, however, that the use of the
words ‘“ mistakes and immoralities,” as
applied *“to describe recognized diffi.
culties in the Scriptures, is utterly un.
warranted and fitted to give grave
oftence,” Thus at the same time the
Profeesor is declared to be innocent of
offence, yet his language is very decid-
edly condemined, This certainly seems
not to be very consistent, but another
motion which completely exonerated the
Professor was lost, though two hundred
and seventy.four members of the Assem.
bly voted for it,

The result of the debate ought to con.
vince any candid thinker that the Cathc.
lic Church is the only real bulwark

against Intidelity,

PRINCE BISMARCK'S CANDIL
DATURE.

The cable informs us that Prince Bls-
marck has consented to be a candidate for
Keleerstaten, in the German Relchetag,
There 1s certalnly nothirg derogatory to
the Prince, nor would there be to apy
one, whatever his standing in the com-
munity might be, to be & member of an
Amembly representing the wishes of the
people. It shows at least that he repre-
sents the desires and aepirations of a por-
tion of the people, and it s certaln that
Prince Blsmarck does this, and more,
The clreumatances of Germany show that
be retired from the power which the
Obancellorship of the Empire gave him
because he was at dizcord with the Kalser
on some questions of importance, Many
copjectures have been glven to the world
on the reason for which the lately.omnip-
otent Chancellor has ceased to be,
virtually, the ruler of the German Em-
plre.

The public bave good reason to think
that the cause of the Iron Chamcellor’s
retlrement is to be found In the autocratic
maoner in which he dealt with the people
of Garmany, The will of the people Is
not to be set mslde with impunity In
medern government, though in former
days kings especlally held to the theory of
thelr divine right to wield the sword as
they thought proper ; and they wielded it
too frequently, not for the benefit of the
people committed to their charge, but for
the attainment of thelr own purposes,
which were frequently unlawful, and as
frequently fojarious to the best intercsts
of thelr subjecta,

In spite of the statements which are
fllppantly repeated by Protestants, that
the Catholle Church has been the foe to
the liberty of the people, we find her ia
her whole bistory malntaining the rights
of the people against tyrants everywhere,
It was so In Germany when Bismarck in-
flicted upon the Church the lufamous
Kulturkampf which was a congerles of
laws which attacked the liberty of the
people in its most Bacred spot. Tiese
laws took away the liberty of the Charch
to teach her doctrines, for by diminishing
the number of priests, thousande of par.
{shes were left without pastors, thousands
of eschools without teachers, and milllors
of childeen without adequate Instruction,

It was this Iniquity which gave rlse to
the Catholic party in the Relchsteg. The
noble Herr Windthorst threw bimeelf into
the fight for liberty, and, begloning with
but a small number of followers In the
Parliament of the Emplre, the number
waa gradually Increaszed, untilnow, with a
hucdred and forty.one members of the
Parllament, he occuples the position of
being the leader of the largest and most
compact body in that House, He is able
to proclalm the terms on which the Gov-
ernment can be carrled oo succesefully,
and those terms are that the Church may
sgain be made free, that her revenues, of
which she has been unjustly deprived, be
restored to her, that the rel'gious orders,
her most succeseful miestonaries and
teachers be restored, and that Catholic
schools be permitted to teach Catholic
doetrine without obstruction.

The pretence on which the restriction
of the Kulturkampf were imposed was
that the Church Interfered with the
autbority of the Emperor. Such a pre.
text is most shallow and unfounded. She
always taught in Germany, a1 well as in
every other land, loyalty to the existing
(Government, and the sphere to which her
teachings extend Is purely in the spirit-
ual order, How can such teachings in-
terfere with the authority of a Govern.
ment which rules justly? It was pre-
tended that the doctrine of the Infallibil-
ity of the Pope transferred Soverelgnty
to a forelgn potentate, Even in Eogland
80 noble a mind as tkat of Mr, Gladstone
held the same oplnlon, and in his famous
book entitled Vaticanlsm, he sounded the
note of alarm, stating that the doctrine in
question cannot be held by a loyal subject
in any country.

Mr, Gladstone has seen hls error, and,
like a true man and statesman, has ac.
kunowledged it, It was proved to him by
such eminent theologians as Cardinals
Manning and Newman that the authority
of the Pope Is ¢xpressly confined to the
spiritual order, to the definitlon of relig-
fous truth, and he more than once ac:
knowledged that he was convinced.
There {s now no more resolute advocate
for religlous liberty than Mr. Gladstone,
for even when he so strenuously attacked
the Catholic doctrine, be dld so under the
impression that he was maintalning the
autonomy of natlone against sggression of
the moet dangerous kind.

