'L'he rail which they had been |
fixing was lifted up and the huge crow-
bar was wedyged tightly in such a po-
sition that the .train would certainly
be thrown from the track unless the bar
was removed. On one side of the track
was a hill and on the other a steep bank
running down to the river, so if the
train was thrown from the track while
under a full head of steam there would
undoubtedly be an appalling loss of life.

On Tuesday moruing, while some men
at Jordan River were preparing to
launch a schooner which had been haul-
ed up for repairs, she was caughi by the
wind, and thrown over upon the men at
work underneath, killing James Hardy,
Ragged Island Bay, and badly injuring
Benjamin Smith.

NEWFOUNDLAND,

Great interest is awakened in New-
foundland in reference to the projected
railway:  Mr. Blackman has reduced
his terms still further, requiring only an
annual subsidy of £45,000 for 35 years
and only 5000 acres per mile.

The bodies of four of the crew of the
ill-fated Isabel, lost near Gull Island, St.
Mary's Bay, on the 22nd of January
have been washed ashore and taken in
charge by the pe residing in the
neighborhood. %

Two sealing steamships, out only eight
days, returned to St. John's on the 23rd
ult., with 25,000 seals worth 850,000.
They were but three days occupied in
securing caigoes. The result is without

precedent.

On his way out, while haul-
ing the wood up a little sidling hill, his
catamaran capsized upon him, driving a
very sharp stump of a tree into his
neck and causing almost instant death.

A fire broke out in the ITtalian Opera
House, at Nice, on the 23rd ult., at the
commencement of the opera. A Paris
correspondent places the total-uumber
of deaths at 73. }

A Cremation Society, with a capital
stock of $50,000, has been formed in
New York. The object is'to dissemin-
ate correct views regarding incineration
and provide quick and cheap means of
cremating the dead.

The inundation in the Platte valley,
Neb., has nearly subsided. The bodies
of a woman and her children were found
drowned near Schuyler, and no doubt
others will be recovered in that portion
of the valley.

Throughout
almost the entire range of the service
there has been a further, and in most
cuevs, quite a marked falling off in the
average salaries paid to tbe men and
women who are training the youth of
Nova Scotia for the duties and respon-
sibilities of the futare. 1 am bappy to
believe that many teachers are not
laboring for bread alone, and, inspired
by a higher scnse <f duty, are prepar-
ed to render service without regard to
rate of remuneration. But sarely I
need not point out the folly of trying
t discouat the evil results sure to ac-
crue from present tendencies by such
a consideration. Value for value is the
luexorable principle which regulates
excbanges of all kinds. 1f the people,
10 theiv respective localities througt out
the Province, expect to bave honest,
valnable work done in their schools,
they muet be prepaied to pay for it ;
they wmust be prepared to respond to
the action of var legislators, through
whose patriotic prefereoce of education
to more material interests, that part of
tbe Teacbers saluries depending om the
Provincial Tiecasury, has suffered no
abatewent.
