Tae SkxATE DEBATE 0N DoMix10¥ NoTes, —
The debate in the Senate on the Dominion Note
Act contained much interesting information,
and we think it advisable togil\'e a u(mnp-iu of
the bill being
moved (May 7) Hon. Mr. McPherson said that
Government must either adopt this Do-
minion Note system, or retrace their steps and
leave the entire circulation of the country to
the banks. He inferred that it was the desire
of the Government to introduce the Dominion
note system, but he considered it undesirable
and unwise tg place the whole banking system
of the country in the hands of the Government
as it would lead to unfortunate results,  1f
Government undertook the issue and redemp-
tion of the currency, it woull be uniting tgm
finances_and the politics of the country which
might lead to disaster. In time of pagic it
would cause all to Jean upon the Govermment,
and Government might find it difficult in find-
ing specie to redeem Dominion notes, Deben-
tures are held now for the purpose of being
sold to provide specie ; bat in times of panie,
govermment securities would, like all securities,
become depreciated and unsaleable. This was
trae even of British Consols. In a Government
bank there was an absence of power of expan-
sion, and such power was indispensable to the
trade of the country. For the first eight months
of 1865, the circulation varied very little, It
ranged from $8,761,239 to $8.066,202; in
August it stood at $5,445,008 ; in September
it increased to $11,347,890, an increase of nearly
£3,000,000 ; in October it ran up to 814,158,313,
a further increase of nearly $3,000,000. It
then began to decline, and in Noyember it fell
to $13,338,508, and m December to $12,128,-
772. He read an estimate for the same year of
the circulation of Ontario and Quebec separ-
ately. In preparing this he had assumed that
two-thirds of the circulation of the Bank of
Montreal and the British North America Bauk
was in the Proviuce of Ongario. With respect
to other banks he assumed that their circula-

To the amount of value of government
bonds, The directors abd st eklo ders of these
banks are respousible as follows :—The divec-
tors are jointly and seéverally responsible for
breaches of trust or bad management towards
the creditors and stogkholders. The stock-
holders are ouly respousible for double the
number of shares held in the bank. The banks
in general are bound to buy government securi-
ties for one-tenth of the paid up capital. The
success of this system cpnnot be denied. The

THE GOVERNMENT AND THE
TELEGRAPHS.

Ox a former occasion (se¢ No. 23) we ques-
tioned the expediency of placing in the hands
of Government the control and administra-
tion of the telegraph system, and pointed out
some of the main objections to such a course.
We then endeavored to show that if we were
without telegraph facilities it might be the
duty of the Government to pwovide them for
the country ; but as privite enterprise has
possession of the field, 4nd as interference
with such is, at the best, .dangnom, the at-
tempt to create a Government monopoly
should not be made unless on unquestionable
grounds ; that private entgrprise has done for
thiss country vastly more than Government
monopoly has done for Belgium and Switzer-
land, in the matterof telegraphs; that in Can-
ada the proportion of telegrams to lettershbeing
1 to 25, and in England 1 to 151, we have,
if that be a test, better telegraphic facilities
than even England ; that Government ad-
ministration and a low uniform tariff would
not necessarily produce such an increase in
business as to save the country from a heavy
loss ; that our Government is not in & posi-
tion to wantonly accumillate charges on the
revenue ; and that grave political and social
reasons stand in the way of a satisfactory
Government administration.

As steps have been faken in England to
bring about a combination of the telegraphie
and postal services, and as some have had
the temerity to broach a similar idea in
Canada, it may be” wéll to note, for fature
use, the facts now in evidence. But at the
outset we are confronted with a fact of more
than ordinary stubborimess. The warmest
advocates of the combination find, when
their shadowy theory -cemes to be put in
practice, that a very Pahdora’s box of difficul-
ties has sprung open, ahd that doubts, whose
name is legion, threaten the existence of a
project hitherto’ drawing sustenance from a
seemingly inexhaustible faith. The London
T'imes, formerly a strong advocate of the pro-
posed system, speaks of “‘ doubts on points of

overlooked,” and * unforeseen difficulties.’
The London Engineering, a high sclentific

authority, says : ** the grand' promises of

cheap telegraphs, and with greater expedition
also, without any explanation of how this is
to be effected, leads us to doubt whether the
broachers of the scheme really have any plan
in detail, or, indeed, any knowledge of the
subject whatever.” ‘

