TEA TAITKB'H OUCBP ITION.

Dr. C. L. Dana, in an article in the Medi­
cal liecard on tea tasting by brokers and
dealers in teas, maintains that it is a health­
ful occupation, which is not in accordance 
with the conceived opinion of other writers 
on tho subject. Iu supportofhie assertion, 
Dr. Dana reports cases of living meu far ad­
vanced in life who have followed the business 
of tea tasting for periods ranging from thirty 
to forty years without injury to their health. 
But whether the Writer’s conclusions are cor­
rect or otherwise, the life of a tea taster is a 
carious one, nud tho ■ rncess of examining 
and deciding upon tli lilies of the article 
is one not generally kuuwu.

There are, says Dr. Dana, probably more 
thau a hundred firms engaged in tea tasting 
in New York. Iu all of their offices there 
are large tables with round, revolving tops. 
A circle of teacups is placed along the edge 
of these. Thu tea taster sits down before 
the display of crockery, and tastes one cup 
after another, moving the table-top around.

The skill displayed at these "drawings" is 
quite remarkable. A tea taster will detect 
not only the quality of a tea as regards age, 
strength, flavor, fineness, etc., but lie can tell 
in which of the numerous districts in Chi 
the teawasgiowu. The facts regarding 
different samples are sometimes put on the 
bottom of tho cups, where they cannot be 
seen. The cups aro then mixed up, and the 
infusions tasted again and sorted out simply 
by their flavors.

A great deal of tea may be tasted before 
these tea drawings are finished. It is hard 
to tell tho amount that a tea taster takes dur­
ing a day, for it varies a great deal with the 
activity of the business. Few of tho gentle­
men whom I asked could give any idea. 
Sometimes, however, as many as four or five 
hundred cups aro tasted in the day. It is 
quite the custom to have to be tasting tea 
steadily far the most of the day, or for hours 
at a time. Probably an average of two 
hundred cups a day throughout 
is a low estimate.

If convenient arrangements can 
be made,shipping in s refrigerator on board 
ship is to be preferred. The packing should 
bo in light wooden cases, not necessarily air 
tight, about 7 feet" long, 2 feet 6 inches to 3 
feet wide, nud about a foot high, to contain 
about a score iu each case, which should be 
marked with the weight aud 
facilitate the sale to dealers. On no aoo< 
should the heads ho placed under tho wings. 
Place them as straight as possible iu tho 
cases, that they may retain their proper shape, 
taking the precaution to arrange them breast 
downwards, thus avoiding sweating.

the following intelligeiue concerning the 
arrangements entered into between the 
Grand Trunk and the Wellington A 
Georgian Bay Railway Companies. In 
view of tho indefinite postponement of 
the completion,ot" the Stratford k Huron 
road north of this .place, owing to the 
refusal of the Mowat Government to 
grant the aid which the Company was 
led to believe would be given tho road 
this session, the prospect of obtaining 
another route north without delay is not 
without encouragement to manufacturers 
and others who have been looking for­
ward with interest to the early opening 
of the S. A II. road. The prospect, of 
obtaining the direct service of a #econd 
trunk line is also received with favor 
here. The Examiner says :

As will be seen by Monday’s proceed­
ings in the Ontario Legislature, the Gov 
eminent have decided not to grant rail­
way aid to any of the projected lines this 
year. A resolution so unexpectedly 
taken must undoubtedlyprove embarrass­
ing to the promoters of many of the new 
schemes started on the faith that the 
administration would continue the liber­
al railway policy of the past. Fortunate 
ly fot1 the promoters and others interest­
ed in the success of the Georgian Bay 
and Wellington Railway this change of 
policy will not materially affect the pros 
pects of the project. During the latter 
part of last week, at Montreal, terms ol 
an exceedingly liberal character were 
agreed to between Mr. Hickson the 
General Manager of the Grand Trunk 
Railway, and representatives of the 
Georgian Bay and Wellington, for the 
completion and running of the latter by 
the end of July next. Tbe proposal in­
cludes the supplying and laying of the 
iron from Palmerston to Durham, via 
Mount Forest by tho Grand Trunk Com­
pany— connection being effected with 
the Grand Trunk system at Stratford by 
means of the Stratford ami Huron Rail­
way at Palmerston. Some of the friends 
of the line will doubtless regret that the 
original intention of a connection witli 
the Great Western has not been adhered 
to, but the shifting policy of the manage­
ment of that railway, together with the 
cool reception given to the scheme by 
Guelph, Hamilton and other business 
centres along the Great Western Rail­
way has rendered any other course than 
that adopted impossible. The proposal 
of the Grand Trunk Manager was sub­
mitted to the Directors of the GeorgianBay 
and Wellington Railway at a meeting held 
in this place on Wednesday, and we un­
derstand it met-with general approval. 
The gradingof the line baa been flushed, 
the bridging is on the point of comple­
tion and the station buildings 
under way. There seems abundant pros­
pect that every thing will be leady for 
laying the iron after the opening of 
spring, and that the iron horse built on a 
broad guage will be heard snorting along 
tho line in time to remove tho produce,

On the morning of May 30, 1870, the in­
habitants of Constantinople were aroused by 
the firing of an imperial salute. During the 
previous evening events of the utmost impor­
tance had occurred. Hussein Avni Pacha 
had dethroned the Sultan, Abdul Aziz. The 
ex-Sultan had to be conducted in a small 
boat and under guard to the Kiosque at the 
Pointe du Serail. At about one o'clock m 
the morning a steam launch belonging to 
Hayden Pacha crossed the Bosphorus to the 
residence of Murad Effendi, on the Asiatic 
side. On board this steam launch were Hus­
sein Avni Pacha. Khairolla Effendi, Sheik nl 
Islam. Kaiserle Pacha, Minister of Marine, 
end other high functionaries. They came to 
salute their new master, and to announce to 
him that the Ottoman Empire was now in­
trusted to Murad Padislia. The new Sultan’s 
surprise at hearing this news was not un 
mixed with fear. He was afraid that this 
was a trap arranged by Abdul Aziz himself 
to cause his ruin. The day before, the very 
men who were now offering him the sceptre 
had been apparently the most devoted sub­
jects of liis uncle. Murad had the more 
reason for this opinion because, as has al­
ready been shown in ft previous letter, the 
fate of Abdul Aziz was in no way the result 
of any political movement. His deposition 
was caused solely by Hussein Avni’s fear 
of being denounced for having had a criminal 
intimacy with the ex-third bashkhodeen, who 
had been killed by her imperial husband.

MURAD BECOMES SULTAN.

Murad did not realize that he had become 
Sultan until he arrived at the Palace of Dolma 
Bagstchi. Here the most indescribable dis­
order prevailed. Terrified eunuchs rushed 
to and fro in the long corridors trying to get 
out—for the entrances to the Palace had been 
closed by Hussein Avni. The shrieks of the 
women tilled the harem. The ftides-de camp 
of the cx-sovereign nervously awaited tho turn 
of events, and the servants prepared the 
rooms for the ceremony of the Biat. The 
accession of Murad was announced m the 
streets by public criers. By nine o’clock all 
tho higher officials, whether they lived on the 
Shores of tho Bosphorus or in the most dis­
tant quarters of the city, had made their bow 
to the new sovereign.
