It also is known ar
the granipus, It is characterized ns a
genus by its large size and the conical
and depressed head, devoid of a beuks
The'back tin is of great length, espe-
cinlly in the males, and the flippers are
large and broadly ovate.
The teeth are comparatively few
m nuwmber, varylng from ten. to thir-
teen on each gide of the jaw, and are’

noticed, being often an inch or more
in ‘dlaweter and baving an oval ' sec:
tion. The couloration is striking. the
upper purts - and fins being bluck, while
the lower jaw, chest and under parts
are whitish.

The- white area of the under parts
Jdoes not, however, extend to the flukes,
but ends posteriorly In a trident, of
which the lateral and shorter prongs
extend obliquely upward on the flanks.
There is a large white streak above
and bebind the eye, and frequently at
least a purple crescentic area extends
across the back behind the fin. The
killer attains a length of at least twen
ty feet.—St. Louis Times. >

them, yet the lobster is a relative of
the butterfly. , The kinship is not mere-
: 1y that of two members of the animal
kingdom. The lobster ahd the butter-
fly are actually in one and the same
great group of the kingdom, like the
clam and the ‘snail or the whale and
the giraffe. whose spheres of activity
are so widely separated. 4

It is simply, as Darwin pointed out
in the case of all other creatures a
great many- years ago, that the lobster
and its’ friends, the crab, the prawn
and the shrimp, chose one method of
life, while the butterfly and its set
chose another.

So the first group developed charac-
teristics suited to the conditions in
which it lived, including as one of the
most important, as its members do
not move rapidly, a coat of armon fo
protect them from their innumera®e
enemjes, while the butterflies and the
great host of. other winged insects
shed every bit of superfluous weigbt.
trusting to swiftness to carry them out
of danger and to protective coloring
to conceal them when flight is un-
avalling.—London Family Herald.

for a century its origin has been a
mystery. : &

It is the general impression that
the “$” is simply the letter “U” com-
bined with the letter “S’ from the
initials “U. 8. for United States. As
a matter of fact, the mark came ‘into
being before there was any such thing
as the United States.

As Prof. Cajori informs us, the dol-
lar mark is the lineal descendant of
the Spanish = abbreviation, “Ps” for
“pesos,” or :‘Spaniéh dollars, and it
came into being as a wesult of the
business “dealings :constantly in  pro
gress _betweén Spanish-Americans and
English-Americans -during the days bz-
fore the revolution. The earliest known
use .of it was in 1775, but it was sel-
dom used -until after 1800.

George Rogers Clark, one of the big
men of the early days of the republic,
received a letter from aicorrespondent
in New Orleans in 3778 that gives the
very first authentit reéord of it that
is stil In éi‘ii‘t'ehck.ﬁe- Rebert Morris
used ‘the ‘mark iW'a “létter—but his
mark had b\;t one lfne running through
the “S,” which wag the first.form of
the mark. b
