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GERMANS MAKE

FFORTS 10 RETAKE THE
LINE OF PERONNE BAPAUNE

Attacks Endured For 12 Hours, Along
Three Mile Front--Fighting Also at

Bouchavesnes

New York, Sept. 21.—The London
correspondent of The Tribune, cab-
ling last night, savs:

As if to disnrove the statement
that their counter assaults had lost
their elan, the Germans made a des-
perate effort to-day to regain their
hold on the Peronne-Banaume road.
A series of terrific rushes were hur-
led against the French and the Bri-
tish lines, but they made no head-
way.

The blows began last night on both
sides of the river, but they met with
no success. On the French front the
Germans penetrated some trenches,
but Foch’s troops drove them out in
short order. This apparently was
preliminary work-—an attempt to
feel out the strength of the new al-
lied positions.

With morning a greater effort was
begun. This attack was confined to
the French front in the sector be-
tween Rancourt and Clery. It aimed
to regain possession of those parts of
the Bapaume-Pedonne road won by
the French a week ago. Through
this gap it is possible for the allied
troops to drive a wedge between the
two towns.

From 9 o’clock in the morning un-
til nightfall, the attack continued
with fury along a three-mile front.
Moving forward in dense masses-—
as the Russians assail the Teuton
line in Galicia, the Kaiser’s {roops
threw themselves repeatedly at
Foch’s positions. Wave after wave
broke under the intense fire of the

Freneh artillevy.

DESPERATE

As each crest re-
ceded, it left behind its wreckage of
dead and wounded. The ground be-
fore the French trenches was cover-
ed witn eorpses. Reports from the
front indicate that the determination
of the kaiser’'s troops seldom uas
been cqualled. Around Priez farm,
where the French pesition presenis
an immediate menace to Combles, the
battle reached especial fury.. Four
separate assaults battered at the
French line, but each time a curtain
of fire was set up and through this
the most desperate charges of the
Germans could not erash.

Another fierce struggle centred
about Bouchavesnes, on the national
highway. Here the Germans succeed-
ed in winning a foothold in the vil-
lage. Toch’s infantry, with bayonets
fixed, then sprang to the attack and
after a hand-to-hand combat, drove
the enemy out again, :

Each charge was preceded by a
heavy bombardment, to which the al-
lied guns responded effectively. The
French machine guns and heavy ar-
tillery did the major work with their
cross fire. Where they failed to stem
the German attack the infantry suc-
ceeded. By nightfall the counter
blow had heen turned. The German
losses were undoubtedly heavy.

The ability of the allies to hold
their gains is extremely encourag-
ing. It must be remembered that
the positions won by the allies have
been almost- completely unproteected
by trench lines. That task was ac-
complished to-day.

Paris, Sept. 21.—A revolution
in the Greek Island of Crete is
reported in a Havas despatch

from Athens. The revolution-
ists are said to have proclaimed
a provisional government.

Several vevolutionary out-
breaks in Greece have been re-
ported since the entrance of
Roumania into ¢he war and the
occupation by the Bulgarians ot
the eastern portion of Greek
Macedonia, which resulted in an
agitation in favor of participa-
tion by Greece in the war. Last
month revolutionists obtained
control of pares of Greek Mace-
donia near Saloniki and pro-
claimed a provisional govern-
ment. The movement was said
to be extending, but further
news was withheld by the cen-
sor.

The Island of Crete, 150 miles
long, with a population of some-
thing more than 300,000 is in
the eastern Mediterranean, sixty
miles from the southern extrem-
ity of Greece. It is the former
home of ex-Premier Venizelos.
Under the treaty of peace be-
tween Greece and Turkey in
1913 the dsland was annéxed by
Greece.

Sofia, Sept. 21, via London.—Bul-
garian successes in the Florina dis-
trict on the Macedonian front, are
announced by the war office in to-
day’s official statement. The tide of
battle turned favorably to the Bul-
garians, who inflicted heavy losses
on the Entente forces in operatiohs
in which the Bulgarian cavalry took
part. The statement reads:
“Macedonian front:

“The battles around Florina are
developing favorably for us. In
strong counter attacks, in which our
cavalry participated, the enemy was
repulsed with great losses. The
plateau is covered with enemy dead.
We ecaptured one officer and eleven
men of a Russian brigade, and 100
men of the 275th French regiment,
with two machine guns.

“A strong enemy attack against
Kaimakealan failed with great losses.
“In the Moglenica valley, the situ-
ation is unchanged.

“There was artillery activity on

Britain, both Dénmark and Holland
have diminished their food exports to
Germany to a degree that is unplea-
santly noticeable, and public opinion
instinctively senses that if this in-
creasing British pressure on adjacent
neutrals continues to its logical linrit
it will meéan the c¢omplete closure of
neutral borders to food exports into
Germany, which would be tanta-
mount to war.
As Denmark, with Holland in the
second line, has gone the farthest in
clapping on food embargoes under
British pressure, the public, with
shrewd intuition, has absorbed otner-
wise unfounded war rumors, particu-
larly regarding these two neutral
countries.

The Teutons made a terrific effort

They had
been informed that the commissioners
had on hand considerable material and
with that at Blue Lake, which the com-
missioners were endeavoring to lift,
ought to be enough to reach the Hill.
The deputation wished to suggest that
a line be built branching off Market
St. at Grey, along Grey to Clarence,
under the Clarence St, subway to Dun-
das street to the hill. This would give
a direct line to the hill without change,
and would also serve a section of the
city below the hill which ought to be
a good revenue producer— Brantford
Laundry, Bucks, Ham and Notts, etc,
It was suggested that when the rails
at Blue Lake were lifted that the rails
be laid along the proposed route so as
to be on the ground when labor would
be available. The main thing was to
get the line started, if there was only
enough material to reach the top of
the hill. It was realized that the rails
on hand were not the weight for per-
manent use but were sufficiently heavy
to serve the purposé for four or five
years till conditions would be bettered.

Mr. J. W. English took up the ques- |

tion of the grade on Dundas street
hill, and showed that he had a splen-
did knowledge of the requirements. He
stated that a cinder ballast along Dun-
das street on top of the stand would
be the equal of light gravel and would
be satisfactory.

A free and easy discussion followed.
Mr. Turnbull said that the commis-
sioners had the proposed line in view
before the deputation had presented it,
and it appealed to them as the one
feasible, quick way of reaching the hill
without transfer and would tap a pro-
ductive section of the city, He favored
it.
