panied by Miss Therrien, to whom he
Was engaged to be married. They
drove on to the farm of Alonzo
Rowe, well-known as ‘‘Old° Man
Rowe,”” and were about to com-
mence shooting. Rowe, was in the
field at the time, and as soon as he
saw the party he started his horses
for the house, where he procured a
gun, and, returning, fired at the
couple. Mr. Law had dismounted
and was walking beside the buggy
and received several pellets of shot
in the knee, and Miss Therrien re-
ceived almost the entire charge in
her hip and abdomen. She fell from
the rig to the ground, where her
companion also lay unable to rise.
Rowe returned to the house, where he
took poison, dying almest instantly.

For some time Rowe has been pest-
ered by sportsmen, who have persist-
ed in trespassing on his farm. It is
supposed that, blinded with anger at
the approach of Law and his com-
Panion, he seized his gun, and, with-
out idering the q , fir-
ed point-blank. Then, realizing what
he had dane, he committed® suicide.
Rowe was 70 years of age.

In London this week there has been
a good demand for the fall, sorting
orders being numerous and well dis-
tributed. Business in Manitoba has
been retarded Ilately by unfavor-
able harvest weather. The demand
for fall and winter goods is mora
active and che biggest movement in
the history of the Pro:nce is looked
for the next three mouths. Business
activity, however, will' be delayed to
some extent till the crdp movement
begins. Labor is searcde in almost
every department.

“Naturally, the first must receive
primary ideration, P Ny
whén the fact is recalled that in the
very year that war was proclaim-
ed the South African market turn-
over to the. United States of Amer-
ica was $18,000,000. This was not
the result of spasmodic effort, but
the outcome of direct personal
commercial representation for a’
series of years on the spot. To
quote Mr. W. W. Moore, of the
Dominion Department of Asricul-;
ture, who was sent by the Hon.'
Bydney Fisher to ascertain all the
details of South African trade re-;
lations and practices, “the: magui-!
tude and value of the South African
market has been recognized by the'!
business houses of the United States
{for years past, and by persistent'
efforti’ and good business tactics
they have there built up a substan-
tial trade,” i

Business Cannot be bone |
in South Africa by proxy any more
than it can in India. Catalogues,
circulars, pamphlets, bills, letters,
soliciting business without a per-,
sonal canvass and fair-sized sam-,
ples are useless as mustard without
meat. To do anything there a firm
must know the conditions of trade
and the local manner of conducting
business; and local traders must
know the standing and business
methods of any firm before they will
do business with them. Once get in
the thin edge of the wedge and the
entire factory may fo'low; but get-
ting the start in is the difficuity.

It was not the ninety barrels of oll
which gave the leviathan Its extra-
ordinary value, for that was sold for
scmething like $4,000, but within the
whale's vast interior there was found
a solid plece of ambergri® weighing
780 pounds. This was the largest
single piece of ambergris ever found,
according to the records, and that
it came from one lone whale made
the rich discovery the more inter-
esting to the scientiflic world.

This 780 pound piece of ambergris
wag sold in chunks in all markets of
the world for £25,000 sterling, and
{1t laid the foundation of wealth for
almost evary man interested in the
whaling expedition, which originated
in New Zealand.

Capt. Earle came here in 1867, on
the whaling ship Europa as a cabin
boy, his father then belug the firet
mate. He later went to New Zea-
land to join the whaler Splendid,
which he fitted out, obtaining there-
by a bounty of $10,000 offered by

The voyage of the Sp'endid In that
season was a fortunate one in every
respect, for she came into Littléton
port, New Zealand, with the blz piece
of ambergris worth its weight Ia
gold, and 1,100 barrels of sperm oil.

“When we arrived in port,” sald
Capt. Earle yesterday, *I tele-
graphed to the agent of the Ota
Whaling Company to come up.
came, the ambergris was taken
ashore, loaded into a car, which was
locked and the key stowed away (n
the agent’s pocket, and he stood
guard there, too, until the stuff was
safely placed. The first year that
I had brought any ambergris into
port we got £25 a pound for 21
pounds, but when this bix plece
came in the news so astonished ev-
erybody that cablegrams were gent
all over the world, and the result
was that the price dropped. Some
went to London, but as for my
own share I took it in bulk and car-
ried it home with me. I wasn't in a
hurry to sell it, but thought by walit-
ing the market for it would rise. I
got $18 an ounce for the gray and
$8 for the black, while in London
it had only brought $12 and $:. The
last of my share was sold in 1891. I
remained with this company until
1886, when I went home. I have
taken more than a thousand sperm
whaies Fince then and have never
found in any of them a piece of
ambergris.—Pacific Commercial Ad-
vertiser.

