We have hitherto been regarding the pro-
posed Ontario and Huron Railway, in the E
sole light of an expeditious mode of commu-
nication between Lakes Ootario and Huron,
and as & convenience which the inbabitants
on their borders and emigrants from a dis-
tance, would very gladly avail themselves of.
But, although in this view alone, the project
could be not only justified, but holds out a
most profitable investment for capitalists;
yet it is not the only one in which it ogght to
be examined, or in which alone it ap-
pears to good advantage. The Railroad will
pass through one .of the richest districts of
Upper Canada, whose merchandise and sur-
plus produce would be transported along it,
and thus increase its revenues. To the land-
holders and farmers of the district within a
short distance of the road, it would be of in-
calculable benefit. It would increase the va-
Iue of their lands ; it would, for instance, en-
sble the farmer to convey his grain to market
at a far less expense than at present. It is
calculated that to take wheat to market either
by sleighing or carting costs sbout 7jd per
busbel for a distance of 30 miles, when
by Railroad, it could be conveyed the
same distance for 13d. In the ease suppos-
ed an acre.of land that produced 90 bushels
of wheat would, in consequence of the facili-
ty of uransport, become ten shillings of more
