Tue great debate, the greatest that
has ever taken place in tha Canadian
Commons, the greatest and most im-
portant perhaps that will ever take
place there again was concluded on
Wednesday last after cccupying the
House for -forly-fonr days. On the
morning of Wednesday as the dawn
was breaking a burst of applause
was heard, and those Hon. gentleman
who had for honrs been snoring knew
that Mr. Mills had ended, and that
the testing moment had come. There
was a rush for the empty chairs.every
eye brightened, and cheers went up
as some ' Honorable gentlemen who
had been stretched for months on
their bed of sickness entered the
House to vote. Hon James Cock-
burn, had been brought from his
liome to the House on a couch to
eunter his record.

Mr. Speaker put Mr. Blakes
amendment, which provided that the
contract made between the Governs
ment and the Syndicate be rejected;
and the offer mnude by the New Syn-
diecate. be accepted, and 34 shouted
“Yea;” but ONE HUNDRED AND
FOR1Y shouted “Nay.” - The Op-
position knew they had been over-
whelmed, and thev therelore did not
ask for “names,” but nothing short
ot the names would satisfy the Gov-
ernment side.

Then Sir Albert J. Smith esaid he
hiad an amendment to  mo<e. and
wanted the debate aljourned toallow
him to do so; several other hon,
gentlemen on the Opprwsition side—
fourteen in all, says on account—
intimated that each lLad an amend-
ment also to offer. Our readers will
be able to judge fromn this, the unitv
which prevails in the ranks of the
Opposition, for fourteen resolutions
menu just fourtcen different policies
on the railway question. This wus
why in the debate befwe the House,
the tes imony of one Reformer, was
being perpetually brought up against
another Retormer, and often against
its own author: and the reason oo
today that My, Brown of 1he Globe
Jeads one Reform party, Mr. Ulake
another; that Mr. Mackenzie leads
another, and Mr. Cartwright still
another.

The Government has never been as
elrong as it is now: there were 6 of
its supporters absent unavoidably,hav
ing missed the train; 2 of their sup-
porters have recently died, and these
with the Speakeron & full vote would
have given them a majority of
NINETY-FIVE—the greatest major,
ity by far, ever given to any Domm-
nion Government before. There was
no playing truant, o shirking the
vote by the Government party, as we
have seen hon. gentlemen do on
lesser questions, but cach one came
not alone cheertully but zealously
forward, and recorded his vote forthe
ratification ot a contract whicha smal
cligue declare is ruinous to the coun-
try and monstrous in morals. We
can well believe, und we can suffer
men of the Eller stamp to persnade
us, that in a body of 147 men there
may be balf a dozen corrupt, reckless
or purchsrable ones, but we cannot
be persuaded, cannot be made believe
even by a sometime clerzyman that
eighly-siz men out of 147 weve cor-
rupt, purchasable and reckless, and
voled for a_measure which thewr in-
telligence teld them to be wrong. If
von see a grocer doubting the law-
fulness of all his acighbors weights
and measures, you may be suie his
own are not what they ought to be;
and so this readiness to set down as
corrupt, reckless and purchasable,
all those who differ from us on public

questions, is evidence prima fucie ot
coriuption, iecklessness and purs
chasableness  on the pmit  of  the
acenser.
