Jefferson Davis as a Prisoner.

Extracts from the Diary of Lieut. Craven, 
the Physician in Charge During 

Davis’s Incarceration.

f'ton, July 21, 1694.

(From the Washington Post.)

Among the multitudinous documents 
in the Library at Fort Munroe, there is 
not one of more absorbing interest than 
the diary of Lieut. John J. Craven, Sur­
geon United States Volunteers, who was 
physician in charge of the fort When Jef­
ferson Davis was a prisoner within its 
walls. The diary gives a graphic, account 
of the prison life.of Mr. Davis and contains 
many incidents that reflect his devotion 
to the lost cause. It covers a period of 
about six months, during which time Dr. 
Craven attended the President of the 
Confederacy almost daily.

The propeller William P. Clyde, having 
on board several important prisoners, 
dropped anchor in Hampton Roads on 
the 19th day of May, 1865. The prisoners 
were Jefferson Davis, President of the 
Confederacy : Alexander H. Stephens, 
Vice-President; John II. Reagan, Post­
master-General ; Clement C. Clay, and 
others of lesser note. Mrs. Davis and four 
children were also on board the Clyde, 
which lay in the Roads several days be­
fore any move was made to transfer the 
prisoners. On may 21 Mr. Stephens and 
Mr. Reagan were removed to the gunboat 
Tuscarora, which immediately started 
with them for Fort Deleware.

Gen. Nelson A. Miles arrived at Fort 
Monroe from Baltimore on the afternoon 
of May 22. He relieved Col. Roberts of 
command of the fort, and at once made 
preparations for the transfer of Mr. Davis 
to his prison house. Rows of guards were 
stationed on either side of the route from 
the engineer’s landing, where the pri­
soners were to be put ashore, to the water 
battery postern. That was done to keep 
back the crowd that had gathered to catch 
a glimpse of the distinguished prisoner.

Mr. Davis wore a plain suit of Con­
federate gray and a gray slouched hat. 
He looked much worn and very haggard.

On the morning of the 23d of May the 
proud spirit of Jefferson Davis underwent 
a severe trial—a trial which was probably 
severer than has ever in modern times 
been inflicted upon a man of such emi­
nence. On that morning he was shackled. 
Lieut. Craven’s Story of the circumstances 
is as follows :

Capt. Jerome E. Titlow of the Third 
Pennsylvania Artillery entered the pris­
oner’s cell, followed by the blacksmith of 
the fort aud his assistant, the latter carry­
ing in his hand some heavy and harshly 
rattling shackles. Mr. Davis, feverish 
after a sleepless night, was reclining on 
his coueh when they entered. His food 
of the day before was still lying untouched 
on a tin plate near him.

“ Well,” said Mr. Davis as they entered, 
slightly raising his head.

“ I have an unpleasant duty to perform, 
sir,” said Capt. Titlowr, and as he spoke 
the blacksmith took the shackles from his 
assistant.

The prisoner leaped from his bed with 
flushed face, and his countenance grew 
livid and rigid as death. He gasped for 
for breath and clutched his throat with 
the thin fingers of his right band. Then, 
recovering himself slowly, while his 
wasted figure towered up to its full height, 
appearing first to swell with indignation 
and then to shrink with terror as he 
glanced from the captain’s face to the 
shackles, he said slowly and with deep 
emotion :

“ My God ! you could not have been 
sent to iron me ? ”

“ Such are ray orders, sir," replied the 
officer, beckoning the blacksmith to ap­
proach. •

“This is too monstrous!” groaned the 
prisoner, glaring around the room as if for 
some weapon or means of self-destruction- 
“ I demand, Captain, that you let me see 
the commanding officer. Can he pretend 
that such shackles are necessary to secure 
the safe custody of a weak old man in 
such a fort as this ? ”

“Jt could serve no purpose," replied 
Capt. Titlow. “ His orders are from 
Washington, as mine are from him.”

“ But he can telegraph,” insisted Mr. 
Davis, eagerly. “There must be some 
mistake. No such outrage as you threat­
en me with is on record in the history of 
nations. Beg him to telegraph, and de­
lay until he receives an answer."

“ My orders are peremptory,” said the 
officer, “and admit of no delay. For your 
own sake let me advise you to submit 
with patience. As a soldier, Mr. Davis, 
yon know that I must execute orders.”

“These are not orders for a soldier,” 
shouted Mr. Davis, losing all control oé 
himself. “ They are orders for a jailor, 
for a hangman, which no soldier wearing 
a swdKl should accept. I tell you the 
world will ring with this disgrace. The 
war is over, the South is conquered. I 
have no longer any country but America, 
and it is for the honor of America, as for 
my own honor in life, that I plead against 
this degradation. Kill me ! kill me! ” he 
cried passionately, throwing his arms 
wide open and exposing his breast, “rath­
er than inflict on me and on my people 
this insult worse than death.”

“ Do your duty, blacksmith,” said the 
officer, walking toward the embrasure, as 
if not caring to witness the performance. 
“ It only gives increased pain on all sides 
to protiact this interview.”

At these words the blacksmith advanced 
with the shackles, and, seeing that the 
prisoner had one foot upon the chair near 
his bedside and his right hand resting 
upon the hack of the chair, the brawny 
mechanic attempted to slip one of the 
shackles over the foot so raised ; but, as if 
with the vehemence and strength of 
frenzy, Mr. Davis suddenly seized the 
iron worker and hurled him half way 
across the room.

Capt. Titlow turned, and seeing that 
the prisoner had backed against the wall 
for further resistance, began to remons­
trate with him. The officer tried to con­
vince him that his course was madness 
and that orders had to be enforced at any 
cost. “ Why compel me,” he said, “ to 
add the further indignity of personal vio­
lence to the necessity of yotir being iron­
ed?"

“ I am a prisoner of war,” fiercely re­
torted Mr. Davis. “ I have been a soldier 
in the armies of America, and know how 
to die. Only kill me, and my last breath 
shall be a blessing on your head, but while 
I have life and strength to resist for my­
self and'my people, this thing shall not 
be done.

Capt. Titlow now fully recognized that 
the character of the man with whom he 
bad to deal was such as could not be

turned from what he regarded as cardinal 
principles of honor by a few soft words, 
as the wind moves the leaves on the trees, 
and determined to end the interview and 
put the orders which had been given him 
into effect as soon as possible, he called in 
a sergeant and file of soldiers from the 
next room. The sergeat advanced to 
seize the prisoner. Immediately Mr. 
Davis flew at him, seized his musket, and 
attempted to wrench it from his grasp. 
Of course, such a scene could have but 
one issue. There was a short, determin­
ed struggle. In a moment Mr. Davis was 
thrown on his bed, and before the sold­
iers removed their hands the blacksmith 
had done his work.

