Our Winter Navigation.

THE manner in which the Dom-
inion Government are carryingon
the winter mail and passenger
service is, to the say the leasf,
most extraordinary. With two
vinter sta® -arsve have had fop

the past couple of weeks, or since
the Steam Navigation Company’s
boats stopped running, a mail
every second day up to Saturday
last.- The Minto, which has been
running between here and Pictou,
came over on Saturday and re-
turned to Pictou Sunday ; but did
not come back to Charlottetown
till yesterday, Christmas Day.
The resson of this particular ar-
rangement was to so accommodate
the Island soldiers returning from
South Africa as to land them in
Charlottetown at an early hour
on Christmas Day. It is quite
proper that everything in reason
should be done to facilitate the
return to their homes of those
who risked their lives in defence
of the Empire in the Transvaal
war.  But with two winter
steamers at their disposal the Gov-
ernment should have furnished
the Island with daily mails since
the close of summer navigation.
Wherein lies the advantage of
procuring  the second winter
steamer if we are to have no more
accommodation than when we had
only the Stanley ? During all
this time that the Minto has been
making a round trip betweep here
and Pictou in two days or three
days, the Stanley has been doing
nothing. She went to Pictou
about & fortnight ago, where she
took in a quantity of coal, and to-
wards the end of 1ast week started
for Summerside, where she ar-
rived on Sunday last, She is ex-
pected, it appears, o ply or
attempt to ply between Summer-
side and Cape Tormentine. We
have po particular fault to find
with this; but we contend that
was ‘ﬁgthpwp;}rly

anaged. ring - & is time
freigagl;t has accumulated at Picton
and Charlottetown to an enorml8
extent. The Minto has been laden
to her utmost capacity on every
trip she has made; but the con-
gestion at Pictou has reached such
a stage that no place can be found
to put freight under cover. Our
contention is that both the Stanley
and Minto should have been placed
on the route between Pictou and
Charlottetown, as soon &s summer
navigation had closed and con-
tinued on that route until the
Minto should go to Georgetown,
and the Stanley to Summerside.
In this way we would have had
daily trips and daily mails; the
glut of freight at Picton wopld
have been prevented and our mer-
chants would have had their goods
in time for the holiday segson.
Nor would the people of Summer-
side have suffered any inconveni-
ence ; on the contrary they would
be better off than they are; for
they have been suffering just as
much as any other commpnit
from the bungling that has been
going on, whereas if the arrange-
ment we have suggested had been
carried out, they would have had
daily mails from abroad, as well
as twice as much freight as they
have received. We submit that
our contention is fair and reason-
able and that the arpgpgement we
have outlined is such a8 should
have been entered upon by any
Government apd by any Minister
of Marine that studied the con-
venience of the people or wished
to afford the greatest amount of
accommodation under the circum-
stances. But the elections are all
over now and the rights and con-
venience of the people are not
deemed - worthy of consideration
by the Laurier Government or by
Sir Louis Davies, Minister of
Marine. Judging by the actions
of the Government in this and
other matters of importance, the
electors, the people, the tax-payers
have no rights that the Govern-
ment or Sir Louis Davies are
bound to respect, and are un-
worthy of consideration at ap
time except when an election is
going on and votes are wanted.
Are the people satisfied to have
this kind of thing continue for-
ever ?

-

WE regret to record the death
of Dr. James McLeod of this city,
which occured on Saturday even-
ing last after a severe apd pro-
tracted illness. Dr. McLeod was
a native of Uigg and was fifty
five years of age st the time of
his death. He was a sghqlarly
man and stood high in the medi-
cal profession. He was also a
public spirited citizen and fore-
most in every movement for the
improvement of this city. Heen-
joyed a large practice in Char-
ottetown, which the progress of
his illness forced him gra.dgal]y
to relinguish. He leaves 8 widow
and two children to mourn.

In South Africa!

The Secretary of State for War, Mr.
William 8t, Johp Brodrick, announces
that in view of the prolopgation of the
war in South Africa the members of
the Imperial Yeomanry will be paid
five phillings instead of one shilling
and two penge pey day. The militia
men are also promised priority af ye;
tarn over the regulars. The War Office
has made the following angounce-
ment: *In wview of the position of
affairs in South Afries the following
reinforcements of mounted troops have
been arrgnged. Eight hundred will
start next week, Two cavalry regi-
ments are ordered to leave soen, Trans-
ports are ready. The colonial police
will be inereased to ten thousand. The
detachments will leave as fast as they
are formed. Further drafts of cavalry
will be despatched at once. Austrslia
and New Zealand have been invited to
send further gentingents.

While mounted men were driving
the enemy back along & slope covered
thickly with Boer dead, a deafening
rifle fire suddenly broke on the platean
above. Ihe signallers heliographed
that the Northumberlands were being
attacked. Gen. Clemenis convinced
that they would easily hcld their own,
dispersed the remainder of \his forces on
the flanks and rear of his two camps.

At 430 a. m., a heliogu\ph from the
western peak announced that the Boers
were about to overwhelm the Fusiliers.
Gen. Clements was unable t send ade-
quate belp, but despatched yeomantry
to climb the precipitous hilliside and
create a diversion. \
