A fair inference of
what the Government of the
day are capable of doing, and
of their manner of going
its accomplishment,
may be 'drawn from their
course of action in connec-
tion with the subsidy ques-
tion.

The Political Situation.

(Ottawa Oilizsn.)

The views of the Libersl and some
of the independent press on what
they are pleased to call the “dead-
lock” in the House of Commons are
curious. The Liberal papers, from
their standpoint, declare that the
Opposition is pursning a plan of ob-
struction, and picture the Govern—
ment as being in the . position of
martyrs who are debarred not only
from passing the Fraochise Bill but
from (ransacbing the routine busi-
vess of parliament, and especially
from providing for the civil list.
Some of the independent papers
criticize both' parties in the house
because thay do not get togetber on
a compromise and end the delay
caused by the fight against the Fran-
chige Bill. They anrily state that
Sir Wilfrid Laurier and Mc. Borden
counld “ in a few minuts” agree upon
a plap of revision which wounld be
fair to both parties, eutirely ignor-
ing the fact that if the Government
bad apny idea of putting through a
measute that would be fair to both
parties ‘there would be no further
veceseity for the fight™ agpinst (he
pesssge of the bill,
unaware that peversl conferences
have {aken place with no resu],
either before cor since Sir Wilfrid
made bis ambigunous anoouncement
in the house whioh expressed much
intention of fair dealing but went no
farther than the expression of good
inteotions.
