Woman Under Difficulties.

i TIn the Junuary number of Harper's Mag-
| azine,0 H. Dutton contributes a digsertation
| about ** woman under difficulties,” comprising
{ some curious anecdotys of female convicts,
Here are some sapecimens :
‘ The first sentiment that gains expression
[ when a female convict finda herself in the re-
| ception room cf the penitentiary is that of
{ regard for her personal appearance. It hap-
pens thus: By the rules of the prison the
| hair of the inmates is cut to the regulation
length, and the operation calls forth from the
unlortunate woman curscs and l’\l’l)‘tl"y tears
and wheedlicz entreatics, sometimes even the
fiercest resistance. She may have plotted
murder, may have poisoned her own cbiid, or
committed any other crime withoat the quiver
of an eyehd; but she cannot submit to the
indignity of having her locks reduced by the
shears of the penitentiary. Less painful and
often amusing instances of vanity are scen
later in the woman's prisonlife; ard the
matron who accompanies us assures us that it
is one of the most serinus duties of her class
to check the love of display, which shows
itself even here. Oue woman, for instance,
appeared on a certain day with brilliantly
painted cheeks; the whole ward was at once
restless witlrenvy and curiosity ; the embel-
lishment was a decided success, aud the secret
irvitated the feminine mind almost beyond
endurance. The prison authorities were at
fault also; there was no eoloring matter in
the womun's cell, or about the building at any
point to which she had access. At last, afier
the closest watching for some time, the secret
of the art was laid open. The wom n was at
work. in common with the other conviet
upcn blue cotton shirts, through which a re
stripe ran ; she was accustomed to pull out
here and there, a thread of this last-mentione
color, and when a sufficient quantity hadl
accumulated, she would soak them in water
and obtain the substitute for rouge. Other
women scrape the whiting from the walls, and'
,rind it fine enough to use as powder for the
ACe.

The same woman was the inventor of a
favorite kind of pomade, made from an acea-
sional candle, or fiom the grease of her din-
ners, and with the aid of this she would tarn
out in the morning with her bair rolled in the
