The Industrial Exhibits.
The under part of the grand stand 

is divided Into different bpoths or 
stalls, which are devoted entirely to 
industrial exhibits.

The Edmonton Exhibition Associa­
tion has an exhibit of grains, 
grasses and all products of the 
soil grown in the Edmonton district.
One side of the stall is completely 
concealed with sheaves of oats, bar­
ley, rye, wheat, timothy, clover, alfal­
fa and pea vine. The oats, on an 
average, are over five feet high, and 
one especially fine sheaf, grown neai 
Leduc, is six feet one inch in height.
The grain is headed out to perfection 
and in the opinion of experts who 
viewed it, is the best ever grown in 
the^distrloL.

The wheat, barley and rye exhibit­
ed is also first class. A monster aheat 
or bundle of pea vine hangs on the 
wall at the back, amply proving the 
fertility of the soil in Northern Al­
berta. It Is easily six feet high and 
the pods on It are of an Immense size.
Photographs of grain In the stock and 
before cutting are hung along the 
walls also. A snapshot of a field ol 
oats in the stock, near Leduc, attract­
ed considerable attention, as did also 
a photograph of the farm buildings of 
John C. Chadwick, a well-known far 
mer in the Leduc district. Thrashed 
grain of former years was also in ex­
hibition.

Grand Trunk Pacific .Expects to 
Reach the Western .Terminus 

in 1912 k

Vancouver, B.C., Aug. 25.—The % 
Grand Trunk Pacific management ex- * 
pects to have the main line complet­
ed into Prince Rupert in 1912, or 1913 
at the latest, said C. M. Hays in an 
interview. The rapidity of construc­
tion hinges upon labor conditions, 
which this year have been very un­
favorable. On the main line and 
prairie branches construction gangs* 
are deficient to the number of five 
thousand men.

Two exploratory parties are now en­
gaged making a reconnaissance in 
connection with the proposed branch 
from the main line to Vancouver. 
One party is working south from a 
point near Fort George. This would 
indicate that its starting point may be 
farther east than was originally pro­
posed. The other party is working 
north from Lytton. The determina­
tion of the route into Vancouver, whe­
ther by way of the Lillooet country, 
branfching off from the Fraser above 
Clinton, or by way of Lytton, has 
been left for future consideration. 
Construction will not be undertaken 
until the main line is completed. No 
purchases of terminals or waterfront 
in Vancouver or vicinity have been or 
are contemplated at present. False 
Creek as a terminal is still regarded 
with favor by the management.

Vancouver Route in Abeyance.
On the question of route, Mr. Hays 

said: “We will not ’ undertake the 
building of a branch line into Van­
couver much as we would like to come 
south .until we have finished the main 
line. At present we have in the field 
two parties engaged in making a re­
connaissance, preliminary to deter­
mining the most advantageous route. 
One outfit is working south from a 
point in the vicinity of Fort George, 
the other being engaged in looking 
over the country extending north 
from Lytton at the junction of the 
Fraser and Thompson rivers, a point 
on the Canadian Pacific railway. This 
leaves the question of a route into 
Vancouver in abeyance. There is no 
hurry about the matter. Wc want 
ample time to study the whole ques 
tion of productive territory and low 
grades.”

Figures compiled at the 
street rail*ay department this 
morning snow that there were 
carried yesterday on the fif­
teen street cars in service 24,- 
630 people, by far the largest 
transported on any one day 
since the system was inaugur­
ated.

wealthy Aurora land owner, who died In 
1886.

The mother's alleged confession on 
her death bed that she destroyed the 
will so that her eon, might have money to 
fight a charge of murdering his wif« 
led to the filing of the petition.

By the terms o ftfae will, which, it is 
asserted, was destroyed by hie widow 
and son, Arthur Terry, al-lof Bichard 
Terry’S estate was left to hie grand­
daughters, who are bringing the suit 
to recover property valued at thousands 
of dollars in the heart of Aurora's busi­
ness district.

Calgary, Aug. 25.—The time is past 
when America can compete With 
Canada for its western shipping trade, 
especially the grain trade. In for­
mer years a very large amount r "of 
grain trade has gone via Buffalo! but 
this year there has been very little. 
The port of Montreal has this eyar re­
ceived twenty-five per cent, more 
grain than ever before for shipment; 
mtst of this before went by the 
American route.

This was the statement made by 
Commissioner Lachone, of the port of 
Montreal, who was spending the Bay 
in the city cn route to the coast, yes­
terday. — •

At this time last year hundreds of 
thousands of bushels of grain were 
being shipped from Fort William to 
Buffalo, and not a single load has 
been sent via the New York lake port 
this season. In fact, nine-tenths ot 
the grain shipped from Fort William 
and Port Arthur this year has gone 
by the all Canadian route to eastern 
ports.

Mr. Lachine stated that from his 
observations the railway companies 
are making ample preparations for 
the transportation of this year’s crop. 
There will be no rush for some little 
time, but when it domes the railways 
will be well prepared, and there will 
be little or no grain blockades or car 
shortages.

Seattle, Aug. 26—Within, the last 
fjidV-eight hours, forest tires of seri­
ous proportions, have broken out in 
all sections of Western Washington. 
Fanned by str ong northwest wind, the 
fir have spread with alarming ra­
pidity and state foresters and the 
patrols of the lumbermen's associa­
tions have been impressing all avail­
able men to aid in combatting the 
liâmes.

MOIR REMOVED FROM 
HAMILTON ASYLUM

Will be Kept in tbe Central Prison in 
Toronto-—Is Regarded by the Pris­
on Officials as a Desperate Char­
acter.

Toronto, Aug. 26—Moir the mur­
derer who escaped from Hamilton 
asylum with Taggart, the wife murd­
erer, and who was caught near St. 
David's, is now in a cell in the Cen­
tral prison. It has been decided to 
keep him no longer in an asylum as 
he is regarded as a desperate charac­
ter. Ills removal from Hamilton asy­
lum was effected secretly.

Threshing Returns Indicate This as 
Wheat Average.

Portage la Prairie, Aug. 26—Ideal 
threshing weather is what the farm­
ers of the Portage Plains are now se­
curing and in less than two weeks of 
this kind of weather will have their 
work completed. In every direction 
busy threshing outfits dot the farms 
and the work is being pushed rapidly. 
Three or four threshers who have 
done enough work already to obtain 
the yield, state that the average will 
be around twenty bushels to the acre 
In the past the yield has been as much 
as 35 bushels and the wheat is a good 
quality. This average may be reduc­
ed a little when the complete returns 
are in but it is not expected that the 
reduction will be very material and 
the total average will run close to 
twenty bushels.

OATS FROM EDMONTON 
FOR U.S. AND EUROPE

Bruce Walker, Immigration Commit 
■ ionor Will Purchase Oats Here for 
Exhibition Purpose»—Says Edmonton 
Crops Best Seen in Inspection Tour. 

Having made a journey of three hun­

dred miles -by buggy, backboard and 
automobile .for the purpose of securing 
information at first hand concerning 
crop conditions in the districts remote 
from the lines of railway, J. Brnce 
Walker, commissioner of immigration, 
arrived in Edmonton last evening.

"I have found the crops on the whole 
surprisingly good,” said Mr. Walker to 
the Bulletin shortly after his arrival in 
the city. In the district about Edmon- 
ton particularly the oats I have seen are 
a very fine sample. Indeed, so good 
have I found the oats here that, under 
instructions from the Hon. Frank Oliv­
er, I intend to purchase a considerable 
quantity for exhibtion purposes both in 
the United States and in Europe.

"In the other districts I have visited 
almost without exception the wheat is 
particularly good, especially on land 
that has -been summer fallowed, disced 
or on now breaking. The short crops 
are to be found mostly on the property 
of new settlers.

"Taking the train to North Battleford. 
said Mr. Walker ; I travelled toy buck 
board to Onion Lake and -back ; then 
from Old Battleford by automobile down 
through the Cut Knife country and 
back, by automobile again from Old Bat­
tleford to Lloydminster. I drove from 
Lloydminster by buggy to Wainwright 
sixty-five miles, and from Wainwright 
by automobile to Chauvin, proceeding 
thence by train to Scott; by automobile 
from Wilkie to Macklin and thence 
across to Wainwright; from Wain 
wright thirty miles south on the East 
side of the Buffalo Park; back to Wain­
wright and by train to Tofield.

I drove twenty miles south and 
north of Tofield and came to Edmonton 
by train. I intend to automobile from 
Edmonton to Leduc and Wetaekiwin 
taking the train from that point to Cal 
gary. From Calgary I go to Stavely and 
thence by train- to Pincher Creek, Leth- 
bridge- Moose Jaw and Winnipeg.

Mr. Walker, who is staying at the 
Alberta Hotel will remain in Edmonton 
until Thursday or Friday to visit the 
exhibition.

THE DEATHS FROM
FIRES APPALING

300 Fire Fighters Of a Force of 600 
In Northern Idaho May Be Lost— 
36 Bodies Found Lying Near Inde­
pendence Creek, North of Murray, 
Idaho. i

Spokane, Wn, Aug. 23.—Three hun 
dred fire fighters of a total force of 
six hundred which have been battling 
the flames in the burning white pine 
forests in Northern Idaho are unac 
counted for today. Government For 
est Supervisor W. R. Weigle, at Wal­
lace, today declared his belief that 
nearly all of this number had per 
lehed.

“Out of my total force of 600 men 
I have received word of the safety of 
only three hundred," said the super­
visor. "The others when last heard 
from were working In the district 
where the flames have been fiercest 
along the head waters of the .Coeur 
D’Alene and the St. Joe rivers, 
am forced to the appalling conclusion 
that lieary all of these men have lost 
their lives."

Fears Six Hundred Are Lost-
Butte, Mont., Aug. 23.—Six hundred 

fire lighters, who left Thompson Falls 
four days ago, are reported lost, and 
Forest Supervisor Bushnell, of the 
cabinet reserve, who Is at Thomp 
son, fears all the men have perished. 
The wind is blowing furiously toward 
Thompson, and It is feared the little 
town .which is crowded with refu 
gees’,will be swept by the fire be 
fore night.

NOTORIOUS BREWER IS DEAD

Brewer, Who C 
Years Ago,

d Sensation Two
at Saratoga.

