HOBOKEN, N.J., March 5.

POTATO SHORTAGE ATTRACTS 
ATTENTION.

LONDON, March 5.
Increase in the enemy’s resistance 

of the British pressure in the vicinity 
of Bapaume leads experts here to be­
lieve that BapaUme ridge is the limit 
of his voluntary retirement, and that 
it is his intention to clifig to the line 
of Arras-Bapaume-Peronne, while 
launching an attack elsewhere. Lovat 
Frezer suggests that General Hinden- 
burg, who knows the Russian front 
better than the West, believes the war 
can be won in the East by shortening 
the front opposite the British and ob­
taining a stronger line for purely de­
fensive warfare against General 
Haig’s attacks. When the ground be­
comes fit the German leader may 
hope to release a useful number of 
divisions and a fresh offensive against 
Russia, where internal dissensions 
may turn to his advantage. This pos­
sibility is not to be lightly dismissed. 
In open fighting the Germans would 
have a better chance against Russia 
than in France, where the Allies 
would welcome war manoeuvres at 
any moment.

The official statement that owing to 
world-wide shortager the British peo­
ple may have to do without potatoes 
in the late spring or early summer, 
attracts more attention than the sit­
uation on the Ancre. The result Is 
that everyone is digging preparative 
potato plots on an unprecedented 
scale.

Capt. Bathurst, the Food Controll­
er’s spokesman in the House of com­
mons, predicted in reply to questions 
to-day, that everyone would have to 
go without potatoes in the late spring 
and early summer. He said there Was 
an unprecedented shortage not only

in the United Kingdom, but through­
out the world.

NO INTENTION OF WITHDRAWING 
TROOPS FROM SALONIKA.

LONDON, March 5.
In the House of Commons, replying 

to Churchill and other critics of the 
Salonika expedition, including John 
Dillon, who asserted that Roumania 
tad been forced into the war by Brit­
ain against her will and against the 
advice of General Sarrail, the French 
commander and Russian Generals, 
Andrew Bonar Law, Chancellor of the 
Exchequer, while refusing to reveal 
anything that Germany would likely 
know, intimated that the Govern­
ment tad no intention of withdrawing 
troops from Salonika. He said Brit­
ain would not act independently, but 
would consult with her Allies. If the 
expedition were withdrawn, Greece 
would be open and the whole Balkan 
Peninsula would be in the hands of 
the Entente enemies. With regard to 
a secret session of Parliament to dis­
cuss the matter, Bonar Law declared 
the Government could ‘ not frankly 
discuss the expedition even in secret 
session. The Allies now had a com­
mon policy, the main object of which 
was to insure that if their enemy ad­
vanced against them the Entente 
should not run the risk ran a few 
months ago and be atta'cked from be­
hind. No threats he asserted were 
used to induce Roumania into the 
war.

ENEMY ATTACK AND ARE REPUL­
SED.

LONDON, March 5.
The official report from the British '■ 

headquarters in France to-night 
reads: This morning the enemy at­
tacked the position east of Bouchaves- 
nes gained by us yesterday, but was 
repulsed with losses, leaving some 
prisoners in our hands. East of Gom- 
mecourt we havè improved and 
strengthened the positions gained by 
us yesterday. This morning we car­
ried out a successful raid southeast 
and northeast of the Arras region, and 
minor casualties were inflicted on the 
enemy; 42 prisoners and one machine 
gun were captured. We also entered 
the trenches southeast of Ginchy and 
took prisoners. In every case our 
casualties were light. East of Ypres 
the enemy exploded a mine. No dam­
age was done our trenches. Yester­
day there was considérable activity in 
the air, and many combats took place, 
in the course of the day six hostile 
machines weïe brought down, two 
falling in our lines, and eight were 
driven dow„n damaged. Two of ours 
were brought down and five missing. 
Useful artillery reconnaissance work 
was carried out and many places of 
military importance were attacked 
with bombs.

