If it is correct, as stated by our con-
temporaries, and asserted by corres-
pondents that certain companies do-
ing business in this city are importing
coal from Sydney and selling the same
to their employees at the rate of ter
dollars per ton, then it is indeed high
time that this very vital matter should
be taken up by the Food Control Boad
or the Shipping Committee, or which-
ever Board or Committee has power
to regulate such things, (and there are
so many of these now that the un-
initiated do not know to whom to ap-
ply for information on this subject).
We repeat that the coal question
should at once, be taken up by thos2
in authority: and by at once is meant
NOW, 'in order that the imports of
coal be so regulated that there will be
no shortage when the cold weathe”
comes upon us, and not on'y the im-
portations but the price. There av-
pears to be something radically wrong,
it not altogether unjust and unfair in
permitting a price of $16.00 per ton to
be placad on coal, when sold througi
the regular channels, if a compan™
can import and dispose of the same
article from the' same place £t $10.09
per ton. The difference of $6.00 is
quite appreciable, and though w2
weculd not go so far as to say or to
allege that all this is protit yet, ia
face of the knowledge that the Com-
panies are selling at the figure nam-
ed, it must be presumed that they are
not making any loss over the trans-
action. Therefore we think ‘hat un-
legs some happy medium of nrice can
ba arranged and adhered to, it will be
the duty of the Government to take
over the whole business of the coal
supply and so adjust prices that the
cost to the consumer will not be more
than covers cost, trimming, insurance,
freight, duty and landing, with a sma..l
percentage of prdfit to go against con-
tingencies. If this is not feasible, and
there is no reason why it should not
be, then it will be up to the authorities
ty fix a price based on the items above
enumerated, plus a legitimate amount
of profit for the coal merchants. If this
is not done, it will mean the creation
of a very serious situation. As a cor-
respondent writes “The poor need coal
equally with the rich,” but he might
have added that the poor cannot pay
high prices equally with the rich. At
the same time that is not an argument
in favour of making the rich pay more.
In a case of this sort all rhould b2
treated alike. It is only a matter of a
few months when the fall weather will
be setting in, and it is incumbent un-
on someone to get busy and make
sure that Newfoundland’s fuel supply
will be forthcoming. Then use every
bit of available tonnage to get it ia
the country. With the supply 1
stock and reasonable prices obtaining,
there will be no cause for camplaiat
or shortage. But it must be done
NOW.

A Suggestion.

Thursday, July 4th, is the one hun-
dred and forty-second anniversary of
the Declaration of Independence of
the United States of America. Wed-
nesday, July 3rd, is the regular gen-
eral holiday. As a tribute to the
United States, now the principal Ally
of the British Empire, would it not
be in keeping, if instead of taking the
holiday on Wednesday, that it be cele-
brated on Thursday instead.

It is long since 1776
that Newfoundland made a similar
fight for similar rights, and in se-
curing responsible government won
a bloodless, though none the less de-
cisive, victory. To-day the Empire

ment signed on the 4th July 1776, by
the American Colonists through their
representatives in Congress assembl-
ed. Side by side with the Union Jack
on the battle fields of Flanders floats
the Star Spangled Banner of our
American cousins, who are of the
same blood and speech as ourselves.
For these and many other reasons
we are of opinion that it would be
fittingly appropriate and a graceful

NEW GERMAN ATTACK EXPECTED

% PARIS, To-Day.

According to Havas Agency, grave
events are impending on the British
front, according to military experts,
who see in the intensity of the Ger-
man cannonade at various points the
preliminary steps of a new German
attack.

REVIEW OF OPERATIONS.

To all outward appearances the
Ausirian offensive -in Italy thus far
has met with failure all along the
front from the Venetian Alps to the
Adriatic. On the hill region addi-
tional ground has been recaptured
from the invaders, while along the
Piave River, where intense fighting
is in progress at some points with
fluctuating results, the balance to-
ward ultimate victory seems to sway
in favor of the Italian arms. South
and southeast of Asiago, the French
and Italians in brilliant counter of-
fensives have retaken Pennar, Ber-
tigo and Coastalinga Pass, through
which the Austrians had hoped to
push their front and gain the Astico
Valley which leads to Vicenza on the
plains below. Not alone were these
positions regained but some 200 pris-
oners fell into the hands of the Allied
troops. More heart is being thrown
into the work by the enemy along
the Piave, from the Montello Plateau
south to the region lying east of
Venice. He still seems here, not-
withstanding his heavy losses and
numerous repulses on various sec-
tors, bent upon throwing his armies
across the stream or pushing further
west with those of his forces that
have already forded it. Nevertheless
further attacks by the Austrians have
followed those of the past few days
on the Montello, where the Italians
are viciously disputing the right of
way to the plains. Likewise near the
famous Zenson Loop, further down
the stream, the enemy's vicious at-
tacks have been held, and under the
impetus of the Italian counter blows
he has fallen back nearer the river
for reinforcements, hastily brought
up. Still further south between Fos-
salta and San Dona do Piave, the Ital-
fans have further pushed back the
invaders, and unofficial reports assert
that they have recaptured the village
of Capo Sile lying on the edge of the
marsh region some 20 miles east of
historic Venice. It is not outside the
range of possibility that a large num-
ber of the enemy are in a fair way
to be taken prisoners by the Italians,
for a large number of the pontoon
bridges which they threw across the
Piave, over the 141 mile front be-
tween the Conegliano railway bridge
and the Zenson Loop, have been car-
ried away on the bosom of the
swollen stream. At any rate the loss
of these bridges will necessarily
seriously impede the reinforcing of
the Austrians on the west bank of the
river and the replenishment of their
supplies. Meanwhile the food situ-
ation and the war weariness of the
people within the Dual Monarchy
again are making trouble for the au-
thorities. Troublous times also seem-
ingly are in store for the German
Government owing to bread riots in
Vienna. Mobs are reported to have
raided bakeries and stoned the resi-
dence of the Premier, and have at-
tacked one of the wings of the Im-
perial Palace. Troops had to be callel
~ut to restore order. Little fighting
is in progress in the battle fields in
Frnace and Belgium, although the ar-
tillery duels continue violent in many
sectors. The Americans again have
forced back the Germans northwest
of Chateau Thierry, in the Marne sec-
tor, this time without the enemy re-
sisting.

