The report demon-
strates that of three supposedly dif-
ferent kinds of asphaltic pavement laid
in Calgary, the samples represent
pavement mixtures which are sub-
stantially and practically alike.

The interesting point is that the
prices the city contracted to pay for
the laying of these pavements were
as follows: .

But under the present organization, the city
could get along very well, if it had a mayor of more
than ordinary ability, with some skill in organiza-
tion, who would devote one year, or more if nec-
essary, to the arduous task of getting the city
properly organized and getting things going right.

Evidence brought out at the recent investiga-
tion showed how unbusinesslike the conditions ex-
isting really were. There has been no graft or dis-
honesty, but affairs are such that graft and dis-
honesty are bound to creep in.

SMALL TOWNS AND THE SINGLE TAX

Some of the small towns are complaining about
the working of the-tax”system ‘of the provihce;

THE GENERAL HOSPITAL

In the discussion of the relations between the
General Hospital and the city, many things have
been said which are not exactly true, and condi-
tions have not been presented to the people just
as they are.

There is a general impression that the city has
been supporting the General Hospital, helping it
along, bonusing it in season and out of season,
receiving nothing in return, having no say in the
management of the hospital and getting no secur-
ity for its money. That is very far from the facts.
Any examination of the history of the hospital and
its relations with the city will show that -the hos-
pital has given the city very much more than it
ever received from the city.

The Calgary General Hospita! Board was
organized, if we 4are not mistaken, in 1887, or
thereabouts and started in building in the early
nineties. Work was started then upon a build-
ing at the present site when it was found that the
institution could not be bonused by the city be-
cause the site was outside of the city limits. The
board then built upon the old site, south of the

pended, of which the city contributed $10,000.
That should not entitle:the city to anything like
possession.

When the hospital moved to its new site it
secured $165,000 from the city, but in return hand-
ed over its property across the track, which is
worth at least $200,000. The city got rather the
better of that bargain. So it will be seen that the
city has done nothing which gives it any legal or
moral right to take possession of the hospital.

During all of these years the city has been giv-
ing anhual grants for the maintenance of the in-
stitution. But the hospital has: been spending
from three to five times the amount of the annual
grants in work for free patients, the expense of
whom the city should be called upon to meet.

The hospital is not greatly in debt, as has
been stated in one of the evening papers. If the
provincial government and the city would pay up
the proposed grants, the hospital would not be in
debt at all. The hospital property is worth about
$300,000.

The city has no claim upon 'the hospital. The
hospital board could go out and get from private
subscriptions  sufficient money for their present

could fill its rooms with pay patients, make money
by doing so, decline to take poor patients and put’
the city to great expense. The board would not
think of adopting such a policy, because ‘it is a
philanthropic institution. '

If the
city should take over the hospital, it would lose

Adult and " 'Teen” S. S. Work
Wil be Emphasized; Con-
vention to be Nov, 12, 13, 14

About thirty Sunday school workers,
representative of nearly every Sunday
school in the city, attended the meet-
ing held in the Y. M. C. A. last night.
Mr. Geo. S. Dingle was in the chair,
and Mr. F. E. Werry, provincial sec-
retary of the Interdenominational
Alberta Sunday 8School Association,
was one of the principal speakers of
the evening.

There were three features of the
evening. The first was the adoption
of a program for an institute, the
second an outline of the work of the
city association, and the third the
work of the Pronvincial Sunday School
convention which will be held Novem-
ber 12, 13 and 14 in the city.

Institute Program.

The program adopted for the insti-
tute was divided into four parts—the
first being the general, which deailt
with themes of Bible history and liter-
ature; second, the elementary, which
was to consist of the demonstration
lessons, Miss Martin being the chosen
instructor; third, the secondary, which
dealt with “teen” work. Mr. J. Sharpe,
of the Y. M. C. A, has charge of the
demonstration work of the boys, and
Miss J. McPhail of the girls. The last
is the work of superintendents and of-
ficers, and will be discussed by G. D.
Dingle.

City S. S. Association.

The work of the city Sunday School
Association will be to have charge of
the advanced institute for federation
of adult Bible clasises. It will take up
the grading of Sunday school classes
based on ages of members. There will
be a house-to-house canvass for Sun-
day school members. It will deal with
matters of conventions and confer-
ences. A nominating committee, com-
prizing Messms.

Mrs. G. W. Kerby, In opening the
meeting, stated that a great many
women did not realize the power of a
vote; others, not realizing its import-
ance, shrank from using the privilege.
“American women,” -said Mrs. Kerby,
‘“are much more progressive than Can-
adlan women in the interest they take
in civic affairs.”

Women’s Work in Kansas City.

Mrs. C. Heilge then briefly outlined
the work of the civic league in Kaneas
City, which, because of its central posi-
tion, has an immense floating popula-
tion, and in that respect is like Cal-
gary. The league had the evils that
attend such conditions to cope with.
One thing they did was to secure and
maintain a home for girls. The juve-
nile court, which had men as directors,
had provided for the boys.

Again, the league recognized the
needs of young women coming to the
city, so they had deputy women police-
men, who met all trains and directed
| the girls to proper boarding places.

It had notices posted in stations in
small towns discouraging girls whe
had not secured places, to come to the
city.

Street cleaning was another branch
of the work, and various neighborhoods
were supervised by women.

“A city is like a house,” ®said Mnrs.
Heilge, “the men look after the big
things, but the women see to the clean-
ing of the corners.”

