“THE SILENT CITY.”

‘The Discovery which a Camera Made in a
Glacier.
Prof. Richard Willoughby is an ex-
miner and an amateur photographer.
He has resided on the Alaskan coast for
many years. Before going there he was
a miner on the Fraser River and at
Cariboo. A small creek that flows into
the Fraser River, not far from Burton
Bar, takes its name from Willoughby,
who dug a pile of gold from one of its
bars in 1861. The professor has made
several important finds of goldfields in
his time; but his latest discovery isjthe
most remarkable of all. Two or three
years ago he procured a photographer’s
oytfit and took views of Alaskan scen-
ery, which he dingoood of to tourists
who ventured north on the coast steam-
ers. A few months ago he visited

_| Muir’s Glatier and. took a “‘ahot " with

his camera at its cold bosom. He was
startled by a most remarkable result,
The glacier was there in all its glitter-
ing gigidity. But there was something
far more remarkable there as well. It
was the phantom of a great city. There
were rows of high warehouses, factories
with tall chimneys, stately resid

and ele:ant church - spires. Various
were the conjectures as to the Iocalitf‘
from which the shadow was evolved.
Victoria, Seattle, Portland, San Fran-
cisco, were each suggested; but none
met the requirements, At last a French
Canadian recognized the Windsor Hotel,
the dome of the new Catholic
cathedral near the hotel, and
Notre Dame, with Mount Royal in the
distance. The mysterious city was the
phantom of Montreal, nearly 4,000
miles distant ! The professor has print-
many . copies of the picture, and they
sell readily to tourists. Some of the
copies have found their way to San
Francisco, where they were submitted
to the inspection of photographers.
Some are unkind enough to say that the
effect is produced with the aid of an
illustrated . tourist guide book of Mon-
treal, such as may obtained of any
Eastern Canadian stationers, but others
stoutly affirm that the effect is attribut-
able to mirage. Early travelers across
the plains were often startled at seeing
a great city which suddenly appeared
directly in theirpath. Onapproaching it
the city faded away and nothing but the
trackless prairie remained. In this
neighborhood the mirage has, on oc-
casions, assume beautiful and weird
shapes, ships and steamers have been
seen floating, apparently bottom up, in
the clouds, and dense forests have
stretched from the southern shore
of the island to the mainland,
bridging the Straits and solving the
ferry problem to Crescent Bay. Phan-
tom ships have been seen high and dry
on-Race Rocks and the Olympian range,
twenty-two miles away,. to a person
st&nding on Government street; has
'seemed as near as Beacon Hill. But ii
Willoughby's camera has really discov-
ered Montreal in the midst of an Alas:

The Earl of
Fife would in that case be Prince Con-
sort, and there seems to be an insuper-
able objection to a subject being the
husband of the Queen of England. It is
not likely that the Princess Louise will
ever be the heiress apparent tothe throne
of England, and if she will be it appears
very doubtful if it is possible for her to
waive any claim she may have by right
of birth to the Throne. ~ Whether she
shall suoceed or not ought, one would
think, to be left to the nation. If the
people of Great Britain desired her to
become Queen her personal wishes ought
to give way to their will. If they
chiose to overlook the fact of her
having married a npative of the
Buitish Islands it is hard to see who has
a right to consider that circumstance a
disability. Besides, the state of things
might be such that it would be highly
desirable that she, and not some person
'who-was notoriously unfit to become
the - govereign, should occupy the
Throne. It would in that case bea

impossible for ‘Quebec to remain in the
Doimninien, and will make every other
province,a$cene of strife and dissension.
But it will not spreal, We believe that
the people of the Dominien ' will, before
long, have their eyes opened to the evil
rvesults that must follow & politico-religi-
ous agittion, and will see that it is best
for them from every point of view to
live in peace and harmony with their
neighbors of all religious denominations.

HON. MR. DAVIE DEAD. |

He Passes Peacefully Away at 3:10
This Morning.

