As our readers know, there was a differ­
ence of opinion between the Governor- 
General and the late Government rela­
tive to the expediency of it, in the last 
days of its existence making certain ap­
pointments and performing other acts of 
authority. Under ordinary circumstan­
ces, it is admitted by the Governor-Gen­
eral, that the Government had a perfect 
right to make the appointments and to 
perform the other acts to which he refused 
to give his sanction, but the position of 
the Government was such as to make 
such acts of authority improper and un­
fair to the incoming Government. The 
stand taken by the Governor-General is 
perhaps best expressed in his own words. 
In the memorandum addressed to Sir 
Charles Tupper, then Premier, His Ex­
cellency says :

On this ground, too, I felt obliged to 
withhold the expression of my acquies­
cence in your suggestion as to the ap­
pointment of Senators or Judges. (You 
have since then laid before me certain 
recommendations as to Senatorships 
which are vacant.) These are life ap­
pointments, and with them under such 
circumstances as the present, it would 
seem proper to leave all other life ap­
pointments and the creation of all
offices and appointments for the___
sidération of the incoming Ministers, 
unless always such a course is shown to 
be contrary to the public interest. 
In the case of the Senate, which consists 
of 78 members, it is to be noted also that 
there are said to be now no more than 
live Senators who are Liberals. And it 
may wdll be urged that to aggravate this 
inequality at the present time would not 
only tend to embarrass the probable suc­
cessor of this government, but to in­
crease the risk of friction between the 
two chambers of the legislature. In the 
case of judges I will only add that, bear­
ing in mind the ordinary length of their 
tenure of office, and also the long pre­
dominance of one political party in the 
Dominion parliament, the current de- 
duction as to the complexion of the po­
litical opinions represented upon the 
bench, whether baseless or well found­
ed, is not unnatural.

Ottawa, Aug. 29.—The debate on the 

address, which has lasted four days this 
week, wag somewhat limited in its scope 
owing to the paucity of the topics men­
tioned in the Speech from the Throne. 
The government frankly admit that 
this is to be a session merely for supply, 
and they have shown a desire to avoid 
controversional subjects by the manner 
in which the speech is drafted as well 
in the estimates which were submitted 
to parliament on Thursday evening, 
opposition did most of toe talking, and it 
was not a little strange to one accustomed 
to hear the tirades poured forth by Sir 
Richard Cartwright, Messrs. McMullen, 
Lister and others, in opposition, to find 
these gentlemen either strictly on the 
defensive or else entirety silent.-Indeed, 
Sir C. H. Tupper, amid the laughter of 
the opposition, diW a word picture of 
the changed condition of affairs as regards 
Mr. Me Mullen, and chaffed that gen­
tleman in a most unmerciful manner. In 
the past it has been the habit of Con­
servative newspapers to apprise the 
reading public of.ihe fact that Mr. Mc­
Mullen has slept with the auditor- 
general’s report as a pillow and 
the public accounts clasped to his 
bosom. Now, all this is gone.

To these 
cries the Dillonites replied by sing­
ing “God Save Ireland,” increasing the 
riotous demonstration. The police were 
not able to compete with the roughs and 
reinforcements had to be hurried to the 
scene. The police soon turned out in 
strong numbers, and -were rust Is time 
to Stop what was beyond doubt a grow­
ing riot, which might have had most 
serious consequences. It caused Mr.
Dillon and his party to take refuge in 
the Imperial hotel, which was after­
wards surrounded by a strong force of 
police that kept the rioters at bay.

London, Sept. 3.—In an interview, 
Captain Hunter, of the British steamer 
Nonpareil, from Cayenne, French Gui­
ana, is quoted as saying that Dreyfus, 
captain of the French military convicts, 
escaped on board an American schooner, 
and with the helo of his wife, formerly 
Mdlle. Hadmard, and the daughter of 
wealthy parents. Madame Dreyfus, at 
the urgent request of the prisoner, re­
ceived permission from the French gov­
ernment to join her husband in his 
place of imprisonment and in due course 
of time arrived at Cayenne well supplied 
with funds.

