» 'An Unfortunate Change

The explosion occurred Just as the 
royal couple were about -to enter the 
palace. The route of the cortege had 
been diverted from Arsenal street to 
Mayor street owing to the -popular de­
sire. The processiom had just passed 
through Mayor street and waa about to 
turn into the esplanade leading to the 
palace when an explosion shook the 
buildings in the city, throwing the 
cortege Into inextricable confusion. 
The royal coach was brought to a 
sudden stop by the shock, officers and 
soldiers of the escort falling to the 
ground about the equerry and horses 
that had been killed. . The screams of 
the terrifled public mingled with the 
groans of the wounded. King Alfonso 
Immediately alighted and assisted 
Queen Victoria out ot the carriage. 
They then found another coach and 
were driven to the palace.

This all happened so quickly that 
people away from the Immediate vicin­
ity were not aware ot the tragedy and 
continued to acclaim their sovereigns. 
Soon, however, there appeared the 
empty royal carriage with two horses 
missing and the others spattered with 
blood. The drivers looked decidedly 
pale. Then came a boy. shouting that 
a bomb had been thrown at the King.

The appearance of the King and 
Queen in a coach brought a delirious 
ovatlqn as the fact waa recognized that 
the sovereigns had been spared.

In the meantime the scene of the 
tragedy presented a horrible spectacle, 
with dead men and horses lying about 
literally blown to pieces. The bodies 
of the men were wrapped up In blan­
kets and removed on litters. The pave­
ment was literally covered with blood.

When the police surrounded the 
house from which the bomb was 
thrown, a man tried to escape.

One of the Injured proved to be a 
son-in-law of Premier Moret's private 
secretary. ,

According to an official statement. It 
is not known whether one or more 
bombs were thrown. The statement 
continues that It is Impossible to as­
certain at present the author of the 
outrage, though It is known that a 
Catalonian named Manuel Duran took 
an apartment in the house from which 
the bomb was thrown, paying In ad­
vance with a 600 peseta bill. He was 
well dressed, of elegant appearance and 
showed a fondness for flowers.

PANIC IN DRYGOODS SHOP.

Huge Water Tank Crashes Through 
Roof of New York Emporium.

New York, May 29.—By the collapse 
of a tank on the roof of Adams & Co.’s 
drygoods store on Sixth avenue, fol­
lowed by a panic among customers and 
clerks, nearly a score of persons were 
more or less seriously injured this 
afternoon. The store was crowded 
with customers when the tank, owing 
to Its supports giving way, toppled 
over on a dome skylight, precipitating 
10,000 gallons of water and a shower 
of glass on the main*floors. A num­
ber of clerks and customers were cut 
by fragments of glass and a panic 
ensued, In which hundreds of women 
made frenzied efforts to reach the 
street.

Firemen and ambulances were soon 
on hand, and the injuries of about a 
dozen persons were dressed by the 
surgeons.

The Boundary Surveys-

Korea, according- to advice» received by 
the- Empress of Japan. The ,Japanese 
pjremier stated on his return that Talien 
(Dalny), would, probably be the most 
important Manchurian port, it being 
more suitable than Yingkou (New- 
chwang.) The buildings at Talien had 
been repaired, but warehouses were 
necessary. Fort Arthur, he said, had 
no future, except as a naval fort. The 
old Chinese town had recovered much 
of its activity, but the larger Russian 
buildings were unrepaired and the forts 
were left as they were when Stoessel 
abandoned them. There is a general air 
bt destruction and desolation. Yingkon 
is still the great emporium of trade 
with central and northern Manchuria, al­
though it has not yet recovered the de­
gree of prosperity it had before the 
war. This port will rival Talien, Jap­
anese subjects are increasing rapidly in 
Manchuria. There are 6,000 at Talien, 
4,000 at Mukden, and many are con­
gregating at Tiehling and other points. 
The Fushun mines, - now being operated 
by Japanese, were found valuable, 400 
tons being raised daily, which will be 
increased when shipping, facilities offer, 
to 3,000 or 4,000 tons. Antung will 
probably be a shipping port for the coal. 
This place at the north of the Yalu 
which had 600 Chinese before the war 
has now 30,000 people and many fine 
buildings.

Manager Lindsey on Fuel Outlook in 
Crow's Nest Pass Mines.

