‘Sabbath as originally given to_the ancient
Jews was applicable to. their special circum-
stances in the childhood period of the
world’s religious history, snd was not intend-
ed for all times and all peoples. . The
decalogne of which it fermed a part, cov-
tained within it the germ of what was to
become universal, but that germ  was eng
closed_ in a framework of rules that, K was
destined in due time to be shattered. and
cleared away. Thus when Christ came, He
did not entirely destroy the old law but He
fulfilled it, in the unfolding of its original,
germ and placing it on & new basis so that
it should no longer be imposed a8 8 yoke,
but should rather be iffused into the heart
as & principle sustaining men from within,,
This principle is that the day should be
given to rest from ordinary labor and spent
in such exercises of spiritual worship and
inteliectual festivity as will tend to refresh
the body as well as the soul, the two kinds
being interconnected and the dne reacting
on the other. The new dispensation dou
not lay down any other rale as to the Sab-
bath than that it is to.be & day of
rest and christian ivecreation. Al
else is to be left to the discretion
of the true believer, This liberal standard
of ‘'opinion has been taken by the vast ma-
jority of eminent divines, throughout the
christian era..
The tendency of the present day, such
as exists, to maintain the rigor of the old
Hebrew Sabbath, is mainly the outcome of
that puritanic spirit which reached its
olimax during the protectorate of Cromwell,’
and which was itself but & powerful reac-
tion from the degeneracy and looseness in
the church previous %o the reformation.
The true observance of the christian Sab-
bath would censist then, not in the slavish
adherence to the rules of the Jewish cdde,
nor yet in the wanton abuse of tha privileges
which the day accords and the puvsuit of
vain plessure; but in the cessation of ordin-
whole man will be raised, invigorated and
edified, snd thus to observe the 'day and
‘honor God from the overflowing impulses
of the heart, and not from the craven fear
of dire punishment for the breaking of &
command whose strict observance was, evi-
dently, only incumbent upon & certain race
at & particular stage of their existence, and
aot to be followed by the whole world or
under the christian dispensation.

It may of course be said
of the ladies that they suffer what they
inflict, that they too are deprived eof
full épjoyment of the drama by
the hats of their sisters. But
women kind, like a priesthood, however
much they may hate and envy one another,
stand together in line to resist any attack
on feminine folly. Besides it is a question
whether the ladies suffer as much pain
from the loss of properly enjoying the play,
as they gain on the other hand in happi-
ness by this opportunity of outvieing one
afother in the high-towering and wide-
spreading extravagance of these ridiculous
head-coverings. ;

They
should consider the terrible injury their
hats inflict on young men,  There is not
only a lamentable amount of profane lan-
guage.bnt there is a temptation to quit for
a time the temple of the drama, and seek
the mythical *“friend,” or chew the demor-
alizing clove.

MR. MACDOUGALL'S JDI)B&'SH.

To the Electors of Algoma—-What He Ad-
vises Them to Do. -

Hon, Wm, Macdougall has issued an ad-
dress ““to the Free, Independent and Liberal
Electors of the District of Algowa, in the.
Province of Ontario.” He begins by tel-

I am satisfied that a majority of the le-
gal voters in the district of Algoma, pro-
per, are opposed to Mr. Dawson ; I believe
they disapprove of the land policy of the
present government in the Northwest, and
object to the excessive taxation to which
they afe subjected under the present tariff.
he exceptional franchise, the un-
defined boundaries of your constituency
render all political calculations uncéftain.
The dominion government maintain, anda
court of law has decided, that the legal
boundary of the province of Ontario on
the west, “‘isa line drawn due north from
the confluence ot the Ohio and the Missis-
sippi rivers.”  Therefore, neither Prince
Arthur’s Landing, nor the settlements  be-
tweeh that place and Rat Port-
aze, can be legally included in a writ issued
for the election of a member for * the elec-
toral district of Algoma, in the province of
©atario,”” (dominion election act, 87 vic.,
cap. 9, sects. 1, 2. and 40), Until the
judgment iu De Reinhardt's case is - re-
yersed by a higher tribunal, or the 8-
Jature of Ontario and‘the dominion parlia-
ment, under the authority ofithe imperial
act, establish a more western line, the
householders, navvies and Indians in the
so-called ** disputed Territory,” have no
more right to vote in the electoral District
of Algoma, than in the electoral District
of Gaspe. The clause inserted in the
representation bill of Jast session (at
Mr., Dawson’s instance, I am told)
after it had left the commons, making the
sottlements west of the provisional district
of Thunder Bay *‘partof the electoral dis-
trict of Algoma,” is unquestionably wultra
vires.

You ought to demand from the local
legislature the immediate abolition of your
exceptional franchise, and the extension of
the ordinary election laws of the provines
to the District of Algoma,

The ¢‘untutored savage’’ who has occupied
a particular wigwam **for six months next
preceding the election,” but who can neither
speak the langnage nor comprehend the laws
of the country, is mnot, in my humble
opinion, a fit or a safe tepositary of the
