As tor
operations they were scarcely ever “heard of,
and when one did occur no provision  was
made so that the students could witness it. In
those days the nursmg in most of the
hospitals was discreditable. The nurses
were generally slovenly, and in many cases,
disreputable. ~Since then, however, lorence
Nightingale had worked a reform in this re-
spect. 'The medical student of to-day was not
the beer-loving, pipe-smoking, Kknocker-
wrenching individual of bygone days, The
increased and increasing cowmplexity of medi-
cal studies, combined with augmented strin-
gency of examinations, had rendered the career
of the medical student much more difficult.
