‘Frequent comment is made on the fact
that the explosion which followed the cave-
in, like many others of recent occurrence,
was due to the carelessness of a fire-boss.
Only a week ago two fire-bosses were con-
victed of criminal carelessness and fined $50
each and another is now awail trial,
{ while several others have lost their lives
along with several fellow-workmen.

Among the thrilling experiences of the
disaster was that of James Sullivan,  Sulli-
van was standing on the gangway beside his
little door-tender, a Polish boy named Joe
Bobroski, A short distance behind was
Michael Henry, a miner. When the shock
came it almost lifted Sullivan off his feet,
With rare presence of mind, however, he
grabbed the door-tender jn his arms and
ran for his life. After he had gome a short
distance he heard a crash, and looking back
saw Henry. It is supposed Henry was
c:lliught by the  falling roof and buried
alive,

At 8 o'clock this evening all operations at
the mines weresabandoned. There are yet
six men in the fatal chamber. They are
Michael and John Secalley, brothers; Robert
Richardson, Michael Henry, Richard Jones
and Joshua Williams. To-morrow morning
operations will be resumed apnd the work of
rescue pushed until the remaining bodies are
recovered.

THE OUTLOOK IN ONTARIO I8 NOT
AT ALL A BAD ONE,

The Bureau of Industries Issues its May
Bulletin—-What 971 Correspondents
Have to Report from their Districts—
The Spring Outlook is Favorable—
Horses and Cattle in.Good Shape,

A Dbulletin issued yesterday from the

esting facts with respect to the crops, pro-
gress of spring work, live stock, efc. The
information is gathered by 971 corres-
pondents under date of May 1. Fall wheat,
it would appear, presents a yery uneven con-
dition throughout the province. Owing to
the alterpate thawing and freezing of the
mild winter, following late seediug. the crop
suffered more or less from: winter-killing in
the west. The dry northerly winds and
rains, commencing.in February and continu-
ing late in the spring, greatly retarded the
‘growth in other portions of the province,
where the crop is spid to bave wintered
better than was expected. In Essex, Lamb-
ton, Kent and Linéoln, which send the worst
reports, considerable portions of the wheat
land will be plowed up and seeded over.
Little or no damage is reported from
worms or insects. lecent rains have im-
proved the outlook, and with a favorable
season there is 1eason tp anticipate a fair,
although not a large, harvest.

The condition of the winter rye crop is
generally satisfactory, the winter-killing not
having been sufficiently extensive to impair
the prospects of an average crop, The
acreage is greatly decreasipg.

The condition of clover is not satisfactory,
especially in thg south-western counties,
wmuch damage having been caused by the alter-
nate freezing and thawing.
