T'he French treaty is talked about a great
deal outside of the Government, buv as far
as The World can learn the question has
not even been a subject of Cabinet delibera-
tion #ince Sir John Thompson’s return from
Paris. The Government seém in no way
committed to its ratification and will be
largely guided in the matter by objections
that will be offered to it by several in-
dustries in Canada which are af-
fected by its provisions, The pro-
hibitionists will object to the treaty on
principle on vhe 27th of this month, and
on the 28th it is likely a delegation of the
grape-growers and wine-makers will be
héard. The soap and other men whose
interests are also affected may be heard at
the same time. There does not seem to be
any ground for the story that it is a sub-
ject of the slightest disturbance in the
Cabinet

The Orangemen of Weatern Ontario are
holding their convention in the city, and
when the House rose Hon. Clarke Wallace
snd Major Sam Hughes took the oppor-
tunity of introducing 40 or more of the
stalwarts of the lodge to Sir John Thomp-
son, who was sitting in his chair in the
House.

Devlin, member " for Ottawa County and a
Liberal, at once took up the gaunt-
let that the member for Simcoe had
thrown down, and in a short and passion-
ate speech chirged Mr. McCarthy with
trying to create dissensions of race and
religion in this country. Mr. Devlin spoke
extemporaneously and with great vigor, and
better than ever he has addressed the
House before, After him came Mr. Tarte
in a few words in French, but the House
took little interest in what he had to say.

Mr. Mulock introduced a bill respecting
ocean freight rate on cattle. He explained
that the biil fixed a maximum freight with
provision for revision af such rates. In sup-
port of the bill be explained at some len th
the growth of the cattle trade and said that
ns all shipments bad to be made by wdy of
the St. Lawrence a practical monopoly was
in the hands of the steamship coinpanies,
and they bad been very arbitrary in their
conduct, 7Tbe tarmers had been made to
suffer because the middlemen would only
pay very low rates because the steamship
companies would not fix a freight rate until
the cattle were on board,

Sir John Thompson said the matter was a
very important one” and was receiving the
attention of the Government. There was
no objection to the bill and it was intro-
duced,

Mr, Charlton introduced & bill to amend
acts respecting the duties of customs. e
explained that the bill took awa{) from the
Governor-in-Council the right by order in
council to alter the rates of duty fixed by
Parliament,

MeCarthy’'s Danl Languuge. Bill,

Mr, McCarthy, in moving for leave to
introduce his biil amending the Northwest
Territories Act, said it was practically the
same bill he had introduced last year and
provided for the abolition of separate
schools, and then complete abolition of the
dual language. He disavowed any hostility
to French-Canadians, He believed that
thé interests of the country would be best
served when distinctions of nationality were
done away with, as one ought not to
perpetuate in the Northwest racial distine-
tions which unhappily existed in the Pro-
vince of Quebec. The sooner the Govern-
ment recognized?the fact that the people of
Manitoba and - the Northwest were quite
competent to manage their own educational
affairs the better ‘it would be for the
country. He proposed, therefore, to free the
territories from control with regird to edu-
cation and remove the last vestige of dual
language.

Devlin Denounces MeCarthy,

Mr. Devlin, in somewhat violent terms,
denounced Mr, McCarthy as the cause of
all the trouble about race and religion ever
since 1887. ¥r. McCarthy had been try-
ing to stir up religion and race strife, and
had been virtually telling the Catholics of
Quebec that if they went to the Northwest
their language would be proscribed and
their rignts trampled on. He claimed that
there was no intolerance in the Province of
Quebec and instanced his own county,
Ottawa, which was largely Catholie, and
yet he was the first Catholic to represent
it. There was no intolerance, but
there was a feeling of disgust and
contempt for Mr. McCarthy and - his lone
follower in the House. [Laughter.] He
claimed that the Manitoba schools were not
publi sschools but Protestant schools, and
yuo from his friend Mr. Martin’s speech
yesterday in support of ‘his contention.
He then attacked theController of CCustoms,
yuoting from an aitzr-dinner speech of his
jast night at a banquet and clmmcterizg’d
the language as the outcome of mean-spirit-
ed hostility to Catholics.

Suppose a Man is Attacked Wy Heart
Disease While in Swimming ?

New York, March 20,—~The trial of a
suit against the United States Mutual Ac-
cident Association to recover $10,000 on
an accident policy will be begun to-day in
Part 1L of the Superior Court by relatives
of the late Henry _Wehle. Mr. Weble's
body was found floating in the sea near Far
Rockaway on Sept. 4, 1893, A coroner’s
jury said his death was due to accidental
drowning while bathing. The insurance
company refuses to pay the $10,000 policy
on the ground that death was due to heart
disease, und as 1t was consequently not the
result of an accident it was not covered by
the policy.

