Until quite recently the present season 
has been an unusually dry one in this pro­
vince.
which is our best growing month, only a few 
flight showers of rain fell, and toward the 
close the earth became so parched and dry 
that vegetation stood still. At that time 
the prospect of a crop began to look serious 
indeed. The showers of last week, how­
ever, were timely and refreshing and have 
done an incalculable amount of good to the 
growing crops. While these came too late 
to ensure us an average hay crop, they have 
nevertheless been of great benefit to meadows 
and mart-lies where the land is not too dry. 
In such places the yield of hay will be smaller 
than last year it is true, but still not very 
far behind an average crop. On our fields 
and dry uplands the crop of hay will not 
average more than one-third, or at most one 
half, that of last year. Still, when the hay 
comes to be gatheied, it. will be found, we 
think, that there is not very much less than 
an average yield. Last year there w’as an 
abundant crop of hay, and a good deal of 
this lias, been summered over, which will 
help very materially in making up any defi­
ciency of this season.

In England the drought has been much 
more serious and long continued. Late 
‘English papers speak of the hay crop as be­
ing almost a complete failure. Iu the Lon­
don market the price of hay is rising by 
leaps and bounds, so that good timothy and 
clover is now selling for thirty shillings per 
load more than three months ago. Already 
buyers are being sent to Canada, the United 
States and even Russia to make contracts 
for the purchase of hay in large quantities. 
For these reasons the price of hay will doubt­
less run high during the coming year.

Those of our farmers who are giving much 
attention to the small fruit industry have 
suffered pretty seriously from the dry 
weather. Strawberries Require plenty of 
rain during the ripening season, and as it 
was exceedingly dry during the first part of 
this time the yield will prove less than half 
that of last year. Prices have been low from 
the first of the season, but the few still re­
maining to be shipped should bring more, as 
nearly all are now marketed. During the 
dry spell serious apprehensions were felt for 
the safety of the grain and root crops. For 
a week or ten days no growth was percep­
tible. Since the recent rains, however, they 
have developed rapidly and from present 
appearance the grain and root crops will be 
an average yield. That modern scourge, 
the potato-bug, appeared promptly on time, 
aid at once settled down to business, but 
our farmers have paid their respects to his 
bug-ship with good healthy doses of Paris 
green and the various other remedies. The 
caterpillar pest, so destructive to fruit trees 
during some seasons, did not appear this 
year, to any extent.

From present appearance the apple crop 
will be light, much below the average. Some 
orchards w ill have a good yield, but in the 
great majority of cases the prospect is for an 
unusually light crop. Upon the whole there­
fore the outlook for the farmer for the pre­
sent season is not as favorable as it might 
be. And as the sevete financial depression 
other countries are now experiencing, in ad­
dition to the depreciation of silver in the 
United States, cannot fail to have an in­
direct influence here, it is advisable that we 
all should exercise a good deal of caution in 
business matters and where possible cut off 
all unnecessary expenditures. In the busi­
ness world to-day the tendency is towards 
economy. Bank managers declare this to 
be absolutely necessary. So with all other 
classes a reduction of expenses and a close 
reefing of sails should be the order of the

A despatch to the Halifax ità'ald says: 
“ Considerable interest has been manifested 
iu the two questions which the mayor of 
Annapolis put before the people at last Fri­
day’s election. One, whether the town 
should have a Scott Act inspector; the 
other, should the town purchase the electric 
plant at the figure of $7,500, as offered by 
the company. Mayor Gillis put the first 
question to the people for the reason that 
therk^were two petitions, for and against 
the ap^taintment of an inspector; the signa­
tures of wîîitdipeople represented about an 
equal amount of taxes, 
equally divided on the question, and he did 
not want to put expenses on the town if they 
did not wish it. The other question, of 
course, meant heavy taxation if adopted. 
Quite a large number of citizens attended a 
meeting at the academy of music to discuss 
the questions. The sentiment was strongly 
in favor of a Scott act inspector, and not to 
purchase the electric light plant at present. 
Notwithstanding this, at the poll the vote 
to have an inspector was lost by a majority 
of 21, xxhile the vote to purchase the electric 
light plant was carried by a majority of 4.”

St. John, July 10.—Last year the town of 
Fairville was swept by fire and some forty 
buildings destroyed. To day the burnt dis­
trict, which had been almost entirely rebuilt, 
was again swept. This time a small portion 
of the territory previously ^burned 
escaped, but to-day the fire went farther up 
town and covered a large area tou'&rd the 
railway and river. As near as can be made 
out, thirty-six buildings are destroyed, in­
cluding nearly all the places of business in 
the village.

The burned buildings include the two 
small hotels - in or near one of which the fire 
started, Canada Pacific railway station and 
freight house.

