PORT AND ACCOUNTS

Gentlemen,—I beg leave to lai be-
fore you the following report of my

of
of Annapolis

| WOrk s your Inspector for enfore-

ing the Canagda Temperance Act du-
ring the year just closed.

This has :been by far the largest
year's work that I have accomplish-
ed during my whole career. as your
Inspector, gand, consequently, the ex-
benses have been correspondingly in-

creagsed. Ag the suppression of  the

traffic in intoxicants is our main
aim, I have unhesitatingly proceed-

ed against all classes of offenders —

o

making searches under warrants
brigging charges for selling, keeping
for sale, and illegally bringing lig-
ours into the municipality. No open
bars are in existence in my terri-
tory, and the traffic has been driven
into dens and by-places, and into
pocket peddling in the hands of per-
sons who gre less able to pay fines
than thcse in the business some
years ago, but whose ‘dealings
murt be attacked vigorously if we
are to eliminate the evil. Another
species of illicit work growing up, is
manufacture and sale of intoxi-
Cating beer and several of my .search-
es gnd ¢ for trial were against
such violators of the law.
During this year twenty-three
searches have been made by me, ae-

‘_gompanied by constables, and twen-

y-five different cases were tried,
makinz in all forty-eight different
Proceedings ggainst the gccused per-
Sons. in many instances intoxicating
liguors and beer were found and fif-
teen convictions were obtained. Four
of the convicted persons served
terms in jail; four have paid fines,
totalling $202.05 and the remaining
seven still owe the municipality
$405.25. If this amount could all
be collected, and, I am sure it ean-
not all Be obtained, there would be
$530.00 to the credit of the munici-
pality on the whole year’s work. I
am quite certain that 5 large part of
this sum in grrears may yet be re-
covered. , Two of the convictions are
so recent that I have not had time
to enforce process for recovery
against  them. At the present mo-
ment, the excess of expenditure over

(income on the year’s work is $399,-

95.

fiow Khaki Is Dyed.

Khaki is an invention of the Hin-
dus. The word means “garth color.”
It was at first produced by immers-
ing the cloth in a bath of manure.
Other dyes used in India have been
burnt chicory, catechu and diamines.
The modern khaki is produced by
dyeing in a mixture of oxide of iron
and oxide of chromium. It can be ob-
tained by dipping the stuff into a batp
of ferrous sulphate and spreading out
to dry in the air.!! Inm practice the
process is more complex, solutions of
ferrous sulphate, pyrolignite of iron,
acetate of chromium and alum being
employed in combination. The tis-
sue takes up a large quantity of the

; Captain Is In Charge But Comma'n-
? der Does the Work.

| The titles captain and comma der
| in the royal navy are very confusing
1 to the “man on the street.”
| A commander is an_ officer pro-
| moted from a lieutenant of generally
{ 10 to 12 years’ seniority, these pro-
motions taking place twice a year,
the 30th of June and 31st of Decem-
ber, and are by selection. A com-
| mander holds that rank for some five
or seven years, and then is promoted
to captain, again by selection, Once
a captainthe goes up the captain’s list,
you might say, automatically, as each
flag-officer on the admiral’s active
list-retires or dies. The senior cap-
tain gets his promotion to rear-
admiral, unless he attains the age of
55 while a captain, when he has to
retire. The captain is in supreme
command of the ship. He has his
own mess and quarters, except in
flagships, where he messes with the
‘admiral and staff, and in destroyers
‘and, torpedo boats, where all officers
;mgss}together. The commander  is
‘the-fext in command, and his duties
are numerous. He organizes the
ship’s company for their variousﬂdq‘-
ties. On a ship being placed in clig-
mision he sits at a table with the
various heads of their departments,
and gunnery and torpedo officers,
chief of the police, and warrant offi-
| eers with him, and as each man comes
! up, chief petty officers, petty officers,
seamen, stokers, ét¢., each man re-
| ceives a card with his name, number
| on the ship’s books, mess, hammock,
| bag (which he keeps his kit in), his
| place in action, fire, collision, or aban-
{ don ship.
The commander has the whole con-
| irol of the discipline (of course, un-
| der the captain) of the ship, as he is
| the only officer, with the exception
of the captain, who has the power of
punishing., The engineer commander
who carries out the superintendency
of his department, has no power to
punish his stokers in any way, and all
| defaulters are brought first before the
.commander, who either deals wiih
them himself or forwards them to'the
captain., The commander messes in
the ward room, and is ex-officio
president of the mess.

The commander is the busiest man
| on board. His day is never finished.
Every signal, official correspomndeace,
and anything dealing with the ship
or fleet he has to see and initial. He
is practically on deck or superintend-
ing some drill or exercise from the
time the hands fall in at 5.30 in the
morning until his final inspection- of
the ship at 9 p.m., when he has to
report te the captain that everything
is correct, he previously having re-
ceived reports from the representa-
| tives of the engine-room departmnt,
police, gunnery, and torpedo officers,
th carpenter, and other officers that
all their departments are correct for
the night.

The average age of a commander
is about 33 when promoted.

A captain in the royal navy of
three years is equal in rank to &
colopel in the army.

A commander in the royal navy is
the peer of a lieutenant-qylonel, but
is junior to that rank.
