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A VISIT TO DENTONIA PARK.

PICTURESQUE FARM, RESIDEML

AND

EAPERIMENTAL STATION OF MR,

W, E. H. MASSEY H

——

THE
O.\' a bright, crisp day in late
April, the editor of the
Review paid a long deferred visit
to Dentonia Park Farm, whose
proprietor is Mr. W. E. H.
Massey, president of the great
Massey-Harris firm. We were,
of course, interested most in the
poultry department, but, piloted
by Mr. F. H. Webber, who has
charge of the poultry, all depart-
ments of the farm were visited,
the immense barn, where long
Ines of blue blooded Jersey anl
Ayrshire cows were being milk-
ed by specially attired attendants,
the hygenic dairy, where the most
recent of modern appliances are
used, the trout and carp ponds,
fish hatchery and the hundred and
one other departmeats which are
hiere, each under control of a
specialist in his particular work.

THE INCUBATOR CELLAR.

Entering the poultry buildings,
1he first section we visited was the
incubator room. which is really

but a quarter cellar, excavation
being made for it on one side of
a hill. Here are located four To-
ronto incubators, two Safety and
one Cyphers, all of large size.

MR. F. H. WEBBER.
The Cyphers is+a recent addi-
tion. Mr. Webber states that he

has no difficulty in retaining an
even temperature in any of these
machines and his endeavor is to
run them at as nearly 103 degs. as
possible, from the start. From
this temperature he finds they will
not vary more than from one to
one and a half degs. He uses no
moisture prior to May 1st, and but
little later. His plan of supply-
ing the moderate amount of mois-
ture he does give is by using a
small sponge dipped in water and
held in a saucer. A sponge full, he
finds, will last three days, evapor-
ation being slow.

For duck eggs he uses no mois-
ture, but dips them in water of the
same temperature as the machine
the night before they are due to
hatch. In his opinion it is a mis-
take to wash duck eggs before
placing them in the machines.

One test, at seven days, is made
of the hen eggs, two tests of the
duck eggs at seven and ten days.

FERTILITY TIIIS SEASON.

The same complaint was found
here that so generally prevails this
season, namely, the large propor-
tion of unfertile eggs and eggs
with weak germs. The first hatch
came off on March 21st, from 236

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eggs seventy-eight unfertile were
removed and seventy chicks
hatched, most dyving in the shell
at from eight to nine days «<le-
velopment, though many ran to a
later stage. Rather a peculiar in-
cident was that a batch tested
April 3rd were very fertile, an-
other but three days later were
not nearly so good. .

at which we briefly glanced, as it
is 1ot at present in use, is com-
posed of a 12x 24 feet centre for
feed room, etc., and two wings
cach fifty feet in length., There
are seven pens in each wing, with
large vards attached aud in addi-
tion extra grass yards, to which the
chicks can be admitted for half
a day each in turn. It is on the
}tot air system, conpected with
600 feet of 1 1-2 inch pipe, with
two to four vents for hovers in
cach pen.

The house is sheeted inside with
matched lumber, and between
sheeting and outside wall are three
thicknesses of tarred huilding pa-
per. The roof is a flat, gravel

SOME CAUSES OF FAILURE
IN ARTIFICIAL REAR-
' ING.

HE chief causes of failure in
artificial rearing may De
summed up under four heads, viz.:
1. Overheating. 2. Overcrowd-
ing. 3. Want of System, 4. Wrong
feeding. T will take each in or-
der, and will endeavor to point
out the mistakes and how Dest
avoided.

1. OVERHEATING—Of all the
causes of failure this is at least one
of the most usual. When brought
up uander a hen, the chicks are
accustomed to run straight out
irto Jie open air, and only resort
to their mother when in need of
warmth.  Also, it must be re-
membered that a hen, when
brooding chickens, does not sit
closely upon them, as when hatch-
ing, so that the warmth beneath
her dees not. approach any-
wlere near 104 degrees. Now in
many of the fostermothers on the
market we find a contrary state of
things altogether. A heated
chagber, kept far too hot and in-
sufficiently ventilated; with an
outer run, in which the enervating

after. In all cases plenty of light
and air are necessary to success:
there is no riced to be afraid that
the youngsters will catch cold, if
they have a warm and dry cham-
Ler to resort to, but wet and wind
must be guarded against. The
temperature of the brooder need
never exceed 8o degrees Fahr, for
the first few days, and afterwards
75 degrees will be quite sufficient,
with a slight rise in frost and de-
crease during mild weather. And
the more chicks there are in the
machine, the less artificial heat will
be required; towards the end of
April and later it ‘will hardly be
required at all after the first weex
or so.

I am accustomed to dispense
with heat during the daytime
when the chickens are about three
weeks old (I am speaking of the
carly season now), and at about
five weeks I abolish it altogether.
With care in this and in other mat-
ters, it is-not difficult to rear every
voungster, 1 bred "from strong
and healthy parents.

