Text t=—* With the heart man believeth unto righteous.
ness; and with the mouth confession is made unto
salvation.” Romans x: 10,

L—*With the heast.” In the scriptural use
of this term, we are 16 understand that reference
is made to the seat of the cmotions, the affec.
tions, the desires, the convictions, the conscience,
the mot~rs or woving principles of our jife. It
is the seat of life, as the natural heart is the seat
of natural life, the centre of the forces of that
life, and of the activitics by which these forces
are felt in every part of the system, so in our
spiritual organism there is a centre—I do not
now refer 10 the souree, for God is the souree of
alllife—-but to the ¢enfr eupon which, and through
which God acts; and that centre, in both natural
and spiritual life, is the heart of that life respect-
ively. Now when faith takes hold of that centre
its power will be felt in the inward life, con-
trolling the emotions, guiding the conscience,
governing the activities of body, soul and spirit,
and bringing all into subinission to the i/ of
Him, who is the object of-that faith, which in
the gospel is Jesus, the Christ, whom God hath
raised from the dead. ‘Then, and only then,
may we be said to be really in carnest about our
salvation. Then we 24/ be in earnest, and if
we do not already know what to do, will cry out,
as did Saul of Tarsus, “Lord, what wilt thou
have me to do.” Then we shall believe with
all the heart unto rightcousness; and this faith
purifies the heart, and Jeads to an humble sub-
mission to, and a confiding trust in, and a loving
fellowship with Him who alune is “the way,
the truth, and the life.” God requires the heart.
He says *“Give me thine heart” and “Thou
shalt lové the Lord thy God with all thy heart,”
&c. And the servants of the Lord say, “If
thou Delievest with alt thy heart”; *With the
heart”; ¢ Purifying their hearts by faith”; and
#See that ye love once another with a pure heart

!may act upon your hnowledge, your reasoning

faculties, upon the intellectual man, and lead
you into Biblical research, make you very critical,
asking fou the reason of this and that, the why
and the wherefore of everything that God says;
but it will not mahe you a Christian,  If it is in
the heart it leads on 1o righteonsness.
IL—“Man.” Incfeation, *God created man
and breathed into his nostnls the breath of life,
and man became a living soul.”  Paul speaks of
man as a triune being composed of body, soul
and spirit, I Thes. v: 23; and as comprising
“The outward man,” and “’The inward man,”
Il Cor. iv: 16; and with the Psalnist asks,
“What is wan, that thou art mindful of him 2’
Heb, §i: 6. It is man then, created in the
image of God, with a spiritual as well as a
corporeal life and a living soul, made a linle
lower than the angels, but still to have deminion
over the works of his Creator, with an outward
frame perishing, and an inward man which is
renewed day by day; endowed with the forces
of animal life, and the intelligence of angels, and
with a soul that can be touched with a divine
faith, thrilled with a divine love, merged into a
divine nature, and find everlasting enjoyment
in a divino life. Not demons, nor brutes, nor
idiots, nor even unconscious infants, but intelli.
gent beings, who can “ In an honest and good
heart baving heard the word keep it, and bring
forth Irait with patience,” Luke viiiz 15. This
is the Deing that is permitted, and callgd upon
to believe to the saving of his soul.
IL—*Believeth,”  Is there any difference
betneen “fuith” and *“belief?” Some writers
profess to be able to find a difference, but if
there is, it is very small, and I think the sacred
writers treat them as one and the same.  What
then is ** Faith” or “ Belicf,” Itis a confidence
in testimony, or receiving it as truth, We are
tald.in the Jettgr 10 the Hebrews, ai: 1. “That
faith is the substance or foundation of things
hoped for, the evidence, or secing of things not
seen”  “This tells more of the position occupicd
by faith, than the nawee of it.  “The word * sub-
stance,” being very eapressive, “standing under,”
and “evidence,” as mueh so, “sceing out of,”
show the power and use of faith in the gospel
economy, ‘The uuth or falsity of the testimony
does not appear to affect its power over even the
heart and life, for 2 man will believe a hie just
as firmly as the trath, and he will hold on to
error just as persistently as he would to the
soundest of logic, until he is convinzed that it
is error and not truth Mhat he has, then it loses
its power; but the final result of the two are
quite different.  Faith in the truth will always
bring realization. Faith in a lie, disappoint-
ment.  Faith in error teads to an erroneous life,
Faith in the truth leads to righteousness.  Faith
in that which leads to wrong-doing always brings
punishment.  Faith in that which leads to right-
cousness always brings happiness. ‘The “ Faith”
here spoken of is saving faith, for the preceding
verse says so, and is simply believing the gospel
“That Christ died for our sins, that he was
buried, that he rose again the third day accord-
to the scriptures.” Receiving these facts as true,
and building upon this grand fundamental or
foundation truth, *'That Jesus is the Christ the
Son of the living God,” brings our inner life inte
harmony with his lile ; and this is just what the
faith of the gospel is intended to accomplish.
1V.—* Unto righteousness.”  What is *right-
cousness?” Todoright.  John says, “He that
doceth rightcousness is rightcous even as he is
righteous,” I John iii: 7. But there is danger
here of our accepting of a false standard of right.
Shall we accept of man’s standard, or God’s
standard, of man’s or God's rightcousness?
Every one will respond, “ God's standard of
rightcousness of course.” Well, then, what is
God’s righteousness? Just to do what God
thinks and says is right. If we do what man
thinks and says is right, we are taking. man’s
standard and following man’s standard. Now
we know that there are different opinions with
regard to some of the things that Jesus says are
on the way to righteousness. For instance,
Jesus says, “Except & man be born of water
and the Spirit he cannot enter the kingdem of
God,” John iii: §; and to Saul, “There it

