THI SAINT JOIIN GRAMMAR SCHOOL.

No doubt many of our readers will remember the old Gram-
mar 'School which stood on the south-cast corner of Germain
and Ilorseficld street; this old building, which was rather
low with a decidedly squat appearance, was built in 1805
on two lots of land having an cighty feot front and extend-
ing back 200 feel. The lots on which it stood were pur-
chased from Thomas Homsefield, Esq., (from whom Horselield
Street got its name), for thesum of £100.  Land was slightly
cheaper then than it is now.

The school was cstablished by law on the 5th of March,
1503, and the members of the first Board, nine in nunber, can
bo found by consulting the January number of this paper.

The first master was Roger Viets, and after him camo James
Brinnner, Dr. James Patterson, My, Hutchison, Mr. Manning
(who now teaches a privato school in St. John,) the Rev. Mr.
Schofield, and Dr. Costor, who had charge at the timo of the
greal five of 1877, These were all gentlemen of great ability
and under them the school has been suceessful from tho first,

The school hours were different from those we have at
present, and somewhat Jonger, for instance, in May, June,
July, and August, the hours were from 6 to 8, 10 to 12, and
from 3 to 5; in March, April, September, and October, they
wero from 9 to 12 and from 2 to 5, and in November, De-
cember, January, and Fobruary, from 9.30 to 1, and from
to 4; theso hours must have heen disadvauntageous to the
pupils, for they divided the day into small portions, leaving
only short spaces for play, but at any rate they had one ad-
vantago over tho present generation, they had plenty of time
to cat their dinners and did not have to wait an useless hour,
from 12 to 1, for their dinner to be served and then go off in
hot haste ; they had also school on Saturdays.

In the early days of the school too, young ludies were ad-
amilted. I unfortunately not ablo to stale the time the
Doard discovered their mistake in this matter and banished
tho gentle sex from the school.

Tor many years tho Corporation have annually presented a
wold medal to the institution, and to this many other medals
have been added to encourage tho hoys in their studies, us
the Parker, Boyd, Duiferin, and Lorne medalz. I suppose
next year it will be the Lansdowno medal, if our coming
(overnor so wills it.

In looking over some papers I found a list of prizesaward-
ed in the Grammar School in the year 1821, which would not
bo out of place here :—

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Assoon as T had sceurcd my rooms I went back for thoe
rest of my baggage. When I got back to the sleamer I found
the passengers just landing, so expeditious were the steamer
hands in gotting out the gangway.

The Amoncuna say they can always {ell an Englishman or
o Canadian by the pwmbor of picces of baggage he carries
with him, and T certainly think we deservod the accusation,
Wo only had three trunks, n gun case, & packing caso, two
monstrous bundles, a hasket, two band-bags, an overcoat, a
parcel containing throe hats, a shawl, an wmnbrella, and two
canes.

Assoon as T had got comfortably settled I went down {o
the steamer again, and saw all the baggage hrought ashore
and put in the warchouse, because as the steamer sailed early
noxt morning I did not want to run the risk of losing my
baggage again, 1t was well I did so, for several of the pas-
sengers who did not take that trouble had their haggage car-
ried on to Now York. One man, Sir George Nares, put his
baggago in hisstaterovm, his valise, containing every cent of
his monoy, locked the door, put the key in his pucket, and
going up to the hotel slept soundily until long after the ves-
sel had left.

