The Colleriate Courses of this School are a Winter Ses«ion, extending from the 1st of October to the end of March,and
a Summer Session from theend of the first weck in April to end of the first week in July.

The fifty-cighth session will commence on the 1st of October, and will be continued until the end of the following
March : this will be fallowed by a Sutnmer Session, connmencing abcat the middle of April and ending the first week in July.

Founded in 1824, and organized ag a Faculty of McGill University in 1820, this School has enjoyed, in an unusua
degree, the confidence of the profession throughout Canada and the neighbouring States.

One of the distinctive features in the teichimg of this School, and the one to which its prosperity is largely due, is
the prowinence given to Clinical Instruction. Based on the Edinburgh model, it is chiefly Bed-side, and the Student
personally investigates the cases under the supervision of speeial Professors of Clinical Medicine and Survery.

The Primary subjects are now all taught practically as well as theoretically. For the department of Anatomy, besides
a conunodions and weil-lighted dissecting-room, there is a special anatomical museum and a bone room. The other
branches are also provided with large laboratories for practical courses. There is a Physiological Laboratery, well-stocked
with modern apparatus ; a Histological Laboratory, supplied with thirty-five microscupes ; a Pharmacological Laboratory :
a large Chemica: Laboratory, eapable of accommodating 76 students at work at a time. : .

tiesides these, there is a Pathological Laboratory, well adapted for its special work, and associated with it are two
““colturc” rooms, in which the various forms of Bacteria are cultivated and experiments on Bacteriology carried on.

Recently extensive additions were made to the building and the old one entirely remodelled, so that besides the
Laboratories, there are two large lecture-rooms capable of seating 300 students each, also a demonstrating-room for a
smalier numbor, There is-also a Library of over 10,000 volumes, and a mnseum, as well as reading-rooms for the students.

In the recent improvements that were made, the comfort of the students was also kept in view. .

MATRICUS ATION.—Students from Ontario and Quebee are advised to pass the XSatriculation Examination of the
Medical Councils of their respective Provinces before entering upon their studies. Students froni.the United States and
Maritime Provinces, unless.they can produce a certificate of having passed a recognized Matriculation Examination,
must present th Ives for the Z:amination of the University, on the first Friday of Getober, or the last Fr day of March.

* MOSPITALS, —The Montreal General Hospital has an average number of 150 patients in the ward, the majority
of whom are affected with discases of an acute character. The shipping and large manufactories contribute a great
many examples of accidents and surgical cases. In the Out-Door Department therc is a daily attendance of between 77
and 100 patients, which afiords excellent instruction in winor surgery, routine medical practice, venerenl discases, and
the diseases of ebildren. Clinical clerkships and dresserships can be obtained on application to the members of the
Hosp tal staff.

EQUIREWENTS FOR DESREE.—Every éandidate must be 21 years of age, brve studied medicine during

four six months' Winter Sessions, and one three monthy' Summer Session, one Session being at this School, and must
pass the necessary examinations. "

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FALSE ANEURISM OF THORACIC AORTAY,
WITH PS0AS HEMATOCELE, DEATH,
AUTOPSY.

F H., aged 37 years, nsheiman, was firss

admitted to the Prince Edward Islancl Hos-
pital in August, 1838, having been compelled
to leave his empluvmu)t on actonnt of general
ill-health, and especially” of. pain in the
epigastrium, with other symptoms of indi-
gestion.  He left the hospital after 3 days,
and retwrned to his home in Nova Scotia.
His wife states that, while aj-home, he com-
plained of pain in the stosmch, with water
brash and occasional vomiting,
three weeks he returned to iie fishing station
on this Tsland, and pursued his employment
for the remainder of the sedson.

October, at Tracadie, P. E. I., reaching home
again ‘about tne middle of October havmrr
endured a week’s exposure to wet and cold
night and day in an open boat.  For three
or four weeks after this he suffered pain in
the back and sides. Fecling better, he
undertook work as a carpenter until Christ-
mas.  His strength now failed him, and for
the next three mouths he was unable to
work, suffering much from constipation, pain
in the back and side.  In March, 1891, he
left home for Halifax, to provide materials
for fishing ; returned, fixed his rets, p]anted
his potatoes, &c., ]cavmu home agzin for
Tracadie about middle of \I‘ly Was again
admitted to the P. E. I. Hospital on July
20th, 1891, under the care of Dr. S, K.

The substance of the records made by Drs,

Jenkins aud H. D. Johnson reﬂudmrr the
‘case while under their care, is as tollows —_—

On’ admission _patient complained of pair in

left Iumbar  vegion, geuerally dull but at
times acute, with tendemeqs on pressure.
The pain is desu'lbed as occasionally follow-
ing the course of the ureter down to the -
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testicle. There were symptoms of d yspepéia,
with obstinate constipation, which he said
were old troubles. He gave a history .of
having contracted gonorrheea, but had quite
recovered previous to his marriage; 8 years
ago, being now the father of three healthy
children. During the first two or three
weeks after his admission, the-indications
for treatment were chiefly to correct the

disorders of the digestive organs. Microscopic’

examination of the urine had once detected
"some pus corpucles. Thus far the history and
symptoms led to a strong suspicion of prelitis.

