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STONE IN BLADDER—MEDIO-BILATERAL LITIIOTOMY.

Ldward Wee, cight years of age, a resident of this county
(Davidson), was received in the hospital, for the relief of vesical
colenlus. 3o hiad had symptoms of urinary troublo for three or
four years; in the last twelvo months his sufferings had becomo
80 severe as to domand relief.

His father placed him in charge of Professor Briggs threo
saonths since.  He at once detected the stone, and placed him on
treatment proparatory to the operation of lithotomy. When ho
entered tho hospital, he was suffering intensely from the caleu-
Tus. IMe had, frequent and uncontrollable disposition to pass
uring, severe pain after micturition, great straining, so that his
bowels wero evacuated and prolapsed av overy: offort at urinating.
Tis propuce had become greatly clongated, and was tondor and
chapped from tho continued jrritation, and his fingers wore
wrinkled liko a washwoman's, from handling and pulling at the
ponis.  Ilis general health was very good.

Ifo was ordered to take five grains of Dover's powder at
bed-time, to uso the warn hip-bath two or threo fimes a-day, and
to drink frecly of hop tea. Under this treatmont his scvero

: suffering was much mitigated, and he could retain his urine an

hour or two at o time.
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In about twwo weeks after admission, ho was thought to be
in a proper condition for tho oporation. Ilis bowols having
been thoroughly evacuated the evening previous, tho patient
was placed on the table in the usaal position, chluroform admin-
istered, tho grooved stafl introduced, and made to touch the
stono, an iacision was made in the rephe an inch and a-half abovo
tho anus, to within a fow lines of its margin, a finger havieg
been introdaced iuto the rectum to guand against ury, tho
point of the knife was carried into the groove of the staff, and
the mombranvus portion of the urethrs. opened. The beak of
tho lithotomo cacke was introduced, and its blades opened to the
oxtent of two or three lines, and withdrawn. Tho fiuger was
then passed through the iniision, dilaung the opening, after
which the forcops wers passed, the caleulus grasped, and easily
removed.

The stono proved to bo of tho mulberry varioty, of a light
Drownish color. rough, and about the sizo of a partridge ogg.

There was no hemorrhage, nov other unpleasant symptoms,
for sovoral days. o then had fover, with nausea, and occa-
sional vomiting, which subsided in 2 fow days, to be followed by
a diarrhwa,  This was promptly checked, but the convalescenco
was slow, tho urine did not resume its natwral passago for three
weeks, and he continued feoble and without appetisc for somo
time. Mo is at tho presont time, howover, pertectly well—
Nashuille Med. Journal.

DOUBLE HARE-LIP—INTERMAXILLARY PORTION
FIXED TO END OF NOSE.

This littlo pationt, a gul threo years of age, was brought
from Greenville, East Tennessce.  Ocherwise beautiful, sho was
rondered hideous by the deformity  In the first place, it was
observed that tho intermaxillary bono supporting threo teoth
stood directly forward, continuous with the soptum nasi, that
ugon this projecting portion of boue was the central poztion of
the npper lip, continuous witih the columaa nasi, then it was
scen that the ale nasi, with the halves of the upper lip, wero
widely separated, and the nose flattoned.

Tho operation for the relief of this rovolting disfiguroment
was pertormed as follows: Tho central tongue of the lip was
dissected from the mtermaxiliary bone, leaving it connceted
with the skin of tho noso; then tho intermaxillary projection
was exewsed with tho bone foreeps, on a lovel with the septum
nasi.  Tho hatves of the hp were frecly separated by the knifo
from tho jaw, as far baclc as tho last wolar teeth. Their edgos
were then removed by curvilimear ineisions—( )—the edgos of
the central portion were pared, whilo its lower extremity wag
bevelled off, so that 1t might fit in well between the two lateral
halves when approxmmated.  Threo pins were inserted, one just
above the vormulion border of the lip, the sceond through tho
middle part of the lip, and the third just below the nosc, trans-
fixing the two lateral halves and the eentral topgue.  Tho parts
were accurately adjusted by the twisted suture; no plasters
were used,

On the fifth day, the pins wero removed ; the thieads, mat-
ted and adherent to tho parts beneath, were loft soveral days
longer. When they were washed off; it wwas scen that perfeet
adbesion had taken place.

The improvement achivved was so great, that a porson who
had scen the chld betore tho operation could scareoly recognizo
her as the same.—Ihd.

DIET, IN HMIARRIIGI), OF YOUNG CHILDREN.

Dr. Eustaco Swmith, in a paper upon the Treatiment of Chro-
nic Diarrhaea of Young Children, «ives tho following advice
concerning dict, which we consider all-unportant in its manage.
ment - .

In all eases, if the patient be a sucking child, he should bo
limited strictly to tho breast, orf he have been only lately
weaned, the breast should bo returned to.  1If from any reason 2
return to the breast 1s impossible, our great trust should be
placed in cow's milk, more or less coprously diluted sith lime-
water.  With children uuder a year old, mulk is very scldom
found to disagree.  If the child be no more than six months
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old, nothing should be allowed but milk, or symo preparation of
milk, as milk and lime-water (equal parts), whoy with croam,
or milk and water thickcned with isinglass or with Licbig's
food for infants, in the proportion of one teaspoonful to four
ounces of fluid. By using these different preparations, a certain
variety can be introduced into the diet and the meals should be
#0 regulated that the quantity taken on each occasiin, and the
length of the interval by which the meals are separated, may
be properly proportioned to one another and to the state of the
pstient. The Liebig food should be given not oftencr ¢han
twioce in the day; and if it excite flatulence, or if any sour small
be noticed from the breath or evacuations, the quantity of one
teaspoonful should be diminished, or the food should be even
discontinued altogether.

Beyocnd the sge of six months a little weak beef or veal tea,
or the yolk of one egg, unboile., may be added to the diet. The
egg is best digested when beaten up with a few drops of brandy
and a tablespoonful of cinnamon water, as in ordinary egg-dip.
As with younger infants, the quantity of food to be given at one
time must depend upon the strength of the child and the condi-
4ion of his stools.

If the child be over twelve months old, very small quanti-
ties of farinaceous food may sometimes be venfared upon, and
will often agree.  The best form in which this can be given is
well-beked wheaten flour, of which one teaspoonful is all that
should be allowed at ere tme, prepared carcfelly with milk.

