His father camue from Eng-
land in 1819, and first settled at
Terrebonne, afterwards renoving
to Oshawa, in the County of Ou-
tarino, U.C., where the subject of
this notice now Carries on an ex-
teusive tuillinig and tuercantile bu-
siness. lie is Vice President of the
Ontario Bank, a director of the Con-
federation Life Assurance Co., ofthe
Dominion Telegraph Co., and of tht
London and Canadian Loan and
Ageucy Co, In 185t lie ws elcected
Reeve, the fir-t who beld that ottice
for Oshawa. Re was also the irst
warden elected for ti couînty. in
i54. In the saime yar lie contest-
ed Norti Ontario uns uc'essfi l t at
the greneml elections. When the
Hon. Mr. Mowat was tirisferred
froi uthe political arnta to the
bencli, Mr. Gibbs offered himiself as
a candidate in the Conservative in-
terest for the conutituenrcy thereby
vacated ; and in January, iS65, was
returtied for South O0ntario, for
whic hlie sat during the two follow-
ing sessions, that of 1565 at Que-
ber, and 1866, at Olîtawa.

The regular theatre nowadays ai, saya a writer in London
Society, unfortunately, highly capable of leaving a sense of
deep impresion upon the audience; but the vast rnrjority of
amateur performances would be shrouded in the saddest gloom
if they were not usually succeeded by the exhilarating effect
of supper. Why are such exhibitions usually so uxtremely
bad ? The actors are generally intelligent people, and some
of them have evidently a certain amount of natural talent.
The reatson lis not very recondite. Amateurs do not, or will
not, inderstand that histrioniu abilitiesa are almost worthless
if they are not duly drilled. It is not suiticient that the actor
can repeat his words clearly and with proper emphasia; he
inust recollect that lie is playing up to other actors andi he
Lmusit consider the stage effect upon the audience. If amateurs
could see themiselves aas they are see, they would, perhaps,
realize the fact that their ignorance of stage business and its
technicalities weighas terribly against their tolerable abilities
and evident earnetness. Ruashing into a difticult terformance,
as they usually do, after half-a-dozen rehearsals, it never seems
to occur to then that they are presenting to their audience
what would be ail execrably bad first nigit of representation
of trained professionals. They ask a great nany people to
couae and see thum act, and scarcely take ordinary pains to do
justice to themselves, and to pay proper respect to their
visiturs. They appear to be under an impression that so long
as they have a pretty cloise acquaintance with their words,
and can infuse a certain aanotunt of humur or pathos iito what
they ay, they have done all that is naecessary. 'he lau t thing
that they think of is the elaborate work of stage mainagt'ment;
and hence the usual ludicrous retiult.

What amateur does not know the mutiuai congratulations
that go on behind the cramped wings ofathe temporary stage-
how well the piece is going! That is to say, there lias not
been a dead stage wait, and no particular strain has ben put
upon the services of the promptur. Of course, if the object of
the actors isanerely Itoarrive at a conclusion of the performance,
such congratulations may well be deserved. But if hel hais
any regard for the general etifect upon the audiencu, and th,;
itnpression he may leave upon their minds after the curtain
has rinally fallen, the amateur actor nut make up his mind
to take far greater trouole about his nhearsals. Amatutars
generally think that the object of rehearsals is to satisfy tie
actori that they are perfect as fiar as their memories are con-
cerried , they neglect the vast imiportance of stage busines.;ý
anti leavw it to take care of itself at the representation, even if
they ever give it a seriOua thouCht. Whether thev go tut rigit
or left, whether a table is centre, up the stage or dowan the

stage, whether a a situation" is effectively arranged or not,
whether the entrance or exit of the principal character i
dramaticallv ruadered-are matters to which aaitteurs appear
to be sublimely indifferent. The absolute and induniable
truth of this assertion jusities onte in saying that the great
fault of amateurs rest8 in their thinking onfly of thuir iudi-
vidual selves, andin being totally regardlless of their fellows
and their audience. Gabble, gabble, gabbie, thu amateur
pours out his words in a resistless tiood, totally re'gardless of
the faut that his speech bas to travel round a considerable area.

,and hc nioves awkwardly about the stage, utterly heedless of
the great principle of repose, without which no man eau 'nope

t<> bu a iuccessful actor. His companion on tle stage may
have to say something which wins applause or laughter; the
noise is nothing to him-on he goes witlh his words, caring
nothing for the potent fact that the audience are losing the
whole point of hui speech. If amateurs ctuli nly condescendi
to attend more carefully to their rehearsals, and submnit to the
stage management of sone conpetcnt professional, lheru is nu
reaoni why, if they possess an ordinary amount of iistrioic
power and genral intelligence, they should uot atiord a very
wirable evening's entertainment. Let amateurs attund o
their rehearsali as strictly and untiringly as professionatls do,
and t.hey will have no fear of hearing critics talk about their
perlormnances as being not 4 amenable to criticism"-the

most doubtaul it is possible to pay.
