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THE LEAD CORNER.

The lessons taught us by the collapse of
the great corner in lead, engineered by
Nathan'Corwith & Co,, are plain and clear
enough for any mercantile man to read.
The corner was one of the most carefully
planned and patiently carried out that we
remember in any branch of the heavy
hardware trade. So long ago ag last June,
when pig lead was selling at $3.76 per
100 pounds, the foundation of the corner
was laid, and since then, by steadily pur-
chasing the surplus.output of lead as fast
ag it came from the melting works, they
were enabled to push up the price to
$5.05, Of late thoy confined their atien-
tion to the October and November option,
and on the 17th maintained the price
firmly at $5. TUnfortunately for the
Corwiths, however, at this point their
available funds were exhausted; ihe
banka declined to grant further asswtance;
and, at the very culmination of the deal,
they found themselves unable to.carry the
enormous Jload they had accumulated,
and an ignominious collapse followed.

Iad the Corwiths possessed the solid

" cash capital that enabled Mr. Hutchison
to absorb ull the September wheat offered
him, no doubt the result would have been
very different; but this was lacking,
Last year tho firm lost over $300,000
owing to the decline in the value of lead,
and during tho presont year, previous to
their desperato eflort to create a corner in
the October and November options, their
Josses are placed nt not less than $250,000.
‘Whon they first commenced to buy lead
for speculativo purposes they were com-
pelled toresort to tho banks to obtain
funds 1o carry ihe load, and, since these
Jattor soon discovered thé gambling naturo
of the deal, they charged the Corwiths a
far higher rate for intorest than they
would have done for money needed for
1he legitimate expansioi of their business.
When this amount had reached thg sum
of three million dollars (the figure neces-
sary 1o purchase their lowest estimated
holding of sixly million pounds of lead) it
is easy {o seo how the cumulaiive load of
interest so sapped theirstrength that they
conld no longer support the artificial value
they had imposed upon tho market; and
when once this support 'was gone prices
foll with the run l‘rom 5 cents to 3% within
two Cays.

1t is tho old story of artificial prices so
stimulating the output of a - domestic

metal that the supplies accumulate too’

rapidly for the cornerers to handle.  Added
to this comes the fact that the consuming
public held rigornusly aloof, and purcliased
only for immediate requirements. White
lend corroders refused to purchase at five
'oni8 when four cents was well -known o
se the legitimato value, and preferred to
wait until the inevitable collapss was

brought about by natural causes. In this -

cage it is evident that their action is
largely responstble for the fall in values,
and had this fall been confined to Ameri-
can lead, it would have been felt that the
metal had only reached its proper level.
But in the reaction brought about by the
collapse, the market has gone to the other
extromo. Not only has American lead
dropped over 1} cent per 1b., but the
panic has spread to Loudon, and we find
soft, Spanish lead quoted at £13 per ton,
or adrop of £1 78 6d per ton since the
commencement of the past week; a
sipnificent proof of the wide spread dam-
age done to legitimate commerce by these
gambling transactiona.

We learn then three points by the col-
lapse of the Corwith corner. Tirst, that
it ig impossible to maintain artificial
values for any lengthened penod upon a
domestic product whose “output is not
aflacted by the seasons and whose pre-
duction is capable of being stimulated to

‘an indefinite extent. Second, that to

ongineer any successful corner it is neces-
sary that the firm, or clique, shall have
the requisite funds themselves and not be

dependent upon monetary institutions for

assistance. And, thirdly, that if the con-
sumers of the product refuse to buy
except at legitimate values they ¢anfreeze
out the strongest corner possible, There
is nothing novel about these deductions.
They have been pomted out again and
again. But in the recent lead corner they
are emphaelzed with unusual c]earness
and dictinctness, and it is because Nathqn
Corwith refused to believe in them that
we find him, after 40 years experience ag
a lead merchant, compelled to throw him-
self upon the mercy of his creditors—not
only a ruineéd man himself but the cause
of ruin to others.

OILS ADVANCING.

Attentive readers; of these columns
have been made aware, week by week, of‘
agradually strengthening and upward.ten-
dency in almost every department of
trade. This improvement in prices has
not been transitory or confined to the fow
leading staples, which are always more ¢r
less inclined to advance at certain seasons
of the year; on the contrary, we find that
articles which hu.ve seemed to be depressed
beyond all recovery for years past baye
shown a persistent determmnhon to ta]\e'
a change for the better.

Fish oils to-day, more especially cod dil, .
are.dearer than they have been for .the-

past two years and more. Last year New-

foundland cod oil was selling at nbout 82¢.
@33¢, while now the best oil is held for:
40c, and holders-state. that 50¢ will not be

The reason
for this decided improvement has been
alreudy allided to in 2. summary manner
in these columns, In the firat place the
-make of new oil has not been exceaslve,
owm‘* to the unremunerative prices of the
pust few years. So much has been said
about cheapand adulterated oil substitutes
taking the place of the genuine article,
(which, no doubt, they have done to g cer-
tain extent) that the makers in the lower
provinces became discouraged, and it
looked as if the trade had received its
death blow so far as the times of long ago,
at least, were concerned, If vhe advance is
permanent the supply can be rapidly in-
creased, but there ig'still a great difference
between the prices of the past, when 60c
wag not considered extreme, and ‘those -
ruling to-day.

