Tte incident, trivinl, if ludicrous, had effect.
I- was the first cellision between O'Conacil's
friends and the ‘*government ;” and afier the
vietory ta the Heusa it~olf, by which the madi-
fedtion of the carhs pernsitted the Liberator to
tke his seat, the first man for wh:.m he pro-
vided & coamitucney was O'Gorman Mahon,
and the seat was tie one which that vceentric
lwtenant had cone so much before the
tontest iu the court house, as well as after
it, to procure fur the great agitator. The
then yonng mau wud not long out of
Trinity Collége, #nd was ttudving for the
Irih bar, Heremnined in the 1Jouse but a
short time, and disappsared from politics for
fifleen years, when he roturned to Pariiament
exactly ferty sears ago, remaining five years,
and disanpesring again for twenty years.
During these intervals, although unheard of in
Westminster he was one of the best known
men sociully in all Irelund. Although called to
the bar, he never practiced.  Although he could
arry any conatiturney open to & Nationalist ia
Irel.nd at any time of his lite, he stubbornly
refuscd tobe o candidate. e preferred to
maintain his political convictions in a more
militant way,

He is, perhaps, the soln surviving type,
h_aymg national reputation, of the fiehting poli-
tician. e cowd always use his tongae well
enough, but he pre ferred anothier weapoa. The
duel ‘in Lieland was the regulation mede of
eettling all differenco for & long period after
O'Connell forewore 1t. Amogys the men of the
world there was po other me hod for salving
wounded honor, and the bullying snd insolent
maoners by which the few stalwart advo-

cates of TIrish pationnl rights wrre en-
conntered by the laudlord tet made any
other at an  earlier time possible. To

fight was ns necessary for a ronn as to eat ; and
aiter O'Connell had abandoned the code, the
duty of repelling alanders upoa hiwn fell often to
D'Gorman Mahun, who participatod in at least
thirtesn duela, On one occasion, during the
Tepeal acitation, O°Connell, in meeting an attack
upon himgelf intended to provoke him to chal-
lenge hia ,assailant, declared firmly that he
would reither give nor accept a challenge.
OGormin Mahon stood up the rmoment the

Dariog the Home Rule conference he dined
in state with & number of distinguished meun,
ircluding several ecclesiastics of high station.
The durl came up a3 an incidental topic; and
one of the latter, to softer, as he cesignated,
the implied aspersion upoa the gallant old man,
said deprecatingly that he did not think moy
blane should attach to him, who merely accept-
ed a challenge sinea a refusil meant dishonor
and s c'al ostracism, going on to excuse what
he believed ta be the only fault of which
O'Gormat’ Mahon had te-n guilty, Thegallant
gentl-man could not suffer such injustice in
silence, and broka out with: **G.ntlemen, I
a1t b.und to dedlare on my honor as a gentle-
man that, h waver unfortupais I .y have
h-en in participat'ng in hostile mee.nge, I
never relct-ived a cha.lenge in iny life. I slways
g nt it.’

Notwit" s arding hia fidelity ‘o tLe principls
of individual forca, he ratoer 1llugically opposed
the id-a of force a+ n means of winning back the
legislative iudependence of his country. In his
Home lule oonlfereoce adiress he distinctly
avowed himsulf an advoeate of moral suasmon
acd that alope. He doubtless knew too well
the futility and mndness of Ireland striving
unaided again~t the military sirength of Greas
Britsin.  He was one of the first to feel and ex-
press confidente in Parnell, whom he finally
wropised as the leader of the Howme Ru'e party,
nnd then he accepted once more the seas for
Ciare, to which he had keen originaily elected
juat fifry years previwusly. He was a striking
tizure in the Parnell phalanx in its young and
nbagreperous daya.  He rarely spoke ; but whea
he did he compeiled attention, not only by the
robillty of his personal appesrancs, but by the
rompactness and brevity of wha* he suid. .

