1t 1s commonly said of us, by ihe writers of a

peighboring country, that we Irl§h are always

looking back ; that we are warshippers of the
past ; whereas the nation against whom and by
whom we are thus disparagingly compared, ts re-
markable for looking closely after the present.—
The taunt—the boast—is certainly less compli-
mentary to those who utter it thar} they them-
selves very probably perceive. Virtue can af-
ford to look back. Those for whom ¢ allis lost
but bonor” can afford to look back. We know
by every-day experience what class 1t 15 that
fain would wipe out the past. The uneasy con-
science finds torture in retrospect. _Those who
bave thriven well by means that will rot bear
serutiny, love to philosophlse on the fo[ly_ of look-
ing back, and on the wisdom of'forgellmg there
ever was a yesterday or ever will be a to-mor-
row. Yes, the Irisk are fond of looking back,
and well they may. ‘The present may be em-
bittered apon us; but the past cannot be de-
stroyed. 1f stripped of a!l else, we have; at
least, the heritage of plorious examples. 'I‘he
very circumstance nlleged_ against us as a failing,
imony of high virtue. If we were a
sordid people—if we were 2 selfish or a grovel-
ling race—with no luftier ambition than the gra-
tification of the pnssions——what pleas.ure would
be found in the mournful history that is ours—
uoavailing struggle, voending suffering. 1t might
be evidence of 4 pernicious failing in a people to
pay such worship to the chromcles of deeds
which aggrandised them—to a past that hoarded
acquisitions, luxuries, aud wealth for enjoyment
w the present. DBut nome save a noble race
would love to dwell upon and glory m recordsof
sacnfice, ruin, loss, so disastrous as ours. Of
course, L am aware there is a character wilh
which ours may be confounded ; that of a people
weak, spiritless, and abject ; compounding for
the miserable cowardice of the present, by trad-
ing upon references to the bravery of ancestors
who lived very long ago, or to the heroism of
sacrifices reaily repented, or which would not be
repeatec by their descendants of the present
day. But ours 1s pot such a case. As a peo-
ple we are full of energy,activity, and ambition ;
and out of lreland, where our energies have free
scope, we rise to positions of wesllh and power.

We are not cowards, or cravens either. On'all

the battle-fields of the world Irish valor is im-

peiishably recorded; and this is as true of the

present as of the past. The Irish are bravest of
the brave, whether they serve beneath the

Trench tricolor, the American standard, or the

Union Jack. Whether they fight for a good or

bad cause, they fight well; {hey are no cow-

ards. JIo arms, as in literature, art, science,
statesmanship, industry, commerce, the Insh of
our own day have no superiors. Yetit is only
abroud that 2ll this avails us. Here in Ireland,
we are poor, oppressed, broken, because our fa-
thers stood up for what the world would call #a
fallng cause,” and because We, their children,
though unable to cope in strength with the pow-
er that cramps our energies and binds our free-
dom, are inveterately averse to accepting ac-
comphshed facts and making terms at the price
of final surrender. With all our ambition and
desire for wealth and power, we Irish of the
present day prefer our loss of wealth, property,
and power at home, to the enjoyment of all these
by the forfeiture of machood and conscience j—
and there is not a trial or a sacrifice recorded of
our fathers, that we bave not proved ourselves
feady to emulate to-day. Itison a chapter in
those records I purpose to fix atteption more
particularly jus¢ now. I mean dehberately to
offend against this canon of ¢ Progress;” m the
midst of the busy turmotl and strife of our more
material ambitions to arrest you for a moment
by one of those lessons which serve to balance
us in the giddy race, and show us how noble it1s

10 suffer ; how man, fortified by faith,- car soar

above and beyond the troubled scene—can smile

at misfortunes, and triumph iz .death. That' is
the lesson I read in the Life and Martyrdom of

Oliver Plunkett. Our annals abound with such

glorious episodes ; but many considerations sug-

gested this one to me as best 1lustrating  one of

the most instructive and memorable chapters m

our history, Plunkett’s career lay within the

middle period of the seventeenth century.  Nu-
merous of the ‘events Which I'shall have io no-
tice in that career,. require  that I should’ fix
srongly your attention on the circumstances. of
the country—of the Church, and ot the people

