Make the biscuit as usual add cut into 
rounds as large as a small saucer. Spread with soft butter, sprinkle with' 
cinnamon and powdered sugar. Now fold the rounds in half, so each roll is 
the shape of a half-circle. Butter the tops and bake in hot oven.

Gems are any sort of batter mixtures baked in gem pans. The easiest 
to make and the best liked ate' those made from Graham flotjr. Dr. Gra­
ham’s own recipe demands all Graham meal, but this is too ceirse for most 
palates, so add one-third white flour. One cup of Graham flour, one-half 
cup wheat flour, one teaspoon salt, three teaspoons of baking powder. Sift 
these together .to mix them, but turn the.middlings from the Graham flour 
back ino the bowl, as they malçe the gems good. j

Beat the yolks of three eggs and to them add one cup of nillk. Melt a 
fourth of a cup of shortening and mix all together with a slotted spoon.
Stir briskly three minutes and pour into greased gem pans, bake in a hot 
oven. If iron gem pans are used they must be heated before thfe mixture is 
put in.

TO FRESHEN STALE BREAD.

To freshen stale bread, dip it for a 
second in cold water or cold milk and 
-then rebakv it in rather a cool oven. 
One of the best ways to heat rolls is to 
put them in a paper bag in the oven for 
a few minutes.

Steamed bread is palatable and affords 
variety. The section of a loaf or single 
slices or rolls are placed over rapidly 
boiling water and closely covered. This 

, -may be done in a regular steamer or by 
putting a colander above boiling water.

The water hyacinthe is a very curi­
ous aquatic, not native hère, growing 
in Sqirih -America, but naturalized in 
many parts of the southern states. 
However, if care is taken to bring in 
the roots and winter these in the cel­
lar, our water gardeners will not need 
•to hesitate about obtaining a root of 
this most interesting aquatic. Its cul­
ture presents no difficulty other than 
that of wintering.

Like so many of these plants, it is a 
floating .specimen, 
showy blossoms.

The leaves come up from the shal­
low* depths, in thick clusters, being 
borne upwards upon queer inflated 
petioles (or stems), which enable these 
leaves to lie floating lazily upon the 
sunny waters.

The flowers come up on a loose 
spike, growing well above the level of 
the foliage, and are amazingly attrac­
tive. Pale violet, with the upper lobes 
marked-with bright blue and gleam­
ing yellowr and lasting many long days 
before fading, the entire flower spike 
is well worth waiting weeks for.

.....-As ■ a vase or. aquarium plant, the
water hyacinth Is" unexcelled. In a 
closed square; aquarium, the plant is 
m/tifch more interesting than any fah- 
'tailed goldfish.

If stored in an air-tight jar or bottle, 
will keep for a long while, ajid will "be 
rçady to use at any time. They are 
handy to use in place of freshly-grated 
crumbs for puddings, stuffings and 
bread sauce, or ' for crumbing cro­
quettes and fish.

Crumbs which can be served with 
kame riiay be prepared by putting slices 
of stale bread into a cooling oven and 
leaving them there over night to dry 
thoroly ; when ready to use, crush them 
and fry in hot lard or clarified butter. 
Stir well until all are of a golden 
brown color : then take them out with 
k wire spoon and drain on absorbent 
p.iper in front of the fire.

SORE MOUTHSf

Making More Dollarsit1 Place

I have already advised you to wash 
baby's mouth out every .morning. This 
is not a fad; it is necessary to pre­
vent the baby having “thnieh." or 
“sprue," as sore mouth is commonly 
called. The soreness may be caused 
by particles of milk being left in the 
fliouth to ferment, or dirty nipples, or 
the use of a “comfort.” or allowing 
baby to suck toys or other objects, or 
allowing people to-"feel for teeth." Any 
or all of these causes may give mouth 
trouble to poor baby.

