FAILS.

Anarchist Engaged Men
for Crime, But They
Kill Their Leader
Before Bomb
is :rhrown.

ST. PETERSBURG,  July 2.—From
revolutionary sources there have been
obtained and published full details of a
gsensational reactionary plot to com-
pass the murder of Count Witte, the
fcrmer Russian premier, who repre-

sented his country at the peace nego-
tiations at Portsmouth- in 1905.

This assassination was planned by
the Moscow branch of the Union of
True Russian People, the organization
to which'-the emperor sent a communi-
cation on June 17, cohveying: his bless-
ing tq.the Ulira-reactionary party, and
hiz hopes for the success of its pur-
poses. :

The execution of the plot was en-
tiusted to. the leader of the Moscow
branch, a man named Kazantseff, who
came to St, Petersburg the latter part
of May and secured employment in a
factory as a common laborer. He be-
friended several of his fellow workmen,
and after announcing himself as an
anarchist he enlisted four men to assist
hin: in carrying out his commissi¥n. It
was planned to -throw a bomb at Count
Witte’'s carriage from the window of a
cheap boarding-house on Kamen.n_v
Island, while the count was on his way
to attend a meeting of the council of

¢ empire. :
m'I‘he f)lot. however, was betrayed bvy
the revolutionist bureau, which gave
Count Witte warning. The four work-
men continued to pretend lovalty to
Kazantseff in order.not to ‘arouse his
suspicion. The day for the assassina-
tion was fixed, and that morning Ka-
zantseff led his supposed assistants to
a wood in the vicinity of St Peters-
burg in order to get the bombs from a
secret hiding-place, but at this point
the four men turned on Kazantseff and
killed bim, carrying out the sentgnce
of-death passed upon him.

Since Sunday almost 1500 immigrants:
have arrived in this city, the last con- &
tingent of 250 coming in yesterday
morning. A special feature of this
last party was the large number of -
farm workers included, and these rave
been eagerly sought after and em-
ployed by farmers at provincial points.

On Sunday a party of some 200 im=
migrants arrived in the city, having
been sent to this country under the di-
rection ,of the St. John's Emigration
Societyf of Tottenham, London, The
party ¥included many large families,
Monday night a man with his wife
and two children wandered into the
British Welcome League headquartera
and told of having been himself and
family without food for the whole day.
Others soon arrived belonging to the
same party, until the number reached
80, and all had an identical story of
want and neglect to - tell.

They were fed and housed and%an
effort made to locate fhe managers, J.
Metcalfe and ‘B. P. T. Jenkins, who
had accompanied them here. A dis-
cussion with them revealed the fact
that absolute ignorance as to labor
conditions in this country prevails not
only amongst emigrants from the old
country, but amongst the officials who
arrange their transportation here.
That this ignorance extends to mat=
ters which should be of common
knowledge, was shown Monday by the
fact that 20 families of settlers intends-
ed for farms in the vicinity of Ottawa,
were ticketed thru to this city. *

One trouble found with many new-
comers is in their preference to hang
about the cities instead of going on
farms. These are of a class who have
lived all their lives in big cities, whom
destitution has forced to emigrate and
who, when they reach here, evince a
decided disinclination to accepfing
employment in-the country.

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A Short Lesson in How to
Speak

*

By “how to speak,”’ oratory.is not
meant. OBIy a proressional speaker has
a right to'teach that, and only a genius
can learn it. But there are little things

that might be learned by #ll of us in
the direction of correct sp. ng.
The Voice.

You are not speaking right it you are
not breathing right. Don’t breathe into
your chest. Don’t breathe into your
diaphragm; don’t breathe into your ab-
domen—breathe into them all. I have
read a number of books on singing,
one by Lill Lehmann, another by Chris-
tepher North, and more than 1 can re-
member by other people. Each has its
own method. One says: “Breathe into
your chest,” another, “Be sure to
breathe into your diaphragm.” They
are all right. You must not only breathe
into the upper part of the lungs, but
into the lower part of the back, the
frent, and everywhere. If possible, your
pores should breathe freely, too. They
were intended for that purpose. Having
taken a full, deep breath, do not screw
up your throat, draw in your chin, or
throw your. head back. Just stand in
an easy position, erect and natural, and
le: the breath go out again till - not a
bit .18 left in your lungs. Practice
speaking. beginning with simple modi-
fications of the breath, such as ‘“Ha!
Ha!,” and see to it that the tone is not
shallow, but comes from the soles of.
your, feet up. ' If you have difficulty in
getfing your jaw relaxed (the jaw s
the trouble almost always) practise the
following relaxing ercise: Let the
head hang forward, slightly bending the
body at the same time. Take all con-
trol out of the jaw. Shake your head
vigorously, letting the jaw swing loose.
If it shakes freely when another per-
son grasps your hand ,and shakes fit,
then your jaw is relaxed. Try the exer-
cise before .a mirror.

A head tone is a nervous tone, re-
sulting from a set jaw. The effect is
twangy and disagreeable. A chest tone
is an affected tone, resulting from too
great vibration of the chords in the
larynx, which produce the note as the
air rushes thru them like wind on &
wind instrument. Avoid all distortions
of muscles in the throat, which tighten
or loosen the chords of the larynx.

If you want to speak correctly, see
that the tone does not stop in the roof
of your mouth, for if it does n?e effect
will' be that of the “head voice.” Let it
come right forward to the lips; feel the
lips vibrate as it passes thru. Your
tones will be thus modulated, yet in-

ly carrying.