We have stated that the Church favors
the liberty of the subject, and we may be
asked : “ How can this be if she maintaine
the authority of Kings " We answer that
the Church states the true extent of the
authority of kings, and glves the nature of
the obedience which a subject owes to hls
ruler. When the ruler becomes a despot,
and rules agalnst the certaln general good
of the people, obedience ceases to ba obli-
gatory. It ls for this resson that we find
a Cardinal of the Church at the heal of
the barons who wreated from King John
the great charter of English libezties,

We do not propose to enter upon a dls:

qulsition on this particular subject here,

but as regards Germany, the position of
the Chureh, and the rights of the Pope
bave been partially acknowledged alresdy
by the repeal of many of the obnoxious
laws which were made against her, Prince
Blsmarck, we suppose, will be elected to
the Relchatsg by the constituency for
which he is offering himaself, and he will,
no doubt, be soon at the head of & num-
erous party in that asemblage. What
course he will then pursue it s
bard to divine, His pmt career
does not glve very strong ground for
the hope that he and his party will be
friends of nnrestricted religions, or even
of clivll, liberty, Yet, comeldering the
great change which has certalnly come
over bim, as evinced by the relaxation
of the Falk laws, leads us to belleve that
he has seen that the Catholic Church is
now the best frlend that the Empire bas,
and the only power which can cope with
the glant enemy, soclalism, which is now
threateniog the pesce of the country,
Should this be so, he who has been such'a
persecutor cannot well belp belng found
smong the ranks of those who will
advocato the restoration of her free-
dom, In this case it Is very certaln
that the day of freedom s near at hand.
1f, however, he perelst in belng a persecu-
tor, he will ficd in Herr Windthorst & foe
worthy of bls steel. The Emperor is
certalcly In favor of freedom of con.
sclence, thoogh he may not go in that
direction to the full extent of the demands
of the Catholic party In the Reichstag.
There are, however, strong reasons why
the full llberty asked for shoumld be
granted, even looklng from the Imperial
standpolnt.

The Cathollcs form conelderably over
one-third of the population of the Emplre,
and it s surely not a wise policy to keep
80 large a percentsgs of the people in a
state of diecontent by persecuting meas-
ures, Besides, gratitude to the Catholics
who helped to fight the battles of the
Exnpire, and who contributed so largely
to the euccess of the German arms durlng
her huge war, skould he exhibited by grant:
lng them the largest measures of rellef.
Thaey are as loyal to thelr country as any
class of the population, and perhaps more
8o, It would be a very graceful manner
to manifest gratitude to them if the Em.
peror Willlam and the cld implacable foe
to the Church were to unite with Herr
Windihoret in orxder to grant her reason-
able demands,

BIGOTRY IN BOSTON,

Notwithstanding the fact that half the
population of Boston is Catholic, the
Boston School Board has been guilty of
the great injustice of adopting two his
tories as text.-books which are filled with
slanders sagainst the Catholic Church.
Oaly two members of the Board out of
nineteen present at the meeting voted
against the injustice—Judge Fallon, a
Catholic, and Mr, Swasey, a respectable
and liberal Protestant, The books were
adopted by a vote of seventeen to two,
Thus the Boston Public schools have
been thoroughly Protestantized, Is it
surprising that under such circumstances
the Catholics should be opposed $o send-
ing their children to the Public schools
in which such injustice is inflicted on
them ?

The special slander to which Judge
Fallon entered a strong protest was the
frequently repeated statement which
appears anew in Myers’ and Sheldon’s
anti.Catholic histories, that Galileo was
persecuted by the Fope for teaching the
Ojpernican system of astronomy.

The simple truth in regard to Gallleo 1s
that he made the Copernican system a
theological dogma, ot a tlme whan cer.
talnly it was not even demonstrated as an
attronomical theory, Thls course was
considered by the inquisition as franght
with great danger to religlon, and though
he was not forblddsn to teach and de-
fend the system on philosophlsal and
mathematical grounds, he was certalnly
prohibited from teaching it as a fact theo-
logleally demonstrable from Holy Scrip-
tare.