It is, certainly time for them to halt. The
experimental data on which 'the English

scheme is founded are derived chiefly from

Belgium and Switzerland. It was alleged
that the proportion of telegraphic accommo-
dation to territory and population was great-
er in the two' latter countries tham im the
United Kingdom, and that the proportion of
letters t0 telegrams was greatly in favor of »
Governmient glministration. However, re-
sults are now presented materially at variance
with this conclusion. By comiparing the
telegramis, not with the number of letters
but with the areas of the countries, it will
appear that, in the United Kingdom, the
number of messages to the squary mile is 51,
whereas in Belgium it is 61. In Switzerland,
however, the messages to the square mile are
44. Baut the area of the United Kingdonsis
122,000 square miles, whereas Belgium con-
tains only 11,000 square miles, and Switzer-
land ouly 15,000. The mumber of
sent in the United Kingdom amounts to oge-
fifth of the total number of inhabitants,
whereas in Belgium it is only one-sevemth,
and in Switzerland one-fourth. How does
Canada stand in this relation ! Belgium has
one telegraph office for every 15,000 inhabi-
tants, Switzerland one for every 10,000, and
Canada one for every 8,000. The wumber
of messages sent in Canada amount to  of
the total inhabitants. In this com-
parison we do not include transit ‘
passing through Canada from one part of
the United States to another ; were we to do
s0, the proportion would be greatly height-
ened in favor of telegrams.

But there is a feature in the case, very ap!
to be overlooked, that renders it fallacious
to base any calculation on the proportions of

“ Jatters,” for they are not of a similar char-

acter. In England, America and Canada,

the “ letters” include the thousands and

millions of circulars, patterns, samples,! and
printed appeals, which are afforded a clres-
lation through the PostOffice at cheap rater.
In Belgium and Switzerland such a wystem
is comparatively unknown. Were thesé cir-
culam, &e., excluded from the ealculations,
it would undoubtedly be found that the pro-
portion of telegrams to letters would be
much larger in England and America than
cither in Belgium or Switzerland. It séems,
therefore, that under the combined influence
of ** greater facilities and a lower tariff,” the
development of telegraphic correspondence
has not been proportionately greater in Bel-
gium and Switzerland than in the United

Kingdom or in Canade. It appears- also,
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that the facilities afforded in the former gre
not superior to those of the latter.

It is of the first importance to ascertdin
whether a Government system, framed on
the promises of its advocates, could be car-
ried on without loss. A comparison between
the number of telegrams and letters does not
farnish us with a just basis for an estimate,
The experience of Belgium and Switzerland
is agninst the generally accepted theory.
While the tariff in those countries was twenty
cents a message there was a dead loss of four
cents on each inland wiessage, and the chiefl
profit was on transit messages. Transit mes-
sages are those which simply cross a country
jm transit from one country to gnother. | In
America, i bas been found that during a
vigorous contest with ap oppoesition line be-
tween two large citics the reduetion of the
tariff to ten cents a message did not at all
cause the use of the wires which theorists
threaten must follow

There uxrg'-nwrnl.-m'mhln-rmnm also whiich
weigh against the alleged advantages of Go-
vernment administration. Experiments and
improvements have been carried on syste-
matically by private companies, and it may
be doubted whether the Government wéuld
have the energy or the interest to coutinne
them. The telegraph companies and the
railway companies work together, and unléss
Government were prepared to render services
such as are now perforngd by the telegraph
companies one source of revenue would be
forfeited. The telegraph companies are news-
collectoss for the press, and supply matter
ander a press tariil. Would Government
sbandon this daty, or would the public be
satisfied with political news collected by Go-
vernment emgployées ! 1f this duty were not
assumed another source of profit would be
Jost. It is not likely that éfficiency or ero-
nomy would be promwote 1 l') a change of
masters. Before entering isto business (Go-
vernment would have to bay out the ocpu-
pants of the ficld. The funds for such, pur-
pose would have to be borrdwed by Cankda
at six per cent.  To prevent loss, six per
cent would have fo be madd out of thein-
vestment. The present cdmpanies pay ten
per cent. Would Government be likely to do
as much with many sources of profit closed to
them, ‘and a vast additional expenditurg in-
curred in the interest of out-of-the-way loca-
lities ? A

Again, are we prepared to exchangn the
redress now afforded throagh courts of law
aguinst existing companies for the mop-re-
sponsibility of Government, as regards losses
occasioned by mistakes or delays? It is not
probable ; and it is no more probable that
politicians would. take kindly to a ystem
which places their secrets at the service of
adversaries, and centralizés in the party in
office a power over the whole country, com-
pared with which the present system.of pat-
romage is but a drop in the bucket ! hlatht
words, a Government scheme of telegraphic
“adiministration would be ad interfererice with

the political and commercial intercourse of
the country.

We believe that the genius of the people of
this country is utterly opposed to placing
great power or patronage in the hands of the
Government ; that the people are both com-
petent and willing to manage their own
affairs, leaving to Government the control
of such matters only as must always neces-
sarily fall within their sphere ; and we are
sure that both Govelnment and people will
agt wisely in adhering to this principle.

The report presented at the annuyal meet-
ing shows that this bank is advancing stead-
ily, the profits, the circulation and the de-
posits having increased during the past year.