CORN EXTRAORDINARY.

POSSIBILITIES IN GINSENG.

R. R. Freer, in an american agricul-
btural piper : On Monday of last week
there was held in Tully, N. Y., a meet
ing of the ginseng growers of New
York State.

To the average person this nows item
is puzzling, yet on closer inquiry there
is brought to light a story of how large
sums are being made from the culture
of a wild root which has been used by
the Chinese for centuries, and for choice
specimens of which they often pay a
price equivaleut to its weight in gold.
United States Goverment reports show
that this important article of commerce
has grown scarcer year by year, and is
now, in its wild state nearly exhausted.

One could hardiy expect the people
who gather the roots in the woods—the
“gang diggers”—to take advantage of
the moneymaking opportunities which
the cultivation of the plant would
afford, for they are a shiftless, roving
people, wholly incapable of keeping up
with the march of modern progress.
In the early history of the trade, efforts
were made to cultivate the plant, but
without exception these attempts failed.

Some fifteen years ago a few young
men who were Jaughed at for wasting
their time tried its "cultivation, and by
careful study of its requirements suc-
ceeded in establishing the fact that it
could be made a certain and exceeding-
ly profitable crop. The price of the
root has advauced steadily for thirty
years, and this has caused the native
diggers to barvest even the young plants
before they could bear seeds, and hus
thereby taken away all hope of increase
or even the possibility of replenish-
ment. Practically the only seeds and
roots to be had now arve from the
gardens of the pioneer growers.

The land needed for its culture is so
small that even a couple of square rods
of garden space can be made to pay
hundreds of dollars anrually. A half
acre of ginseng will yield a larger profit
than many two hundred acre farms.

Those who have studied the condi-
tions governing the use of the plant in
China are of the opinion that enough
ginseng cannot be produced in the next
fifty years to cause the price to fall.
As a matter’ of fact, } the known
sonrces from . which ginseng can be
gathered for export are so limited that
the price of the root must needs advance
steadily for the next fifteen years.

The roots often form in grotesque
8iia.~'v, and it is not infrequent that a
root tuhew the general slinve of a man's
body—heai, arms, and le:s eomplete,
For such a root of good size the Chinese
wiil pay fabulons sums.

It the average housewife realized
that from a ground space in her own
dooryard 10 or 12 feet wide by 20 feet
long she could realize. $150 to $200
each year with no more attention than
is required for a flower bed, it is reason-
able to suppose that ginseng would be-
come one of the most widely cultivated
crops in America. It seems like a tale
from the “Arabian Nights” to say that
an inyestment of $25 will increase
yearly in value until at the end.of eight
years it will have a total yalue of over
$10,000; yet statistics prove that even
these figures have been exceded by the

Ginger Apples.

Pare and quarter as many apples
a8 desired. Weigh and use as many
pounds of sugar as of fruit. Make a
syryp of hall the sugar, using a
cup of water; pour syrup over the
apples and let stand twenty-four
hours. Now add the remalnder of the
sugar. Peel a lemon, boil the rind
in-a little water, about hall a tea-
cupful of water to one rind, and to
every two pounds of fruit add this le-
mon water and the juice of a whole
femon, also one ounce of ginger to
every two pounds of fruit. The gin-
ger may be tied in a muslin bag if
not desired put in with the fruit.
Cook until the,apples are transpar-
ent. This recipe makes delicious pre-
serves, and will answer equally well
for pears, vegetable marrow, squash
and citron, the latter should be boil-
ed in clear water first until tender.

BOER GENERALS' APPEAL.