This done, Mr. Davis lay for a moment 
as if in a stupor. Then slowly raising 
himself and turning around, be dropped 
his shackled feet to the floor. The clank 
of the chains seemed to recall him to his 
situation, and hiding his face in his 
hands, he sobbed passionately and cried : 
“ Oh the shame ! the shame ! ”

With his feet bound by the heavy and 
rudely constructed shackles, Mr. Davis 
lay on his coueh for several days. The 
tray bearing food similar to that which 
was furnished tff the hearty soldiers of 
the fort, a tin plate, and a spoon were 
placed beside him at regular intervals 
each day and taken away untouched.

Dr. Craven saw that if Mr. Davis re­
mained in shackles his death would soon 
follow. ‘ His constitution was broken 
down, his nerves shattered, and his mind 
burdened. Accordingly at the earnest 
solicitation of the doctor, the shackles 
were removed on the 28th of May. Dr. 
Craven also recommended that his patient 
be allowed to use of tobacco, and this was 
granted.

For some time after his incarceration a 
Bible and a prayer book were all that Mr. 
Davis was allowed to read. Newspapers 
were strictly prohibited. On June 24th 
permission lyas given him to have mis­
cellaneous literature. On the same day 
he was informed that he would be al­
lowed to walk on the ramparts one hour 
each day.

FLED FROM A HYPNOTIST

Mysterious Disappearance of a Ballet 
Dancer.

Miss Beatrice Moreland, a member of 
the ballet in Palmer Cox’s “ Brownie ” 
Company, left the Park City Theatre in 
Bridgeport, Conn., on Monday evening 
last about 10.30, and has not since been 
seen by any member of the company. 
She took the midnight train from Bridge- 
gort to New York. She cannot be found 
in that city, and her whereabouts is a 
mystery to her friends and employers. 
The members of the “ Brownie ” Com­
pany think that she is in hiding to escape 
from the influence of a tall, thin man, 
who has followed her since December of 
last year. He has seemed to exert a hyp­
notic power over her. Who her torment­
or is, none of the company knows. He 
first appeared in December, 1894, when 
the company was playing in Pittsburg. 
He occupied a front seat, and his eyes 
were riveted on Miss Moreland. During 
thé Pittsburg engagement he attended the 
theatre at each performance, and when 
the engagement was ended, he followed 
the company to the next stand. At first 
the man did not exert any noticeable in­
influence on Miss Moreland, but when at 
the third stop be appeared, the young 
woman became nervous, and from that 
time she became moody and showed a 
dread of oppearing. However, she stuck 
to her part, and finished the season with 
the company in May.

During the summer Miss Moreland had 
not seen her tormentor, but before the re­
hearsals had been in progress a week he 
appeared at the entrance to the hall. He 
stood at the door almost daily and began 
again to watch his victim, occasionally 
following her for half a block or so. The 
company opened at Bridgeport on Monday 
night, and the first person seen in the 
audience was the hypnotizer. Miss More­
land was frightened, and only after long 
urging could she be induced to go on the 
the stage. The man exercised the same 
power over her he had before. Miss 
Moreland nearly fainted on the stage, and 
at the close of the second act she left the 
theatre quietly and went to her hotel. 
She took her trunk, called a cab, and 
boarded the train for New York.

The Maritime W. C. T. Union, at its 
meeting at Yarmouth last week, voted, 
32 to 22, to dissolve the Maritime Union 
for three years, and to form Provincial 
Unions instead.

ding will take place before New (Years, at 
New York.

R. E. Armstrong, editor and publisher 
of the St. Andrews Beacon, announces 
that he intends to move his newspaper 
plant to St. Stephen, where he will con­
tinue the publication of the Beacon.

Three ladies while sleeping in a pull- 
man car between Moncton and St. John 
the other night, were robbed of $60, and 
investigation shewed the car porter Rhone 
to be the guilty party. The money was 
recovered.

Rev. Joel Jewet, an aged Presbyterian 
clergyman, is dead at Troy, Pa., after over 
fifty years’ continuous service as an active 
minister. He was 92 years of age, and 
was the originator of the expression 
“teetotaller.”

Robert McCallum, who left New York 
in a 10-foot sloop on June 13, to cross the 
Atlantic, has been rescued by the British 
ship Stalwart, now at Buenos Ayres, 
South America. He was starving and 
crazy when sighted by the ship, and was 
taken on board, with his little "boat.

Norman Chittick, a tinner, met with a 
frightful death Monday morning at Win­
nipeg. Chittick was engaged with a fel­
low employe putting galvanized iron 
sheeting on a building, when he slipped 
and fell headlong to the ground, some 70 
feet below. Tito ground was covered 
with heavy boards and lumber on which 
his head struck, dashing out his brains.

Two burglaries were committed in St. 
John Sunday night. At Carleton the safe 
in A. C. Smith A Go’s, store was blown 
open but very little booty was obtained- 
The same night the residence of John 
Driscoll, on Lancaster Heights, was en­
tered and the theives took Mr. Driscoll’s 
trousers from his bedroom and about 
$6.50 in the pockets.

The damage done fruit interests by the 
heavy snow fall in Colorado, Saturday 
night, is beyond computation. In the 
vicinity of Denver, fruit and shade trees 
were broken by the heavy snow freezing 
to limbs yet in full leaf. Scarcely a tree 
for miles around escaped injury. The 
depth of the snow fall in some parts of 
Colorado and Wyoming ranged from four 
to twelve inches.

A landslide of large extent occurred Sat­
urday night at 9 o’clock on the Cham­
plain river at St. Luce, Champlain county 
Quebec, carrying with it the house of 
Zephisin Normandin and burying five 
members of the family in its ruins. Three 
other children, who heard the noise, es­
caped by jumping through the windows. 
One of them has becôme insane by the 
calamity. The five dead bodies have 
been dug out. The river was completely 
blocked.

A terrible fight occurred on the night 
of the 19th inst., at Adams A Trobridge’s 
distillery in Pulaski county, Kentucky. 
Six participated in the battle, five of 
whom were found dead on the floor of a 
storage room. The men had gathered 
there for a game of poker. During the 
progress of the game a dispute arose and 
shooting began. Swipe, a prominent stock 
trader of Boyle county ; W. C. Goodlee, a 
lawyer of Danville, and three other men 
were killed. A man named Cain, from 
Mintonville, Casay county, is charged 
with the shooting, and is the only man 
who escaped with his life.