Syracuse, N.Y., Aug. 26.—Word was 
received here today pf the death of 
Herman Bartels, of this city, at Sara­
toga. Mr. Bartels was fifty-seven 
years old1. Mr. Bartels was a brewer 
and was Indicted at Auburn for ar­
son In the third degree on the charge 
that he had Induced men to fire the 
Lake Shore malt house. He was con­
victed and on May 2nd, 1905, when he 
was to appear for sentence, jumped 
his ball bond and went to Canada. 
He was extradlcted and on July 4th 
1907, escaped from Canadian detec­
tives at Toronto. He was caught 
a week, and was returned to Auburn 
where he served a year in prison.

Warsaw, Aug. 24—Fierce religious 
persecutions still continue In that part 
of the Russian empire known as the 
"Chelm” country. Even in other parts 
of the empire Roman Cathollu priests 
are fined and imprisoned for baptizing 
young people who wish to enter that 
church. At the present moment the 
Russian parliament has declared for 
those who took the church of Obol by 
force from its owners and worshippers 
and turned it into a temple of the 
orthodoz Greek church. This church 
was built some 150 years ago by Count 
Suho.lolski, and endowed by hie fam­
ily. Their bodies found a resting 
place there, till Bishop Euloglnz, who 
is a Greek ecclealastic, considered-that 
the church should belong to Greek 
Catholics. The necessary alterations 
were made, but according to the Rus­
sian orthodox rite, the bodies of the 
dead may not lie in the front part of 
the church, so the remains of the 
founder’s family were taken from 
their graves in order to be moved to 
the cemetery.

So strong is the feeling between or­
thodox and dissenters in the Chelm 
country that the orthodox workmen 
could not restrain themselves from 
desecrating the bodies. The founder 
ef the church was taken from his cof­
fin and his embalmed body propped 
up on a pile of birches, while the 
men worked its arms up and down 
and made it make the sign of the 
cross after the orthodox fashion. This 
man’s descendant, who went from 
Paris in order to see the remains of 
his ancestors reverently removed, was 
horrified to find, on entering the 
dhurchyard, that they were all set 
against the church wall, much to the 
amusement of the workmen, who put 
these silent corpses through a mock 
catechism. When ttjp count applied 
to the authorities he was told that no­
thing could be done.

Under Guise of Reforms.
These are the comparatively mild 

remnants of the terrible -treatment 
these Uniats of the Chelm country 
were subjected to until a year or two 
back. The Uniats were a sect who 
though practicing some orthodox 
rites, had allegiance to Rome. The 
Russian reactionaries determined 
take their churches away and to give 
the livings to Russian clergy. But the 
peasants were attached to their cus­
toms and grimly determined to pre 
serve them. The government called 
the changes necessary to bring about 
this state of affairs “reforms.” Among 
other- things the clergy were told to 
abolish organs, benches, hymns 
the Polish language and many other 
details. The peasants were to sign 
papers to the effect that they volun 
tartly eschewed -their faith. The priests 
who would not submit were to be ex­
iled and orthodox clergymen installed 
In their stead. In many villages, where 
orthodox clergy were installed the 
peasants ceased to attend church at 
all. In others they surrounded the 
church and defied the soldiers -to take 
the orthodox priests In. When -they 
refused to go the soldiers shot them 
down. The men’s corpses overed the 
steps and their places were taken by 
women and children.

Seeing that the resistance was so 
stubborn and that the soldiers, quar­
tered on the peasants, were loath to 
shoot down their defenceless hosts, 
the government sent orders from St. 
Petersburg that the soldiers were to 
be sent away and replaced by Cos­
sack* Eye witnesses state that many 
of the soldiers wept at leaving the 
peasants, saying, “God bless you, and 
help you, for the Cossacks will treat 
you a thousand times worse than we 
have done.”

Were Terribly Punished.
The peasants, thus warned betimes, 

entrusted their slender savings to 
sympathizing landowners, and drove 
their cattle into the forests, knowing 
only too well that the fierce Cossacks 
would loot all they could lay their 
hands on. With the Cossacks came 
the police officials and some ortho­
dox clergy, who gave them the de­
clarations to sigh. One and all re­
fused to do It. They were stripped 
naked and flogged with the knout— 
a Cossacks whip, consisting of seven 
leather thongs, each one knotted in 
several places; each man received 60 
lashes, each woman 25, and each child 
under fifteen, 10, regardless of age 
or sex.

It is difficult to describe these sick­
ening times. Women and children died 
under the whip, and their husbands

ly, than either of the other provinces, 
and the drought, instead of being con 
fined to the south of the province.
In the other provinces, is found in 
patches right through the centre of 
the northern division. Despite this 
Saskatchewan got a splendid crop, 
though not more than 4,600,000 acres 
of the 4,642,000 sown in wheat will 
be cut for marketable purposes. This 
Is expected to yield 15 1-2 bushels per 
acre, but a further allowance of 
bushel per acre, bringing the average 
to 14 1-2, is made on account of 
some frost and hail having visited 
some of the districts where the crop 
is heaviest.

The oat areas suffered more than 
the wheat, and though there will be 
little crop that Is a total loss, the 
average will not be much, tf any, over 
thirty bushels, there being 2,103,000 
acres seeded

Sharp Division in Alberto.
There Is a sharp division in cond-i 

tlons in Alberta, The southern half 
suffering 'most severely from drought. 
Conservative estimate Is that one-fifth 
of the 123,170 acres sown last fail to 
wheat will not be cut The conditions 
fluctuating between fifteen and forty 
five bushels per acre and an average 
of 19 bringing an aggregate of 1,956,- 
684 bushels. - The sample is fine ex­
cept In a few places where excessive 
heat caused a little wrinkling of -the 
spring wheat More than half of the 
488,184 acre*- sown in the southern 
part ot the province. It is not possi­
ble to guage the number of acres 
plowed down that never came up, but 
estimating the northern crops at 16 
or 16 bushels an average of 11 bus­
hels on the amount sown is as nearly 
correct as it is possible -to come, or a 
little more than half a crop figuring 
on the average for -the past 21 years. 
With the slight rainfall, two Inches 
in thirteen months. It Is wonderful 
there is any crop in the southern 
division.

The northern parts, Edmonton, 
Vegreville, and Olds, are anxious to 
disclaim any suffering from drought 
and there the crops will run twenty 
to thirty bushels per acre, but while 
the average may seem low for the 
northern districts, it Is fair for the 
entire province. The southern oat 
crop Is almost a total failure, but 
north of the C.P.R. main line the 
crop is generally good for the year, 
and the average will be about thirty 
bushels, or two-thirds of the acreage 
sown.

SENDS PROTEST TO ROME.

"The peasants of the whole village,” 
he said, “were driven to a bam near 
the church, stripped bare, and flog­
ged by the Cossacks till the military 
doctor said further lashing would kill 
them. They were then forced, at 
the whip’s end, to enter a half-frozen 
river Immersed up to the waists— 
which was the Cossacks’ idea -of bap­
tism, and then they were conducted 
through files of soldiers to the 
parish church, where their names 
were entered as ‘petitioners to be re­
ceived Into the Orthodox Faith.’ As 
they were sent home again they all 
cried, ‘You can call us Orthodox, but 
we cling to the faith of our fathers.’

have neevr witnessed more terrible 
scenes, though I am a pretty tough 
soldier.”

But though nominally orthodox, 
these fifty odd thousand peasants or­
ganized what Is best described as "a 
religious strike,” that is, many of 
them ceased to marry, or to baptize 
their off-spring; they buried their 
dead in the cemeteries In the middle 
of the night without funeral services. 
Many of them received the secret as­
sistance of priests, travelling eighty 
miles and even crossing into the Aus­
trian territory, so as not to get them­
selves and the priests into trouble.

All manner of romantic ways were 
found of holding services without the 
assistance of the orthodox clergy 
though any priests of the Latin rite 
who were caught communicating with 
them were imprisoned for two years 
for the first offence and exiled to Si­
beria for the second. Priests dressed 
as pedlars came over the frontier from 
Austria with packs of ribbons and 
laces beneath which they hid small 
sets of sacred vessels for saying mass. 
The priest would wear a peasant's 
blouse and a narrow ribbon stole in 
place of vestments. An account of 
their adventures would fill a book. 
Sometimes they were mysteriously 
done away with whilst tramping from 
one village to another. At others the 
police tracked them down and flung 
them Into the citadel at Warsaw, and 
they were not heard of again. They 
circulated leaflets among the people 
telling them how to baptize their chil­
dren and assist the dying when no 
priest was near. Jews often used to 
distribute these leafleets among the 
peasants, because they know their way 
about country communes better than 
anybody else and did not arouse the 
suspiciosn of the orthodox clergy, or 
the police. Couples who could afford 
to go abroad got married at Cracow, 
an Austrian city; those who could not 
were married by a chance priest in 
disguise, or much more otten, had 
their unions blessed by the village eld­
ers. None ot • these marriages were 
recognized by the state, which brand­
ed the offspring as illegitimate.

Some Peculiar Phases.
Not long ago a great sensation was 

created in Russia’s parliament by Mr. 
Bryszkos, who produced his passport 
in the tribune and complained that 
he was therein described as a bache­
lor, though he was a married man 
with a family. During the worst 
phase of the persecutions he had been 
married, quite legally, in Cracow. 
But the state considered that, living 
in the Chelm country, he ought to 
have gone to an Orthodox priest—and 
has refused to recognize his marriage 
to this day. Those who devlined to 
have their children baptized in the 
Orthodox churches were often utterly 
ruined by the police, who had orders 
to seize and sell off every article the 
unfortunate family possessed. This 
resulted in many cases of self-inflicted

As most of these ex-Uniats are Poles, 
restrictions are put upon the Polish 
language, which may not be used even 
in Infant schools.

ROUS BACK HORIZON 
FOR THOUSAND MILES

This Is the Effect df the Construction 
of the National Transcontinental, 
Says Sir Wilfrid Laurier—Elevat­
ors on tlic Coast.