The Potato Shortage
The statement of a re­
sponsible British official 
that everyone in the Unit­
ed Kingdom would have 
to go without potatoes by 

early summer gives point to the local 
campaign lor the growing of this neces­
sary vegetable. We may dispute as 
much as we like over the causes of 
food prices, but there can be but one 
result of a general shortage of supply. 
We will inevitably feel it as well as 
Britain, for the cause is plainly stated 
to be, not transportation difficulties, 
but an actual lack of, the potatoes 
themselves. The movement now on 
foot here has not come a moment too 
soon.. If the shortage will make it­
self felt as early as the beginning of 
the summer we are certain not to es­
cape at least some inconvenience and 
high prices, if it be nothing worse. 
Now, while the frost is still In the 
ground, is the time to make plans, and 
for the Government and agricultural 
societies to take stock of seeds, and to 
import in time sufficient quantities of 
these and of the right fertilizers to 
make practicable the cultivation of i 
every possible acre. The advertise- { 
ment of the Newfoundland Agricultur­
al Board puts the matter well and 
should be studied. Not only is the 
potato considered indispensable every­
where, but a surplus above the ordin­
ary supply is the best possible insur­
ance against a shortage of flour, which 
seems only too likely to materialize. It 
would be a good thing in other ways 
as well, for there is no doubt that too 
much flour and too much salt meat is 
consumed here. There should be an 
intensive cultivation not only of po­
tatoes but of cabbages, turnips, car­
rots, .peas and beans, in fact, all the 
green vegetables. They can all be 
grown here, and what is more, an ex­
cellent flavour can justly be claimed 
for them which is not found in many 
foreign vegetables, and which com­
pensates our short season. The con­
ventional dietary of the island, par­
ticularly in the outports, is very lack­
ing in variety, so essential to health, 
anti absurdly conservative. If we had 
the appreciation of vegetables that 
other countries have we would grow 
far more of them. The same may be 
said with even more force of fruits. We 
may hope some day for an enlightened 
policy which will remove the prohibi­
tive duties from fruit which have 
made what should be regarded as a 
necessity into an extravagant luxury. 
In the meantime, however, the potato 
question is a real and present one, and 
too much effort cannot be made to­
wards its solution.

Politics vs.
Patriotism.

We were a little hasty 
last week when we spoke 
of the United States as 
entering the war. In our 

ignorance we had not thought it pos­
sible that a handful of Senators 
would be able to defeat the passage 
of the measure that would have vir­
tually brought about that effect. We 
had not thought it possible that their 
parliamentary procedure and rules 
condemned an overwhelming majority 
of the Senate to listen impotently to a 
few lunatic or pro-German orators 
talk away national action and the 
national honor. Under the British 
system parliamentary privileges have 
often been abused, but we have never 
heard of an absurd minority being 
alia wed to stand in the way of the 
clear wishes of a whole House. Re­
solutions are being passed on every 
side condemning these Senators: what 
they should condemn, is the system 
that allows them so much power.

But if tiie incident has delayed the 
event it has only made it more cer­
tain. The people who are doing most 
to bring America into the war are her 
own loud-voiced pacifists. Germans, 
with their genius for misunderstand­
ing, are encouraged to think the Am­
erican nation divided, when in fact it 
is almost solidly united, and to act 
towards it in a way which will only 
precipitate the impending crisis. The 
Laconia, the Mexican plot, and now 
the Austrian reply are a combination 
of causes, the culmination of two 
years of studied insult and injury of 
Americans and the American flag, 
which can only have one effect. The 
resume cabled to-day of Austria’s re­
ply to Washington indicates plainly 
the distressing dilemma under which 
it is written. Anxiety to placate Am­
erica is to- be read in every line which 
attempts to excuse the inability to 
grant her demands. The only point 
of importance is that the Ancona and 
Persia pledges have not been renewed 
and that Austria is bound, however 
apologetically, to follow the instruc­
tions of her taskmaster. The break 
that will now fdllow cannot but make 
President Wilson’s task plainer and 
so easier.

WASHINGTON, March 5.

President Wilson’s inaugural ad­
dress was as follows : My fellow citi­
zens, the four years which have elap­
sed since last I stood in this place 
have been crowded with counsel and 
action of most vital interest, and in 
consequence perhaps no equal period 
in our history has been so fruitful of 
important reforms in our economic 
and industrial life, or so full of sig­
nificant changes in the spirit and pur­
pose of our political action. We have 
sought very thoroughly to sot our 
House in order, to correct the grosser 
errors and abuses of our industrial