For most conspicuous bravery
whilst commanding his battalion dur-
ing the heavy fighting.

Through his quick judgment, re-
sources, untiring energy and magnifi-
cent example, Lt.-Col. Forbes-Robert-
son of four separate occasions. saved
the line from breaking and averted a
situation which might have had the
most serious and far reaching results.

On the first occasion, when troops
were falling back he made a rapid
reconnaissance on horse-back, in full
view of the enemy, under heavy ma-
chine-gun and close range shell fire.
He then organised and, still mounted
led a counter-attack which was com-
pletely successful in re-establishing
our line. When his horse was shot
under him he continued on foot.

Later on the same day, when troops
to the left of his line were giving way,
he went to that flank and checked and
steadied the line, inspiring confidence
by his splendid coolness and disre-
gard of personal danger. His horse
was wounded three times and he was
thrown five times. :

The following day, when the troops
on both his flanks were forced to re-
tire, he formed a post at battalion
headquarters and with his battalion
still held his ground, thereby covering
the retredt of troops on his flanks.
Under the heaviest fire this gallant of-
ficer fearlessly exposed himself when
collecting parties, organising and en-
couraging.

On a subsequent occasion, when
troops were retiring on his left and
the condition of things on his right
were obscure, he again saved the
situation by his magnificent example
and cool judgment. Losing 2 second
horse, he continued alone on foot un-
til he had established a line to whish
his own troops could withdraw and 80’
conform to the general situation.”

(Lt-Col. James Forbes-Robertson
was attached to the Royal Newfound-
land Regiment as O.C. for some time,
and won his D,S.0. at Monchy while
with the Newfoundlanders.)

The First Naval Duel.

When Briton Fought America.

This month marks the anniversary
of one of the most stirring incidents
of the war between England and
America, at the beginning of the last
century.

England’s sea supremacy had been
badly shaken. The Americans, not-
withstanding their inferiority in num-
bers, had captured five British ships.
These reverses so exasperated the
British .that an opportunity of retriev-
ing the honour of their Fleet was eag-
erly watched for.

On June 1st, 1813, the Shannon, ly-
ing off Boston Bay, under the com-
mand of Captain Broke, came upon
the American frigate Chesapeake,
which was lying within the harbour
securely defended by the guns of
Forts Warren and Independence.

In order to test the wvalour and
skill of the Fleet, Captain Broke sent
an invitation to the coimander of the
Chesapeake to “quit the shelter of the
forts and come out and try the for-
tune of the respective flags.” The
challenge was accepted, and ‘both
pledged their word that whatever
might be the result of the battle no
other ship should interfere.

The Shannon waited for the attack.
The stately Chesapeake moved slowly
down the bay, attended by numerous
yachts, pinnaces, and pleasure-boats
full of spectators, whilst on shore the
house-tops and hills were crowded
with interested witnesses. |

Not until the two frigites were
within a stone’s throw was a shot fir-
ed; then began one of the most
dramatic sea-fights in  history. The
superiority of the British marksman-
ship was immediately evident; the
rigging of the enemy was soon in tat-
ters, her stern was beaten in, and the
deadly musket-balls, discharged from
heavy guns swept, her decks. The
American_ fire proved ineffective, and

after a few broadsides thé ships |-

came ‘into contract—the = Shannon
continuing to use two of her guns, the
Chesapeake replying feebly with only
" musketry.
... Captain Broke,.sword in hand, fol-

lowed by seamen with ‘bayonets fixed,

boarded the Chesapeake, and the
American flag was pulled down.

The fight had last for only a quar-
ter of an hour, but with sich fierce-
ness that the carnage was appalling.