In this league every woman was al-
lowed to come and discuss the ques-
tions, but only members could vote.

League Work in Toledo.

“In Toledo,” sald Mrs. Newhall
“every_one of the fifty women’s clubs
contributed money toward the work of
the Women’s Civic league.

“With these funds supervised play-
grounds were provided for ehildren”

A club member attended the juvenile
court to see that the child had every
advantage. .. The pure foods law was
the outcomé of the efforts of the club,
and glass cdses were . provided for
foods which before had been éxposed
to the dust.

“There are many thinge a civie
league might do in Calgary,” continued
Mrs. Newhall. “We might combine and
work against the present trusts that
are responsible for the high cost of
living. We might provide supervised
amusement places for our working
girls. But we should have a league in
which there i no caste, no rivalry of
social functions and dress—only
womanhood.”

W. H. Tregillus in Sympathy.

W. H. Tregillus, the only man pre-
sent, thought the formation of a
women’s civic league which would co-
operate with the men's civic league in
Calgary was a commendable scheme.
He believed women had a tremendous
influence for good, and at this impor-
tant time in the growth of our city we
needed every factor that would make
our city good and beautiful.

Mrs. H. Riloy'; Suggestion.

Mrs. Harold Riley suggested that
the formation of the league be post-
poned until Mrs. Edmonds, organizer
of local women’s councils, who would
form g local council in our city, has
been here. “ This local council,” she
said, would not only have a local in-
fluence, but being affiliated with the
national council, would have federal
power. Also that the “Edmonton
women, who were at the seat of legis-
lation, would probably not form a civic
league, but through a loecal council we
could unite with them.”

This idea was thought a good one,
and it was decided, if the Yocal council
could do the same work as a civic
league, they would wait, as it was bet-
ter not to multiply organizations.

HOW OLD FORT WHOGP UP

WAS NAMED

Mr. H. A. Karouse Discusses
Origin of Appellation That
N Would Not Die

Frenchman Responsible for
Springing Catch Phrase
When Haven Was Sighted

Once again Mr. H. A. Kanouse has
locked the gates of old Fort Whoop
Up, and as he did in '68, “packed his
blankets” and journeyed to other
haunts. Mr. Kanoyse, who construct-
ed the old fort at Victoria park from
memory of the days when he and other
traders took refuge thereln, will de-
part for Chehalis, Wash., "today.

Phil Weinard, who broke and drove
14 head of oxen to a freight wagon
and brought them from the Twenty-
Mile to the Stampede, is already on the
return journey, and barring accident,
will reach home by Christmas.

Possibly few living men know more
of the history of old Fort Whoop Up
than Mr. Kanouse, who in the stirring
times when trading with the Indians
and trapping was the chief industry of
lower western Canada, was one of the
men who made "the old post his home,
*“The source of Whoop Up's reputa-
tion as the rendezvous of bad men is
traceable to a San Diego, Cal, news-
paper of 1868,” said Mr. Kanouse yes-
terday. “The story must have been
more than a column, and was about
as lurid as imagination could make it.
It £aid that Fort Whoop Up was the
rendezvous of the blgodiest band of
cut-throats that ever went unhung, in-
cluding escaped convicts, murderers,
renegades and that ilk, who pillaged
and murdered Indians, stole horses and
cattle, and did many other things
equally as bad. It is true there were
such men along the border at that
time, but they were not a part of those
who made the fort headquarters.

“At no time were there more than
sixty men at the post, and in--most
cases five or six traders was all that
remained when the trappers and wolf-
ers were out seeking pelts.

“In -those days it was policy to be
on good terms with the Indians, as
we itraders were doing a good busi-
ness and desired that friendly relations
remain unbroken. About all the In-
dian killing that was done was by the
wolfers who killed buffalo, poisoned
the carcasses and then gathered the
wolf pelts. Some Indians made it a
practice to follow up the traps and
poisoned meat and gathered the hides
before the wolfers _could come up,
Whenever they saw an Indian stealing
they pot-shotted him, and if other In-
dians took up the fight the trappers
took refuge in the fort.

“The naming of Fort Whoop Up is
traceable to a Frenchman mnamed
Charles Chouquette, who - freighted
from Fort Benton to what was then
Fort Hamilton. Chouquette did not
know much English, and whenever he
learned a word he had a habit of re-
peating it over and over. There was
an eighty mile barren stretch hetween
Fort Benton and Fort Hamllton, and
it was a dread to the outfits that made
the trip. One night Chouquette was
drawing near to the fort; his -outfit
was tired and lagging, and others were
complaining, including Charley. Fin-
ally someone said: “Let's whoop up
and get on to the fort.” This struck
Charley as a good phrase, and he kept
repeating it every now and then. As
they neared the fort he yelled “Whoop
Up,” and it became a by-word, like all
euphonious western names, becoming
a fixture.

“There were stirring times along the
border about that time, and many men
who were not willing to have their
past investigated, but contrary to pop-
ular belief, Fort Whoop Up was mnot
the gathering place for them, but the
home of traders and trappers.”

Mr, Kanouse again has a longing for
the old land where he trapped and
traded as a young man, and is casting
about for an investment, and may re-
turn and take up his residence here.

cause of a “miracle” which is daily pro-

viding food for the starving dn that
famine-stricken region, says a -Paris
special to the IL.os Angeles Examiner.

They believe a mystic vision appears

to a 1little peasant girl playing in the

fields, anll immediately her hands are
filled with gold coins wherewith to
buy food fer the hungry.