In the Death of Its Premier the Province
Sustains a Severe Loss—Sketch of &
Useful and Busy Life.

About one o’clock. this morning there
was & perceptible change for the worse
in the condition of the Hon. A. E. B.
Davie. Gradually the sick man sank,

all of whom were gathered round the
bedside, knew that his last moments
had come. At 3:30 he passed peace-
fully away, fortified by the last sacra-
ments of the Holy Catholic Church.

In the death of Hon. Mr Davie, the
province loses one of its most gifted
men — one who leaves behind him a

brilliant record untarnished by any
questionable act.” In public and private
life he was held in the highest respect
and esteem. His conduct in all matters
was such that he won the confid-
ence of both followers and op-
ponents, and in his intercourse
with all men he was ever courteous and
considerate. In the local ‘parliament

ligtened to with the strictest attemtion
and his opinions on all matters” were’
valued by friend and foe, for all be-
lieved that but one motive—the desire
to do what was fair and honorable—
guided his conduct. :As & member of
the bar, he occupied a high place
in the estimation of his fellows, and was
a bencher of the law society. It is
scarcely a month ago since he declined
his appointment to the honorable posi-
tion as a judge of the supreme court of
the Province. He was Attorney-General
at the time the settlement act of 1883
was drafted and successfully carried
through the House, and he has been
successful in the various disputes be-
tween thetwo governments, a recent
and important decision in favor of the
province being the ownership of the
minerals in the railway belt.

The deceased was born in Somerset-
shire, lingland, in 1846, and came to
this country in 1862 with his father.
He was educated at Silcoate’s school,
near Wakefield, Yorkshire. He was
articled as a clerk in Drake & Jackson’s
office. He was admitted as an attorney
in 1868, and was called to the bar of the

rovince in 1873. He lived for a time
in Cariboo practicing at his profession.
He was law clerk for the legislative
assembly from 1872 to 1874, and in 1875
was elected as a member for Cariboo
district. In May, 1877, he became a
member of the executive council of the
Elliott government, and on going before
his ¢ i ts for re-election in Aug-
ust of the same year he was defea.t.eg.
In 1879 he formed a law partnership
with Mr. Speaker Pooley, which has ex-
isted up to the present time, the firm
enjoying a very large and profitable
practice. At the gemeral election in
1882, Mr. Davie was elected for Lillooet,
and when the late Mr. W. Smithe was
called upon to form a ministry in 1883
he selected the deceased as his attorney-
general, a position he occupied up to
the day of his death. On 2lst Septem-
ber, 1883, he was made Q, C. On the
death of the late Mr. Smithe in March,
1887, the deceased succeeded that gen-
tleman as premier and president of the
council, and retained the confidence of a
large majority of the members of the
legislature.

During the fall of 1887, through close
application to the duties of his position,
and of his business, his health failed,
and sc serious a phase did his illness
assume that in the following spring his
physician ordered a charige of. air. .In
compang with his:wife he ¥isited Barker-
ville and in the b ¢ &iF of the moun-
tains his health considerably improved,
and he returned to Victoriaand again
engaged in work.  Early in the winter,
however, his illness again strongly mani-
fested itself, and Mr. and Mrs. Davie
spent several months in Califor-
nia and Colorado. Returning after
the session of 1888, again largel
benefitted by the change, i: remainef{
in Victoria durin, the%:ll and winter,
and was nt during the session last
spring. is system, however, was fast
succumbing to the ravages - of consump-
tion, and though he spoke at length on
several occasions, it reguired great ef-
fort on his part. When the house sep-
arated at the end of the. session,
every meniber - felt ‘that they were

rting with . their first minister
?:r the last time. Their fear has proved
true. Mr Davie daily attended to his
duties at his office after the session, but
he snulually declined in health and was
finally compelled to take to his bed, and
since then has gradually become weaker
until he d away this, morning to
his eternal reward, confident that there
awaited him a better life in the world
beyond. I

‘The deceased was married on Decem-
ber 3rd, 1874, to Constance Langford,
third daughter of the late Thomas S,
Skinner, of Maple Bay, Cowichan, and
she with four young children are left to
mourn the loss of a kind and honored
busband and father. Deceased also
leaves four brothers—Dr. J. C. Davie,
Mr. Theodore Davie, - Q. C., Mr.
William Davie and Mr. Horace
Davie. The bereaved family =will have
the sympathy of the whole province in

their great affliction.