Captain Dreyfus was arrested in Octo­
ber, 1894, was tried by court-martial and 
was sentenced to be publicly degraded 
and confined in a fortress for life. His 
formal degradation took place January 
6, 1896, on the parade grounds of the 
military school and in the presence Of 
5,000 troops. His sword was broken, hie 
buttons and insignia of rank were cut off 
and he was compelled to go through 
what is known as the “ execution pa­
rade,” being inarched, with drums beat­
ing, along the four sides of the sqv 
comprised of the soldiers detailed to 
witness his punishment.

He was cursed as a traitor but always 
maintained his innocence and claimed 
that it would eventually be proven, a 
belief which was shared by a number of 
people at the time, it being claimed that 
he had been made the victim of a foul 
conspiracy. Madame Dreyfus was also 
a firm believer in the innocen- e of her 
husband, and when she reached Cayenne 
the French authorities offered her the 
use of a steam launch to take her to the 
Grand Salut islands where her husband’s 
prison was situated, but she declined, 
saying that she wished to become ac­
customed to the climate before going to 
the island. ’Thereupon the steam launch 
left Cayenne.

According to Capt. Hunter Madame 
Dreyfus lost no time in perfecting plans 
for her husband’s escape, or else she 
must have had assistance from persons 
who had reached Cayenne some time be­
fore her, for the same night, he says, an 
American schooner with Madame Drey­
fus on board, appeared off Grand Salut 
island, sent a boat ashore and brought off 
not only the prisoner, but several of the 
men who had been detailed to guard 
him, apparently proving conclusively 
that everything was arranged for the 
escape of Capt. Dreyfus before his wife 
reached Cayenne.

Not everybody knows that on the 
Pacific slope of British North America 
there is one of the great auriferous re­
gions of the world. But certain well- 
.nformed persons in the city do know 
that, and they would not be at all sur- 
prssed if before long there were a 
“ boom ” in Columbian gold compar­
able with those which have enriched 
many, and impoverished rather more, 
over South Africa and West Australia. 
Not that a boom is what the wisest folk 
in British Columbia want. On the con­
trary, though they would heartily wel­
come the genuine British capitalist in­
vestor, they don’t at all desire the atten­
tions of the British speculator and the 
British promoter. “We Can do our own 
promoting and speculating, thank you,” 
say these shrewd and hard-headed set­
tlers ; and as most of the claims worth 
having are now in solid local hands and 
not likely to be parted with except for 
uncommonly good consideration, the ad­
venturous financing gentleman on the 
lookout for a “ vendor’s ” profit will not 
do much in British Columbia. But all 
good judges think the province hafe a 
future, now that the Canadian Pacific 
has opened it and annihilated that ex­
cessive remoteness from the world’s cen­
tres which has held it back so long.

On this and other matters connected 
with the province there is no better 
authority than the Hon. Edgar Dewd­
ney, Lieutenant-Governor of British Co­
lumbia, who has been on a brief visit to 
London. Mr. Dewdney is one of the 
pioneers of British Columbia who went 
out to that country nearly forty years 
ago, in the gold rush to the Fraser Riv­
er, which for a time threatened even to 
rival that of California and drew 30,000 
miners from that state. The Lieutenant - 
Governor, a bronzed middle-aged gen­
tleman, whose manner has that pleasant 
mixture of English repise and Yankee 

. alertness characteristic of the Canadian 
colonist of the West, talks freely of his 
experiences. He tells vou how he went 
out to Vancouver in ’59, when Sir Ed­
ward Lytton was Colonial Secretarv and 
was inducing a good many young'Eng- 
lishmen of good family to try their luck 
in his pet colony. “ It was the articles 
m the newspapers on the new gold fields 
which took me out,” s lys Mr. Dewdney. 
“ I remember reading in the Times how 
gold could be picked up in the streets of 
Yale.”
“I hope you got a few nuggets, Mr. 