G. G. S. Lindsey, K. C„ vice presi­
dent and general manager of the 
Crow’s Nest Pass Coal Company, who 
is in Nelson in connection with some 
legal business at the assizes, said to a 
reporter of the Daily News of that 
city, in answer to a question as to 
whether the Great Northern Railway 
contemplated extending their line east 
to Michel from Femie; “You have 
seen what Mr. Hill said at Winnipeg 
recently.

■y DNDON, May 30.—A notable
I . career closed tonight when after 

■A-A a long and painful illness, Mich­
ael Davitt died peacefully and painless­
ly at IS) o’clock in the presence of* his 
eldest sob, Michael and hia two daugh­
ters, who had devotedly attended him 
through hie illness, and of many of his 
most intimate friends, including John 
Dillon. Shortly before his death, 
Father Hatton had been with him. Mrs. 
Davitt who had been in constant atten­
dance on her husband until a few days 
ago, when she, herself, was taken ill 
and was too weak to leave her room. 
She has not yet been informed of her 
husband's death. It Is stated that Mr. 
Davitt left her a last message. The 
greatest sympathy has been displayed by 
all classes of society during Mr. Davitt’a 
illness.

Today the hospital was besieged by 
anxious enquirers. John E. Redmond, 
leader of the Irish party in parliament, 
was a frequent enquirer by telephone 
from the House of Commons and gave 
np his proposed continental trip over 
the Whitsuntide holidays consequent on 
the condition of hie friend, the 

Father of Irish Land League 
After a rally last night, Mr. Davitt was 
able to speak to those at Bis bedside, 
but soon showed that he was losing 
ground. Among the last callers at the 
hospital tonight was Lord Hemlsphill, 
on bèhalf of the Earl of Aberdeen, Ldrd 
Lieutenant of Ireland and the Countess 
of Aberdeen.

Mr. Davitt retired from the represen­
tation of South Mayo in parliament In 
1896, but to the last, took a keen in­
terest in his country.

Death wqs due to blood poisoning 
which followed two operations for ne­
crosis of the jaw bone and spread so 
rapidly that all efforts to stay its course 
were unavailing. Mr. Davitt’a illness 
began with an insidious attack of tooth­
ache to which he paid no attention until 
John Dillon urged him to have recourse 
to medical advice.

For some time there were hopes of hia 
recovery, but the state of his health 
which was undermined by exertions at ", 
the recent general elections greatly hin­
dered his progress.

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Floods at Walla Walla
Walla Walla, May 30.—(Special)— 

This city and county 1» experiencing 
one of the worst floods in many years.

There was not much interest mani­
fested yesterday to the budget, the 
previous Intimation that there would 
be no tariff changes having deprived 
the annual budget of anything of an 
Important character. Mr. Fielding did 
his utmost to put the best gloss upon 
the financial situation, but beneath his 
utterances there was an evident note 
of alarm at toe tremendous increase in 
the public expenditure. In toe last 
two or three years of Conservative 
rule the Liberals were wont to storm 
at -an annual expenditure of forty or 
forty-two millions.

It is argued in justification of the 
prohibition of Sunday newspapers in 
British Columbia that the law must be 
uniform throughout Canada, and that 
it is absurd to exempt this province 
from the general application of a 
principle which is right in itself. But 
the law'as it stands is not uniform In 
its, effect. It does recognize the prin­
ciple of local custom, in so far as 
Quebec is ' concerned, and, therefore, 
furnishes its own precedent for recog­
nition of the rights of British Colum­
bia publishers, who have issued news^ 
papers on Sunday from the very 
earliest colonial days. » Because the 
newspapers of eastern Canada, or 
Canada east of the Rocky Mountains, 
in deference to public sentiment, or 
established usage, have always pub­
lished on Monday morning instead of 
on Sunday, is not an argument in 
favor of British Columbia being com­
pelled to follow their example. It is 
simply a question of the tyranny of 
numbers. It may fairly be assumed 
that if the conditions had been re­
versed, and the eastern newspapers 
had been in thç habit of publishing on 
Sunday instead of Monday, no change 
would have teen made. We are in 
this, instance, as in all others, inde­
pendent of the merits of the case, 
governed in accordance with dominant 
eastern sentiment.