IMPRISONED AND FINED,

Solid Sentences on Meu Who Defrauded
the Italian Government,

Bowe, March 20.—8ignor Chauvet,mana-
ger of The Popolo Romano newspaper, and
Signor Gallina, formerly an inspector in the
Customs service, who wero recently tried
for defrauding the Govercment of 225,000
lire, were sentenced to-day, Chauvet is to
be imrrisoned for four years and subse-

Gallina is to be imprisoned for two yeaus
and eight months, to be excluded from
public office for three years more and to
pay a fine of 4000 lire.

AFTER THE PLAN OF GUY FAWKES.

Coreans Plot to Blow Up the King-
Twenty-seven Men to Be Beheaded.

8ax Fraxcisco, March 20,—The Peking
brings details of a plot to kill the King of
Corea and his minister. The conspirators
had prepared to destroy the Central Gov-
ernment office on Corean, New Year's Day,
Feb. 0, when the King and the minister
would Am)eur there in state, but before
they-could carry out -dheir-designs they
were betrayed by one of their number. A
little before the hour they "had appointed
for their work of destruction his Govern-
ment was secretly informed of their plans,
and when the office was examined over
1000 pounds of gunpowder was found under
the floor. The Government succeeded in
arresting 27 of the conspirators.

According to their confession, as soon as
they set to work over 1000 others were to
have risen on all sides and assisted them in
overthrowing the Government. As their
confession may implicate high personages it
has been proposed to put 27 .men to death
at once and expose their heads to public
view. It is rumored that Japanese wereat
the bostom of the conspiracy.

TexARKANA, Tex,, March 20,—A report
reached this city last night that a tornado
had” visited Saratoga, Ark., and the sur-
rounding locality, killing five persons and
severely injuring many others.

The matter will receive consider-
able thrashing out at the cominf conven-
tion of the Ontario KEduecational Associa-
tion, which will be held next week in this
city.

EXTINCT VOLPAN()IIS.

Mr., Hardy Quotes Disrsell’s Well-Known

Term To Describe the Opposition—

+ The Budget Debate Continued,

In the Ontario Legislature yesterday
Hon, Mr. Harcourt moged concurrence in
the Department and Legislative printing
and binding agreement entered into with
Warwick Bros. & Rutter for the five years
ending on Dec. 31, 1808,

Agreed to.

The Budget Debate,

Mr. McKay (Oxford) resumed the debate,
denouncing the: American system of elect-
ing officials, approving warmly of the
present system, instancing cases in which
comparatively large sums were paid by the
Dominion Governinent to certain officials.
Mr. Wood (Hastings) was mentioned as
being in receipt of from §3000 to $4000 a
year paid by fees.

Mr. E. F. Clarke remarked that the
smendment re appointing officials was treat-
ed by the Government as revolutionary,
when it simply reflected the sentiments, as
he believed, of a majority of the members
of the House and of a large number, if not
the majority, of the people. The present
system was reprosented as perfect and yet
the Government informed the House in the
Speech from the Throne that s commission
was to issue to collect the facts regarding
this very question. If the Government was
satisfied with the present practice, of what
earthly use was the commission? The
fact was that the Government made that
snnouncement to tide it over a pretty
tight place—[hear, bear]—and having felt
the advantages of this system in the past, it
would be continued as long as the Govern-
ment remained in power. [Hear, hear.]
The counties of Halton, Wellington, Nor-
folk, Wentworth, Lanark,Northumberland,
Durbham, Dufferin, Ontario and Brant had
all asked for ccntrol over the officials they
paid, and over the amount of fees received;
while the counties of Lennox and Adding-
ton, Norfolk, Hastings, Huron, Stormont,
Dundas and Glengarry and Middlesex had
asked for areduction of the fees, and Mid-
dlesex and Kent favored the payment of
these officials by salary. [Applause.] This
was the strongest evidence as to the feeling
generally on this subject, The Government
and its supporters talked wildly about the
Americanizing of our institutions, Butifa
real instance of Americanizing was ro-
quired-it was unnecessary to look beyond
the city of Toronto. [Hear, hear.] The
system pursued here was simply a disgrace
to the Government. He challenged any-
one to point to any place where offices had
been duplicated without necessity to the
extent that had been the case in Toronto
—{applause]—where the fee system existed
in all its beauty. [Applause.] No less
than two sherifls, two county crown at-
torneys and two registrars of deeds existed!
And the fees they drew were enormous!
While personally these gentlemen did very
little, the deputy registrar, who was the
chief abstract clerk, and who did practical-
ly the greater part of the work of both
offices, received less than $2500 a year,
while the income of the registrars
during the past four years had averaged
$8310 annually, or $4155 each—[hear,
hear]—much more than was paid the City
Treasurcr, who had to deal with financial
transactions almost equal to those of the
provincs, and yet this gentleman was paid
a salary. [Hear, hear.] The division of
the registry office in this city could not be
defended. There might g8 well be two
Mayors, two City Treasurers, or two
Speakers of this House. In 1889 the
County of York Law Association warned
the Government against this division, ex-
pressly declaring that the reforms they
urged could be better secured with a single
registrar than with a sub-divided system
and a multiplication of offices, [Hear,
hear.] But what had the division cost the
city of Toronto? The enlargement
of the Registry office was recently
recommended at an estimated cost
of $10,000, but Registrar Ryan stated it
was absolutely necessary to provide accom-
modation for the two registrars and their
staffs, and the cost was in consequence of
this raised to $19,408.20. [Hear, hear.]
As the expenditures connected with the
R.0. increased, the fees coming to the city
declined, This, it was true, was in some
measure due to real estate depression. In
1890 these receipts amounted td" $12,500;
in "91, to $8881; in '92, to $5762, and in '93
to $3007. The action of the Government
in counection with this whole matter was
an unqualified outrage. [Hear, hear.]