The residents of Fairville are nearly all 
mill hands, many of whom had only got to­
gether some furniture and housekeeping fit­
tings after the last fire. The churches and 
other buildings outside the burned region 
are open to-night for the occupation of the 
homeless, who are provided with provisions, 
if they need it, by their more fortunate neigh­
bors.

for $136.00.

This may seem large, but whoever goes on 
his “own hook” and gets the same »ccomoda- 
tion that this trip affords, will pay $lfio.00.

The trip can be made over the V. P- <**• 
via St. John, N. B., including a week a stay 
in Chicago for about 8100.00, but that means 
sixty hours continuous railway travelling 
each way, which is quite a consideration in 
this hot weather, whilst the other route only 
involves ihiriy-one hours railway travel, 
each way including the five hours from 
Bridgetown to Yarmouth.

If a person wan to to be exceedingly saving 
he can buy a return ticket via C. P. R. for 
$32.60, take a basket with three days rations 
each way, go without sleep or sleep in bis 
seat for three days, and board at a fourth or 
fifth class hotel while in Chicago, and make 
the trip for about $65.00, but the accomoda­
tion thue secured is very apt to throw a per­
son into very low and perhaps dangerous 
company.

Ottawa, July U, - The government is iu 
receipt of a dispatch containing a report 
dated June 10, of a special commission ap­
pointed by the Russian government to inves­
tigate seizures of Canadian sealers in the 
Northern Pacific, near the Russian seal is­
lands. The Russian commission reports that 
in the cases of Marie, Rone Olsen, Carmelite, 
and Vancouver Belle, although the vessels 
themselves kept outside territorial waters, 
their boats were seen inside such waters, 
iu some cases quite close to land, and nine­
ty per cent of the skins found on these ves­
sels were females, showing they must have 
been caught close to shore, as female seals 
do not go any distance to sea while suckling 

These seizures are held to be legal, 
of Willie McGowan and Ariel 

(both owned in Nova Scotia), the commis­
sion finds as their boats were not seen seal­
ing in territorial waters, the seizures should 

have been made, although the skins 
found in these vessels were nearly all of fe­
males and must have bpen taken near shore.

Miss Maria Parloa, in a talk before the 
Massachusetts Horticultural society, said in 
regard to preserves and jellies:

Preserving with sugar pound for pound is 
not extensively practiced now, most people 
preferring the simpler and more healthful 
mode of canning with a small quantity of 
sugar. Still, there are some things that are 
better for the following of this mode. The 
strawberry cannot be preserved without 
plenty of sugar.

. If you wish to preserve the pineapple by 
cooking, care must be taken that it is not 
exposed to a high temperature for any length 
of time, as cooking hardens and darkens the 
fruit. All fruits are prepared for preserving 
in sugar the same as for canning. Then a 
rich syrup is made—four pounds of sugar to 
a pint of water--and the fruit is simmered 
in it until tender and clear. Such fruit as 
quinces and hard pears should be cooked

also be done at a time when it is seasonable 
to the plant to be removed. Thus some 
may be best removed after growth has ceased 
in the fall; others at the first indications of 
growth in the spring; with many kinds of 
garden plants —sweet potato slips, etc.— 
when well leavened out, but the attempt to 
transplant trees and shrubs when in full 
leaf and summer vigor will be general 1 ydis- 
astrous. Much, however, depends on the 
care with which it is performed and the 
moisture existing in the soil, or which may 
be applied at critical times.

Since the establishment of the experiment 
station system the effect of transplanting on 
future growth and fruitfulness has been noted 
in a few instances, that of the onion being 
one. In the case of this vegetable the re­
sults reported have been favorable as regards 
early ripening and an increase in yield. The 
tomato may be said to be almost invariably 
transplanted, and two or more resettings 
before its final transplanting always lead to 
stocky and vigorous plants.

Besides attention to the season and cli­
matic conditions the manner of setting is 
important. In most cases tjie rule, especi­
ally with trees, is to set with the roots spreatj 
out as nearly in the form in whiph they 
grow as possible and with the crowns at the 
same distance from the surface. With most 
trees transplanting produces a temporary 
shock, according to their age and the prun­
ing of roots and branches they may have 
received, but if removed when comparatively 
young it is scarcely noticeable. Trees which 
have born fruit are occasionally transplanted 
and live, but such never fully recover.

In the case of nut bearing trees it is best 
to plant the seeds where they are to stand, 
when circumstances will admit. If taken 
from the nursery, it should be done when 
they are quite young and with as little root 
mutilation as possible. Evergreens are best 
transplanted in the spring, and it is espe­
cially important that their roots be kept 
moist until they are again in the ground. 
Plants should only be watered when more 
than usual drought makes it necessary, and 
then in early morning or late evening, and 
with water of much the same temperature 
as the atmosphere.