2. OVERCROWLING. — Another
fruitful source of failure. Tt is far
better to rear ten really fine birds
than twenty weakly ones, and as
a rule those brought up in small
lots (not exceeding twenty or
thirty) do the best. When only a
few are kept in each fostermother
there is less danger of crowding
and the consequent chrushmg of
the smallest, and each one gets
its proper share of heat and fresh
air. No doubt the vitiated at-
mosphere has much to do with the
failure of large batches; and, curi-
ously enough, lamp fumes, if pro-
perly carried off by ventilation,
seem to have a less deleterious ef-

- fect than the fumes from a large

number of chickens themselves.
The evils of overcrowding, how-

cver, probably arise wmore from
dcfective ventilation than from the
actual numbers.

3. WaxT or CLEANLINESS is
iatal sooner or later, usually soon-
er. . All brooders, coops. etc.,
should be frequently lime-washed,
and there is nothing Detter than
peat moss, broken sniall, for bed- -
ding. Fresh :rv earth or ashes,
if renewed daily, will answer the
latter purpose: but the peat moss
keeps sweet for a considerable
time, and is cleaner, sweeter, and
drier. Vermin do not, or should
not trouble artificiafly-hatchedt
chickens, but parafine applied to
the crevices of the brooder and in-
sect’ powder to the bodies of the
chicks will keep them certainly at
bay.

The runs too, must he scrupu—
lously clean; where possible they
should be of short grass. Tt is
stagnation of the air induces the

better to have a small run upon
constantly-changed ground, than
a large one foul by constant use.

4. Want or SysTeM.~—Perhaps
this is the most common cause of
failure in any pursunit. Chickens
ramnot and will not thrive unless
svstematically and properly at-
tended to.  They require food and
water at_frequent and regular in-
tervals, the lamps must be filled
and trimmed daily, and all the
Imdred and one little details of
chicken-rearing must be attended
to.  And if there is other work
1. he done, with perhaps but little
time in which to do it, it is a
case of ““method or disaster.”
Chickens will not take care ot
themselves, they must have every
attention or they will soon show
their disgust of neglect by dying
in scores, The only way to give
them the needful care is to have
cach day’s work well thought out,
v as to accomplish the necassary
labors with as little toil-as may be.

5. WronG Feeping.—This, I
iclieve, is not such a common
cause of failure as the foregoing
ones, for if properly housed and
kept clean, chicks will thiive upon
almost any food, though they will
not necessarily grow into the fin-
est birds. They want variety in

their diet, and plenty of it at re-
_gular times, every two hours at
first. Egg is the almost-univers-
ally used “first food,” but I have
found the very smallest chicks
grow fast upon Sussex-ground
oats and sharps, with a little meat,
bonemeal, and cooked vegetabl:
added. Too much meal or grain,
however, will quickly produce
fatty degeneration and its attend-
ant troubles; it is very annoying
to find a lot of handsome pullets
that refuse to lay though looking
well! Liver disease and fat are in-
sidious enemies which must he
guarded against from the “‘shell
and the cooking pot,” especially
as they are more or less hereditary,
Finely chopped onions and dan-
delion are excellent natural stimu-
Jants and correctives,

I have endeavored in the above
notes to put as clearly as possible
the - principal faults in artificial
rearing. In conclusion, I would
say that no one can hope for suc-
cess who neglects his young
stock; a clean, comfortable, mo-
derately-warm brooder with shel-
ter from wind and wet; a syste-
matic mode of procedure; good
food and clean water at regular
times; all these are the keys to
_success.

But without healthy chickens
bred from healthy stock we can
do nothing well.—Fowls,

BEGIN WITH THE EGG.

BY J. F. N, KENNEDY, AGINCOURT,
ONT.

RHAPS more chicks are

hatched in Ontario during
the months of April and May than
any other months, and a great
many from imported eggs. It is
true that chicks hatched the first
of March will mature earlier, and
pullets will lay earlier, so will give
you more eggs when at a fancy
market price, but- the fancier
wants a pullet to lay when he is
rushed with osders and the April
hatched bird will do it if looked
properly after when young. The
cockerels are better prepared to -
cxhibit at the fall fairs and early
winter shows than those hatched
in April. But fanciers must re-
member it will require lots of
trouble and care for a-large num-
ber, and ag .in, if your chicks do
not get . afficient exercise they will
be falling ill with leg weakness and -
bowel disease. But of course
something else will have to take
the blame, the brooder or the feed,
or any of the hundred-and-one
excuses a poultry man can raise.
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T will admit that bottom-heated
brooders will help greatly the dis-
cases, but if your chicks have
plenty of exercise the two very
troublesome discases will leave
you very much to yourself,

In April we have frequent
showers, but they soon clear away,
and the warm sunshine brings out
tender grass, and chicks hatched
in this month, if they have a good,
warm, dry place to sleep, have
nothing to do but scratch and
grow, provided their owners do
their part. Oh! give me April for
the fancy chickens to appear, and
yYou may also include the begin-
ning of May. The object of the
egg is to reproduce and perpetu-
ate the breed. The breeder must
work on the cggs in order to pro-
duce his ideal fowl. If the hens
are not properly fed the right
quantity and quality of foou, their
eggs will be poverty stricken and
their offspring a failure.