fervently”; and Jesus asks, ‘Where is thy

faith?” If your faith is only in your head, it ‘his own act, *“Thus it becometh us to fulfi! all

righteousness,” in each referdng more or less to
baptism.  But man says, “You can be saved
just as well without baptism as with it.”  Which
is mght? Which will lead us into the way of
God's righteousness? 1 should think “ A way-
faring man, though a fool, would not err therein.”
Again, Jesus was bapticed in the river Jordan,
and came up straightway out of the water, and
thus showed us the act by which we are to fulfit
the samerightec  aess,andhecommandsthesame
act.  In the case of the baptism of the Eunuch,
Acts viii: 38, we must come to the conclusion
that it was immersion. Also in Rom. vi: 4,
Pauksays, *We are buried with him by baptism
into_death, &c¢.” But man says that, “To
sprinkle or pour water upon a candidate in the
name of the Faher, Son and Holy Spirit is
baptism.”  Which is right? Which s the safe
way? ‘The Lord’s way of course cvery time,
and to take his way is his righteousness, but to
take man's way is man's rightcousness,

Vo—“With the mouth.,” “I'ic mouth is the
outlet of the thoughts of the heatt.  Words are
said to be signs of our ideas.  Ideas are formed
in the heast, and flow forth in words through the
lips. The heart was defiled by evil thouglus
and -had to be purificd. “I'he mouth is made
unclean in giving utterance to those evil
thoughts, and must be sanctified through the
trutly  The word of the Father is truth; and
what more precious truth than that which we are
asked to confess, “That Jesus is the Christ
the Son of the living God.” ‘I'hat is: *Jesus,”
Saviour; “Christ,” Anointed; “Son,” Heir;
“Living,” Immortal, Eternal; *God” over all,
blessed for ever.  So we confess with the mouth
the Lord Jesus as another step on the road to
salvation. This must be done publicly, We
may believe the truth in our hearts, “Phat is
right.  “Thau is one of the steps we are to take;