Wo stayed in Fernandina nearly a week, the weather was
very pleasant, and tho hotel was as comfortable as any in
Florida, "We left Fornandina on Friday evening, April 21st,
at half-past «ix, in the steamer “ City of Dridgetown.”  The
advertised time of ailing was 5 o'clock p. m., but as cight
passengexs wero expected on the train from Cedar Keys and
had engaged their staterooms, that train being an hour and a
half late we had to pass the time the best way we could. It
wag nearly dark when we left the wharf, so we could see very
little of the scenery that night,  As the night was very warm
and the cabin very small most of the passengers sat out on
deck wntil a lato hour. The entire interior upper deck was
lighted by four stable lanterns, one in the forward cabin, one
in the after cabin, and one in each passageway.  Reading was
impossible on account of the gleom, so noone tried it. Some
of the most fortumate of the passengers found on retiving lo
their staterooms an old rat-caten tallow candle-end in a bat-
tered tin-candle-stick. T was not one of the lucky ones, and
50 had to twrn in in the davk. After the steamer left the
wharf all went well for about three-yuarters of an hour until
it hegau to get dark, then the funbegan,  Several of us wero
sittinzg on the forward dock, and the fimst thing we voticed out
of the way was that the sparks from the smoke funnel, which
had all along been blowing over the stern of the vessely now
began lo come over us, lighting on our hands, faces and
clothes, and making it generally warm for uws, Then we
heard the signal given to stop her, and the engines were re-
vased 5 after about a minute she backed off and we tried
another passage, so softly had we run on the mud that none
of the passengers had felt or noticed anything until the sparks
began {o trouble them.  As there was no meon this kind of
thing occurred at intervals of from ten to twenty minutes all
through the night.  We were on what is called the inside
route, that is instead of going out to sea we ran inside the
low islands of mud and marsh land which extend from Yer-
nandina to Savannmah.  As the wind began to blow pretty
hard about 11 o’clock, I and a friond from Montreal, whom I

amused owrselves for about another hour watching the gam-
hols of a couple of rats, which, as the cabin was almost de-
serted, had seraped up courage cnought o come ount of their
hiding places, and then twrned iu for the night. The next
morning about half-past five I was awakened by hearing a
man’s voice just outside my staterogm door: ¢ ’Me-l-i-a, I
gu-e-ss yow'd het-tor ge-ct up a-and br-ing thee ch-i-i-Id out
0-0-0n de-cek, its u love-c-ely da-aay.”

That stylo of converation was kopt up about half an hour
longer, so at longth finding all further sleep impossible I got
up, but there was neithor soap, water or towels to he sven
apywhore, so I lad to wait until I reached the hotel. On
consulting with somo of my fellow-travellers I found that
they “ were all in the samo hox.”  As the sun was shining
brightly the sticking in the mud was not so frequent.  The
steamer drew on ordinary occasions four feot of water, butas
sho had a very large freight and o good deal of baggage sho

drew seven feet on this trip, which perhaps accounted for’

somo of her numerous stops.  The meals were provided and
wete charged for in the ticket, but the fare wastho vilest I ever
came across, and 1 think the steanter was the dirtiest, rotten-
est, darkest and vilest old hulk it has ever been my misfortune
to twvel on. About cight. miles from the city we passed a
great number of piles which had been driven in to block up
the channel and provent all communication during the late
rebellion ; these continued nearly all the way to the city. A
few miles further on we saw the cemetery IBonaventure with
its long avenues of live oaks hung with Spanish moss. 1t s
one of the sights of Savannah and takes its name from the
original tract of which it formed a part. 1t was settled about
1670 by Col. John Mulryne, By the marriage of his
daughter in 1761 to Josiah Tuttnall of Charleston, it came in
possession of the latter family,  This marriage is said to have
been the occasion of the planting of the trees which adorn
the place. It is said that they were planted in the forms of
the letters M and I, the initials of the bride’s and groom's
respective family names,

Al last we came in sight of the eity of S;w:mnah, and now
we thought wo must be near our jowrney’s end, but we were
doomed to disappointment.  As st of our passengers were
for New York woran alongside the New York steamer which
was lying in the stream.  Tiere we were detained over half
an hour transferring about seventy trunks and fifty barrels of
cabbage from our steamer So the New York steamship. After
we had got clear of this vessel the samo operation hed to be
gone thiough with the Philadelphia steamer. By the time
we again headed for Savannh only reven of our fifty orsixty
passengers  remained. We reached the wharf about 11
o'clock, and as we intended to stay @ couple of days in Savan-
nah, put up at the Screven Iouse on the corner of

Jull and Congress streets and fronting on Johnson Square.
In tho cenfre of the square stands a monument which
has no inseription on it to tell who it was erected for or
anything about it.  After dinner Ibegan to “do” the city.
My first vist was to the Cotton Lxchange, which is situated
at the north end of Bull street. I at first mistook it for o
church as it is a brick building with a gablo roof having a



towor, steeple and clock, but on enquiring 1 svon found my
mislako. I next went to the water reservoir. It is o very
massive tower of stone, cireular inform.  On top of the stone
and of tho same dinmeter as the tower i3 a large ivon tank or
resorvoir for supplying the city with water. ‘The combined
height of tower aml tank is, I should think, something ¢ver
a hundred feet.