As the days went on, his complaints of pain

were more loud and frequent, and were
spoken of as being felt through and through
in the lumbar and iliac regions.  Seizures
approaching collapse, with violent painsabout
the heart, and dyspneea were not infrequent.
The left iliac fossa became at length the focus
of acute pain, with great tenderness on pres-
sure. 'On assuming the standing posture
there was a bulging of the abdominal walls
resembling a hernia, yielding dullness on
percussion and indistinct fluctuation. No
satisfactory examination could he made in the
recumnbent posture, on account of the over-
lying bowel, and the excessive tenderness of
the past. .~ He could only lie on the left side
with the thwh drawn up. - Towards the close
of . Auguss the urine deposited a copious
sediment in which pus was once again found ;
ordinarily it had been normal, as were .x]so
pulse and temperature.

On my taking charge, Sept. Ist, it was
evident to all that the man was rapidly losing
ground, and his appeals for reliel by opu'atmn
‘were urgent.  Feeling conscious, as we did,
that the history and symptoms guided to no
certain diagnosi.. but nevertheless pointed

“in the directicen of a peri-nephritic abscess or’

a pyo-nephrosis, a nephrotomy was therefore
fixed wupon, if after examination under
chloroform, the operation shiould appear war-
rantable. Having engaged the assistance of
the gentlemen previously named, we met on
‘the morning of September 3rd, for the pur-
pose of this operation. ITxamination under
the anzesthetic discovered in the.left iliac
fossa, a large elongated fluctuating tumor,
underlying the bowel, and without pulsation.
This " discovery led at once to the ahandon-
ment of the operation first proposed, in favor
~of alaparotomy.  As however, the patient’s
tolerance of the sether was anything but sat-
istactory, and preparation for all contingencies
had not been made, it was decided to post-
pone the ‘operat‘ion till the morrow. He

came out of the anssthesia in great distress,
the heart’s action being very tumultuous,

with agonizing pain in left chest, and
inexorable orthopnea.  Under repeated

hypodermies of morphia, he was kept com-
patatively quiet during the remainder of the
day and the night followm"

Sept. 4th atS A. ¥, I was hastily sum-
moned to the hospxtal to find that he had
been suddenly seized with violeut pain in
the left chest, with dyspneea and complete
¢ollapse.  Vigorous and persistent restorative
treatment was of no avail.  He died in the
early evening.

Autopsy. Sept. 5th, about 20 hours after
death,  Dresent, the physicians already
named, also Messrs. Handrahan and Dorsey,
medical studenis:  Abdominal cavity freely
exposed by lIongitudinal and transverse inei-
sions. All its viscera carefully examined.
Both ureters traced to bladder. No observable
departure from normal, excepting an ecchy-
mosed and livid appearance of the part of
the bowel, and of the external capsule of the
left ]\ldney, ovetlying and contiguous to the
livid membrane covering the psoas and
iliacus museles, these membranes forming
now the walls of a sac, distended and dis-
orwanized alnost to bursting. .~ On piercing
this sac, there poured out a large volume of
grumous fluid of the consistency of gruel.
Introducing the hand in'search for the boun~
aries of the sac and source of the fluid,
passed through a mass of firm blood- clots on
its way towards the spinal column, where the
ﬁugu‘s bronght "up against denuded and
roughened vertebral hodies. The thorax was
now fully exposed and explored., Right side

normal.  Heart and large arteries quite
empty. Left lung collapsed, the cavity con-

taining about 2 quartq of fluid and clotted
vlood, which wasscooped out. Onldissecting
off the aorta, an aneurismal sac was reache(l
in the descending portion of the vessel,
Having severed tlie sac from its attachments,
it was found to have spanned the length of
4 dorsal vertibre. from 8th to 11th inclusive,
the bodies of these vertebree having been
excavated to half their depth by the erosive
action of the blood current, they, with the
intervertebral dises having formed the pos-
terior wall of the uneumm the dises being
but sllfrhtly worn away.

A portion of the aorta, about 5 inches in
length,. with the soft tissues of the aneurisin
attached, was removed from the body. This
specimen, well preserved, now lies before me.
It shows the lower end to have been cut off,

NOTE coﬁcrzmme A MONSTROSITY,—
AN “ACEPHALOUS FETUS.

By DR. JAMES VENABLES, Halifax, N. S.

I was summoned to attend Mrs. , in
labour, in the summer of 1890, On my
arrival she told me that there had been
quite a quantity of water escaping, and the
symptoms of labour had manifested them-
selves early in the morning. I at oncemade
an examination per vaginam, and found

“that the membranes had been ruptured, and

that the presentation was one of the inferior-
extremities. The pains increased. - The left
toot soon came down, and, at the same time,
a portion of the umbilical cord, which was’
without pulsation. A few more pains brought
down the right toot and the body of the child
and, to my astonishment, another pain ex-
pelled the entire feetus. The. uterus soon
contracted firmly, and, without any traction,
the placenta came away in about ten minutes,
the eutire labor terminating in about five,
hours after my arrival. The placenta was-
normal, and there was no post-partem haemorr-
hage of a serious nature. ~The ‘patient-—a
woman of 1 years of age—made a rapid
recovery.  She had prevxously had one
premature. hirth and six abortions. She had
also had six living children. Her health has
always been crood : ‘ C
The foetus was a female—its nody and
lower limbs well-formed and plump.. I did
not weigh it, but am inclined to think it
whuld wemh fully, nine pounds, ‘and be.
about twent)nfour inches in - length. There
was nothing unusual about the appearance
of the foetus until you reached the upper part.
Here the face had a depressed appearance,
and the ears were not fully developed. The

calvarium was entirely absent, and with the

termination’ of the l=p1nnl column, the devel-
opment ceased. The skin covered a reddish
pulpy mass, having a slight resemblance to
brains. The frontal bone was mdlmentarv,
and thrown well back.

HUMAN STIRPICULTURE.