So long &s milk is well borpe, the arrangemert of the diet
2 comparatively an ey task; bud in the nol uncommon class
of cases where milk is difficuls of digestjon, and can only he
iaken in very small quantties, a different dictary must be
adopted. These csses uswslly occur in children of cighteen
monthe or two yeurs old. A good scale of diet for & child of
& your und a-half old, in whom this pecaliarity is noticed, is the
following, convsting of fve small meals in the twerty fonp

Game
under xy cars jn the spring of 1365, suttering from great
depression of spivite and other mental disturbances, whieh I
attributed to an inflamed neck of the uterus, though she evincad
none of the st common loval symptowms of disesse. in that
quarter. T treatelber jn the usual way, for about. threo months,
when -sho considevexl horselt very muoch betsor and treasment
was discontinued.  In fhe winter of 1369, sho retwrned wad
complained of woll marked loual sywmptows of wierine disesae;
upon oxamination, the lps of tho -cevvix were fowid grestly
tlongated, so-mueh so that it vequired a goad desk of spresding
of the trivalvo speanlum to got a.satistoctory view of them. -She
likewise showad waa tamer upon the nape of the neck, shout
the sieo of adargo Bnglish walnut, and ancsher on the inner
Agpect of tha elbow about three times ss large.  She was given
ton grs. of bramido of potesatwn with componnd tincivse, of
gentiau, throe times a-day, for abuut & month, at the expisation
of that tiwe the gontiae was-ohanged fov tinetwro of givger; bus
the bremido was continved in tho-same doses for another month
ov Bix woeks, when she loft me.  Duping the time just indicated
-$hs tumor upan the neck inflamed, niceratest, and disappeaned,
-leaving vothing but the cicatrix; while the one. situaied-on ihe

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arm during tho samo tunc, diminished in sizo abont onc-half,
A month or two 2go sho camo back agam, when X could not,
upon examination, dotect any chango in tho clongated lips,
neither had there been any chango in the tumor of the arm since
sho left off treatmont (about a year sinco); hor general hoalth
had, however, greatly improved, and I havo no doubt had sho
continued the bromnde for a fow weeks or months longer, tho
tumor of the arm would have materially duninished in sizo, and
possibly disappeared altogother, but in regard to the excessive
growth of tho hps of tho neck of tho womb, I apprehend less
oncouraging results would have been effected.—Chicagn Med.

DELIRIUM TREMENS TREATED BY HYDRATE OF
CHLORAL.

[Tho patient in this case was G0 ycars of ngo.  On threo
provious occastons sleep had bevn procured by morphia, but in
tho attack which forms the sulject of the fullowing article, this
had signally failed.]

At 12 o'clock on Tuesday mght, about five hours aftor the
last ineffectual dose of morphia, having obtaned a supply of the
hydrato of chloral from Measrs, Squire, of Oxford streot, I gavo
him gr. xxx in sweotened water, which was furtunately retained
by the stomach.  In less than five minutes he was asleop, aud
slopt hearily for nearly an houy, the mattering and convulsive
movoments ceasing entirely after balf an i ai. On waking, ho
was quito composed and ratonal, drask sumo brandy and water,
took gr. xx moro of tho hydrate, and agam full 1ty a lethargic
sleop, which lasted till 8 on Wednesday morning.  From that
timo hus health and strength i o steadily improved, and he is
now (Septembor 27, 1260, far advanced towards convaleseence.

Fow, I thimk, will bo inclned to dispute that, but for tho
narcotism so0 rapidly supervening on tho administration of the
chioral, my patient was fast sinkiag into & comatose conditions
which must have ended in death.

Tho samo good results might very possibly have attended
tho subeutancous injoction of chloroform or chloral; but I can
conceive that it would often prove a difficult matter to carry it
into offect in delirinm tremons. In tho preceding caso it would
havo beon simply impossiblo.

Dr. Richardson’s conclusion iy, T doubt not, porfectly cor-
rect, that tho hydvato of chloral will not « practically supersedo
opinm and similar narcotising agents mow in medieal use.”
But may it not supply vs with a valuable substituto for opium
when that has failed, or where other conditions aro present
which militate against its omployment ?2—Medical Tumes and
Gazette.

ON THE TREATMEXNT OF LACERATION OF THE

PERINEUM IMMEDIATELY AFTER DELIVERY.

BY JOUN BRUNTON, M.A., M.D., SURGEON TO THE ROYAL MATERNITY
GHARITY, LONDOX.

If the laceration be up to the sphinctor any, but not through
it, all tho treatment that is necessary 13 to Lie the mother’s knees
logether, and pay strict attention to the cleanliness of the injured
parts.  Dr. Branton adopts the plan of expelliug all clots from
the uterus and tight-bandaging the pationt, puting a compress
over tho uterus for the purposo of keepiag up its contraction,
and thereby vedueing the lochial discharge to & minimam, and
haviag the vagina daily washed with a solution of Condy's dis-
infecting fluid. Tt is obviously necessary in so doing to usoa
syringo with a small tube, elso the parts would bo distarbed. It
is also advisablo to avoid purgative medicine for a week or so,
and to give alight but nutritious diet, such a dict as wall produco
ag little feces as possiblo.

Dr. Branton narrates thres cases of laceration through the
perineum, treated, immediately after dolivery, by passing threo
silver sutures with a curved needle deeply through tho torn
sphincter.  No chloroform was given, and it 18 stated that the
mothers did not complain at all of the passage of the needle.  The
after treatment consisted in daily syringes of the vagina with a
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tepid solution of Condy’s fluid, constipation of tho bowols by
means of opium pills, and rest in bed.  In tho first case tho
sutures wero romnoved on tho sevonth day, and on tho tenth an
enema was administered.

Dr. Branton romarks i—

1st. That tho result of his operations is vory satisfactory.

2nd. That tho oporation is very eacy.

3rd. That it is comparatively free from danger, and is nearly
P , requiring no chloroform, b tho parts which have
been torn aro in an angwsthetic stato, being bonumbed by tho
prossuro thoy have receatly undergone.—Glasyow Med. Journal.

A NEW METHOD OF PREVENTING LEAD POISONING.

A communication on this subject has recently been read to
tho Paris Academy of Medicine, from the dircctor of ono of tho
principal glass manufactorics in France.  In tho establishment
minium is propared in largo quautity, and, in spito of cvery
precaution, the workmen infallibly succumbed to lead poisoning
in alonger or shorter period. Two workmen only, who had
been in tho habit of drinking a quantity of milk cvory day,
oscaped the discase. This fact attracted tho attention of tho
dircctor, who put all the workmen in tho placo on similar diot.
TFrom that time, February, 1868, not a single caso of colic has
been observed.

ON ARTIFICIAL FECUNDATION.

This plan suggzested by Dr. Girault may answer for special
cases, but will scarcely bo adupted as & gencral substitute for
tho old way :

« Dr. Girault, of Paris, lately read an essay befuro the Medi-
cal Society of tho Pantheon, entitled *A Study on Artificial

of his own attompts, which in & number of instances had proved
successful, while in othors they had fuiled. As far hack as 1839
ho had beoa consulted by a married couple, tho wise 25 and the
husband 27 years of age, who, although in apparent good health,
had beon united five years and were still childiess,  Dr. Girault
used a glass syringo, and injected some of the spermatic fluid of
tho husband into the uterus.  Aftor ropeating this on threo
separato occasions, sho beeamo pregnant, and was delivered of o
healthy boy. 'Tho cluld died of eronp who funr years old,
which his mother regarded as a punishment upon her for the
method 1n which ho was conceived, and rofuscd 10 submit to
another artificial concoption.

“In 1840, 2 musician called on Dr. Girault, on account of
hildi

resulting from a hypospad Ilis wife was 24
years of ago and healthy, Dr. G. throw somo of tho spermatic
secrotion into tho utorus on tho 27th of August, and an th: 30th
of the following March sho was delivered of a healthy givl.