. Another reason for the change in the
market is to be found in the largely in-

creased demand from England and the -

United States. This exceeded all expec-
tations this year, and stocks at Halifax
and St. John's, Nfid,, have been reduced to
& very small compass. - Steam-refined seal
'oil has also participated in the advance,
and is 5¢ per gallon higher than it-was sell-
ing at a comparatively short time ago.
There have been higher prices paid forlin-
seed oil to the extent of 2e@3e per, gallon,
but any further gain is checked for fhe
present by the action of several large
holders who are willing to sell at carrent
rates. Lard oil is also higher. The pre-
sent active stir in the leather market, also,
unexampled for some years past, is having -

Liverpool at 20s 64 for“refined, and the
article is said to be well under. contrdl in
the United States. American -lard oil is -
also cabléd steady in England at 86s 9d.

The average ueld of ‘oil from herrmg is-

four gallons ‘per 1,000 fish; no account is
taken of scrap, but the waste from  this
source may be utilized as fertilizers in the
far West. The attempt to introduce black
ghark liver oil has proved unprofitable,
owing to the duty--of twenty per cent.
The black sharks are captured by Indians
on Queen Charlotte Island, in British
Columbia, and the annual yield is 400,000
gallons. "Dog-fish oil from l-"uget Sound is
recommended for compoundmg purposes,
but as it could ;not be laid down with a
profit under. 50¢ per. gallon; the annual
vield: of 25,000 pallons fnds an outlet
abroad. As intimated above, cod oil, after
being supplanted by cheapar artic'es for
gome years, is coming to the {ront again,
and will cut an important ﬁgure in the

Of the re-
mainder 696 were unsuccessinl, 190 were
compromised and 24 were undecided. The
total number of strkers was 50,726; of
whom §,176 wero refused work after the
conclusidn of the strike. The loss in
wages was $2,013,229; the labor organiza-
tions paid out $217,070 in relief; aud the
employers place their!loss at ‘«1 102,577,
Yet, all the advantage 1 wages that has
accrued from this enormous waste of
money was only §044,633 and was limited
10 11,472 persons. )

Under these circumstances it might
appear that the beneficial results aceruing
are ridiculously disproportionate o the
outlay und logsinseparable from the con-
duet of a strike; but we must remember
that o strike is a labor battle, and that
contests, whether between armuies in t119
field, commercinl organizations, or between
labor and capital, must be judged by the
moral advantages they bring to the viclor
and not by the expenditure of blood and
treasure  they have entailed. With a
clearer coneeption of each others strength
we witness a growing disinclination on
the part of both workmen and masters to
provoke a final collision and an encourags
ing tendéney towards mulual concessions
a8 o basis for arbitration. I tho strikes
we have just chronicled have only suc-
ceeded in impressing a conceplibn of the
loss they entail upon the participants in
the stroggle, and thereby have deterred
them from ngain resorting to 8o expensive
o method of coercion, thiey will have done
much good,. A strike, like o battle, is a
resort to biuto force to decide & disputed
point by the victory of the strongest—
indopendent of the justice of the cause he
may. ropresent — and, therefore, their
abolition or éven diminution will be &
distinet step in advance.

PRESENT STYLES.

The bitter cold, though hright, weather
that usliered in the commencement, of the
week was most beneficial tu the dry-goods
trade.” 1t fssured the public that winter

would Boon bo here in earnest and stimu-

Jated the saie of warm wrapy, juckets, and
cold weather goods to 2 remarkable extent.
The stores have heen well filled with cus-
tomers ; the show windows are bright and
unusually attractive; ang, although with
o great many ladies the present week has
been devoted more to the inspection of
styles than to purchasing, a very fair
amount of goods have changed hands, and
it 18 evident that customers are in no way
cramped for money,

The firat point that strikes the observer
is the unusual brightness of this winter's
styles. It is evident that the plain, rich,
it somewhat gloomy, fashions formerly
considered appropriate to the chilly
months, have hud their day. Rarely have
we seen 80 much ornamentation and such
bright iess, both in style and ‘colorings,
applied to winter fabrics as,we do’ this
year. Braid is everywhere, bven fo the
exclosion of beads. Hardly any winter
jacket or wrap (except, of course, when

plush or velvet is the material) but what |

is covered with standing Russia. Jackets

.entirely covered with braid in fern patterns,

or filled in with zig-zag, are most fashion-
able, and our local steam-braiders are
taxed to their utmost capacity to meet the
requirements of the large retail houses.
1t snys much for the resources of Montreal
that the most elaborate braiding done in
Paris can be copied quickly and cheaply
in this city, and that the machine braiders
of Montreal compare favorably with those
of New York. Sample wraps are readily
copied, no matter how intricate the pattern,
and we have seen redingotes and jackets
made and braided in this city for Ameri-
can visitors that could not be distinguished
{rom the Parisian original,

Ancther feature of -the season is the
revival in Bonnaz work. Costumes in 8age-
green and eau-de-nil are decorated with
appliqué patterns in drab or stone-color
edged with Bonnaz work in self-colored
silk or tinsel. Appliqué work, both in the
chain and rollutitches, are among the
favorite lines of crnumentation. Raised
wool patterns, in imitation of brocade, are
also offered, and the tinsels are largely em-
ployed. It is evident that this much-