Everybody remambers the famous scene in
the House wheu Gladstone, exasperated by the
iviitating tactics of obstinciion, and resvlved to
rule ths Houase withous the Irish members if
they would not Irt him rula them in it, darer
mined upon their surpensiva as o body. They
refused to go ous, denying the legality of the
prozeeting, unless campellod by force. Parpell
was the fivet to give thisrefusal. Ho waited
quietly until the sereeant-at-arins touched hiw
on the shculdar. Then, descending from his
1 ace, he fuced tha speaker, bowed courteously,
apd withdrew, Every man went out his own
way, Bome ccntemptuously, somwe with comic
arin, soms with anger. When O'Gorman
Maion's turn came he looked up into the face of
the sergeant and saw that of an old associate
ard friend, whose haic wos a3 white as his ¢wn.
They gazsd a momeant on each other, with
glances of blended amusement and regret ; and
graspiog the aflicial’s hand kindly, he waived
vervice, saluied the speaker with courtly arace,
and strode out like a king, with supreme in-
difference.

O'Gorman Mahon is now eighty four years of
nge. It was enouch for Mr. Parnell to know
that he was willingto take the vacans seat for
Carluw to m¥minste him ior it, and he was
wlectd without contes:. Ile firmly believes
that he will live to see restored toits old home
in Dubiin the Irish National Legi:lature, re-
moved theuce only three years before he was
born. He is the oldest man ever elected to
Parlinment, and the oldest, oxcent, perhapy,
Lord Broughamn, who has uccupied o sratin
either House, with faculties perlectly vieorous.

A letter on the promotion of the I ly Roswry
has been addressed by the Pope ta the Bishops
of Italy. His lloliness speaks of the ani
Christian efforts of the secty and_of the diffi-
culties of his own position in the Litarnal Cicy,
and says that he feels in consequence the greater
necessity of invoking the sid of God and tbe
poteetion of the Virgin Mother.

Thie kind of au edueation that trains both
bemt sud mind ia ouly given now s-days in the
Cly istian schaool.

Trere are other schonls that may triin the
child 1o read and write well, but tuey overliok
the mo-t importact duty the child bav—that is,
tha duty towsrds his God, Tncy never instill
into the child's beart connd principles of Crrs.
tan moraity; They tuach hin to be elever,
tut not dutiful,  Tuey teach him external re-
speetability, at ray no hing of what is vasly
moere importaut batore Almighty God—intornal
cleapliners of heart. ** Blessed a e the prre of
heart, for they shall see God.”

Kuowing these things well, o gonl parent eon
not lopg hewitate where to send his child.  If
he iz within reach of a Christian schoo’, he faila
in hia doty to Alinighty God if he does not send
his child to that schosl,

Home traiuiae is very good, but in the peen-
liar state of affairain this gr:at city the home
lifo se'dom rupplies an adequate amount of
religious training to a child. Iactically, 1t is
in the school where it must be dny, if done at
all ; for there the child sprnds the best part of
theday ; thore the childs mind is Luing de-
velopad, and the educaticn of the heart ought
to go hand in head with thoe development of hiy
inind 3 there the child spand= the best yenrn of
hiiz youth, thetime that i3 pecnharly s+ apart
for learmng, So that it ir during this time
whiln the child is at schuol that he must be
taught his religion.

Sunday-school, tor, may help, but two or
three hours in the week, under the most favor-
able circumstances, with good teachors and ex-
cellent discipline, does not ordinarily suffice to
deeply ingraia into the child’s soul that moat
cifficult of all sciences, ‘

Hence, denr parents, du you wish your chil-

A wise parent will not long hesitate, then, in
deciding the question for himsslf where hia
child will go to school.

Dwring the last
two months Mr, O'Brien would get for break-
fast a ping and a half of ** stirabout,” made out
of Indian meal and oaten meal mixed in equal
proportions, and thr_sa quarters of a piat of new
milk ; lor supper, eight cuaces of bread and »
pint of cocca,

Dinner varies according to the days of the
wezk. On Sundays, «ne pint of meat soup,
with four ounces «f beef withont bone and a
pound of p:tatoes. On Wednerday aud Fiiduay,
aight cunces of bread awd fourteen ounnes of
potatoes, sand on the remaining dayy of the
week, fourteen ounces of bread and one pint of
vegetable soup. .