—at the time.. To_this end'it will ‘not be ‘ne-

-cessary to extend our retrospect. beyond.the be-

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we have to do with s the bistorical fact that a
struggle, which, with varying fortune, had been
intermittingly profonged for 420 years—the
longest and most vehemently mamntaned strug-
gle against invasion and subjugation recorded in
wnodern histary—about the period to which we
are referring burst forth into an effort which, for
military skill in its direction, bravery in its pro-
secution, and promise of success, surpassed all
others, and showed a passionate love of national
independence which four centuries of desperate
but disastrous endeavor were upable to appal.
it failed, however ; and, at the beginning of the
seventeenth century, {or the first time an English
king claimed and exercised practically  undis-
puted sovereignty over all that remained of Ire-
tand. Alas! what a spectacle of ruin was there !
Never, in all probability, since God fashioned
this fair earth was sight like it seen. Four bun-
dred years of war tells a great deal ; but it is as
nothing to the whole truth of the story. Four
hundred years of war, at the very best, and even
supposing it carried on according to the usages
of what 15 called ¢ civilised wurfare,” would sug-
gest to most minds a frightful result. But four
bundred years of a war of extermination—a war
without one single principle of humanity or mer-
cy—a war which outlawed a whole people and
classed them as wild beasts of the morass and
forest, vermin of the lar.d—nay, classed even the
sacred sex of woman with the she-wolf, and the
wild deer—things to be hunted and hounded,
trapped, smoked oul, starved, shot, and slam !—
Yet, this was not all.  An agency of desolation,
the most awiul that ever warred impiously
against Heaven’s goodoess itself, was resorted
to. The fruitfulness of the earth was sought to
be extinguisbed, that existence nught beeome
impossible. Armies went out when there was
nothing of human life to slay, to kill the hving
bounty of God’s hand j to” hunt out growing
corn, and trample it to mad ; to waste and burn
——to blacken with sterility the very briars on the
way, lest they might- bear their bitter wild fruit
capable of ministering to famished bumanity .—
Ina word, reading the accounts the spoilers
themselves have left us of these awful proceed-
ings—perusing the records writteu by the actors
themselves— it 1s obvious that if they could but
bave borrowed for a moment the power of God,
tbey would have blasted at a stroke the fecun-
dity of the soil—would have stricken 1t with
barrenness, vpon which living thing could not
crawl—rather than that the seed of their victims
should have a chance to survive.

Centuries of a war Like this, what must they
bave lelt bebind? That iz what we have to
imagine in order to coniemplate the scene of
Plunkett’s life and labors. That 15 whal must
be understood in order to know what Ireland
was in 1631, But the picture is not complete.
To all this was added another species of war—
more direful still—which sprung from, and ac-
cotnpanied the other; one winch had for its end
and reswlt a fate more terrible than any death
barbarity could impose—Uhe war that assailed in
‘the Trish the attributes given by God to man to
distinguise Lim from the beast of the fieid—the
war that sought to quench the mind and debase
the soul—that sought to make us fellows with,
or fower than, the brute species—that sought to
make usa race of things bateful to ourselves
and to each other, abliorrent to all mankind—
that sought to extinguisk intelligence, intellect,
reason—to take from us our common humanity,
and give us all the habits, the deformity, the re-
pulsiveness, ignorance, and ferocity of the brute
creation. What was to come of all this? -
‘What sort of a race was likely to spring from
the beings depicted . in the despatcies and re-
ports of Carew—the memoirs and writings of
Carte and Leland ?  What deformities of the
buman species were likely to affright posterity
in their progeny? ¢ Creeping and crawling ou
their bellies out of caves and holes in the earth,
whither we Lad driven them”—say these chron-
ictes— and where 1hey, hiding, tned (o live by
digging up and eating will roots and carrion ;—
they looked not like unto mankind at all—pale,
haggard, emaciated, cadaverous; they seemed
like ghouls or animals of some hideous sphere.
Sometimes discovering their burrows and holes,.
we smoked them Jike rats.” Yes, those were
the days when mothers brought forth their young
like the Bittern hidden in. the sedgy brake, and
reared them in some earth or cave, shared with
the  badger or the fox. What was likely to
come of all this?  Were all the lawsof pature to
be suspended and reversed, so that cause and ef-
fect might no-longer bear relation==so that out of
circumstances ke these the Irish race should
arise with none of the terrible brand upon thetr
brows, upon - their seuls—should arise; not de-

based, but erect—not brutified, but ‘civilised—.

Yes ; in.our own days this expectation of miracle

Sueh as I have described, ar endeavored to

describe, was the condition of Ireland when.