If the baby is a little bit run down 
in gênerai health, sore mouth usually 
develops. On the roof of the mouth, 
on the tongue, pn the inside of the 
cheeks, little white specks, looking like 
curds of milk, may be seen. The baby 
is uncomfortable and fretty and some­
times refuses his food-

The mouth must be thoroly but gent­
ly washed out every hour with a solu­
tion of bicarbonate of soda, ope tea­
spoonful of soda to one cup of boiled 
water. Wrap a piece of absorbent 
cotton around the little finger; pour 
over it the solution and wipe out the 
mouth. If too much force is used the 
tender lining of the mouth mpy be in­
jured.

Besides this treatment wash the 
mouth twice daily with the boric acid 
solution. Improvement is generally 
shown in. 24 hours it this treatment Is 
followed.

The most scrupulous care should be 
given all bottles and nipples: and .if 
the baby is nursed, the mother’s nip­
ples should be washed wHh a solution" 
of boracic before and after the baby 
Is fed-

Older children sometimes haye ul­
cerated mouths. It may be caused by 
a rundown state of health, by decay­
ed teeth, or by neglect The child 
di-ools a great deal, sometimes the 
saliva fairly runs out Of the mouth, 
the breath is offensive and the gums 
become inflamed and swollen. A yel­
lowish line appears along the gums 
close to the teeth, or sometimes yellow 
spots are scattered thruout the mouth.

Prompt treatment should • be begun 
as soon as the trouble is discovered. 
An astringent mouth wash is needed; 
five grains of alum to one ounce of 
boiled water is often applied with ben­
efit. Wash out the mouth every two 
or three flours.

If the child Is taken to a doctor he 
will touch the ulcers with nitrate of 
silver. The mother cannot do this, 
but the doctor may give her a powder 
to use on the spots several times a
day.

The wording of the statute has been 
changed to some extent since the 
decision in Markham v. Aurora, but 
it serves to indicate that the legis­
lation intended to prevent any munici­
pality from granting any aid to an 
industry, which is in fact, established 
elsewhere.

.DANGER SIGNALS.

The Montreal Dally Mail' says edito­
rially: a few days ago The ih»ily Mall 
urged the necessity of eternal vigi­
lance as the only safegulard against a 
contemplated assault on the interests 
of the City of Montreal, It now re­
iterates that warning.

The signs of danger are not difficult 
'to discern. They must be self evident 
to the man on the street. Therè has 
been within the past year In the City 
of Montreal a’trafficking In newspapers 
unparalleled in the history of Canadian 
Journalism. There have been purchas­
es, , amalgamations and eliminations. 
These transactions have Involved the 
expenditure of over a million dollars. 
Two million dollars could not be an 
extravagant estimate.

And tor what purpose? Clearly not 
to solve or simplify a legitimate news­
paper problem. The real motive was 
to deprive the English-speaking read­
ers of evening newspapers of reliable 
sources of information and honest 
counsel. It was to sever the lines of 
communication between the public and 
■the truth, to create a newspaper mo­
nopoly in the evening field, and to di­
vert public thought- into harmless and 
mistaken channels.

Such a situation the public cannot 
fall to regard with deep anxiety. There 
are to the, casual observer two Eng­
lish evening newspapers in Montreal. 
In reality, there is only. one. The situ­
ation is dominated toy one titan, sup­
ported by one interest. The English- 
speaking people of Montreal cannot 
pick up an afternoon newspaper which 
is1 not controlled and inspired by the 
same man and the same interest. They 
are, In short, at the mercy of a mo­
no,ply which sooner or later will de­
monstrate the why and wherefore of 
its existence.

This much the. public may accept as 
a fact and a warning that there is a 
deadly purpose in it all. It is not a 
legitimate purpose, because legitimate 
enterprises are riot afraid of publicity. 
They are not preceded toy a buying up 
of newspapers and the restriction of 
public information to the narrow and 
distorted channels Which 4interested 
parties may prescribe.