The Copernican system was tanght by
Oopernicus himself in Rome as early as
1545, The book which Copernicus pub.
llshed, making known his grand discovery,
was printed with the sanction of the
Pope himself, and was dedleated to him
by speclal permlesion, The cost of
the publication was at that perlod no
small sum, and it was printed at.the ex-
penee of a Cardical of the Church, which
certalnly would not have been done if the
theory were regarded as heretical,

By means of the telescope, which was
discovered by Gallleo, that great astron.
omer was able to throw naw light upon
the theory of Qopernlcus, but it {s cer-
talnly not the duty of the Chursh to ac-
cept at once an unproved sclentific theory
a3 a religlous dogma, It was, on the con-
trary, her duty rather to prevent that a
theory which was at the most only pro.
bable should not be made a dogma of
faith,

Copernlcus was himselfa Catholic priest,
and he taught In Rome with the greatest
libexty the theory which owes its exls-
tence to him & hundred years before the
alleged persecutlon of Gallleo. But Gali.
leo was not persecuted ; he was slmply

prosecuted, and was condemned, not for

teaching the Copernican system, but for
inslsting on teaching it as & religlous
dogms, which, belog even to-day & merely
sclentific theory, does not belong to the
domain of religlon any more than a pro-
blem of geometzy.

The office of the Church is to*teach
morality and make good citizens. She
bas never claimed to be the teacher of
sclence, though individual Popes and pre.
lates have been in every age patrons of
learning, Miss Sheldon, the authoress of
one of the historles which have been
adopted in Boston, makes the untrue
statement that Gallleo’s offence conslsted
in teaching that Gallleo proved the revo-
lution of the earth around the tun, which
was sgalnst the astroncmlcal teachlog of
the Church, and that he was persecuted on
this account. The fact is that he was
really not punished at all. 1e was sum-
mened to Rome to answer to the charge
of teaching an erronmeous theologlieal
doctrine, and was condemned, mnot for
setronomical, but for theologlcal, teaching,
and the Pope’s generosity enabled him to
travel with all the commodiousness which
the mecans at the Pope's disposal could
furnish to him. The dlstance from Flor-
ence to Rome is only about one hundred
and forty miles, and the Pope himeelf,
through respect for hls recognized talents,
furnished a carrlage for bls conveyance,
Hie prison house was for a few days the
home of the chlef Inqulsitors, where, it may
be supposed, he was furnished with all the
convenlences which could make him com-
fortable, and from that reridence he was
traneferred to the Tascan ambassador’s
palace, acd thence to the palace of the
Archbishop of Slenna, and ouce more to
hls own villa,

It 13 not usnal for soverelgns to eubmlt
to dlsrespectful treatment from their sub.
jects, acd as Pope Urban was Suzeraln of
Tuscany, a disrespectful and satirical pam-
phlet, published agaluet him by Gallleo,
gave great cflence aad made his treatment
more severe than it would otherwise have
been, Tae Pope had likewlse been to
him a persoral friend and patron, and
this rendered his Ingratltude all the more
glaring,

It Is not denfed that Galileo was placed
under a mild punishment, but that it was
very mild must be conceded, and thut ft
was very justly xfllcted must be ecknowl.
edged when all the clrcumstances of the
case are taken into consideration.

Judge Fallon made bafore the school
committes a most able and spirited vindi-
cation of the course he followed in oppos.
Ing the adoption of books of history
which cffered glaring insults to balf the
population of the city, He tald in bls
speech before the Board :

“ How would our Protestant brethren
feel if the Oatholics, having the power,
should attempt to put into the Pablic
schools a history which would teach in
eubstance that In the year 1787 the Pro-
testant portion of the community baviag
control of the Commonwealth of Massachn -
setts was so bigoted, so oppoeed to relig-
fous liberty, as to Invoke she power of the
Courta in restralnt of religious freedom by
the prosecution of the Rev. Mr, Davls 2

The Rev, Mr. Davis was a Oatholic

priest, who was prosecuted for preaching
on Boston Common in vlolation of the
clty ordinances, and who was Incarcerated
In the jall on account of so dolng. Yet
hls case could scarcely be regarded as a
persecutlon for coneclenee sake, for un-
doubtedly every freedom to preach the
gospel was conceded to him, as to all
others, If he had confined Lis wark to the
Ohutch,

Mr, Swasey followed Judge Fallon, and
maintained that !t {s unfalr to force such
books as the Sheldon and Myers historles
upon the Cathollc children In attendance
at the achools. He stated that already
seven hundred children had been drlven
from the schools by the aunti-Catholie
course followed by the msjority of the
Board.

Mr. Swasey tald ihere was one state-
ment in the Sheldon text book, that dur-
Ing the relgn of Ferdinand and Isabella
there were tens of thousands of persons
put to death because ef heresy, which was
not true, and that every recoguized Pro-
testant authority now admitted that this
was not true, Deaths had been caused
by the clvil authorities, but never by the
Cathollc Church,

Mr, Swasey further, argued that it was
better that thls committee respect the con.
sciences of more than one-haif the popu-
latlon of our clty than that any particular
Protestant doctrine should be taught,

*This attempt,” sald he,  to force down
the throats of children these slleged dis-
honest facts {s wrong and opposed to the
religious principle of our commaunity,
The peopls who are back of this move.
ment will live to rue thelr action.”