Manifesto Issued to the Civil-
ized World,

FAILURE OF LONDON MISSION,

Amsterdam, Sept. 29.— The Boer
@enerals, Botha, DeWet and Delarey,
have Issued a manifesto in the shape
of an appeal to the civilized world.
This document recalls how after the
terrible struggle in South Africa the
Boers were compelled to accept the
British terms of peace, the generals
were commissioned to proceed to
England and appeal to the new Gov-
ernment to allay the distress which
Is devastating the colonles, and in
the event of the fallure of the mis-
sion, to appeal to the ecivilized
world for charitable contributions.

The generals say that having failed
to induce Great Britain to grant fin-
ancial assistance, it only remains for
them to address themselves to the
people of Europe and America.

“The small Boer nation,” goes on
the manliesto, “can never forget the
help it received in its dark hours of
suffering. Our people are completely
ruined. It has been impossible to
make a complete inventory, but at
least 30,000 houses of Boer farms and
many villages were burned or de-
stroyed by the British during the
war. Everything was destroyed, and
the country was completely laid
waste. The war demanded many
victims, and the land was bathed in
tears, and-our orphans and widows
were abandoned. We arc appealing to
the world for contributions to assist
the destitute, and help in the educa-
tion of the children. The generals re-
pudiate all desire to inflame the
minds of the people and declare ‘the
sword Is now sheathed, ard all differ-
ences are silent in the presence of
such great misery.’”

SPLIT IN LABOR CIRCLES

Effort to Crush Out Canadian
Organizations.

MAY LEAD TO LABOR FEUD.

Quite a flutter of excitement has
been caused in labor circles all over
the Dominion by the recent action
of the Trades and Labor Congress
of Canada at Its annual meetidg at
Berlin.

The national or Canadian bodies
nave up to the present been recog-
nized as genuine labor organizations,
and admitted to the Trades and
Labor Congress, which body in some
fnustances gave them being through
the charter ssuxd by its officers, and
have also been admitted to the local
Trades Councifs.

Recently the American Fedefation
of Labor has displayed great activity
iu the Dominion, especially  in the
eastern provinees, and there has been
more or less friction in consequeneo.
A number of the locals chartered by
it have refused to recognize  the
Caradian congress. These local or-
gnnizations have  also organiz
Tradés Counclls, and in at least one
instance, at Charlottetown, P. E. I.,
tlie couicil so formed has refused to
recogriza a local labor organization
holding a charter from the Trades
aad Labor Congress of Canada. The
exceutive of that province reported
te  congress, protesting against
Trades Counclis being chartered by
outside bodies.

A movement is
on foot to exclude this unlon from
the Toronto Trades Council, to-
gether with other local organiza-
tions coming under the ban of the

DOUKHORORS ALL RIGHT.

Statement by Immigration
Commissioner Smith.

THEY ARE NOT DESTITUTE.

Winnipeg, Sept. 29.—The reports of
destitution among the Doukhobors
are absolutely false, according to the
statements ~ of Mr. J. Obed Smith,
immigration commissioner, who says:

** The Doukhobors are not destitute,
and will not need help this winter.
They never have obtained any food
from the Government. They never
have got any special privileges or
assistance from the Government.
That. a few of them in certain vil-
lages have turned loose their cattle

under the influence of a fanatic
preacher is quite true, as it is also
true that none of them eat meat,
but they have a perfect right to be
vegetarians if they wish, and also to
quit using beasts of burden. That
this diet is good enough to sustain
them in the hardest work is shown
by the fact that they are well liked
as laborers, working the long hours
required as sectionmen without being
used up by it. We have each year
requests from farmers to send the
same Doukhobors to them as they
had last year. These very villages
from which they have driven cattle
are building three flour mills this
year, and so far from being in want
they have two years’ subsist>nce
ahead of them. It is sensational re-
ports which are doing the most harm
to those people. They are all right
if left alone, and are going on quietly
homesteading and falling into the
wayas of the people. All that is wrong
with them is fear. They have been
80 persecuted that they are afraid
to sign a paper or fill in any legal

document, but they are getting over’

this also.”

IN SIGHT OF THOUSANDS.

Aeronaut Kalls From His Balloon to
a Yerrible Death.

Taunton, Mass., Sept. 29.—Thirty
thousand persons who attended the
falr of the Bristol County Agricultu-
ral Sociely to-day witnessed an ac-
cident which resuited n the death
of Louls Girard, one of the aeronauts
whb attempted a balloon ascension.