The quietness of Hampton village, 
Kings Co., was disturbed at an early hour 
on the 21st when it became known that a 
daring attempt at burglary had been made 
in the store of the G. & G. Flewwelling 
Manufacturing Company. Walter" J. 
Flewwelling’s house is connected A with 
the store by a burglar alarm, and when 
he heard the alarm he knew something 
was wrong. He immediately with one of 
his men went to the store and found the 
back door open. Before tbfey entered the 
building five men rushed past them out of 
the store. As the burglars ran, one of 
them turned and discharged a revolver. 
An examination- of the store was made, 
and a hole was found in the heavy iron 
safe which was nearly drilled through 
No arrests have been made.

A peculiar incident occurred on the 
ranch of William Bennington some miles 
west of Ukiah, California, the other day. 
Mr. Bennington had placed a cow and 
her young calf in a barn which is on a 
hillside, and a night or so ago the rancher 
was awakened from a sound sleep by an 
tfnueual uproar in the farmyard.

il it were filled with silver dollars, for the 
aid of her freg sewing Society, she would 
not ask a larger donation, and deploring 
coquettishly that the slipper was only a 
No. 1. When the daily post is examined 
by the secretary and his assistant a very 
few of these remarkable missives are se­
lected for the perusal of Mr. Vanderbilt 
and the rest are docketed and put away 
in a big box, where such correspondence 
is, oddly enough, most carefully preserved.

HANDS GROW OLD EARLY.
Their - Greatest Dexterity is Between 

Thirty and Forty and After That 
They Lose Their Cunning.

The actual amount of dexterity in the 
human hand has been measured with 
more or less accuracy, and its value in 
mechanical employments, traced from 
youth to’age. How the hand grows old 
graduallly losing its skill, has been de­
scribed by Sir James Crichton Browne, 
the British labor student, who has made 
a long course of investigations in the 
English rural towns. The high period of 
skill and endurance, this authority says, 
is from thirty to forty, the hand after that 
beginning to lose its muscular delicacy 
and its suppleness.

Between the ages of seventeen and 
eighteen the hand of the boy grows into 
the hand of the man, and first becomes 
valuable from a commercial point of view- 
If a workman is temperate and industri­
ous and continues to improve in his trade, 
his hand’s dexterity increases until he is 
thirty. *

After forty the muscles do not respond 
nearly as readily and certainly to the or­
ders of the brain, and the quality and 
quantity of the work done begins to fall 
off. While a man of especially fine health 
and one especially dextrous can often 
keep up his degree of skill long past the 
age of forty, such a man is "an exception. 
This comparatively early averaging of the 
hand is an interesting and remarkable fact, 
as it is after forty,as a rule, that a carefully 
used brain becomes the most valuable. 
Practically no British statesmen of the 
highest rank are Under forty, most of 
them are above fifty, and often ten years 
older than that. In the trades, on the 
other hand, the highest paid workmen > 
with hardly an exception, are under the 
age of two score.

The scale of wages in the button trade 
for example, is a good indication of this 
tendency of the hand to grow old so early 
in life.. At his very best, in his prime, a 
skilled button-turner can make 6,240 
ivory buttons a day on his lathe. For 
this he receives 45 shillings a week, or 
about $11.25. At forty-five years of age, 
it isonl^the exceptional man who can 
make more than 28 shillings a week, or 
about $9.50. When the workman is sixty- 
five years of age, he can seldom make 
more than 20 shillings, or about $5, this 
providing that he still enjoys sound health.

Of course this is only the case in the 
trades where one hand is used contin­
ually and systematically. A Sheffield 
knife forger, for instance, strikes some­
thing like 28,000 blows with his hammer 
daily. An enormous amount of muscular 
and nervous force is required for this, 
and it is no wonder that the strain on 
the nerve centres and the muscles be­
comes visible in a few years. In farming 
or the seafaring life, or some other voca­
tion in which the energy is more equally 
distributed over the entire body, the hand 
does not lose its cunning so early. Often­
times it retains its skill until the faculties 
generally commence to give way.

It is the sedentary occupation that tells, 
and the only remedy for it is such exer­
cise as will divert the nerve current from 
the already overtaxed hands.

Mr. A. AV. Macrae, M. A., the well- 
known lawyer and Orangeman, of St. 
John, New Brunswick, is a Conservative, 
and a supporter of the Federal Govern­
ment, but he is decidedly at issue with 
the latter in its Manitoba school policy, 
says the Montreal AVitness.

In this stand Mr. Macrae says he is 
speaking for the vast majority of the 
people, both Liberals and Conservatives, 
both Roman Catholics and Protestants.

‘ AVe believe, first and foremost,’ he said 
in the course of some conversation with a 
AVitness reporter, in provincial rights. 
AVe do not care so mucli for the exped­
iency of the question. AAre recognize that 
provincial autonomy is threatened, and 
we resent it. AVe are peculiarly jealous of 
our own autonomy, and holding to that 
with the greatest firmness, we oppose any 
interference by the Federal Government 
in the affairs of any other province.

‘ Now, while it may be admitted that 
the government had the right to interfere 
—such right having Ijpen conferred by 
the order of the Privy Council—wisdom 
would have dictated, not a remedial order 
but a recommendation. The question 
was one for Manitoba to solve, just as we 
in New Brunswick, with a much larger 
Roman Catholic population, have found 
the means of solving the vexed education 
question in a mixed community. Mani­
toba should have been allowed to work 
out her own salvation. This she couid 
have done by introducing something like 
our own system in the city of AA’innipeg 
say, which is chiefly concerned, because 
in the country parts the Roman Catholics 
are so few that the question could never 
become a burning one:

‘ I believe that a system like ours would 
satisfy the minority in Manitoba. It 
leaves them without a grievance. It gives 
them all they want, and yet it gives a 
naitonal system, with a uniform secular 
curriculum.

‘ Sir Charles Hibbert Tupper, with his 
peremptory order to Manitoba, with his 
assertion that he was ready to go to the 
country upon this order, only showed his 
ignorance of the feelings of the people. 
He does not even know the feelings of his 
own district. His father would not have 
made this mistake. The old man has 
brains. He would have choked the son 
off. It is he who has precipitated the 
situation, which may yet have the most 
disastrous effect.

‘ AVhat I want specially to say, said Mr. 
Macrae, ‘is that the people of the lower 
province, both Liberal and Conservative, 
are a unit for provincial autonomy. This 
is something which the politicians do not 
understand. You up here do not seem 
to understand us. The extreme men of 
both parties insist upon the fullest mea­
sure of provincial rights. If the govern­
ment insist upon a remedial order its 
friends in the lower provinces will assur­
edly desert it.