Prince Rupert, B.C., Aug. 23—Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier had a trip over the 
completed portion Of the Transcontin­
ental, some seventeen miles, and con­
tinued his exploration on the Hudson 
Bay steamer Skeena, visiting the na­
tive village of Metlatala and the Ang­
lican school. Addressing the crowd 
from the government office platform 
at Prince Rupert -the premier declar­
ed that the Transcontinental had 
rolled back the Canadian horizon a 
thousand miles. The premier referred 
to the trade prospects and possibili­
ties. He spoke of the magnitude of 
the tea importations an-d forecasted 
the orientals turning from rice to 
wheat for food. He added that the 
government was considering the con­
struction of elevators at Vancouver 
and Prince Rupert and that following 
the conference with Capt. Nicholson 
he decided the government must in­
stall fifteen lights and take other pre­
cautions to make navigation speedy 
and safe. The premier closed with a 
patriotic invocation.

COLLIDE IN LAKE ST. CLAIR.

The Schoolcraft, with 750,000 Feet of 
Lumber, Ban Aground.

Detroit, Mich., Aug. 23.—Two down- 
bound steamers, meeting one up- 
bound, resulted in bringing together 
the wooden steamers Schoolcraft and 
Amazon in Lake St. Clair, off Grosse 
Point, about noon yesterday.

PUSHING BRAZEAU

THE MINISTER IS NOT 
PESSIMISTIC ON CROPS

It Might Have Been Better or It 
Might Have Been Worse He Tells 
the Ottawa People In Speaking of 
Western Conditions.

Calgary, Aug. 23—Hon. Frank Oli­
ver, minister of the Interior,. returned 
to Ottawa for a few hours before pro­
ceeding to Quebec.

The minister, who looks well tanned 
after his record-breaking trip to the 
Yukon by the overland route. Is quite 
enthusiastic over the success of Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier's tour of the West, 
and especially with Alberta’s share In 
the reception of the premier.

Like other old-timers of the West, 
he is not inclined to take a pessimistic 
view ot the crop situation.

“It might have been better, but 
again It might have been worse, and 
on the whole our folks will pull 
through all right,” was the way in 
which Mr. Oliver put the case.

After returning to Ottawa the min­
ister will spend a few days here catch­
ing up with the arrears of business 
before going West again.

A. C. Mackenzie, Big C.N.R. Contract­
or, Engaged at Present-on Vegre- 
villC-Calgary Brandi, Tells df Con­
struction Work—Says Steel Will 
Be Laid frojn Stettler lo C. i.'.id E. 
vu Mines Extension.

"The friction between the Canadian 
Norther and Canadian Pacific rail­
ways in regard to the C.P.R. running 
their new line over irrigated lands be­
longing to the latter company near 
Calgary, is now over," said A. C. Mac- 
Kenzle, a large contractor for con­
struction work on the C. N. R., to a 
Bulletin reporter Wednesday morning.

Mr. MacKenzie, who Is a brother of 
Wm. MacKenzie, president of the C. 
N. R„ arrived in the city yeeterday. 
He Is here on business connected with 
the new branch line of the C. N. R., 
which is being built from Vegreville 
to Calgary.

“The trouble with the G. P. R. 
in regard to our new extension to Cal­
gary,” continued Mr. MacKenzie, 
“arose over the C. P. R. irrigated 
lauds in the vicinity of Calgary.

Must Run Over C. P. R. Lands.
“In order to run our line into 

the city it is necessary to run over ir­
rigated lands belonging to the C. P. 
R. and the latter company refused to 
grant us right of way.

“For five days the C. N. R. con­
tractors on that portion of the line 
were held up and had to stop con­
struction operations. However, now 
an understanding between the two 
companies has been arrived at and 
construction work is proceeding rap­
idly.

“I cannot say for certain as to whe­
ther a permanent agreement between 
the two companies has been made as 
yet but at any rate the difficulty is 
settled .for the present."

In regard to other construction "work 
now being done by the Canadian Nor­
thern railway Mr. MacKenzie stated 
that the branch line from Stettler to 
Rocky Mountain house which is 
known as the Brazeau Mines exten­
sion is being constructed with all pos­
sible speed and although the line will 
not be completed this year steel will 
probably be laid as far west as the 
C. & E.’branch of the C. F. R. before 
freeze up.

As well as having a contract for 
the Vegreville to Calgary and Stettler 
to Rocky Mountain house lines Mr. 
MacKenzie will construct seventy 
miles on the main line of the C. N. R. 
from the Pacific coast east.

AEROPLANES FOR WAR.

X'ice Admin.'! of French Navy Says 
They Will Be of Great Service.

Paris, Aug. 23 —The aeroplane Is 
the only antidote for the submarine, 
according to Vice-Admiral Besson, ot 
the French navy, and accordingly 
France is protecting herself along 
these lines.

Within a short time this country 
will considerably outnumber Great 
Britain in submarines. Great Brit­
ain has 63 submarines in actual ser­
vice. She is building 11 more. 
France already has 60 In use and 20 
are in the shipbuilding yards at Brest, 
Toulon and elsewhere. As against 
Britain’s 74 under-sea fighting mach­
ines, France will have 80, and this 
does not take into consideration this

Ottawa,Aug. 23—P. B. MacNamala, 
Canadian trade commissioner at Man­
chester, sends to the department of 
trade .and commerce a comprehensive 
report on the present state of “the 
British cheese trade. He says that 
owing largely to, the cheapness of for­
eign and; chilled meat the consumption 
of cheese by the people of the old 
country has been steadily dcore:Udt>g.

During the past decade there has 
been a decrease or ten per cent, in 
importations iron: foreign countries 
and the imports for this season eo 
far are less than those, of 1909 : ty 
3,555 tons. , This year imports from 
Holland have fallen from 14,500 tons 
to 12,564 tons, while the United States 
receipts have been only 1,700 tons. 
In 1909 the imports from the United 
States reached the high figure of 26,- 

.33.4 tons and the small figures of to­
day indicate that the time is near 
at hand when the United States will 
cease to send cheese- to the British 
maraets.

Mr. MaeNamara notes with satisfac­
tion that there is a steady increase in 
the importa of cheese from the col­
onies, the imports of 1909 being only 
ten thousand tons, an increase of 
those from 1901. Up to a few years 
ago Canada supplied over nine-tenths 
of the colonial imports, but since 1905 
the cheese industry of New -.Zealand 
has developed so rapidly that that 
Country is fast becoming a serious- 
rival of Canada. In 1905 New Zea­
land supplied slightly over four per 
cent, of the imports, while today 22 
per cent, of the importe are coming 
from the island colony.

Washington, D.C., Aug. 23—Follow, 
ing the recent advices from Ambas-. 
sador O’Brien at Toldo, the state de­
partment Is anticipating today the 
arrival Of dispatches confirming the 
reported annexation of Korea by the 
mikado’s government.

Although no protest will be made by 
the United States, It is believed that 
careful watch will be kept of the 
terms of the acquisition of the pen­
insula by Japan. Several treaties ex­
ist between Korea and the United 
States which are more advantageous 
in several particulars than those ex­
isting between Japan and the United 
States. If Korea should become part 
of Japan, the Korean-american trea­
ties would be abrogated and American 
citizens in Korea would find them­
selves amenable to the stricter terms 
of the Japanese-American agreements. 
It is this possible conflict that the 
state department will seek to avoid. 
Especial : effort will be made to pre­
serve the-extra territorial jurisdiction 
df United States over American in 
Korea now recognized by the Asiatic 
protectorate.

No such extension of jurisdiction is 
allowed by Japan in her dominions.

Korean coast is indicative of immedi­
ate action by the government. Con­
ferences between Japanese and Kor­
ean officials are also known to be in 
daily progress.

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THE WEST AND THE TARIFF.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier and his col­

leagues will carry back to Ottawa a 
very clear understanding of the pre­
vailing sentiment in the'Weetern pro­
vinces touching the tariff. This in­
deed has been one of the subjects— 
perhaps the subject most frequently 
discussed by the delegations which in­
terviewed the Ministers for the pur­
pose of Informing them of the trend 
of public opinion on matters of gen­
eral policy.. It was equally prominent 
in the formal resolutions presented 
from various associations and semi- 
public bodies.

EGYPT UNDER BRITISH RULE.

Toronto Star—Roosevelt's state­
ments concerning British rule in 
Egypt have set a good many people 
wondering how and when Britain 
became a power in that ancient land, 
and to what end she has exerted her 
authority there.

The modern history of Egypt began 
with Mohammed All, who, in 1805, 
upon French recommendation, was 
appointed pasha. In 1809 he pre­
vented British occupation, and ruled 
for many years almost Independently 
Of European control. Between the 
years 1866 and 1873, the Pasha Is­
mail purchased from the Sultan of 
Turkey a new order of succession, and 
the rank of khedive or viceroy. He 
ran the country into a debt of $380,- 
000,000, and then the powers stepped 
In and organized a government with 
French and English representatives. 
This sort of international control was 
unsatisfactory, however. . There were 
many insurrections, much difficulty 
was experienced in administering jus­
tice, and the Egyptian finances were 
in a state of chaos. Of the fourteen 
European powers more or less inter­
ested, France and England were the 
principal factors, and on them fell 
the responsibility of control, while be­
tween them, of course, intense rivalry 
always existed. Prior to 1882 France 
held the supremacy, and It then ap­
peared probable that the Medltterran- 
ean would become a French lake In 
spite of every other effort. When the 
crisis arrived. Great Britain proved 
the bolder, the more ready, and, by 
prompt action, practically excluded 
France from any further activity In 
Egyptian affairs. From this date, for 
the past 28 years, Egypt has been un­
der British control.

This was the inevitable result. Bri­
tain being without g^peer as a colon­
izer and an administrator of countries 
whose people are incapable of self- 
government. As to the immense bene­
fits for which Egypt has to thank Bri­
tain, a few facts from an article by 
Henry C. Morris In The World Today 
are given as summing up the situa­
tion.

In 1882 the total population of 
Egypt was 6,813,919; in 1907, It was

that a change of such magnitude and 
suck far-reaching consequences can­
not be made in a day without bring­
ing" aboilt evils which would counter­
balance the benefit. A reform to be 
permanent, must be brought about 
gradually and with thé force of a 
substantial majority of the public be­
hind it. That there is a majority of 
the Canadian people prepared to sub­
stitute free trade for the tariff sys­
tem of raising revenue is doubtful and 
white it is doubtful no well-balanced 
free trader would want to see the ex­
periment tried. In a popularly gov­
erned country no reform, however 
good In itself, can be made perman­
ent unless tjip far greater portion of 
the people are In favor of it being 
made.