life, liberate and quicken the process­
es of our national genius and energy, 
and lift our politics to a broader view 
of the people’s essential interests. It 
is a record of singular variety and 
singular destination, but I shall not 
attempt to review it;. it speaks for it­
self, and will be of increasing influ­
ence as the years go by. This is not 
the time for retrospect, it is the time 
rather to speak our thoughts and pur­
poses concerning the present and the 
immediate future. Although we have 
centred our counsel and action with 
such an unusual concentration and 
success upon the great problem of 
domestic legislation to which we ad­
dressed ourselves four years ago, 
other matters have more and more 
forced themselves upon our attention, 
matters lying outside our own life as 
a nation and over which we had no 
control, but which, despite our wish 
to keep free of them, have drawn us 
more and more irresistibly into their 
own current and » influence. It has | 
been impossible to avoid them. They i 
have affected the life of the whole 
world, they have shaken men every­
where with a passion and an appre­
hension they never knew before. It 
has been hard to preserve calm coun­
sel while the thought of our own peo­
ple swayed this way and that under 
their influence. We are a composite 
and cosmopolitan people. We are of 
the blood of all nations that are at 
war. The currents of our thoughts as 
well as the currents of our trade run 
quick -at all seasons back and forth 
between us and them. The war in­
evitably sets its mark alike upon our 
minds, our industries, our commerce, 
our political and our social actions. 
To be indifferent to it or independent 
of it was out of the question, and yet 
all the while we have been conscious 
that we were not part of it. In that 
consciousness despite many divisions 
we have drawn closer together. We 
have been deeply wronged upon the 
seas, but we have not wished to 
wrong or Injure in return; we have 
retained throughout the consciousness 
of standing in some sort apart intent 
upon an interest that transcended the 
immediate issues of the war itself. 
As some of the injuries done us have 
become intolerable we have still been 
clear that we wished nothing for our­
selves, that we were not ready to de­
mand for all mankind fair dealing, 
justice, the freedom to live and be at 
ease against organized wrong. It is in 
this spirit, and with this, that we have 
grown more and more aware, more 
and more certain that the part we 
wish to play was the part of those 
who mean to vindicate and fortify 
peace. We have been obliged to arm 
ourselves to make good our claim to 
a certain minimum of right and of 
freedom of action. We stand firm in 
armed neutrality since it seems that 
in no other way we can demonstrate 
what we insist upon and cannot fore- I 
go. We may even be drawn on by 
circumstances, not by our own pur­
pose or desire, to more active asser­
tion of our rights as we see them, and 
a more immediate associating with 
the great struggle Itself, but nothing 
will alter our thoughts of our pur­
pose. They are too clear to be ob­
scured, they are too deeply rooted ti­
the principles of our national life to 
be altered. We desire neither con­
quest nor advantage. We wish noth­
ing that can be had only at the cost 
of another people. We always pro­
fessed unselfish purpose and we covet. 
opportunity to prove that our profes­

sions are sincere. The tragical events 
of the last thirty months of turmoil 
through which we have just passed, 
have made us citizens of the world; 
there can be no turning hack. Our 
own fortunes as well as a nation are 
involved, whether we would have it 
or not, and yet we are not the less 
Americans on that account. We 
shall be the more American if we but 
remain true to the principles in which 
wo have been brought up. They are not 
the principles of a province or of a 
single continent. We have known and 
boasted all along that they were the 
principles of a liberal mankind. 
These, therefore, are the things we 
shall stand for, whether in war or in 
peace: that all nations are equally in­
terested in the peace of the world 
and in the political stability of free 
peoples and equal responsibility for 
their maintenance; that the essential 
principles of peace is the actual equal­
ity of nations in all matters of right 
or privilege; that peace cannot se­
curely or justly rest upon an armed 
balance of power ; that Governments 
derive all their just powers from the 
consent of the governed, and that 
other powers should be supported by 
the common thought, purpose or power 
of the family of nations ; that the seas 
should be equally free and safe for the 
use of all peoples under rules set up 
by common agreement and consent, 
and that so far as practicable they 
should be accessible to all upon equal 
terms; that national armament should 
be limited to the necessities of na­
tional order and domestic safety; that 
the community of interest and of pow­
er upon which peace must henceforth 
depend imposes upon each nation the 
duty of seeing to it that all influences 
proceeding from its own citizens 
meant to encourage or assist revolu­
tion in other states, should be sternly 
and effectually suppressed and pre­
vented. I need not arguo these prin­
ciples to you, my fellow-countrymen, 
they are your own, part and parcel of 
your own thinking and your own mo­
tive In affairs, they spring up natural­
ly amongst us. Upon this as a plat­
form of purpose and of action we can 
stand together, and it is Imperative 
that wo should stand together. We 
are being formed into a new unity 
amidst the fires that now blaze throu­
ghout the world. In their ardent heat 
we shall, in God’s Providence, let us 
hope, be purged of faction and divi­
sion, purified of the errant humors of 
party and of private interest, and 
shall stand forth In the days to come 
with a new dignity of national pride 
and spirit. Let us dedicate ourselevs 
to the great task to which we must 
now set our hands. For myself I beg 
your tolerence, your countenance and 
your united aid.