Paris 1s, of course, incredulous—

though the city authorities are prepar-

ing to send a properly constituted com-
mission to inquire into the matter. But
in the village of Kerlazen-en-Primel,
in the vicinity of Brest, no one has the
slightest doubt that, for the third time
during the Christian, Era, God has
chosen @ maiden from among the lab-
oring people to save France from dis-
aster. 3
Jeanne d’Arc.

Jeanne 4’Arc was only fourteen years
old when St. Michael, St, Catherine and
St. Marguerite first .appeared to her
in h-r father's orchard and instructed
her to Jead the armies of the king and
drive the English . out of” France—
which she' did, and was Dburned at the
stake for hefesy, but has lately been
placed in the calendar of .saints.

Bernadette, the little peasant girl of
Lourdes, was about the same age when
the Blessed Virgin, wearing a white
robe and a blue scarf, appeared to her
in a grotto upon eighteen different oc-
caslons, instruoting her how to tell of
her vision so that a shrine might be
built there for the miraculous cure of
the sick, the maimed and the orippled.
That same year the shrine was built, in
1868. 'All the world knows of the mir-
acubous cures performed there, attest-
ed by the discarded crutches amd iron
harness of cured cripples which cover
the walls of the grotto. Thus a sec-
ond miracle saved France from disease
and deformity.

Third Miracle

And now, in the devout bellef of the
Breton peasants, a third miracle has
intervened to save France from fam-
ine. 'This time the “vision” is said to
appear to a little girl only four years
old—Marie Josephine Kuere, the daugh-
ter of peasants who were among the
poorest, most afflioted in the famine-
stricken region.

A shortage of crops for three sea-
soms has brought the Breton peasants
to e verge of desperation, -Many ac-
tuafly starved* In the village of Ker-
lazen-en-Primel this summer, when a
third crop failure became a certainty,
the black dread of starvation and pes-
tilemece hung like a pall over the lit-
tle community. The famlly of Kuere
—father, mother and six little children
—were among the poorest. A small
field of peas and ' potatoes, almost burnt
up by the drought, was all that pro-
vided them with food and clothing and
a roof over their heads.

The Kueres are very devout. In
their eXtremity they redoubled their
appeals to heaven for sucecor. - The mir-
acle that presemtly occurred is known
in detail by every villager and quite
generally throughout Brittany.

IOUNINT BELIFS 0 ThE

NATIVES OF PAIN

Sorgery More Prevalent Than
Believed; Inland People Eaten
U_p With Superstition

Trial by Leaf Determines
Whether or Not Death Has
Been Caused by Black Art

Melbourne, Sept. 14—The annual re-
port of theLéutenant-Governor af the
Territory of Papua, as presented to the
Parliament of the commonwealth of
Australia, contains much finteresting
Information on the quaint beliefs and
Superstitions of the native races
Sorcery is far more prevalent than is;
generally believed. The Resident Mag-
istrate of the Central Division states
that in the trial of a native from the
village on the Bartholomew Range, he
came across a curious custom that is
used to find out if the native had died
by sorcery or not. The body, he says,
is placed on a platform in the centre
of the village, and a leaf is placed on
the breast; the feet are then pointed
in the direction of a village, and the
body is asked if any man or woman
in the village pointed at,caused the
death. if the leaves falls offthe body,
people are sure that the person who
caused the death was a native of the
village pointed at: if the leaf does not
fall off the body at the first attempt,
the body is pointed to another village,
and so on until the leaf falls, or is
blown off. The inland people are edten
up with superstition, and any man who
Hkes can terrorize them into doing
what he wishes. In one case before
me, he says, it-appeared that a woman
died in a village, and the people put
the death down to sorcery on the part

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of another village. Some time after
the death, some of the dead woman’s
relatives. were near another village
just after dark, A dance was being
held in the village, and the relations
of the dead woman, looked into the
village, gaid that they saw the ghost
of the woman among the dancers, and
they promptly went back to their
village and told the village constable,
who next arrested three men from the
other village for the murder of the
woman, brought them into the station,
where they were tried and discharged.
the Resident Magistrate of *the
North-Eastern Divisions tells how the
largest tribe in the Division, the Maisin
people, were perturbed at the number
of death in their villages, and came to
the conclusion that the mortality must
be due to the sorcery experts among
the Kubiri people. They decided that
this could not be allowed to go on
without making the Kubiri people pay
for it. So the Maisin natives to the
number of 71 went to the Kubiri vil-
lages and sald, “You must pay for
these people you have Kkilled”—fortun-
ately the Papuan will usually accept a
pig as compensation for any relative,
especially if the Government is near,
or else our sorcerers will make pouri-
pouri and take payment by making all
sorts of disasters happen to your
tribe.” 'The Xubiri people promptly
handed over the required pigs and
other articles, more apparently from
fear of Pouri-pouri than from fear of
any actual violence.

News was shortly brought to the
government station and a summons
sent to the Ifaisin people to come in.
They all candidly admitted the fact,
The leaders were sent to jail for three
months, and the others for one month.