CORONER’S INQUEST.
On the Body of the Late H. McNab Stuart,

—Some Lively Passages with the
Coroner. .

Last évening at six o’clock an inquest
was held at the City Hall to inquire
into the death of the late H. McNab
Stuart.

The jury consisted of Messrs. W. H.
Pennock, R. Maynard (Foreman), Sam-

{uel Clay, H. Lilly, William C. Kerr,

Julius Barran.
Mr. Yates appeared for Dr. Milne.
Mr. Walls appeared on behalf of the
friends of the deceased.
After the jury were_sworn & visit was
id to Mr. Heal’s house. On returning
the following ensued.
Mr. J- Stuart Yates said that he ap-
red on behalf of Dr. Milne. Dr.
K;?lne had never been the physician of
deceased, nor had he ever seen him
till after his death. He was not even
the first physician called in after death.
He knew nothing of the case, and ac-
cording to statutes laid down in the act
there was no reason for his being called
as » witness in the case. Dr. Milne
didn’t perform any post mortem exam-
ination because—
The coroner : Yes, I know he didn’t.
Here I summon a jury together, and
call them from their business to come
here and be fooled and have to adjourn
the case again. Dr. Milne got due no-
tice and received a summons for the
post mortem, and he’ll hear more about
the matter.
Dr. Milne; When the - policeman
came to me ‘with the. summons this
morning I immediately sent back word
that I was not able to act, and in addi-
tion tothat I told you directly aftef
wards: through the telephone, giving
you my reasons.

The coroner : Yes; I know you did.
What reasons ?

Dr. Milne: That it is impossible
for me, and that I refuse to perform a
post mortem examination, and seriously
imperil the lives of a dozen women
among my patients thereby, when you
can get any number of medical men in
town who have not the same considera-
tions against them.

The Coroner: O yes, I understand
it. Every man who has something on

attend a coroner’s inquest.

Mr. Walls:  Is there any necessity
for a post mortem at all ?

The Coroner : Look here Mr. Walls,
the whole thing rests in mygdiscretion,
80 you will have nothing mere to say in
the matter. Everything is at the cor-
oner’s discretion. .

Mr. Walls: Yes, but I would call
your attention to the fact that dis-
cretion means legal discretion. Many
years ago in England - the coroner, or
“‘crowner” a8 they called them, was as
high as the chief justice, and ruled ab-
solutely; but I need hardly point out to
you that those days are past now. Of
course if you don’t want to listen to me
you needn’t.

The coroner:
listen, so you're only wausting time.

Mr. Yates: The reasons, your honor,
of Dr. Milne declining to perform this
examinaticn are very simple to anybody.
You yourself will admit that it is dan-
gerous to go and handle delicate cases
after one has had his hands in dead and
polluted blood for some time. ~ And
another thing the statute states that a
faif notice of a post-mortem to a_physi-
cian is from two to three days. - In this
case the doctor had not been accorded
twelve hours.

The coroner: Any doctor can make
that excuse. Do you expect me to go
the round of the city and ask till I geta
doctor who will come? .

Mr. Yates: No, certainly not. You
can telephone if you like.

The Coroner: A doctor will perform
a post-mortem in any time I think- fit.

Mr. Yates: Very well, sir. I've had
my say: -Tve appeared for Dr. Milneand
cannot do anything else.