Dewdney?” said our representative.
“ Well, sir,” replied the Lieutenant- 

Governor, “ there was gold in the streets 
of Yale. But,” he added drily, “ it was 
not present in payable quantities.”

moteness of the province that checked 
immigration. We regard BritishColum- 
bia now as a part of the Dominion of 
Canada ; but thirty years ago Quebec 
was further from Vancouver than it now 
13 from Peking. The early colonists 
mostly went by sea, via Panama or 
round Cape Horn. But there are men 
in British Columbia to-dav who made 
the long journey by wagon across the 
.Northwest—a journey of weeks and 
months. Hundreds died by the way 
and left their bones to bleacn upon tne 
great plains. Then when they had got 
into the province it was hard to make 
way into the gold districts among the 
valleys and passes of that Alpine land of 
mountains and magnificent scenery ; and 
when the gold was won, difficult and 
costly to. get it to the world's 
markets. And, in spite of all these od- 
stacles, there was a great gold industry 
in British Columbia for

That British Columbia is attracting 
continually increasing attention in Eng­
land is borne out by Lieut. Governor 
Dewdney, who has just returned from a 
vacation trip to the Old Country. The 
newspapers and people who had money 
to invest were continually seeking in­
formation from him about this province, 
which has, on account of its wonderful 
mining development, been brought 
prominently before the eyes of the Eng­
lish public lately than ever before.

One great reason for this growing 
interest,” said the Lieut. Governor 
m speaking of his trip, “ is thé 
very favorable opinion the mining 
engineers and others sent out by Eng­
lish capitalists to examine the mining 
districts of the province, carry back 
with them.” Reliable information of 
this kind naturally gives confidence to 
intending investors, and for that reason 
the Lieut.-Governor looks for a much 
greater flow of money here for invest­
ment in mining this year and next spring 
than hithreto. There is plenty of money 
in England waiting for an opportunity for 
investment in any part of the world that 
offers a favorable field ; and now that 
British Columbia has come iu for such a 
favorable and prominent place before the 
English public she will have her share of 
capital for investment.

To the question as to whether he had 
gone over to England in the interest of 
any particular project, as had been 
charged by certain local papers, the 
Lieut.-Governor gave an emphatic nega­
tive. *

“ Is it a fact that you went over to 
England in the interest of Mr. Heinze’s 
railroad scheme?” was next asked.

“ Not any more than in the interest of 
other British Columbia schemes. My 
visit to England was for a vacation trip 
and to attend to some private matters of 
my own and at the same time I was glad 
to be able to generally assist the prov­
ince by giving any information in my 
power that would advance her interests.

Marcus Alongo Hanna, who has gen­
eral charge of the Republican Presiden­
tial campaign, is a strong-brained, strong­
framed, strong-willed man. He was 
born in New Lisbon, Ohio, on Septem­
ber 24, 1837. His father Leonard Hanna, 
was Ohio born, but of Virginian descent, 
and the family were members of the So­
ciety of Friends or Quakers. Mrs. Hanna 

Miss Converse, she having been 
born in Vermont, and in religion she 
was a Presbyterian. So Scotch and Irish, 
the staid, determined Quaker and the 
rigid blood of the Puritan crossed in the 
child. The result is somehow ap­
parent in the quiet, sturdy in­
stance of the man who is to­
day wielding a President-making power.

At the age of twenty, after finishing a 
term at the Western Reserve Univers­
ity, he became connected with the great 
Cleveland wholesale grocerv house of 
Hanna, Garretson & Co., of which his 
father was senior partner. Six years 
later this business was closed out, and 
he became a partner in the coal and iron 
firm of Rhodes & Co., the senior part­
ner of which, D. P. Rhodes, was his 
father-in-law. Finally Mr. Rhodes re­
tired, and then the firm became M. A. 
Hanna & Co., the style it bears to-day. 
The organization was effected in 1885. 
Din 1872 he became a director of the 
Western Transportation Co. ; nine years 
later he organized the M'est Republic 
Mining Co., of Marquette, Mich., and 
was elected president of it, and a year 
lat6r h© was else ted to the presidency of 
the Pacific Coal and Iron Co., of " St. 
Paul. In addition to all these interests, 
he is one of the heaviest vessel owners 
on the lakes ; the head of the largest 
steel shipbuilding firm known to the 
lake country, the Globe Iron Works Co. : 
and the chief owner of the Cleveland 
street railway. These vast interests 
make Mr. Hanna a large employer of 
tabor. The different companies with 
which he is connected have upon their 
pay rolls between five thousand and six 
thousand persons.