To be entirely consistent parliament 
should, make it a penal offence for 
people to read on Sunday papers pub­
lished on Saturday. If there Is any 
object in a law prohibiting papers 
being printed and distributed on 
Sunday, It Is to prevent people from 
reading them on Sunday. It cannot 
bey on account of the martual -labor 
performed, because, as we have point­
ed out over and over again, and it 
cannot be gainsaid, there Is more 
actual labor on Sunday involved in 
connection with a paper published on 
Monday than there is in connection 
with a paper published on Sunday. 
There is not a daily paper in Canada 
published on Saturday that is not at 
least double the size of the ordinary 
week-day paper, every one of them 
containing a specially prepared sup­
plement similar in all respects to what 
is published by the - Colonist. Can 
any reasonable person contend that 
this extra reading matter on Saturday 
is not prepared specially in view of 
the Sunday following? Is it not, 
therefore, arrant hypocrisy to say.that 

‘ a paper published on Sunday morning 
is more harmful to the morals of the 
people than one published on Satur­
day afternoon with precisely the same 
object in view? Is it not a rule that 
most people, who can afford it, provide 
themselves on Saturday with a supply 
of reading matter for Sunday ? The 
only difference, practically, between 
the week-day and the Sunday paper 
read on Sunday is that the latter con­
tains newer, fresher news, which is so 
muck in Its favor.

Former President Heads Revo­
lution Aided by the Neighbor­

ing Republics.
Base-

Mexico City, May 28.—Advices re­
ceived this afternoon from Tapachula 
and Tonala, in the Mexican state of 
Chiapas, show that a revolution is on 
against the existing administration of 
President 'Estradra Cabeira of Guata- 
mela. It broke out yesterday, and 
Guiatamela yas invaded from four 
points by as tuauy bodies of armed men 
all equipped with the best modern 
rifles.

General (Manuel Lerando Barilas, 
formerly president of Guatamela, with 
200 cavalry and a stock of 700 rifles, 
crossed the Mexican border at a point 
near Motozink, and is aiming at Quet- 
zatlenge, a large town garrisoned by 
Guatemalan regulars. Barillas has 
great coffee estates in that neighbor­
hood, where he is popular, and whence 
he was driven four years ago by Presi­
dent C-aUeira. It is said that Quetzat- 
lange will be taken without much resis­
tance. Barillas successfully evaded the 
search of the authorities. He will re­
cruit new men on bis march across the 
mountains, the people being loyal to 
him, he says. General Jose Leon Cas­
tillo captured Ocos yesterday without 
much opposition being shown. He took 
that point with 500 men and was re­
ceived with enthusiasm by the people. 
The steamer Empire State left Safi 
Francisco on May loth with 500 des­
perate fighters and recruits and some 
5,000 rifles. General Castillo was a rival 
candidate for the presidency seven 
years ego against Cabeira, but alleges 
that be was counted ont, and he has a 
tong series of scores to settle with the 
Guatemalan president.

TRAIN BOBBERS ON 
TRIAL AT KAMLOOPS ■O

THE SHANGHAI CASE.

Attention Called to Government Abuses 
Regarding Shipping.

'Some excitement has been occasioned 
at Vancouver because of the alleged at­
tempt to shanghai a lumberjack aged 
64, named Keating. In this connection 
the Vancouver News-Advertiser points 
out the fact, regarding which complaît 
has been made at different times, that 
the shipping masters depend for their 
wages upon fees mulcted on shipping 
seamen. Editorially, the Vancouver 
paper says:

“Thé charge of kidnapping a man and 
shipping him as a seaman on an out­
ward bound vessel, which engaged the 
attentio of the police magistrate on 
Saturday and Monday last, has brought 
prominently before the public som^ 
matters that call for a change. Apart 
altogether from the merits of tins par­
ticular ease, the system under ' which 
men are shipped as seamen at «this poil- 
is One that is open to grave abuses and 
even to the loss of their personal lib­
erty by individuals. . . . The gov­
ernment seems to have ignored these 
facts and the parsimony of the depart­
ment of marine in dealing with the 
business entrusted to the shipping mas­
ter is -almost inconceivable. That of­
ficial has to depend for his own ré­
munération and that of his assistant m 
the fees -payable under the act—an ar­
rangement that might be satisfactory 
when the position of shipping master is 
held by some one—such as the collector 
of customs—who is a salaried official. 
But otherwise the shipping master 
should be paid a salary and the fees 
be accounted for to the government. 
That would make the official entirely 
disinterested. While there is nothing 
in the evidence in the present case o 
cause any blame to be attached to the 
shipping master, it is impossible to 
overlook the fact that his remunera­
tion is dependent on the fees—a posi­
tion that can be satisfactory neither to 
him nor to the public. The appoint­
ment as a deputy shipping master of a 
person interested in a sailors’ boarding­
house or outfitting business, is entirely 
indefensible, and we are at a loss to 
understand liow it could have been 
made. Such an official is supposed to 
stand between the sailor and the har­
pies who live by preying upon him and 
who wax rich by pandering to his indis­
cretions and the recklessness that is al­
most proverbial in seafaring men. In 
any case the revenue that the Domin­
ion government derives from the port 
of Vancouver requires that its business 
should be attended to by properly paid 
officials, and it is to be hoped that the 
attention which this case has drawn 
to the matter will result in the neces 
sary changes being made.”