Mr. Cleland opposed the amendment.

Mr. Balfour and the Fee Systom,

Mr. Balfour approvéd of the payment of
these officials by fees, and expressed the
opinion that theamendment was designed to
combine the platform of the Conservatives
with that of the P. of I. He discussed the
manner in which a change in the system
was intended to work, and said that if fees
were funded 1n a general fund some coun-
ties would be treated unjustly, as the
revenue from Kssex was large enough~-be-
ing $30,000 per annum—to pay expenses
and leave a balance of some $15,000, It
would be fairer as in 1872 to take a por-
tion of the fees from these officials and to
give it to the couaties, and the Govern-
ment could go further and curtail the
amounts received by inspectors, the system
of fees being fetained. He did not believe
in the appointment of officials by counties,
but personally favored their election. He
was willing  to trust the people.

Jut. the amendment was indefinite
on this point and was merely
intended to deceive,” And all the petitions
received in this regard from the counties
were also iudefinite. 1i it were not a mo-
tion of want of confidence he would vote
for the election of these officials by the
people.

Mr. Sol White described the preceding
'speaker as squirming on the issue before the
House,

Hon, Mr. Hardy pointed out that only
two out of 18 counties had petitioned tor
this change and dissected at some length
the speech ot the mover of the amendment,
Mr. Wood (Hastings). The situation of
Toronto was sbnormal, there was no other
place like it in the province, but leaving
this city out the ;average income of regis-
trars was $1722, of sheriffs §1443, of county
crown attorneys $1337 and of legal officials
§1636. This was not large. In all depart-
ments of life it was absurd to expect
untformity of payment. A bill would be
introduced by the’ Minister of Education to
rectify discrepancies where they existed, as
had previously been done where certain in-
comes had grown too large, If these offi-
cials were paid by salaries, it would be
necessary to add $617,000yearly to the civil
list. On the other side of the line the fee
system generally prevailed. In closing he
applied  Disraeli’s celebrated phrase of
“‘extinct voleanoes”” to the leading members
of the Opposition, as describing their post-
election condition. [Laughter and ap-
plause. |

BSince 1883 no less
than 16 commissions had been issued at a
gross cost of some $85,600.

Mr, McColl supported the amendment.
Dr. Ryerson mentioned the fact that
Registrar Lindsey had drawn §150,000 and
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Registrar Ryan in four years $16,000 for
work almost wholly done by others, and
,nvo many instances of gross abuse of the
ee syatem in the past in Eogland, where
immense savings had accrued to the state
by the change to salaries.

Registrars were often engaged in other
businesses, such as grafiing, seiling timber
lands, ete. He closed by referring at some
length to nepotism, The Attorney-General
had 13 or 14 relatives in office,and the Com-
missioner of Crown Lands ran a close
second, - Lord Grey's nepotism was men-
tioned in history and condemned by O’Con-
nell, while Lord Chancellor Westbury, for
appointing a son to an office in connection
with the court,was censured by Parliament,
80 strong was public opinion with regard to
the nomination.

sent to the appointment of his son to that
office. The answer was that he (Sir Oliver)
would allow the other members of the
Cabinets to settle the matter. He (Mr.
Tait) questioned whether 1t was in the
nicest taste to bring matters of this kind
before the House, He suggested the fixing
of maximum salaries for the officials in
question.