A man claims to have a cer-
tain strain of birds and the orig-
inal birds are fine specimens, but
their offspring do not apear to be
much like them. Can_you tell nie
the cause? If you cannot T can. The
owner does not possess the wis-
dom of the originator in the man-
agement of his breeders, \Vhat-
ever operates against the good
health and vigor ‘of the breeding
stock, will show itself in the off-
spring and whatever is helpful to
the breeding will tell in the chicks.

Let the hens ramble about the
premises, pick up whatever they
can find and go to roost at mght
with their crops filled with filth and
thexr €ggs are poor and will pro-
duce chicks of but little vitality.
Then the owner asks again why are
my chickens so small and thin and
with pale face and without glossy
plumage? They have no muscle,
they have no bone. They arc
wrecks from the beginning, and
the owner expects to raise prize
stock from hens left to look after
themselves. Oh, no, Mr. Fancier,
first see you are feeding your
breeding stock right and that they

If I was to get a setting of eggs
irom a fancier and pgrhaps out of
fifteen eggs 1 got five chicks and
they grew up small, thin and with-
out rosy face and comb and glossy
plumage, 1 would say of the fan-
cier from whom I purchased the
eggs that he had better learn to
look after his breeding stock be-
fore he takes the liberty to ad-
vertise. - When one packs fifteen
eggs for some distant breeder he
should realize that he is selling
chickens, not eggs. If he is not
willing to go to the trouble and
expense to furnish eggs with all
the elements of strength in them,
he should not offer them for sale.

Now a word in closing, this is

rrange subject I have taken,
but as so many people will be re-
ceiving large sums of money for
eggs, I just wish to have them take
more care in them; it will please
the huyer and please vou in the end.

E bave just completed our
new hen house, built es
pecially for winter layers. \Will
give a brief description of it as
some of my readers may be inter-
ested in such a house,
It is 12x24, divided in two 12x12
pens, has comb roof, is six feet
high at sides, and hoarded up and

er, especially on windy days, this
canvas may let in a good bit of
cold, but we reasoned it out that a
hen is naturally a fresh air animal,
and very seldom if ever freezes her
comb in the day time, no matter
how severe the weather. This be-
ing the case, if roosting place is
made warm we think the canvas
will be a decided benefit to the
fowls’ health.

Roosting places arec made as
follows: Tirst, paper is put on size

and are hinged to wall, and.can be
raised for convenience in cleaning.
Over the roosts high enough for
the fowls we have exhibition coops
placed on.a portable fixture that
can be easily removed in warm
weather.  This not only makes
roost warmer, but these coops are
very convenient for carryving over
surplus cockerels, as we often want
to separate some of the best birds
for special purposes. One end of
roost is boarded up. leaving one

with building paper, then shingled.

cleanliness, Our self-feeding grit
boxes hang against the wall, just

so fowls can rcach them nicely. .

Also watering pans are fixed same
way. This prevents getting as
much litter in them as when set on
floor.

I must boast a little about our
feed troughs, as I think them a
little the best and handiest 1 have
ever yet seen. They are made of
one inch lumber six inches wide,
as long as is wanted for n.umbe.r of
fowls. On the one cdge is a piece
nailed that is an inch higher than
poard. The other side of trough
is hinged to wall about six or cight
inches from floor. In centre of the
trough is fastened a rest for trough
when in position for feed. A-ftcr
through feeding trough is ra.15e'd
up against partition, where it 18
fastened with a hook which closes
it up out of the way and keeps 1t
clean. This trough is not patented,
<o any one can use it if they think
it good enough. Tt can be made
any width and any length to suit.

WHY I BREED ASIATICS.

BY A. W. BELL, M.D., TORONTO.

Mx\NY residents of the cities
or towns where ground
space is at a premium, find the
keeping of a few fowls becomes,
as it were, a pleasure that many
cannot indulge themselves in,

Many a small boy refrains from
following his propensity of keep-
ing fowls because they are apt to
fly over the fence between his
jather’s lot and that of his neigh-
bor, who sits with a gun ready to
send the first offending “chicken”
that trespasses upon his property
into the Great Beyond.

He who raises any of the Asiatic
breeds need have no fear of Ihis
pets being the recipients of any
such deeds for with their small
wings and large bodies they are
unable to fly over the ordinary four
foot fence, which makes them so
much more casily confined and
less expensive, as one does not
have to construct such high fences,

Then to the epicure their mas-
sive, plump bodies make a most
cnjoyable roast when they are
killed; in fact they can be passed
off when on the table for turkey.