VI—%Confession is made.” Confession is
an act of one person to another—and may he

must be public; for Jesus scys, *Whosoever
therefore shall confess me before men, him will
I conless also before my Father which is in
feavn” Matt, x: 32, When this statement
was made, Jesus gave his disciples and the world
a promise, but it was also conditional, as wuch
50 as the statement, *““I'hat whosoever believeth
on Him should nov perish, but have everlasting
life”; and it is claimed that that promise will be
fulfilled and become a fues when Jesus shall say
to those on his right hand, “Come ye blessed
of my father, &c.”; but by the scriptures we
learn that that promise was made a fact—an
detual occurence long ago; for when Jesus, as
recorded in the siateenth chapter of Matthew,
asked his disciples, © Whom say ye that [ am3”
Simon said, “‘Thou art the Christ, the son of
the living God.” Hete Peter confessed the
name of Jesus belore men, and complied with
the condition annexed to the promise, and Jesus
at once fulfilled his part by confessing Peter's
name, * Blessed art thou, Simon, son of Jonas,”
‘“and -l say unto thee that thou art Peter, &c.”
Now, may we not learn from this that, when a
poor soul, belicving and penitent, makes con.
fession of that grand truth announced by Peter,
then Jesus immediately fulfills his part also, in
acknowledging the name of that individual be.
fore the Father in Heaven. 1 believe he does.

VIL.—“Unto salvation.” The gospel, in all
of its facts, commands and promiscs, is unto
salvation.  Jesus, its author, is the way, the
truth and the life,  “No man can come to the
Father but by him,” and all the steps that Jesus
has taken to show us the way and that we are to
take in coming to Ged lead on to the end for
which the guspel was intreduced, even the <al-
vation of your souls. Let us illustrate. 1f I
were in London, England, and wished to come
to Guclph, I should most likely take train for
Liverpool, then by steamer come to Portland,
again by railway to Montreal, Toronto and then
to Guelph.  Now taking that route, leading from
one city to another, cach stage may be consider-
ed as a link in a chain connecting the two places,

or as steps leading from one to the other and
cach step is necessary to be taken; for if U were

to stop at Portland, Montreal or even Toronto,
I would not be at Guelph, yet each stage or step
wonld bring me nearc, o the end of my journcy,
would be bringing me unte Guelph. ~ So fiith
is unto salvation, repentance is unta salvation,

confession s unte salvation, baptisa is unto
salvation, because these az. steps of note in the
way, and as we acrive at any one of these points
we know that we are on the way, for Jesus him.
self has marked them by his own footprints, and
has commanded us to follow him, come unto
the righteousness of God, and receive the salva-
tion of our souls. Amen.

BROTHER LEDIARD'S DISCOURAGE-
MENT,

We wish to say a few words to encourage Bro.
Lediard and all other Christian workers who get
discouraged at times by looking at the small
number of Christian believers compared with the
large mass of unbelieving mankind. These re.
marks are brought out by Bro. Lediard’s report
in the supplement of the July cdition of the
Oxrarto EVANGELIsT, and by the remarks of
the Apostolic Guide in last issue of the Evan«
GELIST.

Ist—The Saviour has not promised us the
majority in this age of the world, whatever may
be in some other age. “Fie Gospel is to be
preachied as a wwituess unto all nations, but it is
not said all nations will believe it or obey it.
When the disciples asked the Saviour, “Lord,
are there few that be saved?” He replicd,
“Strive to enterin at th2 straitgate: for many
I say unto you will seek to enter in and shall
not be able.,”  Again, Matt. vii: 13, 14, “Enter
ye in at the stait gate, for wide is the gate,
and broad is the way that leadeth to destruction,
and many there be which go in thereat; because
strait is the gate and narrow is the way which
leadeth unto life, and frw there be that find it.”
It was.so in the Savipur’s day: it is'so to-day.e

"We always think it great mstake wWhén we

hear any professing Christian man or denom-
ination boasting of large numbers compared with
others,  We think it is a bad sign according to
the Saviout’s words, for if the fact of having the
majority is a proof of Leing in the right way,
then Pedo-baptists are ahead of all baptized be-
lievers in Christ, and the Roman Catholics are

pahead of all Protestant Pedo-baptists, so we

must yield the palm at last to the Church of
Rome, and say she is in the right way, because
she has the majority.  But the Church of Rome
must again resign the palm to the Hindoos or
Mohammedans who also profess to believe in a
God, so that all professing followers of Christ
put together are far outnumbered by the follow.
ers of Maliomet.