Savaunah derives its principal beauty from its wide streets,
bordered with magnilicont trees. The oak, the magnolia,
and the Pride of India shade the way tv pedestrians, making
walking agreeable,  Lvery two blocks, north, south, cast, or
west, you come to a square of green, soms of them with a
fountain playing in the centre and some filled with all sorts
of beautiful flowers and shurhbs,  We left Savannah at four
o'clock on Monday afternoon, and as we had quite o heavy
thunder-shower or Sunday night the weathor was very cool
and pleasant,

It is quite a long journey fiom Savannah to Charleston by
rail; it was ten o'clock befure wo reached the (‘harleston
Hotel.  About fifty miles from Charleston a dining-rvom car
was put on and wo wore able to have a comfortable tea with-
outb leaving the train.  We wero the last of the whole ship’s
company from Nassau, all the others had gone on before uy,
so wo found it alittle dull in comparison for the hirst few days
in Charleston, but we soon settled down again into our old
way and hablits of passing the time. As our first visit to
Charleston was a very hurried one there was still a great deal
to visit and inspeet.  Lhe more I saw of Charleston the bet-
ter I liked it. At almost overy turn you come across some-
thing new, some old mansion, some church weather-stained
and battered by shot and shell during the blockade. Some
of the buildings ave quite picturesque. The military hall,
where the “Irish Volunteer Brigade” drill, is a curious struc-
ture, it is built in imitation of a mediceval castle, in front are
two octagonal towers pierced for riflemen.  The top of tho
walls are battlemented, and altegether it is quite a handsome
building. Inside is a large hall about 100 feet by 65 where
all the large military balls and affairs of that kind are held ;
undorneath the halls are armories, ladies and gentlemen’s
parlour, ctt.

In one of my rambles 1 camo across an old seccond-hand
book store, evorything was covered with dust half an inch
deep, but I was able to fish out one or two bovks of interest.
Therefmust have been fully six or eight thousand volumes,
nearly every one of which was at least fifty years old, all
kinds—Shakespeares, family DBibles, old school hooks, novels
written in the year'Ono, reports of various surveys, French
and classical books of.all kinds, and songs long out of date.

HINTS TO BEGINNERS ON SALLING,

In general there are three ways of learning how to wil
boats.  Fivst, from the lights of nature, which is a very poor
way ; second, from books which is better; and third, from
another fellow who knows how, which is hest of all. T will
try to mako this articlo ax much like the other fellow and as
littlo bookish as possible,

The goneral prineiplesof sailing ave as simple as “ fullin’ off
alog”  That is to say, it the wind always blew moderately
and steadily it would be as casy and as safo to sail a boat as
it is to drive a steady ohl family horse of good and regular
habits. The fact, however, is that winds and curronts ares
variablo in their moods and as capable of unexpected freaks
as the most fiery of unbroken colts, but when properly
walched and humored they are tractable and fascinating play-
mates and servants.

Make your first practical oxperiment with a small sail and
the wind blowing toward the shore. Iow out a little way
and thon =ail in any direction in which you can, make the
boat go straight back to shove if you ean, with the sail out
nearly at right angles with the boat. “Then try ranningalong
shore with the sheets hauled in a little and the sail on the
shore side.  You will soon learn what your eraft can do, and
will probably find that she will make vory little, if any
headway to windward. Thixis partly because sho slides side-
ways over the water. ‘To prevent this, lee-boards, false keols,
and centre-boards are used ; a lee-hoard answers very woll as
a nuakeshift, and is simply a broad board hung over the sido
of a boat on the lee side, a little forward of the middle of the
boat, it must be fastened securely for tho strain on it is very
heavy. In small boats it is sometimes desivable to sit amid-
ghips, because sitting in the stern xaises the how too high out
of water ; steering may be done with an oar, or paddle, over
the lee side, but with a rudder it is much casier.  When the
handle of the 1r, or tiller, is pushed to the right the boat
will turn to the left, or vice versa.  The science of steering
consists in knowing when to push and how nuch to push.