The discussion raised by the proposal to
bring back the famous racehorse Ormonde to
this conntry for stud parposes is, to nse a
favourite expression of Thomas Carlyle’s,
»significant of much.” It is a striking
proof of the relative value which is placed
on animal and on human stock that whilst a
horse is judged unworthy to beget issue
beeause he is a “roarer,” many owners of
such an animal would not ohject to let their
own offspring marry into families in whigh
tubercle or nerve disease is banded down
from one gencration to another asan inalien-

“able heirloom. Indeed, a diseased inherit
ance is sometimes— as in the case of gout—
actually boasted of as a mark of blue bluod.
As for the moral intellectual and family his-
tory of “eligible” young men, ti.c parents
of marriageable girls ure for the most part
utterly careless, or think any little deficien-
cies in these points more than covered by
wealth or title. The results of this indiffer-
ence are already writ large in the individual
and in the race. Under existing social con-
ditions it is vain to hope for any great or
general improvement in these respects, though
a family doctor gifted with the necessary
tact can often use his influence advantage-
ously in this direction. If only a fraction
of the care that is exercised in the breeding
of horses were usedd in the propagation of
the species, there would be a hope that ‘the
perfectibility of the race might be something
better than a Utopian dream.  Of course the

. Socialists will tell us that when their king-
dom ix accomplished everything will be for
the best in the best of all possible worlds ;
and no doubt under a dispensation in which
individual rights and interests are subordin-
ated to the good of the community, it mighs
be pussible to cultivate men and women as
gardeners do orchids and tulips.  Some ten-
tative efforts in this direetion have already
been made, thongh hardly, perhaps, under
the most favourable conditions. At the
meeting of the American Association for the

Advancement of Science, held at Wushing-
tun last August, Mrs. A. N. McGee gave an
account of an extensive. and systematic
experiment in “ human stirpiculture ” which
was carried out in Central New York
between 1868 and 1879. In the Oneida
Community, founded by .J H. Noves, com-
wunity not only of goods but of persons was
practised. At first the birth-rate was care-
fully limited, but, in 1368, the membership.

position of the Community being extremely
prosperous, the experiment in stirpicultnre
was begun. Its ohject was primarily the
increase of sanetity in succeeding generations,
the physical and intellectual perfection of
the progeny being regarded as secondary
considlerations. The method used was in-
and-in breeding, with a judicious infusion of’
fresh blood fram the outer world from time.
to time, and careful selection of individuals.
Between 1869 and 1880 many children were
horn as the result of the experiment, which
promised to be very successful till it wag
suddenly intercupted by the breaking up of
the Community in 1879. The chief reason
assigned for the failure of the scheme is that.
tho monogamous spivit preved at last too.
strong for the scientifically regulated promis-
cuity necessary for stirpicultural purposes ;,
in other words, human nature—that factor
so often neglected by would be refurmers of
society—became restive and kicked over the
traces, The resultsof the experiment appear
to be that five of the children born to the
Oneida Community died at birth, one was.
acknowledged to be a failure physically, one
has since died, and the others—whose ages
now range frem 11 to 22 ycars—are pro-
nounced to be “on the whole somewhat
above the outside average in physique and
intellect.” Xven in point of sanctity, the
particular “strain ” aimed at in the stirpi-
cultural experiment, the outcome can scarce-
ly be called encouraging, since only oue of
the children is a follower of the prophet of
the cult, Mr. Noyes: and of the rest, it 1s
sad 1o hear, but few are regular church mem-
bers.  On the whole, human stirpiculture as.
practised by the Oneida Community must be
pronounced a failare.—Brit. Med. Journ.

THE FAVORABLE TIME FOR IMPREG-
NATION, AND THE VITALITY GF
THE. SPERMATOZOA.

Prof. Bosse (Archiv. Obstet. Gyn,) has
made some interesting studies on these
points, about which considerable difference
of opinion have prevailed among authorities.

First, as to the most favorable time for
impregnation. His first series of observations
were with women wh» became pregnant for
the ﬁlﬂr time immediately after marriage,
and wives of sailors where the date of inter-
comse could be definitely established fol-
lowed by periods of long absence.

There were twenty-saven such cases, in all
of which, except one, the date of confinement
made it probable that impregnation occurred
during the four days immediately following
menstruation,  In the - exceptional case,
intercourse  took place seven days hefore
mu]strudtlon, and not again for a month.
There are two altcrmtlvea, either that the

confinement was tardy, as it did not oceur
until the 285th day, or that as the author
has shown is possible, the spermatozoa
retained their vitality in the vagina until
aiter the menstruation, and impregnation
occurred then.

His second series of observations is of
cases of artificial impregnation. e reports
eleven cases, of which nine were successful.
In one the successtul injection was made the
day before the menstruation occurred. In the
renwaining eight, after several unsuccessful
attempts at other periods, the successful
injection was made in five cases in the
twenty-four hours following the cessation of
the catamenia ; in two, on the second day
and in one, on the third day,

His vhind series of experiments was made
to determine the length of time during which
the spermatozoa retained their vitality in the
vagina. His methods which should be studied
in the original were apparently conducted
with thie most scrupulous care, and the results
he arrived at were as follows

1. Of eight cases where the semen was
deposited iu the vagina before the menstrua-
tion and e\ammul for ‘literwxrds, in four
no spermatozoa were found ; in three they
were tound alive; in une dead.