“A man, 65 years old, snarried to o wifo of 27 years, had .
passed sovon years without offspring. Tho par applied to Dr.
Givault, who, after four fuilures, suceeeded so completoly on the
fifth attempt, that in ninc monthy afterward tho lady was deliv-
cred of twins, ono boy and one gitl.  The latter died after three
nonths, but the former survived and was healthy when Jast
heard of, at the ago of nino years.

“Dr. Girault reports in all 27 atterpts a¢ artificial procrea-
tion in tho human fomale, of which ten were sucecssful, and
others doubtless would havo been, if the couples had been moro
persovering in their offorts, and allowed him to continuo his
endeavors.

«Tho ouly instrument nceessary is a utorine catheter, with
A funnclshaped opening at the external end. Into this tho
sperm s placed, after tho point has been introduced into tho
cervical canal, and blown into tho cavity of the uterus, Proper
care must bo taken that the instrument is of the temperaturo of
the body, and 1t is important to canvinee onesclf that the semen
contans activo spermatozon, with long and rapadly vibrating
tails, as tho latter is the sign of their fecundating power."'—
Lancet and Obscreer.
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REMOVAL OF THE UTERUS AXD ITS APPENDAGES.

At the meoting of the Imperial Acadomy of Medicine, in
Paxis, recently, M. Pean presented a woman on whom ko had H
suceossfuily performed a very dormidablo operation. The patient
had a large multitocular ovarian ¢yst, for tho removal of which
M. Pean procceded to perform ovariotomy, and, after having
removed tho greater part of the cyst precemeal, ho found that it
was impossiblo to removo tho part which was adherent on the
polvis and to the uterus. Tho adhesions brvken through in the
conrso of tho operation were very vascular, and thero was much
homorrhage, which was arrested by the actual cautery. M.
Pean found, further, that thero was a very large fibroid tumor
of tho ovary on the other side, and the uterus was hyportro-
phied and soft. o thorefore removed the uterus by passing
into tho vagma, from the abdemen, a double thread, one ligature
of which was mado to embrace the ovarian cyst, and the other
(on the right side) tho uicrus with tho corresponding portion of
tho vagina. and the ovary and Fallopian tube of that side, Tho
ligatures having been ticd, M. Pean cut off all above them. The
wound in tho vagina united complotely ; and tio parts to which
the ligatures wero applicd escaped by sloughing through the
abdominat walls.  When the woman was shuwn to the Academy,
tho abdominal wound had healed, and sho was quito well. In
making the commurication, M. Pean «tated that he now had
performed ovariotomy n ten cascs, soven of which had been
successfui. Two of tho fatal cases occurred in aged subjeets.—
British Med. Journal.

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TIONGS NOT GENERALLY KNOWX.

Tho Pharmaceuteeal Journal publishes a romarkablo instance
of unforescen danger arising from the facility with which oxide
of silver is reduced by contact with vegetable extraets in com-
mon use, A medical man prescribed twenty-four pills, each
containing two grains of tho oxide of silver, a twenty-fourth of
a grain of muriate of morphia, and a sufliciency of extract of
gontian ; the pills being coated wilh silver in the usual annor.
Tho pills were delivered to the paticnt in an ordinary pill bos

but tho lady, being in her nursery, and having no pockots in
lhier dross, placed the box in her bosum, probably next the skin.
In three-quarters of an hour an explosion was heard, her under-
clothes wore redneed to tinder, and her right breast was seriously
burt The patient fortunately had prescnce of mind onough to
soize the part with both hands, and thus extinguish the flame.
Wo learn from Mr Hills that a similar occurrenco has been
known in compounding the extract of colocynth with the oxide
of silver, and that with creasote ur the oil of cloves this salt is
reduced to tho meotallic state, with the production of heat

ting often to an explosi In fact, many of tho
oils reduce the oxide of silver, and one of the process
sitvering glass is founded on the fact, oit of cloves being nsually
employed in the operation  We may mention that when glyce-
rino and pormanganate of potash cowme in cuntact, heat is evolved,
sometimes 1esulting in flame.  An instance has occurred in
which a wound was covered with the glycerine of starch, and
then sprinkled with powdered permanganate of potash, when
the heat produced beeamo unbearable.— Lancct.

IMPROVED FORMULA FOR CHALK MIXTURE.

Chalk mixture, the mutura crete of the Pharmacepeia, is
ono of the remedies most freqquently cmployed in the summer
complaints of children  Yet, as commonly prepared, its use is
attended with both inconvenicnco and danger. Tho mixturo
ferments with the greatest ease in warm iweather, and the
supernatant liquid becomes sour or mouldy. Tho mixtare also
ferments frequently in the h after adiministrati This
i3 entircly obviated by substituting glycerino for sugar, accord-
ing to tho following tormula:

Take of prepared chalk and glveerine, cach, half an ounce;
gum arabic m powder, two drachms- cimmamon water and
water, each, four flaid ounces.  Rub them together until thoy
aro thoronghly muxed.

This mixture will readily keep during a whole summer. T
recently bad oceasion to admimister somo of the mixture pre-
pared as above, which had stood for threo or four months during
tho hottest weather, and found 1t pertect condition.
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Tho diarrhaea of ¢hildren in hot weather is generally accom-
panwed, if not caused, by for: i Sugar is theref
contraandicated.  But glycerino scoms to oxort a positivo sooth-
ing action upon the bowols, as well ay, in sume degree, to arvest
formentation.

Tho substitution of glycerine for sugar, in the proportion of
two parts of the former to one of the latter, ought to be made in
all sirups, clixirs, mixtures, which are subject to fermentation.
Tho mustura crete may be taken as an illustration.

Glycerine may be vsed with great advantago to rcphco
sugar in the food of children or '\dulu where Lhuo is entoric
irritation or inflammation.  Under theso conditions of great
local heat and excitemont, sugar almust always ferments and
qeidifies.  Pure giycerine, on the other hand, does not ferment,
is bland, and at tho same timne a concentrated nourishment. In
& recent caso of severe gastrie irritation or enteritis of an infant
only threo months old, fed by hand, the writer gave from four to
six drachms of glycerine daily for a fortnight i place of sugar,
with rice water or porrdge.  Ilero the r'l)ccnnc constituted
considerable portion of l.iw nourishmont taken.  Tho result was
entiroly favorable, wheroe it would probably have been fatal, if a
fresh amount of acid from fermonted sugar had been periodically
introduced into tho bowols.

EXTRACTION OIF CATARACT BY GRAEFE'S MODIFIED
LINEAR PLAN.

BY A. N. ELLIS, JL.D.

M. R, aged 30, has been afificted with cataract in tho eft
oye, for about two years.  She could only yercoive hight, whea
tho pupil was dilated with a strong solution of atropine.

December 20, 1869.—Applicd for rehief.  Gavo hor tonics to
prepare her system for tho operation.

January 4, 1870.—Assisted by Dr. G. L. Moad, I oporated by
Graefo's modificd Lincar Extraction. Tho scction was mado
about one-third of a line above the cornea, and was about four

and onc-half lines in extent. A largo iridectomy was next made,
and tho capsulo frecly lacerated.