The lady, who was waching this
proceeding, with tha aid of her husband, easily
extinguistied the tira, They had scarc. ly turned
fiom this work when criex of “h Ip " rang io
their ears. They rushed below mnd found the
maloon enveloped in mmoke. Mris. Mucha had
been bound hand snd foot, and being awakened
by the suffocating smoke, was vainly endeaver-
ing to arouse her husband. Mr. Macha made
40 response to the call, and presented the sp-

srsnce of & dead men.  He had been chloru-
Fc?rmed. Afier vigorous efforts trie fire was
extinguished. Macha was rotibed of 8143, which
Le had placed under his pillow, The loss by
fire was about $1,000.

WRYECKED IN THE STRAITS.
FIVE LIVES LOET.

Macrizao Crrv, Mich, Oct, 4.—The pro-
peller California, commanded by Capt. Trowell,
left Chicago oa Saturday mwght, bound fer
Montreal, She wasl.den with 20,000 bushels
of corn and 700 barrels ot pork, avd carr.ed a
crew of 22 persons and 3 passepgers. She en-
countered a heavy wind early on Moodsy
morning off the Beaver's, and at 4 v in, the sea
had ncreased so that it was imposstble to steer
her and 300 harrele of pork were thrown over-
board, but without helping her mnuch. About 11
p.m., when juat about bt. Helena, the sea broke
1o the gungway and putout the hres. She then
swuog around in the trough of the sea and be-
gan breaking up. The captain ordered the
boats lowered, but she waa o badly lasted it
waa 1mpossible to lower more than one. The
captain went into the cabin to gst the paseen-
gers out, but when he returned found that the
tirst mate and several men had left with the
boat. The steamer now begsn rapidly bresking
up, sud soon all handa were struggling n the
water. The captain ppd engineer succeeded
in gotting a bont loose from the wreck and

icked up the second engineer, cook and one
Fady passenger. Their boat drifted down along
side of the propeller A. Folsom, which was
anchiored under St. Helena, and was picked
up snd brought here, Another boat had suc-
ceeded in pgetting ashore mnear Poiot-a-
Barb. The steamer Factor picked up one
man who was drifting dowo the Straita on some
wreckage. Among the lost nre Geo. Foley,
purser; Cornelius Copnerton, of Detroit, a
paesenger ; Ella Papps, stewardess; Arthur
Hazard, cabin boy, and Reobb. Grant. The
shore for five miles abave here is strewn with
wreckage. Capt. Trewell says all were supplied
with life preservers, and it 18 probable that all
the bodies will be recovered. . i

ToronTo, Oct. 4.—The propeller Califnrnia,
which foundered in the Straits of Mackinew
this morning, was owned by Crangle & Geddes,
of thiscity. She was builtin 1878 by Robert.
ron Bros,, of Hamilton, and in 1883 she was
lengthened and underwent other repairs at &
cost of 818,000. She was 900 tons, rated A 2 in
Lloyda® hull regictor, and was valued there at

She was insured in a pool, but for what amount
her owners refuse to sny. .

The prube used to-day is an improvement on
that of Prof, Bell with which it was songht to
locate the bullet in President Garfield's body,
but failed, because, as Prof. Bell explained, 1t
was teo crudely constructed,

¢hip Alesia from Naples. It statea that the
disease hias been very virulent and rapid in its
fatality in the majority of cases. In reveral
instances the patients were well at cne inapec-
tion and nenrly pulsoless twelve hours Iater.
The report also tells how the shin was fumi-
gated, It way tharoughly washed with bailing
water twice and afterwards with n sclution of
corrosive sublimnte. All clothing and textile

Acting on the suggestion of our friend and
well-wisher, Lord Dufferin, Her Majesty gra-
ciously ordered that the old colors of . M.
©100th or Prince of Wales Royal Canadian
Remment” thould te sent to Canada to find
kere their final resting place.