Oliver Plunkett commenced hfe. [ hare dwelt
upon the demoralisation and dJebasement which
was produced, and which prevailed most largely,
if not entirely, around the Pale, because, uafor-
tunately, the story of bis fate reveals but too
plainly the fearful evidence of that dewmoralisa-
tion and debasement. They are revealed in the
witnesses who came forwa:d to swear him to
the scaffold, amidst the shuddering abhorrence
even of their hirers; and 1 have Cesired to anti-
cipate, by ample explanation, the ignorant re-
proach—* Were not the perjurers who were
procured to betray lim Irishmen and Catholics
—aye, {riars and priests 7’

Oliver Plunkett was born at Lougherew, in
tre county Wleath, inthe year 1631; having
been a scion of an ancient and noble lamily of
that name, which, throughout those days of pro-
seription, held, and down to ovr owa have held
fast by the ancient Faith—DPlunkets, Earls of
TFugal. His life up to the age of cighteen wit-
uessed the rise of the celebrated Confederation
of Kilkenny, and the desperate eflort made by
the Milesian and Anglo-Insh Catholics (fighting
side by side for the nrst time) to coniront suc-
cessfully with armed band the organised plunder
and confiscation by which the land was being
parcelled out to the very refuse and dregs ol
English society. Into the history or detai's of
that memorable struggle it is as little my present
purpose to enter as it was into that of the Great
Hugh, the Lion of Ulster. The results alone
concern us. T'he Irish and Anglo-Irish Con-
federates, with fatal credulity, were duped by
the weak King Charles into believing that he
meant to do them ample justice if he could but
overcome his Puritan evemies. The unhappy
Irish flung themselves to bis side and staked
their last bope for Lis cause. Biiterly and ter-
ribly they paid for it. Well hadit been for
them, as far as relates lo their material inferests,
however it might fare with them in the judgment
of the world, had they displayed less of that de-
voted filelity, and more of the seif-concern
through which the Judases of his own pation,
the Lowland or Anglo-Scots, sold for a price

{ the head of their king—sold for a price the

blood of him who had {led amongst them confid-
ingly for sanctuary. The very year of dolors
that saw Oliver Cromweil, the apostle of crime
and bloodshed, land in Ireland, beheld young
Qliser Pluskett, the disciple of religion and
peace, set out for Rome, where be entered
as a divinity student i the Ludovisian, or, asit
is called, the Irish College. What a pregnant
fact this 1s, which we encounter on the very
threshold of hus career! ln that day Ireland
was prostrate and plundered—or was weakly
struggling against invading bordes, pouring on
hes with boly words and cries of  Liberiy” on
thewr ps—rapine aod deflance of God in their
liearts. In thet'day was defamed to Europe by
those who coveted or seized Ler rights, (he plun-
derers praclaiming that her chiefs koew not how
to rule ; while every odious slory was nvented
by ler foes to brand ber witk infamy. Yet, in
that terrible time she found a friend—one who,
the darker grew her misfartunes, but stood the
more boldly by ber side ; who gave her sympa-
thy, gave lier prayers, gave her material au 10
ber struggles, and blessed ber banoers ; and who,
whea her pecple were doomed to brutification,
and forbidden education at home, raised for them
colleges, urtversities, and schools, with generous
band. Who was that friend? The Pope.—
Yes; God is great and just—Rome was that
friend of friends to Ireland ; and to-day, when
stmilar misfortunes threaten the Chair of Peter,
Ireland 1s found tre foremost in grateful fidehty.
To-day the Pope is prostrate and; plundered ;—
to-day it is his armies who weakly struggle
against invading hordes with bypocritical cries
of itberty on their lips ;. to-day it is the Pope
who is defamed to Turope by those who covet
or seize his possessions, the plunderers proclaim-
ing that he knows not how to gavern. Ah—
there 15 something wonderful in this. parallel.
Let emperors. and- kings forget: their duty, if
they will ; let the cold and fuithless shun their
Tatlier because his cause seems failiog aod lis
foes prevail. Ireland knows that when her cause
wos failing and lost, 1be Pope did not shrink
from her side ; the more her foes prevailed, the
more bis generous aid was giren. Hail, Pontiff!
glorified by many sorrows, wounded by many in-
gratiludes—ONE nation, at least, of the many so
otten succored by the bounties of the "apostolic
band, in this thy hour of tribulation, scorns -the
baseness of those who desert thee. Behold the
chilren of faithful Erin—behold Ler 'grateful