It may be safely taken for granted 
that a move of some kind is being 
planned against the city's interests. 
Fabulous amounts have been spent in 
paving the way for it. And that is the 
best evidence of the seriousness of the 
menace and the necessity of public 
vigilance to forestall it.

On the other hand the 
business of the government was well 
considered and far advanced when Sir 
James went south on the trip which 
came to such tm unlocked for end 
Onè solid item of performance is ' the 
completion of the statutory revision. 
The compensation bill will . occupy 
many hours, no doubt, of the session, 
and>| there should be a good deal more 
material in the cabinet workshop to 
justify the existence of the govern­
ment. We do not think that the Ab­
sence of Sir James, much as he will 
be missed, should discover any deadly 
weaknesses in the government front, 
but the opportunity for the .opposi­
tion is an exceptional one and Mr. 
Rowell may take advantage of this 
to force the fighting.

TOUCHED ON THE RAW.
The Globe “doth protest too much."

Does anyone 
deny this?» We also stated that The 
Globe and The Telegram were the or­
gans of , these landlords' In the city. 
Does anyone deny this? The Glftbe, as 
we stated, “howls with rage” at any 
suggestion of the ky.d, and declares 
that a fariner miles outside the city 
limits, who could not get inside the 

"city limits if he tried, is “a prince of 
prevaricators with a face of triple 
brass” for stating the facts.

Will The Glooc Kindly point out any 
way in which land outside Toronto is 
to be' made available to those who 
need-it except by rendering it accessi­
ble and habitable? Sho'uld such land 
rot be farmed. Or what would The 
Globe suggest should be done with it 
until suoh time as it is in demand for 
residence purposes?

The Globe quite unfairly misrepre­
sents The World, which. Is far ahead 
of The Globe in demanding taxation 
and assessment reform- But The 
World in wanting reform wants equit­
able reform. There is no reason from 
any point of view except greed why 
the farmer on Bathurst street, or 
Blinda', street, or Kingston road, 
or Don Mills road, or any other 
suburban thorofare should be tax­
ed for unearned increment while 

* the landholder on Queen street, or Bay 
street, or Melinda street, or anywhere 
else inside the city limits is allowed 
to get away with his unearned incre­
ment untouched. The Globe knows 
very well that it can’t go to an agri­
cultural legislature and ask for mea­
sures' taxing the extra-urban land­
holder and allowing the intra-urban 
landholder to escape free. Such rank 
unfairness has stopped all progress in 
the direction of land , vilue taxation 
reforms. The monopoliste in the city 
are Just as bad as the monopolists out­
side the city, and, as The Globe knows, 
in many cases worse. The World has 
been agitating all along for a reform 
in taxation, but it must be a reform 

.Which will affect all alike.
The Globe, which talks about "the 

prince of prevaricators,” goes on to 
declare that "the extension of the city 
boundaries wiil not make land cheap.” 
When The Globe is arguing on the 
other side of this question it will point 
to the land boom and annexations in 
1889 and thereabouts to prove that it 
makes land too cheap. If annexation

"HEART SONGS”
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in *DOMINION SUPREMACY.
In striking contrast to the ferment 

occasioned by the declaration of ’mar­
tial law by the Government of South 
Africa and the deportation of ten of 
the strike leaders is the apathy with 
which very similar acts have been 
viewed in the United States. The 
constitution of the neighboring repub­
lic recognizes the sovereign powers of 
its component states, and in three of 
thesfc there have been strikes and con­
tests between mine owners aad Work­
ers which have involved identical 
questions with1those raised in South 
Africa. Constitutional rights, it is as­
serted, have been trampled upon, 
tial law has been proclaimed and en­
forced. and even the power of deporta­
tion exercised without exciting a frac­
tion of the general protest that the 
action of Premier Botha and his gov­
ernment has provoked-