Judge Fallon warned the Board that the
Catholles of Boston would not submlit to
the outrage irflicted on them, and that
they would provide other means at what.

ever cost, for the education of thelr chil-
dren, He edded ;

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THE RELIGIOUS ORDERSs IN
QUEBEC.

The Mail 1s constantly complalning that
bhospitals, lunatic asylums and similar in-
stitutlons are placed in charge of religlous
orders in Quebes. The Quebec City
Council recently asked for & Government
grant for a clvic hospital, and the Mail com'
plains that they were advised by Mr, Mer.
cler to put the institution under charge
of a religlous order, as it would then be
conducted with more economy, If the
religlous orders conduct such {nstitutions
more economically than lalcs, why should
they not bp placed in charge 7 It ls a fact,

. stated by Mr, Mercler In hls answer to
Mt Sellar, of the Huntingdon Gleaner,
that there are three fnsane asylums in the

Province, two of which are under the care
of nuns and one under laymen, namely
that of Beauport. The cost of each
patlent at Beauport s $132 annually,
whereas at the two asylams under care of
the pups the cost ls respectively $100,
and 330 per patient, Mr, Morcler very
pertinently says :

%' Do not these figures give me the right
to assert that even from a material or
pecunisry polnt of view the religlpus
orders which have the care of theee benevo-
lent Institutions are not only not a bur-
den upon the Oatholic people, but a real
benefis to it, a means of relieving it from
beavy taxation ? 1a a Christlan country
there must be means edopted In one way
or ancther to provide for the wants of
the elck, the infirm, the orphaus, the poor,
and of the thousands c¢f unfortunate
creatures who, if not helped by eomebody,
would necesesrily drag on a wretched
existence or perish in the public streets,
I'bis 13 one of the firet duties of society,
In other countries this {s provided for by
taxation by the S:ste or municipalities.
Ia the Province of Quebec Catholics are
free from these taxes, because thelr rellg
fcus orders provide for these wants, and
gratuitously, with the exception of the
amn]l,allowacce voted by the Leglsla-
ture.’

EQUAL RIGHTS.

Among the matters of complsint
which have been raized against the Pub-
lic echools in the French sections great
capital bas been made out of the fact
that religious instruction was given to
Cathkolic children out of the Catholic
catechism, It bas not been pretended
that any eflort wes made to force vre-
testanis to learn it, cr to join in any
Catholic religious exercises, yet from
end to end of Ontario platform orators
denounced the Romish aggression. It
may be that by mistaken notions of the
law on the subjzct, which was not fur-
nished to the trustees in these localities
in a language they can understand, such
a religious instruction was given during
gchool hours; but certainly this was
gcarcely a fault about which sq much
noise should be made ard so much
religious hate excited, especially when
the sections had only Catholic children,
or at most very few Protestants, attend.
ing)the schools, which we believe was
always the case, There was no hard-
ship icflicted on or injury done to Pro-
testants, In most cases, however, the
catechism was taught out of school
hours.

A case has just been brought to the
attention of the Minister of Education
in which real hardship was inflicted on
& consigerable number of Catholic chil-
dren, but we have not séen in those jour.
nals which were 80 noisy in denouncing
Catholic aggression, and in professing
their love for Equal Rights, any denun-
ciations of this Protestant aggression.

The following are the facts of the case :

In the Township of Pittsburg, County
of Frontenag, as nearly as we can ascer-
tain, over ome-fourth of the children
attending school section 12 are Catholics.
The echool law ordains that no pupil
shall be required to remain in the school
room during religious exercises, pro-
vided the parents or guardians object.
In the present case the children were
not required to remain in the room, but
they were required in all kinds of
weather to stay in the porch or on ,the
premises outside, 80 that they should re-
turn into the school room for the gen-
eral dismissal, The objection to this
course was that “it was cruel, unreason-
able, and dangerous to health to ask the
children to wait outside in bad weather,
and that it was not the intention of the
law to require this.”

The following additional parsiculars
are given by the Bmpire :

“The teacher had a letter from the
Department, not written by the Minister,
but by a clerk, stating that he had a right
to require the pupils tq 'asaemble,
after the reading of the religious exer-
cises, for the general dismissal, and he
further contended that the regular clos.
ing exercises of the school were inter-
fered with by dismissal by parts, and that
it was unfair to allow scme pupils to go
home earlier than others, Father Quinn
appeared as complainant in the matter,
and made several charyes against the
teacher regarding his treatment of Cath
olic pupils, Mr. W. D. Staples, the
tescher, gave testimony, and contended
that his only motive was for the good of
the whole school.” ]

A number of witnezses were examined
on the matter by Dr, Spankie who was
appointed by the Minister of Education
toinvestigate the cases. The witnesses
included the trustees, the tegcher, tl_:e
parents of eeveral pupils, the pupils
t1emselves who were ccncerned, ard

8.veral ratefayers.