A triple ascension by Prof. and
Mlle. Stafford and Louis Girard was
planned. No sooner had the balloon
been freed when it was seen that
something was wrong. The woman
cut loose at once, and did not leave
the ground. The balloon shot up
rapidly ana had gained a height of
about 400 feet, when Prof. Staf-
ford’s parachute was seen to drop
also. It spread, and Prof. Stafford
alighted safely. The balloon ripped
in halves and collapsed like a paper
bagy. There was a frantic motion on
Girard’s part as he tried to cut
loose, but the line refused to part,
and he fell to the earth like a shot,
striking with awful force.

FOR A CANADIAN ALDERSHOT

Therest hus been corresponding with
Prince Jenara Jourbon, a midship-
man In the Spanish navy, and a bro-
ther of the Prince of Asturias.

When the Quecn mother went to
Austrin  receiitly, Emperor Franz
Josef prrsuaded her that the Infanta
should marry a certain Austrian
archduke. Accordingly, on her return
to Spain, the Queen tricd to break
the old engagement. The Infanta,
however, resistod the attempts. In
thls she was back-d by King Alfonso,
and violent scenes occurréd in the
palace.

The Quecn is dolng her utmost to
further Ler aims. She prevented
Prince Jenara {rom accompan-—ing
hils brother officers aboard the Nanu-
tilus, to the aundicnce at San Sebas-
tian.

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Strikers Defy All Law and Chaos|
Reigns.

Outrages Numerous and an Army of Pickets Hold Up and Murderously Beat
or Stab Men Who Go to Work—Bridges Fired and Raillway Trains
Wrecked——Carroll D. Wright Sees in the Violence of the ’Strlbn an

Early End of the Troublp.

Wilkesbarre, Pa., Sept. 29.—Gover-
nor Stone this morning ordered out
the Thirteenth réglment, of Scran-
ton, to suppress the lawlessness of
the coal strikers in Lackawanna
county.

His aption is the resultsof an ap-
peal last night from Sheriff Schadt,
who deelared that he was powerless
to stem the tide of mob violence,
which 'was rising hour by hour.

The troops will reach here shortly | ¢

after daybreak, and serious trouble
19 looked for on their arrival.
When Sheriff Schadt first asked for

troops Governor Stone told him to
organize a posse from the citizens.
Schadt replied that ho could not and
that he must have the troops.

The call for troopa followed a day
of wild excitement—a day of run-
ning fights, of bloodshed, of sieges
to houses where women and little
children cowered in corners, while
men, whose only offence was that
they wanted to earn bread for their
starving ones, stood their ground in
the shadow by the windows, with
loaded Winchesters at their shoul-
ders.

Strikers Enraged.

All day long and into the night
the rage of the miners burst, now
here, now there.

Innocent men were felled. Others
were left for dead in the streets.

Workmen were attacked, houses
stoned and company officers held up.

In desperation, after laboring since
midnight Sunday to quell the disturb-
ances, the Sheriff issued a proclam-
ation calling upon the strikers to
disperse and preserve order.

¥For an hour this was effective, but
at the time the workers were re-
turning home, between six and seven
o'clock last night, the riot burst
forth again and raged more fiercely
than before,

Workers were stoned, ¢lubbed and
beaten.

A mob attacked the Raymond col-
liery and washery, ripped down the
stockade and broke the steam pipes.
A train of workmen being taken from
one place to another was fired upon
with revolvers and stoned.

Attacks were made on the Saylor-
ville collieries- and4the steam pipes
were blown up with dyamnite.

At Priceburg, several deputies were
fired upon while trying to disperse a
mob and returned the fire. One man
was 80 severely injured that he may

Train Wrecking, Too.

New York’s Croton dam, the largest |
ever undertaken by man, is 200 feet
thick at the bottom, 300 feet high from
the base of the foundation, 150 feet
high above the ground and 1,000 feet
long. It is located three miles from
Peekskill, the top of the dam being 216
feet above tidewater and 100 feet
above the reservoir in Central park.
The storage. capacity is 30,000,000 gal-
lons.