TRAIN ROBBERS IN WISCONSIN.

The passenger train which left Oshkosh 
at 7.40 Saturday night, was held up by 
masked men near AA’aupaca. The train 
left AA’aupaca about 8.40, and while pass­
ing through a swamp west of there the 
engine was derailed, being followed by 
the baggage car an instant later. Train 
robbers were not suspected, but a mo­
ment later reports of firing were heard. 
Conductor AArhitney at once ran forwaid, 
and was held at bay by the revolvers of 
two men. Two others were performing 
similar guard duty over Engineer Blaine 
and Fireman Johnson. The rest of the 
gang forced their way into the express 
car, and, failing to secure the key from 
the messenger, began the use of dyna­
mite. Cartridge after cartridge was ex­
ploded without avail, until finally the 
stock of the robbers was exhausted and 
they gave up the job. The passengers 
were not harmed. All lights were put 
out in the passenger coaches. The engine 
and baggage ear were badly wrecked. 

VJhe robbers drew the spikes to derail the 
train.

A GENERAL ELECTION.

The local legislature of this province 
has been dissolved and a general election 
ordered, nomination on Wednesday 
Oct. Oth and polling in contested constit­
uencies on Wednesday Oct. 16th. The 
contest therefore, must be short, and three 
weeks from to-day, The Herbld will be 
able to announce the result.

In another column we publish the ad­
dress of Hon. A. G. Blair, premier, to the 
electors of New Brunswick, setting forth 
some of the chief reasons why the Gov­
ernment should be sustained in this fresh 
appeal to the country, and we think it 
will convince every man whose mind is 
open to conviction, that the administra­
tion of public affairs has been in the 
hands of a wise, prudent and economical 
government. It is with the utmost con­
fidence, therefore, that Mr. Blair and his 
colleagues can appeal for a favorable ver­
dict in the present instance. When the 
government came into power in March 
1883, it found that many abuses had crept 
into the public service ; there was a strong 
demand for economy and retrenchment ; 
that the governmental machinery was too 
great for a small province such as this ; 
that new legislation bearing on some of 
the most important interests of the 
country was urgently required, and the 
government backed by the legislature, set 
immediately about to effect the desired 
reforms. The old executive council con­
sisted of nine members, the number has 
now been reduced to seven, effecting 
quite a large saving. Mr. Blair believed 
the legislative council to be a useless and 
expensive branch of the legislature, and 
after a determined fight lie abolished it, 
reducing the legislative expenses some 
$10,000 annually. There was a demand 
for an enlargement of the franchise, and 
the government, ever awake to the public 
necessities, passed a law which substan­
tially conferred the boon of manhood 
suffrage on the province.

Mr. Blair went into power with the 
promise of carrying out many other im­
portant reforms and lie has more than 
redeemed all the pledges he made in the 

, declaration of policy, which he made 
when in opposition. Perilaps if there is 
one point more than another on which 
the government can fairly claim the sup­
port of the electorate, it is in its manage­
ment of the crown lands. Under prév­
iens administrations tiie public lands of 
the province had been indiscriminately 
sold to speculators, and a few years more 
of such a policy would have denuded the 
crown in this province of its most valuable 
heritage. The change to ten year leases 
of lumber lands lias also conserved the 
public property and increased the revenue 
from this source by a very large amount. 
The developement of the mineral inter­
ests of the country has been due to the 
present government’s legislation, and the 
policy of the administration in relation to 
the inland fisheries has been a wise and 
popular one. Both these interests have 
added to the revenue Tiie Herald 
might continue at almost any length in 
review of the many acts of the govern­
ment which deserve the substantial re­
cognition of the constituencies, but Mr. 
Blair has so fully dealt with the principal 
points in his manifesto, that it is not 
necessary to repeat them here. Look at 
the great mass of useful and progressive 
legislation passed since 1883, observe how 
faithfully the great services of the country 
—education, roads and bridges, etc., have 
been attended to, and tell us if you do not 
think the government is deserving of the 
warm support of the electors in this con­
test. The thirteen years life of the pre­
sent administration has been one of 
advance and development all along the 
line ; it lias been a period of honest ad­
ministration, of economical government, 
and the cordial endorsement of the elec­
tors, which Mr. Blair and his colleagues 
are to receive on the 10th of October, will 
be the voice of the country in praise of 
honorable and successful effort to give 
this province a good, clean, faithful and 
efficient administration.

But what have we had on the other 
side of the house. During the last three 
years, particularly, an opposition with 
nothing to oppose ; a party, if it can be 
dignified by that name, without aim or 
policy except to get into power ; an organ­
ization whose chief plank was to keep 
alive a sectarian agitation, aroused in the 
first instance without reason or sense ; an 
aggregation of political waifs and strays 
unfitted for the serious business of legisla­
tion, its members quarrelling among 
themselves, and representing only the 
meaner methods of political warefare. A 
party (?) whose chief diet was scandal, 
whose leading lights did not hesitate to 
stoop to the most despicable means to in­

jure the government, but without avail. 
Dr. Stockton and his supporters cannot 
point to one useful piece of legislation 
which hears the stamp of opposition 
genius ; not only have they failed to origi­
nate and carry through any measure for 
the benefit of the country, but tiie records 
show that measure after measure intro­
duced by the government for the best 
interests of the people, was violently 
opposed by the men who in the next 
two weeks will be appealing to the 
electors to send them to Fredericton to 
tmdertake the task of governing the 
country.

We have no fear of the result. The 
opposition are disorganized, discordant 
and utterly helpless in this campaign. 
Their best men are gone from them, and 
they have no hope of success. They may 
carry a few constituencies by side winds 
and the raising of false issues, but the 
great heart of the country beats true to 
the government, which in the new legis­
lature will command as good, if not better 
support than it possessed in the house 
just dissolved.

This, however, is more the season for 
work than talk. The issues on which the 
elections will turn have been freely dis­
cussed in the press and on the platform, 
and are fully understood by the electors. 
Immediate organization should be the 
watchword of the government’s friends 
in every constituency. Candidates 
should be selected at once, and every 
county contested. Over confidence is the 
most dangerous element from the gov­
ernment’s standpoint. It was that which 
lost York to the administration in the 
last election. There will be no mistake 
this time, but let the hard, active work 
commence at once, and never let up till 
the polls are closed.

AROUND THE CONSTITUENCIES.