To the free 
trader this Is merely an admission that 
the Canadian captain of industry is 
not as capable as his foreign contem­
porary, or that he has put his money 
into a line of business which cannot 
stand oh its own legs. However, 
tflese Industries are In existence and 
M Ss not- desirable from any stand­
point to put them out of existence. 
Certainly not from the standpoint of 
free trade; for if the Inauguration of 
fisse trade' caused the closing of fae 
tories and the discouragement of cap- 
RAt from entering Canadian enterprise 
even temporarily, free trade would be 
doomed and protection enthroned for 
generations. The surer method Is the 
slower one of proceeding as the Gov-

ment.
A council of ministers, a legislative 

council, a general assembly and pro­
vincial boards conduct the govern­
ment. The cabinet consists of a pre­
sident, who is minister of foreign 
affairs, and minister of finance, the 
Interior, justice, public works, war and 
marine, and educatiion.

The legislative council, which Is al­
most purely consultative in Its func­
tions, consists of 30 members, of 
whom 14 are chosen by the govern­
ment. It holds six sessions a year, 
considers all budget, but cannot take 
the Initiative. The government Is 
not bound by its action. Its members 
receive a certain fixed amount to cover 
their expenses while In attendance.

The general assembly is composed 
of the members of the legislative 
council, the six ministers and 46 elect­
ed members. It exercises no legisla­
tive functions, but can Impose Its veto 
on any new direct person or land tax. 
It meets once eevry two years, when 
Its members receive a small stipend, 
not to exceed $40 each, and travelling 
expenses.

The Khedive and his cabinet form 
the supreme legislative . authority. 
There are five governorships of the 
principal towns, and 15 provinces in 
Egypt.

Such Is the domestic administration 
of the country; but the political situ 
ation Is not by any means as simple 
as appearances would Indicate. On 
all sides Egypt is bound by Institutions 
extronsic to her soil. As a province 
of the Ottoman empire, an annual 
tribute of some $3,600,000 is paid to. 
the Sultan. >Ao maintains a high 
commis»' lier at Cairo to protect his 
interests. Affairs are chiefly directed 
Iff-' Sngland, who maintains a diplo­
matic agent and supplies a financial 
Adviser, while numerous Englishmen 
tre filling subordinate positions of 
importance in every department. An 
Englishman is at the head of the 
army, in which many of his compat-

In which Eng­
land, France, Germany, Russia, Aus­
tria and Italy are represented. Thir­

teen European nations and the United 
States furnish judges for the interna­
tional mixed tribunals. Then, by the 
capitulations, all Christian nations 
maintain consular courts, to which 
their own citizens are subject.

When England assumed sole control 
In 1882, Egypt was still bankrupt, 
with a public debt of more than $500,- 
000,000, and an Income insufficient to 
pay the Interest and carry on the gov­
ernment. The public revenue in 
1882 amounted to $4,600,000; In 
1907, to $81,600,000—more than $10,- 
000,000 In excess of the expendlturea 
On January 1st, 1908, the sum of $45,- 
000,000 was In the general reserve 
fund, and the public debt was 
reduced In 1908 by $1,600,- 
000; now $479,000,000. While millions 
have been saved and enormous pub­
lic works completed, taxation has been 
reduced. The fellah, or peasant, for­
merly prostrated by taxes, enmeshed 
In the tolls of usurers, the puppet of 
pashas, and the victim of Insurmount­
able evils, Is now contented and 
prosperous. This result has been di­
rectly accomplished by the mainten­
ance of a strict financial control.

On Jan. 18, 1883, the khedive abol­
ished the joint control of England and 
France, and soon thereafter designat­
ed an English financial adviser. This 
post, which has been invariably held 
by a skilled financier, carries a seat 
in the cabinet, without, however, any 
executive authority. Through its oc­
cupant, England has maintained dur­
ing these years a secure grasp over all 
the affairs of Egypt.

The financial condition of Egypt is 
now above reproach. Justice is ad­
ministered skilfully and fairly. The 
army, under the sirdar and British 
officers is efficient. The Assuan dam 
—the greatest in the world—has end­
ed the floods which once terrorized 
the natives yearly. Irrigation has 
made fertile large tracts of previously 
useless land. In 1908, the total trade 
of Egypt with other countries am­
ounted $232,079,860, of which $125,- 
501,485 was the value of Imports, and 
$106,578,365 that of exports. The 
figures for the commerce with Eng­
land were: Imports $41,324,065, ex­
ports $65,739,000; making a total of 
$97,063,065.

Railways have been built. Sanita­
tion and education have been attend­
ed to.

The mosques were formerly in a 
terribly filthy condition, and for long 
years any effort to cleanse them 
aroused the public frenzy at Christian 
Interference. At last, however, this 
problem was solved. The cities and 
towns were without drainage or sew­
age. Only within ten years even 
Cairo itself, with a death-rate of 46 
per 1,00, has undertaken any such 
public work. In the country every 
canal was polluted, and stagnant pools 
of filth were near every village. The 
annual pilgrimages to Mecca were also 
the means of introducing many Infec­
tious and loathsome diseases. Cholera 
and other epidemics were of frequent 
occurrence, and their ravages carried 
off thousands and thousands of the 
population. Little by little, the vari­
ous difficulties of the situation have 
been studied and solved by the ad­
ministration, until now Egypt may be 
considered a reasonably healthy 
country.

Progress in the department of pub­
lic instruction has been exceedingly 
difficult, because reform touched here 
directly on religious ground. But 
wonderful results have been ob­
tained.

If, says Mr. Morris, the English 
people, as a race, are entitled to any 
credit for the progress made In 
Egypt since 1882, how much more 
recognition should be given to the 
men who Individually have worked out 
the many difficult and complex prob­
lems. The roll of honor Is long. Some 
few must be mentioned. At their 
head, and far above all others in pub­
lic esteem and recognition, the Earl 
of Cromer is pre-eminent. His name 
will ever be associated with the re­
suscitation of Egypt. His successor, 
Sir Eldon Gorst, who has been in of­
fice for three years, is maintaining 
the same high standard of public ef­
ficiency. Others who have held this 
last-mentioned post are Sir Edwin 
Palmer, Sir Auckland Colvin, Sir Ed­
ward Vincent and Sir Vincent Corbett. 
Major General B|r Reginald Wingate, 
who, as sirdar, has for so many years 
commanded the Egyptian army, had 
as predecessors Sir Francis Grenfell 
and Lord Kitchener. Under these 
leaders the military establishment of 
the country has reached its high ef­
ficiency.

The present khedive, Abba II Hllmi, 
succeeded to the throne in 1892. He 
is an intelligent, patriotic man, and 
he thoroughly believes in the work 
Britain is achieving in Egypt.

GREATER VIGILANCE NECESSARY

The escape of two murderers, 
alleged to be Insane, from Hamilton 
Asylum, has aroused no little com­
ment In Eastern papers, both upon 
the apparent absence of proper pre­
cautions in the institution for the 
prevention of such escapee and also on 
the curious disinclination of the pub­
lic to assist the police in the re-cap­
ture.

Despite the fact that it was through 
information given by a private citizen 
that Moir was finally re-captured, 
there would seem to have been some 
ground for the complaint, If the Ham­
ilton papers may he believed, that the 
public In the neighborhood did not 
render all the assistance that might 
have been expected from them. The 
Ottawa Citizen offers as an explana­
tion of this curious attitude the sug­
gestion that the public is disgusted 
with the system under which a judge 
and jury is so easily persuaded that 
a murderer is insane. There can be 
no doubt of the existence of a general 
disinclination to impose the death 
penalty, and it is perhaps not difficult 
for the expert alienist, whose services 
have been enlisted for the purpose, 
to persuade a jury inclined to mercy, 
that the man who has committed the 
crime of murder, the Impulse towards 
which would be incomprehensible to 
the average man, is of unsound mind. 

.Many of those, however, who have 
I been disposed to argue that these two 
men were rational criminals who

should long ago have been committed 
to the care of the hangman, have 
based their contention upon the in­
genuity which they displayed in ef­
fecting their escape and the apparent 
rational character of their after move­
ments. Those who take this view 
overlook the fact that many undoubted 
lunatics have long periods , of sanity, 
and that, not infrequently, they show 
themselves capable of exercising a de­
gree of ingenuity which the sanest 
man might envy..

It is not unnatural, however, that 
some Indignation should be felt at the 
Apparent • ease with which these two 
men made their escape. We would 
not be too hasty in objection It a 
murderer, who might possibly be 
sane, escaped the death penalty on 
the plea of Insanity. If there were 
any doubt as to the soundness of his 
mind we would prefer that he should 
have the benefit of that doubt. By 
the act which he has committed, how­
ever, he has shown himself to be an 
enemy of society, and whether he be 
sane or insane, society must be pro­
tected from further danger from him. 
It Is to be hoped that those who as­
sisted In turning these dangerous 
criminals loose on society will be dis­
covered and punished, and also that 
the public will insist upon the exer­
cise of greater vigilance on the part 
of the responsible officials, to prevent 
a repetition of the incident.

LET US HAVE UNITY.
Lethbridge Herald — Edmonton’s 

publicity man at Calgary reports to 
the Board of Trade at the Capital that 
the people of the south are not knock­
ing the north now as much as they 
have in the past. If this gentleman 
Is speaking with the idea that he has 
full knowledge of the south, he is 
away off. The south, except a few 
land dealers, never knocked the north, 
but It Is known to every person who 
has talked with citizens of the capital 
that the northern people have the 
idea and spread It abroad that the 
south Is only good for ranching. You 
can hear a tale of that kind every 
time you visit Edmonton.

The trouble in this province Is that 
there Is too much sectionalism—too 
much conceit about a particular sec­
tion amongst the people residing 
there. What Is needed most is that 
the people of the south should visit 
the north and see the country and ob­
serve the conditions. They would find 
that Northern Alberta is a rich sec­
tion of the province and certain to 
be a great mixed farming country. 
On the other hand northern people 
ought to take a run down to this part 
of Alberta and see for themselves 
what we have and what our farms 
can produce. Evctf* If they came this 
year they would f^|d that under the 
most adverse conditions fair crops 
have been produced on land that was 
properly cultivated. This year has 
proven that Southern Alberta soil is 
productive with very lllttle moisture, 
provided modern and scientific farm­
ing methods are practised.