TO-DAY’S
Message a

WAR BUDGET.
LONDON, To-day.

Except for the front in France 
where the British and French are op­
posing the Germans, there have been 
only the usual outpost engagements 
and bombardments. Around Arras 
near Ginchy British troops carried out 
successful raids against the German 
positions, according to London. In 
the vicinity of Arras King George’s 
men struck in two places and inflicted 
many casualties on the Germans, 
made 42 of them prisoners and cap­
tured a machine gun. Prisoners 
were also taken near ' Ginchy. Near 
Bouchavesnes the Germans endeavor­
ed to wrest from the British the posi­
tions captured on Sunday, but met 
with a repulse. French counter at­
tacks north of Bois Courieres, where 
the Germans made a gain at one point 
in an attack delivered over a front of 
314 miles, regained a part of the cap­
tured elements, a French official 
statement says. Elsewhere than in 
Bois Courieres the Germans were re­
pulsed with heavy losses in their Sun­
day attack. The weather on the Rus 
sian front has again turned bitterly 
cold impeding operations there. Scout­
ing parties continue active in Rou­
manie and here and there artillery 
duels are in progress. There has 
been no change in the situation in the 
Austro-Italian Macedonian theatres. 
The repulse of a small Turkish attack 
near Kalkini, in Turkish Armenia, is 
reported by Petrograd.

11.3ÔÂM.
FILIBUStERERS CONDEMNED AS 

TREASONABLE.
NEW YORK, To-day.

Resolutions condemning as little 
short of treasonable the action of the 
Senators who prevented the armed 
neutrality measure from coming to a 
vote, were passed at a mass meeting 
held here last night, under the au­
spices of the American Rights League. 
President Wilson was urged to exer­
cise his constitutional authority for 
arming American ships passing 
through the barred zone insolently es­
tablished by the German Governments 
decree. The Resolutions declared that 
the Senators who opposed the neutral­
ity bill had done what they could in 
the present crisis to weaken the hands 
of the American people and to 
strengthen the hands of Germany. The 
sinking of the Laconia, and the al- 
ledged plotting against the national 
safety were characterized as crowning 
infamies of two years’ continuous war­
fare against the American people. Let­
ters and telegrams were read from 
many prominent persons, including 
former President Roosevelt, Gover­
nor Whitban and bodies of citizens in 
Chicago, Philadelphia and other cities.

1.00 P.M,
INTERNATIONAL LAW ACCORDING 

TO AUSTRIA.
LONDON, To-day.

The American Ambassador at Vien­
na has been handed the reply of the 
Austrian Government to the American 
note, inquiring as to the position of 
the Austrian Government in regard to 
unrestricted submarine warfare, ac­
cording to the Vienna despatch by way 
of Amsterdam. The reply declares 
that neutrals are responsible for the 
losses they suffer by entering territory 
where warlike operations are taking 
place. The American note, which was 
despatched to Vienna on February 
18th, asked specifically whether the 
Austrian assurances given following 
the sinking of the Anconia and Persia 
had been nullified. The reply says 
that whatever attitude the Washington 
Cabinet may take as to the individual 
questions raised here the Austro-Hun­
garian Government is essentially in 
accordance with the American Govern­
ment in regard to the protection of 
neutrals against endangering their 
loss.

BRITAIN’S GREAT COMMERCE.
NEW YORK, To-Day. 