Sorcery is probably widespread in
the division, but the fear of sorcery
without due cause probably does far
more harm than the sorcerers do either
directly or indirectly by causing fear.
In common with pretty well all races
in a low degree of culture the Papuan
is surrounded by natural procesges he
does not understand, but which he
believes he can control—at least if a
more expert sorcerer does not thwart
him. He sees a friend die—it may be
pneumonia, but the fact is proof posi-
tive to him that someone has murdered
him by magical means. If he wants
rain to come he has only to apply to
the nearest rain maker, who puts the
appropriate articles in a stream of
water, and perhaps recites the approp-
riate spells, and in thit wet part of the
territory rain is pretty sure to come
before very long. If a plentiful supply
of garden produce is required there is
probably someone who knows the
right article to bury in the garden. A
short time ago two police were sent
in a canoe along the coast. They came
back after some slight delay very in-
dignant with one another. One com.
plained that he had arrested and hand-
cuffed a native, and that the other one
had promptly released him. It appears
that they were delayed at Pongani by
rough weather, so the more courage-
ous of the two decided to arrest the
local storm maker, and did so. The
other policeman, when asked to explain
why he had ventured ‘to release a man
under arrest, explained—not that he
had grown out of such belief, but that
he only released the storm maker be-
cause hé was afraid that if the storm
maker was kept under arrest he
would naturally keep the sea rough,
and perhaps prevent them from getting
back altogéther.

Such beliefs really do little harm as
a rule, and aré the Resident Magistrate
thinks, best ignored unless they are
wilfully and deliberately used as a
means of extorting presents or caus-
ing fear; and if too much notice is
taken of such matters the native be-
comes all the more convinced, of such
real power, ‘sinee: action. by -the Gov-
ernment is liable to be regarded as an
admission that thé sorcerers are really
guilty of causing the deaths or other
misfortunes which the natives put
down to them. The best way of deal-
ing with such superstitions appears to
be to ignore them until they are used

for a purpose evil in itself.

GOUNTESS, COUSIN OF
- RGER, 13 INGULTED

Roumanian Naval Officers
Tried to Flirt With Her and
Get Into Trouble

Bucharest, Sept. 12.—The prompt
action of the Roumanian government
here has preventéd an unpleasant in-
ternational wcomplication arising dut
of an affair at Constanza, where the
Countess Wilhelm Hohenau, a cousin
of the German emperor, and her trav-
elling companion were insulted by
some Roumanian naval officers in a
restaurant, and were, lit s alleged,
submitted to further indignity at the
hands of the local police when they
attempted to obtain redress.

It seems that the countess, who be-
fore.her marriage was the Princess zu
Hohenlohe-Oehringen, stopped at Con-
stanza on her way from Constantin-
ople to Berlin, and with her travelling
companion entered a restaurant near
the railway station. '

Vain Protests at. Insult.

There she was annoyed by the ad-
miring glances directéed in her dir-
ection by some naval officers, and
after appealing to the maitre d’hotel
in »vain. she addressed the officers
and told them in good energetic
Frénch what she thought of their con-
duct.

She then went to a hotel and tele-
graphed to the (German legation at
Bucharest, relating the circumstances
and demanding an apology from the
Roumanian authorities.

Unfortunately the German minister,
witheut revealing the countess’ iden-
tity, complained, to the minister of the
interior, and thws latter simply ordered
the perfect of police at Constanza to
make an investigation,

Apology by the Government.

This he proceeded to do in the usual
way by sending a commissary of. pol-
ice to apprehend the countess and
bring her to the prefecture so that he
might make a report on the matter.
The countess submittéd to the arrest,
made the complaint, and then revealed
to the astonished prefect her name
and titles.. Before he recovered she
swept from the room and took a train
for Berlin.

Meantime the wires became hot be-
tween Buycharest and Constanza, with
the result that the offending prefect
bhas been reprimanded, the commissary
suspended for a month, the offending
officers sentenced by court magtial
to thirty days’ arrest, and an humbl®
apology from the Roumanian govern-
ment forwarded by the German min-
ister to the countess in Berlin.

DONERS T0 A O
ol

Queen Mary Opposes It and
That Means That the Cus-
tom Must Cease

Hertofore They Have Been Re-
ceiving a Marriage Por-
tion of $5,000

London, Sept. 11.—Queen Mary has
directed the royal chamberlain to dis-
continue the time-honored custom of
giving marriage dowries to maids of
honor. Queen Victoria, as queen in
her own right, had eight maids of
honor always at her court and when-
ever a maid became a bride she®re-
ceived $5,000 out of the royal purse,
Cupid found much encourag®ment un-
der those conditions, for though the

maids of honor are uspally either the
daughters of near relatives or peers,
they are not always wealthy.

Queen Mary, inasmuch as she is
only a Qqueen consort, is limited by
state etiquecie to four maids of honor.
They are Miss Venetia Baring, Miss
Katherine Villiers, Miss Ursula Lgw-
ley and Miss Mabel Gye. Each of
them, on becoming a maid of honor,
attains the title of honorable for the
rest of her life.

The present queen also has let it be
known that there is to be no increase
in the salary of a maid of hasnor,
which is $1,500 a year, almost a quar-
ter of which sum has to be spent for
gloves alone.

A maid of honor must be a clever
and agre€able talker and a charming
girl, well up in books and music, able,
like the dueen, to speay German,
French and Italian, a fine dancer, and
good at cards and needlework. She
must, of course, lress excepiionally
well. Sometimes, when in the coun-
try, the queen occupies the aftenroon
in needlework, at which she is an ex-
pert, and the maid of honor in at-
tendance on her either reads or plays,
or helps her in making garments for
the poor.

At Buckingham Palace,

'When the court is at Buckingham
Palace, the maids of honor generally
go on duty just before lunch time. A
carriage or automobile is sent to the
private house of each maid and they
lunch at the palace with the royal
household, after which ‘they await
the queen’'s commands. Two of them
usually attend the mueen whenever
she appears in public,” at cdncerts,
garlen parties, theatre, opera or other
functions.