Mr. Walls : Well, your honor, I'm
not appearing for Dr. Milne; but on be-
half of the friends of the deceased! .Is
there any necessity for - this post-mor-
tem ? ve you had any sworn - infop-
mation about poisoning in this case?

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CUAST DEFENCES.

Capt. W. Sawmpson, of the United
States navy, has written a paper to
show what is necessary to put the coast
aud harbors of the United - States in a
good state of defence. The great sea-
ports of that country, as every one
knows, are as against modern ships and
modern  artillery, defenceless.  They
need both fortifications and ships to
them from destruction in case of
war with a first class naval power.
(apt. Sampson  discusses the probabil-
ity of their being bombarded, and Zthe
conclusion he comes to is that according
to the rules of modern warfare the bom-
bardment of even unfortified seaports is
allowable. The only way to escape
bombardment would be to pay a ransom
in money. What would New York, or
Boston, or Baltimore, or San Francisco
Jiave to pay to escape being laid in ruins
and having businessata complete stand-
still for perhaps six monthg ? The mis-
chief which a few armored ships could
do to these cities in their present unfor-
tified state is almost incalculable. The

calculates is necessary to put them ina
good state of° deféce is somewhere
about one hyndted and twentymillions
of dollars. This expenditute ‘would
also involve a large annual outlay to
keep the fortifications afid ships in pro-
per condition, and to provide them with
garrisons and crews. The ships he
speaks of are not ordinary men of war
but ships of a peculiar construction fit
only for the defence of harbors and the
coast near them. They would be alto-
gether independent of what is ordinarily
considered ‘the *“ Navy.” To man the
fleet of coast defence vessels, including
torpedo boats, would require 13,400
men. The harbors and coast which
would be defended under Capt. Samp-
son’s scheme woiild be: From Eastport,
Me., to Portsmouth, Massachusetts Bay,
Buzzards Bay, Narragansett Bay, and
Long Island Sound, New York Harbor,
and adjacent waters. Delaware Bay,
Chesapeake Ray, Mobile Bay, New
Orleans, Galveston, San Francisco, and
Puget Sound. He estimates that it will
take $14,000,000 to provide proper
defences for San Francisco, and that
Puget Sound could not be made safe for
less than $8,500,000.

Capt. Sampson looks upon the ques-
tion of coast defences for the United
States as a ‘“ burning ” one. - He says—

must relinquish some of our recent
applications of the Monroe doctrine, m

They
have, at a late meeting of the Chamber
of Commerce, protested against the com-

when onice they see a fair prospeet of
the Canadian Western being - built  to
meet the Manitoba Northwestern they
will do all that their means will justify
to aid in the construction of a road
which will be to them of such very great
importance. They will not require any
pur jon to deal liberally with the

petition of Canadjan steamship and
Canadian railways on this side of the
continent. They profess: to fear -that
there is danger of Canadians taking
from them not only the China and
Japan trade, but also that of Australia.
They also see in the Canadian Pacific
railroad a formidable competitor for the
railway traffic of the West and North-
west. They do mot purpose to meet
(‘anadian competition unaided. They
call upon their government to come to
their assistance. They tacitly con-
fess their inability to meet Canadian
competition in the markets of China,
Jupan and Australia without govern-
mental assistance, and they admit that
the Canadian Pacific is too formidable a
rival for American railroads unaided to
meet.

We did not expect to see these indi-
cations of panic among our loud-talking
Southern neighbors. It is mot so long
ago that they professed a good-natured
contempt for the slow and sleepy Can-
adians. They laughed at the idea of
not being able to compete with such
endying neighbors, no matter how
great the odds might be in theéir favor.
And now we see them scared out of their
self-possession at the prospect of com-
petion from these same Cansdiaus both
by sea and Tand. P x 3