Mr. Hanna first interested himself in 
politics in 1880 when he took an active 
part in support of Garfield. He had 
charge of Ohio in the Presidential cam- 
PalSq>,?£ 1884, and was also prominent 

^888 and ’92. Mr. Hanna and Mr. 
McKinley have been strong personal 
friends for thirty years.

Personally Mr. Hanna is one of the 
most delightful men, but one must 
know him well to appreciate the fact. 
Io strangers he appears brusque and 
sociable : but he is not that kind of man.

Agreeably to your request,' 1 am giv­

ing you a few nhtes -concerning a brief 
trip south of the line. Regarding Seat­
tle, Tacoma and Portland there is little 
to be said that is not familiar to Pacific 
Coast dwellers, and it is not my purpose 
to burden your columns with observa­
tions of the tourist character, except to 
state that these cities are struggling 
back, or forward, if you please, to a le­
gitimate business basis, after having 
realized to the full the experience of an 
inflation, which in them seems to have 
“ capped the climax ” of the great real 
estate wave which had for years flowed 
steadily westward. These are three cities 
that are destined to be of importance, 
though they are too big for their size, 
having discounted their future by at 
least one decade and having heavy 
liabilities to carry, the result of exces­
sive and too rapid improvements under 
the stimulus of speculation. Seattle, 
for instance, is spread over as much 
ground as London, England, and hence 
its requirements are quite dispropor­
tionate to its population. But this is a 
common experience of most Western 
and some Eastern cities, and will remedy 
itself in timéV Like ah overgrown boy 
it will fill out. The eighificant features 
of 8è*ttle:«f#e theHsettuty.'ef its situation, 
its wonderfully extensive and 

"trfpn way » Rnfl its fine buildings. Many 
tjfhtÉé latter are monuments to the 
'financial folly of those who erected them.

The Dominion steamer Quadra arrived 
in port yesterday afternoon after a 
cruise to Barclay Sound. During the 
vessel’s stay in Stamp harbor three 
beacons were erected to mark the 
channel of the Somass river across the 
shoals at the head of the Alberni canal ; 
these beacons will be a great improve­
ment on the spar buoys heretofore mark­
ing this channel, and will doubtless be 
thoroughly appreciated by the mariners 
concerned. Stamp harbor has now a 
fine deep water wharf built on its east­
ern shore by the enterprise of Messrs. 
Penney and Waterhouse. At this wharf 
vessels of a large class can lie alongside 
at any state of the tide, there being a 
depth of 24 feet at an extreme low tide. 
The approach is also excellent, there 
being nine and ten fathoms of water in 
the fairway. An hotel has been erected 
under the management of Messrs. 
Armour &--Çbàlmer8, a short distance 
from the wbàrf and on the main street 
of the new townsite, and a road is in 
course of construction to the thriving 
seettlement of Alberni, distant 1%miles, 
which, when finished, will afford in 
conjunction with the new wharf everçr 
facility for the distribution of freight in 
the district without the slightest delay 
after the arrival of the weekly steamer 
in Stamp harbor. The Somass river, 
from Sproats lake road bridge to the 
dam erected at the paper mill, is at 
present, so reports Captain Walbran, a 
regular paradise for lovers of trout fish­
ing! some-excellent baskets of splendid 
fish having been made during the 
Quadra’s visit. The atmosphere in the 
Strait of Juan de Fuca was extremely 
thick with smoke through which cause 
no vessels were sighted during the re­
turn to Victoria.