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OFF HARBOR ENTRANCE
Decorated Skiff Capsized Throw­

ing Crew of Three Into 
The Water.

ONE DROWNED BEFORE RESCUE CAME

Two Others Were Picked Up by 
Dallas Road Residents With 

Small Boat.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)
Buttery, an able seaman of H. M. S. 

Shearwater, was drowned on Sunday 
night off the entrance to the)harbor as a 
result of the upsetting ot a decorated 
skiff, rigged as a miniature brig. Gall 
and Brampton, two other seamen of 
the Shearwater, were rescued after be­
ing in the water for about 40 minutes.

The three seamen brought the skiff 
from Esquimalt where they rigged it 
as a model man-o’-war to take part in 
the regatta at the Gorge and the subse­
quent water carnival of Saturday night. 
It had been towed as far as the inner 
harbor by Mr. Day’s launch on Satur­
day night and on Sunday the seamen 
came to take the boat to Esquimalt. 
The weather was not rough and no 
danger was anticipated. After leaving 
the inner harbor the three sailors land­
ed at Work point and continued their 
trip about dark.

About 9 p. m. Mr. Best, clerk of the 
Dallas hotel, and others, heard shouting. 
At first they were unable to locate the 
direction, but it soon dawned upon 
them that the shouts were cries for as­
sistance, obviously from the water. Mr. 
Ben Phillips, who lives on Dallas road, 
put out in a small boat with Messrs. 
M. S. Gordon and F. N. McFarlane. 
They pulled hurriedly in the direction 
of the cries for aid, and found the two 
seamen, Gall and Brampton, struggling 
in the water. They said Buttery had 
drowned about five minutes before the 
rescuers came.

Mr. Best in the meantime, telephoned 
for Dr. Milne and Dr. Hart. Hart ar­
rived first in his car, and directed the 
resuscitation of the two seamen who 
were almost unconscious as a result of 
the privations endured in the chilly 
water. When they recovered the two 
survivors said they were at a loss to 
account for the upsetting of their 
craft, unless it was due to their lean­
ing too much to one side while paddling. 
When the boat went over it seemed to 
roll once or twice and they had to 
strike out Clear of the vessel to avoid 
being caught in the rigging. They were 
all strong, athletic men, particularly* the 
drowned seaman, who was known as an 
athlete and gymnast. All were good 
sWimmérs. •**•< \

Gall struck out toward J,lhe shore 
which was not more than 200 yards dis­
tant. . He reached , the kelp' patches 
which are thick in that vicinity and 
saw at once the futility of attempting 
to swim through them. He then re­
turned to the skiff where Buttery and 
Brampton were still struggling, cling­
ing to the upturned craft at times, and 
then swimming free to avoid the rigging 
as it threatened to enttfngle them. They 
shouted as loud as possible for assist­
ance, but no help seemed to come. Then 
Gall struck out again for the land, but 
on reaching the kelp he again turned 
back. They were becoming weaker and 
weaker, 
great.

‘Tib going to swim ashore,” said 
Buttery then. With that he started , to 
swim shoreward. Twice he shouted. 
“All right,” at intervals. Then there 
was silence.

The other two struggling desperately 
to keep themselves afloat, and shiver­
ing with the cold which was numbing 
them, shortly afterward heard the 
shouting of rescuers, then the welcome 
sound of oars and the ripple of the wa­
ter against the bow of the coming boat. 
It came just in time. The two were 
exhausted, 
them into the boat and hurriedly rowed 
them to shore. The two men sank like 
logs in the bottom of the boat and were 
lifted out and assisted into rooms at 
the Dallas hotel, where many willing 
hands rubbed life into their chilled 
bodies, and applied restoratives. In the 
meantime, Robert Tait and his son 
rowed about the scene of the accident, 
vainly seeking the musing man.