Mr. McCleary explained that the policy
of the Opposition was to let the fees now
collecw({’ncruo to the fuads of the Count
Councils, by whom fair salaries for the wor
done would be paid.

Mr. Godwis stated that the Registrar of
Eigin “sweated” the office, having the work
done by a deputy for some $500 a year, and
by his two girls, who each received $3 a
week, out n?which they paid their board.
[Laughter.] The registrar drew over $3000.
[Hear, hear.)

Mr. Willoughby ascribed the tenacity
with which the Government clung to the
fee system to their desire to retain the
immense amount of patronage which it
afforded. [Hear, hear.]

Mr. Garrow opposed the amendment,
The amentiment was defeated on the fol-
lowing division: Yeas 29, and nays 49,

THE COST OF MANILLA,

Mr, Clancy Thinks the Government Is
Paying Too Much,

At the meeting of the Public Accounts
Committee yesterday morning Mr, Clancy
resumed the examination of Mr. Noxon,
who stated that some 59,000 lbs, of manilla,
on hand last fall, was purchased last July.
This was sifficient for the coming season’s
supply. Its average costgwas about 6 1-8¢c
per Ib, here. The bulk of it was pure
manilla, which was now quoted at £28 s
per ton (or a trifle over 6 1-8c per Ib, ac-
cording to Mr. Harcourt’s calculation).
The quality bought for the Central Prison
was the best—known in the trade as *(iood
Marks”—with a little of a lewer grade,

Mr. Clancy: Are not other manu-
facturers buying it for less?— A,
Lower grades — yes. 1 have seen
lower grades at the Brantford factory.
New Zealand manilla can be bought
for £16 per ton of 2240 lbs, 1t is
called, but is not, pure manilla, Other
manufacturers who make rope can buy a
poorer article, select the best of it for
twine and use the balance for rope. The
Consumers’ Cordage Company, our chief
competitor, can do this, And they get
cheaper freights by sailing vessels, but in
these a good deal of the manilla is damaged
by water. Still that part can be utilized
for rope which we [do not manufacture.
The C.C.F. and the ﬁrantford factories did
not make as good twine as we did. Know
this from tests. 1 believe thas with boys,
girls and women twine can be made cheaper
than we can make it for with 50-cent-per-
day prison labor; and they ought to be able
so sell it cheaper than we can.

Mr. Clancy: I have information that pure
manilla can now be laid down at the differ-
ent factories in this country for slightly
over 4 3-4 cents per pound.

Mr. Noxon: Three days ago Little Cor-
rent brand was quoted me by cable at £22
3s laid down. Certain manilla could per-
haps be bought for £17, but twine could
not be made of it, unless mixed with sisal.
when a fair article can be made.

Mr. Clancy: The manilla L refer to can
be used alone.

Mr. Noxon stated that the cost of manu-
facturing twine at the Central Prison was
$2.60 per 100 1bs,; the difference between
6 1-8 and .0873c. The pure manilla was
apparently dearer, but really was cheaper,
as being finer it went more feet to the
pound. Sisal threw off fine particles
in process of manufacture, and would be
deleterious to the health of prisoners whose
castitutions were injured by excesses.
Mixed sisal twine went 450 feet to the

ound; then pure manilla averaged 640
Feen. Brantford twine was sisal-manilla
and inferior. The final waste in manufac-
turing at the prison was only about one-
half per cent. They had to make, a better
twine than their competitors to obtain a
market, owing to the prejudice existing
against prison labor,

By Mr. Whitney: Sales last year were
only made to farmers, Hallam excepted.
They had not wished to embarrass the sales
of the Brantford factory, but they had felt
the competition of the C.C.F. Manilla
could be laid down for $4.80 on its present
price, but this supply could not be deliver-
ed in time for next summer’s use,

An Old-Timer On Deer Hunting.

Sporting Kditor World: I have taken
quite an interest (in jreading the different
views of the game law and the time hunt-
ing should begin, also as to still hunting
aud using dogs. N. E. Taws in his letter
to The World of March 14 says nothing
about when dogs should be run or when
the hunting season should begin. My ex-
perience of 15 years would be that the
season should not begin until Nov. 1 and
let the time be up on Nov. 25. My reasons
for it are these: That deer killed after the
1st would not spoil in the woods; also the
water would get so cold that deer would
not go in it, hunters would have to stop
them on the runways and it would give the
deer a chance for his life, as running to
water is no hunting, but slaughtering.
There is more deer lost after being shot in
still hunting than with dogs. As Mr.
Taws says, you cannot keep track of the
still hunter, as he may kill all that he can
seeand hang them® up in the woods aund
sell them to unfortunate hunters. My ex-
perience in hunting with dogs is that if you
et one deer in five runs you are doing well.
The still hunter will come up to deer and
there will always be two together, and with
the fast-shooting guns of the day he will
kill‘both deer, while with dogs there would
be but one slain, Hoping to hear more
from hunters.