They are recognized by nearly
all poultry experts to be one of
the best families for winter laying,
at a season of the year when cggs
are relished or command a high
price, and though to many an egg
is an egg whatever kind of a hen
laid it,-vét one would be surprised
when they handle a few Asiatic
czgs to noticehow heavy they are
indicating that there is so much
more substance in one of these
than in the smaller hen's egg. Then
again, we have the crowing of the
male birds which to nervous people
is a great nuisance, especially the
shrill. clarion notes of the smaller
bird in comparison with the deep
bass voice of the Asiatic.

It is a well known axiom in
acoustics that the higher the note
or pitch of a voice the more severe

is it upon the car, and thus do we
note the great difference between
the crow of the large and small
birds. This, of course, only refers
to city or town lots where the fowls
are placed close to the dwellings
through necessity. And again,
bow much does the smaller bird
ring out his clarion notes only
to be followed by his consort who
has laid an egg, which, to hear the
noise she makes, you would think
was the only one ever laid.

Then, when you wish to show

. Your fowls to your friends you

have some size to show, something
you need not be ashamed of.
Taken altogether the Asiatics are
in the estimation of many the beau
ideal fowl for the city, but like all
others they have their drawbacks,
the chief one being their propen-
sity to put on fat, which can be
guarded against by judicious
feeding.

CONFLICTING OPINIONS—WHAT
ARE WE TO BELIEVE?

FROM the widely read Mon-

treal Star I cut the enclosed
three articles on the abuve subject,
In the first the writer includes in the
diet, com and corn meal. In .the
second, the writei states that “
haustive experiments have proved_
unquestionably that corn is the
best standard food for all kinds
of fowls.” “Corn is more econom-
ical than wheat and makes the
most eggs.” He also goes on to
state that “the so much puffed cut-
bone is found to injure the fowls,
and actually lessen the product of
eggs.” 1In the third article the
writer states, “We hear and read a
gcod deal about cut bone for fowls.
In these columns we have frequent-
ly cast some doubt on. the propriety
of feeding this"stuff to the hens,”
and then he goes on to speak of
scme scientific tests at a Massa-
chussetts = Experiment  Station,
proving that the use of this -cut
bene is injurious to fowls, causing
diarrhoea and other bowel dis-
orders, even when the small quan-.
tity of one fourth of an ounce was
given, also. that the animal meal
czuses a-bad odor and flavor to
the eggs, while the sharp broken
bones or the .coarse grit are not
any really natural supply of mater-~ -

HOW TO FEED FOWL.

“I am keeping eighty hens and
pullets. They are fed on the few
table scraps from two persons; get
a warm feed in the morning of bran
and corn meal; at noon a little,
cracked corn and oats is given well
mixed with chaff and gravel, so that
the fowls have to work to get the
food; and at night four quarts of
oats and two of corn are given,
and ciruched oyster shells or burn-
ed bones are always at hand for
them. These are a mixed lot of
hens. They are kept in a small
hcuse ten feet by twelve, which
is close quarters, but it is kept
clean and the hens do well in it,
as the eggs testify. Last year's
egg account shows 1,161 egg for
January, 783 for February, 1,374
for March, equa) to 3,318 for the
three months. In April I got 869
eggs in the first twenty days. I
have now fourteen hens sitting.

FEED FOR FOWLS,

“E. C. F.—Exhaustive experi-
n:ents in feeding fowls have proved
ur questionably that corn is the
Lest standard -food for all kinds
of fowls, and that they will do well
on it, with only occasional supplies
of animal foods, as chrushed soft
benes, with some flesh adhering to
them. Corn is more economical
than wheat and makes the most
eggs. Oats are unprofitable on
account of the large proportion of
husk, which has very little nutri-
ment in it. Barley is better than
wheat, but the richer foods, as the

oil meals are decidedly injurious,
as they tend to excite inflammatory
diseases in the fowls, The so much
puffed cut bone is found to injure
the fowls and actually lessen the
product of cggs.”

SCIENTIFIC FEEDING OF FOWLS,

“Very much misapprehension ex-
ists in regard to the meaning of the
term scientific. It is supposed to
be the best, and most successful
and profitable way of doing any-
thing. This is quite wrong. It
may in fact be the very worst prac-
tice possible, the scientific part of
it being simply in the fact that it is
practiced for the mere purpose of
learning something, in short to
gain knowledge for practical use,
Now we have some reports of sci-
entific feeding of fowls, which go
to show this, and how valuable
this method of learning things is.

“For instance we hear and read
a good deal about feeding cut
fcod has been found to give a bad
bones to fowls. In these columns
odor and flavor to the eggs, but
the number of eggs produced by
the hens fed with it have been
somewhat increased.