What shall our friends say to this who are so
fond of boasting of their numbers to prove they
have more truth than other professing Christians ?

But to crdwn all we find the downright Pagans
who do not profess to believe in a God even as
wuch as the Mohammedans or Roman Catholics
exceed in numbers all others upon carth; so the
Devil has the majority over all boasting pro-
fessors yet, and can laugh at their silly efforts
to prove they are in the right by the superiority
of their numbers. We can, therefore, sing with
all truthfulness still the words of the poet :—

* Broad is the road that icads to death,
And thousands walk together there s

While wisdom shows a narrow path,
With kere and there a travelter.

Let no professing believer in Christ be heard
boasting of his numbers in comparison with
others, but rather the giving of thanks that the
Lord has shown the narrow path of eternal life,
remembering that “nol cvery one that saith
Lord, Lord, shall enter the Kingdom of Heaven,
but he that noErn #e will of wy father which
is in Heaven,”

In conclusion, therefore, we say to every
Christian worker who may feel disheartened at
the slow progress of the Lord’s cause, and the
small number of baptized believers in Christ
compared with the unbelieving and disobedient
portion of humanity, toil on brother in patience
and humble trust in God, knowing that His
word will not return to Him void, but the gospel
must be preached as a witness unto all nations,
* He that blieveth and is baptized shall be saved,
but hie that believeth not shall be condemned.”
And though at tiwes we may be forced to ex-
claim with Paul and Isaiak, “ Lord, who hath
belieyved our report and to whom is the arm of
the Lord revealed,” “All day long 1 have
stretched forth my hands unto a disobedient and
gainsaying people,” yet we remember the Master's
prowmise to those in the path of faith aud

“Lo I am with you alway,” and realizing this,
let us *“thauk God and take courage.”

"There is a ciass of characters mentioned by James
who are drawn away of thieir own lusts and
enticed. ¢ Lust, when it hath conceived, bringeth
fosth sin” 1Tt is the deliberate conception of
anticipated crime, that produces the “wilful” sin.
Guiteau - conceived the thought of assassinating
President- Garfield, and having-thus conceived,
he brought forth the sin, Judas betrayed his
Master; was he overtaken in a fault? You an-
swer in the negative, he sinned wiffully. “So
say we all.”  With reference to being overtaken
“ii" a fault, or “4y” a fault, the good brother
says it, that Ju a fault is “very gencrally misun-
derstood.” “*Afany” think the “/n” and “4y”
mean the same thing, e differs from the
¢ “many” and T have no objection.

Asto “supplying” the word “eeilful” 1 did not
“supply” it, 1 simply used it as an appropriate word
—itisnpt quoted. I belicve such sins as I men.
tioned to be wilful sins, and I used it in that way.
1 quote Paul to Timothy to show that such sins
should be “rebuked defore all that others. might
Jear? 1 still contend that the two brothers,
who entered the hotel and beeawe drunken, fully
illustrate the case. I refer the reader to my
article in the September number, Bro, G. M.

_says the Apostle is “ Laying down special rules
for two particular cases in 1st Tim. 5th chap,,
viz: ‘The man “caught in the very act,” and
*the elders who sin® Here again I am of the
opinion that my brother’s criticism is hypercritical
and incorrect. T ask the reader to look carefully
at the chapter.  In the beginning of the chapter
thie Apostle says “ Rebuke not an elder, but in-
treat him as a father” ‘The brother may say
“this has reference to old men in the church,”
possibly, but in verse 19 the Apostle says “ Re.
ceive not an accwsation against an eider, but be-
fore two or three witnesses.” Does the Apostle
in the very neat breath tell “Limothy to sebuke
the clders that others “(elders) may tear? nay
verily, The directions concerning clders are
finished at the end ot verse 19.  Now, he says,
“Them that sin—not the clders in particular,
perhaps not at all—but any in the church’—
*“them that sin” T will not “supply” wilfully,
though I believe that’s what it means, for he does
not anywhece say ‘ Rebuke the brothr who is
overtaken i1, or &y a fault cither.,” Helis to be
restored, and that too in the spirit of meckness,
In the chapter under consideration, the Apostle
is giving general instructions ta ‘Iimothy as to
the proper management of the church.