TRomember that if the wind freshens or a squall strkes you
the position of safety is with the boat’s head to the wind.
When in doubt what to do, push the helm down (toward the
sail) and haul in the slack of the sheet as the boat comes up
to the wind. If she is moving astern, or will not mind her
helm—and of courso she will not if she is not moving—pull
her head around to the wind with an oar, and experimont
cautiously until you find which way you can make her go.

In making a landing always caleulate to have the boat’s
head as near the wind as possible when she ceases to move)
This, whether you lower your sail or not.

If you have no one to tell you what to do, you will have
to feel your way =lowly and learn by expericnce, but if you
have nautical instincls you will soon make your hoat do what
you wish her to do as far as she is able. DBut first learn to
swim before you try to sail a bout,

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Just hofore the tide had reached its highest point the ship
wave Uee heavy rolls and swung off into deep water, the
carpenter standing by the hawsor with a sharp axe to cut it,
if the kedge showed any signs of bringing theship toastand-
still, which it did not do, and having hauled the yards round
wo shaped a course for Gottenburg, whore wo were hound.

As soon as we gob a short distance up the coist of Den-
mark the sea was quite rough and the ship began to leak, and
tho fine sand with which she was ballasted choked the
pumps, but this having been cleared out and the water re-
duced by continuous pumping, together with the sea running
down as we proceeded, enabled us to get our regular w 1tchcs
again.  After throo days we reached the Skaw, which is the
most northerly Cape in Denmark, and taking a tug-boat we
were lowed to Gottenburg where wo found that there were
1o dry docks amd the vessel would have to be ““ hove down”
to ropair the injuries she had received while on the rocks.

1t may not be out of place here to give the outlines of
hoaving a ship down, which are briefly theso: the yards and
masts are sent down, with the cxception of the lower masts,
and heavy tackles ave put from their tops and also to capstans
on the wharf; about 100 men then put long spars through
these capstans and wind round till the ship is brought on her
sido and the keol just out of the water; floating stages are
then put round her and she can ho repaired as well as if she
were on a dry dock. Cottenburg is a city of 35,000 inhabi-
tants, situated on the river Gotha-elf in the south-west of
Sweden. It is built partly on a low marshy plain and partly
on an clevated platean, the whole surrounded by high and
naked rocks with cultivated valleys hetween, the clifls at the
back of the upper town ranging from 100 to 300 fect high.
There aro some fine public buildings in the uppor town, and
ono magniticent church built since 1812 with stone brought
from Scotland. The city has heen devastated soveral times by
fires, but such is the enterprising character of the people it
has been rebuilt, each time more expensively than hefore, One
thing strikes a stranger forcibly on landing in Gottenburg,
and that is the remarkably clean and neat appearance of the
streets, no dust or divt being observed lying in the corners or
guttors ; this is owing to a municipal act compelling cvery
property holder to sweep the street in front of his land overy
morning, and the city scavengers clean it all away daily.

While we were here the celebrated Saxby gale swept over
the city, and the ship had to be let up owing to the violence of
tho gale and the rising of the water, which flooded the lower
town to the depth of ten feet, compelling the people to leave
and causing a completo cessation of business, As the wind
and sea inereased it was found nccessary to get out extra
cables from the ship to the shore and some heavy buoys near
her, With all these precautions she floated on top of a
wharf and was only stopped by her keel from landing on it
bodily, and had the water risen two feet more the good old
vessel would in all probability have found a resting place for-
ever in Gottenburg harbour, as the water fell as quickly as it
liad risen, and there were no steamers to be had, and the
vessel must have grounded on the wharf and breken her
back. During the storm, the boats and the spars, which we
hiad sent down and put on shore to lighten the ship, floated
up the streets of the city, and had to be looked for next day

and h'\ulul bu,I\ to the hlup on w hoch l‘oxlun.\tol\ evory-
thing was at Jast found and restored to its placo and work
went on as hefore, but it was not so with the poor people
living in the lower town whosoe houses wero fluoded, although
the government, aided by private subscriptions, did all in
their power to relieve their distress,  On the &th Decombeor
we had finished repairing, and having taken in cargo wo sailed
for Doston on the succeeding day.