2. Of twelve cases where the semen wa$
deposited after the menstrual period, in four
no spermatozoa were found ; in eight they
were found living at from three to seventeen
days subavquvnth These investigations
Jllatlfy the author in concluding that the
favorable time for impregnation is immedi-
ately after the catanenia, that the sperma-
tozoa may retain their vitality for at least
seventeen days in the vagina, and even
throngh a menstrual period, and that cases of
prolonged gestation may be explained by
the fact that fecundation may hkave taken
place a number of days after the last
cohabitation,

While there is a great lability to error in
investigating so delicate a subject as this,
yet these observations seem to have been
very carefully made, and are & valuable coi-
tribution to the subject.—Med. «nd Surg.
Reporter,

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1.5 ¢c. em. were injected into the cyst. In
cases of extensive tumurs of the sheaths of
‘the tendons,
the hand, several injections were made at the
most prominent places. The procedure is
almost painless. The cysts after injection
become at tirst hard and then softer; they
disappear almost completely in fouror five
weeks.  Sometimes the injection must be
vepeated.  The operation is somctimes fol-
fowed by cedema and slight hyperemia of
the surrounding skin, which are best treated
by wet compresses.  The author has treated
in this manner three cases of simple ganglia
at the back of the hand, one hygroma’over
the patella, and one hydrocele in a man
fifty-six years old.—Wiener Medizin Presse,
No. 32, 1891.

A FATaL case of aconite poisoning is
reported in the Dritish Medical Journal. A
woman, aged fifty-eight, took by mistake 9
minims of aconite liniment; equal to 5
grains of the root, or 4 grain of aconitine.
She died in four hours.  Other patients who
took the same dose recovered.

LOCAL TREATMENT OF THE THROAT IN
DIPHTHERIA.

The cruel and useless practice of swab-
bing out the throat with caustic applications
in diptheria of the fauces has, I think, died
out, but this method of applying astringeuts,
such as perchloride of iron, or antiseptics and
sulvents, still survive. The diphtheria wards
in the Hospital for Sick Children afford ex-
ceptional “opportunities for observing the
eifects of various methods of local treatment;
and, from long observation, I have no hesi-
tation in condemning as injurious the
system of brushing out. And this for
several reason=. In the first place. on ac-
count of the distress it causes to the patient.
In the case of a young child it involves a
severe struggle ; sometimes the help of two
or three persons is required to overcome the
fierce resistance, and to op2n the mouth and
reach the fauces. It causes terror, excite-
ment, heart strain and physical exhaustion—
(,ondltmm most inimical in a disease tending
to death by asthenia—and the dlstle‘:qnw
process has to be repeated frequently if it is
to be effectual.  Moreover, apart from this

‘matter of the wear and tear involved, the

rough treatment of the fauces probably does
harm by causing abrasions of the surfuce,
and- thus favoring absorption of the "local
poison.  We know how readily fresh raw
surtaces of alt kinds take np poisons which
come in contact with them. Witness, for
example, the communication of scarlet fever
in sursical operations, the absorption of
worphine from a. blistered surface. If the
diphtherial poison is rendered more available
{for cireulation by the application of solvents,
the infective absorption is linble to be still
greater.  The "most rapidly fatal case of
diphtheria from profound general systematic
puisoning I ever have seen ‘was one in
whu,l. the throat was cleared of membrane
by brushing out with papain.

1T am sure that not only are'the patients
saved great distress, and doctors and nurses
much troubk and anxiety, by the abandon-
ment of the brushing-ont process, but the

| results generally have been more satisfactory.

Insufflation “with iodoform or sulphur, or
spraying with boric acid or corrosive  sub-
limate solutions, are tar more easy of appli-
cation and more effectual in antiseptic action.

There are other errurs iu treatment of
which I should like to- say something, such
as oppressive poulticing of the chest in
pneumonia, obstructive to respiratory move-
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ment, and tending to increase the body heat ;
the administration of emetics in diphtheritic
croup, which is uttérly ineffectual except to
depress and exhaust the patient; their fre-
quent repetition in bronchitis and whooping
cough when there is no extreme mucous
obstxuctlon of the air passage to justify it;

the too free purging of rickety children sui-

fering from laryngismus and convulsions,

underthe belief that irritant -matter in the
alimentary canal is the sole cause of evil
But time forbids me to do more than allude
to’ these things. I will werely add this
word of advice. In treatment. consider as
carefully what not to do as what to do. To
avoid doing harm is as important as to affect
positive goud.—Dr. W. B. Cheadle in the
Practitioner.

FOREIGN BODIES IN THE LARYNX, ETC.

Dr. Schoyler, of Berlin, extracted (Journ.
of Lar. and Rhin., Angust, 1891) from the
trachea of a girl of nineteen a needle at-
tached to a feather. It had bheen aspirated,
and could not be removed by traction on
the ieather. Laryngoscopic examination
showed that it .was fixed with one end in
the bifurcation of the trachea and with the
other on a tracheal ring. The peedle was
liberated by the aid of a probe introduced
between it and the trachea. .

A case ol sudden death from escape of
milk into the air-passages is reportéd by Dr.
Emile Muller (Gaz Med de Strasburg, April
5, 1890. A dnld five months of age, had
no other mdxsposxtxon than slightly, dnfﬁcult
respiration when lying on its back. One

down, it made a grimace as though sick
- at th(. stomaeh, bu,ame 3lne, and fhed in a
few moments.

Dr. William Macewen reports (Glayow
‘dt’f,{.' Jouin., December, 18%9) a case in
which a nutshell lodged in the trachea for
thirteen days was removed by tracheotomy
during impending suffocation. It was found
buried in the posterior wall of the trachea
just under the cricoid cartilage, lying:
obliguely, and covered to a great extent
with graunlation tissue, one thin layer of
which was spread over the surface of the
nutshell.  When removed with forceps iis
concave surface was found to contain a mass
of granulation tissue surrounding a portion
of the kernel.