Tho lens was readily removed by the manipulations of tho
curctte. This was placed upon the lower cdgo of tho cornea,
and pressed slightly backward and upward, so as to cause tho
edgo of tho lens to present iself in the section.  Tho pressuro
was then made directly backward, and the lens was rotated
around its transverse axig, and ulted well forward into the
incision, when it camo away, almost entire, leaving tho eapsule,
which caused sumo swelling and opacification for somo time
after the operation. No vitreous ¢scaped.  Slight heworrhago
followed the completion of tho section.

The cataract was of that ¢class known as the nuelear or hard
senilo cataract. Licbrewch's bandago was applicd, arnd at the
ond of the first 24 hours, a few drops of a solution of suiph. of
atropia (grs, iv. ad aqua 0z. 1.) wero wstilled nto the eye. Very
little pain was felt for 48 hours after tho operation, when somo
iritis supervened, doubtless caused by pressure of the capsule
against the iris, which had already been wonnded or contused
by the instruments during the operation.  Tho lids became
swollen, and thero were present considerablo photophohia and
lachrymation.  Used the atropine solution ficely, and applied
warm dressings until tho tifth day. when the patient was freo
from all pain.

June 1.~Much of the capsulo has heen absorbed.  Tho oye
i3, and has been, entirely fice from all pain for a long time.
Tho pationt reads No. 4 of Jacgor's test types, with the aid of 2
cataract glass,

From the great suceess attending Graefe’s new method, it is
now ranked among tho great improvements of modern surgery.
In cachof a half a dozen cases I have met with gratifying suceess,
In only one, was thero aloss of a small quantity cof vitreous,
and 1n two, homorrhage into the anterior chamler tuok place,
which, however, was readily absorbed.

Whilo somo specialists say that tho inenion should not bo
less than fivo lines 1 extont, in my opinion, it should Lo left to
tho judgment of tho operator.  The exact line and size of tho
incision should vary with tho size and hardness of the nucleus
and tho sizo of the cornea,

All other things being cqual, the greater the iucision, the
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greator tho risk of loss of tho vitreons. This is an accident to
be deplored, and against the occurrence of which wo should take
overy precaution.  Tho escape of this fluid is apt to push tho
cataract away from the incision, necessitating the introduction
of the scoop with its dangers, fragments of tho lens and capsule
are shoved asude and left Lehind the iris, thus protracting tho
healing process and increasing tho danger of subsequeut inflam-

ON QUININE IN INFANTILE DISEASES.

Professor C. Bing, of Bonu, cails attention, in the American
Jouraal of Obstertees fur May, 1870, o tho value of this drug in
somo discases of childron.  1lo remarks:

Of the acute exanthoma of infants, I wounld mention ono
particularly as being within tho sphere of tho influenco of quinia,
namely, crysipelas wonatorum.

This discase, as is well known, belongs to u class which
almost invariably terminates fatally.  As a general rxule, an
internal dyscrasia or an external putrid uleeration of the navel
is assumed as 1ts cause. A German naturalist of renown related
tho following case to mo last year at an aceidental meoting,
which I am obhged to recount from memory, not having mado
any memoranda of it at tho time.  For the accuracy of the main
pomts I am responsible.

A malo infant of his own was attacked by viotent erysipelas
soon after barth.  The physician who was called in by him, a
weltknown German gynwecologist, prescriberd the wsual remedies,
but y 4 tho caso a hopeless one,  The father, who is
versed i medicno, now bogan to treat tho child upon his own
responsibalty, and having o very high apinion of the curative
powers of quuua agamst collapse, from which the child also
suffered to a great degree, ho administered the sulphate in com-

puratively large doses.  Tho erysivetae improved in a remarka-
ble mauuer, all danger soon vanished, and the boy recovered
complotoly.  Subsequently, coxitis doveloped itsolf and ran its
usual course. -

In tho small clinic which T havo established here, I havo
treated for tho past two years all the cases of pertussis, without
any ¢xception, with quinine  The best proot of its good offect
is seen in tho fict that those in charge of the Little patients
repeatedly call again for the “Dbitter medicine,” whenever thoy
havo succeeded, either by coaxing or foree, in admmistering it
to them.  There was a mast striking diflereuco to bo scon in
thoso 1t was impossible by any means tu indace to swallow tho
solution of quinia  In theso cases the whouvping-congh assumed
its regular obstinato comne ; in the othors, although hving in
all other respects under perfectly similar crrcumstances, tho
Paroxysms werce always reduced in frequency and soverity.
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But, aecording to my oxporience, threo conditions aro abso-
lutely necessary if wo desiro any goud results fiom quinine in
whooping-cough: It should be given in solution ; the dose should
not be too small, and should a0t be alimanestered i a cldecle that wll
prevent it from coming i contact with the macous membrane an its
passage through the pharynx,  The reasons for these rules are so
obrious that there 1> no oceasion for mo to dwell further on them.
Tho neglecting of uno or all of them is perhaps the reason why
other observery, enocel, for instanco, have hevctofore scen no
positive results from quimne,—Compendeum of Med, Seence.

SULPHATE OF IRON IN SUPPURATION.

A child burned all over the body was recently Lrought to
tho Children's Hospital of Lausanne. The suppuration from his
wounds was so abundant, that the ward in which ho was lodged
becamo absolutely uninbabatablo. M. Jool then placed him in a
bath containing two handfuls of sulphate of iron.  The cessation
of pain was almost immediate, after repeating the bath twico
a-day. for fifteen or twenty mibutes at a time, the suppuration
moderated, the fotid odor disappeared, and tho little sufferer
recovered rapidly.—DBaston Journal of Chemistry.

VICARIOUS MENSTRUATION.

Dr. Xyo roported to tho Gynacological Socioty an interest-
ing caso of vicarious menstruation simulating pulmonary disease.
(Jour. af the Gyn. Soc., Feb.,, 1370.)

The patient was married in 1849, aud bad one child. In
1857 she took cold and amenorrhwa fullowed.  There had beon

* no appearanco of the menses since.  Every four or six weeks
sho has had, and still has, attacks of dyspuua, and pain in the
left lung, wath cough and bioudy expectoration.  Considerablo
sorencss continues during the interval.  She is subjuct to attacks
of aphonia and hystema.  One attack of aphonia coutinued for
sixtecn months.

She is now in protty good hoalth and strength, and does the
work of alarge family. The system has appareutly become
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familiar with the new order of things, and the gexoral Lealth is’
gradually improving.