Oan Thursday last these natable relics arrived
from Cnleutta at the Department of the Secre-
tary of State, where they await the decision of
the Government to be placed in a position of
honor, which they also will honor after been
borne and viewed by thousands of our fellow
subjects in three quarters of the globo for the
1ast three decades. A generation has gonesince
the colors first waved above the 100th regiment,
and now they are wora out and replaced by new
ones presented &) the regiment by Her Iixcel-
lency, the Consort of the Viceroy of India.

One can imagine the emotions with which an
old soldier, who followed these colors 1z many
climatesand under the varying feelings inspired
by the hoves of vouth and the thoughts of age,
would take shem into his hands ; his memory
would travel back to the day on which they
were consecrated by the chapla.n of the forces
and then through the hands of the Printe of
Wates—his first pnblic act—placed in the keep-
ing of the loyal thirteen hundred Canadians
then on parade. In respsnse to the call of
Togland, these thirteen hunéred bad sprung
forward from all conditions of life to that of
arms, to avenge the brutal maasacres of the in-
famous Nana Sahtb and his bloodthiraty sepoy
fana.ics. The vengeaunce, however, was acscm-
plished without the aid so quickly and cheer-
fully volunteered Ly she Canadiaus.  Befurs the
regiment wad fully equipped or driiled sutfici¢nt.
Jy to take the tield, British valor h:.d
triumphed, and the Nawa was & fugitive in the
juogle. Havelock, Outram, Celin Campbell,

and o handfu) of their countrgmen had swept
the country of the murderous crew ; peace

The colors of tbe 100th Regiment are now
with us; that is, all that remaina of them, for
in-their various vic'ssitudes they have been
blown and worn to mere threds, scarcely enough
of rither of them b-iog loft to make a shabby
lovkiog ragged necktie.

maintensnce and_ azgrapdizement of an empire,
the like of which, fur vasines+, the world has
never known.

HISTORICAL POINTS, RE THE

SOME AL COXFERENGE.

PROVIXCI
Cocservadive papers wou'd show more wisdom
were they to awuit the presentation of Mr.
Mercier’s progranune for thi Provineizl Con-
ferenoa before vitching into it.

It will be remembered that confederation was
a compact between the original provinces, oub
of which grew the federal povernmeat. The
proviaces wers in existence, enjoying certa’n
rights and powers. The Douminion could only
come into existence by the consent of the

provinzes to cenfer oo it a2 pawt of
their prerogatives.  The strength of this
arguinent 15 pot  affected in  tho least

by the circumstainces that Ondario was betrayed
iato confederation by an unholy alliance te:
tween Sir Joka Macdonald and the late Hen,
George Drown, and that Nova Scotin was
iiggered into it by Sic Charles Tupper oud a
Tury Legwislature. The principle remains the
saine,

The wled was formed in England of creating
an Imperial power in North America a3 an
offset Lo the Repubiican institutions of the
Toited States, Nor was it a bad sobstantive
idea to dismanzle the frontier fortifi:ations,
withdravr the tro-ps and disband the Canadian
Rifles. "These acts were intended to lull the
American Government into confilence. The
old furts were worsthless, anyway, for purposes
of modern wariare, the troops were required
¢lsewhere, and the Rifles were of no use what.
vver. Dot hidden below these pretences of
abandonment was laid the scheme of developing
y thearts of neacc a power which could be
used whent the proper time ervived for owver-
throwing the American Constitution and tear-
ing the Declaration of Independencs into
tatters, A large section of the peopls of the
United States was to be relied upon, when
properly educated, to aid in the work. Justas
Herr Dlost and hws gang of Anarchists arein
the pay of Russia to frighten the lovers of law
and order in America into an abandonment of
the principles of Iiberty laid down by Jeffarson.
Washington’s private correspondence shows
him to have been a Tury at heart, He wounld at
any time have made terms with the King, but
the gieater minds sbout him and the pateiotism
of the people kept him in a place he never liked
snd from which ke way glad finally to retive,