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Reflections like these artse to most minds at the
mention of the Irish College at Rome, 1n which
young Oliver Plunkett, as I have said, entered as
divinity student in the year 1649. Dark as had
been the tribulations of his unhappy country
when he quitted home, darker far were thase
that succeeded. As Morough of the Burmings
devasted in the south, and Cromwell butchered
in the north, the island ran red with blood ; and
the young exile student, pacing the cloisters of
the College in Rome, otten fancied that he could
hear borne upon the western breeze the wails of
horror and despair. \What an assemblage must
have been the students i those bhalls. THere
they had crossed Europe that they might find
the means denied them at home of entering upon
a vocation which they but too well knew was
menaced by the dungeon, the rack, the gibbet,
and the scaffold. With what characteristic tales
they must have whiled their hours of intercourse
in the intervals ol study — stories of midnight
masses in barn and cave, sentinelled by faithful
scouts ; of koly priests surprised and captured or
slain. Day by day some new arrival came with
his latest intelligence from the island so dearly
loved even amidst such terror. Day by day
some one of them set forth for it, {o enter upon
his perilous duties—

‘" To run the outlaw’s brief eareer,
The troubled rest—the cesseless tear.”

Thus passed away Plunket’s stodent days. [Ie
distinguished himself in all his studies, endeared
himself to all who knew bun, and even at his
early age inplanted in the minds of lus superiors
a forecast of the greatness that yet was to halo
his name. IHaving taken out ks degree of Doc-
tor of Divinity, he was appamnted public Profes-
sor of Theclogy in the College De Propaganda
Fide. For welve years he filled this 1nport-
ant office with advancing reputation, and with
the marked esteem ad admiration of the Sover-
eign Pontiff bumself. Twenty years exacily had
passed since first lie entered Rome, when one of
the great epochs of his life arrived. In that
year the Primate of Ireland, Edmond O’Reilly—
bamshed, proscribed, persecuted—died an aged
extle at Liouraine.  Twelve years helore,
O'Rielly had been consecrated Primate in the
ctty of Brussels: and though at home a bloady
perseculion was striking down the tninisters of
the faith, he boldly sought the presence of the
flock over whom be had been appointel. He
set out for Ireland, but at London was arrested,
seized, and dragged to prison, Subsequently he
was deporled to trance, and i 1665 he petition-
ed the restored Stuzrt (Charles II) for perims-
sion to see Ireland once more. At this time, of
all the Irish hierarchy three Prelates alone re-
sided in the kingdom ; one—great, noble, brave-
hearted even then — was the Archbishop of
Tvam. He, too, had been an exile; but as
years and age bowed Jum down, and he seemed
to stand upon the threshold of the grave, the
terror of the persecuter grew not inore alarming
but seemed as nothing beside the sorrowful
thought that he should repose in a foreign soil.
Home bhe turned—not, iadeed, in hope to live or
labour, but to die. e was borne from the ship
10 the shore 1o a litter. ¢ Bear me,’ sawd he, ¢ to
St. Jarlath’s, Let e see once more the faces
of my faithful people around me, and let us feel
bt my ashes shall be lad tn the tomb of my
fathers,” 'With him there were Patrick Plunkett
the Bishop of Ardagh, and the aged Bishop of
Kumore, left in Treland. The Primate O’Relly’s
prayer, if not granted, was not spurned ; he re-
turned to Ireland on the 4th June, 1666 ; but
on the: 17th September he was seized and drag-
ged, manacled, a prisoner 1o England, and once
more banished the kingdom. A few years alter,
and as we have already seen, the venerable exile
Prelate expired at Louvame, leaviog the Prima-
tial See of Ireland—a post of importance and
danger—once more vacanf. A post of danger
it was, indeed, aud well it was felt; for while,
on the one haed, it was one requiring all the at-
tributes of deep learning, heroic courage, pro-
found wisdom, earnest zeal, devotion, and piety,
s0, on tie other hand, was 1ts occupation men-
aced with danger, of which the simplest could
see the bloody end. It is said that Pope Cle-
ment IX, filled with a sense of the importacce
of the appointment at such a crisis 1 Ireland’s
history, deliberated long “and solemaly. Many
were the pames laid before lum from Ireland
aod by councillors within the Eternal City, but.
1t is told that the Pope exclaimed—¢ Why are.
we discussing uncertataties when certaity 1s be-
tore our eyes ?—behold in the City of Rome it~
self, Oliver Plunkett, a man of long experience,

which nught have seemed a shrinking from the
ordeal. e hesitated, therefore, not 2 moment
in accepling it, and was accordingly consecrated
forthwith al Rome, He might have rewmained

the affurs of tis diocese Lhrough a vicar-general,
but such was not his choce. No sooner did
the successor of St. Peter place the crozier in
his hapd than bis face was turned homewacd to
Ireland with a heart resolved to face his fate.