Perhaps too much has been made in 
Britain of the deportation of the strike 
leaders, particularly when it is pre­
sented as a reason for interference on 
the part of "the imperial government 
with the exercise of the powers pos­
sessed by a self-governing British 
state- Deportation of British citizens 
from Canada is common enough, just 
as is refusa' to admit the entry of un­
desirables even tho they arc cf Sa ltish 
origin. The point in dispute really 
turns not on the power, but on the 
cause of deportation, and. this 
raises the far more serious question of 
the supremacy of a self-governing do­
minion over the conduct of its in­
ternal affairs- Any attempt to limit its 
authority in that regard is fraught 
with menace to the future of the em­
pire.*

ing to a writer In Harper’s Weekly. It 
is said that at least ninety different 
varieties of willow are cultivated on the 
continent, many of which show supen- 
orlty to the shoots raised In America.

There has been reported a decided in­
crease In the industry In the United 
States. One farmer in the middle west 
is said to have cleared - $19,-000 'on a sixty- 

e crop, and there are willow planters 
In the east and the south who are con­
ducting patient tests of various species 
and have already succeeded in ’grow­
ing shoots of such excellence that they 
compare favorably with the product ob­
tained by the highly specialized cultiva­
tion of Europe.

In order that it may be of the best 
basket material, a willow shoot must be 
slender, tough, pliable and cylindrical. It 
is said no two soils will produce the 
same quality of willow. Every planter is, 
therefore, of necessity compelled to ex­
periment and to select the species best 
adapted to his particular soil and 
climate.

City Surveyors Issue First Instalment of Report on Assess­
ment Department—Say Rolls Should Be Published, 
Annual Land Value Maps Issued, Taxes Cut 
provements to Remedy H ouse Conditions

tOTTAWA, Feb. IT.—(Special.)—Labor 
conditions thruout Canada generally were 
never In such a settled condition as they 
are at present. There are fewer labor 
troubles than there ever were, and, In­
cluding those opt of work at Nanaimo, 
B.C., there are today In all Canada fewer 
than one thousand men out of work on 
account of labor troubles. This Is the 
statement of the labor department.

Thiis condition of things has been 
largely brought about by the policy pur- 

-m sued by Hon. T. W. Crothers, minister 
W of labor, In appointing fair wage officers 

In different parts of the country. When 
mm , Mr. Crothers became minister there were 
(9 only two fair wage officers, and they 

were both stationed at Ottawa. He 
^m found that when labor troubles broke out 

at distant parts of the country, the par­
ties concerned had locked horns some­
times before the department's officer 
could reach the scene. He therefore sta­
tioned one officer at Vancouver (J. D. 
Niven), another at Winnipeg (H. S. 
Good), two In Ontario (W. D. Killlns and 
E. N. Compton), one In Quebec (Victor 
Dubreull), and still another one is to* be 
appointed for the maritime provinces. 
At present, Mr. Dubreull attends to the 
maritime provinces, but the district has 
been found too wide, and so one more 
fair wage officer will be appointed short­
ly to attend to the interests of the labor 
men in these provinces entirely.

The policy of the minister has not been 
to await the breaking out of labor trou­
bles, but to have the fair wage officers 
inquiring constantly Into labor conditions 
in their various parts of the country, 
and endeavor to settle grievances and 
stall off the trouble rather than settie lt 
after It has broken out. In this he has 
been eminently successful, as the present 
calm situation In labor circles proves.

Feb. •—A remarkable 
scheme for the preservation of 
fabric of St- Paul’s Cathedral is 
receiving the attention of architects- 
The plan amounts in principle to the 
immersion of the foundations in a 
huge tank of moist earth.

Such a tank could be formed by 
utilizing the subsoil of blue London 
clay for the floor and by building on 
this floor at a reasonable distance from 
the cathedral a complete ferro-con- 
crete enclosure- This wall would, of 
course, be entirely below the street 
level.

Many expert builders and surveyors 
are now of the opinion that the sub­
sidences which have recently caused 
such great tilarm are not due to the 
evil effects of traffic vibration, but to 
the excellence of the drainage system 
in tho St. Paul’s area and the means 
which have been adopted in recent 
years for carrying away the surface 
water.