It will be remarked that the teacher
defends his conduct, so that it is evident
that he refused redress, The evidence
taken has been submitted to the Hon,
Minister of Education, who will, we are
confident, decide justly, and will protect
the children from so petty a piece of
tyranny, Oertainly if the like had
occurred where Protestanis were the
sufterers we would have had, during the
recent election campaign, a great deal
of denunciation of such a grievance,
But we believe that there is not a Cath.
olic teacher in the Province who would
thus endeavor to punish his or her Pro.
testant pupils in such a manner, at least
after attention had been called to the
fact that it were a serious grievance, nor
would any Catholic trustees uphold the
teacher in so doing,

THE CHURCH IN MALTA,

Insemuch as Malta, like Canads, 1s a
Britlsh colony, the cordial relations be.
tween the Church to the State there will
be a subject deeply interesting to our
readers. The recent negotiations which
have taken place between the Holy
Fatber and Sir L. Simmons throw great
light on this subject. They are published
in a Parliamentary report submitted by
the Government to the House of Com-
mons in May, They regard certaln clvil
and religlous questions which had arisen
in Malta and Gozo and were terminated
by a farewell intervlew which the latter
bad with the Pope on the 7.h of April,
Sir L. Simmons was sent on this misslon
In the cepacity of “Euvoy Extraordivery
and Minlster Plenipotentiary to His Holi.
nees the Pope.”” The Instructions received
from Lozd Sallsbury under date 1st
Aungust, 1889, were :

1st, To endeavor to secure the appoint.
ment of high clerical functionaries who
would be frlexdly to Great Britain, and
who would eupport in all proper ways

the ressonsble directions of the Local
Government.

2ad. To so fix the manper in which
effect should be glven to the declslons of
the Holy See in regard to marriages, as
to ‘‘remove all questions as to the full

validity of marriages properly contracted
in Malta,”

structed In the conditions under which
the island s governed,

4th. To restrict the admission of Italian
and other forelgn eccleslastics to religious
foundations and monasterles.

5th, Towrrange for the administration

of the cathedral and other churches on the
island,

Gih, To zestrlet buriale in country
churches,

In the first Interview between the
Britlsh Envoy and His Hollness, the Pope
astured Sir 1., Simmons that he attached
great importance to the malnterance of
friendly relations with the English Govern-
ment ; acd dwelt upon the reclprocal
advantages which may be expected from
these relations with respect to the Catho-
lic subjects of Her Msjesty the Queen.

In regard to the sppointment of
Blshops, the Holy Father reserved his fall
rights and liberty of actlon as he shall
deem opportune, but he agreed to glve
notice to the Britlsh Government before
cfficial nomination, and to assure himself
of the concurrence of the Government in
his nomination, not by official correspond.-
ence, but by strictly private and confiden-
tial verbal communications when the
Government itself may furnish the means
aud the occasion,

The Eavoy In return declared ‘‘that
Her Msjesty’s Government has no desire
to curtall the rights of the Pope and his
Iiberty of action in respect of nomina
tlons to vacant Sees of Malta and Gozo,”
expressing, at the same time, his satiafac:
tion at the assurance of the Holy See that
1t will not appolnt to thesa positions an
eccleslastic unacceptable to the people
under hls charge.

Oa the question of Maltese marriages
It was agreed that in all cases where one
or both of the partles are Catholics, the
marriages must be contracted according
to the form prescribed by the Holy
Counell of Trent, otherwise they are to
be not valid. As regards non-Catholics,
it Is not to be held necessary that this
form be followed. Sir L. Simmons en.
gaged, on behalf of the Government, that
leglslation to thls effect would be intro-
duced Into the lsland.

The Holy Father sgreed to promote
the study of Eoglish among clerical
students, and to cause Eaglish to be used
in the teaching of geography, history,
arithmetic and mathematics, He aleo en-
gaged that as far as possible the rector
of the seminary at Malta should be a
Briflsh subject, and when reasonably
available, of Maltese origin, He agreed
also to place some Koglish Fathers and
masters at once In the semlnarles If the
Local Government would supply funds
for the purpose, To enable His Hollness
to carry out these proposals, it was stipu.
lated and agreed to by the Britlsh Eavoy
that certaln eccleslastical benefices, preeen.
tatlon to which s clalmed by the English
Governmeat, shotld be eurrendered to the
Pope, that the revenues might be applied
for the education of young clergymen.