There will be no lack of good candidates 
on the government side in the coming local 
election, but of course it is impossible to 
state at this early date the personnel of all 
the tickets which will represent the ad­
ministration. In Restigouche we believe 
Hon. C. H. LaBillois and Mr. Mott will 
again be nominated, and their opponents 
are likely to be Wm. Murray and J. C. 
Barbarie, both of whom were beaten in 
the last election. Gloucester without doubt 
will again return Mr. Sivewright and Mr. 
Yeniot, and in Northumberland it is pro­
bable that the “big four,” Messrs. Tweedie, 
Burchill, O’Brien and Robinson, will have 
an easy run. We have not heard the 
names of the probable government candi­
dates in Kent, but our advices are that Mr. 
Phinney will have a very hard struggle if 
he gets back to the legislature. In West­
morland Mr. Wells and Mr. Richard will 
certainly be on the government ticket and 
their colleagues will be known after Mon­
day when the government convention is 
to meet. Chief Commissioner Emmerson 
and Dr. Lewis no doubt will again run in 
Albert, and their success is assured. In 
King’s there has been a talk of Mr. 
Flewelling’s retiring and Geo. W. Fowler, 
the Orange leader, succeeding him with 
the Solicitor General and Mr. Scovil, but 
we cannot say definitely how much truth 
there is in the report. The government 
candidates in Kings are safe. St. John 
county will return its old representatives, 
Messrs. Dunn and M'Leod. In the city 
Dr. Alward it is said will retire, the 
government will put up a strong ticket and 
will make an effort to win, with fair pros­
pects of success. Mr. Blair and Mr. Ferris 
will carry Queens without a struggle, and 
in Sunbury parties have scarcely got 
straightened out yet. The Provincial 
Secretary and his whole ticket may be 
safely booked for success in Charlotte, and 
even the opposition themselves believe 
that York will repeal the silly verdict of 
1892, when the county turned its back on 
the best friend it ever had. The govern­
ment ticket will be announced in this 
county in due season, and will be one to 
command the warmest support of the elec­
tors. It seems to be conceded on all hands 
that the opposition here are making every 
effort to rid themselves of Mr. Pitts, and 
the name of John Black has been men­
tioned for the former’s place on the ticket. 
It is also said that Mr. Allen would just 
as leave retire, the prospects for his party 
succeeding to power are so wretchedly 
poor. However, a few days more will 
show how 'the cat jumps. In Carleton 
several nam'es are mentioned as probable 
colleagues of Mr. Dibblee, and it is pro­
bable that D. H. Keswick may be one of 
them. A noteworthy point about Carleton 
is that no straight opposition man has yet 
shown himself. Since Dr. Atkinson’s death 
Dr. Stockton’s party in that county are in 
a condition of complete disorganization. 
We suppose no one will dispute that the 
government’s p inspects of carrying all four 
seats in Victoria and Madawaska are 
excellent. The names of the candidates 
will probably be definitely announced 
next week. We may add that the friends 
of the government go into the contest with 
every prospect of achieving a notable 
victory, and it ought to be general all along 
the line.

PITTS AND JONAH.

The wailings of Mr. Pitts over the rough 
fortune about to overtake him are pitiful 
to read. He has begun to realize that the 
gentlemen who made use of him to serve 
their own ends have decided to cast him 
overboard. Mr. Pitts is a church goer, a 
bible reader, and is no doubt familiar with 
the story of Jonah, who took his own 
head for it against better advice. He got on 
board the ship to go to another port, when 
he should have remained at Nineveh, and 
the threatened wreck alarmed the sailors 
so much that they threw him overboard, 
believing him to be the cause of all their 
troubles. It is true a friendly whale was 
in the wake of the ship and furnished 
Jonah with a temporary protection, but 
here the simile between Mr. Pitlsand Mr. 
Jonah ends. When the crew of th&oppo- 
eilion craft cast Mr. Pitts into the political 
sea he will not rise again, and it is this 
view forcing itself home on the great 
Liberator, that so depresses him. Our 
opposition friends conclude that they have 
furnished for three years the “ funny man” 
for the legislative show, and it is some­
body else’s turn, so Mr. Pitts will be 
dropped.

Every friend of the Universüy will re­
gret Dr. Bridges’ decision to resign his 
chair of classics in that institution and 
remove to St. John. He has been a valued 
member of the faculty for foui teen years, 
and has discharged his duties with singu­
lar ability and success. The Herald voices 
the general feeling that Dr. Bridges’ 
moval will be a distinct loss to the Univer­
sity as well as to this community. Mrs. 
Bridges "too has enjoyed equal popularity 
with her- husband, and socially both are 
favorites. While we commend the excel­
lent judgment of the St. John trustees in 
securing so worthy a gentleman.as the head 
of their best schools, we very sincerely re­
gret that they have been able to persuade 
Dr. Bridges to accept their flattering offer.

MR. FENETY’S ATTITUDE.

Says the Sun : “The effect of Mr. 
Fenety’s control is easily visible in the 
political columns of the Record. He is out 
squarely against the Blair government. 
There are not a dozen men in the pro­
vince who have had a better chance than 
Mr. Fenety to study the character of the 
provincial ministry.”

No, and there is not one other man in 
the universe who has tapped the provin­
cial treasury to the same extent, and with 
as little effort, as the same Mr. Fenety. 
He was Queen’s printer for thirty-two 
years, and in that time must have drawn 
at least $400,000 of public money. His 
profits in some years reached the enormous 
sum of $6,000, and his poorest years did 
not fall short of $4,000. It was to effect a 
saving to the province that the present 
local government made a change in the 
method of doing the public printing, and 
as a result of the change the office of 
Queen’s printer has been .abolished and 
Mr. Fenety retired from the government 
service. Possibly the explanation of his 
opposition to the government may be 
found in the fact that he no longer enjoys 
an income of thousands of dollars from the 
provincial treasury, and in the additional 
fact that the legislatue and government 
declined the suggestion of a $1,500 pension 
for him. The government can stand lots 
of opposition like Mr. Fenety’s, so long as 
the electors understand the motives be­
hind it. The Record is now completely in 
Mr. Fenety’s control, as indeed it always 
has been, for it was his money, or rather 
the money he was able to command from 
the office of Queen’s printer which started 
that newspaper. In the last few years Mr. 
Fçnety was in office he had two strings to 
his financial bow, the RoyafGazette at the 
Fredericton end and the Record at the 
other .end, and by means of both he was 
able to reap very rich rewards. Now it is 
different, and we shall not be surprised if 
Mr. Fenety and his newspaper develop 
into opposithohists of the most extreme 
type. Men who have been relieved of 
their offices generally do, and we suppose 
Mr. Fenety, who is a wealthy man from 
his long record of office holding, will prove 
no exception to the rule.