We have a great province of varied 
resources, but the trouble is that very 
few people realize H. In order to 
become a united piyivlnce we must 
cease belittling one section in order to 
boost another. The growth and de­
velopment of all parts of this province 
will help the province as a whole, but 
the desire of some people to keep 
alive the sectional feeling, If success­
ful, ‘will breed bitterness and jealousy 
and Interfere with, the growth of a 
strong Alberta sentiment Let us 
bury this talk abotlt the north being 
better than the south and the south 
better than the north, and hoist the 
banner telling the world that Alberta, 
from the extreme north to the ex­
treme south, Is the province with the 
most varied resources In the Domin­
ion. We will be telling the truth 
and doing something at the same time 
to bring about a spirit of unity ana 
peace amongst our people.

A FINE SPEECH.
Toronto News—In his speech at 

Vancouver we had an Illustration of 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier at his best. It 
may not be so certain that Japanese 
immigration has always been well 
handled by the Dominion government, 
or that we should have committed 
ourselves to the British treaty without 
reserving the right to control the In­
coming of Asiatics. But, even when 
this is said, there was a breadth and 
moderation and sanity and a quiet 
eloquence In the Prime Minister’s ad­
dress at Vancouver which show his 
strength In the broader field of states­
manship, and which explain the re­
gard In which hé is held in other 
countries. The News Is wholly op­
posed to Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s methods 
In domestic politics. It recognizes, 
however, that, when the Prime 
Minister speaks for Canada on those 
great issues which go outside the field 
of domestic strife, he speaks with a 
note of simplicity and integrity that 
is always pleasing In the ears of Cana­
dians.

DEATH BLOW TO 
THE FOOT NOTE

Methodist - Conference Expected to 
Delete Contentious Clause Added 

to Church Discipline

Victoria, B.C., Aug. 22.—The first 
session ot the general conference since 
Friday was held this afternoon. Con­
siderable business was put through 
and the delegates appeared in good 
humor after the Sunday rest. The 
first item was the appointment of a 
special committee of thirty-five mem­
bers to make recommendations re­
garding the liberation by the Minister- 
of Justice of Skill and King, after 
being imprisoned for the sale of In­
decent literature. They will also 
make recommendations regarding 
such sales in Canada. The general 
secretary announced to the confer­
ence that he had received word from 
Robt. Kerr, of Montreal, to the ef­
fect that Western delegates would be 
granted the same stop-over privileges 
as the eastern delegates on the route 
home.

The committee on transfers recom­
mended that in cases of transfer of 
minister notice should be given the 
quarterly boards concerned. A case 
was cited where the minister was 
transferred and the quarterly board 
of his church was not notified about 
it.

Permission was given authorizing 
the book and publishing committee 
to appoint an assistant book steward 
at the Central Book Room, when it 
should be considered necessary.

Temperance Committee Report.
The temperance and social com­

mittee succeeded in passing several 
recommendations. One is the regular 
appointment by the annual conference 
of a temperance secretary in each dis­
trict. Another Is that the general sec­
retary has, however, to call together 
the standing committee Of temper­
ance of any conference. They also 
asked permission to employ, when 
needed, special field secretaries, tem­
perance evangelists, etc. Dr. Hartz 
asked if they were to have a free 
hand at this or were they to work 
in connection with the district and 
circuit authorities. Mr. Rowell 
though they had enough general of­
ficials now. -

Joseph Gibson stood up for more 
workers even if they did cost money. 
For every $129 given last year in 
Ontario they had closed a bar. Dr. 
Speer said that they knew this de­
partment and could trust them, so the 
clause passed.

Four years ago, at the conference in 
Montreal, a number of men were ap­
pointed as a commission on the church 
rules. They were to report proposed 
changes at the next general confer­
ence. Dr. Rankin read their report. 
The last related to the deletion oi 
clause thirty-five which is popularly 
known as “the foot note.”

They proposed to substitute a state­
ment to the effect that Wesley had 
framed these rules without any 
thought of legalism and had no idea 
that an outward observance of them 
would be considered satisfactory evi­
dence of a Christian life, tie had 
not enumerated a long list of specific 
evidence. A number of men asked 
for more time to consider this clause 
and wished that the old paragraph 
and the proposed new one be printeed 
and passed around. The question was 
therefore laid over. It looks, however, 
as if “the foot note,” which has been 
a bone of contention for the last 
twenty-four years, would get its quiet­
us. Some delegates want the substi 
tuts clause deleted as well’.

Several paragraphs, hoary with age 
regarding whom and 'when to marry, 
what kind of clothes to wear, etc., were 
given a respectable funeral. The para, 
graph reading to young ministère con­
sulting their superior® in office about 
marriage met, with strong opposition 
but the conservatives felt it would be 
going too far if any more of this good 
advice, more honored in the breach than 
in the observance, were removed.

Dr. Bland said that these rules relat­
ing to a young minister’s conduct to­
wards a woman were framed under the 
mediaeval conception that women were 
“dangerous things.”

Dr. Allison gives it as his private 
opinion that a young man running 
around consulting people about getting 
married showed very little sense. The 
paragraph was not removed.

Conference Boundaries.
The committee on conference boundar­

ies reported through Rev. A. R. Ald­
ridge. The general conference confirm, 
eid the action of the committee in mak­
ing the boundaries of the Western con­
ference coterminous with., the provincial 
boundaries except in the. case of Mani. 
toba on the east that makes several 
changes in circuits and districts neces­
sary. Brandon and Souris districts wil! 
thus be Put under the Manitoba confer­
ence. They are now in Saskatchewan.

When the proposal to remove “the 
foot note” came up and was explained.

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TWENTY THOUSAND PEOPLE AT 
fSECOND DAY OF EXHIBITION

The Record Attendance of Any 
Previous Tear is Doubled—Ed­

monton Exhibition Now 
Second to Winnipeg

GREAT DIFFICULTY IS EXPERIENCED 
IN HANDLING ENORMOUS CROWDS

The Two Steam Railways Sold io,- 
500 Return Tickets and Street 

Railway Carried 25,000 
Passengers

The second day of the 1910 Edmon­
ton Exhibition Is now history. The 
civic holiday crowd approached 20, 
000, and established a record. The 
largest attendance at any previous ex­
hibition in Edmonton was estimated 
at 10,000. The actual paid admis­
sions totalled 15,000. ■ The attendants, 
the exhibitors, the circus people and 
officials numbered several thousands, 
making a grand total of 20,000.

By comparison with the attendance 
at other Western exhibitions Edmon­
ton divides honors with Calgary for 
second place to Winnipeg. Calgary’s 
biggest day at the provincial exhlbl. 
tion this year was estimated at 25,000,
At Regina and Saskatoon the record 
day in each case was 6,000, and the 
exhibition at the first named city was 
opened by Sir Wilfrid Laurier.

When the receipts of yesterday’s 
attendance are counted, the directors 
feel assured that from a financial 
viewpoint the exhibition 'will be a 
gratifying success. The first day’s at­
tendance, despite unfavorable weather, 
totalled 6,000, and with almost any 
kind of weather the attendance to­
day and tomorrow Is expected to ap­
proach that of yesterday, although it 
Is unlikely that It will be equalled.

Handling the Crowds.,
The transportation of the enormoqs 

crowds was a big undertaking. Both 
the C.N.R. and G.T.P. operated a 
half-hour train service throughout the 
day. The C.N.R.. sold over 5,500 
tickets and the G.T.P. over 6,000. 
The street railway carried, according 
to the estimate of Superintendent Bis- 
wanger, over 25,000 passengers. Fif­
teen cars were in commission through­
out the day, the last car leaving the 
grounds at eighteen minutes after 
midnight. The service provided by 
the street railway was woefully in­
adequate, not because of lack of or­
ganization on the part of the depart­
ment, or because of lack of effort to 
cope with the situation, but because 
of the enormous business offered.

The congestion was felt throughout 
the entire afternoon and evening. 
The. people in the east end of the 
city suffered most. By the time the- 
cars from Strathcona and from Twen­
ty-first street reached First street, 
they were ’ crowded to such a de­
gree that it was impossible for an­
other passenger to board them. Many 
people In' the east end who Impatiently 
waited at various crossings expecting 
that each succeeding car would af­
ford ■ them transportation to the 
grounds, finally in ingenuous despera­
tion boarded the cars going in the 
opposite direction, proceeded to the 
terminus, and, remaining on the car 
were then able to eventually reach 
the grounds.

Almost a Panic.
The worst congestion arose at the 

north end of the grounds, where the 
passengers get on and off the cars. 
Here several thousand people massed 
In the dark, after the fireworks and 
other attractions were over. The car? 
that came out from the city could not 
attempt to handle the crowd.

A condition verging on a panic oc­
curred as each car came up to the 
sidings and thousands surged to crawl 
in the doors of cars that could not 
hold hundreds. Men, women and 
children clung to the handle bars a? 
the cars moved on and it is marvel­
ous that some were not ground1be­
neath the wheels.

The worst crush happened a few 
minutes after ten, when a desperate 
dash was made by the crowds for 
two cars which had just arrived. One 
woman fell almost under the wheels 
of the moving" car, while her scream? 
Increased the excitement. Baby car­
riages were overturned in the ditch 
end men, women and children were 
thrown around by the rush, that the 
police were powerless to stop. That 
some one was not killed or badly in­
jured is almost miraculous.

For two hours the crowds waited 
for the cars, and the last car, which 
left the grounds after midnight, car 
ried a load equal almost to those 
that preceded j*.

JJBBB * Grand Stand.
The grand stand held a capacity 

crowO in the afternoon. At four 
o’clock the ticket sellers were in­
structed to close their wickets. The 
stand, which is built to accommodate 
5,000, was overcrowded and over 1,500 
people were scattered through the 
paddock. The attractions offered foi 
the entertainment of the crowd in 
eluded, besides the horse racing and 
live stock parade, a thrilling vaude-

in Edmonton. In numbers It had 
all former parades eclipsed, and the 
cattle this year were of a superior 
quality and in much better condition 
than those shown in the parades of 
previous years.

One hundred and twenty animals, 
all prize winners, comprised the par­
ade, and the sleek, well-kept condition 
they were in proved conclusively to 
the erdwd that the prairie provinces 
are i< *a.l stock-raising districts.