The London correspondent of the 
Sun cables his paper this morning 
as follows: As an answer to Ger­
many’s contention that her submar­
ines are starving Great Britain, the 
Government took a party of neutral 
correspondents on a three days’ tour 
of the greatest mercantile shipping 
centres of the Kingdom, Liverpool, 
Manchester and London. The corre­
spondents were permitted to see ev­
erything. Miles of docks were filled 
with shipping unloading from all 
quarters of the world or loading for 
outward voyages. Nowhere was there 
any evidence that the submarines are 
keeping ships in port. Hundreds of 
vessels were seen constantly coming 
and going, deeply laden with the ne­
cessaries of war and life. Immense 
warehouses in Liverpool, Manchester 
and London were inspected in details, 
showing unbelievable stores of meat, 
grain and cotton. The most impres­
sive feature was the complete frank­
ness marking the experience. Noth­
ing was concealed. There were no

Prohibition Cases.
“WRIT OF PROHIBITION» ASKED 

FOR BY LIQUOR INTERESTS.
The outstanding Prohibition cases, 

which have been the chief theme of 
discussion for some time, came up for 
hearing in both Courts this morning, 
and considerable interest was evinced in 
them. Judge Penny, of Carbonear, pro 
sided. The first charge read was Wro. 
Grimes, Supt. of Police, vs. P. J. Shea, 
charged with a breach of Section 4 of 
the Prohibition Act. Mr L E. Emer 

I son, representing the defendant, asked 
for a postponement, mentioning the 
fact that Mr. powley, K. C, who also 
was acting for the liquor interests, 
was then making application to the 
Supreme Court for an order nisi or 
what is now more commonly known 
amongst the legal fraternity as a 
“writ of prohibition.” Pending the re­
sult of this order. Judge Penney 
granted the postponement. A similar 
charge preferred against Edward Stn- 
nott by Const. Edward Whelan was 
then called. Mr. McNeily objected to 
Judge Penney hearing the case on the 
ground that he had no jurisdiction to 
hear it. He pointed out that the 
Crown or Executive Government had 
no right or authority to appoint a Sti­
pendiary Magistrate, adding that no 
such provision had been made in the 
Supply Act for 1916.

The order nisi was then heard be­
fore the full Bench in the Supreme 
Court, setting forth legal objections to 
Judge Penney trying the cases. How- 
ley, K. C., stated that Judge Penney 
had been a Stipendiary Magistrate over 
Carbonear but in order to enable him 
to hear the Prohibition cases was 
given a new commission of Stipendiary 
Magistrate of Newfoundland. Thirf, 
Mr. Howley, contended, the Govern­
ment had no authority to do. Messrs. 
Bunfleld and Hunt argued for the de­
fence. At 1 p.m. an adjournment was 
taken until Friday next.

New York, Feb. 21.—The battle­
ships in the United States navy in 
the event of war will likely get lit­
tle or no opportunity to show their 
qualities at first, and would most 
probably remain safe in harbor be­
lling projecting mine fields, awaiting 
an emergency demanding their pres­
ence on the high seas, accordnig to 
an editorial in the Army and Navy 
Journal.

What our navy will be called upon 
to meet in case of war, the Journal 
holds, “will be the submarine menace 
to our shipping at sea and along our 
coasts. This Work will require many 
fast torpedo destroyers and submar­
ine chasers well armed, for it may be 
safely assumed that the Germans will 
put heavy guns on the new craft. To 
protect our commerce on the high 
seas will be the role of our cruisers 
and torpedo boat destroyers.”

The Journal says editorially :
"Some of our submarines, with the 

skill and daring for which our men 
and officers are noted, may make 
their mark, and some of the light 
ships would help in patrol work. If 
convoy is necessary it will be done 
with our lighter craft. We therefore 
see no role for the battleship, ex­
cept as a reserve fdrce to meet the 
German high sea fleet in case that 
fleet ever gains the high seas, or per­
haps in bombarding some naval base, 
which seems unlikely.

'While German seamen are well 
acquainted with our important sub­
marine base at New London, our tor­
pedo station at Newport, the Norfolk 
and Philadelphia yards, our mine» 
should form adequate protection 
against submarines that would try to 
venture into harbors to destroy ship­
ping. Suitable patrol boats will, cer­
tainly be on hand to guard against 
any submarine that might find its 
way in.”

THE HAIR PIN.

The hair pin is an almost human ( 
device which, when properly attached 
to the graceful, sloping head of wo­
men, give it a knobby and determined 
aspect and prevents the hair from 
coming off until it is time to go to 
bed.