All the maids have to attend the
state. balls, and at Windsor Castle,
where in the season, there is a con-
stant round of banquets, balls, etc.,
the maids scarcely ever have an idle
moment.

Hung up by Thumbs

The most common torture is that of
hanging up by the thumbs aceording
to those safd to be conversant with the
fact. The prisoner, on being brought
into the torture chamber, is stripped
naked. His left arm is passed behind
his back, palm and fingers upward,
resting on his right sholder blade.
His right arm is put up, his hand es-
tended, palm outward, and fingers down
over his right shoulderblade. A strong
string is fastened around the 127t thumb
to keep the string from cutting the
flesh. In the same manner the right
thumb is tied to the sa mestring, after
which the two thumbs are drawn to-
gether.

To this string holding thumbs there
is fastened a rope that extends through
a pulley in the ceiling, through another
pulley in a side wall and then down to
a hook on the side wall.

The “examiner” thus ties up a prison-
er who has refused to give such testi-
mony as is desired, goes to the rope and
jerks it through a pulley, and v) the
victim goes.

Says Hanging Men Are ashed

This leaves the prisoner suspended,
his tip-toes barely touching the floor,
every muscle of his body in racking
strain. He is then beaten on the back,
stomach and on his sides, the Instru-
ment being a sort of frayed rattan
switch. The switching does not al-
ways bring blood upon a tough sk.n,
but, as it is described, every blow seems
to cut deep into the flesh.

Some who ‘have experienced this
method of judicial suasion have said
that they have seen by the clock on
the wall that they were kept hanging
more than an hour before they became
unconscious under the agony.

At times the examiners would ask
them to confess. If there was no ans-
wer a lighted cigarette was touched to

{ the flesh to see if the prisaner was

conscious, If unconscious the prisoner
was dropped and cold water jhrown en
him until he was brought to.

This partion of the “exercises” was
conducted by a Japanese physician.

Says He Was “Thrice Kilied”

“I was killed and brought back to
life three times.” declared one of the
prisoners in open court, describing the
impressions made on hiitn by this
method of procedure.

While the prisoner is in the midst of
this torture a long statement is' written
out, which is said to be the man's ¢on-
fesion. The next day the statement
i read to him and'his assent demand-
ed.
“You said yesterday,” the examiner
~declares, The prisoner pronounced ihe
written statement false—things ke
never could have dreamed of. He gives
testimony to prove his oral statements,
such as he bad been ill at the time or
away from the place. No alibis are
permitted.

The examiner hits him on tha ears.
Men have said they had been made un-
able to hear for weeks. Maybe the
prisoner is kicked in the stomach and
carried out unconscious. Perhaps Le
is in the physicians hands for n weck.
He is taken back and told that s:veral
others have been killed and that che
same fate will be his if he does not
confess to tMe lies set down in the
“confession” prepared for him,

Burned and Then “liced”

With some this threat is sufficient.
If one replies that he cannot lie, the
captors tie his thumbs behind his back
as before, stand him crouched under
a shelf about four and a half feet from
the floor, on his tiptoes, his heels
touching the wall behind him, the cord
from his thumbs being fastened to the
wall to hold him in position. He can-
not move,

Hot irons are held in front of him
till he feels as if his flesn is being
burned to & crisp; he is told that he
is to be burned if he does not say “yes”
to what has been written “or him. He
denies. Then suddenly they apply ice
to his limbs and he thinks he is burned.

“I was fried with hot irens,” testi-
fied one of the men on the stand.

Not many of the prisoners had op-
portunity to wedge in :nuch descrip-
tion of their experiences. “The court
wanted to hear nothing on this sub-
ject. :

This “frying” usually does the work.
Under conviction that his bady is be.
ing consumed by fire the prissner says
“yes” to whatever the examiner ce-
man@s. He has testified and -ncrim-
inated ministers of the gospel, men he
knew would not do wrong, and others
he did not even know. v

Perhaps the: “frying” process. fails.
The examiners again threaten the pris-
oner, .Still he denies, Again he is
stripped. This time they dip him head-
first into a big jar of water with ice
in it. Then they stand him on his
feet in the jar, with water above his
waist. He pleads for mercy.

Hung Up by the Toes

This torture chamber is a chamber
of horrors. A man is hanging by his
thumbs, screaming for mercy; another
on tiptoes under the shelf is pouring
forth agonizing crles,

“I will not lie!” declares the pris-
oner.

The examiner ties his big toes to-
gether, and hangs him head down.
Blocd flows from his mouth and nos-
trils. It is too much. He assents.
He can endure no more.

Automobile Accident

Ambleside, Eng, Sept. 11.—John J,
Willlams of New York, his wife and
son, were injured, though apparently
not seriously, a chauffeur was danger-
ously injured and another man was
killed in an automobile accident at
Kirkstone Pass in the Cambrian
mountains today.

BACKSLIDING ABBE 15 GIVEN
ABSOLUTION -

Paris, Sept. 12. —The Abbe Guinot
has received absolution on what he be-
lieved was his deathbed, after having
earned a living for fifteen years by
denouncing the church.

In 1897, Guinot, then vicar at An-
sierre cathedral, eloped with a young
lady penitent and joined the staff of
the anti-clerical periodical Yonne, in
which, week after week, he exercised
his expert knowledge of the Catholic
church to calumniate it.