The excuse they make fot'their fright’
is that Canadian speamships-and Can-
adian railways are subsidised by Gov~
ernment and theirs are not. As far as
the railways are concerned,  as the
Neattle and St. Paul newspapers showed,
American railways were as liberally
subsidised by Government -as the Can-
adian Pacific has been. There is this
difference. between the American rail-
ways and the Canadian road, the for-
mer obtained Government assistance
and did not perform the conditions
on which it was extended,- while
the latter did all that the Govern-
ment required it to do and more,
Our American neighbors still continue
under the impression that the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway received or is re-
ceiving Imperial aid. If they enquired
they would find out that the Imperial
(tovernment did not contribute one sin-
gle dollar toward the construetion of the
(anadian Pacific Railway, nor does it
give a single cent towards its mainten-
ance, now that it is built. The road is
wholly and solely a Canadian enter-
prise, built and masintained without any
outside help whatever.

The mail subsidies which the Cana-
dian Pucific steamships receive are not
by auy means extravagant. Canadds
direct trade with the East is in its in-
faucy, and the help it gets from Gov-
ernment is not more than enouglf to
place it on an equal footing with
the well-established trade between
San Franciseo and the FEast.

Brilliant Ceremony at Buek-
ingham Palace.

Nuptials of Earl of Fife and Prin-
cess Louise of Wales.

The Elaborate Pro:zriunme Carried Out in
All its Details—The People Turn

Loxpox, July 27.—Al London turn-
ed out bright and early this morning
to witness as much of the royal wedding
as possible for those not born to the
purple. Though the weather was dull
and the sun obscured, the streets in the

ABOUT STRIKES.

It would appear by the figures in
Bradstreets that workmen ave beginning
to see that there are better and more
satisfactory ways of settling their dis-
putes with their employers than by go-
ing on strike. Strikes have for the last
four years been growing fewer, and a
smaller number have taken part in
them. This shows that the advice of
Mr. Powderly and other leaders has
been listened to and acted upon. For
the first five months of this year there
were 206 strikes, involving 75,110 per-
sons. For the corresponding months of
1888 the number of strikes was 387, in
which 111,201 persons teok part. In
the first five months of 1887 there were
511 strikes, in which were involved

212,317 worle people. In 1886 during the

corresponding five months, 336,000
‘work people were on strike. The 75,110

strikers of the first five months of 1889

compare very favorably with the 336,-
000 for the same months of 1886. Brad-
streets does not attempt to account for
the change. It suys:—
. “With the data we possess it would be
apossible for us to t for the great
decrease in the number of strikes during
the past three or four years. - The state
of thelabor market scarcely accounts for
it. 'Weare inclined to the belief that

The p ition of the Gov t on
this question will, no doubt, be greatly
strengthened by the stand taken by Mr.
Gladstone.- The people of England be-
lieve in Gladstone. Even those who
condemn; his Irish policy admire him
and respect his utterances on other sub-
jects. = When it is known that the
Grand Old Man. is opposed to a hucks-
tering policy in  dealing with the chil-
dren ‘and grandchildren of the Queen,
many who were undecided on the mat-
ter will be glad to adopt his opinions
and to endorse the policy that he ap-
proves. - The sentiment of the peo-
ple of England in favor of mon-
archy is _strong, and their affection for
the Queen is deep. They are not dis-
posed to place a pounds-shillings-and-
pence value on their regard for Queen
Victoria and her family. = A few thou-
sands of pounds, more - or ' less,
to maintain  the dignity of the
Throne, ‘does not signify much to them,
and they would a hundred times rather
pay it than see s grandson or grand-
daughter of the Queen without what,
for their station, is a suitable provision.
When Mr. Gladstone appealed to this:
sentiment of loyalty and. affection fo
the British Crown, and alluded to it 'as
being above all merely ‘monetary con-
siderations, he touched a cherd to
which the great body of the British
people will ‘quickly and heartily re-
spond. Sentiment has ~great -~ power
even in these days when the almighty
dollar or its equivalent appears to be the
object. of general adoration. We feel
its strength here in this distant land;