THE SEIZED SCHOONER ARRIVES.

the seized gealing schooner Ainoka 
anchored safely in port. She was re­
ported in the Straits yesterday, but till 
a late hour last night had not reached 
the harbor, a calm and very foggy 
weather being the cause. The Beatrice 
has not yet been heard from on her 
voyage here, but it is probable that she 
will also be along today. Concerning 
the seizure of the J. G. Swan the 
Seattle P. I. says ; “The American 
sealing schooner James G. Swan, Capt. 
Manney, has been seized for violation of 
the seal treaty of February 24,1892. The 
seizure was made in Behring sea, 960 
miles from the Pribyloff islands, in lati­
tude 66 degrees 61 minutes north, longi­
tude 130 degrees 30 minutes west, by the 
United States revenue cutter Perry, 
Captain H. B. Smith. Along with 
the vessel were seized 13 canons, 
9 seal skins, 77 spear heads and 23 
spear poles, and all have been brought 
to Port Townsend. U.S. District Attor­
ney W. H. Brinkeryesterdav filed a peti­
tion in the Federal court asking the for­
feiture of the vessel and appurtenances.”

VICTORIA. .

Vancouver, Sept. 6. — (Special)— 
Though there were just thirteen races on 
the card, and exactly three times thir­
teen contestants, the 1896 championship 
meet passed into history this afternoon 
as unqualifiedly the best yet. An entire 
absence of serious mishaps, perfect wind 
and weather conditions, a crowd such as 
never before gathered at Brock­
ton Point, and sensational victor­
ies by popular provincial riders— 
these were a few of the features of 
the day’s great sport. All three cham­
pionships went to Barker, his fine finish­
ing spurt being too much for Spain, 
Lester, Wolff and Hunter, who alone 
gave him battle in the finals though 
there were a dozen candidates in each. 
The championship races were unpaced 
and slow in consequence, the half being 
taken in 1:10; the mile in 2:39 2-5 ; and 
the five in 14:39. Spain was forced to 
content himself with second honors in 
the half, and was beaten in for even this 
position by Wolff in the mile. In 
the open mile the positions were 
interchanged, Spain winning from a 
large field, vhth Wolff second, in 2:33; 
while in the open amateur quarter the 
order was Bartèr; Spairi, Wolff, in 331-6. 
The one-mile handicap went to Emap- 
uels (from 60-yard mark), Lester 
(scratch) putting up a fine fight for sec­
ond, in 2:24 4-6. Vancouver’s great 
trio, Barker, Spain and Lester, took the 
team race from Westminster, the Bur- 
rard club’s representatives thus closing1 
the day with a clean sweep, every ama­
teur event oh the list to their credit, 
Sykes having done the trick in the nov­
ice mile.

Of the professionals Albert Deeming 
was once more the star, hone of the vis­
itors being able to hold him at the mile 
or five miles, though the field Included 
such flyers as Metcalf, Rucker, Dow, 
Lee and Davies, in addition to lo­
cal talent His victory from scratch 
in the five-mile handicap was prop­
erly one of the most popular
of the day. The only professional 
event that he did not secure was the 
open half, in which he finished second 
to Eli Lee in 1:10 1-5. The mile was 
won in 2:21, Deeming beating out Davies 
for place, while the five mile was a fast 
and game struggle of the scratch men 
who came home bunched—Deeming,
Metcalf, Lee—in 13:08. Afterwards the 
provincial champion went an exhibi­
tion unpaced mile in J:0," and Rucker 
gave the track a new unpaced
quarter mark of 30 seconds
flat, and this too, after a fall which cost 
him all chances in the races.. Wolff’s 
sportsmanlike acceptance of pacemaking 
in the majority of amateur races, to­
gether with his really cyclonic finishes, 
made him one of the favorites of the day 
among amateurs, while Deeming and 
Rucker of the profs, received the favors 
of the stand. The races on the whole 
made up a model meet, excellently of­
ficered and admirably run.

Foolish—His Opinion of the 
“ Empresses.”