«Meanwhile telephone messages had 
been sent to Esquimalt apprising the 
officers of the Shearwater of the acci­
dent. and search was started for the 
missing man. Mr. Day’s launch, which 
was requisitioned, cruised, with a pow­
erful acetylene searchlight in her bow, 
until the early morning visiting every 
possible point along the shore, but no 
trace of the missing man or of the 
borft, could be found. The steam launch 
of the Shearwater was also brought into 
use, and this too, failed to discover any 
trace of either man or boat.

When the • two survivors recovered 
this morning, they were taken to the 
Shearwater by a petty officer who ar­
rived from Esquimalt. They were seem­
ingly not suffering as a result of their 
experience. One of the survivors, Gall, 
was recently rescued from drowning 
while the Shearwater was on a north­
ern cruise, he havipg fallen overboard 
while the vessel was at Gardner’s inlet.

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RUSSIAN PARLIAMENT 
STILL DETERMINED

Lower House Refuses to Accept 
Preferred Compromise With 

Minister.

THE CABINET MAY BE DISMISSED

Rumors That a Former Minister 
Has Been Asked to Form 

Government.

St. Petersburg, May 29.—Rumors of 
shift in the ministry everywhere are 
apparent tonight. It persistently is re­
ported here and at Moscow that 
Former Finance Minister Shipoff has 
received an earnest summons to Peter* 
hof to confer with Emperor Nicholas, 
presumably with regard to the forma­
tion of a new cabinet, although he fre­
quently has expressed his unwillingness 
to take over the premiership. A des­
patch from Moscow to the Associated 
Press reports that M. Shipoff left that 
city late today for St. Petersburg, but 
that it was impossible to ascertain 
whether his coming is in response to 
imperial command. It is possible that 
M. Shipoff’s only errand is to attend 
the session of the council of the em­
pire tomorrow, but the present situa­
tion is so .plainly impossible that a shift 
is not improbable. It also is rumored 
that Prince Urusoff has been summoned
to

An Audience With the Emperor
In the meanwhile the present ministry, 
among whom there is no Daniel to read 
the handwriting on the wall in the at­
titude of the lower house, is going 
ahead with its agrarian programme, 
which it hopes to submit to the lower 
house within a fortnight, and contrary 
to expectations to provide for the distri­
bution of millions of acres of crown 
lands in European Russia, 
seems time lost in the present temper 
of parliament, which has taken the bit 
in its teeth.

The govern­
ment’s policy, ' which the Associated 
Press is authorized to announce, is 
founded on the expectation that land 
can be obtained by the division of the 
crown lands, the clearing of a portion 
of the imperial forests, and the volun­
tary sale of estates to meet the land- 
hunger of the peasants without the ne­
cessity of iforced expropriations, 
programme, in addition to

Colonization of Siberia 
and central Asia, contemplates the im­
provement of the agricultural methods 
of ) the peasantry, which are primitive 
and ,unproductive in- the extreme, and 
for'bringing the peasants, Wlioaei gregar­
iousness leads to their gathering in 
townr ot populations as high as 30,000, 
nearer to their lands.

The optional abolishment of the com­
munal system by authorizing peasants 
who desire to d(^ so to distribute (heir 
holdings in fee simple is also contem­
plated. This, with the abolishment of 
all further payments for the land under 
which the peasants have been groaning 
since 1861 will make possible the. rea­
sonable prosperity of the peasantry. 
With regard to the resolution of lack of 
confidence, M. Stichinsky said the cab­
inet was standing on constitutional 
grounds when it considered that the 
house, in adopting such a resolution, 
could give none beyond its prerogatives, 
and that resolution, therefore, was. not 
of the slightest binding force. The cab­
inet would take no notice of the ‘vote.