LOUIS KOSSUTH DEAD.

The Hangarian Patriot Pasied Away Last
Night,
Turiy, March 20.—Louis Kossuth, the
Hungarisn patriot, died at 11 o'clock to-
night.

Louis Kossuth was born in Hungary io
1802, His parents were poor, but of noble
rank, Choosing the legal profession, Kossuth
studied law at the Protestant College of
Barsopatak,

In 1832 he began his political career at the
Diet of Presburg as editor of a Liberal paper,
which, owing to the oppressive character of
the press laws, was not printed, but tran-
seribed and circulated.

The liberality of his views took strong
hold of the people, aud in 1847 he was sent
by the Couuty of Pesth as Deputy to the
Diet. He proved to be an able debater and
':ns soon recognized as leader of the opposi-
tion,

The French revolution of 1848 was o
stimulus to Kossuth; it led him to demand
an independent government for Hungary
and constifutional government in the Aus-
trian hereditary territories. The Hungarian
revolution and the iusurrection in Vienna
in 1848 are ascribed to the effoct of his
speeches.

When the ministry was dissolved Kossuth
was placed at the héad of the Committee of
National Defence; as such he prosecuted
with energy the measures necessary for car-
rying ou the war against Austria.

In 1840 the National Assembly declared the
independence of Hungary and that the Haps-
burg dypasty had forfeited the throne.
Kossuth was then appointed Frovisional
Governor of Hungary. He was beset with
difficulties, as & Russian army came to assist
the Austrian cause.

He resigned his dictatorship, and when the
Hupgarian patriots were defeated at Temes-
var in August, 1849, Kodsuth fled into
Turkey, where he was held a prisoner until
1851, when he,was Jiberated and sailed for
England.

In. December, 1851, he came to America,
where he was enthusiastically received. In
June, 1852, he returned to Kogland, resid-
ing there until the Italian war against Aus-
tria broke out, when, atthe invitation of
King Victor Emmanuel, be seftled in Turin,
Italy, wherd he has lived for the - past 30

ears.

. Kossuth had always refused to be recon-
ctled to the dual arrangemeunt of the Austro-
Hungarian Empire, e wanted Hungary
to be what be fought for in 1848-0, perfectly
independent,

A Spanish Garrison Make a Gallant Fight
and Hold an Island,

Mapiip, March 20,—The Government
has received advices that a large force of
Mindano Malays have made an attack upon
the Spanish garrison oo the Isiand of Pan-
tar, in the Malay Archipelago. The Span-
iards defended their position stoutly and
sncceeded in repulsing the Malays with
great loss, Over 200 Malays were killed
and a large number wounded. The Spaniards
had but one man killed, though many were
wounded.

A Memorial to a Victoiia Oross Hero.

On Wednesday, March 14, the 36th an-
piversary of the storming of the great
Emamburra at the historic siege of Luck-
now, lndia, Captain Percy Beale pro-
ceeded to St. Michael’s Cemetery to find
the grave of Denis Dempsey, an old grena-
dier of the Lincolnshire Regiment (the
fighting 10th), who died in Toronto in 18886,
This hero received the Vietoria Cross at the
recommendation of Lieut. Percy: Beale, who
commanded the grenadier company, the
ensigm of the company being George Stan-
ley Byng, afterwards Viscount Torrington.
The act of valor for which Dempsey re-

ceived the cross was carrying powder bags |-

through sparks from burning houses and
heavy artiilery and musketry fire to biow
in a corner of the Emambarra ‘wall, which
was done, and Lieut. Beale and his grena-
diers stormed the breach amid cheers from
the 10th, Lieut. (now captain) Percy
Beale was mentioned by Jord Clyde as
“highly distinguished” in his despatches to
England. His commanding officer, Colonel
Fenwick, C.B., recommended him for the
cross. He was promoted to an adjutancy,
orice Sir Henry Havelock, son of the famous

* general, and soon afterwards made captain
without purchase. The fire on the storm-
ing party was terrific, Colonel Bernard
Beale, a younger brother of Captain Beale,
will collect funds in England to placea
memorial over this gallant and faithful bhero
of the British Empire.