These results are precisely what
might have been expected, for the
flesh food unquestionably supplies
much nutriment which fowls get

French Canadians,
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HOW TO RECOGNIZE THE
AGE OF POULTRY.

BY EDWARD CONNER, PARIS,
FRANCE.

l OTHING is more necessary
* to know than the age of
poultry, while nothing is more dif-
ficult than to ascertain such a fact
precisely. Young birds are every-
where in request. For breeding
purposes, it i. an important mat-
ter to settle, and it is equally so.
from the table point of view.
With an established breeder of
poultry his character is a sufficient
guarantee for the age he gives to
his products, but the subject is
not so easy for commission ner-
chants, who have to purchase
poultry right and left for the table
requirements of the market. Stu-
dious attention and great experi-
cnce,-will create the ability to rap-
idly seize or guess the precise and
decisive points of the necessary
recognition. Some general char-
acteristics about the bird are,
howevér, necessary to bear well
in mind. For instance, the hen
that lays abundantly towards the
age of two years, declares the full
extent of its laying power in the
third year; it does not repay its
keep during the fourth year, un-
less the hen enjoys complete
Lberty to pick up its .own food
in large quantities. It often hap-
pens that at his age, it gives satis-
factory results, The cocks c. n live
ull ten; it is more advantageous
and practical to sacrifice them in
the third year of their age, befors
they become unfit for ailmenta-

tion: the flesh being then dry,-

leathery and indigestible. At four
years old the cock is bad for re-
rroduction ends; consequently it
has no right to be kept in the
poultry yard. Several well-known
lireeders do not keep their cozks

longer than the sccond year, un-
less they be exceptionally - valu-
able birds, In the broods there
will always be a sufficient supply
of young cocks to replace the old
birds, For instance, a cock bornin
the month of March will be kept
separate from the hens, and, if he
be well fed, he can be fit for re-
production when ecleven months
old. By thus replacing the cocks
each vear, the birds suppressed
will hardly have reached their
second year. If the discarded
cocks be left in absolute repos:
during a fortnight, and fed liber-
ally with farinacious food, they will
turn out to be fair table poultry,
but on condition that they be not
served roasted. Dreeders adopt
some method for the recogni-
tion of the age of the poul-
try which they rear. Thus, in the
first vear, they cut the hind nail
of the right claw; for the second
vear, the pillets have the nail on
the left claw filed down, In case
it be required to make a third
vear. the second nail on the right
claw -is cut. The removal of two

nails from the claw detracts from
the appearance of the bird, Certain-
ly the nails were not destined by
nature to be thus removed. There
is another plan of marking the
young birds, but it is somewhat
cruel; this consists in searing them
on the wing with a red-hot iron,
others recommend to mark the
skin by means of an appropriate
stamp and indelible ink. ‘The
plan is practical though long.
M. Elloire, a veterinary surgeon,
has adopted the system of spiral
rings in India rubber, placed on
the bird’s legs; these rings are of
various colors, a different color for
cvery vear, The age of the bird
can by this simple and practical
inethod, be ascertained at a glance.
All these systems are more or less
excellent with the rearer's poultry;
but it is not the same in the case
of poultry purchased clsewhere.
In this case, nothing but personal
ability and experience can enable
tlie buyer to distinguish an old from
a young bird; however, it can be
effected by inspecting the claws.
In the case of young birds, the
skin of the claw is supple and the
scales thin and brilliant; if older
birds, the skin is coarse and
strong, and the nail of the last toe
is very much worn. Further, in