AstotheApostle John never being overtaken in
a faul, it is of no practical importance whatever,
I only mention it to show the contrast between
Peter and John,  Ouir good brother refers to it
as if he expected me to attempt the “difficulty”
of proving that John was never overtaken in a
fault, Well, I den't know of any rules in any-
thing that necessitate me to prove a negative,
I might ask Bro. G. M. to-show us just the

Has the church any power when acting in
the umame of the Lord Jesus Christ?

It will be observed that Bro. Brown maintains,
in the ‘above the positions taken by him insthe
September number of this paper.

The use of the word  even” cannot easily be
explained if Bro. B's understanding of the phrase
be taken as conect: while with our conceplion
of it, it is quite plain, and the consequent exhor-
tation of the Apostle as to the spirif in which
the restoring is to be done is also quite natural
and proper; for it is well-known-that when a
person is “caught in the very act”-there is a
powerful disposition among men to treat him
roughiy.

In 1egard t¢ the use of the word *“wilful” it
is true that Bro. B. did not sugp/y it when quot-
ing the expressior, “‘Ihem that sin rebuke be-
fore all;” but in dealing with the words, he ‘con.
stantly assumed .that it is implied, and we beg
to-repeat that in view of the way in which-the
word “willully” % used in Heb. to: 26, one
should be careful how he injécts the idea where
it is not expressed by the inspired writer.

We cannot agree with Bro, B, that the direc-
tions concerning clders are finished at the end
of 1 ‘Tim. §: 19, neither do we see any incon-
sistency between verses 19 and 2o if both are
It is one thing to receive’ an
accusation : it is another thing to rebuke one
who has sinned. One can see great propriety
in the instruction rot-to receive an accusation
against an clder but before two or thice witnesses
but it would be .difficult to point out the harm

in‘rebuking an elder who had beeu.convictodofil.

sinning. One would think. that selders who
sipned would in that respect be freated as other
offenders.  And so we still contend that Bro, B.
mis-understands -the Apostle.in -the texts under
consideration. -However, our readers have his
views before them and can judge for themselves.

We do not expect, and did not ask, Bro.-B/
0 prove a negative in the case of the Apostle
John, But we would take occasion to remind
him that the one who affirms a negative, as he
did, thereby legically undertakes the rather

difficult task.

INDIANAPOLIS.
DEAR BRETHREN,~

Although I was in the city during the sessions
of our late Missionary Conventions, 1 was so
situated that -I could not give them atiention,
I am not, thercfore, prepared to write you a
suitable report of their proceedings.

which appears in-hanmony with the cennection
in which the words are used, not inconsistent
with the other passage quoted from the first
chapter, and in accordance with other scriptures
where the new birth is referred to,

“In this the ¢hildren of God are manifested,
and the children of the devii, whosoever doeth
not rightcousness, is not of God, neither (&%,
even) he that loveth not his brother,” is John's
own explanation in the next verse to the one we
are considering, and ve think Dean Alford is
right in his note, in his Greek I'estament, on
these words when he assernts “ Aad introduces
the most cminent of the graces involved in
fikai (rightec ) the test of our belong-
ing to the family of God is owr Jove towards its
members.” (Now if the learned Dean be right,
and we believe he is,-then is not the sz which
the loving Apostle so emphatically declares the
child of God cannot commit THE SIN OF HATING
A BROTHER. ‘Thisis the view taken by the pious
Augustine more than fourteen hundred years ago,
and by Bede, the most distinguished scholar of
his age, twelve hundred years ago, but repudiated
by all modern theologians.