An interesting case from the practice of
Prof. Soxmenbur-r is reported by Hermes
(Deut. Med. .5!(7., June 23, 1890). A girl,
aged seventeen yeurs, had swallowed a
needle the September previous, and had
since suffered with intense gastric pains,
compelling her to keep the body bent for-
ward. The parts were cut down upon and.
a projecting point was found in the posterior
edge of the transverse fascic. The perito-
neum was incised at this point and the
needle was found 'in a mass of connective
tissue in which it had become engaged after
having perforated the. stomach. — Amer.

‘Mandatory ht(.mture has grown rather
plentiful of Jate. Ivery now “and ‘then we
have been greeted by a new array of” Dont’s,
relating t6 his ot that aspect of the medlml
cwllmq, until there seems but little left to
warn againsy  We have Obstetrical Dont’s,
Chest Dou: i¥'s, Surgical Dout’s, others that
may have escaped my eye, and lately a long
list of Syphilitic Dont’s, of which a few are
given, in order that the reader may sce how
admirable and timely they are:

“Don’t salivate your patient.”

“Don’t begin general treatment as soon as a
chancre appears ; it may not be a chancre.
{(sic.)

“ Don’t let your patient get dmrrceq, if it
comes on, stop it.”

From the character of these and many of
the other don’ts, I conclude that those which
have occurred t6 me were: omitted by the
different authors either through an ' over-
sight, or Lecause they did not wish to exceed
a i»redetemmxed number, such .as fifty or a
hundred. I therefore hasten to ' rectify
these omissions, in the hope that the several

cantions, warnings and suggestions, which I,
appendd may be as servicable to the bua;,
practitioner as those which have gone hefore.
Since the article is intended mainiy for the
benefit of the G. P., and not the speeialist,
I have thought it unnecessury to classify
my Dont’s, but have jotted them dowu . just
as they oceurred to my mind :

Tue TararMENT OF HERNTA BY ABDOMINAL
Secriox.— Mr. Lawson Tait, (Brit Med. Jowr.,
Sept. 26, 1891,) advocates strongly the
adoption of abdominal section for the redue-
tion and radical cure of strangulated and
incarcerated herni. The arguments which
he presents in favour of this operalion are
that a perfect and accurate diagnosis will be
made as soon as the finger in the abdomen
reaches the internal apertme of the canal’
through which the protrusion is supposed
to be made, and if the case proves to be one
where hernia.is not presenf, no harm will be
done if the operation is properly carried out.
If hernia is present, replacement of the vis-
cera cau he more safely effected by traction
from within than by pressure from without,
and if traction is gentle and cautious it is
certain to be eﬂevtml In a chronic case
where strong adhesions exist, the sac may
have to he opeued in order to undo these
adhesions.  Ordinary adhesions are, he says,.
The pieces
ol omentum which have been removed by
traction from their sites of adhesion bleed,
but the sites themselves do. not, because
their vascular supply is from the omentum ;.
so it will only be necessary to examine the
ends of the piece of cmentum which has been
torn out of the sac and to arrest bleeding to
be sure that evervnhmrr is sansfactouly
accomplished. If a swondary opening of
the sac is tound necessary, he considers the
self-evident ohjection of having two openings
instead.of one of very little wmrrht} becanse
the second small ‘incision, if proper]y made
and ‘secured, cannot be the seat of subaequent
protrusion.

If this- secondary openuw proves to be
necessary for removing adhesions, the reduc-
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tion will be accomplished without enlarge-
ment of the tendinous aperture and the
consequent diminution of support ; removal
of the hernial sac will not be necessary, and
any objectionable contents of the sac may he
cleared and the condition of the
accurately ascertained. Should it be neces-
sary to make an artificial anus, the proper
place will be the central incision,

By means of the abdominal section non-
discovery of double strangulations and
strangulation by the returned neck of the
sac will be reudered impossitle, and mislaken
and incomplete operations will be obviated.

For the radical cure he advocates the
following method : “Two common glover’s
needles armed with one piece of salmon
silliworm gut are fastened in some convenient
needle-holder at a very slight angle to one
ancther, so that their points completely
coincide, and can be made to enter throngh
one hole in the skin. The left forefinger
covers or occupies the inner aperture of the
sac ; the needles are made to enter from
without, and are then separated. The outer
needle is then made to dip deeply iuto the
external- column of the ring, and the inner
needle similarly into the innercolumun, The
needles are then pulled out through the
central ineision, and ss many sutures as may
be thought desirable are inserted in this way.
When the insertion of the stitches is com-
pleted, they can be tied from within and cut
short. The abdominal wound is then closed
properly and the operation is over.”

Mbr. Tait states that he does not put this
operation forward for the purpose of com-
pletely replacing the direct method, but
maintains that it is applicable in a very large
number of eases, and that in its umfom.
adaptability for the combination of the relief
of strangulation and the radical cure of
hernia will be found the chief argument for
its adoption as far as it can be extended.

He has in this munner cured a large
namber of inguinal and crural hernias in
women, but has never operated on a man,
and suggests that in dealing with inguinal
hernia in the male some device would require

to be intreduced to piotect the spermatic.

OHE STORY OF THE THERMOMETER
AS RELATED TO ACCURATE
MEDBICAL OBSERVATION.