Dr. Storer remarked upon the varviations of the organ
selected by nature in different cases of uterine disease for the
vicarious transference of discharge, the fact being that it is
generally somo part aiready enfecbled by diseasé. Thus where
hemorrhoids are present, it is no uncommon thing to have a
periodic rectal flux, which is often mistaken for chronic dysen-
tery. Tho same is true of epistaxis, hemoptysis, hematemesis,
and homaturia. He Lad seen vicarious eatamenia from serofu-
lous and specific abscesses anu ulcerations, and had no doubt
that in this discharge was to be found an explanation of the
otherwise uvaccountable bloody sweat observed at times in
hysterical females by many writers.  One of the obscure cases
that had presented itselfto him in practico, was that of a lady
who had for many yeors a bloody discharge every month from
the pulp of one of her thumbs, the part being apparently sound
in the interim. Upon probing the thumb, at a monthly period,
Dr. Stover found -dead bone, and upon cuiting down, removed
the last phalanx, ncerosed by paronychia long previously, the
rosult beirg a perfect cure.—Compendium of Med. Science.

CHLORAL.

Dr. Richardson r:ceutly opened his course of lectures on
Expcrimental and prictical medicine. The subject was chloral ;
and many mew exporimental facts were illustrated ; among
others, tho great decrease of animal temperature caused by this
substance, and the procuction of prolonged angwsthesia by inha-
lation from an etheral solution. The following is & summary of
the lecturer’s views given in the British Medical Journal :

1. Deep and prolonged narcotism can be safely produced by
the hydrate of chloral. 2. During a portion of the period of nax-
cotism there may be complete anwsthesia with absenco of reflox
actions ; a condition, in short, in which every kind of operation
fails to call forth consciousness. 8. During the narcotism there
are intervals of apparent exalted sensibility.. 4. In the transi-
tion from drowsiness to stupor there is no stage of muscular ex-
Jitement ; but in bizds there is vomiting, as is common in the

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samo animal in tho second stage of narcotism from chloroform.
During the nareotism produced by tho substauce, there is invaria-
bly reduction of temporature. 6. Tho hydrate produces muzenlar
relaxation, which relaxation extends o the muscles of volition,
and also to the ims and muscular artorial system. Irom tho
condition of the muscles after death, wo may concludo that this
paralysis is in part duo to the chango within the muscular strue-
turo itselt. 7. Tho activn of tho substanco on the norvous system
is primarily on tho sy e.pathetic ganglia, afterwards on the cere-
brum, and finally on the heart. S, Recovery is followed by no
bad results. 9. In fatal cases the functions are destroyed in tho
following ondor. a. the cercural, 3, the voluntary muscular, ¢,
the respiratory, d, the heart  10. Fhe substanco prevents in
somo small dogree, the congulability of the blood, and in large
quantities stops the provess of congulation altogother. In large
quantities, it also destroys the Llvod-corpuscles, and produces
gonoral destruction of blvod.  But to pruduce deep insensibility,
tho dose administered need not bo so largo as to produco serious
derangoement of blood. 11. Tho pl observed correspoud
with thoso observed under chloroform. 12, Therapoutically, the
agent 13 tu be accoptad as the rival of opiam. Tt pronises to bo
uscful 1n cases whero thero are incroment of animal heat, mus-
cular spasm and pain. It wili Lo wortby of extensive trial, in
totanus especially.  The dose of hydrate of chlural for a child is
sevon grains, for an adult, the dvso may bo oxtended to one
hundred or oven ono humlred and twenty grains.—Medwal and
Surgical Reporter.

Tue TnERMOMETER 1N DisEase.—Dr.J. G. Thomas (Galves-
ton Medical Journaly has used tho thormomotor with great satis
faction in hus investigations of disense, and has fuund, with every
acuto diseaso 1 which ho has nade observauons, that where tho
tomporaturo remaius tho same in tho morming that it was in tho
ovoung, the indication is that the patient is or wall bo worse. In
pocumonia, when thero 1s a marked fall in the temperature, we
may bo sure the diseaso has reachud a crisis, and improvemont
will bogin. This rule holds guud with a majority of diseases, but
with regard to pnoumonia it has beon seen hours before improve-
ment could have been guessed at by other means. By the thor-
mometer, a diagnusis of tles discase has been made long beforo
tho cropitant rile makes its appearance.

EFFECTUAL PLUCGING IN EPISTAXIS.

It is generally expected, when the anterine and posterior
nares are plugged, that & clot forms or the floor of tho nose
which compresses the oozing vessehw. M. Fano, of Paris, en-
deavors to compress with more certainty in the following man-
nor. JTustead of tylng a pledgct of cotton or lint to the free cnd
of tho thread whi -k has been made fo enfer at the nase and
omergo trom the mouth, M. Fano ties a aerics of little pledgets
along that strmg, in tho samo fashion as papers are tied to
tho il of a kite.  Thu string, being now pulied from the nasal
end, is made, by a hitlo wanagemont on the velum, to pass
beland tho Iatter with ats four or five pledgets, wntil the latter
aro fiurly lodged 1 the nose, tho last pledast of rourse occluling
the apertuie of the posterior navis.  The fivnt may be plugged
as uwsual.  The wholo s teft for four days, and the suceess, in
cases cited by M. Iano, has been remarkablo.— Laneet.

DIDACTIC vs. CLINICAL LECTURLS AND ORAL
EXAMINATIONS.

1t is to bo feared that at the presont time there is far too
much didactic teachung, tu the neglect of cliniweal sustruction at
tho bedside, and oral examinativns of the students, quessing or
grinding as 1t is called.  Tho council of the College of Ihysicians
and Surgeons of Ontariy, instst apon the delivery of 104 didactic
lectures during cach courso of sitx months.  Now it will bo ob-
served that each lecturer 1nust of neeessity lecture every day in
tho week, Saturday oxecpted, which is always a holilay, in onder
to comploto tho course of lecturex demanded by ‘the wouncil. Wo
have no hesitation an saying that thas 13 a great mstake, and
that if the council would rather insist upon fvwer diductic and
moro clinical lectures and *grindy,  they would bo waking a
step in the right direction. We are eather inchined to the opunion
held by somo vory ominent men that, no matter huw or in what
way a student obtains his inturmation provided he is found capa-
ble, provided ho has the theory and principles of medicine woll
instilled into his mind, und enough practical knowledge to mako
him asafe and reliable practitivnes, ho should bo permitted to
practice. Theroe is no systom of instruction equal to tho regular
viva voce oxamination or “grind. Tt is universally acknow-
ledged by tho most practical men and teachers of tho present
day to be the most successful modo of giving instruction. Tt
promotes a habit of thouglil, reasvuing and reflection, and teaches
tho pupils to roly more upon thur vwn resvurces, to fail Fack
more upon general principles, which after all in every day prac-
tico, is the sheot anchor i wnany a difficult and perplesing case.