These historical points are merely mentioned
here becanse of their berring on the issue raised
‘by the proposal uf Mr. Mercier to settle forever
the ~titus of the provinces in relatinn to the
Federal Government, so they msy not be wiped
sut of esirteuce whenever it suits the nolicy of
Ergland to use them against the liberties of the
people of the United Stitee. The contending
prnciples, here as elsewhere, are thos: of Im-
perialism and hiberty. Already, without being
aware of it, the peop e of this country have lost
their liberty. Mea known for tleir liberal
ideas are matked, as they cre in Russia, and
spies nre put on their teack t2 Letray them into
mistakes of conluet so as tr make tlem ob-
nosious to Jaw cud order. Wines and drugs sre
used to injure their health and intel'ect. Iven
their focd is not safe from the horde of
raseals, wale and female, who will o anythicg
for money, and who ara to ke found in a'l places
in the pay of foreign 1yrants.  The objees 15 to
deprive the reojie of leaders and leave them
like sheep when the wolves come down on the
fold,

We do not suppose that Mr. Mcrcier has
taken these points of policy into ccnsideration,
but his iostinets of statesmanship have
promyited bim to make an effurt to put a limit to
the encroachment of the Federal power. He
sees pluinly thas if a clear frontier of rights and
duties be not established b-tween the Dominion
and the provineces, bis people—the French.
Cazadians—are certain cither to be swatuped
or reccnquered. There was more than what
appesared on the surfuca in the Mail’s threat to
"smash Corifederation into its original atoms,”
and its demand for the destruction of French
treaty rights nlong with the suppression of the
power of the Catholic Church in Quebec,

Clearly, then, it must appear {o any one who
gives attention to the foregoing points that the
people of Canada have to gusrd against an
insidious, far-reaching policy, which contem.
plates the destruction of these institutions
secured to them by the bloody sacrifices of
their forefathers, A duty of the greatest weighu
lies upon the povernments of the provinees now
beld by Liberals to combine for the purpote of
putting a limit on federal encroachments. There-
tore, we hope and trust Mr, Mercier will be
austained and that the Provincial Conferecce
will be & success.

possession of the surplus, can appropriate it to
themselves, and make them work for their bare
maintenance, or iu their caprice clear them off
altegether. It is plnin as any proposition in
mathematics that we canzot sucteed in mapu-
factures, or even maintain ourselves in our
present numbers snd positior, but  must
graduslly disappear by emigration and decay,
till not one of us remains unlesa we can get
some employment, the surplus produce r £ wh.ch
wa may certainly call our own, azl which na
man or body of men can take framn us. The
absolute necessity of such a «nrplus 1w pationnl
prosperity is demonstrated by Adan Swith in
this tashion ;—

The odic 1adiation can be  sen  and

felt by certain j.ersons called * sensitives,” who
have a pectiiar pervous susceptitility : while
the m jor.ty of mankind, called * noa-sensitives,’
are entirely meensitls to the odic influences and
impressions Odic sensitives have many symp-
toms, amoog which liability to sompamculism,
inability to sleep on the left side in the Northein
hemisphere, dislike of strong yellow colors,
fondness for blue, as opposed tv yellow ; dishike
cf ciowds and close roows, and dislike ot fatty,
and fondness for sourizh victuals, The causes
of muny sisgular phenomena, wot hitherio
understocd, are explained by the odic theory.

Emmanvel Kant, the great metaphyeician,
recognized the existence of physical munifesta-
tiows, and be so classified them that they might
be completely teparated from the koowable;
and thoagh he was unwilling to admit the con-
clusions of Fichte, na expressed ia the laiter's
‘“Revalations,” he virtuaily agmitted that he
was not altopether prepared to deny the uuth
of what re'ated to the phenomens, .