The new Primate must have reached Ireland
some lime before the 20th of November, and he
wust have entered it wn secresy, for on that date
we find the Lord Leutenant informing Lord
Conway that the King had privately assured bim
that * L'wo persons, one of whom was Arch-
bishop Plankett, had been sent over from Rome,
and were lurking in the country to do mischief.?
The Lord Lieutinaut commissioned Conway to
write that very night to Lisburn to his brother-
in-law, Sir George Rawdon, to acquamt him
that it would be an acceptable service if he
could: dexterously find out the Primate and - his
companion acd appreheud them. Lord Conway
forthwith sent word to Lisburn, and the blood-
hounds of the law were started upon the Pri-
mate’s track. Ile stood the country, however,
while Ulster was being scoured for him. He
pursued his daties, scormng to f{ly the perils that
every hour surrounded him—now liding in a
cave, now disguised as a peasant, passing on the
road Rawdon’s patrols—now holding an ordia-
lion in some mountain fastness. Some time

ened a htle, and the Prelate was able to go
abroad without fear of arrest. Ths interval he
employed with an activity perfectly marvellous
in the discharge of the onerous affarrs of his dis-
tracted diocese. It was not to be expzcted that

ton already alluded to, would not have wrought
sad disorder in these affurs. The bishops
exile, the dungeons choked with priests, genera-
tions grew up, on the one band, in deplorable
unacquaintance with the duties of the religion to
which, nevertheless, with a faith which God, no
doubt, accepled 1o their extremity, the trampled
people clung.  Of course, in all this chaos, dis-
orders and ircegularities to some extent must
also have been inevitable amongst the clerical
body. It was impossible to exercise the same
strict scrutiny before ordination. It was out of
the question,in such times, to require the same ex-
tent of preparatory study ; and it 15 ot to be won-
dered at that the Prunate found that a Hercu-
lean task awaited lim in the regulation, or ra-
ther re-introduction of discipline m such a state
of affairs, e lived, as far as his own perscnal
waats, in a degree scarcely above absolute
poverty ; inhabiting an humble thatched cabin
at Ballybarrack, vear Dundalk, in which one
little room, a few yards square, served him as
library, dining-room, and chapel. His entire
income at no time seems to bave exceeded £60
per annum. Ie seems to have been, however
gentle 1a all else, ndomitakle and stern in his re-
pression of anything like offence or irregularity
calculated to scandalise the poor. This fearless
discharge of duty obtamed for lum the deadly
and implacable eomity of a few hase and re-
creant members amongst the clergy whom he
detected 1 courses impossible to be permitted.
In fact, his spiritual authority was exercised just
with as much vigour and fearless ndependence,
as it he were backed by all the co-nperation of’
the civil power, instead of being a poor hunt-
ed and proscribed fugitive, sleeping and md-
ing alternately in barn and cavern, copse and.
forest. 'That however is a feature which has
often been remarked and commeated upon by’
observers of the adninistration of the Church,—

And now the
moral debasement alluded to in the early part of
this lecture became mourelully apparent in the
tbrong of degraded Irish-who hiterally choked
the Castle doors, competing for the hire of good
swearers. They -crowded m, offering to swear
anything that was required agamnst the Primate
Plunkeut, who had now Jaiu six dreary months
close prisoner in Newgate, without friend, rela-
uve, or servant being allowed to see his face.—
But amongst the thropg were at least a few in
whose faces gleamed ke fiendish glare of inalign-
ity that bad at last found its vengeance. These
were the excommunicated Friars already alluded
to, and whe now felt 1hat the hour was come to
make the Primate rue, as ‘they had threatened long
ere they dreamed of such & glorious opportunity.—