They contend that the sand and 
gravel layers In which the foundations' 
stand have become "parched” and un­
stable, and owing to the plateau for­
mation on the summit of which the 
foundations rest there is a very na­
tural tendency. for these foundations 
to spread.

It is asserted that uptll within com­
paratively recent times the gravel on 
which St- Paul’s Is poised has been 
bound together by the natural mois­
ture filtering thru from the surface, 
and that every rainfall contributed to_ 
The stability of the edifice. The part­
ing in the enclosures end-the substitu­
tion of concrete and bituminous for 
kidney pebble road surfaces in the 
churchyard are credited- .with having 
deprjvied the gravel subsoil of this 
necessary moisture.

The proposal to rewater the subsoil 
in the proximity of St Paul’s -and 
thereby set up a new cohesive action 
among the particles is that of C- C. 
Hayer Millar, an enthusiast in archi­
tectural matters-

Blind Faith in Power to

against blind faith in the cure of 
cancer
the public tonight by representatives 
of the American Society for the Con­
trol of Cancer. It is planned to hold 
similar meetings in various parts of 
the country.

The speakers tonight pointed out 
that the radium treatment of cancer 
is as yet a matter of experiment, and 
the successful results have been ob­
tained chiefly in the treatment of ex­
ternal cancers, particularly of the 
skin.

A sufficient quantity of radium and 
the required experience in its use will 
not be available tor some years, and 
in the meantime It is practically certain 
that large numbers of people are like­
ly to be deluded by false hopes. The 
first principle In cancer treatment is 
the extreme danger of delay, and thus 
far a thoroly qualified operation seems 
to hold out the only hope for a cure.

Of the thousands of cancer cures 
brought forward, t practically 
of them yield» satisfactory results, 
and the warning cannot bo made too 
strong against public faith in the fre­
quent announcement of cancer cures 
by other than s'urgical methods.

According to the speakers, radium has 
probably been shown to exert a de­
finitely curative effect on Certain of 
the moderately malignant and super­
ficial cancers of the skin, mouth and 
other readily accessible mucous mem­
branes, provided it is applied while 
the disease is still, local, and in the 
early stages.

Radium definitely relieves suffering 
when used in the advanced stages of 
deeper-seated cancers, but in thoso 
cases it improves only the visible or 
tangible manifestations, and exerts no 
effect upon the disseminated disease 
as a whole. It Is believed that there 
is no proof that radium has flnaliy 
cured any one case of advanced and 
disseminated cancer.

Speed has been banished into the 
limbo of the "has been” and the “once 
was.” The modem motor car salesman 
has learned that the best possible test 
of the efficiency of a motor car is the 
slow speed. Not how fast, but how 
slow is the cry. The tremendous 
growth of the modern American city, 
and the need for a car that will 
operate under difficult traffic condi­
tions has made necessary a motor that 
will pull the car steadily, smoothly, 
without jerk or vibration at speeds as 
low as two and three miles an hour on 
high gear.

KEEP IT FROM SLIPPING

While making excavations recently 

fo rthe foundations of a" big' building 
in Berlin the workmen discovered that 
it was necessary to go ten feet below 
the foundation of the adjoining bjilld- 

Theso structures; . rested on 
quicksand, which would have flowed 
from under them, says The Engineer, 
had the engineers not resorted to an 
ingenious method to keep the aand 
from slipping away. It consisted tn 
bolidly freezing the sides of the new 
excavation.

Five inch freezing pipes, closed at 
the bottom, were sunk three feet apart 
all round the edge of the pit. The 
pipes contained one inch pipes, that 
were open at the bottom and connected 
with a ..supply header at the top. The 
five inch pipes were connetced with a 
drain header.

The brine, which was pumped from 
a refrigerating plant, passed down 'the 
one inch pipes, up the five inch pipes, 
bat:l: into the drain header and thence 
to tlie brine tsnkn.