On the other points, which are of
minor importance, a satisfactory agree-
ment was also arrived at,

Malta belonged formerly to tie

Kuights of 8t. John of Jerusalem, who
excercised sovereignty on the Island.
By treachery or weakness the Grand
Master of the Knights allowed Buona.
parte to take possession of the Island
while on his way to Egypt, and after-
wards the French were driven out by
an Eoglish expedition, It was to
have been restored to the Kuights, but
the English Government has retained
the soverelgnty, By the recent agree-
mont the Church galns substantially by
the restoration of a number of benefices
which of right belorged to her, .Owling
to the great influence exerclsed by the
Blshops, the Government desired a large
voice in thelr selection, Thls the Holy
Father decllned to grant, but the agree.
ment he made, while preserving to the
Church fall liberty, will assure the spirit.
ual welfare of the people.

AMERICAN  HOSTILITY T0
ENGLAND.

In a recent article by Goldwin Smith,
entitled * American Hatred of England,”
that writer makes the statement that if
there were no Irish-Americans on this
continent, Ilogland would be regarded
with 80 much affection that the people
of the United States would be ready to
embrace Eogland’s cause in any quarrel
which would arise, This asserticn bas
given rise to a series of articles in the
North American Review,in which numerous
causes are stated for the dislike towards
Eogland which it cannot be denied
exists among the people of the Uniied
States to such an extent that any mea
sure which is looked upon as an act of
hostility to Eogland becomes at ouce
most popular,

The writer of one of the articles recalls
to mind the fact that for a long period
the only grave difficulties which the
United States have had with any nation
have been with England, and there is no
doubt that such difliculties naturaliy tend
to create an ill-feeling which is more
easily excited than allayed, Whether
it be true or false, the people of the
United States are generally under
the impression that it has been con.
stactly the sim of England to over-
reach them in all the difficulties which
have arleen between the two countrles.
It was certalnly belleved that at the time
of the American war, the general deslre of
the people of England was to witness the
dlsruption of the States, and thls opinion
served to Increase the dislike which was of
no new growth. The troubles which
have arlsen from time to time in regard
to fisherles have aleo tended to keep alive
a feellog of hostllity, though it cannot be
deunled that the Irish element In the United
States is naturally hostile to England, from
which conntry Ireland has suffered so much
during seven centurles, and especlally dur-
ing the last three bundred years. With
80 large an element entertalning a deep-
rooted hostllity, it is not much to be won-
dered at that the leaven has been at
work, and that hostility to Eagland is a
characterlatic of all the political parties
there. But Irlshmea are a generous and
good natured race, and if jastice were
done to Ireland, even at this late moment,
thelr hostility would soon dieappear,
Scotland is already practically one country
with England, and if Irlsh grievances
were redreseed with the good will of tke
Engllsh a true frateraity would arle
between the two nations, Bat thls cannot
be expected till Ireland ba subjected to
a different treatment from that which has
hitherto been accorded to her, We may
reasorably expect that under the changed
clrcumstances which Me, Gladstone hss
pledged himself to inaugurate Irlsh hos-
tility to England will soon disappear, and
the good resu!t will extend to the Irish in
the United States, If for no other reason
than fo gain the ggod will of Amerlcans it
would be prcfitable to grant Ireland Home
Rale,

CHRISTIAN PATRIOTISM,

.The Right Rev, Bishop Keane, rector
of the new Catholic University at Wash
ington, D. C,, lectured to the students of
Notre Dame University on Sunday, his
subject being “Christian Patriotism,”
He stated authoritatively the position
of the Oatholic Church in its relations to
the State, He said :

“An Awmerican, while he loves God
more, should not love his country less.
In Eogland, in the days of Queen I!iza.
beth, Catholic Englishmen, like Loard
Howard, had not hesitated to take up
arms in defence of their couatry against
a Catholic power that threatened their
motherland, In olden times the States
of Europe were obliged in self-defence
to maintain union in religion, Thatcon
dition of aftairs has passed away, Tol.
eration is the watchword of American
citizene, Catholic and non.cCatholic,
Ontholics believe in the motto: ‘Uaion
in Essentials, Tolerance in non.Essen-
tials, Charity to AlL’ Catholics are not
opposed to State schools, bit to un.
Caristian State schoo's, Americans, who
are at least as keen as the Koglish and
Canadiane, will fiod a way of making
Christian State schools, Thae Bishop
then advised the students to be politi-
cians, to vote from their convictions,
and denounce any man who would
attempt to buy their votes, He urged
them to love America as they love Gaod,
and to remember that duty to Christian.
ity is duty to their country,”