A CHEQUERED CAREER.

The announcement that Hon. A. R. 
Angers, late Minister of Agriculture in 
the Dominion Government, lias settled 
down to the practice of law in Montreal 
recalls the chequered public career of that 
gentleman. He has filled many impor­
tant positions, and is yet a comparatively 
young man, having been born in 1838. 
He was admitted to the bar in 1860 ; he 
was a member of the Quebec legislature, 
1874-79 ; solicitor general of that province, 
1874-76 ; attorney general, i 876-78. It 
was in the latter year that the ministry 
of which he was the leader was dismissed 
by the then Governor Letellier. Two 
years later Mr. Angers was appointed a 
judge of the Superior Court of Quebec, 
holding that position until 1887, when he 
succeeded Mr. Masson as governor of the 
province. Mr. Angers in the gubernator- 
al chair became a Tory hero by his dis­
missal of the Mercier government, and 
when his term at Spencer Wood was 
finished, he was appointed to the Senate 
of Canada, and Sir John Thompson be­
coming premier,'the lucky Angers was 
given the portfolio of ngricuture in the 
Dominion government, a position he held 
until last July when he resigned on ac­
count of the government failing to put 
through remedial legislation on the Mani- 
School question. From the bar to the 
legislature, from the legislature to the 
premiership of Quebec, from the premier­
ship to the bench, from the bdnch to the 
governorship, from the governorship to 
the Senate and a cabinet position at Ot­
tawa, thence back to the bar, is the route 
which Mr. Angers has made since 1874. 
He still continues a senator, and no doubt 
will take an active part in politics. He 
is said to be a keen lawyer, was a good 
judge, and has certainly shown consider­
able independence as a politician. The 
members of the bar of Montreal are con­
gratulating themselves that they have 
associated with them, an ex-premier, ex­
judge, ex governor, and ex cabinet minis­
ter all in the person of Mr. Angers, who 
hangs out his legal shingle as head of the 
firm of Angers, De Lorimer & Godin.

IN THE DUMPS.

Mr. Phinney’s paper, the Richihucto 
Review, takes a very gloomy view of 
local opposition prospects. It complains 
that “ the administration has not been 
attacked with much vigor in any consid­
erable section of the country by the press” 
and that “ the local opposition seem not 
possessed of initiative, or the instinct of 
attack in any large degree,” which goes to 
show that the Government record is so 
excellent that even the newspapers which 
are bitterly opposed to it are not capable 
of finding a vulnerable spot. Mr. Phin­
ney seems discouraged and no wonder. 
All the vitrol he has been ablti to throw 
on the Government the past six years has 
failed to effect it. ■ Mr. Phinney evident­
ly considers the opposition a lost cause, 
and candidly admits it. With Mr. Powell 
out of the legislature, Dr.' Atkinson dead, 
Dr. Alward likely to retire, Mr. Pitts get­
ting kicked and cuffed by his opposition 
friends, with Mr. Fowler’s defection, and 
Mr. Phinney in the depths of despair, 
Dr. Stockton’s party is in a very bad way. 
The heavenly twins, Finder and Crocket, 
are about all that are left of his once al­
leged powerful party organization. It is 
even hinted that the doctor himself Would 
like to come into the Blair Government 
with the office of solicitor general.

The local government came to a reason­
able conclusion in calling on the elections 
before the country is precipitated into 
the excitement and strife of a federal 
contest which must come within the 
next few months. Another reason 
which no doubt influenced the govern­
ment to reach its decision lies in the 
fact that there are at present four va­
cancies in the legislature, and that by 
the redistribution bill of last session five 
additional representatives were added to 
the strength of the h6use. These are 
divided between Kent, Carleton, Glou­
cester, Victoria and Madawaska.

The Gleaner is very much exercised at 
the manner in which the bve-road moqey 
is expended in York, and makes an en­
tirely uncalled for attack on Mr. Colter, 
ex-M. P. P. Doubtless the Gleaner 
would like to see the money again in the 
hands of its friend, Mr. J Kossonth Finder, 
whose returns, or rallier absence of re­
turns, in the auditor general’s reports, 
gave rise to much discussion a few years 
ago. _______

Mu. Gibson’s newspaper declares that 
“ the Bathurst School question can not he 
an issue in the approaching campaign, it 
having been relegated to the courts for 
settlement,” and thus confirms the report 
that the opposition managers have no use 
for Mr. Pitts. They fouud him handy in 
the last election, but now drop him with 
a cold thud, which must cause the 
shivers to run through Bro^Pitts’ frame.

Hon. Edward Blake, M.P. was to have 
been given a public reception by his Tor­
onto friends on Monday next, hut lie lias 
written them that his health will not per­
mit. He is troubled with insomnia and 
nervous prostration.

The three violent opposition organs are 
the Sun, Record 'and Gleaner, controlled 
by Ezekiel McLeod, M.P., George E. 
Fenety and J. H. Crocket and all three 
are spiteful and malignant because in the 
interests of the country Mr. Blair has felt 
compelled to discharge them from the 
public service. Mr. McLeod was attorney 
general for six months till Mr. Blair’s 
want of confidence motion in 1883| sent 
him out of office. Mr. Fenety had noth­
ing to say against the government until 
he was relieved of the office of Queen’s 
printer, and Mr. Crocket, while permitted 
to pull $4000 or $5000 annually out of the 
treasury, while his father enjoyed a $2000 
income from the same source, could 
hardly find sufficient complimentary 
things to say of Mr. Blair and his govern­
ment.

Thk St. John Exhibition, which was 
formally opened on Tuesday by Governor 
Fraser, is a great success in all its depart­
ments, and the attendance of visitors from 
all parts of the province and from Nova 
Scotia is quite satisfactory. The exhibition 
will remain open until Friday next.

TESTIMONIAL TO PROF FLETCHER

A Former Member of the N. B. Univer­
sity Faculty Honored at Kingston.