Bruce’s Lashburn String.
J. M. Bruce, who is a Scotch mil­

lionaire, owns the largest and best 
equipped stock farm in Canada, and 
his cattle have all been bred from 
the best of English and Scotch stock. 
The stock which he is exhibiting In 
Edmonton have already been shown 
at the Calgary, Brandon, Winnipeg, 
Saskatoon and Prince Albert fairs, 
where they succeeded In capturing 
almost all the big prizes in their 
classes.

Spanish Premier Does Not Wish to 
Force New Methods.

New York, Aug. 26.—The Times 
prints the following statement from 
Senor Canalejas, the Spanish Pre­
mier:

"It is altogether a mistake to sup­
pose that I am the sort of progressive 
fanatic who wants to force new meth­
ods upon a population not prepared 
for them. Such action would be short­
sighted and dangerous. It is not the 
policy of tho Spanish government.

We have seen a great growth of 
Liberal opinion in this country and 
at the last election we had a great 
majority. The government is con­
fident in the continued support of the 
country in its policy.
' “What Is called the religious ques­

tion in Spain is not a struggle against 
church and religion. It is merely and 
temporarily the strain in the working 
out of a problem of recovering for the 
civil law of the state certain facul­
ties which had been allowed to lapse.

"I have every hope for a future of 
perfect religious liberty and the right 
of conscience .and I hope to main- 
tail? cordial and respectful relations 
with the Church.

"With reference to the social as­
pects of the situation, Spain is 
country which, so to speak, has passed 
rapidly from the age of Illumination 
by the oil lamp to the age of illumin­
ation by electricity. The Introduction 
of modern ideas has caused some dis 
turbance, just as electric current? 
might cause some explosions. My task 
is that of providing and preparing 
an appropriate channel for the new 
social currents and directing them 
in a form useful to society.

"That is my attitude, and that will 
be the direction of the campaign for 
social legislation which I trust to un­
dertake when Parliament reopens in 
October next.”

Victoria, B.C., Atig. 26.—The de­
bate on church union was resumed 
this morning by the Rev. Dr. Cunliffe.

Lack of loyalty to Methodism could 
not, he said, be charged against those 
who favored union. They believed 
it would bring greater good. That is 
the belief of each of the churches con­
cerned.

Dr. Burwash closed the debate. He 
said he had studied carefully all the 
creede put forth in the Christian de­
mand and he was -bound to say he knew 
of none that expressed more of the gos­
pel than the one in this basis.

London Criminal Lawyers Think 
Case Against Physician Is of 

Flimsiest Nature

DELEGATES TO CONFERENCE.

Catholic Clergy and Laity Leave Liv­
erpool for Montreal.

London, Aug. 26.—Clergy and laity 
of the Roman Catholic church, num­
bering about. 270, left Euston today. 
They will embark at Liverpool for 
Montreal. Canon Gauthier, represen 
ting the Montreal reception commit 
tee, escorts tire delegates to Canada.

Counsel for the crown and defence 
in the' Crippen case have been select­
ed.

These 
include W. B. MacDonald, command­
er, and nine lieutenants, besides en­
gineers, surgeons, "paymasters, gun 
ners, carpenters and others.

London. Aug. 26—From Solicitor Ar- 
Uiur Newton, Attorney for Dr. Crippen. 
was today secured the first outline of 
the defence. Emotioned appeals to jury, 
such as figure in American courts. 
Newton declared, will not be made. 
From this standpoint, the case appears 
substantially as fellows -,

Fragments of a human body were 
dug up in the cellar of the house of 
Dr. Crippen. The police say the bricks 
under which these fragments .were 
found had recently been disturbed, 
but expert evidence will be forthcom­
ing that it is impossible for any one 
to determine this point, assuming that 
bricks had botXu untouched for as 
much as a month.

Dr. Pepper, Government analyst, 
has stated! that he has identified the 
remains as those of a woman, but Dr. 
Marshall, who conducted the post, 
mortem, testified before the coroner 
that he could not swear as to the ques­
tion of sex, and it is doubtful if Dr. 
Pepper’s belief can be substantiated un­
der cross-examination. ,

At any rate it seems certain that 
the prosecution will fail to make good 
its claim that fragments were those of 
a woman who once underwent an op. 
peration, overwhelming weight of medi­
cal evidence being that it is Sheer im­
possibility to find such traces in re­
mains in -the condition of those discov­
ered in the HiUdrop -Crescent residence.

The police expect to make much of 
the fact that Crippen is known to 
have pawned jewelry belonging to bis 
wife after her disappearance, but the 
defence, Newtton says, will show that 
he was for years constantly pawning 
and redeeming this jewelry.

As to the significance of Crippen’s 
flight with Mise Le Neve, the defence 
will point out that it was perfectly; na­
tural for the doctor, in view of his wife’s 
admittedly mysterious disappearance to 
feel that he was under suspicion, and 
that it wae by no meame surprising for 
him to shrink from police inquiry.

The defence will make the most of 
the fact that the inspector failed to 
find enough evidence against Crippen ;!n 
his first examination- of the doctor to 
warrant an arrest. The finding of hu­
man remains and flight of the doctor are 
the only possible hits of evidence the 
prosecution- has, Newton contends.

Consensus of legal opinion here is 
that unless the police hâve a far 
stronger chain of evidence than- has yet 
been indicated, the court will actually 
order the release of Crippen. Some crim­
inal lawyers are even betting five (x> one 
that Crippen will be acquitted.

Newton will not say who is furnish­
ing the money for Crippen’s defence, 
but he says he is liberally supplied 
with funds. Crippen. is counted fortun­
ate in hie selection of Newton who is 
generally considered the cleverest cri­
minal lawyer in England.

LOSS TOO GREAT 
TO BE ESTIMATED

Forest Fires in Northwestern States 
Most Disastrous in "History of 

United States

Spokane. Wash., Aug. 25,—The 
mystery of the bodies being found In 
St. Joe county of Idaho probably will 
be cleared up today, when the Chi­
cago, Milwaukee and Puget Sound 
road runs Its first passenger train to 
Avery. One hundred and six men liv­
ing In the St. Joe valley are missing. 
Twenty-two bodies supposed to be of 
settlers were found yesterday.

Several days ago twenty bodies were 
discovered, scattered over an area of 
over a mile, and it was assumed they 
Were forest employees, Supervisor 
Weigle including them in his list ot 
dead employees. Last night, however, 
he declared they were not rangers.

Total Number Dead 142.
Adding the number of dead rang­

ers, 74, and 44 bodies found near Av-, 
ery, the 10 Japanese who perished 
near Avery, and various known dead 
in Washington and Montana, the to­
tal is 142. This is without taking In­
to account the 186 rangers Imprison­
ed on the head waters of the St. 
Joe.

The appalling loss of life among the 
forest employees has taken the heart 
out of the surviving foresters and an 
order has beeti issued not to risk life. 
The little fires are being extinguished, 
but the great fires, to fight which 
might result iii more loss of life, will 
be allowed to burn themselves out or 
until the rains extinguish them.

Can’t Estimate Timber Loss.
In the Coeur D’Alene mining coun­

try, the fires have exhausted their 
fuel as also they have done in the 
Pen D’Oreille valley. In the Clear­
water country and the thickest tim­
ber of the Cover D’Alene national 
forest, however, the flames are hun­
gry and active as ever. No lumber­
men or foresters will give an estimate 
of the timber losses. Even after the 
fires are out it will be difficult to 
reckon the cost.

It is believed, however, that ,the 
present fires are the most expensive 
the United States has ever known.

A prominent railroad builder esti­
mates the loss of the Chicago, Mil­
waukee and Puget Sound railroad at 
$2,600,006.

To Raise Relief Fund.
The Spokane Chamber of Commerce 

has begun the raising of a large re­
lief fund. There are 180 pien sur­
rounded in thé mountain between 
Lolo Pass and St. Mary’s, and Major 
Fenn has sent three guides to pilot 
them out. Conditions in the Clear­
water reserve are hopeless and Major 
Fenn has received instructions from 
the forestry headquarters at Missoula 
to recall all the fire fighters from the 
Interior of the stricken region and 
set them to work on the outskirts of 
the fire zone. The' message said: 
“Save the lives of the men and let the 
timber go.”

The former managed to escape 
without injury -but Helen Norther was 
thrown to the ground while Driver 
Blair, and the sulky were hurled with 
the force of a catapult over the pros­
trate animal to the track. After a few 
kicks the horse lay still but the driver 
was on his feet in an instant and had 
siezed the horse which soon began to 
show signs of life. While the horse was 
stilt on the ground the others had cir. 
cled the track but were warned by the 
judges in passing the stand and kept 
clear of the horse and the crowd that 
were assisting in disentangling her from 
the harness.

Upon examination it was found that 
there were no serious injuries with the 
exception- of a damaged sulky. Both 
horses which had been put out of the 
heat by the collision were allowed to 
start in the next heat, 1

The Other Sensation.
The other sensation began when Little 

Mao came down the track at a quarter 
to two o'clock after detaining the j udges 
and spectators for three-quarters of an 
hour in the cold.

“You are fined $25 for detaining this 
race,” said Dr, Eaton, the starter, and 
without further ado Driver Shaw dug 
down in his jeans and produced 6. roll 
of bills from which he extracted five 
crisp $5 bills. These he handed over to 
Clerk Driscoll and the scoring began.

“Later your chief of police had the 
horse examined by another veterinary 
and ordered that the animal be not al­
lowed to start, "tve had a second veter­
inary examine him and he said the same 
as the other, that he was all right.

"We find that after the last heat in 
which the horse started that he wae not 
eared for by those who were .looking aft­
er him.

Heavy Penalties Handed Out.
“We have therefore decided to dis­

qualify Little Mac from all Aseociatior 
tracks for this season, and the driver 
Shaw, the owner, M. Peever, and the 
manager are also suspended for the sea 
son from all Association tracks. In ad 
dition we have fined the driver $25."

Chief Lancey on being seen by the 
Bulletin, said that the horse was badly- 
cut by the hopples and they «would be 
an action for cruelty to animale if he 
were started in the third heat. "I had 
a veterinary examine the animal and he 
said he was not in condition to enter the 
heat," he said.

SUBJECT TO SPELLS 
OF VIOLENT INSANITY

Develops at Inquest in Kra&g Mur­
der That Haller Was Considered 
by Constable as Dangerous Man 
to Be at Large—Chief Constable 
Was So Informed.