He next married a peasant girl and
became the father of two children, but
a divorce followed. Some years ago
Guinot married the head mistress of a
school near Ansierre.

Recently he fell gravely ill and asked
for extreme unction from the Abbe
Deschamps, his successor at the cathe-
dral, one of the men whom he had bit-
terly reviled.

Guinot, it appeared, had never been
unfrocked, only forbidden to say mass,
and Deschamps restored to him his
priestly privileges.

Now, her “husband” having recover-
ed and gone back to the cathedral,
Mme. Guinot wants to know what is to
become of her.

GRAZED SOLDIER AUNG
AMUCK; KILLS FOUR

Berne, Switzerland, Sept. 12.—A
Swiss Soldler ran amuck last evening
and transformed the little town of
Romanshorn in Lake Constance into a
miniature battlefield, strewn with dead
and dying.

The soldier is a native of the town
and is_named Schwariz. Suddenly, in
a fit of madness, he seized his rifle
and shot everyone within range of the
windows of his house, killing four and
wounding six men. He then barri-
cuded himself in his residence.

The house was surrounded by armed
police and citizens, among whom an
hour or so later a panic broke out
when they heard a shot.

The besiegers, under the impression
that Schwartz had coize among them,
started firing and shot one another
down until a dozen of them lay badly
wounded on the ground.

During the scare the mad- soldier
escaped from his nouse and fled te
the forest, where he is still at large
and armed.

(AISER'S KEEN EYE ON
CANAL CHANGES

Berlin, Sept. 12.—Germany is prepar-
ing a big effort to capture the South
American trade when the Panama
Canal opens by means of a lavish dis-
play and an energetic advertising
campaign at the $San -Francisco
Exposition in 1915. German represen-
tation at the fair has the direct sup-
port of the. imperial government, and
the Kaiser himself takes a keen in-
terest in the coming campaign of Ger-
man traders. Speaking at Hamburg
recently, he said:

“Where they lead I will follow.”

The North German Lloyd Steamship
Company is launching four new cargo
liners destined _exclusively for the
South American trade. Germans real-
ize that the American tariff bars them
from developing an export trade with
thé United States, but does not prevent
their starting on the United States soil
a campaign for the invasion of I.atin
America.

— Permission
given to move 1,200 Mexican troops
through the United States territory to
attack the Mexican rebels in the state
of Sonora and the reported repulse and
retreat from the border of the rebel
leader, General Salazar, and his men,
combined today to bring satisfaction to
government officials here.

Offiglals here are glad the scene of
hostilities apparently is being removed
from the border., With a considerable
force of federals already garrisoning

¥Former Alderman Favors the
Building of a Municipal
Hospital

Should the city grant the General
hospital $150,000 for building addit-
ional accomodation, or should the city
place this money towards the bullding
of a Calgary Municipally owned hos-
pital?

This question is getting serious con- l
sideration among the ratepayers, es- .
pecially as the hospital board members ;
have waited upon the commissioners

. asking that the city again place a by-!

law before the people for that amount;
despite the fact ‘that this bylaw was
defeated by the ratepayers only two
weeks previous. It is the belief
amongst a number of citizens that the
people rejected this bylaw, for the ex-
press purpose of protesting against
any more grants, under present con-
ditions and they believe that the city
should build a. municipal hospital of
lits own.

Ex-Alderman Garden who last year
was 'one of the city’s representatives
on the hospital board is one of the fore-
most advocates of a municipally owned
hospital.

In an interview with the Albertan
pesterday ex-Ald. Garden gave out the
following for the purpose of getting a
public expression of same. He said: —
“I think the time is ripe that the city
should take up the question of a muni-
cipally owned hospital. There are many
reasons why. First it is claimed that
the present General hospital is taxed
for accomodations, and must have more
money from the city to build this
accomodation. Why should the city
give all this money dnto. an institution
over which they have no control? Then
why cannot the city, if more hospital
accomodation is needed:take' this pro-
posed $150.000,00 and put some more

money to the amount and have a hos- |

pital, owned by the people, run by the

people, and under the control of the |-

Calgary medical health officer, or by
some person whom the city governors
may see fit to appoint. Another rea-
son is.that the present General hospital
is not entirely modern nor fire proof,
which raises the question of why put
more money into such a building. I
fully recognize the fact that the hos-
pital managers when building the pres-
ent hospital did everything in their
power, and obtained good results from
the amount of “money they had to
spend, but that doesn’'t meet the pres-
ent day, situation.

“I believe that the present General
hospital is complete in itself, and has
done excellent work in the past, and
would continue to do so, and meet the
requirements of that part of the city.
Should the hospital managers obtain an
addition grant I believe it is their in-
tention to build a building with its own
heating and other sanitary arrange-
ments, separate from the present hos-
pital.- This is what they would have
to do, because their present plant is
taxed to its fullest capacity. If this
is the case, why not build a municipal
hospital outright? There are many
excellent sites in the west end of the
city, especially in the hills near Shaga-
nappi, overlooking the Bow river valley.
My idea is that it would be an excel-
lent location; ' and moreever, would
sérve the west end for emergency cases,
while also serving the city as.a whole.
I think it would be wise for the city
council to give this matter their con-
sideration before again submitting a
bylaw for a grant. The ‘ratepayers
should be givén an opportunity to ex-
-press themselves, an  dI_believg the
citizens of Calgary would declare in
favor of building a municipally owned
hospital, and not giving .their money
into an organization where they have
practically no say, or control in the
management.”