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New York, Sept. 3.—Li Hung Chang 

interviewed at the Hotel Waldorf, in re­
sponse to the query whether he had any 
unfavorable comments to make, replied 
that he would not say anything about 
this country. He added, however, that 
he thought there were too many politi­
cal parties here, and asked why the 
newspapers did not bring them together. 
When asked to make a comparison be­
tween this country and England, he de­
clined saying he had nothing unfavor­
able to say of either. In answer to a 
question as to what he had been most 
interested in, he said our tall buildings 
were very wonderful, but they would 
hardly do in China on account of the 
typhoons. He was asked whether he 
expected any modification of the Geary 
law, and he replied that he hoped for it.

“ Was your excellency influenced in 
determining to go home through Canada 
by the treatment of the Chinese in the 
Pacific States, and especially in Califor­
nia?”

“ I choose to go through Canada for 
two reasons. First, because when I was 
high commissioner in China I was con­
stantly receiving memorials and 
plaints from emigrants in San Francis­
co that they were not allowed rights 
which under American law they were 
entitled to. My assistance was con­
stantly invoked to secure them these 
rights. Instead of being able to do so, 
your congress curtailed what rights they 
had, and made their situation worse. I 
do not go through States where Chinese 
have been so treated, and I know that I 
would be besieged by Chinamen in Cali­
fornia having complaints to make.”

The second reason, he said, was 
prompted by his advanced age, which 
compelled him to take great care of his 
health. “ I was told in China,” he con­
tinued, “ that the steamship Empress of 
China was the largest and most 
fortable of those on the Pacific coast, and 
I decided to go by way of Vancouver in- 
stead^of taking a smaller steamship at 
San Francisco.

“ I wish to say more about the exclu­
sion act. The exclusion act is most un­
fair and most foolish, because it is ad­
mitted by all who have studied political 
economy that competition, and competi­
tion alone, will keep the market in good 
health, whether the market is 
,of commerce
aside from your minds that I am a 
high Chinese official and mandarin, and 
look upon me as a man who is studying 
the best interests of a country. I say to 
you that to exclude labor or cheap 
merce from your country is unfair and 
against the best interests of your country. 
By excluding the Chinese and taking the 
Irish you get inferior labor and pav 
superior prices for it.”

A Chinaman lives a more simple life 
than an Irishman, and the Irish hate 
the Chinese because the latter are the 
possessors of high virtues. Is it fair to 
exclude my countrymen ? If any gentle­
man wishes to advance any argument in 
support of the exclusion of the Chinese, 
I will be pleased to hear it and answer 
him.”

No reporter cared to argue the ques­
tion and the following was put : “Is 
there any desirable outlet for American 
capital in China?”

‘ Wealth,” said the ambassador, “is 
only produced by capital, labor and land. 
China invites American capital, but it 
must be understood that the Chinese 
continue in control of their own coun­
try. General Grant, who was the best 
friend I ever had, gave me a piece of 
advice once, and that advice proved 
to me to be good, and I will 
always follow it. He advised me to 
invite all capital to China, but he 
also advised me that any enterprise in 
China must remain in control of the 
Chinese government. We must main­
tain sovereign rights to control any rail­
roads or great works of improvement in 
our country.”

The viceroy stopped and ooked around 
at the reporters. “Are you the best rep­
resentatives of your papers?” he asked. 
“Because if so, you are very poor repre­
sentatives of your pacers.”

“Is your visit to this country one of 
commercial or of political significance?” 
he was asked.

The viceroy did not want to answer 
this question, and he evaded it by say­
ing that the time had arrived for him to 
attend to other business and he must 
declare the interview closed.

It is a curious fact that gold and silver 
ore has to be sent to the United States 
from the mines of British Columbia to 
be smelted, while the coal used in the 
smelting is imported into the States from 
British Columbia. One should think 
that Canadians, having both the ore and 
the coal in their own territory, ought to 
do their own smelting. This they can­
not do, however, till the gold and silver 
mines are connected wi)h the coal mines 
by railway.