Nosse?” ’

“Certainly,” replied the consul, as his 
face grew a little brighter. “You see the 
Japanese are getting more English, and 
are beginning to use more flour Instead of 
rice, but we cannot grow either, so that 
the prospects for Canadian flour are all 
the brighter, especially as the United 
Mates" will not be able to supply us with 
so much as heretofore. The standard of 
living is gradually growing higher In Ja­
pan, and as that develops so will the de­
mand increase for flour from Canada, if, 
as I say, your merchants will only push 
their trade. The only drawback so far as 
I can see at present, is that of transporta­
tion, the cost of which and its various 
effects on the trade of the East I am go­
ing to fully investigate during the next 
few days.

parent indifference of Englishmen only 
by the other day when some notable 
consignments of Westralian apples were 
received at Bremen (Germany), a Ham­
burg firm rushes into print to say that 
Hamburg offers a great market for 
fruit and that this particular firm itself 
recently sold 8,000 boxes of best Aus­
tralian apples at' 16 to 20 marks per box 
and at 9 to 14 marks for medium. Some 
15,000 more boxes are expected. These 
are direct importations and there are 
many consignments also sent via Lon­
don. It is in the finest qualities of 
colonial fruit that the Hamburg mar­
ket is most interested and tbe demand 
is almost unlimited. This seems to open 
up the possibilities of enormous fruit 
trade on the continent for British col­
onial growers.

Now that Australia is waking up to 
follqw Canada’s example, trade agents 
will shortly be booming all kinds of 
Australian produce. Some very fine 
consignments of apples are here now and 
from West Australia the first consign­
ment was sold at once at high prices. 
Canadian shippers will have now to 
reckon with keen competition of Aus­
tralian shippers.

New South Wales has followed Can­
ada’s excellent example, Mot only In 
opening its London office among the 
merchants of the city; hue also by send­
ing ont lecturers to the working class 
districts and to the schools. Last even­
ing at Camberwell grammar school a 
very large audience of young people 
were addressed on New South Wales as 
a field for emigration.

The government of Western Australia 
is not behind and its commissioner, Mr. 
Alfred tiraftard is preparing his exhib­
its of Westralian produce with which 
he says he will startle British agricul­
turists. In his coming tour through 
rural England he is going to offer emi­
gration facilities hitherto undreamed of 
and he is going to show our farmers 
that Westralia is not merely a gold dig­
ging with "a floating population, but that 
it has sufficient agricultural resources 
to attract settlers on the fertile lands. 
He has great hopes of transforming 
Westralia from a mining colony chiefly 
to a colony of settled yeomen farmers. 
The new Australian emigration policy he 
pxpects will quickly make western Aus­
tralia immensely productive of all the 
people, instead of requiring to import 
£1,500,000 worth of produce which the 
soil is only waiting to yield. The Do­
minion and provincial governments of 
Canada will be on the alert.

One of the most interesting and use­
ful books of reference for journalists 
and men of business in the colonies is 
the newly published edition of Sells Di­
rectory of the World’s Press (1100 pp. 
Ts. 6d. It contaifas a complete guide to 
the newspaper press with valuable notes 
on the countries and the commercial 
centres and the markets.

slightest scarcity means a tightening 
of the belt and short allowance. As a 
matter of fact, in mànyf parts no 
more than one meal a day is served. 
When the famine approaches, the 
bread-winner of a family almost al­
ways sets out to find work. Possibly 
he is never heard of again, and his 
better half follows him with the same 
object in view. The children are de­
serted. In the majority of cases they 
die a most painful death. It is to the 
work of rescuing the little ones that 
the missionaries have devoted much 
attention. Orphans’ homes have been 
established at many points, and many 
thousands have been gathered in and 
are beign brought up in Christian en­
vironments.

Rev. Mr. Lynn says the moral stan­
dard throughout India is exceptionally 
low. The prevailing conditions were 
such as to cause a deplorable state- of 
affairs. Many took advantage of the 
poverty of thousands of young girls, 
left homeless as a result of the ravages 
of the famine, to tender them aid, only 
to lead them into paths of sin and 

It was this practice that the 
missionaries were fighting strenuously, 
and, he hoped, with some success.

Still another influence which he 
thought tended to lower the moral 
standard was the custom that had been 
practiced among the higher "castes from 
time immemorial. It was that of child 
marriage.

To illustrate the work that is being 
done in the endeavor to ameliorate the 
distressing conditions of the destitute, 
Rev. Mr. Lynn recounts the career of 
a remarkable and clever Indian widow. 
Having been converted, she recognized 
the state of affairs and the imperative 
need of relief. Obtaining funds from 
the United States and other points, she 
erected* a large home at a place near 
Poona, in the Bombay presidency. This 
completed, she started out on her er­
rand of mercy, and now there are some 
two thousand young ladies being shel­
tered beneath that hospitable roof. In­
spired by her example, a fellow mis­
sionary of Rev. Mr. Lynn had a mission 
constructed near by for boys and is, 
doing work almost as necessary as that 
first mentioned.