long, soft and distributed over the
surface of the skin with a great
deal of regularity. Also upon th:
skin delicate and rose-colored-
little blue veins are dis¢ernable.
A bird more than one year old has
1o more down, nor are the small
veins pereeptible under the skin,
which becomes dry, devoid of
lustre, and recalls the appearance:
of flour. For pullets that have
not yet commenced tc lay, the
hones of the pelvis or basin, al-
most touch; in the case of fowls
that have commenced to lay, the
bones in question are very far apart.
Besides, old poultry, whether
cocks or hens, have the eye lids
wrinkled, the Jouk on the face a
little shrivelled. These indica-
tions are very plain, with respect
to old birds. The late Professor
Cornevin was able to fix ver)
accurately the age of cocks by the
dimension of their spurs. Thus in
the matter of common hreeds, the
place of the spur is simply indi-
cated by a scale larger than the
others; between four and a half
and five months the scale seents to
bend a little, while forming a light
point in the centre; at seven months
the spur is three millimetres long:
at twelve months it is fifteen milli-
metres and very straight; at two
years, it is twenty-five to twenty-
seven millimetres, the spur dis-
playing at the same time, a slight
curve; at three vears, the length
is thirty-six to thirty-eight milli-
metres, and the bend is clearly
upwards; at four years, the spur
is fifty to fifty-four millimetres.
while at five years old sixty-two
to sixty-five millimetres long.
Such races. as the Dorkings and
Toudans that have five toes, the
spur it situated higher up; with
the Cochins and Brahmas, which
Fave feathered feet, the spurs
are shorter, more bulky, and
not pointed, and at three years of
age, are not more than twenty to
twenty-seven “millimetres long.
Fighting cocks have the best de-
veloped spurs of course; they are
straight and pointed. With ban-
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tams their spurs are so short as
to be almost undeveloped, so that
they cannot afford any indication
to judge their age, There is still
anothier method to caleulate the
age—of both sexes—and based
on the renewal of the wing feath-
ers, This process of renewing fol-
lows an invariable order. The
fcathers for flying are the cover-
ing for the wings attached to the
shoulder, and which are the small-
ost in size; these secondary feath-
crs grow on the bones of the fore-
aum, the primary feathers being
sitnated at the extremity of the
wings. The renewal of these feath-
«rs, known as the remisage or
moulting, are for the younyg, as
compared with the adult, sharply
pointed. It is the large interior
jeather, most frequently near the
Lody, which is the first to fall; and
the tenth one, in counting
from the most external feather.
The moulting then continues frowmn
inside to the outside. DBut the
primary feathers on the wing re-
aain until the moulting time of
the following year. As in the case
of young pheasants the moulting
of the pullets are never replaced
Lcfore the end of the fifth month,
and even during the sixth; the
jullet has had by then two replac-
mgs of the primary feathers in the
wing. All the several moultings,
allowing twelve days on an aver-
age for the development of a feath-
cr, and thirty for the last, wnd
dcfinite stage, it may be fixed at
-ix months before the pullet poss
(sses all permanent feathers. M.
Schutzenberger of Strasburg has
remarked, that in the case of
voung pheasants, and the same
remark holds good for pullets
that after the first definite moult-
ing, the wing feathers are always
sharply pointed, and when the sec-
ond recithage arrives, that is, in
the following year, the precise age
of birds can be accurately kaown
during two years. By a study of
ali these indications, the poult-y
lireeder, can be secured good ani
profitable birds for his yards.

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CANADIAN EGGS IN ENG-
LAND.

R. T. CARR, a gentleman

who is evidently most famil-

jar with the subject he handles,

las in the English “Poultry” been

giving some of his experience

on the egg question from a purely
commercial standpoint.

We take pleasure in drawing
our readers’ attention to the fol-
lowing extracts from his article.
It should prove a useful lesson to
us in breeding, collecting and
shipping.

“It was recently stated in
‘Poultry’ by an intelligent and
highly educated poultry fancier
that there was no such thing as
the best laying hen. \We have the
swiftest-footed Dbreed of horses,
the heavy draught breed of horses,
the breed of sheep which grows
the shortest wool, the breed which
grows the longest wool, and the
breed which grows the poorest
quality of wool, and so we have
the best laying hen. The queen of
the poultry orld is the hen bred
from two ot our best laying and
non-sitting breeds. This is the
breed which lays the most eggs
at the least cost in twelve months,
and the home for her is every farm
and poultry vard. This breed of
laying hens is the most fruitful and
profitable of any living thing on a
farm or ahout a home.

These cross-bred laying hens
solve the problem of successful
poultry keeping for egg-produc-

tion, and no other breed of fowls
will yield' so large a, profit and
quick returns on the capital in-
vested. There is no kind of poul-
try keeper who prospers so much
as he who keeps a large number
of them, 200 to the acre and in

- 500 lots.”

* “When the McKinley Tariff
Act came into force, in 1890, it
affected the egg trade in Canada
very 'seriously. Until that period
the Canadians exported their eggs
across the line to the States. It
was at this period that the Can-
adians initiated their egg trade
with the old country. During the
past five months hundreds of tons
have Deen imported into Liver-
pool, but for which we should have
had an egg famine. 1 have several
times crossed the Atlantic, and
visited many of the farms both in
the States and Canada, where
large numbers of fowls are kept
for egg production. The Amer-
ican farmer exports, with one or
two exceptions, nearly the whole
of his productions after meeting
the home demand, except eggs.
These he never exports; the home
demand requires every egg pro-
duced, and is then not satisfiedl.
T have scen less fertile land in the
province of Ontario isolated and
miles away from a village market,
owned by farmers whose interest
of the purchase moncy of the farm
far exceeded the average rent paid
for the best arable or grazing land

pocket a clear penny for each egg
when they were sold two or three-
months later. In a very short time
the cold storage of eggs in this
country will revolutionize the Eng-
lish trade, and enable the producer
to sell his eggs the year round at
a shilling per dozen, where at the
present time, unless he is within
hailing distance of a large town,
he only receives 8d. and gd.

This is much below the price ob-
tained by the Canadian producer,
who, bear in mind, is 3,000 miles
from his market.