‘The writer is convinced that this is the Apostle’s
meaning from the careful consideration of the
effect aseribed to regeneratin in the following
scriptures i — “Secing you bhave purified your
souls in obeying the truth through the spirit unto
unfeigned love of the brethren, see that ye Joce
one another with a pure heart fervently deing lorat
again, not of corruptible seed, but of incorruptible
by the word of God which liveth and abideth for
ever,” 1 Peteri: 22,23, “Beloved, letus love
one another, for love is of Gad, and erery one
that loveth is born of God and knoweth God,” 1
John iv: 7. “Whosoever believeth that Jesus
is the Christ #s dorr of God, and every one that

loveth him that begat lref ki also that is

begotteny of him.”  Thus it is that the gracious
and hcavenly result of being born again of the
incorruptible seed that quickens us to a new life
with new emotions and that remains in us, is te
love those who are born into the same family
with an affection that makes it impassible for us
to hate them, because to whatever extent we see
the sweet traits of Christian amiability our heans
are proportionally draws toivards them in blessed
response to our new views of what is lovely and
loving ; having, also, for our comfort and assur-
ance the subjective evidence of our own awaken-
ing to the new life:—*We kngw that we have
passed from death unto life, because we love the
brethreny? 1. John il 14

We know that the leading objection that might
be offered to this view of the passage befere us,
is that no special sin is designated, and is only
to be inferred from the connection, but this is
also the case when Clrist says conceming the
Jews, “If 1 had not comeand spoken unto them,
they had not had sin, but now they have no
cloke for theirsin.”  Now Christ does not mean,
as he alterwards eaplains, that they would not
have had any sin if he had not spoken unto
them, but they would not have had e sm of
rejecting him.

But we must not eacced our space.  ‘The fore-
going i< presented, dear brethren, for your con-
sideration.  If this exegesis be correct, then there
* 40 contradictionto 1 John i: 8. Ttisalso in
full harmony with the connection and also with the
grand truth that instead of being hateful and
bating one another that we have, by the manifes-
tation of the kindness and love of God our
Saviour towards us, been saved by the washing
of regencration and the renewing of the Holy

In one of Sister Pearre’s lfetters to us on
“Woman’s Work in the Church,” she sums up
the experiente of our sisters “across the line”
during the twelve years in which they have been
engaged in similar work, Lest some may have
forgotten, let me repeat a sentence ortwo,  “The
activity thus awakened has reacted upon the
churches engaged in it, the waste places are being
re-built, the spirituality of the chureh is rising
steadily higher, trust in God is growing stronger,
the joy in the chaurch is becoming ineapressible,
in short, the changed condition of things can be
called nothing less than phenomenal”  “T'ruly we
would be* dull of soul” if we could learn no
lesson or catch no inspiration- fromn such words
as these.  Again she says, “The outcome of
our woman's cndeavor in twelve years has been
$93:500.00 put into our treasury for the work of
the Lord, 10 say nothing of the greatly increased
giving of our women to othier enterprises in the
church.”  Concerning our proposed organization,
some have said that it will weaken the hands of
the Ontario Co-operation, by less moncy being
put into their treasury.  Let those who think so
note the latter part of the sentence just quoted.

A similar objection was.made by friends of

W. B. M. and the . C. M. S. in the States.
Let us sce what are the facts in théir case as
given by Bro. Errett in the Standard of Nov.
5th, “So far from the work of the G. C. M. S.
or that of our other home missionary organiza-
tions being hindered or injured by the F. C. M.
S. orthe C, W. B. M. it has been helped and
strengthened in a remarkable manner.  When
the G. C. M. S. had the field all to itself, there
was a constant deerease througlhi a term of years;
but yhen the C. W, B. M. and the F. C. M. S.
came in to occupy the field along with it, there
was & constant fuereate in the reeeipts of the G.
C. M. &, and a quadrupling of its funds within
the last five years.”  Again, © Every enlargenent
of our work, whether at home or abroad, has
proved a Zelp and neta hindrance to all our
missionary enterprises.” N