Dr. Weir Mitchell, in his address before
the Congress of American Physicians and
Surgeons, presents the story of the thermo-
meter as he gleaned it from memoirs, journals,
lay biographies, rare old folins, and forgolien

essays. Between 1593 and 1597 Galilen
invented the crude open thermometer. It

was a tube of glass, open below and ending
above in a buib. This bulb being warmed,
the open end of the tube wis set in water,
so that as the bulb cooled the water rose in
the tube. Then any heat applied to the
bulb caused the water to descend It was an
imperfect instrument, and does not seem o
have been highly prized by Galileo himself.
In 1613 a Venetian noble, Di Sagredo,
divided the scale into one hundred divisions,
and two years later hermetically sealed the
tube, thus giving us the modern instrument.
Yet physicians made use of the crude
instrument of Galileo rather than the improv-
ed instrument of Sagredo. In 1646 Duke
Ferdinand IL of Tascany still farther improv-
ed it, and constructed divers forms for
medical nse. In 1710 another astronomer,
Newton, marked the blood temperature at
twelve degrees of this scale, and used linseed
oil as the fluid. A little Iater Daniel
Fahrenheit altered the scale, and at last
seb ninety-six degrees as the blood heat, and
used the armpit temperature. Nearly a
century of silence fulls npon medical ther-
mometry — a  silence broken by a few
aphorisms of Boerhaave and douhting senten-
ces by VanSwieton. In 1340 George Hartine
maintains that the heat in man varies from
the heat in # fire in degree only, notin kind.
He fixed the heat of the skin at 97.98, over
or under. He made many correct observa-
tions as to the use of the thermometer, but
they failed to be received owing to the
prevailing erronenus views respecting heat
Physiologists and chemists continued at work,
and in 1798 James Curry gave his researches
to the public. But even this failed to exert
much influence upon the profession.” So that
it was not until 1840, when the systematic
work of Andral was followed by the classic
of Wunderlich, that the true laws of temper-
ature in disease became munlmr to the
profession.

Thus it is ev1dent that the thermometer
became of value only when the profession
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entertained correct ideas respecting heat and
the nature of disease. Tong before these
were known, the thermoweter was perfect
and ready for the making of correct observa-
tions. The story is interesting as illustrating
the co-operation of astronomers and muny
other scientific men, including physicians, in
the working out of the problem.

Icatayor 1N ErysivEnas.—Dr. Klein,
{Berlin, Kln Wochensch, Sept. 20th, 1891,)
records the results that have followed his
treatment of erysipelas with ichthyol, a
remedy to which he ascribes an almost spacific
action. Excluding very slight attacks and
also cases where uysn’;elas was complicated
by other organic disease, he finds that the
average duration of an attack where ichthyol
is nsed only amounts to six days ; indeed the
average is only three duys after the actual
application of ichthyol has been begun. A
warked action in lowering the temperature
was also several times observed, so much so
‘that the treatment is apt to be discontinued
in the belief that the case is cured. Tt is,
however, desirable to persevere through the
period of convalescence. The hest mode of
using ichthyol is to cumpound our ointment
of \um-luu. and ichthyal in equal qm\nmtles
{the ammoniam snlpho ichthyolinm is the
best salt,) a somewhat weaker ointment,
(ichthyol, lanolin and water, equal parts,)
being used when a large cutancous area is.
undm‘ treatment. lhe ointment should he
rubbed into, and applied to, the skin until
the latter assumes a uniforn dark brown
colour, the application being renewed two or
three times a day. Tchthyol without doubt,
in Klein’s opinion, has a powerful action in
retarding the growth of the streptococcus
elyM]wI(ltO‘?lI% and shortens the average
length of an attack of erysipelas by one-half,

THE GRATUITOUS ATPENDANCE OF THE
Poor, says the North American Practitioner,
is one of the pre-requisites of the medical
profession.  Nu paraliel to this can be found
in law or theoloay When a medical man
does a rervice to a poor patlent he receives
a double compensation in the gratitude of
the patient and in the benevolent inpulse
which inspires his own mind. This is not
the case when large numbers of sufferers are
collected in hospitals and dispeunsaries. The
personal element is gone. The oceasion and
need for benevolence is unattended by the
possibility of the same return. The patient
and physician are strangers and their rela-
tions are mamentary. T‘n(, service, on the
one hand, is secured without émtltude, and
on the other hand is rendered without ben-
evolence. The custom of rendering medical
services in private and public hospitals with-
out compensation, depends on the semi-
ecclesiastical origin of the modern physician.
Its equity d?pon(l‘ on two conditions, which
are frequently not formulative, and are not
generally understood.  The attending physi-
ciau, in a free or private hospital, is a
delegate from the medical profession, and he
should hold his position as a wrust.  The
medical service in-these hospitals is rendered
with the taeit understanding that the clinical
material shall be used in the freest possible
manner for the advancement of medical edu-
cation. \Whenever any deviation from this
idéal condition prevails, and the hospitals
deny the freest unse of their wards for the
purposes of teaching, or whenever the aitend-
ing stafl is not a representative staff and fails
to utilize, through incapacity or other dis-

“ability, the material of the hospital for the

advaneement of medical science, the patients
are the first to suffer. Iu the former
instances they are treated in a hasty, per-
furictory manrer, in the latter the attending
staff soon becomes a nest of wily, selfish,
quackish men..—S{.