It has beou teuly saud that ' yutt canaot leacs & man any-
thing, but you may teack i how w learn, ' ho must learm for
himself. This is true 1n medicine as in evorything ¢lso.  The
great aim of the teacher shwull Lo ty instruct the pupil how to
learn, give hum an opportumity to learn at, and.then oxamino
him, to seo if ho has learned it.  Is not this the system of in-
. struction Janl down by vur Lest masters and practieally applied
in our best model sthvols 2 It 15 scureely necessary to refer to
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the very great advantages to students of bed-" o clinical instruc.
tion. Thoy should ko taught how to examine md where to ox-
amine a patient; how to direct their questions to the patient
systematically, so a3 tv chat suflicient nformation to form a
correct diagnosiv, Iow often do we see medical men go through
tho ferm of oxamining a patient, and ask « fow disconnccted
questions, and thon jumyp at a hapt i i

d, hit-or-miss diag ,
and pertinavionsly stick to 1t right or wrong.  Wo hopo soon to
seo chinieal teaching more fully reesenized, and vira roce exami-
natton uf the stidents more frequently resorted 10 as 2 meauns of
testing their knowiedge of the subieets taught and lectured upon.
The question or questions missed by the student during 2 ¢ grind
or ‘quizs, are scarcely ever forgotten by him, an? questions well
answered are goneratly well remembered It s also an excol-
lent plau to tullow each question by a corresponding why ? Tho
stadent applics cold to au mflamed part, why ? He applics warm
applications, why ? Ilo gives a certain remedy internally, why ?
What ulgect has ho m view.  Thix system of instruction needs
no further clicidation to commend atself to the teachers in our
vavious medical schools, tho protession, and tho medical students
in general.  In conclusion wo would say that that school which
most fully recogiazes theso prnciples of teachmg will occupy
the foremost rank Wnvng our educationdl mstitutions, and will
be eagerly sought aller by the working medieal student.

Twodays afterwards I was sunt for, and un my arrival I
found lum sinking, pulseless, eatiomities wld, aud <uffering
excruciating pawm n the right diae regon. I administered
stimulants, used external applications over the seat of pain, and
also gave him an mjeetion. I dingnosed devp-scated inflamma-
tion in tho cieenl region, but could nut account fur it at the time,
Ho coutd bear considorably pressure vver the pamful part, with-
out ovincing much distress. o died that nught, and as I was
anxous to learn the cause of death, Iashed for and obtained
permisston to make a pust pertun cxamioation.  On opening tho

I found a lerable guanuty of dark flud, and on
examning tho weeum, I found it very much nflamed ana the
vermiform process in & state of mortification, with the cxtre-
mity quite gone. On iaying it upen, Ifound a cherry stono
firmly impacted in the tabe, a Little above the opening It was
quito soft externally, and was readily cat with the knife, whilo
the kernel was quito firm and hard.  Tho mother now told me
that the boy had comapiawmed orten for somo time past of pain in
that region, but it was thought nothing of.  This was the irst
case of the kind I had met with, aud clearly shows the benefit
of post mortem examinativne, i order tu assisi us in our diagnosis
of difficult and perploxing cascs.

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THE LATE MEETING OF THE CANADA MEDICAL
ASSOCIATION.

The Canadian Medical Association assembled in Gowan’s Hall,
Ottawa, on Wednesday, the 1-4th Septewber, at 10:30 a.m., the Iion.
Dr. Tupper, C.B,, presiding ; the Vice-President for Oatario, Dr.
Canniff, occupied a seat on the platform, and Dr. Dawid, of Montreal,
the eflicicat Sceretary, was also in his place, and, to the utmost satis-
faction of every one, ded in discharging the duties i
to his office.

On motion of Dr Marsden, of Qucbee, the Commuttee on Cre-
dentials was appointed, when, vn motivn of Dr. Chamberho, of Fre
burgh, Dr Storer, of Buston, Dr. Garnsh, of New York, and Dr.
Sullivan, of Malden, Mass (Jdulegates frum the American Medical
Association), were invitud to take scats on the platform. Dr. Brouse,
President of the Ontariy Medical Council, was also imvited by the
President to a seat by his side,

The meeting being called to order, the Secretary read the mwnutes
of the last year’s meeting, aud imincdiately thereafter reported a con-
siderable list of delegutes from vactuus parts of the Provioces. This
prctiminary business haviog buen coniluded, the nest in order was the
Anpual Address of the President It will be impossible to give even
2 synopsis of the address, which was as usual cloquent and spreited,
well worthy the perusal of cvery medial man in the country, aud to
be found in extenso in the Ottawa Times of the 15th. 1 may say, for
the information of thosc not more fully posted on the matter, that he
gove o rapid retrospeet of the duings of the Association, with the-cir-
cunmstances which called it intv existence, %iz., the desire to kot toge-
ther, more clasely, the bonds of mudical brotlierhood , tho elevation of
the profession, and, chiifly, the promeuon of medical screvces.  Thig
address had 2 marked influcnee vn the Association, and was histened to
most afteatively  The Nomeateng Commuttee was then apporated,
and an adjournment took place.

AFTERNOON SESSION.

The chair was taken at about 2 vlock.  The Comunttees on
Education an1 Publicativa reported, alter which the President cailed
for papers, when Dr. Shorifl preseuted and read one on Veratrum
Viride, offering some valuable suggestions as to its use, particularly
ia inflammatory diseases, infantile cough, and iu a certain Stage of
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typhoid fever. An animated discussion folowed, in which a large
pumber of members particspated.  Dr. Hingston then read an claborate
paper oo dcute Synocites from a traumauo cause.  This paper was
very ably written, and onc on which, evidently, a vast amount of labor
had been expended, and was app ly intended to givo the writer's
own particular treatment of these affections, viz,, the carly evacuation
of the superabundant synovia with a trocar, before 1t had time to
change to pus, rcfusing to sanction the vpuauvn after it bad become
certain, in the case of the kncejoint, that pus was formed. Bhsters
were discountenanced, cacept iu the chromy staxe, and perfect rest, in
overy casv, stictly cpjuovd. The exayist davided bis subject wio
three stages. 1st, The dry stage.  2od. Stage of cffuston.  3rd.
Chronio stage, when pus ts usually formed.  Some purts of the
treatment having, cvidently, been idered by certain b
rather Aeroic, it may casily be imagined that a lively discussion fol-
lowed, engaged in by a Jurgo nuwmber of the must cminent surgeons
present.  Thouph T must zuy, in justice 1o the sotwr, that though bis
remarks were most cloxely watched wnd eritiized, and though called
upon to answer some rather far-futched und wbsiruse questions, relatiog
to theory as wcll us practice, his reputation suffered noue by the ordeal
through swhich he was called to pass, mdeed, buforo the matter was
concluded, I had come to the decwsiou that this paper on syuovitts,
with the discus<ion thereon, was well worth the teouble and expense,
occasioned Ly a trip to the Capital, cven if nothung ow ou any other
subject were provided,

The alrove having been concluded, Dr. Garrish addressed the
Association on some uses of the Calabar Beao, as the production of
contracticn of the pupil of the cye, treatmeut of amenorrhaa, by
something perfectly new to e, which souaded like Tesa Tesin, and
may, for apything I koow, be quitc mythical. Dr. Garrish also
deseribed minutely his of pregnant women (by the extract
of belladonna), on whom it became necessary to produce premature
labor.

The Committce on Ethies was then appoiated, after which Dr.
Howard proceeded to read the new Medical Lill. At the conclusicn,
au interestiog discussion took place on the general featares of the Bill,
and some rather energetic speeches were listened to, partly on it and
partly on the Ontario Mcdical Aet, from which Dr, MeGull considered
pretty copious extracts had been taken,  This discusston continued to
nearly G o'clock, when, on motioa of Dr. Iingston, scconded by Dr.
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Bethune. the Asseciation adjourncd wotil 9 30 a.m. the sest day, the
President deciding that the Bill required some hours for thorough
digestion,

SECOND DAY'S PROCEEDINGS.~SEPT. 15TIL.