Brreiy, Oct. 8.—~Since S'gnor Crispi repartod
to Xing Humbert the reault of the former's con-
ference with Prince Bismarck, the Kirg ha3
exchanged personal salutations with the Em-
peror William and the Boperor Francis Joseph,
expressing his satisfaction at the conclusion of
the peacs ulliance. The press continues to teem
with surmises as to the terms of the alliance.
The Pesther Lloyd, in an article emsnating from
cr inspited by the Austro-Hungarian foreign
office, saya: *‘The conferences between Count
Kalnoky and DTrince Biemsrck and Signor
Ciispi travelled over the whole ground of inter-
naticoal politics, It provided fur all eventuali-
ties, not merely ganerally but down to details,
No territorits were given away nor conquests
dizcussed, bot an agreement was conciuded to
mevent othera from land grabhing, and check
aggrandizement by conquest. Italy, by joining
Austria nand Germany, has won a prestige never
before her possession, besides guining the cer-
tainty that she will attain all the territorial
ends whizh she hag jn view in order to secure
such extension in Europe and other parts of the
world as becornes o great power.”

IRISH NOTES.

CR AID THE MOONLIGHTERS—STARTLING
HDWEI;'?EE.\'GE OF A CRIMINAL—ANOTHER

BRAVE CONSTABLE—A HUMILIATING

L1y, Oct. 5,—Callinan, the moonliehter
W}Btifna one of the party that killed Conatuble
Whelehan nt the Sexton hamestead at Lisduon-
varoa on September 11, and who has tu‘rne_d
Queen's evidence, was to-day talten to Enr's
to testify against his_accomplicea in the trial
proczedmg there against them for mmder. e
was escorted by a strong force of police. He
swore as to the plot sgainat Sexton and_ifienti-
fied seven of the prisoners as having participated
in the killing of Constable Whelelmn, Calliran
admitted that he bad planned s number of
moonlight raids in Kerry and Clare. He said
that he hed been in the pay of the police for the
last five years, ard that he bad veceived from
Constable Whelekan, just before the 1aiding
of Sexton’s, & small sum of money in payment
of his share for arranging the raid. This state-
ment caused a great excitement in court. While
returning tu jail the prisoners were cheered by
the crawds in the streeta. The police charged
the erawd and used their batons freely.
DusLiy, Oct. 5.—The work of evictinn wan
continued at Greeedore to-dny. The iomates of
Widow Bowles’ houss stoutly resisted the evic-
tors by throwing boiling water upon them, The
bailiff demolished the house, and the chimney
haviag tumbled thu debris took fire. Seven
persona were arrested. Owing to the hostile de-
meanor of the apectators, the police were or-
dered to prepive to fire, whereupon Constable
Haughrey advanced and threw down his rifle,
declining to obey orders. He will probably be
arrested.

Biggs, of Delaware; Michael Gaven, of
Memphis, Tetn,, and other well knowa
gentlemen, Sir Thomas nnd Mr. O’'Connor
were esecrted from their hotel to the hall by
the 6Uth Regiment, the Hiberpia Rifles, and
mewmbers of the Ancient Order of Hitiernians.
Charles A. Dana, of the Sun, presided, Ia open-
ing the mo=ting, he said he wished rome of the
English Tories were present to witness the
meeting he was addreesing, o they might know
whether American sympathy oraid fcr the Irish
cause was wanting nere. Uf tke 60,000,000 of
people 1n_the United States 10,000,000 are
ether of Irish birth or Irish descent. It is
no grent wonder the American people sym-
pathize with the Irish, as they have no great
love for Hougland, Mr. O’Connor, on being
introduced, was reeeived wi'h enthueiastic
applause.