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NTELLIGENCE

The great question for Ireland, the Landlord and
Tenant question,-has once more been brought before
Parliament by a petition which was adopted by the
Corporation of Dublio, and ‘presented to the House
by the Lord Mayar, The-adoption of the petition by
the Oorporation was moved by Alderman Dillon *in.
a very able and temperate speech,’ which the Times
summarises as follows :—He argued that the mea-
sore sought would be for the inierests of landlords
and tennnts and of the whole communaty. ‘ Irishmen
are not exempt from the motives.to exertion that in-
fluence the rest of mankind. . Lord .LiYord, in his
letter to the Times, bad mentioned the case of an
estate on which the tenants had long leases with
low rents, and they were idle, reckless, and impro-
vident. The copclusion to be drawn from Lord
Lifford's case, then, was that the remedy for the
evils of the country was no leases and very high
rents. Ie should have takea & larger view of the
subject, and looked at other countries, where the
rule is that the cultivator--is proprietor of the soil,
and be would fiud that in every:country the condi-
tion of the peasantry is good in proportion io the
security of their tenure. Why is tha Emperor of the
French able to inspire so much. fear in other Govern-
ments/ Because there &re in Fradce five millions of
men, ready to fight for homeés from ‘which - no - land-
lord can. eject them., Mr. Dillon: pointed :to the
contrast presented by the relations. of landlord and
tenantic Bogland. There the tenant gets the farm
ready finished, prepared for the'deed, drained, fenced,
&ciy; with all the'proper bnildings.  Here the tennnt
supplies everything:and Lord Derby, when Lord
Sianley; in 1845, expressed his copviction that the
tenant ought to have security for his outiny, whe-
ther in'money or .labor, Besides, in Eogland the
tenant is protected against she least unfairness or
wrong by & powerful public opinion. He quoted the
description given by Mr., Johrn Stuart Mill of an
Irish.teant-at-will, devoid of all the freeman's in.
ducements to exertion, and without the protection
enjnyed by the slave. He recommended that a Con-
fereace, composed of deputies from all the repre-
seutative bodies in Ireland, should assemble in
Dublin, in order to put forth sn authentic statement
of the demands of the country. He quoted opinions
1n favor of tenant security from high autborities, col.
lected in the recently published worc of Mr, Justice
Shee. He poiuted to the fact that no demand for
compensativn can he made upon the landlord till the
tenant is distured in his possession, so that the
right sought would be shield for defence, not a
sword of uggression, Alderman Dillon coucluded
with an eloquent peroration on the virtues of the
fruiiful and indestructible Celtic race. An amend-
ment was moved by Mr. Byrne, and Beconded by Mr,
Pilkington, with the object of having the contro-
verted matter of the preamble struck out, the Con-
servatives agreeing that legislation is pecessary to
secure unexbausted improvemests to the tepant in
cage of eviction, The amendwent was rejected by a
wmajority of 16 to 7, and the petition wus adopted
nem con.—~Tublel.

Lower Canada, is a ery equally justifiable,
equally bonorable to the Learts and to the heads
of those who utter st.

We koow not how il nay be with others ; but
we have no hesitation in proclaiming ourselves
« sectional,’ and intensely * sectional ° and we
are so not in the interests of pationality alone
but of religion ; not for the sake of Lower Cana-
da only, but for the sake of the Church in Upper
as well as mn Lower Canada. To our ears the
term* scctional’ conveys no reproach, for well
we koow the men by whom the phrase is used, and
why they use it. ~ Ve know that it is but the
form in which their spite against all who oppose
their dishonest designs upon our ecclesiastical 1n-
stitutions, and thwart their mercenary projects,
finds vent, or expresses itself. To the DProtest-
ant Reformer, intent upon the spoliation of the
Church, the bumiliation of the Romish hierar-
chy, and the triumph of Protestant Ascendeacy,
the % sectronalism’ of the Lower Canadians,
opposes iusuperable abstacles: to the needy
place-beggar or political adventurer who cares
not a straw for nattonality or religton—for coun-
try or for Church, whose sole object in hife is to
make lus way in the world, nad forward his own
sordid interests, ¢ sectionalism” n like manner
1s especially odious ; as it implies adberence to
principle, a scorn of material interests, and a be-
lief that there are objects better worth fighting
for than beef and pudding, thae pork and beans.

The great question of the day, in so far as
Lower Canada aud the Catholic Chureh in Brit-
ish North America, are concerped, came up for
discussion  the Legislative Assembly on the
molion of Mr. G, Brown for a Comumnittee to in-
quire into the causes of the unsatisfactory rela-
tions actually existing betwixt Upper and Lower
Canada, and to devise a remedy mutually ac-
ceplable to both sections of the Province, The
main motion, after several amendmects thereunto
bad been proposed and negatived, was carried by
a majority of 59 to 48,

What Mr. Brawn can expect from his Com-
mittee, now that after a profuse expenditure of
talk he has obtamed 1t, we are at a loss to con-
ceive, It will meet, report, and separate, we
suppose, but it is impossible to suppose that from
it. any good will proceed—that it will make any
discovery, or that it will in any manner accom-
plish the task assigned to it.