THE VOLUNTARY DONATIONS TO-
WARDS A FINE BTRUCIURE,

BT MARY'S CATHEDRAL To BE FURTHER
ENLARGED BY THE ERECTION OF ARCH-
BISHOP CLEARY'S MEMORIAL CHAPKL
AT A COST OF THIRTEEN THOUSAND
DOLLARS—THE ADVANCEMENT ALREADY
MADE,

At High Maes, in St. Mary’s Cathedral,
on Sunday last, Rev, Father Twobey ad-
dressed the congregation on the subject
of faith, strongly manifested In 1its power
of developing ecclesiastical works for the

And all this has been
done on the credit of falth. These wia-
dows have cost more than $10 000, not a
cent of which has been demanded of
you as a congregation ; each window here
erected has been the plous offering
of some indlvidual. Four of them
have been dovated, it is true, by persons
resident in- Kingston in memory of their
departed friends, but the other twelve
have been donated by your Archbishop
and his personal friends, who, at his sug-
gestion, have voluntarily devoted their
money to this ornamentation, Then
look at the sanctuary—remember what
it was two years ago; how stunted and
deformed the cathedral appeared in.

Steachy and
Mr. Hickey, of this clty, the cost of all,
with the lastenamed works, will be $2 500.
Thus & sum of money amounting to
$18 800 has already been bestowed on this
cathedral within the past seven years by
voluntary donatione,apart altogether from
the Sunday cffsrlugs of the falthfal
for the exterlor comptetlon of the edifize.

FROM BARRIE,

ATIEMPI TOBURN DOWN ST, JOSEPII'S
CONVENT.

Between 7 and S o’clock on the morn-
log of Jane 24th last a bold attempt was
made to burn down the beautiful Convent
of St. Joseph, recently erected on Mulcas-
ter street, directly opposite the Cathollc
church. The fire was first discovered by
a woman who was pasting, who Immedi
ately went Into the church, where the
usual dally Mas wae belng concluded,
and gave the alarm. Some men present
Immediately rushed across to the convent,
and, on golng to the basement, discovered
smoke lssulng from a closet under the
stalrs, The fire was extlogulshed when it
was discovered that some sheets and other
articles from the laundry had been thor-
oughly saturated with coal oll, which was
but too bandy for the ecoundrals, A hole
was made in the plesier and the sheet
stuffed in to cause the fire to spread up
through the walls. At first it was
thought that this was the only
place where the fire was started, but
the continued smell of smoke called for
further investigation, when it was dis.
covered that fire was set in three other
places, one in the pantry and two in the
cellar, The fire had made considerable
progress in the pantry, as it consumad
the drawers and shelving, and the wains
cotting was badly damaged, besides
destroying the provisions, etc. In one
part of the cellar a hole was made in the
wall to allow tho flames to spread to the
upper part of the house and was stuffed
full of inflammable material saturated
with coal oil, The fourth attempt was
made to start the fire in a cuphoard in
the cellar, It was extinguished with
very little trouble, In a short time,
however, were it not for the providential
discovery, the flames would have spread,
A great loss would have fell upon the
Catholics of Barrie and the good Sisters
of St, Joseph would have been deprived
of their home, The fiends ip human
shape who made this bold and dastardly
attempt effected an entrance through
s cellar window, the Siters belng
at  Maw, and no oue iIn the
house except a yourg lady who was
practicing on the pizno iu the muslc.
room, Although the matter has been
placed in the hands of detectives, no clue,
ag yet, has been found to polut out who
the incendarles are, The matter has not
been ventilated to any great extent in the
public press. 8> far as we can see, it was

only noticed In the local papers, and, very

etrange, no reward has as yet boen offered
for the dlecovery of the guilty partles.

“ And in fice be ye all of one mind,
baving compsaeelon one with another, being
lovers of the brotbherhocd, mercifual,
modest, bumble,” (1 Peter, iil. 8.)

The great thing men need In order to
secure happinese s perfect sgreement
between all, There can be no perfect hep
piness without that harmony that secures
peace to all.  Peace in the Church, peace
in the State, peace im soclal life ; peace in
the family is what we need and what we
seek to secore. We cannot eecure thls
unless we are, first, * all of one mind.”

Now the Church, the State, the different
clrcles or sets of society, and the family
are all made up of individuals, of people
taken eeparately, but drawn and held
together by certain feellngs, ideas and
wants common to each other. Therefore
if eech one hse not peace in his own mind,
there cannot be pesce In all together.
That man 1s at peace whose mind s at
rest, baving for this reason peace in him-
self. Let each one of all men be like this
man then peace will prevail.