Prof. Fletcher, who filled the classical 
chair in the University of New Brunswick 
here 1879-81, and is a son-in-law of Andrew 
Inches, deputy surveyor general, has re­
signed the classical chair in Queens Uni­
versity, Kingston, and goes to fill a similar 
position in Toronto University. At Kings­
ton on Saturday the local trustees of Queen’s 
University met, and it was unanimously 
resolved that Prof. Fletcher having termin­
ated his connection wih Queen’s University, 
the local trustees feel that they cannot al­
low him to leave without placing on record 
an expression of the high value of the ser­
vices which he bas rendered to the Univer­
sity during his professorship. Prof. Flet­
cher has won not only the admiration but 
the affection of the students. He has not 
only been an eminent teacher of classics, 
he has inspired his students with a high 
ideal of duty, and he has set them a worthy 
example of living under, the deepest sense 
of the obligations of life. Nor has his in­
fluence been limited to the students. He 
has at all times shown the greatest interest 
in everything appertaining to the welfare of 
the University, and his relations with the 
trustees have ever been of the most cordial 
and sypathetic nature. To say that the 
trustees regret his leaving Kingston does 
not adequately express their feeliugs in 
parting with him. They will retain the 
highest esteem for the professor, and follow 
his future career with the kindest solicitude 
for his welfare in every regard.

SAD AND FATAL ACCIDENT.

Edward King of this City Meets a Violent 
Death In the Quebec Lumber Woods.

A sad and fatal accident occured in the 
lumber woods on the head waters of the 
St. John river, Quebec, on Sunday last, re­
sulting in the almost instant death of Ed­
ward King, a well known resident of this 
city. Mr. King was foreman in Kilburn & 
McIntosh’s lumber operation and had been 
cruising and arranging camps during the 
past two months. On Sunday afternoon, 
he and his brother Fred, also a citizen of 
Fredericton, were out deer hunting, and 
Edward carried a Snidcr-Enfield rifle over 
his shoulder with the muzzle to the front. 
Tripping he fell to the ground, and the rifle 
was discharged, the bullet entering his right 
temple, a little above the eye, terribly shat­
tering his head. It literally ploughed its 
way through the top of his head laying bare 
the brain. His brother carried him to the 
camp a short distance away, but there was 
no doctor within fifty miles, and in less 
than two hours after the accident the un­
fortunate man breathed his last. The re­
mains reached here Wednesday morning 
with his brother in charge, his family hav­
ing been previously notified of the terrible 
allair. He leaves a wife and five children, 
who reside on the west end of Queen street, 
and are terribly prostrated by the awful fate 
which overtook the husband and father.

PREMIER BLAIR ISSUES AN ABLY 
WRITTEN MANIFESTO TO 

THE ELECTORS.

Vindicating the Policy of the Government 
for the Past Thirteen Years.

To the Electors of New Brunswick :
Gentlemen : The statement has been 

made with such persistency for weeks past, 
in the newspaper press, that a general elect­
ion for the provincial legislature will take 
place this fall, that the official announcerpent 
of a dissolution of the assembly, which his 
honor the lieutenant governor, on the ad­
vice of his ministers, now permits me to 
make, will occasion no surprise.

The reasons which have influenced the 
government in shortening the ordinary 
legislative term, and making an appeal to 
the country at the present time rather than 
six months hence cannot be far to seek ; and 
must have not only suggested, but com­
mended themselves already to the public 
judgment, otherwise the governments in­
tention as to dissolution would not have 
been predicted with such confidence and so 
considerable an approach to accuracy, al­
most, I may say, before members of the 
executive themselves bad begun seriously 
to consider the question.

It will occur to anyone whose attention 
is directed to the study of political move­
ments, that a government

Which has Nothing to Fear

but everything to gain from an examination 
of its record upon merits of that record 
alone, would greatly prefer that people 
should be enabled to express their opinion 
upon its conduct of affairs, unembarassed 
by the pendency of the greater issues in­
volved in an election for the federal parlia­
ment. Such an opportunity seems to offer 
now, and we fear might not be afforded the 
electors of the province later, if we should 
defer our appeal to yob Until the country 
was either in the midst of, or bad just passed 
through a federal contest.

I shall gladly allow my name to bo offered

We claim to have given yon during our 
tenure of office a vigorous, painstaking and 
businesslike administration.

The Public Expenditure.

Passing to what may be mpre properly 
called administrative work, we claim to 
have given you prudent and economical 
government. It has not escaped yonr ob­
servation that during recent years there 
have been such changes introduced in the 
methods of transacting business, and in all 
matters of clerical and official detail that 
the cost of almost all $ivie, municipal and 
corporate government has increased. An 
examination of the public accounts of the 
Dominion, as of those of our sistcr.provinces. 
will almost without exception show a con­
siderable, and in someinstanccs a immense, 
increase in this class of governmental ex­
penditure. It would not, therefore, have 
justified complaint if our expenditure in this 
direction had also grown, but we take pride 
in the fact that that class of expenditure 
which may be designated as controllable, is 
not only not greater, but is less by thou­
sands of dollars annually than it was

When We Took Office.

Do not misunderstand what I mean when I 
speak of controllable expenditure. Every 
expenditure is in a limited sense controll­
able, even that upon education and the 
roads and bridges, but I wish to be under­
stood as referring to that portion of the 
public expenditure connected with the 
maintaining and operating of the executive 
government and legislature, and which is 
annual and recurrent. Thp items classified 
in the public accounts under the head of 
exeputive government, contingencies and

legislature have always embraced what in 
the main has been called controllable ex­
penditure, and an examination of the blue 
books of the province exhibits the follow­
ing result :—

In 1882, the last year of the old govern­
ment, the charges in respect to these several 
services were as follows ;—

Legislature......................................  27,633 30

Total.........................................$70,080 42
In 1893, the last full year of the present 

government, the figures are as follows : (I 
do not compare 1894, which term was only 
lor 10 months, and which for the purposes 
of comparison, would be unduly favorable 
to us
Contingencies,..,..............................$13,169 22
Executive government.................. 26,036 00
Legislature,..................................... 19,875 20

Total......................................... $59,080 42
This comparison could be followed up for

all the intervening years between 1882 and 
1893, and for the years preceding 1882, but 
the result wd|uld not be materially varied, 
and the comparative figures would be much 
the same. It thus appears that while an 
increase in these charges would not have 
justified complaint, we are maintaining the 
services mentioned with at least equal effi­
ciency, and saving the large total of $11,000 
per year. Anyone who has in his possession 
the auditor general's report for the years 
referred to, can himself easily very the 
accuracy of this statement, and, being true, 
the charges of extravagance which slip so 
glibly from the tongues of our opponents, I 
venture to say, are thereby completely and 
totally dispelled.

The Public Debt.