Fernie, B.C., Aug. 26.—At the hear­
ing before the coroner’s jury, which 
sat upon the case or the death of Wil­
liam Palmér at Kragg last Saturday, 
the facts in the case, as reported in 
the press despatch, were brought out 
as to the -manner of his death at the 
hands of Martin Haller, and, up oft 
the request of one of the jurors, a 
letter written by Constable Leacy to 
Chief Constable Samson on the 23rd 
of July was read, reporting to him 
that Haller had threatened to burn 
the Kragg hotel and to kill both 
Palmer and Bartender Rawson, and 
that Haller was subject to sudden fits 
of ungovernable temper and would 
clinch anything that was within reach 
and strike out like a madman. He 
would not sleep in a room with others 
but slept in the open with his rifle 
by his side. He had been very bad 
for some time before and Dr. Saunders 
had examined him.

It was the doctor’s opinion that 
the man was subject to spells of in­
sanity. Leacy did not think he was 
a safe man to allow running at large 
£nd people in the neighborhood were 
afraid or him and he asked assist­
ance to enable him to take the man 
Into custody without injuring him. 
The letter was made a part of the 
record of the inquest and the jury 
after finding as to the facts of the 
death recommended a thorough in­
vestigation of Chief Constable Sam­
son’s apparent neglect upon the in­
formation given by his subordinate.

BLOOD POISONING FROM 
SLIVER IN BOY’S ANKLE

Russian Child Taken To Vegreville 
Hospital But Is Later Removed and 
Dies On Way To Warwick—Child’s 
Guardian Charged With Man­
slaughter,

Vegreville, Aug. 20.—Some time ago 
a Russian who lives on a farm near 
Warwick, brought a little boy in to the 
hospital suffering from blood poison­
ing. It seems that the little fellow 
had a sliver in his ankle and for 
jury, it is alleged, developed to blood 
poisoning. The boy had been in the 
hospital for five days when Gurko 
Gulsko, his guardian, came to the 
hospital and took the boy away. The 
boy died before reaching Warwick.

Gulsko was summoned to appear 
before H. R. M. Fozer, J.P., on a 
charge of manslaughter. He was sent 
up to Fort Saskatchewan to appear 
at the next sitting of the court. D. 
H. McKinnon, of Edmonton, appear­
ed for the crown, and A. H. Russel, 
of Vegreville, appeared for the 
accused.

Harry Leisuke, of Mundare settle­
ment, who some time ago tried to 
sell a mare to Sigler & Richardson, 
of Vegreville, and skipped out by 
riding on the tender to Mundare was 
captured by Constables Schreyer and 
Jackson,the latter identifying the pris­
oner. When the boy, being a minor, 
offered the animal for sale, Constable 
Jackson grew suspicious, the result 
being that upon Investigation, it was 
found that the animal had been pick­
ed up off the prairie near Mun­
dare. The boy was tried before Mag­
istrate Fleming and is now at the Fort 
awaiting his trial.

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OPPOSE MR. TAFT

TO DEFRAUD RAILWAYS.

Conductors Returned Tickets Un- 
puuched and They Are Resold.

Omaha, N^b., Aug. 23.—Half a 
dozen conductors and one train ag­
ent have been discharged by ttife Chi­
cago, Burlington and Quincy railroad 
as the result of an investigation which 
reveals the fact that that company 
has been defrauded out of many 
thousands of dollars. The ticket 
agent, it is said, would sell a ticket 
for a certain train, give the number 
of the ticket to the conductor of that 
‘rain, who instead of punching the 
pai teboard, would return It to the 
veket agent without making a report 
to the company. The agent would 
put the ticket on sale again.

This Is Report Emanating From 
Oyster Bay—Political Pot Beglnn- 
to Boil—Downfall of Bryan Ap­
pears Complete — Congressional 
Nominees 5 to I Against Him.

New York, Aug. 23.—That Presi­
dent Taft is willing to stand for re­
nomination In 1912, and to run against 
Mr. Theodore Roosevelt, was stated in 
despatches from Beverley yesterday, 
following the Oyster Bay announce­
ment of Wednesday, that Mr. Roose­
velt means to go before the people 
again. It the Issue is joined the Pre­
sident’s platform will be the perform­
ance of his administration as against 
that of his predecessor.

Reports from Oyster Bay continue 
to insist, with assurance as to their 
accuracy, that Mr. Roosevelt will de­
clare himself a candidate for the Pre­
sidency In 1912. His friends say he 
probably will take no part in the ap­
proaching state campaign and that 
his severance of cordial relations with 
Mr. Taft Is final.

The followers of Mr. Lloyd C. Gris- 
com, the New York county chair­
man, Insist that while Mr. Taft had 
signified to the old guard leaders his 
approval of Vice-President Sherman 
as temporary chairman of the State 
Convention, his sanction for that 
choice was conditional upon its en­
dorsement by Mr. Roosevelt.

A conference with Mr. Roosevelt, It 
Is said, was promised, and was held, 
but not until an hour after the action 
had been taken by the State Com­
mittee.

Mr. Roosevelt, according to present 
Indications, will remain away from 
the Saratoga convention and will take 
no part in the New York State cam­
paign this year.

He has told recent visitors to Saga­
more Hill that he can conceive of 
no circumstances which would Induce 
him to accept either the governorship 
or senatorship.

Mayor Gaynor as Nominee.
Saratoga, N.Y., Aug. 23.—The De­

mocratic clans are gathering here for 
the meeting of the State Committee. 
Mayor Gaynor is evidently a favorite 
with many members for the guber­
natorial nomination. One of them 
said:

“Judge Gaynor officially knows 
nothing whatever about this move­
ment, but we feel confident that If 
the nomination goes to him from the 
people of the State, as it will, he will 
accept it. We have no word to that 
effect, but we believe that no man 
would decline the nomination for 
President—and virtually that would 
be what Mayor Gaynor would do if 
he refused to run for Governor this 
fall.

“We have been making canvasses 
all over the State and are satisfied 
that the people want the mayor as 
their nominee.”

Bryan's Downfall Complete.
Omaha, Neb., Aug. 23.—Mr. Wil­

liam J. Bryan’s defeat at the Demo­
cratic primaries, when everyone of 
his friends were beaten and the men 
against whom he had railed qs un­
safe and unworthy were elected, many 
of them with tremendous majorities, 
seems complete. The returns are now 
all in, but the utter repudiation of 
Bryan is certain.

The greatest blow to Bryan was the 
defeat of Metcalf for United States 
Senator at the hands ot Hitchcock by 
a three-to-one vote. Metcalf was 
Bryan’s editor and close friend.

Shallengerger, Democratic candi­
date for governor, who had truckled 
to Bryan far enough to agree to sign 
a County Option bill, was defeated by 
Dahlman of Omaha, another of the 
Bryan “undesirables," although the 
vote Is vpry close.

Five to One Against Him.
The Democratic Congressional nom­

inees, six In number, are divided, four 
against Bryan, one neutral, and one 
for him. The State Senatorial ticket 
from this district Is, with the excep­
tion of one man, made up from Bry­
an’s list of undesirables.

On the Republican side the sensa­
tion is the complete turndown of in­
surgency. At the head of the Re­
publican ticket Burkett, standpatter, 
is nominated for the United States 
Senate over Whedon, his Insurgent 

opponent, by a three-to-one vote, 
while Cady, standpatter, gets the 
gubernatorial nomination over Aid- 
rich, Insurgent. The Republican Con­
gressional nominees will Include three 
standpatters, two insurgents, and one 
"progressive." One insurgent, Norris, 
had no opponent, while the other, 
Judge Sutton, was nominated in the 
Omaha district .against a standpatter. 
William Hayward, standpatter and 
secretary of the Republican National 
Committee, is nominated in the Lin­
coln district by a good majority.

SLANDER CAMPAIGN 
IS NOW RE-ACTING

Concerted Attack on Canadian West 
by American Newspapers Has 
Proved to Be a Boomerang to 
Those Who Promulgated 1$.

Winnipeg, Aug. 22—That the efr 
feet ot the recent campaign inaugur­
ated throughout the United States for 
the purpose of stemming the flow of 
emigration from across the border to 
Canada, has been followed by a re­
action in the opposite direction. Is the 
statement made by Howard Everett, 
secretary of the Luse Land Develop­
ment Company, Limited, of St. Paul. 
Mr. Everett backs his, statement by 
the fact that on four private cars 
which arrived over the Great North­
ern from the south this morning un­
der the auspices of the company there 
were 160 homeseekers, every man 
of whom Is prepared to buy land, end 
all of whom are bound for the Tramp­
ing Lake district.

Concerted Attack.
“There is no question about the con­

certed attack on Canada made 
through the Associated Press of the 
United States, at the Instigation prin­
cipally of the railways operating in 
the south and west, and of capitalists 
with varying Interests," said Mr. Ev- 
erelt, “and there is no question about 
the effect of such a campaign. Why, 
tnei.t; days ago we were licked. Our 
company has about 600 agencies 
throughout the States, and following 
that statemenj about the exodus of 
Americans from Canada came discour­
aging reports from almost every one 
of these. Up till about a 
month ago our business had been 
about 100 per cent, better than ever 
before, but as soon as these reports 
began to circulate throughout the 
country It fell off to an alarming de­
gree.

Reaction Sets In.
“However,” continued Mr. Everett, 

a reaction set in, and I am glad to 
say that things are assuming their old 
aspect again. This Is largely due to 
the contradictory statements made by 
Bruce Walker in connection with the 
comparatively unimportant number 
of Americans who had really return­
ed. We wrote to every one of the 
settlers whom we had placed within 
the past two years and we asked them 
to write -to their home papers-giving 
a true and Impartial view of the con­
ditions as they existed throughout the 
west.

POLICE FOR HARVESTERS’ TRAIN

London, Aug. 22.—Eighteen lives 
were lost when the jiritish cruiser 
Bedford ran ashore on the rocks off 
Quelvart Island, Korea, yesterday, ac­
cording to the report received by the 
Admirait}’. The victims were labor­
ers of the engine room staff. The 
vessel Is seriously damaged.