ND CHANCE FOR REBUTTAL

‘City Engineer, Despite Alder-
< man Hornby's Statement,
Denies He Had Opportunity

Despite the published statement
of Alderman J. A. Hornby, chair-
man of the late investigating com-
mittee, that City Engineer Child
was given an oppertunity to offer
rebuttal evidence before that
body, the city engineer maintains
that he was not.

“All | have to eay,” said Mr.
Child yesterday, “is to repeat what

the commissioners.”

The engineer then quoted the
question as follows: g
“The committee went out of their

wey to procure evidence which they
thought would be detrimental to me.
True, I had a copy of the so-called ex-
pert's repcrt on curbs and gutters
handed to me, and as it was to all in-
tents and purposes a reiteration of my
own made two months previously, I
could give no rebuttal evidemnce.”

“To show the feeling of the com-
mittee,” went omn Engineer Child, “a
newspaperman who was present at
one of the sessions told me that on
one occasion he had asked the com-
mittgemen why they did not send for
the city engineer and ask him directly
concerning the evidence. He told me
that Alderman Samis repled:

“‘If the engineer wants to offer evi-
dence it is up to him to come before
us and give ft!’

“I was busy with my work Ip here
right ‘along, and how was I to Kmo
when they were considering evidence
against me,” concluded the engineer.

In his report to the commissioners,
Mr. Child stated that he had sent three
samples of the supposedly different
kinds of asphaltic pavement away to
be analysed. He predicted that the
report would be that they are all prac-
tically thie same, though the city com-
missioners and the council have con-
tracted to pay a widely varying scale
o1 prices for the same.

Where Does the Council Stand?
The engineer has been holding up

He has asked the city commissioners
what they intend to do about the mat-
ter and it will be interesting to see
now how much influence the paving
interests have with the commissioners
and the city council.

The report sent by the New York
expert on the analyses of the samples
supplied is very exhaustive and leng-
thv but quotations from the report
make interesting reading. Mr. Howard
begins by stating that he marked the
samples as follows:

Canadian Mineral Rubbér company,
Sample No. 1.

Bithulitic, from Seventh avenue and
Fifth street west, Sample No. 2.

Calgary Paving company, Sample
No. 3.

Then follows the expert’s table of
complete analysis and tests without
respect to the specifications accomp-
anying each sample sent by Engineer
Child. From these tests, Mr. Howard
deduced the following:

Density of mixture by compressed
cylinder test: . Sample No. 1; 245;
Sample No. 2, 2.50; Sample No. 3; 2.46.

_Bttumen extracted from pavement
mixture; softness by penetration No.
2 needle, 100 grams, 5 seconds, at 77F.,
Sample No. 1, 0.58 c.m.; Sample No. 2,
0:56 c.m.; Sample No. 3, 0.52 c.m.

Solubility of Bitumen in 76B naptha,
Sample No. 1, 71 per cent.; Sample
No. 2, 78.3 per cent.; Sample No. 3,
78.1 per cent.

Quality of naptha extracted portion
of bitumen * (freed: from naptha),
Sample No. 1, sticky; Sample No. 2,
sticky; Sample No. 3, sticky.

Ductility of bitumen of the pave-
ment mixtures (freed from carbon bi-
sulphide) Sample No. 1, fairly long;
Sample No. 2, long; Sample No. 3,
long.

Distinction Without Difference

The foregoing results demonstrate
how little real difference -there is in
the three paving mixtures.

Then follows the expert’s tabulation
of the mineral aggregate exclusive of
the bitumen (or asphalt cement, bith-
ulitic cement, as named in the three
specifications.)

Next the expert gives the results of
test required by the city of Calgary
specifications but not covered by the
tests above given, and the results Mr.
Howard sets forth as follows:

Sample No. 1—The asphalt cement
thoroughly coats all particles of the
stone and fills all voids in the mixture.
The asphalt cement, (bituminous com-
position) is free from water, water
gas, tar, process tars, light volatile
oils and other matters susceptible to
atmospheric influencés.

Sample No. 2—By changing the
words “asphaltic cement” to read bi-
tuminous waterproof cement or bith-
ulitic cement, the same statements are
true as are above recorded under sub-
caption first.

Sample No. 3—The asphalt cement
confpxjms' to the requirements of the
§pec1f.1cat10ns for this sample No. 3,
and is .thoroughly mixed with and
coats every particle of the mineral ag-
gregate.

~ Specifications Deviated From

“In response to your question,” con-
cludes Mr. Howard’s report, “in re-
%’arq to the sample of the Calgary

aving company, No. 3, being as good
as the bithulitic sample, I respond
that the analysis and tests of sample
No. 3 show that it is substantially the
same as bithulitic sample No. 2, al-
though the specifications which you
sent me have, probably, been deviat-
ed from in respect to the grading and
per centa of the mineral aggregate in
order to obtain the “maximum of
density and dow percentage of voids”
stated and therefore required by those
specifications, otherwise, is it pos-
sible that the gradations were varied
from the specifications because the
stone contained sizes larger than those
which will pass a 1-2 inch ring.

“Conclusion—The three samples re-
present pavement mixtures which are
substantially and practically alike.”

Are We “Easy Marks” or “Boobs”?

Citizens who read the report can
draw their.own conclusions as to how
much m:ofit there is in putting down
t‘h'ese kmgls of pavements which are
‘subst_antlally and practically alike”
for prices ranging from $2.15 to $2.85
a square yard.