If the writer of the paragraph had 
looked at the map of British' Columbia 
and thought a little about the physical 
features of the country, he would have 
seen that there is nothing at all “ curi­
ous ” in the fact that gold and silver 
ore has to be sent to the Uni­
ted States from the mines of 
British Columbia to be smelted. British 
Columbia coal is taken from mines in 
the island of <, Vancouver and the gold 
and silver is found hundreds ■ of miles 
distant from those mines, the interven­
ing country being mountainous and not 
at all well supplied with railroad accom­
modation. To convey coal or coke from 
Wellington or Nanaimo to Rossland and 
Kaslo may not be absolutely impossible 
but| the route is so long, so circuitous 
and transhipments would have to 
be so frequent that the cost 
of carriage would be far more 
than the owners of even the richest 
mines could afford. It would, indeed, be 
“curious” if any sane man thought of 
attempting to supply the smelter in 
Rossland with coke from Vancouver Is­
land.

What is singular is that vigorous ef­
forts are not being made to supply the 
smelters of the Kootenay country with 
coal from the extensive coal fields known 
to exist in the vicinity of Crow’s Nest 
Pass. A railroad from the coal district 
to the gold fields 
constructed at comparatively small 
expense. The distance is not 
great and an abundant supply of good 
coal could be obtained in the district 
through which the projected Crow’s 
Nest railroad is to run. It would seem

The Vermont election came off on 

Tuesday. The greatest interest was 
taken in the contest by politicians in all 
parts of the Union. It was the first of 
the State elections of ’96, and it was 

• thought that its result would be indica­
tive of the state of parties in the other 
States. The election was a signal 
triumph for the Republicans. The 
whole Republican ticket was returned 
by majorities hitherto unparalleled. The 
struggle found the Republican 
party firmly united, well or­
ganized and enthusiastic. The voters 
crowded to the polls. There 
were remarkably few Republican absen­
tees. The Democrats and Populists Were 
not nearly so well prepared for the fight 
and they did not exhibit anything like 
the same zeal. “ Many Democrats, who 
did not endorse the Chicago convention 
remained away from the polls while the 
more disatisfied ones voted the Republi­
can ticket. The Populist and Prohibi­
tionist vote was practically the same as 
four years ago.” This is what was 
hoped for by the Republicans, and they 
expect that as it was in Vermont in this 
Presidential year so will it be in 
all the other States—the Republicans, 
united and full of energy, will have to 
meet opponents who are divided, and 
who will enter the struggle with the con­
sciousness that they are fighting a losing 
battle. The Democrats helped to swell 
the Republican triumph in Vermont, 
#nd it is believed that they will do so to 
a greater or less extent in all the other 
States. The result in Vermont has given 
the Republican^ all the encouragement 
they expected to get from it.

This is what the Portland Oregonian 
says about the importance of the Ver­
mont election :

The Vermont election is the first 
of the year affording any indication as to 
the result of the general event in Novem­
ber. And its significance is great. Ver­
mont has always presaged accurately at 
its September polls the verdict of the 
country in the following November. It 
is valuable also as a criterion of agricul­
tural sentiment. The state is one in 
which the Republican star has never set 
and its importance in national contests 
consists only in the increase or decrease 
of the Republican majority. An unusu­
ally large Republican majority in Ver­
mont in Septem her indicates a healthy 
Republican condition all through the 
country, and a reduced majority betok­
ens a Democratic tide.

PATENTS ON PLOWS.

The following statistics are prepared 
specially for this paper by Messrs. 
Marion and Laberge, civil engineers and 
experts in all matters pertaining to 
patents, No. 185 St. James, Montreal.

In the class of plows 10,342 patents 
have been granted by the U.S. Patent 
Office. A notable evolution in tilling 
the soil, over the primitive mode employ­
ing a shovel blade, is the use of disks 
that penetrate the earth and revolve in 
contact therewith. In the breaking of 
prairie land, cutting disks are adapted 
to break up at one operation a wide strip 
of ground.

One hundred and ninety-one patents 
have been issued for steam plows.

Another important type, which has 
received considerable attention since 
1870, employs a gang of plows arranged 
to plow back and forth, without turning 
like tne well known hillside plow. Un- 
terlip No. 301,306, July 1, 1884, and Fay 
No. 536,949,’April 2, 1895, show such 
machine designed for horse-power ;