London, May 30.—It is feared the 
British navy will lose one of its best 
vessels, the first class battleship Mon­
tague, which struck on the rocks at 
Lundy on Wednesday and according to 
latest reports, received at Devonport, at 
midnight, is not likely to be refloated. 
Naval experts are of the opinion that 
to attempt to refloat the Montague un­
der present conditions will mean her 
disappearance in 30 fathoms of water 
as she is fixed precariously on a ledge 
and in danger of overturning. If pos­
sible, an attempt will be made to patch 
up the vessel before any movement is 
taken to float her off.

Little is yet known as to what hap­
pened when the. Vessel struck. All the 
members of the crew were saved, but 
several of the men had limbs broken or 
otherwise injured. It is reported that 
something in the nature of a panic oc­
curred when the Montague struck.

The British battleship Montague, of 
14,000 tons and belonging to the Chan­
nel fleet, went ashore during a dense fog 
this morning on Shutter Pjoint, Lundy 
island, at the entrance of the Bristol 
channel. She is in a bad position.

The Montague
Struck on a Granite Cone 

southwest of Lundy island, known as 
Shutter point, at 2:10 this morning, and 
remains on the rocks with a bad hole 
in her bottom. Several of her compart­
ments are full of water, and the houses 
are flooded, and the water is still gain­
ing. She has lost both propellers, and 
her wireless apparatus and besides has 
several holes in her plates.

The battleship Duncan and a num­
ber of tugs and other vessels are on 
their way to assist, her. The Montague 
was preceding to Penzance for^the forth­
coming manoeuvres, and apparently 
missed her course in a fog. She appears 
to be firmly fixed on the rocks, and if a 
storm springs up her position will be 
verv perilous. The Montague is a first 
eiass steel battleship. She was launched 
in 1903, cost- about $5,250,000, and car­
ried a crew of 750 officers and

•Plymouth, England, May 30—The 
latest news of the Montague deepens the 
gravity of the disaster. The vast rents 
in her bottom render it doubtful wheth­
er she can be refloated. Her crew has 
been transferred to other ships.

Madrid, May 30.—All Spain is re­
joicing on the eve of the wedding of 
King Alfonso and Princess Ena, and 
the capital has not seen such scenes of 
tumultuous excitement during the 
present generation. Tonight the whole 
city is aglow with fireworks and elec­
trical illuminations, while the streets 
are thronged with dense masses of 
people.

more in the public interest that there 
should be security and confidence in 
the making and fulfilling of contracts.

There is no provision by which per­
sons in the position of the plaintiff are 
indemnified either against loss of 
profits or against any damages which 
they might have to pay for not carry­
ing out their contracts; nor would 
they have any redress against the 
crown. If sued for damages, they 
could not safely plead that they were 
prevented by the act from carrying 
out their contracts, as the answer 
might be that they might have got 
their timber from other than crown 
lands. It is Impossible, then, In the 
absence of the clearest language, to 
hold that the legislature intended to 
expose any person to such losses and 
risks without any kind of compensa­
tion or any source of redress.

Reference was made to Reg. vs. Vine 
(1887) 10 Q. B. 195. In that case the 
court held, Lush, J„ dissenting, 
statute disqualifying persons “convict­
ed of felony" from selling liquors by 
retail, applied! to persons convicted 
both before and after the act, the 
ground of the decision being that the 
legislature intended to prohibit the 
granting of licences to persons of 
tainted character, and that a person 
who was convicted of felony before the 
act was just as tainted as one con­
victed after the act. The majority of 
the court held, therefore, that It was 
clearly meant to be retrospective; but 
the case is at best anomalous and of 
very doubtful authority in view of the 
remarks of Lopes and Davey, L. JJ., 
in Bourke vs. Nütt (1894), 1 Q. B. D„ 
725, if indeed it is not to be treated as 
overruled by that decision.

I must therefore hold that the act 
does not apply to the timber in ques­
tion. That being so, the defendant 
had no power to seize it, and 
crown, as represented by the chief 
commissioner, had no power to author­
ize its seizure under the statute in 
question; and, therefore, as the crown 
can do no wrong, there was no crown 
seizure at- all and the timber was not 
In the possession of the crown when 
replevied from the defendant.