“Lvery outward and homeward
trip of the Oceanic 19,000 eggs
are required for consumption by
the passengers and crew, Ouly a
very small proportion which are
cracked at the breakfast table arce
home produced, the rest are of
foreign importation. From the
first revolution of her twin screws
to the stoppage at her destination,
an egg on an average is broken
cvery minute. The steamer runs
twelve times to New York and
honte in twelve months, thus re-
quiring 228,000 eggs during the
vear. It takes 2,300 hens to pro-
duce these. If we consider the
number of steamers that leave
Liverpool in the course of a vear
it is astounding the number of cggs
consumed, 95 per cent., of which
are of foreign production.

“Last November I received an
order to supply eggs to a first-class
twin screw passenger liner, charter-
¢d to convey 2,500 troops to Dur-
ban from Liverpool and Queens-
town. The eggs were to be of
home production and the price un-
limited. I was unable to purchase
a single egg of English, Scottish,

Shutt, chemist to experiment-
al farms, says that no liquid
is better than the old fashionad
lime-water mixtire. Here is the

result of examination of eggs kept °

in lime-water continually for four-
teen months: “White, somewhat
discolored. Yolk, of normal shape
and size and quite firm, apparent-
lv in excellent state of preserva-

tion. No marked odor. TPacked
well and quite sweet.”  Mr,
Shutt’s own words. are: “As far

as our experience goes no other

is equal to saturated lime-water,

the eggs from this preservative
heing far and away superior to
those kept by other. methods.”

AMr. Tomlinson, of Amherst-
burg,.says that he has a trio of
B.B.R. Game Bantams. One hen
lays her eggs in perfect condition,
tut the other lays an unusually
small egg and recently seven of
them were without a yolk in either
of them. He wants to know if the
cause is due to overfeeding or is
it a habit peculiar to the “breed.

INTERESTING LETTER.

ON THE OQUESTION OF RATIONS
AND QUANTITY TO FEED.

R. R.HUNT, of Halifax. who

has kept poultry in Eng-
land and this country for twenty
vears, writes in reply to my in-
vitation in last number, for ex-
change of experiences on winter
rations and proper quantity to
feed as follows:

“Dear Sir,—With regard to
your enquiries, the rations I fed
to the Mediterranean class were,
iz all probability, more than were
fed to others. One is apt to give
more in proportion to eight or ten
than to fifty.

Moreover, there is not as much
fear of over fattening, cspecially
with the Mediterrancan breeds.
"1 have often been puzzled how
yvour poultry did anything i so
small a ration, but yvour mid-day
ration—not accounted for-—means
quite an item,

“I should not consider nearly
Lwice as much ag you state in your
reports too much to feed, particu-
larly when the flock had their lib-
erty, In the moulting scason not
¢0 much food is consumed. DBirds
penned up neither eat nor are they
able to digest as much food as
when at liberty.

“Experience teaches, I find it
necessary. for by only good judg-
ment and management can one
find out what his or her flock
needs. It is the safest plan to go
by. Without constant attention
and observation eggs cannot be
¢htained in winter. Aptitude for
the business is also required.

“I firmly believe in artificial heat,
for T have noticed that I got
double the number of eggs in
cold weather from hens in shel-
tered houses and where plenty of
sunshine entered than from the
hens in colder houses,

*1 have never tried green hones,
But have no doubt they are good.
In the old country green bone is
considered too stimulating. I
once tried dry cut bone but found
t produced dysentery. T foul
clover leaves and hay-sced, col-
lected from under the loft where
the hay is thrown down very hene-
ficial.

“I have never kept a more ac-
curate account than a balance
sheet, and by reference to it I find
it costs about seventy cents per
vear per hen for feed, not reckon-
ing vegetables. I think that un-
less sixteen cents per dozen for
eggs can be obtained a loss is in-

cvitable. I should very much like
to hear the.results of ybur cn-
quiries when obtaified, If I can
be of any further service to you
in this matter please say so, for
poultry keeping has been one of
my hobbies in the old ¢ountry and
this.”

DR. NIVEN 1§ AMUSED.
A REVIEW OF Rl-}\'l}i\\'.
Editor Review:

HAVE just been reading over

vour last issue of the Review
and find many things interesting
and some rather amusing.

1 find that Dr. McGillivray says
there are no pure golden or Lady
Ambherst Pheasants in the country
“amusing.”

I find that in France where so
many eggs are needed all the
vear round and where the sub-
ject of egg preservation has
been made the object of a gov-
cinment  commission, that not
a word about the cold storage
cggs is mentioned while in this
country all the large exporters use
the cold storage method entirely
and with the best possible results
if the temperature is kept even and
constant and the air is kept free
from impurities; as for pickled eggs
as far as I have been able to learn,
they never command the same
price as the cold storage eggs on
account of the appearance of the
shells after being pickled. T am
now using cold storage eggs that
I warehoused last July and have
vet to find one that is in the least
turned in its freshness. I am
mdebted to Allan Bogue for the
eggs, perhaps being pure bred
cggs has something to do with the
good keeping. qualities.  After
various experinients we have de-
cided that a temperature of 31 1-2
degs. is the correct one for keep-
ing eggs. If eggs are carefully
handled before heing put in cold
storage and placed at the proper
temperature at once, not left out

THE DOWNWARD STEPS.