‘Fhese facts ouglit to re-assure the most timid,
and convince the most sceptical amongst us,
We may, and will meet with many discourage-
ments and hindrances, but it is written, “They
that sow in tears shall reap in joy.” It was thus
the Master sowed the precious seed through alt
His life ministry, and the servant is not above
his Lord.  Perhaps He suffered most of all from
Iack of sympathy and appreciation from His own,
and zo may we often meet with censure where
Wwe expect encourig and assi ¢. But
these things are not worthy to be mentioned or
ceven thought of when compared with the high
honor, the gmcious privilege that is grmnted us
of being co-wdrkers with the Master, and thus
pavtakers in His joy. Our great need scems to
be a deeper sense of personal responsibility in
regard to the Lord’s command to “preach the
gospel to every creature.,” We read of women
who followed the Master and ministered to Him
of their substance, and of others who labored
with Paul in the gospel ; our dutics and privileges
are not less than theirs.  We can stilt minister
to the Lord of our substance. for many have
gone owt in His name to carry the light of life
to the dark places of the carth, and many more
are willing to go if we are willing 10 help them
with our moncy and our praycrs.

w; need such a spiritual awakening and re-
newing as sister Pearre describes 3 we alt desire
it, we pray forit.  Shall we word for it, and do
it Now,

duth o eastly beset tis.” % Whatever the period
of ke, and whatever s besetting sin, it is juat
2t upon which the relizion of Christ is to act.
Aud yet, brethien, sa it is; people go through
life, indulging the sins, pleasures and vices of
eich period, as they joss through it, and yet
take crudit to themselves for religion and vittue,
beeanse they are free from the sins and viees
which belong to another stage of their journey,
as i it were o proo® of the power of religlous
principles o five tn youth free from the vices of
age'  We cannot help being amazed at the
delusion and deceptions which mankind are so
apt and ready to practice upon themselves.

From the besetting sins of conditions and
periods of life, let us turn for a moment to the
besetting sins of individuals.  The individual
fies apen to- besetting sins arising from natural
comtitution, f8om temperament; from special
occupatiol s, and from business pursuit,  One
is di-posed 10 anger; his feelings me quick, the
slightest opposition 1o his wishes, the least cross
and contradiction, the most trifling circumstance,
in fact, is enough to excite his passion, and
Kindle his wrath.  Another is uaforgiving and
revengeful 3 the most petty offence given, a
fancicd injury even, and he burns with the spirit
of retalistion, Another is prone to intemper-
ance and sensual pleasures,  Another is wrapt
up in worldly amusements, and devoted to ghicty
and dissipation.  Avother is fond of money, and
is tempied to take undue advantage jn business
transactions.

‘I'he besetting sin is as various as the character,
the temperament, and the pursuits of men.  But
whatever it be—anger, revenge, licentiousness,
dissipation, pride, avance~that is just the point
npon which religion, i there be any trath,
strength and earnestness in it, is to concentrate
fts forees and lervel its bautery. It is just there
that the man is to labor, struggle, do battle, and
win the moral triumph.,

He may havemany virtues, the praciiceof which
costs him nothing.  Qut of doubt, these virtues
may be great and noble, and by their beauty and
excellence may challenge the approbation of
God and man; but in the way of, demonstrat-
ing the strength of raligious principle, a steady
struggle with, and resistance of the besctting sin,
ig north them all.  One is easy, the other difii.
cult; one is the unresisted play of nature, the
other a battle with propensity—a sustained effort
of scifdeniai. Religion is not obedience in
things easy, and disobedience in things difficult.
It does not allow us to select any Chiistian pre-
cepts which we will take, and any which we shall
reject. It is the propensity of mankind to be
satisfied with a religion which costs them noth-
ing—no effort either of body or mind; and to
turn away from that which demands sacrifices of
care, comfort, profit or pleasure. Men are will-
ing enough to foilow Christ so long as the path
is smooth and easy; but the moment He lays
the finger of prohibition upon this project of
gain, or thatindulgence of pleasure, ors o