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Wire or E¢¢ For Sore Nippres.—Dr.
Frank Van Allan writes to the New York
Medical Journal that there is a remedy
which in his hands has been most successful
in that distressing complaint, the sore nipples
of nursing women. It is the painting of the
nipples several times a day with the white of
ege.  This soothing albuminous covering
forms a delicate film over the abraded nipple
and the surface is soon—within a few hours,
except in severe cases—entirely healed. He
believes that there is no necessity for excorin-
tions or eracks to occur on the nipples of
nursing women, i the first tender feeling is
met premptly by this application. It is n
remedy which can be had at a moment's
notice in any household, and easily applied
with a caniel’s-hair brush or a feather. The
albumin may best be applied just after
nwrsing, while. the nipple is stiil moist from
the baby’s mouth.  As somewhat of a thick
film is formed, it is well for the nipple to be
moistened with asoft cloth dipped in water
just before the baby is again put to the
breast. The efliciency of the albnmen is
Leightened by allowing it to dry on thor-
oughly before dmwing the clothes again
over the breast.  Im some cases it will -be
found advantageous to comhine some rémedy
with the albumin in order to hasten recovery.
When this is done, cave should be taken to
employ.an agent which will be innocuous to
the infant.

Huper (F.) ox ABscess oF Luxe ; OrERa-
tiox ;  Recovery.—The disease occurred in
a boy aged four. Sick a month before coming

under observation.  With a septiceemic
history.  The physical examination was

negative, with the exception of an area of
flatness, with distinet bronchial breathing in
the right infraclavicular and mammary region.
Exploratory puncture brought pus, and the
diagnosis of localized empyema was made.
At the operation (incision with drainage)
pleural adhesions were found and the pus
was discovered to be in.the substance of the
lung.  The cavity gradually contracted and
a small fistula remained, which closed about
ten months from the onset of the disease.
"The exploring syringe readily detected pus
on the day prior to the operation.  Rather
unwisely the needle was removed and the
incision made. When the pleura was opened,
the needle was again inserted, and it was
only after repeated punctures that the site of

the suppurating process was rediscovered. A’

severe pneumonia of the upper lobe (laterally
and posteriorly) resulted, no doubt caused by
the multiple punctures. Gentle irrigation of
the cavity or of the fistula’ later on was not
followed by avy bad effects ; if foreible injec-
tions were resorted to, a severe paroxysmal
congh wonld follow, to terminate when the
injected fluid had been expectorated, the
fluid having entered a bronchial tube.

Dr. Huber draws the following conclusions
from a general survey of the subject :

1. Before operation, the position of the
abscess must be determined as accurately as
possible, and especially by exploratory punc-
ture. ‘

2. As arule, a pulmonary abscess should
not bo opened during the course of an acute
pueumonia. ‘

.3, 'DBefore the abscess is opened, it is well .
to excite pleuritic adhesions, if these do not
already exist. This should be done by resec-
tion of 2 rib and suture of the two plenral
surfaces, or by means of the actual cantery.

4. The abscess is best reached by resecting
a rib and picrcing the lung with a thermo-~
cautery.

5. Free drainage is essential ; antiseptic
injections are best avoided, dry dressings
heing preferable.—Phil. Med. News, Oct. .
17, 1891.

if the patient has a great deal of nausea
after etherization, what can you do? The
books generally discuss it by saying it will
pass off.  When you have such a case, you
will feel like passing off yourself. Iced
drinks and carbenic acid. water are good.
One of the best remedies is ¢hloroform, gtt.
ivor v, with gtt. ij or iij of vinegar of
opium, given two or three times day.
That will sometimes allay vomiting. An-
other plan, when you have reason ‘to think
there will be great nausea or vomiting, is to
put your patient to sleep. A great many
surgeons ave opposed to morphine or opium
after operation. Before the operation 1 am
apt to give a little brandy or whisky and a
little morphine hypodermically ; in that way
1 do away with the necessity for giving a
large amount of ether. Usually, after opéra-
tion, I order a hypodermic, gr. %, of mor-
phine, - 1t Is not only to ulleviate pain, but
to quiet-the patient and the stomach. It
controls the nausea and puts the patient to
sleep, giving the stumach and nervous sys-
tem time to recover themselves.—Birinton.

A TONIC FORMUILA.
By AUSTIN FLINT, M.D., LL.D,

Professor of Physiology in the Bellevue Hospital Medical College, New York; Visiting
: Physician to Bellevue Hospital

In the New Yorx Mepicar JoursaL for July 31, 1886, Professor Allard
Memumninger, of Charlestown, S. C., published a short articles on Bright's Disease
of the Kidneys successfully treated with Chioride of Sodiwm.” ~The salt is
given in doses of ten grains three times daily, the doses being increased by ten
grains each day until they amount to fifty grains each. It is then diminished
to sixty grains in the day and continued. I employed this treatmient in a few
casss, but did not meet with the full measure of success noted in four cases
reported by Professor Memminger, although in some instances there was consider-
able improvement. The suggestion by Professor Memminger, however, and
his theory of the mode of action of the sodium chloride, pointed to a possible
deficiency, in certain cases of discase, in the saline constituents of the blood.
Under this idea, 1 prepared a formula in which most of the important inorganic
salts of the blood are represented, with an excess of sodimn chloride and a
small quantity of veduced irvon, the various salts, except the sodium chlorlde,
being in about the relative proportion in which they exist in the normal circu-
lating fluid. T first used this preparation in the form of powder, giving ten
grains three times daily, after eating. It was afterwards put in gelatine capsules,
cach containing five grains, but these absorbed moisture so that they would not
keep well in warm or damp weather.  The preparation is now, in the form of
sugar-coated tablets, all under the name of saline and chalybeate tonic I usually
preseribe two tablets three times daily, after eating  In'a few cises, six tablets
daily have produced some “ fulness” of the head, when I have reduced the dose
to une tablet three times daily.