The Association aesembled at 930 o cJoch, the President, Dr.
Tupper. in the chair.  After the routine busines and thy clection of
wembers, & had been enncluded, Drs. Storer and Sailivan, respec-
tively addressed the Assaciatin The discussion of the Medieal Bill
was theo resumed again m general principles, with sume sharp cniti-
cisms ov the law adritting to practice 1n the several Yrovinces of the
Dominion till 12 o’clack when an adjournment took place uatil 2.30
o'clock pan.

The Asereiation assoubled at the above hour, Dr. Tupper pre-
siding  Dr VanCortlandt adldresscd the Assvcistion on Lntozoa.
The Doster painted out the difireace betwoen eystic and eystord
entozoa and the wnaceountable fact that voe dass of anunalby, by a
proeess of alternation f scucration, changes intv the other, wdisputas
ble facts were adv oad to show thal sectvus ol tape-worms were
transposed  fram herhivarous animals to the abdomiaal cavity of
carnivarous anmimals whin perfect tape worms were the sesult of the
esperiment  mere thin this, the cystond amimal, wiether m the pig,
rat or mouse. when eaten l-;, a dog or cat, wnsavtably led to eystoids,
tapewor, in onc form ot another, being the invatiable result.  Spe-
cimens of Gordin’s uquaticus, from the cricket , of hookless tape worms,
two specimens. each cight inches long, from the buldy of a swarlet-
bellied minnow only two inches long, eysticercus cullulusn, frum the
liver of apig the probable cause +f trichinous ‘hsese, a rare and
most beautiful specimen of linguatula, taken from the largnx of a colt,
in ‘vhich ease it produeed death of the animal, was ulev xhibuted,
aud a most minute and apparently undeseribed vaiiety of ucarus, from
a petient S0 years of age, and which for 40 years had batfied all
renedial weasures, general and mechanical, were shown to the interest
of the |\ At the Tusion of the paper a vole of thanks
was passed to the Doctor, for his able explanation in rilation to this
0ew and tmportant subject.  Samilar votes, I should have said, were
passed to the other essaysts at the conclusion of their respective: papers

The disewssion of the Medical Bill was nest proeeeded with,
introduced by Dr Ioward, in a very cleverly eorccived speoch,
cxplaning ats geveral provistons, with the beuefits likely to arise from
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its adoption by the Duminion.  His remarhs, of cvurse from & Quebee
view, were, to Queb lausibl The p bl laving been
adopted, and the fist cl.\uw pruumul Dr. W. W, Ozden, of Turonto,
rose und tmoved the fullowiy resviativo, shidh was sceondad by Dr
Botsford, vi New Brunswick,—* That the further consideration of
tho Bill be postpencd for 12 mouths, and that, in the meantime, a
Committce be appointed to re-consider its provisions, at an carly day,
and transuut & copy to vvery registered practitioner in the Dominion,
whose name and address ine hnvwn, requesting his suggostions thoreon.
The Commuttee to be prepared to report at the uext meeting of the
Association,"

After a long discussion on this motion, which s:med to be
viewed fasorably by « large number, expeidily frum Outurio and the
Mantime Provinces, it was agreed to consider the more promincnt
clauses first, and jinally to rofer the Bill, with the suggestions of the
Ass to the C ittee, 1 awcurda with the spirit of this
resolution.  And now cowmeuced the slaughter of this pe wdar Bill.

Clause I.—Carricd.

Clause IL—~Speaifying the name and its compesition, viz., of
alt heensed practitioners in the Dominon.—Carried.

Clause J11.—Appointing General Council.—Carricd.

Clause IV.—As to the composition of the General Council—
Amecanded as to read posed of 30 bers, instead of 2
10 from Optario, 10 from Qucbee, 5 from Nova Scotia, and 5 from
New Brunswick. Opc member from each Medical Schuol or Univer
sity, exercrang medicai functrons of cither teaching or (xamination of
Students, and conferring ducnu—(ln, rem: undu‘ from the gcnual
profession.

Of course the proportion of representatives from QOntario, as com-
pared with the several other Provinces, was not considered as anything
Jike equable, cither by members from Qntario or Quebee, at least not
by all of them—as a resolution by Dr. E, H. Preahiolme, of Moatreal,
clearly showed, nevertheless, the representation, as above, was silawed
to stand, subjeet, I supposc, to the revisivn of the Cowmittee.

Tho disposition of this Clause, rendired uscless—the remaining
Clauses, to Clause V1I, proffering Brauch Councils, which was at once
opposed, chiefy by Drs. R. 1L Russell, Treoholme, Parher, Oldright,
and Ogden.  On motion of Dr. Russell, of Quebee, this clause was

_alohshed, thus rendering uscless a good deal following that depended
upon it.

Canada Medical dssoctation. 69

The Association adjourned till 7.30 o clock, resunmog agan at the
appointed hour.  Drs. Storer and Sullwan wero olected members of
the Association, and asked to tuko part 1 the discueston.  After these
gentlemen had wade their specches in reply, tho consideration of the
Bill was at once.commenced.

Thosc only deemed by Dr. Howard as important, were considered
for want of timo.

The next Clause was XXV—haviog ref to ining
Boards—recommending three—ony for Untanio and Qucbee respeet-
ively, and ono for the two lower Provinces.  An animated discussion
followed, which resulted in tho abolition of this cluse and all subse-
quent clauses depending upon it, aod a central exaunming Board for
Dowminion recommended ivstead.  In reference to this XX Vih Clause,
I observed some ruther sharp critictsms by the delegate frem the
Toronto School of Medicine. 1 may further remark, that viewing
more clisely sinee that Clause, and tho XXVith wmith the three sub-
sectinns following, those strictures were nut altogether uncalled for or
inappropriate ; they will be worth a careful perusal, though of course
they were not admitted  The XXIInd Clause was admutted as quite
fair.  The XXIXth Clause, attempting to prevent without coosent of
the General Couneil, the multiplication of Schools, though well 1ntend-
ed, was considered as tending to interfere with the * hberty of the
subject”  The following words were substitated, that * no such
School shall nreessarily be recognized by the Councd.  This will be
a healthy restriction, as preveating or discouraging the establishment
of small and ineficicnt Sehools.  The penal wlauses were then generally
diseussed, and it was finally agreed to recommend that m cases where
fines are inflicted, in default of payment, the defauiter should be sub-
Jected to 30 days imprisonment.