BRUTAL MTRDER OF A PARALYZED WOMAN BY A
DRUNKEN HUSBAND,

Quepec, Oct. 5.—Lnst week, it will be ra-
mewbered, a despatch was sent saying that
Mrs. Michel Vaillancourt, of River John, eight
miles from this city, had died uader suspicioas
circumatances. The coroner'slinquest was com-
mencel yesterday and concluded to-day, re-
sulting in a verdict of manelaughter agninat
the husband of the deceased.

yenrs ago. A brother of the deceazed and
several other neighbors were examined, and
their testimony was pretty much all alika and

The police and mumieival
officers struggled for possession of the sword,
while the spectators in the gallery chesred Mr.
Sexton end Axhorted him to “hof;l on.” Afcer
a fuw minutea both sides deeisted, a compromise
waa effected nnd the sword was placed on the
magistrate’s bench.
Mr. O'Brien did not enter the court to anawer
the summons agninst him.

“THE GOLDEN }LAXND.”

THE REMARKALLE CAREER OF A RUSSIAN ADVEN-

Viexya, Oct. 5. —The Rursian adventuress
known by the nickname of *“The Golden Hand”
has been condemned bv the tribupal of Moscow
to transportativn for iife to Siberia. ‘Thisextra-
ordicary woman has been married no It ss than
sixteen times, and i# described ss being remark-
ably handeome. Her husbands have belonged
to all nntionalities and creeds. She ran awny
from two in France and thres in Germany,
carrying off as much of their property as she
could lay hands on. She was in Vienna in 1878
under an assumed name, She has robbed her
different husbands altogether of more thsn
300,000 roubles. When travelling, che invariably
made dupes and then dissppeared with their
money, jewels and even with their watches,
She 18 not unfamiliar with her future ab de,
Siteria, as she was condemued to transpor:a-
tion once before by the Moscow tribunal, She
had, however, not been there long betrra the
chief overseer of the prison in whica sha was
confined became cuwnmoured of her, and ran
away with her to Constautinople, where o
marriaga tonk place. She scon left him and
returned to Ruasia, whers &he was only identi-
fied by the police after two years' reridence,
She speaks flurntly Russian, Gerioan, Freush,
Enzlish and Roumuatmian. The lawyer entrusted
with her detence haa had an opportunity of
experiencing her nkill ag o pickrock-t  When
he went 10 see her in prisog aftec the trial she
asvred Lim of Ler giatitude, and arked bim to
accept a4 n souvenir s pold watch and chain,
which she p'aced on the table Yefore Lim M.
at once recognized it as his owa, which sne had
just picked from his pocket.

Afew years age, writes a correspondent of
the Heratd, I was one of p party inviied to dine
sish Gustave Dore, I had anticipated that I
would hear from this great artist—knowing that
he was a brilliant tulker—new theosies nb u
art and color, 1n fact an artistic conversation
about painting as bold and as exsravagant as
wus bis unpueerned geniusitself. We tound iv
very diflicult to l-ad lum to that subject.

But what sights
repay the arcensi>airt for bis dar nz and ¢our
age. The view ot a glacier is oze of the finest
that can be offered to the eyvesof man, A sea
of ice spreading endlessly, and c ften jammed by
mountains crowned with pines. Arca of hard-
¢ened enow seem to be the waves, aod some of
them forty or fifty feet in height, and if the
»un’s raye happen to strike on those glistening
mounds the vision is so dszuling that the eye-
sight cannot bear it,”

This confession of & man proving that his
genses had only thrilled befure such spectacles
when the world thought the supreme gratifica-
tion of his }ife would sooner have been caused
by the production of his * Dunte,” * Don
Quixote,” and other novels, got up on Chinese
vellum with special iuks, has bean presentin my
mind repeatedly since the ead fate of the six
young man who, the other dav, started to climb
the sides of the Jungirau at Interlaken. They
had undertaken intrepidly the asconsion of
that smmnmit crowped with etercal rnows,
disdainful of the advice and escort of guides
They bad confidence in theirtemerity, but at
a certain height cither they must have been
surpised by a tempest or overtaken by
sn  ava'snche, None has lived to tell.
Their rix bodica were found in the lowest depth
of n precipice seven bundred yards deep,

Finily Z:smondi, the bold ymmng Ausiiap
phys-cian, who pa ned a reputation as an ascrn-
apae, ¢ ndesved the attempt when under-
taken nlone, or tlhio-e who contided in their mere
vluck to ¢ nquer the dangers. He eaid that
uinety-nina tiwes out of a hundred the under-
taking might aurceed, but the hundredth time
would fail. So little wasneed-d, a second ot in-
attention, & sinele mis-step wonld throw the
traveller intn n crevice from ont which enly bia
body would be recovered. Zsigmondi thought

that two werea sauthcient to  urdertuke
the climbing of 2 rock, but that three
were necessary to  explora a glacier.