Thiere is not a man, woman, or cbild, who can-
not indicate the causes of the evil complained of
—the unsatisfactory relations actually existing
between the two sections of the Province § and 1t
requires neither a conjuror nor a Parliamentary
Committee to discover them. The iniguitous
and impolitic Legislative Union of two Provinces,
inbabiled by races alien to one another in blood,
in language, and in religion—a measare which
was not oaly a crime bat a blunder—is the
cause of all our political discortents ; and unti}
the cause itself be removed, he must be a. shal-
low-pated® fool indeed, who expects that the
effects shall disappear. DMr. Brown knows this
well ; every member of his Committee knows 1t ;
and kuowing it, they will of course carefully ab-
stain from declaring it, for it 15 one of those un-
pleasant though palpable or self-evident truths
which * polilicians”—(we use the word in its
Yankee sense )—do not care to meddle with.

And 1f a Commttee to icquire into the causes
of the poltical discontent which obtams, and
which threatens to clog up the wheels of the gov-
ernmental machine entirely, be unnecessary—be-
cause those causes are known and patent to all
men, equally useless is the appointment of such a
body for such an end as that which Mr. Brown
pretends to have w view.” No modification of
the Legislative Union caa be conceived of even,
which shall prove mutually satisfactory to Upper
and to Liower Canada. Any arrangement which
should in any degree tend to sllay the existing
tissatisfaction of Upper Canada, would of course
only augment the dissatisfaction of the Liower
Province ; for the reform which the one pro-
poses to attaia, the other 1s determined to ward
off as the greatest of evils. The task imposed
upon the Committee is thus an impossible ene ; as
impossible as if it were imposed upon it to devise
some means by which the pelting of frogs in the
pond might be made as acceptable to the frogs
as to the boys, to the pelted as ta the pelters.

Yet though we look on the nomination of the
Committee as a humbug—though 1t can effect no-
‘thing, and although its proposers and supporters
do not even expect 1t to effect anything—we
look upon the vote by which it was affirmed as a
great misfortune, and a great menace to the au-
tonomy of Lower Canada, and the integrity of
Catbolic ecclesiastical properly. That vote is a
sign of weakness- on the part of the Lower
Canadian section of the Legisiature ; a symptom
of a readiness to make concessions of which their
enemies will avail themselves to exact more, and
still more damaging concessions, from those who
if they were true to themselves, their country,

language of the Bible can be rendered.—

words to represent dhem.  Our readers may
therefore easily lmaome what ridiculous or ra-
ther blasphemous balderdash 1s a New Zealand
Bible, translated ato the * mongrel language in-
vented by the Missionaries ;”” and how pernicious.
must be the eflect of the circulation of such
wretched trash amongst the poor 1gnorant people

amongst Whom these Protestant Missionaries la~
bor—nat in vain ndeed, in so far as they them-
selves, and the good things of this world are con-
cerned. .

Beauries of Encuisn Poor Liaws. — In
its Buropean News we find in the DMontreal
Herald of the 21st inst., some facts as to the
working of the Poor Laws in Zogland, which
we cite as illustrative of the practical efects of
that system, and of the consequences of exchang-
ing the maxims of political economy for those of
Christian charity :—

« ¥z, Farnall, so well known as the representative
ot the Poor Law Board in Lancashire during the
cotton famine, is now investigatiog the management
of the union in Betonal Green. The evidence is extra-
ordinary. To save money the guardians employ a
paupet porter and pauper nurses, and would employ
a pauper master and doctor if tbey dnred. Tie por-
ter said that he was mot permitted to allow any ap-
plicants to sit dowu in the lobby, and & dsing wo-
man was kept standiog, because, thongh there was a
bench, it was.against the rules for paupers to sit on
it. The master, also, was io the babit of refusing
cases of urgent mecessity until a formsl order was
received, a proceeding for which, he was sharply re-
buked by the Commissioner. The evidence, in fact,
indicntes that the guardians coosider the poor as
foes, whose death is, on the whole, a benefit to the
community., A case is reported this week at Green-
wich in which & woman was found dead in the street
from hunger alone, there being no disease, blu: ' not
& particle of fat on her body ;' and oot a weei pagses
withoat some case of death {rom hunger in London
The simple ¢ause of this atrocious state of affuirs is
the conduct of the workhouse officials, who are so
brutal and insolent that the starviag die quiety
rather than enter the ¢ house.'”

A GmaNt Convertep. — The Montreal
Whitness in a review of the British and Foreign
Bible Society mentions a case of conversion
which has excited great interest in the evangel-
cal world, and which has occurred to “a guant
who was exhibiting himself at a far.” Oo ac-
count of his extra size we suppose that this will
be esteemed equivalent to the conversion of any
two men of ordinary stature.