But my dear brethren, this peace, of
which we are now taking, s the peace of
God that surpasseth all understanding. It

THE WARMEBT REGION ON EARTH.
There are many very warm spots in
the torrid zone, but Bohrin, by the Gulf
of Persis, seems to be, so far as tempera.

BISHOP O'CONNOR AT BT. MARY'S

Blshop O'Connor, of Peterborough

parish, on behalf of the parishioners,
His Lordship, in replying, thanked them
sincerely.

At Cashel, Tipperary, a few days ago, a
ballad elnger was sentenced to one month's
impriscnment for stoging s song entitled
“Smith.Barry’s Datterlng Ram,” The
battering ram 1s one of the Instruments
used by ths Follce in evicting tenants
under Balfour’s paternal regime,

Mr. Jobn Deacy, the Parnellite M. P.
for West Mayo, explained In a recent
speech that the deteststion towards Eng-
land which prevails in Portugal does not
altogether arfse from the oppotition of
interests between the two cjuntries in
Aftica. There exlsts In Portugal a real
sympathy for Ireland, and much of the
feeling which exlsts in that country arlses
from the cruelty with which Ircland has
been treated, He continued :

“He bad Iately met & Corkman, who for
nearly sixty years officisted as a Dominl-
can prlest in Lisbon (Portugal). That
gentleman told him that the Irish cause
bad the sympathy of that country, that
English goods were boycotted there, and
that even Cork butter, which had s large
sale there, was boycotted until it came to
be thoroughly understood that it was not
an English product. Such was the hatred
snd dislike which was felt towards
Eogland all over the world for her
injustice and tyranny. That priest had
told him that within the past three
weeks a demonstration of hostility to Eng-
land was belng held in Lisbon., A gen.
tleman, who was supposed to be an Eng-
lishman, was hooted by a mob ; but when
he was in the centre of that hostile crowd
some one shouted that he was an Irlsh-
man, and at once they took him to their
hearts and embraced bim, and called for
cheers for Ireland and for Mr. Parnell.
That showed that the cause of Ireland had
penetrated into every country in the
world.”

A travelling agent who was selling
busts of Mr, William ()'Brien was re.
cently arrested under charge of com-
mitting a treasonable oftence,

The audacity and lawl of the
Meelin police have received a serious
check, Father Kennedy, at whose house
they prevented a lawful meeting, forcing
themselves into the house, and prevent
ing those who were expected from en-
tering, prosecuted the perpetrators of
the outrage, and a Dublin jury of mixed
Protestants and Catholics have given
him £100 damages. The Lord Chief
Baron, during the trial, strongly ap -

The abandonment of Mr, Balfour’s
Irish Land Parchase Bill has roused
consternatlon among the Irish landlords,
They have no hope left that the Irish
question will be settled by a Govern.
ment favoring their most flagrantly un-
just demands, since the present Govern.
ment cannot doso., Ol course it is the
Iast Government that they expect to
exist which will defend their rack.rents
and other injustices so long inflicted
upon the people,

Aunother bratal police outrage is re
ported from Tipperary, The people of
the town were enjoying themselves peace
ably around a bonfire which had been lit
in honor of Mr. Wm, O'Brien’s marelage ;
snd though they were neither molesting
any one nor obstructing the highway
they were set upon without any warning
by the police and batoned unmerclfully,
A pole on which was flying a green flag,
and which had been near by for months,
was then burned. Mr, Balfour sald in
the House of Commons that the cause of
the onslaught was that traffic was ob.
structed, but this was a faleehood, thongh
even 80 it would not have justified the
outrage. The bonfire was butlt on a wide
open space, and as it was at the dusk of
the evening, the traffic was over,

In regard to the proposed Leagne Oon-
vention, In America, President Fitzgerald
has recelved from Mcr, Parnell the follow-
Ing letter :

** With reference to the proposal to hold
a convention of the Natlonal League of
America at Baltimore, 1 beg to say that in
copjanction with my leading colleagues I
have glven the subject my anxious con
elderation and we are unanimously of
opinlon that no ueeful result would follow
such a gatheriog at present. We think,
therefore, that you would exerclse a sound
dlecretion if you would let the matter
rest for the present.”

Ieay yes. We should be allunited under
one common Canadian nationality, and
form a bond of friendship that should
ever exlst between cltizens of the same
country. It ls only by carrying out these
principles of true patrlotism that ('anada
can ever become truly great,

ministers of the gospel,  whose mission
ia peace ;” also sage atatesmen, wise and
prudent politicians and eminent pro.