Let me now turn to the subject of the 
public debt. This, I regret to acknowledge, 
lias grown so that the annual interest is now 
$120,000, as against $45,000 in 1882, the last 
year of the former government. It will be 
remembered that it was in the session of 
1882 that the second largest railway subsidy 
act ever enacted was passed, and it is not too 
much to say that it has been in carrying out 
the engagements involved in that enactment 
that a very large proporation of the addi­
tional debt has been incurred. Almost all 
of it, I may say, has been so incurred, if I 
may except the cost of a few important 
public works and bridges, the construction 
of which could not in the public interests be 
deferred, and being permanent and costly 
works, could not be provided for out of the 
current revenue. The government has so 
managed the finances of the province during 
its term that we are not only now paying 
$30,000 a year more for interest on the public 
debt than in 1882 ; from $20,000 to $30,000 
more out of current revenue upon the roads 
and bridges ; $20.000 to $24,000 more than in 
1882 in aid of education ; $10,000 more for 
lunatic asylum, not to mention aid to the 
deaf and dumb institution, boys’ industrtal 
home, school for the blind, public hospitals, 
fisheries, game protection and variou&other 
charges unknown to previous governments, 
aggregating over $10,000, but we have done 
all this, I may say, substantially within the 
limits of our annual income.

Annual Revenue and Expenditure.

This result has been accomplished with­
out seriously disturbing the equilibrium 
between annual income and expenditure, 
an object, the attainment of which, let me 
say, we have steadily kept in view. I con­
cede that, owing to exceptlonoljcauses, such 
as an occasional shortage in our territorial 
receipts from stumpage, we have not been 
able to make every year’s income fully 
balance that year’s expenditure : but, if the 
total surplus for the past ten years be de­
ducted from the total deficits of the same 
period, and an allowance is made upon the 
balance for the sum actually paid out of 
revenue into the sinking fund, it will be 
found that the total deficits for the full 10 
years is less than $40,000, a sum which 
would be entirely met by one single good 
year's receipts from stumpage alone. The 
one disturbing, and, I may say, the only 
disturbing influence in provincial finances, 
is the bridge expenditure of the province. 
The demands upon the chief commissioner 
in this direction have been so pressing for 
many years past that he has found it 
wholly impossible to meet the needs of the 
country and at the same time keep strictly 
within the limits of the annual appropria­
tion for roads and bridges. The

Building of Many New Railways

throughout the country necessarily led to 
the opening up of innumberable new high­
ways in all directions so that the people 
might reach the stations located upon the 
lines of the e railways, and with the open­
ing up of new highways the building of 
multitudes of new bridges thereupon fol­
lowed as a necessary consequence. The 
public works department adopted the policy 
of building bridges of iron and stone, in 
preference to wood, in as many suitable 
places as possible, and the government is 
convinced that while the present outlay, 
consequent upon the construction of pub­
lic works of this character, is much greater, 
its policy will prove in the end to be much 
more in the interest of true economy. The 
government, being fully sensible of the 
great importance of exercising the utmost 
economy, will continue to direct its best 
energies in the future, as it has in the past, 
to a careful husbanding of the resources of 
the province; and to a reduction of expen­
diture whenever and wherever such reduc­
tion may be found consistent with main­
taining the efficiency of the public services.

In forming your judgement as to whether 
the government has not established a title 
to your continued confidence, I would ask 
you to recall the distinctive features of the 
reforms we advocated in opposition, and 
which,, in 1882, you gave us your mandate 
to execute. I would also ask you to com 
pare performance with promise. Let me 
mention a few of these reforms briefly.

We have shortened the sessions of the 
legislature and dispatched the business more 
promptly.

We have discontinued the use of a govern­
ment house us an official residence.

We have abolished the legislative council.
We have caused the crown lands, which 

were being depleted, to be conserved, and 
the fisheries which were being wasted, to 
be retained hy the crown,

We reduced the number of members of 
the executive, the salaries of members of 
government, the speaker and other officials.

We abolished the office of clerk of the 
crown, the governor’s private secretary, 
and reduced the official staff in various de­
partments.

We have practically abolished the office 
of queen’s printer, attaching the duties of 
that office to the deputy provincial secre­
tary of the province.

I mention these reforms, although they 
by no means exhaust the list, but they will 
be accepted as evidence of our sincerity in 
executing tile policy we laid down, and 
will justify the confident belief that when­
ever the occasion arises, we Will be found 
as true reformers, ready, willing and able 
to promote all measures of a like character, 
which will be conducive to the public in­
terests.

The dissolution of the assembly not only 
offers the opportunity, but imposes upon 
you the duty of deciding as to which of the 
two parties in the legislature, government 
or opposition, you deem it in your inter­
ests to entrust with the administration of 
affairs for another legislative term. The 
return of a sufficient majority of supporters 
of the present government is the only form 
in which yon can constitutionally declare 
yonr preference for us over our opponents. 
I have no desire to press unduly a compari­
son of the two parties now before you on 
personal grounds, although individual fit­
ness and capacity to discharge the respon­
sible duties of an executive government, 
must always enter quite largely into the 
question of confidence in a government 
which is appealing to you for an expression 
of yonr judgement upon its acts. Hap­
pily, as I think, the people of New Brus- 
wick have always declined to examine the 
conduct of its government

By the Light of a Federal Candle,

or to dismiss the local administration be­
cause they approve or disapprove the policy 
of the party dominant for the time being at 
Ottawa.

The policy of the government is before 
you, and the record of its administration for 
a period of 13 years. The opposition, on the 
Other hand, cannot be said to have any 
defined policy, unless a persistentand indis­
criminate criticism of the acts of the adminis­
tration may be dignified hy that name. 
This criticism lias, moreover, been more 
pronounced and violent, and the charges of 
extravagance have been preferred against us 
most vehemently when applied to such 
items of expenditure as their leader, during 
the considerable period he supported ns 
himself, heartily commended and approved. 
Having apparently recognized that the con­
duct of public affairs by us, has been such as 
to
Render Criticism and Attack Ineffective,

they have on more than one occasion during 
the past three years, sought to weaken pub­
lic confidence in the administration by 
making against some of its members accu­
sations of corruption and misconduct in 
office, which have been on investigation 
utterly disproved. The effect of this method 
of public procedure, I venture to think, lias 
been to discredit with a fair-minded public 
those who sought to obtain office by such 
means, and cannot have failed, I think to 
react upon those who have resorted to these 
methods. There would appear to be no 
sufficient ground for believing that the men 
who compose the opposition would give you 
any more honest or capable government 
than that you are now enjoying. Doubtless 
you have taken occasion to observe some­
what closely and compare the conduct 
generally of the two parties during succes­
sive sessions of the legislature, and as events 
were transpiring have formed an opinion as 
to the relative capabilities and fitness of each 
to be charged with the management of the 
affairs of the province. If you have done 
so, I feel that I can with confidence in the 
result ask you to give affect at the polls to 
the opinion thus formed,