It appears that the Bedford struck 
the rocks two miles west of Quelvart 
Island, which lies about fifty miles 
south of Korea, off the entrance to the 
Strait ot Korea. During the thick fog 
at four o’clock Sunday morning the 
cruiser was sailing with a British 
squadron from Wei-Hai-Wei, China, 
for Nagasal. The bottoifi section of 
the ship and the machinery, accord­
ing to wireless reports, suffered seri­
ous damage from the rocks, and the 
cruiser Is pounding badly In the high 
seas. A number of Japanese war­
ships, accompanied by lighter and 
salvage crews, were despatched from 
the nearest Japanese station Immedl-j 
ately upon receipt of the news of 
the disaster. But whether the ship 
can be salvaged is doubtful.

The accident occurred during the 
full speed trials ot the vessel, and 
the cruiser was evidently badly holed, 
since the deaths are stated, officially, 
to have been due to an Inrush of 
water.

ARCH AT VERNON, B.C. 
COMPOSED Of FRUIT

Premier Laurier Given Hearty Recep­
tion—Mayor of City Entertains Party 
at Long Lake—Premier Meets De­
putation on Question of Land Re­
gulations.

Vernon, B.C., Aug. 26—Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier was given a hearty reception on 
his arrival here this afternoon. A 
novel feature being aâ arch composed 
of fruit wihch spanned the street front­
ing the city hall, where the civic re­
ception was held, Mayor Husband sub­
sequently entertained the premier’s 
party at his home on Long Lake.

The Premier conferred with a deputa­
tion who sought an amendment to the 
settlement regulations u der which the 
lands in the division have been adjudg­
ed fruit lands and limited for settlement 
to forty acres, twenty homestead and 
twenty pre-emptions, instead of one 
hundred and sixty acres allowed land 
for mixed farming. Subsequent to the 
conference the premier said he was 
confident a satisfactory settlement 
would be reached though no official de­
cision was made at the conference. In 
the meantime the regulations are held 
up pending a decision.

RUSSIAN’REFUGEE IS 
HELD AT WINNIPEG

Sara Fedorenko, After Evading the 
Police of Three Continents for 
Three Tears, Is Finally Captured— 
Will Fight Extradition end Free­
dom League Will Assist.

Winnipeg, Aug. 25.—Savva Fedor­
enko, a big Russian, who was arrested 
here some days ago after giving the 
police of three continents a long chase 
for three years, intends making a 
strong fight against extradition to 
Russia He is held on charges of rob­
bery and murder, and his preliminary 
hearing has been fixed for Tuesday 
next. '

The Russian Freeaom League has 
interested itself in Fedorenko’s case, 
and will do its utmost to prevent him 
from being sent back. H. Saltzman, 
a member of the local branch of the 
league, and himself a political refu­
gee, said today:

"Fedorenko is not a murderer; he 
is a political refugee for whom the 
Russian government has been search­
ing for years. The charges on which 
he is now detained have been trumped 
up, and there will be no difficulty lh 
proving them false. The Freedom 
League will spend thousands of dol­
lars to fight the case and secure the 
liberation of the prisoner.”

According to Saltzman, Fedorenko 
was at one tlmei manager of a large 
estate in the village of Pavlovka, Rus­
sia. He took the cause of the revo­
lutionists up, and was especially active 
during the troublous times of 1905, 
He organized the peasants of the dis­
tricts and distributed revolutionary 
literature. Towards the! end of 1907 
he learned that the police had proofs 
of his connection with the agitation 
and that his life was in danger. Ag­
ents of the Freedom League supplied 
him with a fake passport by means of 
which he was enabled to cross the 
border into Austria. He spent some 
time In Vienna, and afterwards made 
his way to the Argentine Republic. 
From there he eventually drifted to 
Winnipeg.

REMEDY FOR SHOCK FOUND.

OYSTERS GROW ON TREES.

In Porto Rico They Cling to Roots and 
Branches of Mangroves.

Washington, Aug. 26—Oysters grow 
on trees in Porto Rico; fish that never 
had the honor of mention on expen­
sive restaurants’ menus swim in the 
waters of Porto Rico; fish of hitherto 
unknown varieties will eat out of the 
handler’s hands in Porto Rico; fish of 
every kind and description are ex­
pecting to be caught in Porto Rico.

All the foregoing is described in a 
report to the bureau of insular af­
fairs from San Juan.

As for oysters, Capt. John H. Kerr, 
of Baltimore, who is in Porto Rico 
looking over fishing field, is authority 
for the statement that they grow on 
trees and the report to the bureau of 
insular affairs says:—

“Oysters of good flavor are quite 
plentiful on the south side of the is­
land; they are usually attached to 
the roots and lower branches of the

London, Aug. 26—One of the ward 
sisters at the Victoria hospital for 
children, in Chelsea, has made a 
simple discovery, of which Mr. H. F. 
Waterhouse, a well known surgeon, 
reports that he is “convinced that it 
will prove of life-saving value in the 
treatment of shock.”

Going his rounds in the hospital 
Mr. Waterhouse stood with the resi­
dent medical officer beside the cot of 
a 2-year-old child who had been ad­
mitted to the ward a short time be­
fore suffering from severe burns. 
"That child will die before midnight,” 
remarked Mr. Waterhouse to his com­
panion. I

But Sister Gray, who was in charge 
of the ward, had noticed during her 
experience In the hospital that child­
ren who are in the state of intense 
collapse which supervenes upon se­
vere burns are almost Invariably cold 
and restless, and that warmth soothes 
them. She determined to try the ef­
fect of warmth In stimulating the fast 
ebbing vitality of the little body. To 
do so she rigged up the cot as an In­
cubator.

She tucked the child up warmly, 
placed a cradle inverted over the top 
of the crib and covered it all with 
a blanket Then she introduced an 
electric lamp into the crib and soon 
had the air at a temperature-of 108 
degrees Fahrenheit.

In discussing the recovery the house 
surgeon said: “Since we adopted this 
method we have never lost a child 
brought to us suffering from burns. 
I don't know that this mode of treat­
ment would be successful in every 
case, because In come instances the 
shock is altogether too great for re­
covery, but in all the cases we have

The first day out was exceedingly fine, 
and as the steamer plowed through 
the broad, clear waters of Lake Win­
nipeg, with its picturesque shores, 
ail were impressed most favorably, 
and enjoyed every minute of the trip.

At Warren’s Landing.
At Warren’s Landing, where the 

party disembarked from the Wolver­
ine, the Hudson Bay Company’s 
speedy gasoline launch, the Nelson 
River, proudly floating th'e Union 
Jack, lay in waiting to convey the 
vice-regal party down the Nelson 
river to Norway House. The twenty- 
two miles was made In record time 
against a stiff wind. A cold, drench­
ing rain fell in torrents, drenching 
everyone to the skin and making 
things very disagreeable and unpleas­
ant. During this part of the trip a 
very amusing incident happened which 
pleased His Excellency very much. 
The launch with himself and party on 
board overtook another much larger 
boat shortly after leaving the Land­
ing and a very hàrd-fought race down 
the river followed. Both engines were 
opened wide, but the launch carrying 
the Governor-General proved much 
the speedier and won out by over a 
mile, much to the satisfaction of all 
on board.

Indians Fire Salute.
When His Excellency arrived the 

cheerful reception extended him from 
the natives of this little, far away 
colony was indeed a most impressive 
scene, and one that will probably re-, 
main fresh for many years in the 
memory of their distinguished guest.

As the launch was nearing the pier 
some fifty Indians armed with shot­
guns 'and rifles, began firing a salute 
that rent the air and told of the 
Governor-General’s advent to the 
north.

and bunting purposely for the occa­
sion. Just as they were about to en­
ter the Tort, his Excellency caught 
sight of a long strip of bunting over 
the archway, displaying words in­
scribed In the Cree language. Turn­
ing to the chief of the band he asked 
what these words meant" In English, 
and the chief answered "Welcome 
from the people of the north.” This 
token of respect so appropriate and 
so well designed, deeply touched his 
Excellency, and in words of cheer he 
expressed his many thanks for their 
kindness.

When the party arrived, Major 
Moodle, who is in charge of the trip, 
was Informed that the bungalow of, 
the Hudson Bay Co.’s manager had 
been neatly fitted up and at their dis- ;

ESTIMATED WHEAT 
YIELDS IN EUROPE

Greet Britain, Germany and Spain 
Show Decreases, and Hungary and 
Roumania Increases — In Last 
Named Crop Almost Double That 
of 1909.

Ottawa, Aug. 24.—A cablegram 
from the International Institute gives 
the yield of the wheat crop estimated 
August 1st as follows:

Austria 
shows some deterioration.

The following communications have 
been received from the British Consul 
General at Odessa:

Vicë Consul Sinclair, of Bostov, re­
ports as follows under date, July 5th, 
1910. “According to a report from 
the local Agricultural Society dated 
27th June, both spring and winter 
cereals had suffered from drought in 
the Governments of Saratoff, Tam­
bour, Voronezh, Stavripol, and in the 
Don Territory in the second half of 
June (new style). In the North Cau­
casus, in the Ter and Kuban Terri­
tories, crops have suffered much from 
heavy rain and hail and insects.”

The British Vice Consul at Kharkov 
reports that the rains have come too 
late to improve perceptibly the sum­
mer wheat, but that the millet is ex­
cellent.

Vice Consul Bagge, of Nicolaiev, 
reports as follows under date, July 
6th, 1910, concerning the grain harvest 
of the Governments of Kherson, Khar­
kov, Taurida and S. Kieff:

Rye—Very good; it is being cut

Barley-—Quite good ; harvest opera­
tions have begun in all districts.

Winter wheat—Very good; harvest­
ing has begun generally.

DISCUSS CABLE CHARGES.

Says Government Should Meet Any 
Loss Incurred in Change.

London, Aug. 2 4.—Discussing cable 
charges, the Financial News says the 
reduction movement in its present 
form originated in Canada, and has 
many attractive points to put for­
ward in its favor.

The problem is easy, as in the case 
of the Pacific cable, when the govern­
ments stand behind willing to meet 
any loss, but far otherwise when it 
is a risk of private capital deriving 
a modest but precarious return under 
existing conditions. If the various 
governments wish to experiment With 
lower rates on the Atlantic they 
should offer a guarantee against loss 
during the experimental process.

The pressure broke 
the tie and one of the flying pieces 
struck Engineer Hurlbutt on the side 
of the head.