The city’s new asphalt plant was
practically completed yesterday and
will be‘ready to be in operation today.
It was constructed under the direction
of Superintendent H. C. Brown, an
Oxford man, who has been in the as-
phalt "paving  business for nearly 20
years, ‘and before coming here had
charge'-,of much asphaltic construction
worktin the city of Seattle, which al-
50 owns and operates a big municipal
asphalt“paving plant. Since the in-
stallation‘of the Seattle municipal pav:
ing plant, asphaltic paying prices in
that city were cut to.the bone and
thousands of ‘dollars saved to the city.

The city’s new plant is located near
Mewata park and will be operated
with power produced by steam fur-
nished by the city’s new ‘garbage de-
structor located adjoining the asphalt
plant.

City Needs Another One

Although the -plant is capable of

turning out, when€working to full
¢apacity from 1,700 to 1,800 yards of
asphalt concrete per day, it was fig-
ared that early in the year the plant
would not be able to do more than a
third of the paving which the city re-
quires.. Had the plant been construct-
ed early in the year, as urged by The
Morning Albertan, the city of Calgary
would have saved as yet uncomputed
thousands of dollars.
» “We will be able to lay at least a
block of asphalt concrete pavement a
day with this plant when we get start-
ed,” said Superintendent Brown yester-
day. “We have figured on turning out
at least 1200 yards a day but can
handle much more than that.”

Incidentally, it might be said that
the asphalt mixture which the city
will turn out might as well be called
“bitulitic” as any other fancy pav-
ing names which the companies use
except that they are patented. So
that the city will denominate its mix-
tures “asphalt concrete.”

MUNICIPAL UNION SESSION
 COMES T0 AN ED

Care of the Feeble Minded is
Subject of Most Important
Resolution Introduced

Next Meeting Will be in :High
River; Towns Would Have
Enlarged Powers

Inmisfail, Sept. 12—The eighth con-
vention of the Union of Alberta Mun-
idipalties was brought to a close
this morning with the election of of-
ficers for the ensuing yeaf, and the
selection of High River as the next
place of myeting.

Mayor Mitchell of Calgary, presi-
dent of the union. again presided at
this morning’s session, when several
resolutions were received and adopted.

A resolution asking for more defi-
nite statement of the powers of the
towns and municipalities to %license
auto liveries and asking that funds
raised from automobile licenses should
be available for public road improve-
ments, was ocarried, as was also the
resolution asking that provision be
made whereby towns which wer® ob-
liged to provide sustainance and treat-
ment to the non-resident sick per-
sons, should to some extent be re-
imbursed for such expenditures.

Mayor Armstrong brought up the
matter of the care of the feeble-mind-
ed, declaring that under present con-
ditions, although they arg many weak-
minded persons who are a menace to
the public safety, yet they must at-
tempt, and, perhaps succeed, in- mur-
der. before they Can be committed. to
an asylum. He urged a provision
under which people of known mental
unsoundness “should be placed under
restraint before they committed dep-
redations rather than afterwardf.

The govérnment will be memorial-
ized to this effect

and rebuilt according to specifications.
The contractors, as you will see by a
letter they sent me, apologize for the
manner in which the work was handled
and say they will discharge the fore-
man. I have also discharged the in-
spector.

Contractors Want Good Inspection.

“This simply shows what we have to
contend with so far as inspectors are
concerned. As a general rule, most
contractors would - prefer to have the
inspector a good man and right on the
job al’the time. Still, when the in-
spector is deficient in his dutles, the
contractors dislike to report him to
the city engineer.

“Just the other day, a contractor who
is doing some heavy work for the city
told me that a certain inspector had
been intoxicated while on the job. He
said that ‘he hated to meke the com-
plaint, but that the man had repeated
the offence a number of times, I told
him that it was his duty to report such
cases to me, and investigated the mat-
ter and discharged the inspector, whose
only excuse was that he was suffering
from & violent toothache, and took the
lquor to deaden the pain.”

When asked as to his opinion why
the foremen of contractors would per-
mit defective and skimped work to be
done, the emngineer said it was partly
carelessness on their part and also to
save material, the foreman thereby
making a good record with the con-
tractor for economy.

Correspondence Divulged.

The correspondence which resulted
in the discharge of the city inspector
and contractor's foreman is self ex-
plaratory, and as follows:

“Contractors, Calgary.

“Gentlemen:

“I find whilst you were absent
from the construection of sidewalk on
Second avenue, Hillhurst, that your
men were actually laying concrete with
a thickness of only 2 1-2 inches and
were preparing to lay more ‘which
would have left the thickness only
three inches. I at once drew Yyour
foreman’s attention to it, and received
“ip’ from him in return, actually .tell-
ing me to shut up. I do not feel that
my dignity i€ injured in the slightest
thereby, but I do think your reputation
as congclentious contractors may suf-
fer from having a man of that sort in
charge of the work. I feel, therefore,
that I will have your ready acquies-
cence when asking you to dismiss this
man forthwith.

All the patient has to do is to place
his or her hands in a solufion ©of warm
salt water, ‘and the electric current
from the hands, which are the positive
and negative poles, is carried to the
Instrument which shows the heart-
beats.

The
minutest current passing through’ the
suspended thread deflects the thread.
Thus. as the heart beats, the thread
“kicks,” and the movement is shown
on a recording apparatus, the shadow
of the thread being thrown by a pow-
erful are light.

By means of a chart the heart-bheats
are permanently and accurately re-
corded. without any distress to the
patient, who may remain in bed.