Mr. Mallery takes a very optimistic 
view of the outlook for the mining in­
dustry in British Columbia; having 
visited the various districts during the 
past five years.

"As yet only a beginning has been 
made,” said Mr. Mallery in discussing 
the resources of the Howe Sound coun­
try with a representative of The Prov­
ince. “The Britannia mine today bears 
testimony to what can be accomplished 
by the intelligent application of energy 
and capital. It has a great future. 
Mining is destined to be the biggest in­
dustry in this province. Unfortunately 
in the past lack, of judgment as to the 
merits of the mineral resources togeth­
er with the restricted ideas of the pros­
pector have combined to keep the coun­
try comparatively in the background. 
Wrong local impressions, too, have also 
had a detrimental effect; for instance, 
false notions prevailing about the occur­
rence of ore in any but a certain class 
of rocks. This fact is best illustrated 
by the strong belief in some regions 
that slate is the only kind of rock or 
formation in which mines are found ; 
again, in others nothing but granite is 
good, while still in others nothing but 
limestone and quartzite will do.

Erroneous Opinions
"The fact is, conditions being favor­

able, ore bodies can occur in almost any 
kind of rock whether it be slate, granite, 
limestone or porphyry. The opinion 
held in this section that mines, to prove 
permanent, must be enclosed in schist 
wall rock, is entirely erroneous. On first 
visiting Howe Sound six years ago I at 
once appreciated this considerable ex­
citement existed over the discovery of 
the now famous Britannia, which was 
found to exist in a schist belt, and as a 
consequence wherever an outcrop of 
schist was found somebody drove a 
stake. Quite naturally all couldn’t be 
good, or copper today wouldn’t be worth 
a cent a pound.

“After some systematic exploration 1 
made locations In what was generally 
considered worthless territory. By way 
of argument in support of the broader 
conception, I recently at a good figure 
disposed of these properties. They are 
situated in fiowe Sound on the opposite 
short from Britannia and are in a 
granite a tea which is cut by dionte ana 
quartz-porphyry dykes.

“The chief commissioner of lands 
and works, his officers, servants and 
agents may do all things necessary to 
prevent a breach of the provisions of 
Section 2 of this act, and to secure 
compliance therewith, and may for 
such purpose take, seize, hold and dec 
tain all lumber so cut as aforesaid, and 
every steamboat which may be towing 
said lumber, and which it is made to 
appear to the chief commissioner of 
lands and works it is not the intention 
of the lessee, licensee, owner, holder or 
other person In possession of such 
timber to use ill this province, or to 
manufacture or cause to be manufac­
tured into sawn lumber in this prov­
ince, as aforesaid, or to dispose of such 
timber to others who will use the same 
In this province, until security shall be 
given to His Majesty, satisfactory to 
the chief commissioner of lands and 
works, that such timber will be used 
or manufactured In this province as 
aforesaid, and in- the event of refusal 
or failure to give such security within 
four weeks after itotice of. such seizure 
and demand of security by or on behalf 
of the chief commissioner of lands and 
works, then the chief commissioner of 
lands and work» may sell or cause to 
be sold such- timber, and every steam­
boat which may be towing same, by 
public auction, and the proceeds of 
such sale shall be the property of His 
Majesty and shall form part of the 
consolidated revenue of the province.

"When a seizure is made of timber 
under the provisions of this act, the 
onus of showing that the timber is not 
subject to the provisions of this act 
shall be upon the owner, holder or 
person In possession thereof.”

The logs which the defendant seized 
were admittedly cut before the passage 
of the act, and the question at once 
arises whether the act applies to such 
timber; in other words, whether the 
act was intended to be retrospective, it 
not being so in terms.

As to this, whUe the principle Is ex­
pounded in many cases, it is nowhere 
better stated than by Lord Coke. He 
says it Is a rule and law of parliament 
that nova constltutlo futurls formam 
Imponere debet non practeritis ; which, 
notwithstanding some Judicial oblters 
to the contrary, I take to be not a 
mere canon of construction adopted by 
the courts, but a rule of parliament 
Itself and Indeed of all civilized law­
making authorities resting on natural 
justice, and therefore a rule which the 
court cannot hold to have been broken 
unless it is done so in termb, or unless 
it is plain beyond possibility of doubt 
from the nature of the enactment that 
It was meant to be broken.

Here, as already said, the act is not 
retrospective in terms, and there is 
nothing in its nature to show such 
intention on the part of the legislature.