'BY H. S. BABCOCK, PROVIDENCE, R.I

HEN a breed of fowls begins

the descent which ends |n
utter extinction it enters upon a
progress marked by certain dis-
tinct steps, each closely connect-
ing with the others, like the links
of a chain. ILet us address our-
selves to the concatenation of
events which mark the fall of a
breed. '

The first event or downward
step, is a gradual loss of interest
in the breed. This may be due
to a great ‘variety of causes, but
probably the most prominent
among them is the sudden boom
that some breed is_ receiving., All
men’s attentions are drawn to this
new comet in the poultry firma-
ment, watching its blazing pro-
gress from nothingness to final

~ chaos. And while their minds are

thus occupied the older breed is
neglected.

And this causes the second
downward step, for with loss of
interest and neglect, fewer speci-
mens of the old breed are reared.
Those, who still retain it, do not
rear so many chickens, and some,
who used to keep it, give it up
for the latest. “fad” in poultry
raising. *And thus it comes about
that the number of specimens of
the breed is greatly reduced.

With this reduction in number
of specilnens and in number of
breeders, the chances of obtain-
ing strong, vigorous and not
closely related males to head the
Lreeding yards are also reduced.
And this brings us to the third
downward step, the beginning of
a period of long continued and
close inbreeding. With each suc-
ceeding year the diminished and
diminjshing numbers of the breed
are becoming more closely relat-
ed, and of course the inbreeding
necessarily becomes closer and
closer. Whether this of itself
would ever bring injury is not
really known. Perhaps it would
not, if all thie defects of a fowl
nearly related fowls are more likely
to have similar defects than those
which are not akin, the practical
results of inbreeding, when long
continued, are injurious.

And so’we arrive at the fourth
downward step, where long con-
tinued inbreeding has begun the
work of deterioration in the fowls.
“They by almost imperceptible de-
grees diminish in size. A few
ounces less this year, a few ounces
less next year, and so until one,
two or three pounds have disap-
peared. And with this diminu-

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tion in size of the funl itself comes
a diminution in the size of the
eggs.  While eggs and fowls do
not have any fixed ratio to cach
other, yet as the size of a breed di-
minishes a reduction in the size
of the eggs will be nored. Nor
does the deterioration stop here,
for the fowls begin to possess less
vigor. The chickens are more di-
fficult to rear, the eggs are not
so fertile as formerly, and the hens
do not lay so many. All these
things tend to still further reduce
the numbers of chickens reared

cach year. and necessitate still
closer inbreeding.
The fifth state arrives. The

fowl has so deteriorated in size
and in the number and size of
the eggs it layvs, and in its hardi-
ness, vigor and other good qual-
ities, that it ceases to satisfy the
demands of those who have stood
were apparent, and so one could
always choose perfectly  sound
specimens to breed from. But as
defects are often hidden, and as
by it through good and evil re-
port. Omne by one they drop the
breed, each defection in the ranks
decreasing the probable number
that will be bred, until the once
prominent breed finds a hopeless
obscurity settling around it. the
precursor of the sixth step.

The sixth downward step is the
fatal plunge out of the darkness
of obscurity into the gulf of ex-
tinction, Henceforth the Dbreed
becomes a matter of history, un-
less the secret of its origin has
been preserved, and the clements
out’ of which it arose can be
brought together dagain for its re-
making.

At any time before the sixth
downward step it would have been
possible to have preserved the
breed. By the bold introduction
of fresh and unrelated blood, by
the sending out of eggs to be
hatched and the chickens reared
in diverse parts of the country,
under widely varying ecnviron-
ments, afterwards to De brought
together as breeders, by resorting

to the various expedients which
u\pcncme has showp to he cffi-
cacious a breed need nog be feft
to perish.  DBut the most difficult,

and the most necessary thing to
save a breed from extinction,is tu
make and keep friends for it.
The critical time in every breed is
when it begins to Dhe neglected.
Then is the time to ratly its friends
The first step may

to its support.

But it has enter-
cd upon the- period of neglect,
Tnterest in the variety seems lost.
The white and bhuff \Vyandottes
have the call, If this lack of in-
terest continues, if there is no re-

ward incline, unless its progre
arrested will continue its descent
with ever accelerated velocity. It
caniot stop of itself. It cannot
stand still. Either some f{orce
must stay its progress and reverse
the direction of its movement or
it will hasten on to the inevitable
cnd. in obedience to the intelligible
but irrefragible law, whose aper-
ation has been described in the
preceding paragraphs.