—The recent publication of the Bevdolkeruny
der Erde, of Drs. Wagner and Supan, by
Perthes, of Gotha, gives us the most reliable

_information as to the area and population of
the earth now obtainable.  The estimate for
the total population of the earth in this pre-
sent year is 1,480 millions, or an increase of
forty-six millions aver the estimate for 1882,
when the last edition of these statistics was
published.  The exact enumeration of 836
millions (about fifty-six per cent.’ of the
whole population of the globe) has now been
accomplished by census or registration. The
population of the chief dlvmuns of the globe
is, in vound numbers: in Luarope, ‘337 mil-

lions, giving ninety-four inhahitants to each
square mile of area ;  Asia, 825 millions, or

forty-seven to the square mile ;' Africa, 163

millions, or fourteen to the mile ; America,
121 millions, or eight to the mile ; Australia,

three millions, or one to the mile; and in the
Oceanic Islands, seven millions, or ten to the
mile. In Kurope, Belgium exceeds all coun-
tries in density of population, with 530
persons to a square mije ; next follows Hol-
land, with 365 ; and the United Kingdom,
with 312; but whereas in lingland the
density is 450 in Scotland, it is onlv about
one-fourth, and in [reland about one-third
that of Eugland.

In his seventeenth annual report of the
Cincinnati Sanitarium the eminent superin-
tendent, Dr. O. I‘ths, makes the followuw
timely remarks

Common sense and common law (\\hxch is
but an expression of common sense tested by
experience) hold men responsible for remote,
as well as immediate, consequences of erim-
inal acts:;: No man is permitted to pléad his-
own wrong in mitigation of his offences.
Common law, and common sense, recognizing
intoxication as a vice, hold inebriates respon-
sible for crimes, although committed while
incapable of self-control, and oblivious to the
consequences of their acis.  The school of
neuropathie doctors who recognize all of the
antecedents of inebriety to which it is
sequential as pertaining to disease, holds
inebriates as irresponsible for their crimes, as
they were from' the beginning incapable of
resisting their morbid appetites, or doing
otherwise—unaided—than to become drunk-
ards.. Whatever the logic of such inferences,
sustained by whatever fad;\ it is not probable
that such extreme, views of the irresponsi-
hility of drunkards will ever generally obtain.
Society — that co-operative condition of
mankind, in which the rights, or necessities,
of the many are recognized as superior {o the
rights or necessities of the few, in the
interests of which laws are made and
executed ; the necessities of which cunstitute
the only ratiopal eriteria of the responsibility
of man to man—can not afford to exempt a
class of offenders from responsibility, whether
sane or insane, while they 'are, at the same
time, exempt from lejal restraint, because of
alleged infirmities. Necessity is not often
sentimental.—Med. amd.

TreatmesT - oF TypHOID FEVER. — M.
Hayem (Concowrs Medical), in one of his les-
sons on therapeutxcs describes a new method
of treatment of typhoid fever, which he lus
used with excellent results for several years.
Tt consists in the exhibition of lactic acid as
an intestinal disinfectant, and as a mecauns of
controlling the diarrhces. He rejects all
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internal antipyretics, but reserves the use of
baths. Lactic acid, with or without baths
according to the indications, is the regular
treatment followed by M. Havem.
prescribes the acid in the form of lemonade :
R Acidi lactiei 15.0- 253.0 grms. (3 iv-vj).

Syrupi simplicis 200.0 grms. (5 viss).

Aquae . . . 800-0 grms. (3 xxvij)-M-
Sig. : To be taken in the course of twenty-

four hours.

1f there is gastric intolerance, the lemonade
may be diluted with seltzer water.

[ slight cases, M. Hayem preseribes 15
grammes (3iv) of lactic acid daily.  When
the evening temperature reaches 40° C.
(104° T.). the dose is increased to 20
grammes (3v).  In grave cases, with hyper-
pyrexis, 20 to 25 grammes (3v to vj) of
lactic acid are given with cold baths (20° C,
—68° T.), or baths in water gradually. made
cold,  Brandy is given if adynamia is pre-
sent.  When the fever declines the daily
dose of lactic acid is gradually diminished,
but is given in daily doses of 5 grammes
(gr. Ixxv.) even during the first days of con-

is a piece of silk very wmuch like the com-
mon silk court-plaster, or isinglass plaster,
with this difference, that it is not so stiff.
and 15, or rather is supposed to be, sterilized.

The manner of using it is to carefully lay
over the line of incision a strip sufficiently
long to extend at least a quarter of an inch
bevond the sutures on each side of the
wound. This constitutes the first part of
the antiseptic dressing fer the wound, and
upon this the antiseptic gauze is placed ;
the antiseptic or absorbent cotton follows,
and then the bandage.  Some use a powder
either on or under “ the protective.”

To obtain the best results in antiseptic
surgery, “the protective” should never be used ;
it is so impervious, especially if well applied,
that instead of keeping the edges of the
wound tegether it prevents the escape of the
eflusions and thus Jdams them up, cansing
pressure and separation of the edges of the

wound. If *“the protective™ be left ofl' the
wound altogether, the untiseptic gauze

absorbs the exuded fluids, keeping the wound

nic..y drained and dry. ,
Moreover, if there happen to be ‘a few

germs under ““the protective ” they readily

maltiply in the pent-up secretions, thus
kindly protected from all the influences of
the bichloride ganze, with its many absorb-
ent layers laslen with the germicidal mercury.
My advice therefore is: Do not wse “ the
protective.” ‘ : ‘

Having stevilized the wound as completely
as possible, after the sutures are cut and
tiedd, apply the dry antiseptic powder, the
gauze, the cotton and the bandage. Any
“protective” placed between this. dressing:

or injures the uscfulness of other dressings.