‘The Bill matter having been concluded, the Association proceeded
to the clection of officers, aad to determine the nest place of wmeeting,
Quebee City, by a small majority, « accomplished its desires ” in this
respect, for September, 1871,

Moo Dr Parker, of Nova Scota, was clected President; Dr
Dickson, of Kingston, Vice-Prestdent for Untarto, Dr. Chamberlin,
of Frelighsburgh, Vice Pres.dent for Quebec, Dr. Bayard, Viee-
Dresident for New Bruaswick, and Dr. Black, Vice-President for
Nova Scotia. General Secretary, Dr. Dawid, of Montreal. Gcneral
Treasurer, Dr Robillard, of Montreal, Secretary for Untario, D,
Henry, Ottawa; Seerctary for Quebee, Dr. Blancket, Quebee city
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Secretary for New Brunswick, Dr. Steeves ; Secretary for Nova Scotia,
Dr. Reid.

The Committee, to whom was referred the Medical Bill as
amended, is composed of Drs. II. H. Wright, Brouse, Canniff, Me-
Intosh, Dewar and Dickson, for Ontario; Drs. Rottot, Hingston, R
H. Rupell, David and Howard, for Quebee; Drs. Bayard and Bots.
ford, for New Brunswick, and Drs. Parker, Tupper and Reid, for
Nova Secotia.

A few thougbts respecting the Association and the late meeting,
It is ipossible to estimate too highly the importance to the profession
and to afflieted humanity, at least in this Dominion, of the Canada
Medical Association, knit together as it is by a common medical bro-
therhood, with the chicf desires for elevating the profession and
alleviating the maladies of markind; governed as it is by the voice
and energy of the general profession throughout these Provinces, in a
way which renders it incumbent upon every member thereof—if e be
endowed with a true spirit of philanthropy and emphatic patriotism;
it would appear, indeed, difficult to understand how it ean fail to effect
the object contemplated by its promoters. I would say to the profes-
sion, who hold the reins, would it not be well to have medical socicties
for cvery county, and see to it that at least a delegate be sent from
cach society to the meetings of the Association, wherever held ? Give
the delegate your views, and, if possible, go to the meetings yourselves
also.

I wish to divect the attention of societies to the -Lth section of the
Medieal Bill. I strongly hold that, as in matters political, Represen-
tation by Population scemed a sound principle.  So in regard to the
representation in the General Council. A Quebee friend of views
broader than common apparently, suggested that uciversities and
schools of 2 certain class (before nentioned), might heve one repre-
sentative each, and that the remainder in each Provinee be in propor-
tion to medical population. This T dave say would meet the views of
the chairman of the Select Committee, who is deserving of great credit,
for the attention he has bestowed on the subject, as well as the views
of the delegates from the lower Provinces; and if the principle be
correct, we in Ontario onght not, I am sure, to hesitate to meet fairly ‘
those gentlem~~ who are desirous of consummating objects so benefi- ;
cial to all the Provinces alike, '

On motion of Dr. Craik, scconded by Dr. Ogden, the thanks of the
Association were conveyed to the Hon. Dr, Tupper, for the efficiency
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Similar votes having becu given to the officers and to the chair-
man of the Bill ittee, tho Assaciaticn adj d

1 now briug these remarks to a close, by merely espressing the
hope, that every member of the profession 1 the Dowinion will con-
sider it his duty to share in the efforts and responsibilities nww about
10 be mors carnestly assumed, and that the nexe weeting of the Canada
Medical Association will be, hk> that in Ottawa, characterized by the
utmost harmony and good fecking amengst the v.embers who may be
permitted to take part in its business,

Mo graduated
in Medicino at the University of Edinburgh in 1815, o tra-
velled on the continont about five years, and finally <cttled down
to practico n London, aftor having passed the Royal College of
Surgeons. Ifo was for many years a leeturer in the Middlesex
Hospital,  1ie beeamoa follow of the Royal Sociuty in 1833,
and in 1825 ho commenced the Encyclepard:a, that great work
which bas rendered his name fumous (n the medical and literary
world.

Proressor Vox GRiErg, who has long beon in precarious
health from phthisis, dic! in July. e had for some months
Yeon asay from his practico; but the fact that ho had survived
soveral sovero illnesses of a similar nature mado his friends more
hopeful than they would otherwise havo been.  Iu him tho world
loses 1ts foremost opthalmologist, une whuse brilliant uriginality
was equalled only by his steady industry.  Not only was Grefo
great i the practice of his profession, but ax a teacher his in-
fluenco was almost unbounded.  Although compuratively young
himself, ho had taught almost all the presont school of opthal-
mic surgeons.  Iis introduction of iridectomy was, without
doubt, the groatest stepin the uperatise surgery of the eye sineo
tho mtroduction of operations for the cure of cataract  Proba-
bly, there are now living rome thousands in the possession of
sight, who but for him would have been in darkness. It is ono
of thoso gains which i complete 1 itself, permanent, and boyond
tho reach of skopticism, It is pricoless. Graefo was an untiring
observer, atd novor allowed hix pressing engagements to intor-
fere with tho record of hes vast experienco for the good of others.
Although he had done a vast amount of other work, still, how-
over, his discovory of iridectomy shines with sach preeminent
lustro that tho inscription,

“HE CrBED GLATCOMA,”

would bo by no means inappropriate. As a man, Grafe was
evorything that 1s admirably, and sccured the luve of all who
know him. o was open, generous, unostentatious, cager both
to give and receivo knowledge.  1is personal appearance was
as remarkablo as tho quahities of his mind. s face so closely

1
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resembled ono of the extant portraits of our Saviour, that he was
known amongst somo of tho less reverent of his conntrymen by
tho cognomen of Christus, a fact which sufliciently fwplies its
highly spiritual type of beauty The Wunr Medezm, Wochen-
schrift, in aunouncing Greefo's death says  “German scienco
loses 1n him ono of her greatest colebritics, and suffering hu-
manity ono of its greatest bonefactors, With Grafe, a combina-
tion of geniality, erudition, sclfidevotion, cuergy, and amiability,
such as is rarely found in ono man, hasdescended into the grave.
His namo will ever remain most prominoutly connected with tho
history of opthalmic surgery.” According to the samo journal,
ho was only forty-ono yenrs of age at the time of his death.—

The Physical Exploration of the Rectur, by Win, Badenhaim, .21,
MD.

This is an admirablo littlo work of 34 pages, illugtrated by
numerous drawings. In tho first scetion ho rofers to the want
of practical knowledge on tho subject of reetal discases, and at-
tributes it to the neglect on tho part of the practitioner tomake
a proper ination, and the disinclination of tho pationt to
§ubmit toit.  In scction IL he gives tho anatomy of tho rectum
its gituation, size, shapo, eapacity and relations to other parts.
Tlo denies the existence of valves in the rectum,  Scetion I1I,
treats of tho physical exploration of the rectum; wnstrumont
used, position of the patient. The author deprecates the practico
of rupturing tho sphinctor ani as a means of diagnosis, and as-
serts that the anus and eanal may be sufficzently dilated wathout,
recourso to such unjustifiablo means. Section 1V. gives a brief
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description of tho wstruments used iu svunding the rectum, and
their modo ot applicauun, to wlad s added an append:s on the
ligation of hemorrhoidal tumors.

Tho book deals practiaily with « subjct about which very
littlo 1 said sn vur urdinary surgical wourhs The work is wredi-
tablo to the authur, and 13 woll worthy & wudtul porusal. Tt may
bo ordered through Copp, Clark & Co.