More than this number enfeebled rarher
than strengthened and made the attemnpt a
dangerons «ne. But beinsisted if the expadi-
tion be compored of tive, three or twa, it should
nat proceed without a guide—the trus leader—
whe, independent of all the physical qualities
necessary in every ascensioniat must Dossess in
addition intelligent gifts. Ie nceds to be able
to find his way through the fog or the daik,
which gifts Zsigmoudi declared to be neither
intuitive nor instinctive, bLut the result of
a well trained intelligencs, which training
all are not capable of. lor this a very
acute observation of the smaller details is neces-
fary. They must be remembered and class-d ;
besides, at any moment, the guide must be able
to know in what direction he is progress
ing. Torthis purpose a 5mie' survey of com-
paes and chart is necessary.  Lsit, in spite of ull
precaution, the accident is ever on the alect
watching for its prey, The faculty of orienta-
tion, the decision, the prudence, none wes
wantiog in the ascessionist Ziigmondi, but all
these qualities, added to a mervelous exp-ri-
ence, did not prevent him from weeting his
fate in the ascent of the Meije north of the Pel-
voux.

CHOOSING HOUSES.
HOW TO GET ONR WITHOUT MAKING ANY MISTAKE'
( Chambers® Journal.)

In selecting & house, or a site for & new oneg,
remember that where the sun will ahine on the
houte for some hours a day one elament of g.od
is secured; espacially if the eunshine enters at
the windows of the liviog rooms, or ro7ms most
used during the daytime. Adfter the aspect bas
been found to be suitable, and that a plentifol
supply of sun nnd air is iosured, attention
should be given to the general positioa and con-
struction of the heuse, If the ground is at all
porous, s layer of concrete not less than
six inches thbick, and compored of cement
or lime, nnd brokes bruks or gravel,
slou'd be Ekpread uver the whole of
the ground covered by the building.
This will prevent the passage of ground a‘rup
through the floors. Air will trn.vel.tl]roug!t
the ground for some distance, and ns it Snvari-
ably becomes contamioated by taking up car-
bosic acid en3 in its passage, 18 not suitable for
irhaling. ‘The house acts ss a sucker on the
ground ; and if, unfortunately, the sito_is one
on “made” ground—that is, composed of all
the refuse of a town—ths groned becomes the
medivm of dizesse. No houses ahould be buils
without o well- ventilated air space between the
earth and the grouod flsor, especially if the
layer of concrete on the surface bs omitted.
The walls should be built of good hard burnt
brick or nnn-porous stone, set 1n lime or cement
mocter, Common under-burnt bricks or porous
stoves hold moisture, which evaporates
with a rice in ths temperature, ond g0
chills the a'r in the bouse. If thebricks or
stones of the walls are suspected of ho'ding
mo'sture, the whole of the external surface
should be covered with cement, or tiled orslated
above. The founcation of the wallsshould rest
on thick beds of concrete bedded in the earth,
snd to prevent the ground damp from rising up
the walls a damp-proot courze of slates in cemunt
o: a bed of avphalt should be laid in the fuil
thickneas or width of tha wall, just above the
ground lize. Dryness in this climate is so
engentinl to heslth that any buildiog which in
it4 floors, wa'ls or roof sins by admitving moia-
tuce, should te rejected n3 & place of residence
by th s who value their health. In tropieal
climates buildinge are coostructed to keep cut
the heat, but here we baild to retain the heat
and keep out the cald.