We read also in the same article an account
how a circus rider has embraced the Gospel—and
given up his wandering mode of life in conse-
quence of change of views caused by reading the
Bible. TUpon the [atter’s conversion we are not
disposed to lay much stress, for these circus riders
and buffoons are generally what are called “ hard
cases,” and give a great deal of trouble to their
spiritual pastors and masters—as witness the fol-
ing story whieh we find i the columas of our

A FipErAL CApTAulN ARRESTED' 1N TORONTO FOR
MurpER,—Between five and- six months ago & person
of good address and gentlemanly appearance came
to this city from the Western States, and, after stop-
ping at a hotel for a few days, took lodgings at & re-
spectable boarding-house in the West End. He gave
his name as Captain Maurice Connor, of the Federal
ermy, and stated es a reason for his coming to this
country that s constitotion had - been injured by
service ip Tenncssee, and that he had been recom-
mended to try the air of Canada. By his urbane
mazner and gentlemanly ‘deportment, he,soon made
for himself many acquaintances of a highly respect-
able character, becoming go intimate with some a3
to be on visiting torms. He had in bis possession an
sbundence of ¢ greenbacks,’ and wus anything but
niggardly in apending them, and was generally
considered by all who knew bim asa ‘jolly good
fellow.! He was here but a few weeks when his sick-
ly look vanished, and he became a strong, bealthy,
robust-loocking man ; still he did not retarn to his re-
giment in the field. Many of his acquaintances con-
sidered this rather singnlar, and questioned him as
to when he intended returniog, but to each he re-
turped an evasive answer, which, together with somse
peculiarities in his manner, led some of them to sup-
poee that-he was cithor an impostor or a refugee from
justice. Many of bis newly-maie friends ia conse-
quence dropped off, though most of therm remained
intimate with bim until lns departure, Ho appeared
to wish to aveli all intercourse with persons from
the States, especially army officers, and seldom went
into public places atter darl, thongh during the day
he might often be seen promenadiog tho streets Arm-
in-arm with & friend, and occasionally in the com-
pany of ladies. Ilis correspondence was also very
voluminous, and, s it afterwards turned out, of &
very peculinr character, Matters went on this way
for about five months, when the captain announced
to his friends that he bad received orders to report
bimself at headquarters as soon &s possible, and that
he must leave Toronto at once. Accordingly, one
day last week, he packed up his traps and left, being
escorted to the Union station by a number of his
friends and admirers. He bade tbem a triendly good
bye end departed in o train for the West—* regret-
ted,’ as the sayiog is, ‘by all who hLad the plensure
of knowing him.! The nex® we hear of the gailant
captain, is that he went to Chicago, and had not
been in that eity two hours before he wasin the
hands of the police on & charge of muzder. It ap-
pears that lis story regarding his position in the Fe-
deral army was quite true, and that while staticned
in Tennessee las: fall, he without the slightest. pro-
vocation, shota brother officer through the heart,
Iolling bim instantly. He was arrested, but succeed-
ed ip making bis eacape and made his way to Cana-
da, where ke remained till he thonght, no doubt, the
affair wes almost forgotten, in the excitement of
greater and more bloody deeds. Not s0, however,
for 50 heinous was his crime considered, that & re-
ward of one thousand dollars was offered for his ar-
rest, and all the time he was in Toronto, there wns
& watch upon his movements, and the numerous let-
ters e was constantly receiving were decoys to at-
tempt to lend him to the States ngain. Thus it was
that he was so goon arrested on bis arrival there.
His proper name is Captain J Morris, and through
his personal bravery he rose {from the ranks 1o the
post of captuin, and but for the crime be committed,
he might ere now have filled a much bigher position.
He was closely gnarded in Chicago, to prevent a se-
cond escape, and when last heard trom he wes about

local anthorities’; but as the whole of tbe adminis.
tralive authority has remained in this country in the
hands of employees of Polish origin, who flled all
the posts, from the highsst to the lowest,'in the ju-
dicial and.police department, the Government was
unsble to discover all the threads of 1he conspiracy
aod to forestall the events witnessed in this country
in .the :year' 1863. Haviog observed. this error,
which proceeded from san excessive confidencs in
falee'and-guperficial appearsnces of friendship to the
Government on the part of the persons .of Polish
origin to whom all the branches of the Government
of the country were entrusted, and moved by an ex-
perience bougkt-at the price of blood and heavy
sacrifices on the part of Russis, I considered it ne-
cessary, for ensuring the peace of the zountry in fe.
